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INTRODUCTION AND OVERVIEW
1.01 General

Contractors interested in being invited to bid on the Olive View-UCLA Emergency Room
Replacement and Tuberculosis Unit Project must submit a completed Statement of
Qualifications (SOQ) questionnaire as a mandatory first step in the bid process. The
SOQ shall consist of the requested information, provided on the forms contained in
Sections Il through VI of this document. Only prequalified contractors will be invited to
submit a lump sum bid for this Project.

The County is not responsible for any costs that contractors may incur to complete the
prequalification process.

The purpose of this SOQ is to provide the Emergency Room Replacement and
Tuberculosis Unit Contractor Evaluation Committee with sufficient information to
determine if a contractor is "responsible” to satisfactorily perform the proposed work.
Used in this context, the term "responsible” has reference to trustworthiness, as well as
quality, fitness, capacity, experience, and ability of the contractor to satisfactorily
perform the work.

The SOQ submitted must be complete, in the correct format, and in accordance with the
established schedule. All applicable portions of the attached forms should be
completed, with attachments if the space provided is not sufficient. Any SOQ failing to
clearly present all of the requested information, or failing to be in the format requested,
may be considered non-responsive and rejected on that basis. Contractors may submit
additional information they consider applicable to fully demonstrate that they are a
responsible contractor for the purposes of this Project.

SOQs will be evaluated by the Emergency Room Replacement and Tuberculosis Unit
Contractor Evaluation Committee. In order to be invited to submit a lump sum bid on
this Project, the contractor must have met the minimum qualifications as set forth in this
document. The minimum qualifications to qualify for the Olive View-UCLA Medical
Center Emergency Room Replacement and Tuberculosis Unit Project are summarized
for convenience as follow. Contractor shall refer to the sections referenced within the
summary for detailed requirements. The contractor shall:

e Have completed at least two (2) projects since January 1, 1996, for which the
contract value of each project was at least $20 million. Qualifying projects must
be complex renovation or seismic retrofit of a functioning facility that have
similar systems requirements for environmental controls, including dust,
infection, and noise controls, as those found in a functioning acute-care
hospital ("Complex Renovation and Seismic Retrofit Project”). Acceptable
projects would include clinical, medical, clean room, and pharmaceutical
facilities, and surgery clinic projects where contractor was required to maintain

JOINT RECOMMENDATION WITH THE CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER AND
THE DIRECTOR OF HEALTH SERVICES THAT YOUR BOARD:

1. Approve the use of the Board-adopted Bidder Prequalification Process to
select general contractors for the Olive View-UCLA Medical Center
Emergency Room Replacement and Tuberculosis Unit project, and
authorize the Director of Public Works to utilize the Request for Statement
of Qualifications (Enclosure D).

2. Adopt preliminary plans and specifications for the Olive View-UCLA
Medical Center Emergency Room Replacement and Tuberculosis Unit
project at an estimated construction cost of $34,105,000. Instruct the
Executive Officer of the Board to advertise for bids, to be received on
dates indicated in the Request for Statement of Qualifications, in
accordance with the Instruction Sheet for Publishing Legal Advertisements
(Enclosure C).
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3. Authorize the Director of Public Works to execute Supplemental
Agreement 4 to Contract PW-12834 with Langdon Wilson Architects for
Optional Services for a $400,000 not-to-exceed fee. This increase will be
funded by net County cost.

4, Approve the project budget of $49,418,000 for the Olive View-UCLA
Medical Center Emergency Room Replacement and Tuberculosis Unit
project as detailed in Enclosure B.

PURPOSE/JUSTIFICATION OF THE RECOMMENDED ACTIONS

Approval of the recommended actions will allow Public Works to initiate the bidding
process for the Olive View-UCLA Medical Center Emergency Room Replacement and
Tuberculosis Unit project and to use the Bidder Prequalification Process to ensure that
only qualified bidders compete for the Construction Contract.

Your Board authorized Public Works to proceed with the design of the Emergency
Room Replacement and Tuberculosis Unit project on February 8, 2005. The
construction documents were submitted to the Office of Statewide Health Planning and
Development (OSHPD) for plan check in April 2006. OSHPD's final approval of the
construction documents is anticipated at the end of March 2007. Upon OSHPD's
approval of the construction documents, we will return to your Board to adopt plans and
specifications, solicit bids from prequalified contractors, and request approval of the
environmental document.

We are recommending bidder prequalification for this project because it is essential that
the general contractor be experienced with the type of work being performed, especially
construction adjacent to an operational hospital and under the jurisdiction of OSHPD.
This experience is critical to protect the health and safety of patients, employees, and
the general public. The prequalified contractors would have the expertise to complete
the work with the least possible disturbance to the hospital.

The Bidder Prequalification Process will identify contractors who have successfully
completed work of similar scope, complexity, and magnitude in the past. We anticipate
that using prequalified contractors will limit the bidding process to contractors who can
best meet the construction requirements of the project to result in higher quality work
and timely completion of construction while minimizing cost and construction claims.
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This current schedule anticipates the prequalification process for the project to begin on
November 28, 2006. The Statements of Qualification are due from contractors on
January 15, 2007, and will be evaluated by a panel composed of Public Works staff.
Construction is scheduled to begin in October 2007 and is anticipated to be
substantially complete by March 2010. A schedule summary for the project is included
in Enclosure A.

Prior to constructing the new emergency services building, an initial phase of site
preparation activities will need to be completed The preparatory work includes
modification of utilities, parking lots, and pavement. These site preparation activities will
be contracted using Board-approved Job Order Contracts.

The proposed Supplemental Agreement with Langdon Wilson Architects provides for
additional design services as well as a contingency for potential issues that may arise
during construction. To minimize construction delays, we plan to have the architect
provide and obtain OSHPD approvals for the fire sprinkler design prior to start of
construction. This design is traditionally completed during construction as part of the
contractor's scope of work. We are also requesting Langdon Wilson Architects to
develop three-dimensional computer-aided plans that is to be used to resolve
construction-related conflicts and minimize change orders. This additional design work
will result in a higher quality set of plans and help to reduce potential change orders and
construction delays. The total not-to-exceed amount for the Supplemental Agreement is
$400,000.

Implementation of Strategic Plan Goals

These actions meet the County Strategic Plan Goals of Service Excellence, Fiscal
Responsibility, and Children and Families’ Well-Being by investing in public health
infrastructure to enhance the safety of the patients and staff.
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FISCAL IMPACT/FINANCING

In December 2004, we reported to your Board that the estimated project cost was
$29,000,000, including design, jurisdictional review, construction, equipment,
consultant, and County services. In April 2006, we reported that we obtained additional
project information that would increase the project budget and that these costs would be
verified by a third-party consultant. As a result of this review, the revised project budget
is now estimated at $49,418,000.

This revised total project cost is based on construction estimates completed
independently by the architect/engineer and the construction manager using completed
plans.

e Unprecedented construction cost escalation for the hospital sector in the past
two years is reported to be from 18 to 20 percent per year. This increase has
been attributed to increased demand for qualified contractors, labor, and higher
material costs. The California Hospital Association has equated this construction
impact as a 66 percent increase to Statewide hospital construction cost from
2003 to 2006.

e We have also completed additional investigations of the construction site. The
soils report results required the project to excavate and recompact more
earthwork than was previously estimated.

e Additional investigation also resulted in the discovery of an existing utility tunnel
and an abandoned aqueduct located below the project footprint.

e OSHPD is requiring that utility lines that feed the project from the existing Central
Plant, such as electrical, plumbing, and mechanical, be seismically anchored and
braced to meet the current code standards.

Design and preconstruction activities are funded from a combination of net County cost
and commercial paper. Construction will be funded by long-term debt.

Funds are available in the Fiscal Year 2006-07 Capital Project budget for Supplemental
Agreement 4 with Langdon Wilson Architects.

The Project Budget Summary is included in Enclosure B.
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FACTS AND PROVISIONS/LEGAL REQUIREMENTS

On November 13, 2001, your Board adopted the Bidder Prequalification Policy and
Procedures to be used for selection of qualified contractors on County capital projects.

ENVIRONMENTAL DOCUMENTATION

Approval of the recommended Bidder Prequalification Process will have no effect on the
environment. The appropriate environmental document for the project is being
prepared and will be presented to your Board for approval when we request your Board
to adopt the final plans and specifications to solicit bids from the prequalified
contractors.

CONTRACTING PROCESS

Under this recommended prequalification process, the bidding period is lengthened and
will require three Board actions instead of the two actions normally associated with the
standard Capital Project Construction Bid and Award Process.

This initial action requests your Board to approve the selection criteria to be used in
determining prequalified bidders, adopt preliminary plans and specifications, and
authorize advertising of the Request for Statement of Qualifications. Following
completion of this first step, your Board will be asked to approve the list of prequalified
contractors, adopt final plans and specifications, and authorize the Director of
Public Works to request bids from the prequalified list of contractors. In the third step,
your Board will be asked to award a Construction Contract to the apparent lowest
responsible bidder.

On February 8, 2005, your Board authorized Public Works to award an Architectural
Engineering Services Agreement to Langdon Wilson Architects for $1,707,000 for
design services. Supplemental Agreements 1 through 3 were executed under
delegated authority with a combined value of $80,300. The cost of Supplemental
Agreement 4 is $400,000 and represents a 23 percent increase to the original Contract
amount. Approval of Supplemental Agreement 4 would increase the total Contract
amount to $2,187,300. Langdon Wilson Architects has performed in a competent and
professional manner to date. Public Works, Health Services, and the Chief
Administrative Office consider this supplemental cost increase to be appropriate for this
project.
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IMPACT ON CURRENT SERVICES (OR PROJECTS)

There will be no negative impact on current County services or projects during the
performance of the recommended services.

The hospital will remain fully operational during construction. Public Works and its
consultants are working with Health Services to finalize a construction staging plan to
avoid impacts on the hospital during construction.

1.07 Review and Appeal

Contractors not recommended for prequalification status by the Contractor Evaluation
Committee and the Director of the County of Los Angeles Department of Public Works,
or his designee, have the right to appeal the determination, provided the contractor
gives the Director written notice on company letterhead of its intention to appeal within
five (5) calendar days of the contractor's receipt of notification of the Contractor
Evaluation Committee's findings. Failure of the contractor to provide the Director written
notice of intent to appeal the original decision during that time frame will result in a
waiver of all rights to appeal.

The appeal process will involve the following steps:

1. Contractor is provided with the Contractor Evaluation Committee's Findings.

Olive View-UCLA Medical Center

The scope of work includes the construction of two buildings totaling approximately
41,000 square feet with the addition of connecting corridors, mechanical and electrical
rooms, and entrance canopies, to be located north of the existing Medical Center. The
addition will consist of an emergency services unit and an acute care unit. The
emergency services unit includes 41 exam rooms, 7 bays, registration area, waiting
area, support services, three imaging rooms, and a STAT lab.
