This is to advise you that the Department of Public Health's Office of AIDS Programs and Policy will be 
implementing the fifteen percent provision of Contract N0.H-209006 with AIDS Healthcare Foundation. 
The provision allows the Director of Public Health or his designee authorization to augment services and 
allocations up to fifteen percent of the contract's budget.
