REQUEST FOR APPROVAL OF A MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT BETWEEN
THE UNITED STATES DEPARTMENT OF HOMELAND SECURITY,
IMMIGRATION AND CUSTOMS ENFORCEMENT
AND THE COUNTY OF LOS ANGELES
(ALL DISTRICTS) (3 VOTES)

SUBJECT

The Los Angeles County Sheriffs Department (Department) requests approval of a Memorandum of
Agreement (MOA) with the United States Department of Homeland Security, Immigration and
Customs Enforcement (ICE) to perform certain immigration enforcement functions under the
supervision of ICE. The Department has participated in ICE's Section 287(g) immigration program
since 2005. The proposed MOA has been revised to comply with the mandates related to the
implementation of the Trust Act.

IT IS RECOMMENDED THAT THE BOARD:

1. Approve and instruct the Chairman of the Board to sign the attached MOA between ICE and the
County of Los Angeles (County), which shall be effective upon execution by both parties through
June 30, 2016, allowing the Department to continue performing certain immigration functions under
the supervision of ICE.

2. Delegate authority to the Sheriff to terminate the current MOA with ICE, which was approved by
the Board on October 12, 2010, effective upon commencement of the proposed MOA.

PURPOSE/JUSTIFICATION OF RECOMMENDED ACTION

Approval of the MOA will allow the Department to continue assisting ICE with identifying inmates
convicted of certain crimes who are serving time in the County jail and are about to be released back
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into the community, so they may be held by ICE for review of their immigration status. The purpose
of the collaboration between ICE and the Department is to enhance the safety and security of
communities by focusing resources on identifying and processing criminal aliens who pose a threat
to public safety or a danger to the community.

Under the MOA, if the Department has custody of an inmate that falls within a category set forth in
the Trust Act (California Government Code Sections 7282-7282.5), the Department shall notify ICE
prior to the release of such inmate, so that ICE may determine whether they will assume custody of
that inmate upon the inmate's scheduled release from the County jail.

Implementation of Strateqgic Plan Goals

The requested Board action is consistent with the County’s Strategic Plan, Goal 1, Operational
Effectiveness/Fiscal Sustainability, by assisting ICE through participation pursuant to Section 287(g),
which allows for improved documentation and processing of criminally convicted illegal aliens who
are in the Department’s custody for serious crimes. The requested Board action is also consistent
with the County’s Strategic Plan, Goal 3, Integrated Services Delivery, obtaining a partnership with
ICE improves public safety by safeguarding the community against the release of convicted serious
criminal aliens.

FISCAL IMPACT/FINANCING

There is no direct fiscal impact. Personnel performing immigration-related duties will continue in that
capacity.

FACTS AND PROVISIONS/LEGAL REQUIREMENTS

This MOA will commence upon execution by both parties and shall terminate on

June 30, 2016, unless terminated earlier by either party. Either party may terminate or suspend the
MOA at any time. At the end of the MOA term, ICE and the Department shall review the MOA and
modify, extend, or permit it to terminate. The Department will return to the Board for approval in the
event that the Department seeks to modify or extend the MOA in the future.

Except as otherwise noted in the MOA or allowed by Federal law, and to the extent required by 8
U.S.C. § 1357(g)(7) and 1357(g)(8), the Department will be responsible and will bear the costs of
participating Department personnel, with regard to their property or personal expenses incurred by
reason of death, injury, or incidents giving rise to liability.

The current MOA, which was approved by the Board on October 12, 2010, expires on September 30,
2014. As such, the Sheriff seeks delegated authority to terminate the current MOA upon
commencement of the new MOA.

The attached MOA has been approved as to form by County Counsel.

IMPACT ON CURRENT SERVICES (OR PROJECTYS)

There will be no impact on current services or projects.
