23 EAST L.A. COMMUNITY AREA. THROUGHOUT THE YEARS, SHE HAS
24 CONTRIBUTED TO THE ENRICHMENT AND ENHANCEMENT OF OUR ENTIRE

25 COMMUNITY, WHICH IS ONE OF THE COUNTIES, WE THINK, MOST VITAL

16 OCCURS AS NATIONAL FLAG WEEK AND THE 21-DAY PERIOD ENDING ON
17 JULY 4TH AS THE SPECIAL TIME DURING WHICH THE FLAG SHOULD BE
18 DISPLAYED. VITO CANNELLA, WHO HAS BEEN QUITE ACTIVE, AS WAS
19 JUST MENTIONED ON THE PREVIOUS COMMISSION, SERVING OUR COUNTY
20 OF LOS ANGELES IN THE FIFTH SUPERVISORIAL DISTRICT, HAS BEEN
21 QUITE INVOLVED FOR MANY, MANY, MANY YEARS ON THE ISSUE OF

22 HAVING THE FLAG WEEK BEING DECLARED THROUGHOUT THE LAND AND WE

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2 VITO CANNELLA: GOOD MORNING. FIRST, I WOULD LIKE TO THANK THE
3 BOARD OF SUPERVISORS FOR THIS PROCLAMATION AND, IN BRIEF, GIVE
4 YOU A LITTLE HISTORY ABOUT FLAG WEEK. EVERYBODY FAMILIAR WITH
5 FLAG DAY, JUNE THE 14. NOT TOO MANY REALIZED THAT THE WEEK OF
6 JUNE THE 14 IS ALSO FLAG WEEK. THE ORIGINAL FLAG WEEK IS A

7 BEAUTIFUL MONTROSE LOCAL STORY UP IN THE MOUNTAIN. THE WHOLE

8 THING STARTED IN MONTROSE DURING THE '60S. THE '60S WAS A TIME
9 WHEN PEOPLE WERE DEMONSTRATING AGAINST THE WAR IN VIETNAM AND
10 THOUGH THEY HAVE THE RIGHT TO DEMONSTRATE, THEY DO NOT HAVE

11 THE RIGHT TO BURN THE FLAG, A SYMBOL OF OUR NATION. THE

12 BURNING OF THE FLAG UPSET MANY PEOPLE AND FEW OF US DECIDED TO
13 DO SOMETHING TO HONOR THE FLAG INSTEAD. THE ORIGINATOR OF THE

16 CLUB AND OTHERS, WE COLLECTED THOUSANDS AND THOUSANDS OF

17 SIGNATURES IN A PETITION TO ELECT CONGRESSMAN H. MEAD. HE

18 INTRODUCED A RESOLUTION THAT WAS APPROVED BY BOTH THE HOUSE

19 AND SENATE IN WASHINGTON, D.C., AND ON, JUNE 9, 1966, IT WAS
20 SIGNED INTO LAW BY PRESIDENT LYNDON JOHNSON. THE JOINT

21 RESOLUTION SAY THAT THE PRESIDENT OF THE UNITED STATES IS

22 AUTHORIZED AND REQUESTED, UNDERLINE THAT, EVERY YEAR TO ISSUE

23 A PROCLAMATION AND ALSO TO CALL UPON ALL THE CITIZENS OF THE
24 UNITED STATES TO DISPLAY THE FLAG DURING THE WEEK OF JUNE THE

25 14. EVERY YEAR SINCE 1967, I HAVE BEEN SENDING A LETTER TO ALL

19 SUP. KNABE, CHAIR: OKAY. ASK THE STAFF TO GIVE A PRESENTATION.
20 ALSO ASK CHARLOTTE BROADY AND JAY PLUM TO COME FORWARD,

23 ELLEN FITZGERALD: GOOD MORNING, SUPERVISORS. ELLEN FITZGERALD,
24 SUPERVISING REGIONAL PLANNER WITH THE DEPARTMENT OF REGIONAL

25 PLANNING. PROJECT 00188 INCLUDES AN AMENDMENT TO THE GENERAL
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1 PLAN, A ZONE CHANGE, A CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT, AN OAK TREE
2 PERMIT. AND VESTING TENTATIVE TRACT MAP 53235 REQUESTS US TO

3 AUTHORIZE A 65-UNIT CONDOMINIUM PROJECT ON A 13.28 ACRE

4 PROPERTY LOCATED JUST NORTH OF THE SIMI VALLEY FREEWAY AT THE
5 INTERSECTION OF TOPANGA CANYON BOULEVARD. THE SITE ADDRESS IS
6 11400 POEMA PLACE. THE PROPOSED RESIDENCES WILL BE CLUSTERED

7 AT THE FRONT OF THE SITE ON APPROXIMATELY SIX AND A HALF

8 ACRES, LEAVING 6.6 ACRES AS OPEN SPACE. THE RESIDENCES ARE A

9 TOWNHOUSE DESIGN CONSISTING OF 11 BUILDINGS WITH FIVE TO EIGHT
10 BUILDINGS PER UNIT-- FIVE TO EIGHT UNITS PER BUILDING. THE

11 PROJECT DESIGN WILL RESULT IN THE REMOVAL OF ONE HERITAGE SIZE

15 LOCATED PRIMARILY IN THIS ALREADY DISTURBED AREA. THE OPEN

16 SPACE AREA IS LOCATED AT THE REAR OF THE PROPERTY AND WILL BE
17 CROSSED BY A TRAIL TO BE CONSTRUCTED BY THE APPLICANT FOR

18 DEDICATION TO THE COUNTY. REGIONAL PLANNING COMMISSION

19 CONDUCTED A PUBLIC HEARING ON THE PROJECT ON FOUR DATES.

20 ISSUES RAISED IN TESTIMONY AT THE PUBLIC HEARING INCLUDED

21 CONCERNS ABOUT THE PROPOSED DENSITY, LOSS OF NATURAL OPEN

22 SPACE, THE PROJECT'S POTENTIAL IMPACTS ON STREETS, SCHOOLS,

23 AND OTHER SERVICES, SPECIFICALLY THOSE WITHIN THE CITY OF LOS
24 ANGELES, THE NEED FOR A CONNECTING TRAIL SYSTEM AND THE GOAL

25 OF PRESERVING THE RURAL LIFESTYLE OF CHATSWORTH. THE
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1 COMMISSION CONTINUED THE PUBLIC HEARING AFTER TESTIMONY TO
2 ALLOW THE APPLICANT TO REDESIGN THE INITIALLY PROPOSED 159
3 UNIT PROJECT TO A DENSITY MORE CONSISTENT WITH THE SURROUNDING
4 COMMUNITY AND TO COORDINATE THE TRAIL LOCATION WITH THE

5 DEVELOPMENT PROPOSED ON THE ADJACENT PROPERTY. THE COMMISSION
6 VOTED TO INITIATE THE PLAN AMENDMENT AFTER STAFF EXPLAINED

7 THAT THE 65-UNIT PROPOSAL WAS CONSISTENT WITH THE LOW DENSITY
8 RESIDENTIAL CATEGORY, WHICH HAS BEEN SUGGESTED FOR THIS SITE

9 AS PART OF THE PENDING GENERAL PLAN UPDATE PROCESS. THE

10 COMMISSION FOUND THAT THE PROJECT DENSITY IS CONSISTENT WITH
11 OTHER SURROUNDING COMMUNITY AND THE LOCATION ADJACENT TO THE
12 SIMI VALLEY FREEWAY AT THE NORTHERLY EDGE OF THE URBANIZED SAN
13 FERNANDO VALLEY JUSTIFIED THE AMENDMENT FROM THE NON-URBAN

14 DESIGNATION. THE COMMISSION ALSO RECEIVED ASSURANCE EFROM

15 STAFF, INCLUDING THE COUNTY'S TRAIL COORDINATOR, THAT THE

16 PROPOSED TRAIL WOULD CONNECT WITH THE TRAILS WITHIN THE

17 ADJACENT DEER LAKE RANCH PROJECT. THE ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT

18 REPORT PREPARED FOR THE PROJECT ANALYZED THE PROJECT'S

19 POTENTIAL IMPACTS AND IT CONCLUDED THAT ALL IMPACTS COULD BE
20 MITIGATED TO LESS THAN SIGNIFICANT LEVELS. THE PROJECT

21 APPLICANT IS CONDITIONED TO COMPLY WITH THE MITIGATION
MONITORING PROGRAM TO ENSURE THE IMPLEMENTATION OF ALL
NECESSARY MITIGATION MEASURES. THE REGIONAL PLANNING

COMMISSION WAS SATISFIED THAT THE COMMUNITY'S CONCERNS WERE
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1 ADDRESSED AND VOTED UNANIMOUSLY TO RECOMMEND APPROVAL OF THE

2 PROJECT ON MARCH 10TH, 2004. THAT CONCLUDES MY PRESENTATION.

IMPORTANCE OF THE COMMUNITY'S EQUESTRIAN AND RECREATIONAL
TRAIL SYSTEM HAVING A POINT OF BEGINNING IN THE CHATSWORTH
AREA AND PROCEEDING THROUGH THE CANYONS BEYOND THIS PROJECT.
I'M ENCOURAGED THAT THE SUPERVISOR'S STAFF WILL ALLOW THE
COMMUNITY TO CONTINUE TO WORK WITH THEM ON THE CONDITION THAT
THERE BE CONNECTING TRAIL SYSTEMS ESTABLISHED ON THE GRADING
MAP, THE TOPOGRAPHY MAP, THE FINAL TRACT MAP AND IN THE FIELD
AS THE TERRAIN IS CHALLENGING. I CAN GUARANTEE YOU THAT THE
TRATLS WILL BE USED EXTENSIVELY IF THEY ARE BUILT PROPERLY AND
MAINTAINED, REPEAT, MAINTAINED, BY THE COUNTY DEPARTMENT OF
RECREATION AND PARKS. I HOPE THAT SOME FUNDING WILL BE
ADDRESSED TO THAT ITEM AS MAINTENANCE IS ALWAYS UPPERMOST IN
AN EQUESTRIAN AND HIKER'S MIND. I'M LOOKING FORWARD TO THE
COMPLETION OF THE TRAIL SYSTEM AS THE CANYONS BEYOND ARE IN
THE PUBLIC DOMAIN AT THIS TIME AS PART OF THE MICHAEL
ANTONOVICH REGIONAL PARK SYSTEM. THANK YOU VERY MUCH, SIR, AND

WE HOPE TO ENJOY THEM FOR MANY YEARS TO COME. THANK YOU.
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SUP. KNABE, CHAIR: THANK YOU. GO AHEAD. NEXT.

JUDY GARRIS: YES, HI. MY NAME IS JUDY GARRIS AND I'M A HIKER,
LIVING NOT IN THE CHATSWORTH AREA BUT IN THE WEST VALLEY. MANY
HIKERS DO USE THESE TRAILS. IN FACT, EVEN SCHOOL CHILDREN COME
AND IT'S AN INCREDIBLE PLACE AND-- WITH CANYON WALLS THAT
PEOPLE CAN HIKE ALL YEAR ROUND BECAUSE IT HAS A STREAM THAT'S
ALL YEAR AND IT HAS SHADE SO THAT IT'S VERY COOL TO HIKE IN
THE SUMMER. SO MY CONCERN IS THAT THE TRAILS, AS THE PREVIOUS
SPEAKER SAID, BE OPEN TO THE PUBLIC AND EASILY ACCESSIBLE
THROUGH THIS PROPERTY. AND ALSO THAT THE DEVELOPER DOES
PROVIDE SOME SHADE THAT WOULD BE CONSISTENT WITH THE TRAIL
DOWN IN THE CANYON ITSELF, WHICH IS A VERY SHADY TRAIL. SO I
WOULD ENCOURAGE THE DEVELOPER TO PLANT SHADE TREES ALONG THIS
TRAIL AND I'M NOT QUITE SURE IF THIS IS THE TIME TO ADDRESS
THIS OTHER ISSUE OF PARKING. THERE SHOULD BE ADEQUATE PARKING
ALONG THE STREETS TO BE ABLE TO ACCESS THESE TRAILS. THANK

YOU.

SUP. KNABE, CHAIR: THANK YOU. NEXT AND THEN I'D ASK-- LET'S
SEE-- JUDY, WHICH ONE IS JUDY GARRIS? OKAY. THEN I'D ASK MARK

WATTERS AND ELIZABETH SELLERS TO JOIN US UP HERE, PLEASE.
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CHARLOTTE BRODIE: GOOD MORNING, SUPERVISORS. I AM CHARLOTTE
2 BRODIE, I'M REPRESENTING EQUESTRIAN TRAILS, INCORPORATED,

3 CORRAL 54 IN CHATSWORTH. I'M HERE ONCE AGAIN TO PROMOTE TRAIL
4 ACCESS AND SAFETY. THE EXISTING TRAIL ROUTE CONNECTING DEVIL

5 CANYON TO CHATSWORTH PARK NORTH GOES ACROSS THIS PROPOSED

6 DEVELOPMENT AND THE ADJOINING DEER LAKE RANCH PROPERTY TO

7 TOPANGA CANYON BOULEVARD AND UNDER THE 118 FREEWAY. OUR

8 CONCERN IS THAT THIS SMALLER PROJECT, WHICH WE WOULD PREFER TO
9 SEE FURTHER REDUCED, WOULD BEGIN DEVELOPMENT FIRST AND LEAVE
10 THE TRAIL FROM DEVIL CANYON DEAD END INTO THE HILL BELONGING
11 TO DEER LAKE RANCH. IF THIS WOULD BE THE CASE, CAN ACCESS BE
12 ALLOWED THROUGH THIS DEVELOPMENT UNTIL THE TRAIL IS COMPLETED?
13 ALSO, CAN A TEMPORARY TRAIL BE IMPLEMENTED DURING CONSTRUCTION
14 TO ALLOW CONTINUED TRAIL ACCESS? WE ARE DISHEARTENED TO HEAR
15 THAT THE ONE AND ONLY MAJESTIC LIVE OAK ON THIS PROPERTY COULD
16 BE REMOVED. WE WOULD SEEK CLARIFICATION THAT PLANTING

17 REPLACEMENT TREES BE REQUIRED RATHER THAN PAYMENT IN LIEU AND
18 THAT LOCATIONS BE SELECTED WHERE THERE IS NO FUTURE LIKELIHOOD
19 OF REMOVAL, ALONG WITH A MONITORING PROGRAM DEVELOPED TO

20 ASSURE PROPER WATERING AND REPLACEMENT OF UNHEALTHY TREES FOR
21 A THREE-YEAR PERIOD. THANK YOU FOR YOUR CONSIDERATION IN THESE

22 MATTERS.

23
24 SUP. KNABE, CHAIR: THANK YOU. ELIZABETH?

25
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1 ELIZABETH SELLERS: MY NAME IS ELIZABETH SELLERS. I LIVE AT
2 11454 NORTH POEMA. I AM THE UNOFFICIAL REPRESENTATIVE OF

3 SUMMERSET VILLAGE CONDOMINIUMS, WHICH ARE JUST NORTH OF THIS

4 PROPOSED PROJECT. MY AND THE-- THE ISSUE IN FRONT OF US HERE

5 IS THE CONGESTION, TRAFFIC CONGESTION. AT THIS POINT, MR.

6 ANTONOVICH, WE HAVE A LOT OF TROUBLE WITH THE TRAFFIC AS IT IS
7 NOW WITH 400 UNITS IN SUMMERSET AND THE PEOPLE ABOVE US AT

8 INDIAN HILLS AND INDIAN FALLS. THERE IS VERY LITTLE

9 OPPORTUNITY FOR TRAFFIC TO GATHER AND PULL ONTO TOPANGA AT THE
10 BOTTOM OF THE HILL. WE'RE CONCERNED ABOUT THE TRAFFIC

11 CONGESTION DURING CONSTRUCTION AND ALSO AFTERWARDS WITH THE

12 INCREASED TRAFFIC AT THAT POINT. ONE OTHER THING I'D LIKE TO
13 MENTION, LAST SUMMER WHEN WE HAD WILDFIRES IN THE AREA, IT WAS
14 VERY DIFFICULT TO EVACUATE THIS PART OF CHATSWORTH DUE TO THE
15 LIMITED ACCESS AND THE LIMITED ROADS AVAILABLE FOR THE NUMBER
16 OF PEOPLE WHO LIVE UP THERE. SO I'M HOPING THAT THE

17 SUPERVISORS WOULD TAKE THAT INTO CONSIDERATION AS WELL. THANK
18 YOU VERY MUCH FOR YOUR TIME.

19

20 SUP. KNABE, CHAIR: THANK YOU. MARK?

21

22 MARK WATTERS: MY NAME IS MARK WATTERS, I LIVE AT 21322 SEQUOIA

23 DRIVE IN THE COMMUNITY OF TWIN LAKES. I AM THE PRESIDENT OF

24 THE TWIN LAKES PROPERTY HOMEOWNERS ASSOCIATION AND WE ARE

25 CONCERNED ABOUT THIS PROPOSED ZONING CHANGE FOR THE FOLLOWING
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1 REASONS. THE PROPOSED ZONING IS NOT IN KEEPING WITH WHAT
2 CURRENTLY EXISTS IN THE AREA. BY FAR, THE PREDOMINANT TYPE OF
3 HOUSING IS SINGLE-FAMILY HOMES AND EVEN ZONING FOR THE

4 EXISTING CONDOMINIUM PROJECT, WHICH IS MADE UP OF RENTAL

5 UNITS, LIMITS THE DENSITY TO A MUCH GREATER DEGREE THAN WHAT

6 IS PROPOSED FOR THIS PROJECT. THE INTERSECTION OF TOPANGA

7 CANYON, MYAN AND POEMA WILL BE ADVERSELY AFFECTED BY THIS

8 PROJECT. NOW, THIS INTERSECTION IS ALREADY RATED AN "F" AND WE
9 KNOW IT CAN'T GET ANY WORSE THAN AN "F," WHICH I WONDER,

10 PERHAPS THE DEPARTMENT OF TRAFFIC SHOULD BE PUT IN CHARGE OF
11 THE DEPARTMENT OF BUDGET BECAUSE THEN, NO MATTER HOW MUCH

12 MONEY YOU HAVE, IT'S ENOUGH. IT JUST MAGICALLY BECOMES ENOUGH.
13 THIS INTERSECTION IS ALREADY A DISASTER. IF YOU CAN IMAGINE A
14 "T" INTERSECTION WITH SUPERVISOR YAROSLAVSKY BEING TWIN LAKES,
15 SUPERVISOR MOLINA BEING THE EXISTING RESIDENTS OF INDIAN

16 FALLS, INDIAN SPRINGS AND SUMMERSET AND THIS INTERSECTION

17 COMING TOGETHER AT SUPERVISOR KNABE'S DESK. NOW, WE'VE ALREADY
18 GOT AN "F" WITH JUST THAT BECAUSE OF THE 118 EXITS THAT EXIT
19 AND ENTER AT THIS SAME PLACE. WE'VE ALREADY ADDED, I SAY "WE",
20 THE PROJECT HAS ALREADY BEEN APPROVED FOR DEER LAKE RANCH,

21 WHICH ADDS ANOTHER 375 HOMES AND AN ADDITIONAL 3,000 TRIPS PER

22 DAY THAT IS ABOUT WHERE SUPERVISOR BURKE'S OFFICE OR SEAT IS.

23 NOW WE PROPOSE YET ANOTHER. THIS CONDOMINIUM, WHICH IS ABOUT
24 WHERE YOUR SEAT IS, MIKE, AND I DON'T KNOW HOW THIS COULD GET

25 IMPROVED. WE ADD A COUPLE OF TURN LANES, WE ADD A TRAFFIC
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1 SIGNAL. AN INTERSECTION THAT WAS ALREADY AN "F", WE ADD 375
2 HOMES TO THAT, IT'S STILL AN "F." NOW WE PROPOSE TO ADD A

3 CONDOMINIUM SECTION BUT IT CAN'T GET ANY WORSE. I URGE YOU TO
4 TAKE A LOOK AT ALLOWING THIS ZONING CHANGE BECAUSE OF THE

5 IMPACT THAT IT'S GOING TO MAKE WITH TRAFFIC, WITH FIRE

6 PROTECTION, AND I ALSO, JUST IN CLOSING, WANT TO SAY THAT

7 WE'VE CONCLUDED OUR HEARINGS FOR DEER LAKE RANCH, AND I JUST

8§ WANT TO SAY THAT THE-- I WOULD HOLD THAT UP AS A MODEL OF HOW
9 COMMUNITY AND GOVERNMENT AND THE DEVELOPERS HAVE WORKED

10 TOGETHER FOR QUITE A LONG PERIOD OF TIME TO WORK OUT THEIR

11 PROBLEMS AND COME BEFORE YOU WITH AN AGREEMENT ABOUT HOW TO DO
12 IT. T THINK DEER LAKE RANCH SHOULD BE HELD UP AS AN EXAMPLE OF
13 HOW ALL THREE PARTIES CAN WORK TOGETHER. THIS ONE WAS NOT DONE
14 THIS WAY AND, IN SPITE OF PATTY FRIEDMAN, WHO IS MIKE'S

15 DEPUTY, HAS WORKED HARD TO KEEP US INFORMED WITH WHAT SHE

16 COULD, THE COMMUNITY INVOLVEMENT, THE WORKING TOGETHER OF THE
17 DEVELOPER, THE GOVERNMENT AND THE COMMUNITY HAS NOT BEEN DONE
18 THIS WAY AND I WOULD JUST URGE THAT, IN THE FUTURE, WE COULD
19 PERHAPS USE DEER LAKE AS AN EXAMPLE OF HOW IT COULD PROPERLY
20 BE DONE. THANK YOU FOR YOUR TIME.

21

22 SUP. KNABE, CHAIR: THANK YOU. MIKE?

23
24  SUP. ANTONOVICH: LET ME ASK A COUPLE OF QUESTIONS. WHAT

25 IMPACTS HAVE YOU-- LET'S TAKE THE ROAD ISSUE THAT WAS JUST
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1 MENTIONED. ARE THERE ANY UNMITIGATED IMPACTS PARTICULARLY

2 RELATIVE TO TRAFFIC IMPROVEMENTS?

4 DENNIS HUNTER: NO, THERE AREN'T, SUPERVISOR ANTONOVICH. I'M

5 DENNIS HUNTER FROM THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS. THE TRAFFIC
6 STUDY FOR THE PROJECT WAS ANALYZED BASED ON 159 RESIDENTIAL

7 UNITS AND THE MITIGATION MEASURES WERE BASED ON THOSE NUMBER

8 OF UNITS AND THE PROJECT WAS REDUCED THROUGH THE PROCESS TO, I
9 BELIEVE IT'S 65-- 65 UNITS, AND SO THE MITIGATION MEASURES ARE
10 TO PROVIDE ADDITIONAL TURN LANE CAPACITIES AT TOPANGA AND

11 CANYON BOULEVARD AT MYAN AND POEMA PLACE AND AT THE TOPANGA

12 CANYON BOULEVARD STATE ROUTE 118 WESTBOUND RAMPS.

13

14 SUP. ANTONOVICH: WHAT IS THE PROPOSED DENSITY OF THE PROJECT?
15

16 ELLEN FITZGERALD: THE DENSITY IS JUST UNDER FIVE UNITS PER

17 ACRE, WHICH IS IN-- IT'S WITHIN THE LOW DENSITY RESIDENTIAL

18 CATEGORY, WHICH IS ONE TO SIX UNITS PER ACRE.

19

20 SUP. ANTONOVICH: AND HOW DOES THAT COMPARE TO THE DENSITY OF
21 SURROUNDING DEVELOPMENTS?

22

23 ELLEN FITZGERALD: A DENSITY ANALYSIS WAS PREPARED FOR THE DEER

24 LAKE RANCH PROJECT AND IT COVERED AN EXTENSIVE AREA. THERE WAS

25 UNITS THAT EXCEED-- ABOUT EIGHT UNITS PER ACRE DOWN TO ONE
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1 UNIT PER ACRE. I THINK, GENERALLY, IT'S ABOUT TWO TO THREE

2 UNITS PER ACRE FOR THE SURROUNDING AREA.

4 SUP. ANTONOVICH: AND THIS IS HOW MANY PER ACRE?

6 ELLEN FITZGERALD: JUST UNDER FIVE.

8 SUP. ANTONOVICH: AND ARE THERE ANY OTHER MULTIPLE FAMILY

9 DEVELOPMENTS NEAR THE PROJECT?

10

11 ELLEN FITZGERALD: THE SUMMERSET CONDOS WHICH, I THINK, ARE

12 RENTAL UNITS IS EXACTLY ADJACENT TO THE WEST. IT'S 2.7, 2.9
13 UNITS PER ACRE.

14

15 SUP. ANTONOVICH: AND WHAT PERCENTAGE OF THE PROPERTY IS GOING
16 TO BE PRESERVED FOR OPEN SPACE?

17

18 ELLEN FITZGERALD: HALF THE PROPERTY IS GOING TO BE A DEDICATED
19 OPEN SPACE LOT WHICH WILL INCLUDE THE TRAIL AND THE PROJECT
20 ALSO HAS SOME LANDSCAPE COMMON AREAS, SO IT IS OVER 50%,

21 CLOSER TO 68%, I BELIEVE.

22

23 SUP. ANTONOVICH: IS THERE A TRADEOFF IN TERMS OF THE DENSITY

24 RELATIVE TO THE AMOUNT OF DEVELOPMENT-- OR I SHOULD SAY AN

25 AMOUNT RELATIVE TO OPEN SPACE?
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ELLEN FITZGERALD: THE PROJECT IS DESIGNED AS A CLUSTER

DEVELOPMENT. STAFF REFERS TO THAT AS A DENSITY CONTROL
DEVELOPMENT, SO THE DENSITY IS ON A PORTION OF THE SITE AND
THEN PUTTING THE DENSITY THERE ALLOWS THE REST OF THE PROPERTY

TO BE OPEN SPACE, SO THAT COULD BE CONSIDERED A TRADEOFF.

SUP. ANTONOVICH: AND DO THE PROPOSED TRAILS CONNECT TO THE

EXISTING TRAILS?

ELLEN FITZGERALD: I AM ABSOLUTELY CERTAIN THAT THEY WILL.

SUP. ANTONOVICH: WERE ISSUES RELATIVE TO DENSITY PARKING AND
TRAFFIC IMPROVEMENTS CONSIDERED DURING THE REGIONAL PUBLIC

HEARINGS?

ELLEN FITZGERALD: THE COMMISSION DISCUSSED ALL OF THOSE
ISSUES. THE HEARING WAS EXTENDED FOUR TIMES AND THOSE ITEMS

WERE ADDRESSED.

SUP. ANTONOVICH: AND HOW MANY PUBLIC HEARINGS WERE THERE?

ELLEN FITZGERALD: IT WAS FOUR TIMES THE COMMISSION MET TO

DISCUSS THE PROJECT WITH TWO OF THOSE HEARINGS INVOLVING

EXTENSIVE DISCUSSION OF THE DEVELOPMENT.
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2 SUP. ANTONOVICH: WHAT ADDITIONAL MITIGATIONS WOULD BE REQUIRED

3 TO ALLEVIATE THE TRAFFIC?

5 DENNIS HUNTER: THERE WOULD BE NO UNMITIGATED IMPACTS RELATIVE

6 TO TRAFFIC THAT AREN'T COVERED BY THE PROPOSED MEASURES.

8 SUP. ANTONOVICH: BUT HOW WOULD THE AREA'S TRAFFIC CONGESTION
9 BE-- COULD WE HAVE IT QUIET, PLEASE? HOW WOULD THE-- WHAT

10 MITIGATIONS COULD BE INCORPORATED THAT WOULD ELEVATE THE "E"
11 RATING TO A HIGHER RATING?

12

13 DENNIS HUNTER: THROUGH TRAFFIC SIGNAL SYNCHRONIZATION ALONG
14 TOPANGA CANYON BOULEVARD.

15

16 SUP. ANTONOVICH: AND IS THAT A PART OF THE PROJECT?

17

18 SPEAKER: IT'S PART OF THE DEER LAKE RANCH PROJECT.

19

20 SUP. ANTONOVICH: DO THERE HAVE TO BE ADDITIONAL

21 SYNCHRONIZATION CONDITIONS ADDED?

DENNIS HUNTER: UNDER C.E.Q.A., THERE IS NO SIGNIFICANT IMPACTS

THAT WOULD REQUIRE THAT LEVEL OF MITIGATION.
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SUP. ANTONOVICH: BUT IF IT'S ALREADY A "F" RATING, WOULD AN

2 ADDITIONAL SYNCHRONIZATION IMPROVE THAT?

4 DENNIS HUNTER: IT COULD HELP, BUT THEY'RE ONLY REQUIRED TO...

6 SUP. ANTONOVICH: I DON'T CARE ABOUT THAT BUT WOULD ADDITIONAL

7 SYNCHRONIZATION IMPROVE THE ACCESS?

9 DENNIS HUNTER: YES, IT WOULD IMPROVE TRAFFIC ALONG TOPANGA.

10

11 SUP. ANTONOVICH: THEN LET'S MAKE THAT PART OF THE CONDITION.
12 THE PROPOSED 65-UNIT CONDITION-- CONDOMINIUM PROJECT... [

13 INDISTINCT CONVERSATION ]

14

15 SUP. ANTONOVICH: I'M ADDING ADDITIONAL CONDITIONS.

16

17 DENNIS HUNTER: NO, IT'S NOT A PROBLEM.

18

19 SUP. ANTONOVICH: THE PROPOSED 65-UNIT CONDOMINIUM PROJECT IS
20 THE SECOND RECENT DEVELOPMENT PROPOSED IN THE CHATSWORTH AREA.
21 ALONG THE COURSE OF SEVERAL PUBLIC HEARINGS BEFORE THE R.P.C.,

22 A NUMBER OF MODIFICATIONS AND MITIGATION MEASURES HAVE BEEN

23 INCORPORATED. THAT INCLUDED THE DEDICATION AND MAINTENANCE OF
24 A 6.6-ACRE OPEN SPACE PARCEL, CONSTRUCTION OF A RIDING AND

25 HIKING TRAIL ACROSS THE OPEN SPACE PARCEL THAT CONNECTS TO THE
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1 REGIONAL TRAIL NETWORK, COORDINATED WITH THE TRAIL SYSTEM AND
2 THE ADJOINING DEER LAKE RANCH PROJECT. INCORPORATION OF A

3 SERIES OF TRAFFIC MITIGATION MEASURES COORDINATED AS TO TIMING
4 AND COST SHARING WITH THE DEER LAKE PROJECT. THE TRAFFIC

5 MITIGATION MEASURES ARE CONDITIONED BASED ON THE ORIGINAL 159-
6 UNIT PROJECT, ALTHOUGH THE DENSITY NOW HAS BEEN REDUCED BY 65-
7 - OR BY 60% TO 65 UNITS AND CONTRIBUTIONS OF APPROXIMATELY

8 $43,000 IN FEES TO THE COUNTY'S LIBRARY SYSTEM. HOWEVER,

9 ADDITIONAL CONDITIONS NEED TO BE ADDED TO THIS PROPOSAL. THESE
10 ADDED CONDITIONS WILL BE THE FOLLOWING: THE APPLICANT WILL BE
11 CONDITIONED TO DEPOSIT FUNDS IN THE AMOUNT OF $175,000 TO BE
12 EXPENDED AT THE DISCRETION OF THE FIFTH DISTRICT AND SHALL BE
13 USED FOR COMMUNITY ENHANCEMENT PROJECTS IN THE LOCAL

14 CHATSWORTH COMMUNITY. THE FEE SHALL BE PAID IN FOUR ANNUAL

15 PAYMENTS OF $43,000, $750. THE FIRST PAYMENT SHALL BE DUE

16 WITHIN ONE YEAR OF THE BOARD'S ADOPTION OF THE FINDINGS AND

17 CONDITIONS AND EACH SUCCEEDING PAYMENT WILL BE DUE ON THE

18 APPROVED ANNIVERSARY DATE. THE FUNDS SHALL BE PUT INTO A

19 SEGREGATED ACCOUNT ADMINISTERED BY THE REGIONAL PLANNING.

20 PRIOR TO THE START OF CONSTRUCTION, ANY GRADING ACTIVITY, THE
21 APPLICANT SHALL CONDUCT A PRECONSTRUCTION MEETING WITH MEMBERS

22 OF THE COMMUNITY. ALL GRADING ACTIVITIES, INCLUDING ENGINE

23 WARM-UPS, WILL BE RESTRICTED TO THE HOURS BETWEEN 7:00 A.M.
24 AND 6:00 P.M. NO SATURDAY, SUNDAY, OR COUNTY-OBSERVED HOLIDAY

25 GRADING OPERATIONS ARE PERMITTED. OTHER CONSTRUCTION
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1 OPERATIONS, SUCH AS FRAMING AS WELL AS LANDSCAPING AND

2 INTERIOR BUILDING CONSTRUCTION SHALL BE LIMITED TO MONDAY

3 THROUGH FRIDAY BETWEEN THE HOURS OF 7:00 A.M. AND 6:00 P.M.

4 AND, ON SATURDAY, BETWEEN THE HOURS OF 8:00 A.M. AND 5:00 P.M.
5 NO WORK SHALL BE PERMITTED ON SUNDAYS OR COUNTY-OBSERVED

6 HOLIDAYS. OFF-SITE VEHICULAR TRAFFIC THROUGH THE TWIN LAKES

7 MATCH. HE'S SURVIVED BY 12 CHILDREN, EVELYN, RAY, JR., DAVID

8 ROBERT. CHARLES, SHEILA, RENEE, RETHA, ROBIN, VINCENT,

9 ALEXANDRA AND COREY, 20 GRANDCHILDREN AND FIVE GREAT-

10 GRANDCHILDREN. I ALSO ASK THAT WE ADJOURN IN THE MEMORY OF

11 BURT RASHBY, A LONG- TIME RESIDENT OF TOPANGA CANYON, KNOWN

12 FOR HIS CONTRIBUTIONS TO TOPANGA'S FIRE SAFETY POLICIES AND

13 DEEP DEDICATION TO PROGRESSIVE ACTIVISM WHO RECENTLY SUCCUMBED
14 TO CONGESTIVE HEART FAILURE IN HIS APARTMENT IN PARIS, FRANCE,
15 AT THE AGE OF 68.

20 OUR BORDERS WILL BE SMOKE-FREE ZONES. QUESTIONS HAVE ARISEN

21 ABOUT THE COST OF ENFORCEMENT. I DON'T BELIEVE THIS IS A COST

22 OF ENFORCEMENT ISSUE. THE SAME ARGUMENTS WERE RAISED BACK 25

23 OR SO YEARS AGO WHEN WE BANNED SMOKING IN ELEVATORS IN THE

24 CITY OF LOS ANGELES AND THEN WE BANNED SMOKING IN SUPERMARKETS

25 AND THEN WE BANNED SMOKING IN CITY HALL ITSELF AND IN PUBLIC--
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1 CERTAIN PUBLIC ASSEMBLAGE AREAS. WE DON'T ALLOW SMOKING ANY
2 MORE AT THE HOLLYWOOD BOWL, AT THE STAPLES CENTER, PLACES

3 WHERE PEOPLE CONGREGATE. AND, AS FAR AS I KNOW, WITH VERY RARE
4 EXCEPTIONS, MAYBE ONCE IN A BLUE MOON IN A RESTAURANT,

5 ENFORCEMENT HAS NEVER BEEN NECESSARY BECAUSE, ONCE THE RULES

6 ARE ESTABLISHED, PEOPLE ABIDE BY THE RULES. AS LONG AS THERE

7 ARE NO RULES PROHIBITING SMOKING, PEOPLE ARE FREE TO SMOKE AND
8 SOME WILL DO SO, EVEN THOUGH SOME MAY CHOOSE NOT TO OUT OF

9 COURTESY FOR OTHERS, IT IS STILL LEGAL FOR THEM TO SMOKE.

10 YOU'RE NOT GOING TO NEED SHERIFFS AND LIFEGUARDS AND FIRE

11 PERSONNEL AND INSPECTORS TO GO OUT LOOKING AROUND. I THINK

12 IT'S JUST GOING TO BE, AS MARVIN BROWDY USED TO SAY, IT'S A

13 SELF-ENFORCING KIND OF THING, AND THAT'S CERTAINLY BEEN THE

14 EXPERIENCE AND WE HAVE A LOT MORE EXPERIENCE TODAY THAN WE HAD
15 25 OR 30 YEARS AGO WHEN THIS MOVEMENT FOR SMOKE-FREE AREAS

16 STARTED. I DON'T WANT LOS ANGELES COUNTY'S BEACHES, THE TWO

17 BEACHES UNDER OUR JURISDICTION, TO BE THE ONLY PLACES BETWEEN
18 VENTURA COUNTY AND ORANGE COUNTY WHERE YOU CAN STILL GO TO A
19 BEACH AND SMOKE. I THINK THAT'S A PROBLEM. IT'S A HEALTH ISSUE
20 ON A CROWDED SUMMER DAY, IT IS A HEALTH ISSUE AND SMOKE DOES--
21 SIDE STREAM SMOKE DOES IMPACT OTHER PEOPLE ON THE BEACHES, AND

22 PEOPLE ARE IN CLOSE PROXIMITY TO ONE ANOTHER. IT'S ALSO A

23 LITTER ISSUE BUT, FIRST AND FOREMOST, IT'S A HEALTH ISSUE.
24 STAN, I DON'T KNOW IF YOU HAVE ANYTHING YOU WANT TO ADD TO

25 THIS AT THIS POINT OR WHETHER IT'S BEEN COVERED, BUT PLEASE...
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STAN WISNIEWSKI: MR. SUPERVISOR, LET ME ADD SOME PERSPECTIVE.
THE CITIES OF LOS ANGELES, MALIBU AND SANTA MONICA HAVE EACH
ADOPTED NO SMOKING ORDINANCES ON THE BEACH. THE ONLY
JURISDICTIONS THAT HAVE NOT IMPLEMENTED NO SMOKING IN THE L.A.
COUNTY REGION ARE THE CITIES OF REDONDO, MANHATTAN BEACH AND

HERMOSA BEACH.

SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: OH, THEY HAVEN'T EITHER. I WAS NOT AWARE OF

THAT.

STAN WISNIEWSKI: THEY HAVE NOT YET. I BELIEVE THAT...

SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: BUT IT'S PENDING?

STAN WISNIEWSKI: I BELIEVE THAT, IN MOST OF THOSE CITIES,
THERE WILL BE AN ORDINANCE UP FOR CONSIDERATION. I BELIEVE, IN
ONE, IT DID COME UP BUT IT'S GOING TO BE RESCHEDULED DOWN THE
ROAD. THE ITEM BEFORE YOU WOULD ADD THE MARINA DEL REY PUBLIC
BEACH AS WELL AS TOPANGA WHICH WOULD MAKE NO SMOKING UNIFORM
ON THE BEACHES FROM MARINA DEL REY ALL THE WAY TO THE VENTURA,
L.A. COUNTY LINE. SO THAT BRINGS A RATHER SIGNIFICANT LINE OF
AREA WHERE YOU'RE INDICATING THAT YOU WOULDN'T WANT THE
COUNTY'S BEACHES TO BE THE ONLY ONES WHERE YOU COULD SMOKE.

CLEARLY, TOPANGA BEACH WOULD BE AN ISLAND IN THAT SENSE.
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1 CIGARETTE BUTTS DO CREATE A-- IT IS A MAINTENANCE ISSUE ON THE
2 BEACH. I THINK PEOPLE ARE GENERALLY REPULSED MORE BY CIGARETTE
3 BUTTS AND THEY'RE HARDER TO CLEAN UP THAN ARE OTHER KINDS OF

4 LITTER. WITH THAT, I THINK THAT'S THE PERSPECTIVE FROM THE

5 BEACHES AND HARBORS DEPARTMENT.

7 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: OKAY. I WOULD-- I KNOW THAT THERE IS SOME

8 CONCERN AMONG SOME OF MY COLLEAGUES. I WOULD BE WILLING TO

9 AMEND THIS OR TO HAVE IT AMENDED, IF SOMEBODY WANTS TO DO IT,
10 AS A PILOT THROUGH THE SUMMER, THROUGH LABOR DAY, HAVE THE

11 DEPARTMENT OF BEACHES AND HARBORS REPORT BACK TO US ON HOW

12 IT'S WORKED. BUT I DO THINK, IF WE'RE GOING TO DO THIS, THE

13 SUMMER IS UPON US, IT'S NOW JUNE 15TH. THE NEXT WEEK OR SO, IF
14 NOT ALREADY, PEOPLE ARE GOING TO BE CONGREGATING AT THE

15 BEACHES AND, TO HAVE ANY EFFECT WHEN THE BULK OF THE

16 POPULATION IS COMING OUT THERE, NOW IS THE TIME, THIS IS THE
17 MONTH TO DO IT. SO I WOULD ENTERTAIN ANY COMPROMISE JUST SO

18 THAT WE CAN AT LEAST COVER THE SUMMER AND SEE HOW IT WORKS

19 BECAUSE SOME HAVE RAISED TO ME THE ISSUE OF COST. I THINK THAT
20 WILL, AS I-- I WON'T REPEAT WHAT I SAID, I THINK IT WILL

21 BECOME SELF-EVIDENT THAT IT'S NOT A COST ISSUE. IN FACT, IT

22 MAY BE A SAVINGS IF YOU SPEND AS MUCH TIME LOOKING FOR

23 CIGARETTE BUTTS OR DEALING WITH THEM. BUT, ANYWAY, WHATEVER.
24 IT'S NOT REALLY THE COST, IT'S THE HEALTH THAT'S THE PRIMARY

25 THING.
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STAN WISNIEWSKI: THE ENFORCEMENT ON THIS WOULD BE THE
SHERIFF'S DEPARTMENT. IF THERE IS A REPORT THAT WOULD BE DUE
BACK TO THE BOARD, I WOULD REQUEST-- I HAVE NO-- OBVIOUSLY,
WE'LL COOPERATE WITH THE SHERIFF'S DEPARTMENT BUT I WOULD
SUGGEST THAT THEY REPORT BACK IF THERE IS SUCH AN ORDINANCE

BECAUSE THEY WOULD BE THE ENFORCING AGENCY.

SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: YEAH. I DOUBT VERY MUCH THAT THE SHERIFF IS
GOING TO GET CALLED BUT WE WILL GET A REPORT, THAT WOULD
CERTAINLY BE THE INTEREST OF FINDING OUT WHETHER HE HAS BEEN

CALLED AND WHETHER IT'S BEEN A...

STAN WISNIEWSKI: WE DID TALK TO THE LIFEGUARDS AND THEY
INDICATED, AS WITH OTHER ORDINANCES, THEY WOULD NOT BE
INVOLVED IN THE ENFORCEMENT. IF THERE ARE ORDINANCES THAT ARE
VIOLATED ON THE BEACHES, THE LIFEGUARDS ARE GENERALLY PRETTY
POPULAR FOLKS ON THE BEACH AND THEY GENTLY NUDGE PEOPLE TO
COMPLY WITH ORDINANCES AND THEN, IF COMPLIANCE IS NOT

FORTHCOMING, THEY CALL THE LOCAL LAW ENFORCEMENT AGENCY.

SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: OKAY.

SUP. MOLINA: MS. BURKE?
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SUP. BURKE: YES, I DO THINK THAT WE NEED TO HAVE CONSISTENCY
BECAUSE WHAT IS GOING TO HAVE TO HAPPEN IS, IF YOU HAVE NO

SMOKING IN OTHER AREAS, YOU'RE GOING TO HAVE MORE PEOPLE

COMING INTO OUR AREA IF WE DON'T HAVE A CONSISTENT LAW.

WHAT WE'RE GOING TO SEE IS NOT JUST THE USUAL NUMBER OF PEOPLE

WHO ARE SMOKERS THAT WOULD BE THERE BUT THOSE WHO SAY,

I CAN'T SMOKE ANYWHERE ELSE, I'LL GO TO THE COUNTY BEACH JUST

TO SMOKE." AND I KNOW THAT DRINKING IS ALSO NOT ALLOWED OF

ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES ON THE BEACH.

STAN WISNIEWSKI: THAT'S CORRECT.

SUP. BURKE: AND SOMEHOW WE MANAGE TO CARRY OUT THAT

ENFORCEMENT. WHAT ORDINARILY HAPPENS IS THAT THE LIFEGUARDS

DON'T GET INVOLVED BUT THE SHERIFF DOES GET INVOLVED IF IT

BECOMES A PROBLEM. AND I SUSPECT SOME PEOPLE ARE GOING

THE SHERIFF WHEN THERE'S SOMEONE SMOKING CLOSE BY THEM

THEY DON'T FEEL AS THOUGH THEY SHOULD BE EXPOSED TO IT.

THAT IT WILL-- WE'LL SEE HOW THE ENFORCEMENT WORKS OUT.

IMPORTANT THING, I THINK, IS FOR US TO HAVE CONSISTENCY SO WE

DON'T ATTRACT ALL THE SMOKERS AT THIS POINT.

SUP. MOLINA: MR. ANTONOVICH?

THE
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SUP. ANTONOVICH: IF WE'RE TALKING ABOUT LITTERING AS A

2 PROBLEM, THEN YOU'RE GOING TO HAVE TO PROHIBIT ANY TYPE OF

3 FOODS AND BEVERAGES ON THE BEACH. SO, IF THAT'S A FACTOR, THEN
4 IT SHOULD BE EXTENDED TO PROHIBIT ALL TYPES OF FOODS AND

5 BEVERAGES ON THE BEACH, IF THAT'S THE CONCERN, LITTERING. AS

6 THEY DO IN RESTAURANTS AND OTHER AREAS, THEY HAVE DESIGNATED

7 AREAS FOR THOSE PEOPLE WHO WISH TO SMOKE. IF YOU WANT TO HAVE
8§ A PILOT WHERE YOU HAVE A DESIGNATED AREA FOR THOSE INDIVIDUALS
9 WHO DO SMOKE, I THINK THAT WOULD BE APPROPRIATE THAN TO USE

10 THE BROAD BRUSH AND PROHIBIT IT COMPLETELY. SO THAT WOULD BE
11 MY SUGGESTION.

13 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: MR. CHAIR-- MADAM CHAIR, IF I COULD JUST

14 RESPOND?

16 SUP. MOLINA: YES, MR. YAROSLAVSKY.

17

18 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: ACTUALLY, IN CALIFORNIA, THERE ARE NO

19 SMOKING AREAS IN RESTAURANTS. SMOKING IS PROHIBITED IN ALL

20 RESTAURANTS EVERYWHERE AND THAT WAS STATE LEGISLATION THAT WAS
21 PASSED. BUT LET ME ASK YOU A QUESTION, STAN. IF I'M ON TOPANGA

22 BEACH AND I WANT TO SMOKE A CIGARETTE, WHAT'S THE NEAREST

23 PLACE I WILL BE LEGALLY ABLE TO DO THAT? IF I GO TO THE
24 PARKING LOT, IS THE SMOKING NOT PERMITTED ON THE SAND, OR IS

25 IT-- IS THAT WHERE IT'S LIMITED TO?
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STAN WISNIEWSKI: WELL, CURRENTLY IT'S PROHIBITED AT TOPANGA

BEACH ON THE BEACH...

SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: I UNDERSTAND BUT IF WE PASS THE...

STAN WISNIEWSKI: IF YOU DID A PILOT, FOR EXAMPLE, AS
SUPERVISOR ANTONOVICH SUGGESTS, YOU COULD PERHAPS CONDITION IT
THAT SMOKING WOULD BE ALLOWABLE IN THE PARKING LOT BUT NOT ON

THE BEACH.

SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: HOW DOES THE CITY OF L.A. DEAL WITH IT IN

THEIR ORDINANCE? DO YOU KNOW?

STAN WISNIEWSKI: THAT'S AN INTERESTING QUESTION. I DON'T KNOW
IF IT'S GOING TO BE ENFORCED ON THE BEACH AS WELL AS IN THE

PARKING LOT OR NOT. I REALLY DON'T KNOW THAT BUT IT CERTAINLY
MAKES SENSE TO ME THAT, ON A PILOT BASIS, ALLOW THE SMOKING IN

THE PARKING LOT BUT NOT ON THE BEACH.

SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: I WOULD BE WILLING TO GO ALONG WITH THAT.

STAN WISNIEWSKI: THAT'S A GREAT IDEA.
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1 SUP. BURKE: AND HAVE SOME KIND OF RECEPTACLE SO THAT PEOPLE
2 WOULD PUT THEIR BUTTS OUT IN THE-- I THINK THAT MOST PEOPLE
3 WHO EAT ON THE BEACH, THEY DON'T LEAVE THEIR PAPERS ON THE
4 BEACH. I DON'T RECALL SEEING PEOPLE DROPPING A LOT OF FOOD
5 WRAPPERS AND FOOD ON THE BEACH. FOR THE MOST PART, WHEN THEY
6 FINISHED EATING, THEY TAKE IT TO THE WASTE BASKET OR THE

7 RUBBISH, TO PUT IT THERE.

9 SUP. MOLINA: THAT'S WHY ALL THE STYROFOAM CUPS ARE FLOATING

10 AROUND.

11

12 SUP. BURKE: WELL, THERE ARE EXCEPTIONS, THERE ARE OBVIOUSLY

13 EXCEPTIONS TO PEOPLE-- BUT IT'S NOT PREVALENT. MOST PEOPLE DO-
14 - YOU SEE THE TRASH CANS OVERFLOWING, AS A MATTER OF FACT.

15

16 SUP. MOLINA: LET ME ASK A COUPLE OF QUESTIONS. MY PROBLEM WITH
17 THIS ISSUE IS WHETHER IT'S JUST A FAD THAT IS GOING ON, AND T

18 DON'T EVEN-- I DON'T REALLY UNDERSTAND ALL OF THE RATIONALE

19 THAT GOES WITH IT. AND THAT'S BASICALLY WHERE I AM. CERTAINLY

20 IN THE COUNTY BUILDINGS, IN OUR LIBRARIES AND IN OUR

21 RESTAURANTS, WE'RE IN A VERY CONTAINED AREA, AND CERTAINLY THE

22 ISSUE OF SECONDARY SMOKE HAVE BEEN STUDIED WELL AND I THINK

23 THERE ARE STATES OR LOCALITIES THAT, AT ONE POINT, STOP
24 SMOKING IN SOME OF THESE BUILDINGS AND THEN CHANGED IT AND THE

25 IMPACT OF CANCER AND OTHER THINGS HAS CLEARLY BEEN STUDIED. SO

8 SUP. MOLINA: OR IS IT BECAUSE IT IS ABOUT ANNOYING, YOU KNOW,
9 SMOKERS AND CREATING ANY KIND OF SECONDARY SMOKE PROBLEMS OR
10 IS IT LITTER? BECAUSE I'M-- WHY NOT IN ALL OF OUR PUBLIC

11 PARKS? DID THE CITY OF L.A. GO TO ALL OF THE PUBLIC PARKS? AND
12 IF THEY'RE DOING THAT, WHY NOT JUST BAN SMOKING ALTOGETHER?

13 I'M TRYING TO UNDERSTAND THE RATIONALE AND THAT'S WHY I'M

14 WONDERING WHETHER IT'S JUST A FAD OR WHAT IS GOING ON. NOW,

15 CERTAINLY I COULD UNDERSTAND, IF EVERYBODY AROUND YOU IS DOING
16 IT, THEN THEY-- SMOKERS WILL CONGREGATE TO THAT ONE BEACH. I
17 UNDERSTAND THAT BUT I'M ALSO CONCERNED ABOUT, YOU KNOW, WHERE

9 STAN WISNIEWSKI: THAT I WON'T GET INVOLVED IN. THAT'S YOUR

10 ISSUE.

12 SUP. MOLINA: RIGHT. AND THAT'S WHY I WANT TO UNDERSTAND A

13 LITTLE BIT BETTER THE RATIONALE. NOW, MR. YAROSLAVSKY, I DON'T
14 WANT TO BE DISRESPECTFUL OF WHAT YOU'RE TRYING TO DO. I GUESS
15 I WANT TO BETTER UNDERSTAND IT. IS THERE-- WOULD YOU MIND

16 PUTTING THIS OVER FOR A WEEK? BECAUSE I'D LIKE TO UNDERSTAND
17 AND TALK TO SOME OF THE COUNCIL PEOPLE AS TO WHY THEY DIDN'T
18 DO IT ON THE PARKS. IF THEIR CONCERN IS SECONDARY SMOKE AND IF

23 THERE CAN BE A DESIGNATED SMOKING AREA BUT WHAT DO YOU DO AT A
24 BUS STOP? I MEAN, YOU KNOW, YOU HAVE-- IT'S JUST-- THE

25 SIDEWALK-- I'M JUST-- IT JUST-- I'M NOT SURE WHERE THIS IS
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GOING AND I'M JUST ASKING SOME, I THINK, BASIC COMMON SENSE
QUESTIONS ON THIS, AND I KNOW-- I UNDERSTAND THE HEALTH-- I
WOULD SAY THAT THIS IS A PROVEN THEORY OR PROVEN THAT

TELL YOU WHAT MY REASON WAS. IT'S PRIMARILY THE ISSUE OF SIDE
STREAM SMOKE AND THE BEACHES, AND I'VE BEEN TO THE BEACHES AS
A MATTER OF COURSE. I TRY TO GET OUT THERE-- THEY ARE CROWDED.
TOPANGA BEACH IS ESPECIALLY CROWDED. MOTHER'S BEACH IS
ESPECIALLY CROWDED WITH KIDS, WITH LITTLE KIDS, TODDLERS, AND
YOU GET-- AND IT IS DIFFERENT-- I'M NOT ARGUING THE PARK

SUP. MOLINA: HAVEN'T YOU BEEN TO LEG LAKE OR SOME OF THESE

AREAS?
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1 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: OR SOME OF THOSE-- KENNETH HAHN PARK WHERE
2 YOU HAVE PICNICS AND STUFE, BUT I WAS THINKING MORE IN TERMS
3 OF BASEBALL AND RECREATION. BUT IT WOULD BE APPROPRIATE AND, I
4 BELIEVE, IF I'M NOT MISTAKEN, SOMEBODY, WHETHER IT'S A STATE,
5 I THINK THE STATE MAY ALREADY HAVE-- STATE PARKS MAY ALREADY

6 HAVE A PROHIBITION, I'M NOT SURE, BUT I'M GOING TO LEAVE THAT
7 ASIDE. LET'S JUST FOCUS ON THE BEACHES. YOU HAVE A DENSITY OF
8 POPULATION ON THE BEACHES WHERE THE WIND, THE PREVAILING WIND
9 GOES A PARTICULAR WAY AND, IF YOU'RE DOWNWIND, YOU'RE INHALING
10 THAT STUFF AND IT'S UNFAIR FOR MR. WISNIEWSKI, TO USE IT AS AN
11 EXAMPLE, OR ANYBODY ELSE TO HAVE TO PICK UP AND MOVE HIS

12 FAMILY TO ANOTHER PLACE UPWIND, IF UPWIND WILL DO THE TRICK,

13 BECAUSE HE MAY NOW GET CLOSE TO SOMEBODY ELSE WHO'S NOW UPWIND
14 WITH A CIGARETTE. IT SHOULD BE A SMOKE-FREE ZONE. THERE'S MORE
15 PEOPLE DURING THE WEEKEND, DURING THIS TIME OF YEAR, DURING

16 THE SUMMERTIME, THERE'S MORE PEOPLE THAN THERE IS SAND,

17 ESPECIALLY WHEN YOU GET CLOSER TO THE WATERFRONT. AND I WOULD
18 LIKE TO SEE US MAKE THAT DECISION. LET ME JUST ASK YOU A

19 TECHNICAL QUESTION, A PROCEDURAL QUESTION. IF WE VOTED TO DO
20 THIS TODAY, EVEN ON A PILOT BASIS, AND WE COULD LOOK AT THE

18 CAPTAIN JAMES CURTIS, AND SHE LEAVES 18 GRANDCHILDREN AND 18
19 GREAT-GRANDCHILDREN. SHE PASSED AWAY AT THE AGE OF 91. SAMUEL
20 LEE FLETCHER, WHO WAS QUITE ACTIVE IN THE SAN GABRIEL VALLEY,
21 INVOLVED WITH HIS CHURCH, CHURCH OF CHRIST AND WITH THE

22 BASSETT UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT. HE'S SURVIVED BY HIS WIFE,

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SUP. ANTONOVICH: YEAH, I DO. OKAY. I'LL CALL UP ITEM NUMBER 2.
2 THIS WAS THE ITEM THAT WE HAD PUT ON THE AGENDA AND THAT WAS

3 TO ALLOW THE PEOPLE OF LOS ANGELES COUNTY...

5 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: I THINK IT'S ITEM 10.

7 SUP. ANTONOVICH: WHAT DID I SAY, ITEM 27

9 SUP. MOLINA: YES, YOU DID. THAT WAS THE SMOKING ON BEACHES.

10

11 SUP. ANTONOVICH: ON ITEM NUMBER 10 AND THIS WAS THE ITEM WHICH
12 WE PLACED BEFORE THE VOTERS OF LOS ANGELES COUNTY THE

13 OPPORTUNITY TO VOTE WHETHER TO CHANGE THE SEAL OR LEAVE THE

14 SEAL AS IT IS. AS I MENTIONED EARLIER, THE DAILY NEWS HAD

15 CONDUCTED A POLL A COUPLE WEEKS AGO IN WHICH THEY FOUND 94% OF
16 THE PEOPLE WERE OPPOSED TO CHANGING THE SEAL. NBC NEWS ALSO

17 HAD CONDUCTED A POLL A WEEK AGO IN WHICH THEY FOUND

18 APPROXIMATELY 96 OF THE PEOPLE-- PERCENT OF THE PEOPLE WERE

19 OPPOSED TO CHANGING THAT SEAL. WHAT WE HAVE BEFORE US TODAY IS
20 AN ATTEMPT TO REWRITE HISTORY, TO YIELD TO THE DEMANDS OF A

21 PRESSURE GROUP, WHICH-- WE COULD CALL THEM THE ANTI-CIVIL

22 LIBERTIES UNION, WHO HAD AN ATTEMPT TO USE BULLYING TACTICS TO

23 CHANGE THIS SEAL. AS WE HAD LEGAL OPINIONS WRITTEN BY A LAW

24 PROFESSOR FROM PEPPERDINE UNIVERSITY AND A COUPLE OTHER LEGAL

25 FOUNDATIONS INDICATED THAT THE SUPREME COURT HAS NEVER TAKEN A
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1 POSITION ON THIS ISSUE. IN FACT, THERE WAS A CASE LAST WEEK
2 11TH DISTRICT IN RICHMOND THAT SUPPORTED THE CROSS IN THEIR

3 SEAL AND WE ALSO HAD THE AUSTIN VERSUS MURRAY DECISION THAT

4 OCCURRED IN TEXAS WHERE THE CROSS WAS ALLOWED IN THEIR SEAL

5 BECAUSE IT WAS HISTORIC. AND THAT'S ALL THAT THE COUNTY SEAL

6 REFLECTS, THAT IT IS HISTORIC. WE TALK ABOUT NOT CHANGING ANY
7 OF THE SEALS UNTIL THEY HAVE TO BE REPLACED. WELL, THIS COUNTY
8 JUST SPENT APPROXIMATELY $2,800 FOR THESE TWO SEALS UP ON THE
9 WALL AND I WOULD ASSUME THAT THOSE SEALS ARE GOING TO BE THERE
10 THROUGH THE NEXT EARTHQUAKE OR WHATEVER DISASTER OCCURS AND

11 IT'S NOT GOING TO WEAR OUT IN ANY OF OUR LIFETIMES AND TO HAVE
12 SOMEBODY TAKE A LADDER UP THERE AND ERASE THAT OR DO WHATEVER
13 MAKES NO SENSE. THAT TIME AND ENERGY WOULD BE BETTER IF WE

14 WOULD SPEND THAT ON OTHER PROGRAMS, BE IT PUBLIC SAFETY,

15 LIBRARIES, AND OTHERS. I'M QUITE SURPRISED THAT THERE WAS LACK
16 OF RESPECT, IN FACT, VERY DISRESPECTFUL-- DISRESPECTEFUL THAT,
17 WHEN THE CHAIRMAN OF THIS BOARD WOULD LIKED TO HAVE DISCUSSED
18 THIS ISSUE AND ASKED THAT IT BE CONTINUED NEXT WEEK BECAUSE OF
19 HIS TRIP TO WASHINGTON FOR THE HOMELAND SECURITY ISSUE, THAT
20 HE DID NOT HAVE THE COURTESY TO HAVE THIS ISSUE CONTINUED FOR
21 ONE WEEK SO HE WOULD BE ABLE TO EXPRESS HIS POINT OF VIEW AS

22 WELL. BUT ANOTHER SYMBOL THAT THIS COUNTY HOUSED IS THE STAR

23 OF DAVID. THAT STAR OF DAVID IS ON EVERY OFFICER IN LOS
24  ANGELES COUNTY SHERIFF'S DEPARTMENT'S CHEST, AND THAT REFLECTS

25 MOSES AND THE LAW OF MOSES AND THEY ARE THE ENFORCER OF THE
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1 LAW. AND I WOULD HOPE THAT THE A.C.L.U. WOULD NOT NOW WANT TO
2 CHANGE THE SHERIFF'S BADGE OR CHANGE ANY OF THE NAMES THAT WE

8 "LOS ANGELES, THE CITY OF THE ANGELS." SO THE FACT IS, WE ARE
9 REFLECTING A HISTORICAL FACT. WE ARE NOT INTERJECTING RELIGION
10 INTO THE AGENDA. BUT WHAT THE A.C.L.U. IS ATTEMPTING TO DO IS
11 TO INTERJECT A FORM OF SECULAR HUMANISM THAT HAS NOT BEEN A

12 PART OF THIS HISTORY'S FOUNDING OR IN ANY WAY PART OF OUR

18 BENEDICTION AND INVOCATION OF OUR FIRST PRESIDENT, PRESIDENT
19 WASHINGTON, AND IT WAS PRESIDENT JEFFERSON WHO ATTENDED CHURCH
20 SERVICES EVERY WEEK IN THE HALLS OF THE HOUSE OF

21 REPRESENTATIVES, WHICH ACTED AS A CHURCH FOR ABOUT THE FIRST

22 50 TO 60 YEARS OF THIS-- HISTORY'S FOUNDING BECAUSE THEY

23 DIDN'T HAVE A LARGE ENOUGH FACILITY. AND, IF YOU LOOK AT OUR
24 GOVERNMENT BUILDINGS, BE IT THE SUPREME COURT OR THE HOUSE OF

25 REPRESENTATIVES, THE UNITED STATES SENATE OR THE OTHER
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BUILDINGS, YOU WILL FIND BIBLICAL VERSUS THROUGHOUT THEIR
BUILDINGS. IN FACT, EVEN THEIR NEWER BUILDINGS HAS "IN GOD WE
TRUST" AT THE U.S. SENATE-- WHEN YOU WALK INTO THE U.S. SENATE
BUILDING CARVED ON THEIR WALLS. SO THIS IS AN OPPORTUNITY FROM
THE A.C.L.U. TO INTERJECT THEIR POLITICAL AGENDA AT THE
EXPENSE OF WHAT THE MAJORITY OF THE VOTERS HAVE ALWAYS WANTED,
AND THAT WAS TO HAVE THE RESPECT OF AND NOT FROM AND NOT A

17 PUBLIC AS WELL. I NOTICE QUITE PROFESSIONAL WORK HERE. BUT I
18 WANTED TO SAY, BASICALLY, IF GOVERNMENTS, AT LEAST IN THIS

19 CONSTITUTIONAL REPUBLIC, TRULY ARE INSTITUTED AMONG MEN,

17 MISS MABBETT: SPEAKING TO THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS IN LAST

18 WEEK'S DEBATE DURING THE CLOSING ARGUMENTS BY SOME MEMBERS OF
19 THE BOARD, IT WAS NOT FAIR THAT THE DEBATE ON THE ISSUE TO

20 ALTER THE L.A. COUNTY SEAL WAS A BIT NEUTRALIZING. TO CALL THE

10 MISS MABBETT: YEAH, I WANTED-- LAST WEEK, THEY DIDN'T HAVE US
11 APPLAUSING, WE WEREN'T ALLOWED TO CLAP AND YET THE TIMES TOOK
12 A PICTURE OF US WITH OUR HANDS IN THE AIR AND SAID WE WERE A

5 THE FOLKS DIRECTLY ABOUT THE APPLAUSE ISSUE? THANK YOU. ALL
6 RIGHT. WE HAVE ERICK WICKLAND. IF THEY WOULD JOIN US, CHRIS

7 SAMANISGO AND KEN SESMA, IF THEY WOULD JOIN US.

9 DAVID WILLIS: HELLO, MY NAME IS DAVID WILLIS. I WAS HERE LAST
10 WEEK, AND, APART FROM THE MEDIA PORTRAYING US AS A CHRISTIAN
11 FRENZY AND SUPERVISOR BURKE CHARACTERIZING IT AS THAT, THERE

13 SUP. MOLINA: YOU NEED TO FINISH UP YOUR COMMENTS. THANK YOU.

15 DAVID WILLIS: I WILL. IT'S A SINGLE COMMENT. IF SOMEONE CAME
16 ALONG AND TOOK A SINGLE BRICK OUT OF THEIR HOME, IT'S NOT A
17 BIG DEAL, BUT IF WE DON'T CONTEST THAT, THEN PEOPLE CAN TAKE
18 MORE AND MORE AND SOON THE WHOLE HOUSE IS GONE. THAT'S THE WAY
19 I EXPLAINED TO HIM AND PLEASE GET MORE COUNSEL. THANK YOU.

21 SUP. MOLINA: THANK YOU, SIR. MR. WICKLAND? I WOULD ALSO ASK

22 MR. BAISLEY TO JOIN US. MR. WICKLAND?

24 ERIC WICKLAND: YES, I'VE WRITTEN A LETTER OF WHICH I'LL SUPPLY

25 SIX COPIES TO YOU. AND IT BEGINS, HONORABLE SUPERVISORS, THE
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1 MAJORITY OF RESPONSE OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS TO THE MOST
2 RECENT A.C.L.U. ULTIMATUM HAS AMOUNTED IN A VOTE OF NO

3 CONFIDENCE IN THE PEOPLE OF LOS ANGELES COUNTY. EXPLANATIONS
4 OFFERED BY ACQUIESCING BOARD MEMBERS WHICH DEPICT RELIGIOUS

4 SUP. MOLINA: THANK YOU, MR. WICKLAND. NEXT, WE HAVE PETER
5 BAXTER AND KAREN SHAPIRO, IF THEY WOULD JOIN US. MR.

6 SAMANISGO?

8§ CHRIS SAMANISGO: YES. I WOULD LIKE TO ASKED BOARD TO PLACE ON
9 THE NOVEMBER BALLOT FOR THE PEOPLE TO CHOOSE WHETHER OR NOT TO

HERE TODAY TO ASK THAT YOU ALLOW THE OVER FIVE MILLION PEOPLE
HERE IN L.A. COUNTY TO HAVE THEIR VOICES HEARD BY VOTING ON
THIS HISTORIC ITEM. OUR SEAL, LIKE OUR BEACHES OR PARKS, ARE
NOT YOUR INHERITANCE TO DESTROY. THEY ARE IN YOUR PROTECTIVE
CARE FOR THE NEXT GENERATION OF ANGELINOS. I COME HERE IN THE
NAME OF MY FOUR CHILDREN. WE ARE JEWISH. MY GRADUATING EIGHTH

10 SUPPORT OF NOT ALTERING THE CROSS ON THE COUNTY SEAL.

11 SOMETHING THAT-- I WENT TO THE A.C.L.U. WEBSITE AND THEY SAY
12 THAT THESE RELIGIOUS SYMBOLS VIOLATE THE ESTABLISHMENT CLAUSE
13 OF THE UNITED STATES CONSTITUTION BUT WE KNOW THAT THE

14 ESTABLISHMENT CLAUSE SIMPLY SAYS THAT CONGRESS MAY NOT MAKE

15 ANY LAWS RESPECTING THE ESTABLISHMENT OF RELIGION. CONGRESS IS

19 WOULD BE THE SAME AS IT WAS TWO WEEKS AGO?

20

21 RAY FORTNER: YES, IT WOULD.

SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: THANK YOU.

SUP. ANTONOVICH: LET ME...
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SUP. MOLINA: MS. BURKE, DID YOU WANT TO ADDRESS THE ITEM?

SUP. MOLINA: YOU KNOW, MAYBE YOU SHOULD EXPLAIN THAT WE
ALREADY TOOK TESTIMONY ON THIS AND THAT, AT THIS POINT, WE
HAVE AN OPPORTUNITY TO SPEAK. I THINK EVERYONE HAD AN

OPPORTUNITY TO SPEAK.

SUP. MOLINA: MISS PORTO? NO, MISS PORTO, IT DOESN'T WORK THAT

WAY, MA'AM.

FEMALE VOICE: (INDISTINCT VOICE)

SUP. MOLINA: NO, IT DOESN'T. PLEASE. AGAIN. THIS IS NOW THE

DEBATE AMONGST THE SUPERVISORS.

SUP. BURKE: IF THEY DON'T WANT US TO DEBATE, WE CAN GO ON AND
JUST TAKE A VOTE ON IT. IF THEY DON'T WANT US TO DISCUSS IT

ANY FURTHER, I'M MORE THAN WILLING TO JUST GO ON.

SUP. MOLINA: COULD I ASK THE DEPUTY TO REMIND SOME OF THE
PUBLIC AND ASK THEM IF THEY WANT TO CONTINUE THEIR DISCUSSION,
THEY COULD STEP OUT. I THINK THAT ONE OF THE THINGS THAT'S
IMPORTANT HERE, IF I MAY SAY, THAT, AGAIN, I THINK THAT A LOT

OF PEOPLE WOULD SAY PUT IT TO A VOTE OF THE PEOPLE. I WANT TO
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1 REMIND FOLKS, WHEN ISSUES ARE UNCONSTITUTIONAL, THEY'RE

8 PARTICULAR, LET'S REMIND OURSELVES OF 187, WHICH,

9 UNFORTUNATELY, WAS OVERWHELMINGLY PASSED BY THE VOTERS OF THE
10 STATE OF CALIFORNIA, AND IT WAS STRUCK AS UNCONSTITUTIONAL.

16 SUP. BURKE: I WOULD JUST LIKE TO SAY ONE THING. SOMEONE GOT UP
17 AND SAID SOMETHING ABOUT QUOTING ME, SAYING JIM CROW. I NEVER
18 SATD ANY REFERENCE TO JIM CROW. I DON'T KNOW WHICH ONE IT WAS
19 BUT ONE OF THESE GENTLEMEN MADE THAT STATEMENT.

20

21 SUP. MOLINA: MS. BURKE, THEY'VE BEEN MISQUOTING US AND ME.
THEY SAID THAT MY SPANISH, THE LAST TIME, THAT I HAD USED-- I
WAS CURSING AT THE GENTLEMAN. I WAS NOT. I WAS RESPONDING TO

HIS REQUEST TO ME. BUT A LOT OF PEOPLE ARE MISINTERPRETING
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1 WHAT WE ARE SAYING UP HERE AND I THINK IT SERVES THEIR

2 PURPOSE.

4 SUP. MOLINA: BUT I DO WANT TO SAY ONE THING. I THINK THAT

5 SOMEONE MENTIONED LOS ANGELES. WELL, THERE ARE ANGELS IN

6 VARIOUS RELIGIONS. ANGELS ARE NOT ONLY TO THE CHRISTIANITY

7 AND, I BELIEVE, MY MYTHOLOGY SERVES ME RIGHT, THERE WERE

8 ANGELS THAT ARE PORTRAYED IN SOME MYTHOLOGY. SO SOME OF THESE
9 THINGS ARE NOT IDENTIFIABLE RELIGIOUS SYMBOLS. AND MY

10 UNDERSTANDING AND MY READING OF THE CASES, THEY POINT OUT THAT
11 WHAT IS A PROBLEM AND IS A GOVERNMENT ADVISEMENT AND

12 ACCEPTANCE OF RELIGION IS WHEN THERE IS A CLEARLY IDENTIFIABLE
13 RELIGIOUS SYMBOL THAT IS PLACED BY GOVERNMENT IN SOME PLACE

14 FOR THE PUBLIC TO SEE BECAUSE, WHEN YOU DO THAT, YOU ARE

15 ADVOCATING A RELIGION. THAT'S THE WAY THE COURTS HAVE

16 INTERPRETED IT. AND, OF COURSE, THIS STATEMENT BY SUPREME

17 COURT JUSTICE SANDRA DAY O'CONNOR ABSOLUTELY MAKES IT CLEAR.

18 IT'S VERY CLEAR THAT, WHEN YOU TALK ABOUT GOD, MANY PEOPLE,

19 WHETHER THEY'RE HINDU, BUDDHIST, THEY WORSHIP GOD, AND GOD,

20 AND EVEN THOUGH THERE ARE THOSE WHO ARE CHALLENGING IT, THERE
21 IS A VERY STRONG ARGUMENT THAT THIS DOES NOT PERPETUATE A

22 RELIGION, AS SUCH, BECAUSE IT'S NOT SAYING WE TAKE ONE

23 RELIGION OVER ANOTHER. NOW, ON THE OTHER HAND, WHEN YOU MOVE
24 TOWARD A SYMBOL THAT IS READILY IDENTIFIABLE, AND THAT'S THE

25 WORD THAT IS USED IN THESE CASES, IT SAYS THAT YOU IDENTIFY IT
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1 WITH THAT RELIGION, AND I'M CHRISTIAN, BUT MY FEELING IS THAT
2 I RESPECT THE RIGHT OF OTHER PEOPLE AND I RESPECT THE

3 CONSTITUTION OF THE UNITED STATES. AND IF THAT MEANS THAT I

4 SHOULD BOW, AND EVERYONE SAYS BOW TO THE-- YOU'RE BOWING TO

5 THE MOB, I DON'T KNOW WHAT MORE MOB THERE COULD BE THAN THE

6 ONE WHO IS SAYING THAT YOU CANNOT HAVE ANY OPINION, YOU CANNOT
7 INTERPRET THE CONSTITUTION, YOU CANNOT ACCEPT THE CASES OF THE
8 CONSTITUTION. AND MY POSITION ON THIS IS THAT WE KNOW WHAT THE
9 OUTCOME WILL BE, IN ALL PROBABILITY. I'VE GONE THROUGH THIS

10 ALSO IN OTHER INSTANCES. I REMEMBER WHEN PROPOSITION 14 WAS ON
11 THE BALLOT AND THAT WAS OVERWHELMINGLY APPROVED BY THE PEOPLE,
12 BUT IT WAS STRUCK DOWN. AND FOR THOSE OF YOU WHO DON'T KNOW

13 WHAT THAT WAS, IT WAS SETTING ASIDE LEGISLATION IN THE STATE
14 OF CALIFORNIA THAT HAD SAID YOU CANNOT DISCRIMINATE ON SALE

15 AND RENTAL OF PROPERTY ON THE BASIS OF RACE OR RELIGION. WELL,
16 THE PEOPLE TOTALLY OVERRULED THAT. TOTALLY OVERRULED IT. BUT
17 IT WENT TO COURT AND IT WAS THROWN OUT BECAUSE THEY SAID IT

18 WAS A VIOLATION OF THE CONSTITUTION. AND, YES, THE

19 CONSTITUTION IS DYNAMIC. THE CONSTITUTION DOES CHANGE. OUR

20 CONSTITUTION DOES-- IS NOT INTERPRETED TODAY AS IT WAS

21 INTERPRETED INITIALLY WHEN THE FIRST 10 AMENDMENTS TO THAT

22 CONSTITUTION WERE ADOPTED. AND, AS A RESULT, WE COME TODAY TO

23 THE COURT AND WITH THE POSITION THE COURTS ARE TAKING. AND THE

24  ONLY THING WE CAN RELY ON IS THAT THE PREVAILING VIEW OF THE

25 SUPREME COURT OF THESE UNITED STATES HAS MADE IT VERY CLEAR
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1 WHERE THEY STAND. AND FOR US TO SAY THAT WE WANT TO, AT THIS
2 POINT, TAKE THE POSITION THAT WE WANT TO FIGHT THE SUPREME

3 COURT, TAKE IT ALL THE WAY TO THE SUPREME COURT AND TRY TO

4 CONVINCE THEM TO TAKE A DIFFERENT VIEW, I DO NOT BELIEVE IS
5 APPROPRIATE. AND, WITH THAT, I'M SURE THAT IT WILL GO ON THE

6 BALLOT, THAT THERE WILL BE PEOPLE WHO WILL PASS SIGNATURES AND
7 IT WILL GO ON THE BALLOT. I'M SURE IT WILL PASS ON THE BALLOT.
8 BUT I'M ALSO VERY SURE, BASED UPON EVERYTHING THAT I'VE READ,
9 OF WHAT THE ULTIMATE OUTCOME WILL BE. AND, AT THIS POINT, I'M
10 WILLING TO STICK WITH THE SUPREME COURT.

12 SUP. MOLINA: MR. ANTONOVICH.

13

14 SUP. ANTONOVICH: LET ME STATE THAT THERE IS NO LAWSUIT. THERE
15 IS ONLY A LETTER THAT HAS BEEN GENERATED BY THE A.C.L.U. SO

16 PLACING THIS ON THE BALLOT DOES NOT INTERJECT INTO A LAWSUIT.
17 IT INTERJECTS INTO A LETTER THAT WAS WRITTEN BY THE A.C.L.U.

18 WHAT THE BOARD IS NOW ATTEMPTING TO DO IS TO RENDER AN OPINION
19 ON BEHALF OF THE COURT USING AS ITS REASONING A VERY

20 POLITICALLY GENERATED ONE-SIDED COUNTY COUNSEL OPINION OF

21 SEVEN PAGES, WHICH ONLY TWO PAGES, ONLY-- I SHOULD SAY OF THE

22 SEVEN PAGES, ONLY TWO PARAGRAPHS SAY THAT THE CROSS IS

23 CONSTITUTIONAL. TWO PARAGRAPHS. AND YOU HAVE, FROM THE CHAIR
24 OF THE CONSTITUTIONAL LAW, FROM PEPPERDINE SCHOOL OF LAW, HE

25 WRITES THAT, "I HAVE READ THE LEGAL OPINION BY MR. FORTNER. IT
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1 IS A MEMORANDUM THAT RESOLVES MOST EVERY ARGUABLE POINT
2 AGAINST THE COUNTY IN FAVOR OF THE A.C.L.U. IT OVERLOOKS THE

3 SEMINAL RELIGIOUS DISPLAY CASES AT THE SUPREME U.S. COURT

4 LEVEL THAT WOULD FAVOR THE COUNTY AND GIVES UNDUE WEIGHT TO

5 ADVERSE LOWER COURT JUDGMENTS OUT OF THEIR PARTICULAR CONTEXT
6 WHICH IS, IN THIS AREA, DETERMINES THE LEGAL OUTCOME AS THE

7 LATE CHIEF JUSTICE BERGER WROTE FOR THE COURT IN LYNCH VERSUS
8 DONNELLY CONSIDERING AND APPROVING OF THIS DISPLAY OF A

9 CHRISTMAS DISPLAY-- CHRISTIAN DISPLAY. ALONG WITH THAT AND

10 YESTERDAY'S OPINION, JUSTICE-- PRESIDING JUSTICE REHNQUIST

17 RELIGIOUS HISTORY AND CHARACTER", UNQUOTE, REHNQUIST WROTE.

18 AND THEN YOU HAVE ANOTHER SEVEN-PAGE OPINION FROM THE AMERICAN
19 CENTER FOR LAW AND JUSTICE THAT ARGUED THE CASE IN THE SUPREME
20 COURT YESTERDAY THAT SAYS THAT, "THE CROSS, AS A HISTORICAL

21 STATEMENT OF HISTORICAL FACT, IS CONSTITUTIONAL." YOU HAVE

22 ANOTHER FOUR-PAGE OPINION BY THE ALLIANCE DEFENSE FUND THAT

23 STATES THE SAME AND YOU HAVE OTHERS FROM THE THOMAS MOORE
24 FOUNDATION, I BELIEVE THERE ARE FIVE LEGAL FOUNDATIONS THAT

25 GIVE PAGE AFTER PAGE AFTER PAGE OF RATIONAL REASONING, LEGAL
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1 REASONING WHY IT IS CONSTITUTIONAL VERSUS TWO FLIMSY

2 PARAGRAPHS OF A SEVEN-PAGE OPINION FROM OUR COUNTY COUNSEL,

3 WHICH IS A SHAME. BUT WE ARE TALKING ABOUT A HISTORICAL FACT,
4 A HISTORICAL FACT, AND THE PEOPLE THAT CALL THIS THE ANGELS,

5 IT WAS AFTER-- THEY NAMED IT AFTER THE BLESSED MOTHER AND THE
6 ANGELS WHEN THEY NAMED LOS ANGELES, AND THAT WAS WHAT WAS IN

7 THE-- OUT OF THE WORDS OF THE PRIESTS WHO NAMED THIS AREA BACK

25 SUP. MOLINA: ALL RIGHT. MR. YAROSLAVSKY.
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SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: I KNOW. I-- I-- THIS HAS BEEN LITIGATED.
IT'S BEEN LITIGATED SEVERAL TIMES ALL OVER THE COUNTRY. THE
SUPREME COURT HAS DECLINED TO TAKE ANY ONE OF THE CASES THAT
HAVE BEEN LITIGATED ALL OVER THE COUNTRY, WHICH IN AND OF
ITSELF IS A STATEMENT. THE REASON THAT THE COUNTY COUNSEL'S
OPINION IS PREDOMINANTLY OR HAS A LIMITED AMOUNT OF OPINION ON
THE OTHER SIDE IS BECAUSE THERE ARE PRACTICALLY NO CASES ON
THE OTHER SIDE WHERE THEY'VE RULED IN ACCORDANCE WITH YOUR

3 VOTE LAST WEEK IN CLOSED SESSION, WE DECIDED NOT TO FIGHT THE-
4 - I BELIEVE IT'S THE A.C.L.U., WASN'T IT, ON THE RODDY CASE? I
5 BELIEVE THAT ONE OF THE COUNSELS, THERE ARE SEVERAL OTHERS,

6 BUT WE VOTED BY A VOTE OF FIVE-TO-NOTHING NOT TO GO TO THE

7 SUPREME COURT ON A CASE RELATING TO OUR HOSPITAL SYSTEM. I

8 DON'T THINK MR. ANTONOVICH FELT THAT HE WAS CAVING TO THE

9 A.C.L.U. WHEN HE VOTED NOT TO GO FORWARD. HE WAS ADVISED BY

10 COUNSEL, AS WE ALL WERE, THAT CAUTION WAS THE BETTER PART OF
11 VALOR AND WE THOUGHT IT WAS IN THE BEST INTERESTS OF THE

12 COUNTY TO PROCEED THE WAY WE PROCEEDED. THAT IS THE SITUATION
13 WE FACE HERE. IT IS NOT A QUESTION OF POPULARITY. THE FIRST

14  AMENDMENT OF THE CONSTITUTION IS NOT A POPULARITY CONTEST. IT
15 IS-- AND FOR ME, THE ISSUE, AS I WAS ABOUT TO SAY A MINUTE

16 AGO, THE ISSUE WAS NOT COST OF DEFENDING IT. THE ISSUE IS, I
17 DON'T WANT TO BE DEFENDING A POLICY OR AN ORDINANCE THAT T

18 KNOW TO BE UNCONSTITUTIONAL. THAT'S ALL. IT'S VERY SIMPLE.

19 CALL IT WHAT YOU WANT TO CALL IT. I WILL NOT BE A PARTY TO

20 SUPPORTING THE DEFENSE OF SOMETHING THAT I KNOW TO BE AND THAT
21 MY LAWYERS HAVE TOLD ME IS UNCONSTITUTIONAL. PERIOD. OVER AND

22 OUT. AND THAT HAS-- THAT HAS NOTHING TO DO WITH THE A.C.L.U.

23 THEY HAPPEN TO BE THE LAWYERS WHO BROUGHT IT, MA'AM, AND YOU
24 CAN HAVE YOUR VIEWS ON THE A.C.L.U. ALL YOU WANT. WE'VE BEEN

25 SUED BY THEM MORE OFTEN THAN PROBABLY ANY OTHER PUBLIC
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1 INTEREST LAW FIRM AROUND HERE. THAT DOESN'T MEAN THAT YOU
2 DON'T LOOK AT EACH CASE AS IT COMES ALONG. AND, IF YOU HATE

3 THE A.C.L.U., AS SO MANY PEOPLE SEEM TO THESE DAYS OUT THERE,
4 RECOGNIZE ONE THING, THAT EVEN A STOPPED CLOCK IS RIGHT TWICE
5 A DAY. THEY HAVE THE LAW ON THEIR SIDE THIS TIME AND JUST

20 SUP. ANTONOVICH: EXCEPT THERE HAVE BEEN CASES THAT DO SUPPORT
21 THE CROSS. SO THE POINT IS, DO YOU GO WITH THOSE WHERE THEY'VE

22 SUPPORTED IT OR DO YOU GO WITHOUT IT WITHOUT A FIGHT AND WE

23 DO-- AND MIXING UP THE HOSPITAL ISSUE IS AN APPLE AND ORANGE

24 SITUATION. THEY'RE NOT EVEN RELATED TO THIS. IT'S A DIFFERENT

25 SITUATION.
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SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: NO, IT'S DIFFERENT BECAUSE YOU HAVE A

DIFFERENT POINT OF VIEW.

SUP. ANTONOVICH: NO, IT'S A DIFFERENT LEGAL SITUATION
ALTOGETHER BECAUSE OF THE FACTS OF LAW THAT WOULD BE PERMITTED
IN A HIGHER COURT. WE WERE NOT SUCCESSEFUL IN GETTING THOSE

FACTS INVOLVED BUT...

SUP. BURKE: BUT YOU DO ADMIT THAT THE A.C.L.U. IS ONE OF THE

ATTORNEYS?

SUP. ANTONOVICH: WELL, THEY'RE AN ATTORNEY IN EVERYTHING
BECAUSE THEY'RE A BUNCH OF PARASITES. THEY JUMP ON THESE CASES
BECAUSE THEY GET MONEY IN LEGAL FEES. SO, I MEAN, THAT'S... [

APPLAUSE ]

SUP. ANTONOVICH: THERE HAVE BEEN CASES ON BOTH SIDES OF THIS
ISSUE AND THE POINT IS, YOU HAD A NUMBER OF LAW FIRMS THAT
HAVE INDICATED THAT THEY WOULD PROVIDE FREE LEGAL COUNSEL, AND
