15 PRIVATE/PUBLIC PARTNERSHIP. MANY PEOPLE DON'T REALIZE BUT THE
16 ROTARIANS, BACK IN 1985, HAD A GOAL. THEIR GOAL WAS TO

17 ERADICATE POLIO THROUGHOUT THE WORLD BECAUSE THERE WERE ABOUT
18 350,000 CASES EACH YEAR OF YOUNG CHILDREN GETTING POLIO. SO
19 THEY JOINED TOGETHER IN A VERY SUCCESSFUL PRIVATE EFFORT.

20 THERE'S ABOUT 3,500 ROTARY CLUBS THROUGHOUT THE WORLD. THEY
21 HAVE OVER A MILLION MEMBERS. AND, AS A RESULT OF THAT, TODAY,

22 THE LAST YEAR'S REPORT WITH 125 COUNTRIES, THERE WERE ONLY

23 1,215 CASES OF POLIO AND THEY'RE LOOKING AT ACHIEVING THAT
24 GOAL OF ERADICATING POLIO THROUGHOUT THE WORLD AND THIS IS A

25 REAL COMMITMENT, A PRIVATE SECTOR INVOLVEMENT WHICH THEY HAVE
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1 DONE. NOW, IN LOS ANGELES, WHAT HAVE WE HERE? WE WANT TO CALL
2 UP BEN TUNNELL, WHO IS THE PRESIDENT OF THE ROTARY CLUB;

3 MICHAEL NASH, WHO IS OUR PRESIDING JUDGE OF THE JUVENILE

4 COURT; HONORABLE LANCE ITO, SUPERIOR COURT JUDGE; AND DR.

5 DAVID SANDERS, WHO IS THE DEPARTMENT OF CHILDREN AND FAMILY

6 SERVICES. THIS IS A PUBLIC/PRIVATE PARTNERSHIP TO HELP OUR

7 FOSTER CHILDREN, ALONG WITH MARGARET YORK, WHO IS THE CHIEF TO
8 THE L.A. COUNTY POLICE AND WOHEMIA BRADLEY, WHO IS ASSISTANT

9 REGIONAL ADMINISTRATOR FOR THE DEPARTMENT OF CHILDREN AND

10 FAMILY SERVICES; AND MICHAEL BRYCE, WHO IS THE SECTION HEAD OF
11 THE DEPARTMENT OF CHILDREN AND FAMILY SERVICES. AND, AT 96

12 YEARS SERVICE, THE ROTARY CLUB OF LOS ANGELES SPONSORS MANY

13 PRIVATE PROGRAMS AND FACILITIES. IN 1991, THEY RAISED $1

14 MILLION FOR THE EDELMAN CHILDREN'S COURT TO PROVIDE A PLAY

15 AREA AND SHELTER AREA. NOW, THE ROTARY CLUB OF LOS ANGELES HAS
16 DEDICATED ONE-HALF MILLION DOLLARS TO CREATE A CHILDREN'S

17 COURT COMMITTEE AND THE SPECIAL NEEDS FUND FOR THE CHILDREN OF
18 THE COURT. THEY WILL ADDRESS SPECIAL NEEDS FOR CHILDREN WHERE
19 THERE IS NO FUNDING SOURCE AND FOR WHICH THE CHILDREN'S

20 CUSTODIAL FAMILY HAS NO MEANS TO AFFORD. SOME OF THESE

21 EXAMPLES OF WHAT THESE REVENUES WILL BE USED FOR: MUSIC

22 LESSONS, MUSIC INSTRUMENTS FOR A CHILD WITH AN INTEREST IN

23 MUSIC; A UNIFORM AND CAMPING GEAR FOR YOUNG PERSON'S INTEREST
24 IN SCOUTING; A LETTERMAN'S JACKET FOR AN ATHLETE WHO EARNED A

25 LETTER BUT CAN'T AFFORD THAT JACKET; A COMPUTER FOR A YOUNG
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1 PERSON ABOUT TO BE EMANCIPATED FROM THE SYSTEM WHO NEEDS TO
2 SUBMIT APPLICATIONS TO COLLEGE. THE SPECIAL FUND WILL BE USED
3 FOR ANY IDENTIFIED NEED COSTING UP TO $1,000 APPROVED BY THE

4 L.A. 5 ROTARY BOARD OF DIRECTORS. AND L.A. ROTARY 5 HAS BEEN A
5 REAL DYNAMO IN THIS COUNTY. MEMBERS OF THE CHILDREN'S COURT

6 COMMITTEE HAVE BEEN WORKING WITH THE JUDGES OF OUR COURT,

7  MEMBERS OF OUR COUNTY DEPARTMENT OF CHILDREN AND FAMILY

8 SERVICES AND MY OFFICE. THIS IS AN EXCELLENT PROGRAM WHICH

9 WILL BENEFIT ALL OF OUR FOSTER CHILDREN IN L.A. COUNTY AND WE
10 HAVE ABOUT 27,000 CHILDREN IN FOSTER CARE. IF YOU PUT THEM ALL
11 TOGETHER IN ONE CITY, IT WOULD BE ABOUT THE 59TH LARGEST CITY
12 IN THE COUNTY OF LOS ANGELES. AND THAT'S WHY WE NEED TO HAVE
13 THESE TYPES OF PROGRAMS AND ALSO ENGAGE OUR SERVICE CLUBS AND
14 OUR FAITH-BASED COMMUNITY, OUR CHURCHES, OUR SYNAGOGUES, TO

15 COME FORWARD AND HELP BECOME FOSTER PARENTS FOR THESE

16 CHILDREN. SO, ON BEHALF OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS, BEN, LET
17 US GIVE YOU THIS PRESENTATION AT THIS TIME. THERE YOU GO, BEN.

19 BEN TUNNELL: IT'S A PLEASURE TO PRESENT TO THE BOARD OF

20 SUPERVISORS A PERPETUAL FUND THAT WE'VE ESTABLISHED AT THE LOS
21 ANGELES ROTARY OF $500,000 TO SUPPORT ALL OF THE FOSTER

22 CHILDREN'S SPECIAL NEEDS. I'D LIKE TO ESPECIALLY THANK PEGGY

23 YORK, WHO IS A MEMBER OF L.A. ROTARY WHO SPEARHEADED THE
24 PROJECT WITH THE ABLE SUPPORT OF JUDGE LANCE ITO AND WE ARE

25 VERY MUCH LOOKING FORWARD TO WORKING WITH JUDGE MIKE DASH AND

10 OF A BRIEF STUDENT INTERNSHIP IN THE DEPARTMENT OF PROBATION.
11 YVETTE'S HUSBAND IS RICHARD TOWNSEND, DEPUTY COUNTY COUNSEL.

12 THETIR SON, NOLAN, HAS BEEN RECENTLY BEEN ADMITTED TO THE

13 M.B.A. PROGRAM AT HARVARD. THEIR DAUGHTER, CAMILLE, IS

14 ATTENDING UNIVERSITY OF WISCONSIN LAW SCHOOL. THEIR YOUNGEST

4 SUP. ANTONOVICH: LET ME ALSO, SUPERVISOR BURKE, DO YOU WANT TO

5 SAY SOMETHING FIRST?

7 SUP. BURKE: I'D JUST LIKE TO JOIN IN THE WORDS THAT SUPERVISOR
8 YAROSLAVSKY HAS MADE IN HIS REMARKS AND YOU HAVE HAD A LONG

9 CAREER AND, BEGINNING IN 1973, AFTER SHE GRADUATING FROM

10 U.C.L.A. AND YOU CAME ON THE BOARD WITH THE COUNTY AS A

11 PSYCHIATRIC SOCIAL WORKER WORKING IN SOUTH CENTRAL MENTAL

12 HEALTH CENTER AND ESTABLISHED HERSELEF AS A SOLID PERSON WITHIN
13 THE DEPARTMENT. FOR THE NEXT 16 YEARS, SHE ROSE THROUGH THE

14 RANKS TO BECOME MENTAL HEALTH CLINICAL DISTRICT CHIEF FOR

15 SECTOR TWO AND SHE HAS EXPANDED THAT PROGRAM FROM $18 MILLION
16 TO $200 MILLION. AND, WHILE WORKING AS CHIEF OF SECTOR 2, SHE
17 GOT INVOLVED IN MAKING THE DEPARTMENT'S VISION FOR A

18 COMPREHENSIVE COMMUNITY CARE SYSTEM OPERATIONAL. SHE HELPED

19 ESTABLISH THE STRUCTURE FOR PLANNING AND IMPLEMENTING THIS

20 VISION. THE DIRECTOR OF MENTAL HEALTH THEN APPOINTED HER CHAIR
21 OF THE DEPARTMENT'S COMPREHENSIVE COMMUNITY CARE

22 IMPLEMENTATION COMMITTEE, WHERE SHE PROVIDED LEADERSHIP IN

23 CARRYING OUT THE FIRST PHASE OF C.C.C. IMPLEMENTATION. SHE

24 THEN BECAME DEPUTY DIRECTOR IN CHARGE OF OLDER ADULT PROGRAMS

25 AND SPEARHEADED THE CREATION OF THE NEW OLDER ADULT SERVICE
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1 BUREAU, WHICH PROVIDES A MORE FOCUSED APPROACH IN SERVING THE

10 YEARS AGO, OUR OFFICE HAS HAD THE PLEASURE OF WORKING WITH

11 YVETTE. LAST OCTOBER, WE CELEBRATED THAT EXPANSION AND

12 RELOCATION AT A TERRIFIC NEW FACILITY THAT IS INSTRUMENTAL IN
13 IMPROVING AND SAVING LIVES AND IT'S A BEAUTIFUL BUILDING AS

14 WELL. IN ADDITION TO PROVIDING COMPREHENSIVE MENTAL HEALTH AND
15 SUBSTANCE ABUSE SERVICES, THE NEW LARGER FACILITY WILL BE

16 TREATING OVER 2,300 PATIENTS. YVETTE HAS ALSO WORKED WITH MY
17 OFFICE ON ESTABLISHING THE URGENT CARE SERVICES AT OUR OLIVE
18 VIEW MEDICAL CENTER IN SYLMAR AND OUR COUNTY HAS BENEFITED

19 GREATLY FROM YVETTE'S WEALTH OF KNOWLEDGE. AND WE ARE VERY SAD
20 THAT SHE'S LEAVING, BUT WE'VE APPRECIATED HER 33 YEARS OF

22 CHILDREN'S RIGHTS. THE ALLIANCE DEDICATED STAFF, PROVIDED

23  ASSISTANCE AND BROUGHT TYERRA TO THE ATTENTION OF THE DR. PHIL
24 SHOW. TO MAKE A LONG STORY SHORT, TYERRA WAS FEATURED ON THE

25 DR. PHIL SHOW AND, THANKS TO THE GENEROSITY OF DR. PHIL AND
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1 HIS BENEVOLENT FOUNDATION AS WELL AS OTHER DEDICATED

2 INDIVIDUALS AND ORGANIZATIONS HERE WITH US TODAY, TYERRA AND

3 HER FAMILY HAVE A VERY PROMISING FUTURE TO LOOK FORWARD TO.

4 FIRST OF ALL, I'D LIKE TO ASK TYERRA TO COME FORWARD HERE. HER

24 DEPLOYMENT IN KUWAIT, HE AND HIS 51 MEMBERS OF HIS TROOP

25 RECEIVED LETTERS OF SUPPORT FROM HIS CHILDREN, IAN AND JULIA
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1 AND THEIR CLASSMATES AT STOWERS ELEMENTARY SCHOOL IN CERRITOS
2 AND HE WAS ALSO, AS I SAID, ABLE TO REMAIN A MEMBER OF THE ABC
3 UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT BOARD OF EDUCATION. HE WAS RELEASED

25 MY SOLDIERS ACTUALLY GOT PROMOTED. HE WAS IN A PROMOTION BAN
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1 WHEN WE GOT DEPLOYED BUT, BECAUSE OF HIS COMMUNICATION WITH
2 THE TI.H.R. DEPARTMENT, HE GOT PROMOTED ACTUALLY WHILE BEING

3 OVERSEAS. AND ALSO A LOT OF YOU KNOWS THAT, WHEN WE GO TO THE
4 MILITARY, SOME OF OUR PAYCHECKS GETS CUT AND THANK YOU FOR ALL
5 THE H.R. DEPARTMENT, THAT THEY RECEIVED THEIR DIFFERENTIAL PAY
6 EVERY TIME THAT THEY WERE THERE AND IT REALLY MAKES A LOT OF

7 DIFFERENCE TO SUPPLEMENT THE PAY THAT THEY RECEIVE THROUGH THE
8 COUNTY. SO ALL YOUR H.R. DEPARTMENT DID A WONDERFUL JOB. AND,
9 ALSO, AS YOU KNOW, MOST OF THE NATIONAL GUARD AND RESERVISTS
10 HAVE TO EVENTUALLY COME HOME AND I WOULD LIKE TO THANK THE
