20 MILLION, WAS THAT IN SHIFTING MONIES FROM ONE SPA TO ANOTHER,
21 THAT THERE WOULD BE AN IMPACT ON SERVICES CURRENTLY BEING

22 REIMBURSED AND PATIENTS BEING SERVED. TO A LARGE EXTENT, THE

23 FUNDS ARE ACTUALLY SPENT BY THE DEPARTMENT FOR SERVICES. SO
24 BECAUSE OF THE CONCERN ABOUT THE POTENTIAL IMPACT ON PATIENTS

25 BEING SERVED, THE ALLOCATION WORKING GROUP IS RECOMMENDING
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1 THAT THE DEPARTMENT TAKE AN AMOUNT OF FUNDS THAT THEY

2 CURRENTLY HAVE IN THE OFFICE OF AMBULATORY CARE BUDGET, IT'S
3 ONLY $1.2 MILLION, BUT IT IS NOT CURRENTLY ASSOCIATED WITH A
4 SPECIFIC CONTRACT AND THEREFORE ISN'T TIED TO SERVICES

5 CURRENTLY BEING PROVIDED, THAT THAT AMOUNT OF MONEY ACTUALLY
6 BE ALLOCATED USING THIS NEW FORMULA AND THAT THE FUNDS GO TO
7 SPAS THAT ARE CURRENTLY UNDER THE PERCENTAGE THEY SHOULD BE

8 RECEIVING BASED ON THE ALLOCATION FORMULA. SO THERE ARE SPAS
9 WHO CURRENTLY RECEIVE FUNDS THAT THE PERCENTAGE OF WHICH IS
10 OVER THE ALLOCATION FORMULA. THOSE SPAS WOULD NOT GET ANY OF
11 THE ADDITIONAL 1.2 MILLION. SO THE FUNDS WOULD GO TO THE

12 UNDER-EQUITY SPAS. IN ADDITION, THE WORKING GROUP IS

13 RECOMMENDING THAT THE DEPARTMENT LOOK AT UNSPENT FUNDS AT THE
14 END OF THE FISCAL YEAR. AND INSTEAD OF REALLOCATING THOSE

15 FUNDS AS THEY HAVE IN THE PAST TO AGENCIES THAT HAVE PROVIDED
16 MORE SERVICES THAN THEIR CONTRACT MAXIMUM AMOUNT WOULD COVER,
17 THAT THOSE FUNDS BE SET ASIDE AND ALSO USED BASED ON THE

18 FORMULA TO PROVIDE ADDITIONAL FUNDS TO UNDER-EQUITY SPAS. IN
19 THAT CASE, WITHOUT AFFECTING SERVICES CURRENTLY BEING

20 PROVIDED, THE DEPARTMENT WOULD BE ABLE TO AT LEAST MOVE, TO
21 SOME EXTENT, TOWARDS TRYING TO ACHIEVE EQUITY. IN ADDITION,

22 THE FINAL RECOMMENDATION FROM THE WORKGROUP WAS ACTUALLY TO

23 LOOK AT THE TERMS OF THE CONTRACTS THAT WOULD BEGIN IN JULY
24 2008. UNDER THE R.F.P., THE TERM BEING DISCUSSED WAS UP TO

25 FIVE YEARS. BECAUSE OF THE EXERCISE THAT THE DEPARTMENT IS
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1 GOING THROUGH RIGHT NOW, THE PLANNING IN ORDER TO DEAL WITH
2 ITS DEFICIT, THE EFFORTS THAT THEY'RE WORKING ON WITH OUR

3 OFFICE, THERE'S AN ELEMENT OF UNCERTAINTY REGARDING THE ENTIRE
4 BUDGET, INCLUDING THE P.P.P. PROGRAM. SO WE ACTUALLY FELT THAT
5 IT WOULD BE BETTER TO CONSIDER A SHORTER TERM, SO IT'S BE TWO
6 YEARS PLUS ONE ADDITIONAL YEAR, SO THAT THE PROVIDERS WOULD

7 KNOW THERE MAY BE SOME POTENTIAL CHANGES DEPENDING UPON WHAT

8 HAPPENS IN THE DEPARTMENT'S BUDGET MITIGATION PLAN. AND IT

9 WOULD ALSO ALLOW THE DEPARTMENT TO LOOK TO THE FUTURE IN TERMS
10 OF FUNDING IN OUT YEARS AND AN ATTEMPT TO GO AHEAD AND ADDRESS
11 THE INEQUITIES THAT CURRENTLY EXIST IN THE FUNDING. AND THAT'S
12 IT FOR OUR REPORT. IF THERE ARE ANY QUESTIONS?

13

14 SUP. ANTONOVICH: LET ME ASK. WHAT HAPPENS TO THE NEW AGENCIES
15 THAT HAVE PASSED ALL OF THE EVALUATION MEASURES OF THE

16 DEPARTMENT'S R.F.P.?

17

18 SHEILA SHIMA: BECAUSE THE INSTRUCTION FROM THE BOARD WAS FOR
19 US TO LOOK AT FUNDING ACROSS SPAS, WE FELT THAT IT WAS

20 APPROPRIATE FOR THE DEPARTMENT TO STILL MAINTAIN THAT

21 RESPONSIBILITY FOR ADDRESSING THE SPECIFIC FUNDING OF

22 AGENCIES. SO THAT WAS BEYOND THE SCOPE OF OUR WORKING GROUP

23 BUT IS IN FACT WHAT THE DEPARTMENT WILL BE GOING THROUGH IN

24 TERMS OF THEIR NEGOTIATIONS WITH THE AGENCIES.

25
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SUP. ANTONOVICH: AND HOW DID THE WORKING GROUP INSURE THAT

2 UNMET NEED WAS PROPORTIONAL TO THE ACTUAL ALLOCATION?

4 SHEILA SHIMA: WELL, ONE WAY WE FELT WAS TO, EVEN IF WE'RE

5 STARTING WITH JUST A SMALL AMOUNT OF MONEY, IS TO ENSURE THAT
6 ANY NEW FUNDS ACTUALLY GO ONLY TO THE UNDER-EQUITY SPAS.

7 BECAUSE WE ARE ONLY DEALING WITH A RELATIVELY SMALL AMOUNT OF
8§ MONEY, THAT PROGRESS WILL BE SLOWER. BUT TO THE EXTENT THAT

9 THE DEPARTMENT IDENTIFIES ADDITIONAL FUNDS FOR THE P.P.P.

10 PROGRAM THAT DO NOT HAVE SPECIFIED USES, SO IT'S NOT

11 ADDITIONAL STATE MONIES, FOR EXAMPLE, THAT HAVE TO GO TO A

12 SPECIFIC PROGRAM THAT COULD GO TO P.P.P. PROGRAMS, NONE OF

13 THOSE FUNDS, ANY BOARD INSTRUCTIONS THAT SPECIFICALLY SAY THAT
14 THESE FUNDS WOULD GO FOR THESE SPECIFIC PURPOSES. BUT FUNDS
15 THAT ARE GENERAL PURPOSE, ADDED TO THE P.P.P. PROGRAM WILL BE
16 ALLOCATED BASED ON THIS FORMULA AND WILL NOT GO TO, THEN,

17 OVER-EQUITY SPAS UNTIL WE'VE REACHED EQUITY.

18

19 SUP. ANTONOVICH: DID THE WORKING GROUP TAKE INTO ACCOUNT

20 PATIENTS WHO LIVE IN ONE SPA YET THEY MAY VISIT THEIR PRIMARY
21 CARE CLINIC IN ANOTHER SPA?

22

23 SHEILA SHIMA: YES. AND I WILL MAKE SOME COMMENTS. IF ANY OF MY
24  WORKING GROUP MEMBERS WOULD LIKE TO ADD, THAT WAS OF CONCERN

25 TO US, AS WELL, WHEN WE LOOKED AT MOVING FUNDS FROM ONE SPA TO
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1 ANOTHER. AND ONE OF THE CHARTS THAT WE HAD DEVELOPED AND GOT
2 FROM THE DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH SERVICES ACTUALLY IDENTIFIED
3 THAT IN SOME SPAS, THERE WERE A NUMBER OF PATIENTS WHO WENT TO
4 PROVIDERS, BOB FORD BEING AN EXAMPLE, WHO ACTUALLY LIVED IN

5 OTHER SPAS, SPA 6. THAT WAS THE MOST OBVIOUS EXAMPLE OF WHERE
6 SPAS, OR RESIDENTS IN OTHER SPAS ACTUALLY WENT TO AGENCIES IN
7 A DIFFERENT SPA. NOW, THE QUESTIONS WERE RAISED AND THE

8 DEPARTMENT NEEDS TO LOOK AT THOSE: WAS THAT BECAUSE THE

9 RESOURCES WERE DEVELOPED IN THOSE SPAS AND SO IT HAS THAT

10 EFFECT? OR WAS IT FOR OTHER REASONS? PERHAPS THEY WORKED IN
11 THOSE SPAS? THERE COULD HAVE BEEN OTHER FACTORS THERE. AND

12 THAT'S SOMETHING THE DEPARTMENT WILL HAVE TO LOOK AT.

13

14 SUP. ANTONOVICH: HAVE YOU DISCUSSED PERHAPS USING TOBACCO

15 FUNDS TO MEET THE UNMET NEEDS?

16

17 SHEILA SHIMA: THAT IS ONE OF THE PROPOSALS THAT COULD BE

18 LOOKED AT BY THE DEPARTMENT. WE BASICALLY LEFT IT OPEN TO THE
19 DEPARTMENT AS PART OF THEIR DISCUSSIONS ON DEFICIT MANAGEMENT
20 AND DEFICIT MITIGATION, TO LOOK AT ALL OF THE POTENTIAL POTS
21 OF MONEY.

22

23 SUP. ANTONOVICH: SO THAT'S STILL A POSSIBILITY BEING
24 RECOMMENDED? THANK YOU. THOSE ARE MY QUESTIONS.

25
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SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: ALL RIGHT. SUPERVISOR KNABE? AND THEN
2 SUPERVISOR MOLINA? AND THEN OF COURSE WE HAVE SOME PEOPLE WHO

3 WISH TO SPEAK. SUPERVISOR YAROSLAVSKY?

5 SUP. KNABE: THE QUESTION I HAVE TO BEGIN WITH IS THE ORIGINAL
6 METHODOLOGY FOR THE FUNDING. DISCREPANCIES SEEM PRETTY SEVERE.
7 WHY DID WE LET IT GET OFF TRACK SO MUCH? I MEAN WHAT I'M

8 CONCERNED ABOUT IS IN THE NEW PROPOSALS, I UNDERSTAND THAT

9 SENSE OF FAIRNESS, BUT THAT'S GOING TO TAKE, OR TO ME ASK YOU,
10 HOW LONG DO YOU THINK IT WOULD TAKE TO CLOSE THAT GAP?

11

12 SHEILA SHIMA: NATURALLY, IT'S HARD TO ESTIMATE. CLEARLY THE

13 1.2 MILLION THAT WE HAVE CURRENTLY DOES VERY LITTLE IN TERMS
14 OF GETTING TO THAT GOAL. ONE OF THE THINGS WE DID LOOK AT IN
15 ORDER TO GROW THAT INITIAL POT WAS WE KNOW THAT AT THE END OF
16 EACH FISCAL YEAR, THERE ARE SOME FUNDS THAT ARE NOT SPENT BY
17 PROVIDERS WHO WANTED TO PUT THAT IN. IN LOOKING AT PAST

18 EXPERIENCE, THAT AMOUNT WAS AROUND $3 MILLION. BUT THE CONCERN
19 IS SOME ADDITIONAL SERVICES HAVE BEEN PROVIDED OVER THE PAST
20 YEAR TO CLOSE THAT GAP. WE JUST WEREN'T ABLE TO ESTIMATE HOW
21 MUCH. AND RATHER THAN RISK, AGAIN, AFFECTING PATIENTS

22 CURRENTLY BEING SERVED, WE DID INCLUDE IN OUR RECOMMENDATION

23 AN INSTRUCTION TO THE DEPARTMENT THAT WHEN THOSE UNSPENT FUNDS
24 ARE IDENTIFIED, THEY SHOULD BE ADDED TO THIS POT. BUT IN

25 ADDITION, THE DEPARTMENT IS, AS PART OF ITS EXERCISE AND WHAT
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1 WAS MENTIONED PREVIOUSLY, NEEDING TO LOOK AT ADDITIONAL FUNDS

2 FOR THIS POPULATION AND FOR THIS PROGRAM.

4 SUP. KNABE: THANK YOU.

6 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: SUPERVISOR MOLINA, THEN SUPERVISOR

7 YAROSLAVSKY.

9 SUP. MOLINA: FIRST OF ALL LET ME THANK THEM. THEY DID AN

10 OUTSTANDING JOB. I DON'T THINK I'M ON. IS THAT IT? I'M ON NOW?
11 THANK YOU. I ALWAYS NEED HELP WITH THAT PART. LET ME, FIRST OF
12 ALL, THANK THE WORKING GROUP. I THINK WHEN WE REQUESTED THIS
13 REPORT, WE DIDN'T KNOW WHAT WE WERE GOING TO SEE. INITIALLY

14 WHEN WE LOOKED AT THE WHOLE P.P.P. PROGRAM, WE KNEW THERE

15 WOULD BE INEQUITY BECAUSE IT WAS BASICALLY THOSE PROPOSALS

16 THAT CAME IN THAT WE DIDN'T SET UP AN EQUITY ISSUE AT THE

17 VERY, VERY BEGINNING. SO IT WAS AN ISSUE OF THOSE PROPOSALS

18 THAT WERE MORE WORTHY OF FUNDING ARE THE ONES THAT ACTUALLY

19 RECEIVED THE MONEY. BUT I'M GLAD THAT WE DID DO THIS BECAUSE I
20 THINK IT CLEARLY MAKES AN ASSESSMENT FOR US AS TO HOW WE

21 SHOULD PROCEED FOR THE FUTURE. THE ALLOCATION FORMULA YOU

22 CREATED REALLY ADDRESSES, THIS BAR DATA FORM THAT TELLS US

23 VERY CLEARLY THAT IN SOME OF THE SPAS, I DON'T WANT TO SAY
24  WE'RE OVER FUNDING BECAUSE THAT'S NOT THE APPROPRIATE WORD,

25 BECAUSE THESE VISITS ARE ALL VALUABLE. SO YOU CAN'T SAY IN SPA
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1 4, WHICH IS THE METRO, WE ARE OVER FUNDING, NOT A GOOD WORD.
2 WE'RE GIVING THEM MORE MONEY RIGHT YOU NOW THAN BASICALLY

3 THEIR ASSESSED NEEDS. BUT THE ISSUE IS IT'S NOT LIKE THEY'RE -
4 - THEY NEED THAT MONEY. AND SO THEY ARE PROVIDING THOSE

5 PATIENTS BECAUSE THEY ARE DOING MORE PATIENT VISITS IN THAT

6 SPA THAN ANY OTHER, EVEN THOUGH HOWEVER THE ASSESSMENT IS MADE
7 ON THE NEED, IT IS OVER THAT AMOUNT. AND I AGREE WITH YOUR

8 OUTCOME AT THE END OF THE DAY, THAT YOU CAN'T JUST GO AND MAKE
9 EVERYBODY EQUAL BY LOPPING OFF MONEY FROM SOMEBODY ELSE.

10 BECAUSE WE'VE KNOWN THAT EACH OF THESE PATIENT VISITS ARE VERY
11 VALUABLE. AND IN THE METRO AREA, AS WE ALL KNOW, THAT INCLUDES
12 SKID ROW, WHICH IS A HIGHLY NEEDY AREA. AND SO YOU CAN'T

13 CREATE THE KIND OF EQUITY. BUT I THINK LOOKING AT IT BY SPA

14 AND TRYING TO GET A BETTER HANDLE, THIS DATA COLLECTION HAS

15 BEEN VERY, VERY VALUABLE. I AGREE WITH SUPERVISOR SUPERVISOR
16 ANTONOVICH THAT WE NEED TO HAVE A BETTER UNDERSTANDING AS TO
17  WHY PEOPLE MOVE FROM ONE SPA TO ANOTHER. IF IT IS, IT IS ON

18 THEIR WAY TO WORK OR SOMETHING OF THAT SORT. BUT I THINK THAT
19 ALSO HELPS US IN MAKING AN ASSESSMENT AS TO HOW THIS

20 POPULATION, WHERE THIS POPULATION IS, THAT IT ISN'T BY

21 RESIDENTS OF SPA, THEN WE NEED TO PUT OTHER FACTORS IN THERE

22 IF THAT IS THE CASE. SO I THINK IT DOES REQUIRE PROBABLY A BIT

23 OF A REVIEW, MAYBE IN ANOTHER YEAR OR HOWEVER YOU WANT TO DO
24 IT, IN GATHERING THIS INFORMATION. CURIOUS, I WAS IN SPA 1. IT

25 WAS THE MOST, WHICH HAD ONLY 26 PERCENT OF THE RESIDENTS
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1 UTILIZED THE SPA IN THEIR OWN NEIGHBORHOOD. 54 PERCENT OF THEM
2 TRAVELED TO SPA 2 TO GET THEIR HEALTHCARE. AND THAT MAY BE

3 BECAUSE OF THE INADEQUACY OF THE CLINIC THERE. WE DON'T KNOW

4 THAT, RIGHT? PRESENTLY UNDER THIS STUDY. BUT I THINK WE SHOULD
5 MAKE AN EFFORT TO TRY AND UNDERSTAND. BECAUSE ONE WOULD SEEM

6 THAT THE ISSUE OF ACCESS AND WHAT'S GOING ON IN THAT

7 PARTICULAR P.P.P. WOULD BE VALUABLE IN ORDER TO HAVE A BETTER
8 UNDERSTANDING AND MAKE SURE THAT WE HAVE EQUITABLE ACCESS. SO
9 BUT SOME OF THE MOST SHOCKING, OF COURSE, IS IF YOU LOOK AT

10 SPA, IS IT 67

11

12 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: SPA 6.

13

14 SUP. MOLINA: YEAH. AND 5, I MEAN THAT IS UNBELIEVABLE. WHEN

15 YOU LOOK AT THE NEED THAT IS SO GREAT, AND YET THE FUNDING IS
16 SO SMALL. AND OF COURSE THIS SPEAKS TO, I THINK, AN ISSUE THAT
17 WE SAID FROM THE VERY BEGINNING IN P.P.P.S, THAT THERE WASN'T
18 AN INFRASTRUCTURE IN SOME OF THESE NEIGHBORHOODS AND

19 COMMUNITIES, THE NONPROFITS. THAT'S WHY I WORRY ABOUT THE

20 PRIVATIZATION ISSUE THAT GOING ON, BECAUSE IF THERE ISN'T AN
21 INFRASTRUCTURE TO HAVE THESE PROGRAMS IN PLACE, AND IF THEY

22 DON'T, FOR WHATEVER REASON, CAN'T DEVELOP THE KIND OF

23 PROPOSALS THAT GET FUNDING ON A REGULAR BASIS, THEN WE'RE
24 GOING TO CONTINUE THIS KIND OF INEQUITY. SO I THINK THAT THESE

25 —-— THIS INFORMATION IS VERY VALUABLE. AND IT TELLS US OF HUGE
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1 NEEDS. NOW, WHEN YOU LOOK AT -- AND I MOVE THAT WE ADOPT THE
2 FINDINGS AND CREATE-- AND APPROVE THIS NEW ALLOCATION FORMULA.
3 IT HAS A BASIS. I THINK THAT WHEN WE LOOK AT NEW DOLLARS

4 COMING INTO THE SYSTEM, WE SHOULD LOOK AT THOSE WAYS TO CREATE
5 BETTER EQUITY ACROSS-THE-BOARD, WHICH MAY MEAN SOME CHALLENGES
6 FOR US, AS WELL. THAT MEANS THERE MAY NOT BE THE

7 INFRASTRUCTURE IN SOME OF THOSE SPAS TO REALLY GET US UP TO

8 SPEED WHEN REAL DOLLARS COME IN. AND SO THAT I DON'T KNOW IF

9 YOU LOOKED AT THAT OR IF IT'S SOMETHING THAT YOU SHOULD LOOK
10 AT, BECAUSE I DON'T THINK THAT ANYONE HAS EVER REVIEWED THE

11 INFRASTRUCTURE WITHIN SOME OF THESE COMMUNITIES AND

12 NEIGHBORHOODS TO SEE IF IN FACT IF THERE WAS NEW DOLLARS

13 COMING IN, THE CAPABILITY OF THOSE GROUPS TO EXPAND. AND SOME
14 ARE MORE PREPARED THAN OTHERS. AND PARTICULARLY EVEN WITHIN

15 THE SPA AS TO WHAT IS THE ACCESS WITHIN THE SPA ITSELF. THERE
16 ARE VERY FEW PROVIDERS, ACTUALLY, OVERALL IN THESE AREAS. YOU
17 THINK THERE WOULD BE A WHOLE LOT MORE. BUT ONE OF THE THINGS
18 WE HAVE REALIZED, AT THE END OF THE DAY, IS THAT P.P.P.S ARE
19 PROVIDING AN UNBELIEVABLY VALUABLE SERVICE TO US. THEY HAVE

20 BEEN A STRONG PARTNERSHIP THAT WE NEED TO STRENGTHEN EVERY

21 DAY. I'M INTERESTED IN LISTENING TO THE PROVIDERS THAT ARE

22 GOING TO BE SPEAKING. I SAW THAT MANY OF THEM SIGNED UP. AND

23 OF COURSE MY PROPOSAL, AlD I'M GOING TO INTRODUCE A MOTION, T
24  WILL DO IT AFTER THIS, IS BASICALLY, I WAS SORT OF HOPING WE

25 WOULD DO THE HEALTH BUDGET BEFORE THIS PRESENTATION, BUT WE
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1 HAVEN'T DONE SO. BUT AT THE SAME TIME, UNDER THE HEALTH
2 BUDGET, THERE IS A PROPOSAL TO TAKE $44 MILLION OF TOBACCO TAX
3 MONEY AND TO PUT IT IN TO PLUG THE DEFICIT FOR THE HEALTH

4 DEPARTMENT. THE DEFICIT IS HUGE AND WE HAVE MANY ISSUES TO

5 LOOK AT. AND SO THAT IS A VERY CRITICAL SET OF DOLLARS. BUT AT
6 THE SAME TIME, I THINK THAT THE DEPARTMENT COULD DO VERY, VERY
7 WELL BY LOOKING AT MANY ISSUES AND I WILL RAISE THEM DURING

8 THEIR BUDGET DISCUSSION, THAT THEY COULD LOOK AT WITHIN THE

9 DEPARTMENT, AT LOOKING AT SCRUBBING THE BUDGET A LITTLE BIT

10 MORE IN THAT DEPARTMENT, LOOKING AT AREAS WHERE EFFICIENCIES

11 COULD HAPPEN, LOOKING AT VACANT POSITIONS, LOOKING AT COST

12 CONTROLS ON CONTRACTS, LOOKING AT OPPORTUNITIES OF PAYING MORE
13 IN ONE AREA OVER ANOTHER FOR THE DELIVERY OF HEALTHCARE. SO MY
14 PROPOSAL IS THAT WE TAKE THAT $44 MILLION IN TOBACCO TAX

15 MONEY, WHICH WAS INTENDED TO EXPAND SERVICES, NOT TO PLUG A

16 DEFICIT HOLE, AND SHOULD WE HAVE THE OPPORTUNITY -- AND OF

17 COURSE THIS IS BETWEEN NOW AND HOPEFULLY JUNE, WHEN THE ACTUAL
18 ALLOCATION OF THE BUDGET OCCURS. SHOULD WE HAVE THE

19 OPPORTUNITY TO FIND THOSE ADDITIONAL SAVINGS, AND I THINK WE
20 CAN IN THE HEALTH DEPARTMENT BUDGET, THAT THAT $44 MILLION GO
21 INTO THE P.P.P.S AND THAT IT BE FOCUSED UNDER THIS FORMULA TO

22 THAT THOSE AREAS THAT ARE UNDERSERVED AND TRY AND MAKE SURE

23 THAT THOSE DOLLARS ARE ALLOCATED. IT'S SUCCESSFUL EVERYWHERE
24 IT GOES. AND WHEN YOU LOOK AT THE AREAS, AND PARTICULARLY AS

25 THIS GRAPH SHOWS, IT'S GOING TO BE TOUGH WITH 1.2 MILLION
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1 HERE, A LITTLE LEFT OVER HERE, THAT IN 10 TO 12 YEARS, WE'RE

2 NOT GOING TO BE ABLE TO FIX THE INEQUITY. AND IF NOTHING ELSE,
3 WE SHOULD START MEETING THE NEEDS. THIS IS A PROGRAM THAT IS

4 FUNCTIONING, THAT IT IS WORKING. IF WE EVER WANT TO GO IN THE
5 DIRECTION OF PRIVATIZATION, THIS IS GOING TO BE THE PATHWAY.

6 AND SO CONSEQUENTLY, WE NEED TO MAKE SURE THAT IN EVERY SPA,

7 THERE IS AN INFRASTRUCTURE TO ACCEPT THIS MONEY, TO PUT IN

8 PLACE THE CALIBER AND THE QUALITY OF P.P.P.S, A STANDARD THAT
9 WE NEED TO MEET THROUGHOUT THE COMMUNITY. SO I AM PROPOSING

10 THAT WE INFUSE NEW DOLLARS IF WE'RE GOING TO HAVE ACCESS AND
11 EQUITY AND I'LL BE PRESENTING THAT MOTION AFTER I LISTEN TO

12 THE SPEAKERS. AND I THINK WE CAN DO IT OUT OF THE PROPOSED NEW
13 TOBACCO TAX DOLLARS THAT ARE GOING INTO -- RIGHT NOW TO PLUG A
14 HOLE. AND INSTEAD PUT IT IN EXPANDED SERVICES. ALTHOUGH WE DO
15 NEED TO PLUG THAT HOLE, WE NEED TO FIND SOME OTHER MONIES

16 WITHIN THE DEPARTMENT BUDGET. AND I'LL INTRODUCE THAT MOTION
17 AFTER.

18

19 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: SUPERVISOR YAROSLAVSKY?

20

21 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: WELL, I JUST WANT TO COMMEND SHEILA AND THE

22 WORKING GROUP FOR THE RESULT. THIS HAS BEEN LANGUISHING FOR

23 QUITE A WHILE. AND WE NEVER QUITE CAME EVEN TO THIS POINT OF
24 RESOLUTION. OBVIOUSLY AS A COUPLE OF MEMBERS HAVE SAID, THERE

25 ARE STILL ISSUES TO BE ADDRESSED DOWN THE LINE, BUT WE NEVER
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1 GOT TO THIS POINT. AND I THINK THIS IS A CASE WHERE A WORKING
2 GROUP ACTUALLY PRODUCED A RESULT. AND I APPRECIATE IT. I'M NOT
3 GOING TO GIVE A LONG SPEECH ABOUT IT. THIS IS SOMETHING THAT'S
4 VERY IMPORTANT TO ALL OF US. AND I DON'T THINK UNTIL NOW IT

5 HAS GOTTEN THE KIND OF PRIORITY FOCUS THAT IT DESERVED. SO I'M
6 VERY GRATEFUL TO ALL OF YOU AND TO THE DEPUTY C.E.O., MISS

7 SHIMA, FOR GETTING US TO THIS POINT. IT'S A GOOD, GOOD

8 OUTCOME.

10 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: THANK YOU. I UNDERSTAND THE WORKING GROUP
11 HAS DONE CERTAINLY A VERY IMPORTANT JOB. I'D LIKE TO GET A
12 BETTER UNDERSTANDING. I KNOW THAT THE ASSOCIATION REPRESENTS
13 ALL OF THE CLINICS IN THE ENTIRE COUNTY. BUT ON THE WORKING
14 GROUP, WERE THERE ANY EXECUTIVES FROM SOUTH LOS ANGELES

15 CLINICS?

16

17 SHEILA SHIMA: ON THE WORKING GROUP ITSELFE? NO. GLORIA?

18

19 GLORIA RODRIGUEZ: NO, ACTUALLY BECAUSE THEY WERE PREVENTED
20 FROM ACTUALLY SERVING ON THE WORKGROUP BECAUSE NO ONE WHO

21 ACTUALLY RECEIVED MONEY THROUGH THE P.P.P. PROGRAM WERE
ELIGIBLE TO SIT ON. SO I REPRESENTED THEM AND SO DID YOLANDA.
BUT THEY WERE IN ATTENDANCE IN EACH OF OUR MEETINGS. SO WE

WERE ABLE TO HEAR TESTIMONY AND FEEDBACK FROM THEM. SHETILA
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1 HELD VERY OPEN MEETINGS THAT I THINK WERE VERY BENEFICIAL FOR

2 ALL OF US. AND SO THERE WAS FULL PARTICIPATION.

4 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: WELL, THIS UNMET NEED IN SOME AREAS IS THE
5 REASON WHY I'VE HAD THIS DISCUSSION AS IT RELATES TO CLINICS.

6 IF WE PRIVATIZE THE CLINICS, WE'LL HAVE JUST A MAGNIFYING OF

7 WHAT WE SEE TODAY. IT WILL SAY SIMPLY THAT THERE WILL BE AREAS
8§ WHERE THERE WILL BE NO SERVICE ALMOST. THERE WILL BE VERY

9 LITTLE SERVICE. AND THIS IS THE POINT I'VE BEEN TRYING TO GET
10 OVER IN TERMS OF THIS WHOLE CONCEPT OF PRIVATIZING, WHERE YOU
11 HAVE NO SERVICE PROVIDERS IN SOME AREAS. NOW, WHAT IS BEING

12 DONE TO TRY TO DEVELOP ADDITIONAL CLINICS IN AREAS THAT DO NOT
13 HAVE THE CLINICS PROVIDING THE SERVICE? THE PARTNERS, THE

14 PRIVATE PARTNERS? IS THERE ANYTHING THAT'S BEING DONE? IS

15 THERE ANY WHOLE APPROACH TO DO THAT TO ELIMINATE THE

16 DISCREPANCIES THAT WE SEE HERE?

17

18 SHEILA SHIMA: THAT WAS ACTUALLY DISCUSSED AND RAISED AT ONE OF
19 OUR MEETINGS AND IDENTIFIED AS ONE OF THOSE SHORT-TERM AND,

20 WELL ACTUALLY IT WAS A MEDIUM AND LONG-TERM TASK FOR THE

21 DEPARTMENT. BECAUSE IT WENT BEYOND THE IMMEDIATE TASK OF THE

22 WORKING GROUP, WAS CLEARLY IDENTIFIED, THOUGH, AS SOMETHING

23 THE DEPARTMENT NEEDS TO MOVE TOWARDS. AND SO IT WAS FLAGGED AS

24 SOMETHING THE DEPARTMENT IS GOING TO HAVE TO PUT TOGETHER A

25 PLAN FOR BECAUSE THERE ARE OTHER POTS OF MONEY THAT THEY HAVE
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1 CURRENTLY THAT ARE LOOKING AT DEVELOPING CAPACITY IN THE SOUTH
2 LOS ANGELES AREA. SO THEY'RE GOING TO NEED THAT INFRASTRUCTURE
3 IN THERE AND TO MOVE IN THAT DIRECTION. SO THAT'S SOMETHING

4 THAT'S BEEN PUT ON THE TABLE AND THAT I, AS THE DEPUTY C.E.O.,

5 WILL BE WORKING WITH THE DEPARTMENT TO MOVE FORWARD.

7  YOLANDA VERA: SUPERVISOR, IF I CAN ADD SOMETHING. THANK YOU,

8 AGAIN, FOR THE BOARD'S LEADERSHIP ON PUTTING TOGETHER THIS

9 WORKGROUP AND FOR THE C.E.O.'S LEADERSHIP ON IT. WITH REGARDS
10 TO THE CAPACITY IN SOUTH L.A., I DON'T THINK THERE EVER REALLY
11 WAS A PROCESS BY WHICH THE CLINICS IN THOSE VARIOUS SPAS, SOME
12 OF THEM THAT APPEAR TO BE UNDERSERVED, WERE EVER ASKED IF THEY
13 COULD RAMP UP IF MORE FUNDS WERE AVAILABLE TO THEM. AND I

14 HOPE, GIVEN WHAT WE'VE LEARNED THROUGH THE PROCESS OF HOW

15 EFFECTIVE AND EFFICIENT THIS PROGRAM IS, IT'S REALLY

16 EMPHASIZED THE VALUE OF THIS PROGRAM AND THAT INVESTING MORE
17 DOLLARS THAT ADDRESS THOSE DISPARITIES IS VALUABLE. AND I

18 THINK IT COULD BE DONE IN A WAY WHERE YOU ASK YOUR EXISTING

19 STRATEGIC PARTNERS: CAN YOU, DO YOU HAVE THE CAPACITY TO RAMP
20 UP IF YOU HAD MORE AVAILABLE COUNTY DOLLARS?

21

22  GLORIA RODRIGUEZ: AND, SUPERVISOR, IF I MAY ADD, THE

23 ASSOCIATION IS ENGAGING RIGHT NOW IN AN ASSESSMENT OF OUR
24  EXISTING INFRASTRUCTURE AND WHAT IT WILL TAKE, BOTH IN SERVICE

25 DELIVERY DOLLARS AND WORKFORCE TO BE ABLE TO MEET THE NEED. SO
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1 WE HAVE COMMISSIONED THAT STUDY, AND WE HOPE TO HAVE THAT

2 COMPLETED BY NEXT MONTH.

4 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: WHAT REALLY BOTHERS ME IS THAT I UNDERSTAND
5 THAT MANY OF THE PEOPLE IN AREAS WHERE THERE IS VERY LITTLE IN
6 TERMS OF PROVIDERS, THAT THEY GO INTO OTHER AREAS FOR SERVICE.
7 BUT THERE IS SUCH A LARGE DISTANCE IN SOME INSTANCES FROM THE
8 PROVIDER, THE PARTNER, AND WHERE PEOPLE LIVE. SO THAT IT IS

9 NOT ALWAYS SO PRACTICAL FOR THEM TO GET THERE. I KNOW IN MY

10 DISTRICT, CERTAINLY ALONG THE BORDER WITH SUPERVISOR

11 YAROSLAVSKY'S DISTRICT, THERE IS A UTILIZATION FOR PEOPLE

12 ALONG THE BORDER AND IN NEAR PROXIMITY TO THOSE FACILITIES

13 THAT ARE IN THAT AREA. BUT THE PEOPLE IN SOUTH LOS ANGELES, IT
14 BECOMES VERY DIFFICULT FOR THEM TO DO THAT. AND I HAVE TO USE
15 AN EXAMPLE. THERE WAS A CANCER CLINIC THAT UNFORTUNATELY WAS
16 BEING CLOSED IN INGLEWOOD. AND THE IDEA OF HOW YOU WOULD GET
17 PEOPLE TO THAT CANCER CLINIC, THEY HAVE TO HAVE A WHOLE GROUP
18 OF VOLUNTEERS. WHEN THAT CLINIC WAS CLOSED, WITH THE NECESSITY
19 OF IT GOING TO SANTA MONICA, THEY HAVE TO HAVE PEOPLE TO COME
20 TO PICK THEM UP AND HAVE TO HAVE A WHOLE INFRASTRUCTURE OF

21 PEOPLE WHO GO OUT, PICK UP THE PEOPLE AND TAKE THEM TO THE

22 FACILITY, WHO LIVED NOT ONLY IN INGLEWOOD, BUT LIVED EAST OF

23 INGLEWOOD. SO IT'S VERY, VERY DIFFICULT WHEN YOU TALK ABOUT A
24 POPULATION THAT IS THE POPULATION WE SEEK TO MEET. THEIR

25 TRANSPORTATION ISSUES ARE SO GREAT THAT IT'S VERY IMPORTANT
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1 THAT THE FACILITIES BE IN THE COMMUNITY AND IN CLOSE PROXIMITY
2 TO WHERE PEOPLE LIVE. SO I UNDERSTAND HERE WHAT WE'RE TRYING

3 TO DO, BUT I DO THINK WE HAVE TO HAVE A REALLY AGGRESSIVE

4 PROGRAM TO HELP SOME OF THOSE SMALL CLINICS WHO DON'T HAVE THE
5 ADVANTAGE OF PHILANTHROPY, OF PEOPLE COMING IN AND GIVING THEM
6 ADDITIONAL MONEY TO MAKE UP THAT GAP. SO WE HAVE TO HAVE A

7 REAL AGGRESSIVE APPROACH FOR SOME OF THESE. WE HAVE A HOLE

8 LIST OF PEOPLE WHO HAVE ASKED TO SPEAK AND I'M GOING TO CALL

9 ON THEM AT THIS TIME. JIM MANGIA. AND HE'S FROM ST. JOHN.

10 HECTOR FLORES, WHITE MEMORIAL. BILL HOBSON, WATTS HEALTHCARE.
11 WOULD YOU PLEASE COME FORWARD? YES, ALL THREE OF YOU COULD

12 COME FORWARD AT THIS POINT.

13

14 JIM MANGIA: THE OTHER TWO ARE NOT HERE.

15

16 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: THEY HAD TO LEAVE? OKAY. WELL MAYBE WE CAN
17 ASK DAVID MAUSS TO COME AND NANCY WATSON? ARE THEY STILL HERE?
18 PLEASE STATE YOUR NAME.

19

20 JIM MANGIA: THANK YOU. JIM MANGIA, ST. JOHN'S WELL CHILD AND
21 FAMILY CENTER. I WANT TO THANK THE SUPERVISORS FOR YOUR

22 PROBING QUESTIONS. AND I WANT TO THANK THE WORKGROUP. I THINK

23 THEY DID A VERY, VERY GOOD JOB. I THINK THAT THEY HAVE BEEN
24 VERY FAIR. AND ALL OF THE COMMUNITY CLINICS ARE UNIFIED IN OUR

25 BELIEF THAT WE SHOULD NOT TAKE FROM ONE CLINIC TO GIVE TO
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ANOTHER, BUT THAT THERE NEEDS TO BE MORE MONEY PUT INTO THE
SYSTEM SO THAT WE CAN ADDRESS THIS INEQUITY. BUT WHAT I REALLY
WANT TO STRESS IS THAT THERE IS INFRASTRUCTURE IN SOUTH L.A.
AND IN EAST L.A. TO PROVIDE THESE SERVICES, BUT WE HAVE BEEN
SEVERELY UNDER FUNDED. SO, FOR EXAMPLE, ST. JOHN'S ALONE HAS
BROUGHT OVER $2 MILLION IN FEDERAL FUNDING INTO SOUTH AND EAST
L.A., PRIMARILY SOUTH. WE HAVE SEVEN CLINICS IN SOUTH L.A.,
TWO IN EAST L.A. AND WE DON'T HAVE THE COUNTY DOLLARS TO MATCH
THE PRIVATE AND FEDERAL DOLLARS THAT WE'VE LEVERAGED TO BRING
IN TO THESE UNDERSERVED COMMUNITIES. AND SO WE REALLY NEED THE
SUPPORT OF THE SUPERVISORS TO PUT MORE MONEY INTO THE P.P.P.
SYSTEM SO WE CAN ADDRESS THESE INEQUITIES WHICH ARE IN SPA 6,
PRIMARILY SPA 6, 7 AND 8, WHICH IS SOUTH BAY, SOUTH L.A. AND
EAST L.A. BUT I REALLY WANT TO URGE YOU TO BELIEVE ME WHEN I
SAY THAT THERE IS INFRASTRUCTURE IN SOUTH LOS ANGELES. WE HAVE
THE CAPACITY IF WE HAD THE P.P.P. DOLLARS TO PROVIDE THESE
SERVICES TO THE RESIDENTS IN OUR AREA. ST. JOHN'S HAS BEEN
THERE FOR 45 YEARS. WE WERE FOUNDED IN RESPONSE TO THE WATTS
RIOTS. AND WE HAVE PARTNERSHIPS. WE HAVE COLLABORATIVE, THE
SOUTH SIDE COALITION OF COMMUNITY HEALTH CENTERS IS A
COALITION OF ALL OF THE NONPROFIT COMMUNITY HEALTH CENTERS IN
SOUTH L.A. AND SUPERVISOR BURKE HAS BEEN A GREAT CHAMPION FOR
THE COMMUNITY CLINICS, AS HAS SUPERVISOR MOLINA IN THOSE

AREAS. AND WE WANT TO THANK YOU. BUT I REALLY WANT TO STRESS
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1 TO THE SUPERVISORS THAT WE DO HAVE THE CAPACITY IN SOUTH L.A.

2 TO PROVIDE THESE SERVICES IF THERE IS FUNDING.

4 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: THANK YOU. YOU CERTAINLY DO A GOOD JOB AT

5 IT.

7 JIM MANGIA: THANK YOU.

9 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: YES, PLEASE STATE YOUR NAME, MA'AM?

10

11 NANCY WATSON: HI, I'M NANCY WATSON, POLICY DIRECTOR AT

12 COMMUNITY HEALTH COUNCILS. FIRST OF ALL, I JUST WANTED TO SAY
13 WE DO REALLY APPRECIATE THE SUPPORT THAT THE BOARD PUTS INTO
14 THE P.P.P. PROGRAM, GIVEN THAT THE REIMBURSEMENT CERTAINLY

15 REWARDS HOSPITAL CARE. AND HAVING WORKED WITH THE P.P.P.S,

16 THEY REALLY GO ABOVE AND BEYOND THE CALL OF DUTY. THEY

17 PARTICIPATE IN COMMUNITY ADVOCACY COALITIONS AND AS AN

18 ADVOCACY ORGANIZATION, WE TRULY APPRECIATE THEIR ROLE IN THE
19 COMMUNITY. WE CAME IN PREPARED TODAY TO PUSH BACK A LITTLE BIT
20 ON THE WORKING GROUP'S RECOMMENDATION, NOT KNOWING IF THERE
21 WOULD BE POTENTIALLY ANY ADDITIONAL FUNDING BEYOND WHAT THEY

22 HAD IDENTIFIED TO SHORE UP, SO I'M REALLY APPRECIATIVE OF THE

23 BOARD MEMBERS' PUTTING THAT MOTION INTO EFFECT TODAY. WHILE WE

24 AGREE DEFINITELY WITH THE WORKGROUP'S RECOMMENDATIONS TO

25 ALLOCATE THOSE ADDITIONAL FUNDS AND FUTURE FUNDS ACCORDING TO
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1 THE NEED FORMULA, THE 2008 RE-ADJUSTED, I'M NOT SURE WHAT THE
2 OFFICIAL TITLE OF THAT IS. WE ARE REALLY CONCERNED THAT THERE
3 WAS NO SPECIFIC PLAN PROPOSED TO GO AHEAD AND USE THAT NEW

4 FORMULA. AND WE APPRECIATE THE PATIENTS ARE NOT NECESSARILY

5 LINED UP AROUND THE SPA BOUNDARIES, BUT TO THE EXTENT WHERE

6 YOU PUT THE FUNDING, THAT'S WHERE THE PATIENTS WILL GO. AND AS
7 JIM HAS VERY WELL POINTED OUT, THE CAPACITY IN THOSE

8 UNDERSERVED AREAS HAS REALLY GROWN. A NEW CLINIC OPENED UP IN
9 INGLEWOOD I THINK THREE YEARS AGO. SO NOW THERE'S CAPACITY

10 GROWING ON THAT WEST SIDE OF SOUTH L.A. THAT THERE WASN'T IN
11 THE PAST. SO WE HAD COME IN PREPARED TO ASK THAT YOU GO AHEAD
12 AND LOOK AT IMPLEMENTING THE FORMULA ACCORDING TO WHAT THE

13 NEED IS IN THE COMMUNITIES, NOT TO KEEP THE SAME —-- ALLOCATING
14 THE RESOURCES ACCORDING TO THE SAME FORMULA, BUT MAYBE THAT

15 YOU COULD DO THAT ON A SIX-MONTH BASIS VERSUS AT YOUR JULY

16 BUDGET PERIOD. SO I THINK TO THE EXTENT THAT YOUR FUNDING LINE
17 ITEM, I DON'T KNOW THE TOBACCO RESOURCES, TO THE EXTENT THAT'S
18 AVATILABLE AT AN ANNUAL BASIS OR NOT, SO THAT WOULD BE MY

19 QUESTION. IS IT SOMETHING WE COULD COUNT ON TO MAKE THE P.P.P.
20 PROGRAM AND EXPAND IT. ALSO LOOKING FORWARD, WE HAVE A BUDGET
21 DEFICIT, SO WILL YOU CONTINUE TO HAVE THE SAME DOLLARS THAT
YOU HAVE TODAY FOR THE P.P.P. PROGRAM? SO I THINK I GUESS I
WOULD JUST PUSH A LITTLE BIT TOWARDS THE BOARD TODAY TO LOOK

AT SERIOUSLY AT SOME POINT IN THE NEAR FUTURE GETTING TO THE
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1 CLINICS ON A PAYMENT SCHEDULE THAT REFLECTS THE NEED. THANK

2 YOU.

4 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: THANK YOU. AND WOULD CARL COAN COME
5 FORWARD? I HAVE A CARD HERE FROM PATRICIA MULCAHEY. I THINK

6 SHE ALREADY SPOKE. COULD YOU STATE YOUR NAME?

8 CARL COAN: I'M CARL COAN. AND I'M THE DIRECTOR OF THE EISNER

9 PEDIATRIC AND FAMILY MEDICAL CENTER. BUT I'M ALSO THE CHAIR OF
10 THE BOARD OF CLINIC ASSOCIATION AND I'VE BEEN HERE BEFORE. I

11 WANT TO FIRST OF ALL SAY ON BEHALF OF ALL THE CLINICS IN THE
12 ASSOCIATION, VERY, VERY THANKFUL FOR THE WORK THAT THE DEPUTY
13 C.E.O. DID, SHEILA DID, AND THE PANEL. BUT ALSO JUST, AND VERY
14 SPUR OF THE MOMENT TO FILL OUT THE FORM JUST TO SAY TO

15 SUPERVISOR MOLINA TO THANK YOU VERY, VERY MUCH FOR THAT

16 SUGGESTION OF USING THE TOBACCO TAX. I HOPE THAT GETS THE FULL
17 SUPPORT OF THIS BOARD AND THOSE DOLLARS CAN BE USED TO SERVE
18 THE COMMUNITIES THAT NEED TO BE SERVED THROUGH THE P.P.P.

19 PROGRAM. THANK YOU VERY, VERY, VERY MUCH.

20

21 PATRICIA MULCAHEY: HELLO. I'M SEEKING STATE AND FEDERAL

22 INQUIRY INTO THIS MATTER. I HAD THE REGIONAL CENTER, I HAD THE

23 SOCIAL WORKER AS A MATTER OF FACT, THE D.C.F.S. SOCIAL WORKER
24 INFORM ME THAT THE REASON THEY CLASSIFIED MY DAUGHTER AS

25 HANDICAPPED WAS BECAUSE THEY WANTED THE HIGHER FEDERAL RATE.
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1 WHICH I DON'T KNOW IF YOU KNOW THIS OR NOT BUT TO CLASSIFY A
2 CHILD AS HANDICAPPED THAT'S TRULY NOT A HANDICAP BECAUSE THEY
3 WANTED TO MILK THE FEDERAL GOVERNMENT FOR MORE MONEY IS

4 ILLEGAL TO DO. SO THIS IS THE REASON I'M INQUIRING SO I CAN

5 GET A FEDERAL PROBE AND A STATE INQUIRY INTO THIS MATTER. WHY
6 DO WE HAVE SUCH A LARGE INCREASE OF FOSTER KIDS BEING

7 CLASSIFIED AS HANDICAPPED THAT ARE TRULY NOT HANDICAPPED? THAT
8 IS ILLEGAL FOR THE REGIONAL CENTER AND D.C.F.S. TO BE DOING

9 THIS TO THE FOSTER KIDS. IF YOU LOOK INTO THIS INQUIRY, YOU

10 SEE THAT THERE'S BEEN SUCH A LARGE INCREASE OF CHILDREN BEING
11 CLASSIFIED AS HANDICAPPED THAT ARE TRULY NOT HANDICAPPED. SO
12 THIS IS THE REASON I'M REQUESTING A PROBE, A STATE PROBE. I

13 REQUESTING A FEDERAL AND STATE PROBE INTO THIS MATTER. BECAUSE
14 IT'S ILLEGAL TO DO. DO YOU UNDERSTAND ME? BURKE? WILL YOU DO
15 INQUIRY INTO THIS MATTER OF WHY THERE'S SUCH A LARGE INCREASE
16 OF KIDS BEING CLASSIFIED AS HANDICAPPED THAT ARE TRULY NOT

17 HANDICAPPED, FOR THEM TO TRY TO GET MORE MONEY FROM THE

18 FEDERAL GOVERNMENT?

19

20 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: WE'LL CERTAINLY CONTINUE TO LOOK AT THAT.

21 DO YOU HAVE YOUR MOTION?

22

23 SUP. MOLINA: WELL, THEY'RE IN THE PROCESS OF PREPARING THE
24 MOTION, BUT WHAT I'M LOOKING TO DO IS THAT UNDER THE HEALTH

25 BUDGET, THEY'RE GOING TO USE 44.8 MILLION, IF I'M CORRECT,
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1 ONE-TIME FUNDS OF TOBACCO TAX FUNDS TO BE USED TO BRING DOWN

2 THE DEFICIT. AND WE'LL TALK ABOUT IT IN A WHILE. I'M HOPEFUL

3 THAT WHAT WE CAN DO IS FIND ADDITIONAL WAYS -- I THINK THAT
4 THAT $44 MILLION NEEDS TO BE -- WE NEED TO BRING DOWN THAT
5 DEFICIT. SO THERE SHOULD BE -- WE SHOULD STILL PURSUE THAT.

6 BUT WHAT I'M SAYING IS: WE SHOULD LOOK AT AN OPPORTUNITY TO

7 USE THIS TOBACCO TAX MONEY TO BE ALLOCATED FOR THE P.P.P.

8 PROGRAMS. NOW IT'S ONE-TIME MONEY. SO THAT'S A PROBLEM. WE

9 WON'T BE ABLE TO HAVE IT EVERY SINGLE YEAR. SO WE NEED TO

10 DEVISE SOMETHING LIKE IF WE USE THE 40 MILLION OF IT MAYRBE

11 OVER A THREE-YEAR PERIOD TO BEGIN THE PROCESS OF CREATING MORE
12 EQUITY IN THE ALLOCATION. YOU'RE NOT GOING TO DO IT FIRST

13 SHOT, ANYWAY. IT'S STILL GOING TO TAKE MORE MONEY TO BRING IN
14 THE EQUITY. BUT THIS WILL GO A LONG WAY, MORE THAN THE 1.2.

15 AND THEN MAYBE LOOK AT USING THE $4.8 MILLION IN BUILDING--

16 NOW THERE IS INFRASTRUCTURE THERE, BUT I ALSO KNOW THAT WHEN
17 YOU EXPAND A PROGRAM, HAVING WORKED FOR THE ROYAL, HAVING

18 WORKED IN OPENING UP AZUSA, OPENING UP THE BELL GARDENS SITE
19 WITH WEINGART AND OLD-TIMERS IN THE SOUTHEAST COMMUNITIES, I
20 MEAN, THAT TOOK AN INFUSION OF MY DISCRETIONARY FUNDS IN ORDER
21 TO GET THE STARTUP MONEY TO GET ALL OF IT. IT'S NOT AN EASY

22 THING TO DO. SO I THINK IT'S WORTH LOOKING AT, AS WELL. AND

23 MAYBE HOPEFULLY THE WORKING GROUP CAN TAKE A LEADERSHIP ROLE,
24 SINCE YOU ALREADY BEEN INVOLVED IN THIS WITH SHEILA HEADING

25 THIS UP. AND MAYBE LOOK AT HOW WE TAKE THOSE -- THAT 4.8
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1 MILLION OF THE 44 AND LOOK AT MAYBE LOOKING AT THE INEQUITIES,
2 IF THERE ARE, OR THE DISPARITIES OF THE INFRASTRUCTURE,

3 BECAUSE I'M NOT SO SURE. I KNOW THAT EVERYONE SAYS GIVE US THE
4 MONEY AND WE CAN DO IT. THE PROBLEM IS THAT I'M NOT SO SURE

5 THAT IN CERTAIN AREAS, PARTICULARLY IN SOUTH CENTRAL AND SOME
6 OF THESE AREAS THAT IT IS AUTOMATIC. THERE ARE AGENCIES. I

7 KNOW IN THE EAST SIDE I HAVE ALTAMED AND ARROYO AND OTHERS

8 THAT HAVE BEEN VERY, VERY GOOD THAT IF THE MONEY WERE THERE,

9 THEY COULD FIND -- NOT EASY, FINDING THE STAFF, TRYING TO FIND
10 ALL OF THE NECESSARY FUNDING NECESSARY. BECAUSE THIS ONLY

11 BECOMES A PART. IT ONLY BECOMES PART OF HOW THEY PROVIDE THE
12 SERVICES OUT THERE. SO MY PROPOSAL, AND I'LL DO THE MOTION

13 UNDER THE BUDGET, IS TO LOOK AT IT THAT WAY. I'M NOT SO SURE
14 IT'S THE BEST THING. I AM CURIOUS BECAUSE I DID NOT

15 UNDERSTAND, I'M ASKING MY STAFF TO GET A BETTER CLARIFICATION
16 UNDER THE -- I DON'T HAVE IT -- THE LITTLE GREEN THING THAT

17  WAS PASSED OUT? THE YOUNG WOMAN THAT SPOKE, AS TO WHAT HER

18 RECOMMENDATION WAS.

19

20 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: YOU MEAN LARK'S RECOMMENDATION?

21

22 SUP. MOLINA: YEAH, LARK'S RECOMMENDATION. BUT THE SECOND ONE

23 THAT SAYS: "GIVE THE JUNE 30TH EXPIRATION. THE BOARD SHOULD
24 EXTEND THE TERM OF THE CURRENT. CONTRACT FOR A PERIOD NOT TO

25 EXCEED -- IN ORDER TO RENEGOTIATE ALL CONTRACTS USING THE 2008
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1 ALLOCATION FORMULA." I'M NOT SURE WHAT THAT MEANS. BECAUSE
2 WHEN YOU SAY RENEGOTIATE, IT WOULD MEAN -- TO ME THAT WOULD

3 MEAN TAKE AWAY FROM SOMEBODY ELSE TO PUT IN. I DON'T THINK WE
4 WANT TO DO THAT BUT MAYBE I DON'T UNDERSTAND WHAT THIS SAYS.

5 WE'RE TRYING TO GET A CLARIFICATION.

7 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: WELL, I THINK THEY SAID THAT WAS THEIR

8 ORIGINAL INTENTION. BUT I THINK NANCY WATSON SAID THAT THEY'RE
9 MOVING TO A DIFFERENT -- IS THAT CORRECT? THAT YOU'RE MOVING
10 FORWARD WITH THE RECOMMENDATION?

11

12 SUP. MOLINA: COULD THE REPRESENTATIVE FROM THE COMMUNITY

13 HEALTH COUNCILS COME UP? BECAUSE WE'RE NOT SURE WE UNDERSTAND
14 WHAT YOUR SECOND RECOMMENDATION IS HERE. AND MAYBE WE

15 MISUNDERSTOOD YOU.

16

17 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: RIGHT. I THINK THAT WAS MY INTERPRETATION,
18 TOO.

19

20 SUP. MOLINA: WELL THAT'S WHAT I'M NOT SURE. I WANT TO

21 UNDERSTAND. ARE YOU SAYING WE NOT ADOPT THE WORKING GROUP'S
22 RECOMMENDATIONS?

23
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1 NANCY WATSON: SORRY, I DIDN'T MEAN TO CONFUSE YOU. WE WERE
2 PART OF THEM. THE ONES THAT RECOMMENDED ALLOCATING THOSE

3 ADDITIONAL FUNDS TO THE UNDERSERVED COMMUNITIES --

5 SUP. MOLINA: 1.2 MILLION?

7 NANCY WATSON: YES. BUT WHAT WE WERE DISAGREEING WITH IS THE
8 DELAY, NOT USING THE 2008 ALLOCATION FORMULA FOR YOUR EXISTING
9 CONTRACTS MOVING FORWARD. SO WE WERE SUGGESTING THAT YOU GO
10 AHEAD AND FIGURE OUT A WAY AT SOME TIME IN THE NEAR FUTURE,
11 MAYBE IT'S SIX MONTHS, MAYBE IT'S A YEAR OR TWO. USE THAT
12 FORMULA THAT THEY'VE PROVIDED TO YOU TO NEGOTIATE CONTRACTS
13 MOVING FORWARD.

14

15 SUP. MOLINA: WELL AGAIN, I DON'T THINK THAT -- THEIR

16 RECOMMENDATIONS DON'T SAY THAT. AS I UNDERSTAND THE

17 RECOMMENDATIONS, THEY BASICALLY SAY LEAVE ALL THE DOLLARS
18 INTACT AS IS.

19

20 NANCY WATSON: CORRECT. THAT'S WHAT WE DISAGREE WITH.

21

22 SUP. MOLINA: WHAT ARE YOU SAYING?

23

24 NANCY WATSON: WE SAY USE -- I'M SAYING --

25
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SUP. MOLINA: TAKE ALL THE MONEY AND START AGAIN AND DO EQUITY

2 ACROSS THE BOARD?

4 NANCY WATSON: CORRECT, ESSENTIALLY.

6 SUP. MOLINA: I DON'T THINK YOU REALLY WANT TO DO THAT AT THIS
7 POINT. I UNDERSTAND. IF WE HAD NO DOLLARS OR POTENTIALLY NO

8 DOLLARS, THAT PROBABLY WOULD BE A WAY. BECAUSE THE 1.2 MILLION
9 IS GOING TO TAKE US FOREVER TO BUILD A KIND OF EQUITY. BUT

10 POTENTIALLY WITH THIS TOBACCO TAX, EVEN THOUGH IT'S ONE-TIME
11 MONEY, WE COULD CREATE A MECHANISM SO WE COULD HAVE A PROGRAM
12 THAT MAYBE WE WOULD TAKE IT OVER A THREE-YEAR PERIOD, THAT WAY
13 EVENTUALLY HOPEFULLY WE CAN FIND REPLACEMENT DOLLARS AS

14 QUICKLY AS POSSIBLE.

15

16 NANCY WATSON: OKAY. IF WE COULD SEE A REPORT BACK TO HOW THAT
17 IS —-

18

19 SUP. MOLINA: THAT'S WHAT WE'RE ASKING. THAT'S WHY I WAS ASKING
20 THE QUESTION. BECAUSE IF THEY NEED TO TELL US, AND MAYBE THE
21 WORKING GROUP SHOULD CONTINUE TO GET TOGETHER. I'M GOING TO

22 PUT IN A TEMPORARY MOTION, AGAIN, OUR BUDGET TODAY WILL BE

23 ADOPTED AS A PROPOSED BUDGET. THIS IS WILL BE A PROPOSED

24 MOTION. BUT IT WILL HAVE CERTAIN CHALLENGES IN IT. AND THAT IS

25 THAT IF IN FACT WE REALLY CAN'T COME UP WITH THE SAVINGS
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1 NECESSARY IN THE DEPARTMENT, THEN UNFORTUNATELY, WE'RE GOING

2 TO HAVE TO USE THOSE TOBACCO TAX DOLLARS.

4 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: IT WILL BE DISCUSSED OVER THE BUDGET.

6 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: I WAS CURIOUS. I DON'T WANT THEM TO BE UNDER
7 AN-- I'M JUST TRYING TO FIGURE OUT HOW YOU USE ONE-TIME MONEY

8 TO CREATE AN ONGOING PROGRAM?

10 SUP. MOLINA: I THINK YOU CAN.

11

12 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: I'D LIKE TO HEAR MORE ABOUT IT BECAUSE EVEN
13 THOUGH WE'RE NOT ON THAT BUDGET, BUT IT'S IN THE CONTEXT OF

14 THIS DISCUSSION.

15

16 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: WELL I THINK THAT WHAT SHE WAS SAYING

17 ORIGINALLY WAS THAT IT WOULD BE OVER THREE YEARS. THE MONEY

18 WOULD BE NOT ALLOCATED AT ONE TIME.

19

20 SUP. MOLINA: YOU CAN ALLOCATE IT INTO A FUND. YOU COULD BUDGET
21 IT, ALLOCATE IT INTO A FUND THAT WOULD BE PUT INTO SO THAT YOU

22 SAY, AND DESIGNATE THAT THIS IS A THREE-YEAR FUND OR A FOUR-

23 YEAR FUND, HOWEVER YOU WANT TO DO IT, 10 MILLION A YEAR IF YOU
24 WANTED TO. I THINK THAT'S WHY I'M ASKING THEM TO COME BACK AND

25 LET US KNOW--
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SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: JUST ON THAT POINT, WHAT IS THE GAP?

SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: 54 MILLION.

SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: WHAT IS THE ESTIMATED GAP ON THE P.P.P.S?

SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: 54 MILLION, ISN'T IT?

SHEILA SHIMA: THERE ARE A COUPLE OF DIFFERENT THINGS THAT WE
LOOKED AT JUST IN TERMS OF COMING UP WITH NUMBERS. AND ONE OF
THE THINGS WE ACTUALLY LOOKED AT WAS IF WE WERE TO REALLOCATE
THE $54 MILLION BASED ON THE FORMULA, AND THAT WOULD RESULT IN
INCREASES TO CERTAIN SPAS, BUT THEN WE ALSO WENT BACK IN AND

SAID --

SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: I'M SORRY? WHAT IS THE 54 MILLION? THAT IS

WHAT WE CURRENTLY SPEND?

SHEILA SHIMA: THAT IS CORRECT.

SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: MY QUESTION IS NOT THAT. MY QUESTION IS:

WHAT IS THE GAP? IF THERE IS A SERVICE GAP, IF YOU WILL, FOR

LACK OF A BETTER PHRASE, IT'S PROBABLY A PRETTY GOOD PHRASE,
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1 WHAT IS THAT GAP? IS IT 10 MILLION? 5 MILLION? 2 MILLION? 50

2 MILLION?

4 SHEILA SHIMA: ONE OF THE GAPS THAT WE ACTUALLY IDENTIFIED WAS
5 $17 MILLION. BUT THE WAY WE GOT THERE WAS WE SAID IF WE WERE

6 TO TAKE THE $54 MILLION AND ACTUALLY REALLOCATE IT BASED ON

7 THE FORMULA, IT WOULD RESULT IN INCREASES TO WHAT ARE

8 CONSIDERED UNDER-EQUITY SPAS. BUT THAT WOULD THEN RESULT IN

9 CUTS IN SERVICES IN OTHER SPAS. SO IF WE BACKFILLED THOSE SPAS
10 THAT LOST MONEY TO KEEP THEM AT THE SAME LEVEL THEY'RE

11 CURRENTLY AT, WHAT WOULD THE DIFFERENCE BE? HOW MUCH MORE

12 MONEY WOULD WE NEED IN THE POT? AND THE NUMBER WE CAME UP WITH
13 WAS ROUGHLY $17 MILLION. THE 17 WOULD ACTUALLY ALLOW US TO

14 INCREASE FUNDS TO UNDER-EQUITY SPAS SO THAT THEY WOULD

15 ACTUALLY GET, THEN, THEIR PROPORTIONAL AMOUNT OF THE $54

16 MILLION USING THE 2008 ALLOCATION FORMULA; BUT IN ADDITION, WE
17 WOULD RESTORE THE FUNDS FOR SPAS THAT ARE CURRENTLY OVER

18 EQUITY SO THAT THEY WOULD NOT LOSE MONEY.

19

20 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: RIGHT. SO YOU'RE BASICALLY HOLDING THEM

21 HARMLESS AND TRY TO GROW THE POT.

22

23 SUP. MOLINA: ABSOLUTELY.

24

25 SHEILA SHIMA: THAT'S CORRECT.
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SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: WHAT IS THE SOURCE OF THE 54 MILLION?

SHEILA SHIMA: PART OF IT IS TOBACCO SETTLEMENT FUNDS, 15.5
MILLION OF THAT IS TOBACCO SETTLEMENT FUNDS. THE BALANCE OF I
COMES FROM JUST GENERAL FUNDS WITHIN THE DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH
SERVICES, THOSE BEING COUNTY COST FUNDS. BECAUSE THIS IS FOR
THE INDIGENT POPULATION, THERE ARE NO REVENUES. SO IT'S THE
TOBACCO SETTLEMENT FUNDS AND IT'S NET COUNTY COST. AND SO
UNDER SUPERVISOR MOLINA'S PROPOSAL, ONE POSSIBLE PROPOSAL
WOULD BE TO TAKE THE $40 MILLION AND TRY TO SPREAD IT ACROSS
THREE YEARS. BUT WHAT I ALSO HEARD WAS THAT WE NEED TO
CONTINUE TO WORK WITH THE DEPARTMENT TO IDENTIFEY ONGOING
FUNDING STREAMS. AND THAT WHAT THAT ONE-TIME MONEY ALLOWS US
TO DO IS TO INCREASE THE PROGRAM. BUT IN ADDITION TO LOOKING
TO ONGOING FUNDS, TO ALSO TRY TO ADDRESS SOME OF THOSE
EQUITIES. SO ARE THERE ADDITIONAL RESOURCES THAT NEED TO BE
DEVELOPED IN SPA 6 THAT WOULD WOULD THEN ENABLE RESIDENTS IN
SPA 6 TO GO TO SERVICES IN SPA 6 RATHER THAN SPA 4? OR IS IT
THAT THEY WORK IN THE AREA? THEY HAVE RELATIVES IN THE AREA?
SO EVEN IF WE HAD RESOURCES IN SPA 6, THEY WOULD CONTINUE TO

GO TO SPA 4. WE DON'T KNOW ANY OF THOSE THINGS.

SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: I THINK IT'S ALL FAIR. MY INITIAL REACTION

WHEN MR. ANTONOVICH SAID IT AND THEN WHEN MISS MOLINA SAID IT,
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1 IF I COUNTED THE NUMBER OF TIMES THAT I HAVE HEARD AROUND HERE
2 OVER THE LAST FEW MONTHS SPEND THE TOBACCO SETTLEMENT. WELL,

3 WE'VE SPENT IT 10 TIMES. YOU CAN ONLY SPEND IT ONCE. IT'S

4 GOING TO BE USED FOR THE BUDGET GAP, FOR THE DEFICIT, FOR THE
5 STRUCTURAL DEFICIT, FOR THE CLIFEF, NOW FOR THIS. SOMEBODY

6 NEEDS TO BE THE TRAFFIC COP HERE, THE ACCOUNTANT, TO MAKE SURE
7 THAT WE HAVEN'T SPENT IT -- OVERSPENT IT. I DON'T HAVE AN

8 OBJECTION TO LOOKING AT THIS. BUT I THINK WE ALL --

10 NANCY WATSON: BUT WITH ALL DUE RESPECT, SUPERVISOR

11 YAROSLAVSKY, YOUR DISTRICT HAS THE MOST -- ONE OF YOUR
12 DISTRICTS HAS ONE OF THE OVER FUNDED DISTRICTS.

13

14 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: I ONLY HAVE ONE DISTRICT.

15

16 NANCY WATSON: WE NEED SOMETHING.

17

18 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: I UNDERSTAND THAT.

19

20 C.E.O. FUJIOKA: WHAT WE NEED TO DO WITH THIS IS CLEARLY TAKE
21 EVERYONE'S CONCERNS AND REPORT BACK ON THIS.

22

23 SUP. MOLINA: BUT AGAIN, I UNDERSTAND THAT, BILL. BUT AT THE
24 SAME TIME, LET ME JUST EXPLAIN ONE THING SO THAT WE ALL

25 UNDERSTAND. WE HAVEN'T HEARD THE BUDGET YET. BUT IN THE
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1 PROPOSED BUDGET PRESENTATION FOR THE HEALTH DEPARTMENT, ONE OF
2 THE RECOMMENDATIONS IS THAT WE TAKE $44.8 MILLION OUT OF THE

3 TOBACCO TAX FUND AND PUT IT IN FOR THE DEFICIT. WE NEED TO DO
4 THAT. I AM SAYING —-- AND I WILL ASK THE QUESTIONS OF THE

5 DEPARTMENT, OF OTHER WAYS TO TRY AND COME UP WITH THAT GAP.

6 NOW, THAT DOESN'T MEAN THAT THE MONEY IS AUTOMATICALLY THERE.
7 AND I WANT EVERYONE OUT IN P.P.-LAND TO LISTEN TO THIS.

8 BECAUSE IF THIS IS A PROPOSAL THAT IS NOT YET FULLY FUNDED AND
9 IT'S NOT INTENDED TO BE FUNDED. IT IS INTENDED TO SEE IF IN

10 FACT WE HAVE THE CAPABILITY OF ACHIEVING THAT. BETWEEN NOW AND
11 JUNE, THERE ARE A LOT OF PROPOSALS OUT THERE, FEDERAL

12 PROPOSALS, STATE PROPOSALS, ALL KINDS OF OTHER AREAS, BESIDES
13 LOOKING AT OUR OWN CAPABILITY OF FINDING EFFICIENCIES. SHOULD
14 THAT OCCUR, WHAT I'M SAYING IS TAKE THOSE DOLLARS THAT WE WERE
15 GOING TO ALLOCATE TO PLUG THE DEFICIT AND PUT THEM IN THIS TO
16 CREATE A BETTER MECHANISM TO START CREATING EQUITY WITHIN THE
17 P.P.P.S. SO I WANT EVERYONE TO UNDERSTAND THAT IT ISN'T

18 CONCLUDED THAT WILL HAPPEN. IN THE INTERIM, WHAT THE WORKING
19 GROUP SHOULD DO IS DO EXACTLY, CREATE A REPORT SO THAT BEFORE
20 JUNE, AND IT IS IN THE MOTION, THEY COME BACK AND I'M

21 SUGGESTING, I DON'T KNOW IF THAT'S THE WAY TO DO IT, IT'S ONE-

22 TIME MONEY. THIS IS THE DANGER OF ONE-TIME MONEY. BECAUSE YOU

23 WERE PROPOSING TO FUND ONGOING SERVICES. AND WHEN YOU TAKE
24 AWAY A SERVICE FROM SOMEBODY, EVERYBODY GOES -- AND SO THE

25 DANGER OF IT -- BUT IF YOU DO IT IN A WAY THAT YOU ARE MAYBE
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1 OVER A THREE OR FOUR-YEAR PERIOD WERE LOOKING AT OTHER WAYS
2 THAT WE'RE GOING TO BE ABLE TO BACK THIS UP. BECAUSE KEEP IN

3 MIND THAT ANY EXPANSION OF P.P.P.S, IT ISN'T JUST OUR MONEY

4 THAT OPENS UP THESE CLINICS. THEY HAVE TO QUALIFY FOR THE

5 FEDERAL DOLLARS. THERE HAS TO BE OTHER KIND OF MIX IN ORDER TO
6 MAKE IT HAPPEN. SO THERE'S A REAL CHALLENGE THERE IN MANY,

7 MANY WAYS. BUT THE BEST PART ABOUT THIS IS THE FACT THAT WE

8 HAD A WORKING GROUP WHO LOOKED AT THE ISSUE OF BUILDING

9 EQUITY. AND I COULD UNDERSTAND WHEN SOMEBODY SAYS "LET'S JUST
10 START OVER." BECAUSE IT WASN'T DONE FAIRLY OR WASN'T

11 EQUITABLE. BUT YOU CAN'T TAKE AWAY FROM ALL OF THOSE PATIENT
12 VISITS THAT ARE BEING DELIVERED EVERY SINGLE DAY. SO YOU CAN'T
13 DO IT THAT WAY. SO THEIR RECOMMENDATION THEMSELVES IS LET'S

14 NOT DO THAT. LET'S JUST TAKE THE 1.2 MILLION AND FIND A WAY TO
15 BUILD EQUITY. SO THIS IS A PROPOSAL TO START BUILDING EQUITY A
16 LITTLE EARLIER. AND IT SORT OF SERVES IN CONCERT, I'M NOT A

17 FAN YET OF WHAT THE C.E.O. WANTS TO DO, AND THAT IS WITH THE
18 PRIVATIZATION. I CAN BE SUPPORTIVE OF IT, THAT ASPECT OF IT,

19 NOBODY LIKES ANYTHING BETTER THAN TO BE ABLE TO GO TO A CLINIC
20 IN THEIR OWN COMMUNITY, IN THEIR OWN NEIGHBORHOOD THAT IS

21 ATTENTIVE. THE P.P.P.S HAVE BEEN SO RESPONSIVE, THEY ARE SO

22 EFFECTIVE. BUT I ALSO KNOW THE CHALLENGES OF TRYING TO DO THAT

23 IN A COMMUNITY AND A NEIGHBORHOOD AND HOW TOUGH IT IS. AND SO

24 THIS IS HOPEFULLY A POT OF MONEY THAT IF YOU LOOK AT COULD BE

25 A PROPOSAL TO CLOSE THE GAP IN THOSE AREAS. IT DOESN'T TAKE
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1 AWAY FROM ANYONE ELSE, BUT IT DOES START TO PUT EQUITY DOLLARS
2 ON THE TABLE FOR ALLOCATION AND ALSO RESOURCE MONEY FOR THOSE
3 NEIGHBORHOODS, THOSE COMMUNITIES, THOSE NONPROFITS THAT WOULD
4 LIKE TO EXPAND THEIR INFRASTRUCTURE OR EVEN OPEN UP A

5 NONPROFIT IN AN UNDERSERVED AREA AND BEGIN TO LOOK AT THAT. SO

6 THAT'S THE INTENT.

8 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: COULD I GET A CLARIFICATION? WERE YOU

9 IDENTIFYING 4.5 MILLION OF IT OR THE WHOLE 44 MILLION?

10

11 SUP. MOLINA: NO, NO. IT'S 44.8 MILLION THAT RIGHT NOW IS USED.
12 I'M SAYING THAT WE POTENTIALLY COULD FIND OTHER MONEY TO PLUG
13 THAT HOLE. AND THEN WE TAKE THIS TOBACCO TAX MONEY AND WE PUT
14 IT INTO A WAY —-—- AND I'M GOING TO ASK THE WORKING GROUP TO

15 COME BACK AND TELL US HOW, POTENTIALLY, THAT LIKE 40 MILLION
16 OF IT COULD GO INTO A THREE-YEAR, FOUR-YEAR PROGRAM, $10

17 MILLION A YEAR, NOT BAD. AND TAKE THE 4.8 MILLION AND INVEST

24 YOU. SO THOSE ARE TOUGH CHALLENGES THAT HAVE TO BE MET OUT

25 THERE. SO THAT'S JUST ONE OF MY PROPOSALS. BUT ALL OF THAT
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1 WOULD COME BACK HOPEFULLY FROM THE WORKING GROUP AND THE WAY
2 OF THE HEALTH DEPARTMENT IF THEY DO COME UP WITH A SAVINGS OF
3 44.8 MILLION TO GIVE THE MONEY INTO THIS KIND OF A PROGRAM TO

12 OTHERWISE THIS MONEY THAT WE'RE TALKING ABOUT, THIS 44, COMES

13 RIGHT OUT OF THE HEALTH DEPARTMENT. IT'S ALREADY ON TOP OF THE
14 290 OR WHATEVER THAT DEFICIT IS, RIGHT? THAT'S CORRECT?

15

16 SHEILA SHIMA: THAT'S CORRECT. AND SO WHAT I ACTUALLY HEARD WAS
17  WE NEED TO LOOK AT THAT, BUT IT WASN'T A GUARANTEE. BECAUSE TO
18 THE EXTENT WE DIDN'T FIND IT, THESE FUNDS WOULD NOT BE

19 AVATLABLE.

21 C.E.O. FUJIOKA: THE INTENT AND CONCEPT OF EXPANDING OUR -- NOT

22 ONLY THE P.P.P. NETWORK BUT ALSO ACCESS TO PRIMARY CARE

23 SERVICES THROUGHOUT THE COUNTY IS SOMETHING WE'VE ALWAYS
24  ADVOCATED AS PART OF OUR PROPOSAL TO ADDRESS THE D.H.S.

25 DEFICIT WAS TO IN FACT DO THIS, TO EXPAND THE P.P.P. NETWORK
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1 AND ACCESS TO CARE. WE'VE ALSO MADE THAT COMMITMENT TO THE
2 FEDERAL GOVERNMENT ON SEVERAL OCCASIONS THAT WE WOULD START

3 CHANGING OUR MODEL. AS PART OF OUR DISCUSSION, NOT AS MUCH

4 TODAY AS IT WILL BE COMING BACK SEPARATELY TO TALK ABOUT HOW

5 WE'RE GOING TO ADDRESS THE D.H.S. DEFICIT, ALL OF YOU ARE

6 RIGHT THAT WE NEED TO, ESPECIALLY YOUR COMMENTS RIGHT NOW,

9 LITTLE BIT HARDER TO FIND SAVINGS THAT WILL MINIMIZE THE

10 IMPACT ON SERVICES BUT YET ADDRESS THE IMPACT. I MENTIONED THE

21 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: KATHY OCHOA HAS ASKED TO SPEAK?

22

23 KATHY OCHOA: SUPERVISOR, IF I COULD ALSO MAKE A COMMENT, AS
24 WELL, TOO. THE WORKGROUP, WE CONFIRMED THROUGH THE EXERCISE

25 THE EFFECTIVENESS AND THE EFFICIENCY OF THE PROGRAM. WE
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1 UNCOVER THE INEQUITIES, AND THANK YOU FOR THE LEADERSHIP ON
2 THE DISCUSSION TODAY. I JUST WANT TO BE SURE THAT ONE THOUGHT

25 WHAT'S THE IDEA? THROW SOME MORE MONEY AT A PROGRAM. ARE WE
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1 TALKING PROGRAMS OR SERVICES? IS IT JUST ABOUT THE P.P.P. OR
2 IS IT ABOUT PRIMARY CARE? I'VE BEEN TO HUDSON. THOSE HALLS ARE
3 TEEMING WITH PRIMARY CARE PATIENTS. AND I THINK THAT TIF THERE

24 ONE FINAL REMINDER THAT WHEN WE'RE TALKING ABOUT THE D.H.S.

25 DEFICIT AND WE'RE TALKING ABOUT THE PLUG, WE'RE REALLY TALKING
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1 ABOUT CARE. WE'RE REALLY TALKING ABOUT UNCOMPENSATED CARE. SO
2 I THINK WE SHOULD KEEP THAT -- I MEAN, IT'S EASY ON A BUDGET
3 DAY. I'M GOING TO GET UP IN A COUPLE MINUTES AND GIVE A VERY
4  WONKY PRESENTATION. BUT WE'RE REALLY TALKING ABOUT

5 UNCOMPENSATED CARE WHETHER IT'S SOMEBODY WHO HAS A SINUS

6 INFECTION IN A CLINIC OR SOMEBODY WHO HAS T.B. IN A HOSPITAL.

7 THANK YOU.

9 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: WITH THAT, DO WE HAVE A MOTION?

10

11 SUP. MOLINA: I DO. AND MY STAFF IS -- OH, THEY FINALLY HAVE

12 IT. -- HAVE IT. LET ME READ IT. IT'S AN AMENDMENT TO THIS

13 ITEM, ITEM 36. "IT IS IMPORTANT TO NOT REMOVE PATIENTS FROM

14 THE CARE THEY ARE CURRENTLY RECEIVING AND WE SHOULD NOT TAKE
15 EXISTING DOLLARS OUT OF THE SPAS THAT THEY'RE PRESENTLY IN.

8 CONTRACT AND REGAIN J.C.A.H.O. ACCREDITATION, BECAUSE THAT IS
9 HOW FUNDING FLOWS. AND FROM THAT BASIS A HOSPITAL WOULD BE

10 EXPANDED INCREMENTALLY. I THINK SUPERVISOR BURKE, BOTH YOU AND
11 SUPERVISOR YAROSLAVSKY POINTED OUT LAST WEEK THE IMPORTANCE OF
12 GETTING IT RIGHT THE FIRST TIME, GETTING THE RIGHT OPERATOR IN
13 THERE TO DO THAT WORK. BECAUSE OPENING IT SUCCESSFULLY IS AN
14 IMPORTANT FIRST STEP. MR. FUJIOKA, DO YOU HAVE ANYTHING TO

15 ADD?

16

17 C.E.O. FUJIOKA: I WANT TO ADD COMMENTS. THE FIRST AND

18 FOREMOST, WE WANT TO REAFFIRM OUR COMMITMENT TO REOPENING THIS
19 FACILITY. THERE'S NO ONE -- WELL, NOT NO ONE, BUT WHEN I SAY
20 NO ONE, I WANT TO SPEAK TO THE BOARD'S COMMITMENT TO THIS BUT
21 ESPECIALLY SUPERVISOR BURKE, AS SHE'S REPEATEDLY, IN BOTH MY

22 PRIVATE CONVERSATIONS WITH HER AND ALSO PUBLIC, HAS ADDRESSED

23 THE NEED TO REOPEN THIS FACILITY. WHAT WE DO NEED TO DO, AND
24 THAT FOLLOWS FALLS ON MYSELF AND OUR HEALTH DIRECTOR, IS

25 CLEARLY ARTICULATE THE VISION WE HAVE FOR KING. THERE'S BEEN
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1 SOME INDIVIDUALS WHO HAVE SAID WE SHOULD OPEN IT THE FIRST DAY
2 AS A 400-BED TEACHING FACILITY. YOU'RE NOT RECOGNIZING THE

3 LOGISTICS OR THE CHALLENGES WITH DOING THAT, BOTH IN HIRING

4 THE STAFF, PUTTING ALL THE POLICIES AND PROCEDURES AND HAVING
5 ALL THE EQUIPMENT TOGETHER. THAT'S WHY WHEN DR. CHERNOF

6 MENTIONED THAT WE WOULD OPEN IT IN INCREMENTS, THAT IS EXACTLY
7 OUR PLAN. BUT AS WE MOVE ALONG THROUGH THIS INCREMENTAL PLAN,
8 IT'S OUR GOAL TO PARTNER, TO AGAIN PARTNER WITH A TEACHING

9 INSTITUTION, BECAUSE THE ACADEMIC MODEL IN A PUBLIC HOSPITAL,
10 I FEEL, IS THE BEST MODEL AND BEST SERVES THE NEEDS OF THE

11 COMMUNITY. ON THAT NOTE, WE WILL BE TALKING TO THE

12 INSTITUTIONS AND THE AREAS THAT PROVIDE THAT TYPE OF MODEL. I
13 ALSO WANT TO, THROUGH THIS PUBLIC SETTING, ENCOURAGE THOSE IN
14 THE HEALTHCARE COMMUNITY AND ALSO THE COMMUNITY AT LARGE TO

15 CONTACT MY OFFICE AND PROVIDE THEIR INPUT. WE'RE WILLING AND
16 ABLE TO LISTEN TO ANYONE. I ALSO HEARD OUR S.E.I.U. SPEAK TO
17 AN ORGANIZATION LIKE THE ENDOWMENT TO STEP UP AND TO PARTNER
18 WITH US, WITH US IN THE COUNTY, TO HELP SUPPORT THIS ENDEAVOR,
19 NOT ONLY THROUGH THEIR JUST PUBLIC ADVOCACY EFFORTS, BUT ALSO
20 MAYBE THEIR FINANCIAL SUPPORT. THIS IS A PUBLIC ASSET. THIS IS
21 NOT JUST A COUNTY FACILITY. IT'S A PUBLIC ASSET. IT SERVES A

22 COMMUNITY THAT DOESN'T HAVE THE SAME HEALTHCARE OPTIONS AS

23 OTHER COMMUNITIES. AND SO WE ARE MOVING FORWARD. IT'S

24 IMPORTANT FOR PEOPLE TO UNDERSTAND THIS WILL BE DONE IN

25 INCREMENTS. WE'LL START AS A COMMUNITY HOSPITAL WITH A BASIC
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1 E.R. AND IN TIME, EVOLVE INTO A TEACHING FACILITY AGAIN THAT
2 WILL SERVE THE NEEDS OF SOUTH LOS ANGELES. BUT FOR FOLKS TO
3 THINK THAT WE'RE GOING TO NOT MEET THIS COMMITMENT OR NOT --
4 OR JUST MERELY OPEN A VERY SMALL HOSPITAL, THAT'S UNFAIR, T
5 THINK, TO THE COUNTY, AND ESPECIALLY TO THIS BOARD. BUT IT HAS
6 TO BE DONE IN INCREMENTS. THE LOGISTICS OF OPENING A HOSPITAL

7 ARE VERY, VERY DIFFICULT. BUT WE WILL GET THERE.

9 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: MAY I JUST SAY ONE THING? THAT I THINK THAT
10 THERE SEEMS TO BE SUCH A MISUNDERSTANDING. I KNOW THAT YOU'VE
11 HAD DISCUSSIONS WITH DR. ROSS AT THE ENDOWMENT. AND I KNOW

12 THAT I'VE HAD DISCUSSIONS WITH HIM OVER THE LAST WEEKS. I DO
13 THINK THAT MAYBE YOU SHOULD MAKE ANOTHER CONTACT WITH HIM. AND
14 DR. CHERNOF, YOU MAY WANT TO MAKE ANOTHER CONTACT WITH HIM IN
15 TERMS OF WHERE HE IS IN TERMS OF WHAT HE IS PROPOSING. I

16 TALKED TO HIM LAST FRIDAY, BECAUSE I WAS TOLD BY SOMEONE THAT
17 I HAD NOT BEEN TALKING TO HIM, WHICH WAS VERY INTERESTING,

18 SINCE I HAD EVEN TALKED TO HIM IN THE AIRPORT. HIS SECRETARY
19 HAD CAUGHT HIM IN THE AIRPORT TO CONNECT ME WITH HIM ON ONE

20 OCCASION A COUPLE WEEKS BEFORE OR A WEEK BEFORE. SO I DO THINK
21 IT'S IMPORTANT TO KEEP IN TOUCH WITH HIM, FIND OUT WHAT HE IS

22 PROPOSING. AND MAYBE IT WOULD BE GOOD TO ASK HIM FOR A FORMAL

23 STATEMENT AS TO WHAT HE'S PROPOSING AT THIS TIME. AND I WILL

24 CONTINUE TO TALK TO HIM. BUT I THINK IT WOULD BE EXCELLENT IF

25 YOU AND DR. CHERNOF WOULD CONTINUE.
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C.E.O. FUJIOKA: WE'LL DO THAT.

SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: ALSO IN TERMS OF THE UNIVERSITY OF
CALTFORNIA, PERHAPS A TIME THAT EVERYBODY WHO IS A
STAKEHOLDER, SO TO SPEAK, IN TERMS OF THE UNIVERSITY WOULD BE
PRESENT WOULD BE AT ONE OF THE REGENTS' MEETINGS. THE SPEAKER
WOULD BE THERE, REPRESENTATIVES OF THE GOVERNOR OR THE
GOVERNOR AS WELL AS ALL-- THE PRESIDENT OF THE UNIVERSITY, ALL
OF THOSE PEOPLE WOULD BE PRESENT AT A REGENTS' MEETING. AND WE
COULD PROBABLY START PUTTING SOMETHING TOGETHER AT SOME POINT
IN TERMS OF WHEN THEY'RE MEETING DOWN HERE, THEY ROTATE. IT
DOESN'T HAVE TO BE IN LOS ANGELES BUT IN SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA,
WHERE WE CAN SET UP THAT KIND OF A MEETING. OBVIOUSLY THE
CHAIR OF THE HOSPITAL AND HEALTH COMMITTEE OF THE REGENTS. AND
WE COULD HAVE SOME VERY DEFINITIVE DISCUSSION WITH ALL OF THE
PEOPLE WHO WOULD HAVE AN INTEREST, BOTH FROM A LEGISLATIVE

STANDPOINT AS WELL AS FROM THE UNIVERSITY.

SUP. ANTONOVICH: WE'RE STILL NEGOTIATING? ARE WE TALKING?

DR. BRUCE CHERNOF: YES.

SUP. ANTONOVICH: GOT TO GET HIM PREPARED TO SAY.
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1 DR. BRUCE CHERNOF: YES.

3 SUP. ANTONOVICH: AND THE UNIVERSITY OF CALIFORNIA? WE'RE STILL

4 TALKING?

6 C.E.O. FUJIOKA: WE HAVE REACHED OUT TO A REPRESENTATIVE FROM

7 THE STATE GOVERNMENT TO REENGAGE WITH THE UNIVERSITY. AND SO

8§ WE'LL BE KEEPING YOUR BOARD APPRISED OF OUR EFFORTS RELATED TO
9 THAT ONE GOAL, THAT ONE OBJECTIVE.

10

11 SUP. ANTONOVICH: SO WE'RE TALKING ON TWO FRONTS, IS WHAT I'M
12 SAYING?

13

14 C.E.O. FUJIOKA: ABSOLUTELY.

15

16 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: I'LL SAY TO YOU THAT AT LEAST TWO WEEKS AGO
17 I HAD A DISCUSSION WITH A REPRESENTATIVE FROM THE UNIVERSITY.
18 AND IT JUST HAPPENED THAT DR. CHERNOF AND OUR C.E.O. WERE

19 PRESENT WHEN HE CALLED ME. WE WERE MEETING ON SOMETHING ELSE
20 WHEN HE CALLED ME TO TALK ABOUT IT. AND WE DID HAVE A

21 DISCUSSION AT THAT TIME, WHICH I'D BE MORE THAN HAPPY TO

22 SHARE, THAT SHOWED THAT THEY HAVE AN INTEREST; HOWEVER, THEIR

INTEREST HAD PARAMETERS.
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SUP. ANTONOVICH: THOSE WERE MY QUESTIONS ON THAT. SO SHOULD WE

2 DO, WHAT? A RECEIVE AND FILE?

4 C.E.O. FUJIOKA: THIS WOULD BE A RECEIVE AND A FILE AT THIS
5 POINT, WITH A REQUEST, I BELIEVE, FOR BOTH DR. CHERNOF AND
6 MYSELEF TO COME BACK ON A PERIODIC BASIS AND UPDATE THIS BOARD.

7 IT'S IMPORTANT THAT WE PROVIDE YOU WITH --

9 SUP. ANTONOVICH: SO MOVED.
10

11 C.E.O. FUJIOKA: -

CURRENT INFORMATION AS IT'S AVAILABLE.

12

13 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: BUT ALSO, I THINK IT WOULD BE IMPORTANT FOR
14 YOU TO GO FORWARD TO BRING ALL OF THE PEOPLE TOGETHER SO THERE
15 CAN BE NO QUESTION IN TERMS OF ANYONE IN TERMS OF WHAT OUR

16 REACHING OUT HAS BEEN TO THE UNIVERSITY, TO EVERY SEGMENT, THE
17 PRESIDENT, THE SPEAKER OF THE ASSEMBLY, ALL OF THE PEOPLE WHO
18 HAVE A CONTROL, OR ANY PORTION OF THE CONTROL, OF THE

19 UNIVERSITY, THE CHAIR OF THE HOSPITAL COMMITTEE OF THE

20 REGENTS, ALL OF THOSE PEOPLE WOULD BE AVAILABLE AT A REGENTS'
21 MEETING AND WE COULD CERTAINLY HAVE A PRESENTATION OR MEET

22 WITH THEM. AND I'M SURE THEY'D BE HAPPY TO. AND CLARIFY

23 EXACTLY WHAT THEIR POSITION IS.

24

25 C.E.O. FUJIOKA: THAT WOULD BE FINE. WE WILL DO THAT.
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DR. BRUCE CHERNOF: THANK YOU.

SUP. ANTONOVICH: SHOULD YOU STAY UP HERE FOR S-1 THEN? OR DO

WE WANT TO DO 38 NEXT?

SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: RECEIVE AND FILE.

SUP. ANTONOVICH: RECEIVE AND FILE. SO MOVED.

SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: I'M SORRY. THERE WERE THREE PEOPLE WHO
WANTED TO SPEAK ON THIS. DR. CLAVREUL, ARNOLD SACHS, AND ANNIE
PARK. WOULD YOU PLEASE COME FORWARD? ANNIE PARK. THOSE WERE
THE THREE NAMES I HAVE. ARE YOU ANNIE PARK? I DON'T HAVE YOUR

CARD.

PATRICIA MULCAHEY: I FILLED IT OUT.

SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: DIDN'T YOU JUST SPEAK A FEW MINUTES AGO?

ARNOLD SACHS: GOOD AFTERNOON, ARNOLD SACHS. SUCH A WEIRD
SITUATION WITH THIS HOSPITAL, ASKING THE PEOPLE WHO FLUNKED
THE TEST TO TEACH. IN ADDITION TO THE NEWS THAT JUST MADE THE
NEWSPAPER REGARDING THE DEPARTURE OF THE CHIEEF OF STAFF,

ANTOINETTE EPPS, WHICH IS BAD -- I DON'T KNOW IF BAD OR GOOD,
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1 BUT WHAT'S ABSOLUTE LUDICROUS IS THAT SHE SHOULD GET A

2 SEVERANCE PAY EQUAL TO ONE YEAR'S PAY. PRIVATE SECTOR'S OFFICE
3 BUDGET, PRIVATE SECTOR OFFER BUYOUT TO GET EMPLOYEES TO

4 RETIRE. THE COUNTY GIVES BONUSES TO EMPLOYEES WHO QUIT OR

5 RESIGN. IT'S OUTRAGEOUS THAT YOU SHOULD DO THAT, CONSIDERING

6 HER RESUME THAT IN THE TWO YEARS SHE WAS HERE, THE HOSPITAL

7 FAILED HOW MANY FEDERAL TESTS REQUIRING FEDERAL INSPECTIONS TO
8 UPGRADE ITS SERVICE? ALL WE GOT WERE D MINUSES. AND SHE

9 RECEIVED A RAISE WHILE SHE WAS HERE? OVER $36,000. THERE WAS
10 AN ARTICLE, AN EDITORIAL IN THE "L.A. TIMES," REGARDING

11 CRITICAL CONDITION OF THE KING-HARBOR HOSPITAL. AND PART OF IT
12 READS THAT IN FACT SINCE TALKS TO REOPEN KING-HARBOR BEGAN

13 LAST FALL, THE MEDIA AND ACTIVISTS HAVE GIVEN THE COUNTY WHAT
14 AMOUNTS TO A FREE PASS. I TAKE EXCEPTION TO THAT BECAUSE THE
15 MEDIA GAVE A FREE PASS. THERE'S BEEN PEOPLE HERE TALKING ABOUT
16 THE FUNCTION, THE OPERATION OF THE HOSPITAL, I DON'T KNOW, FOR
17 TWO, THREE YEARS. THE FACT THAT THE MEDIA NEVER ASKED ANY

18 QUESTIONS REGARDING YOUR ACTIONS, THE FACT THAT THE MEDIA

19 NEVER ASKED ANY QUESTIONS ABOUT ANY PLANS THAT YOU HAD PUT

20 TOGETHER WHILE THE HOSPITAL WAS FLOUNDERING. WHEN YOU, MISS

21 BURKE, MENTIONED THAT YOU HAD NO IDEA WHAT TO DO NEXT AFTER

22 THE FEDERAL GOVERNMENT PULLED THE FUNDING. WHEN YOU, MISS

23 MOLINA SAID YOU HAD A PLAN, OR THE COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS
24 HAD A PLAN, BUT IT NEEDED TO BE DUSTED OFF. HAS THAT PLAN EVER

25 APPEARED? IT'S, AGAIN, BACK TO YOU'RE THE LEADERSHIP THAT
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1 FLUNKED THE TEST, AND NOW YOU'RE GOING TO RESUSCITATE THE
2 PATIENT. THAT'S WHY THE HOSPITAL'S CALLED, GOT ITS NICKNAME OF

3 KILLER DREW. THANK YOU FOR YOUR TIME AND YOUR ANSWERS.

5 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: PLEASE STATE YOUR NAME.

7 DR. GENEVIEVE CLAVREUL: GOOD AFTERNOON, DR. GENEVIEVE

8 CLAVREUL. WELL, YOU KNOW I AM UPSET ABOUT WHAT'S GOING ON. AND
9 I GUESS I AM VERY UPSET BECAUSE IT'S DONE BEHIND CLOSED DOORS.
10 THE BOARD HAS SHOWN AN INABILITY TO SELECT THE RIGHT PEOPLE TO
11 DEAL WITH HEALTHCARE. WHEN YOU SELECTED NAVIGANT, I ASKED YOU
12 TO DO YOUR OWN DUE DILIGENCE. SO WE ARE TOTALLY NONQUALIFIED
13 TO DO CLINICAL TURN AROUND. YOU HAVE THEM ANYWAY. PAID THEM

14 OVER $20 MILLION. RIGHT NOW YOU'RE LOOKING AT PROSPECTIVE

15 OPERATOR FOR THE HOSPITAL. AGAIN, UNDER THE SHROUD OF SECRECY.
16 AND THAT DOES NOT LOOK GOOD. AND WHEN I THINK THAT I HAD ASKED
17 YOU REPEATEDLY WEEKS AFTER WEEKS AFTER THE FAILURE OF C.M.S.,
18 WHERE MISS EPPS WAS? AND NOBODY ANSWERED. AND WHAT KIND OF

19 SALARY SHE WAS GETTING. THEN I FIND OUT SHE GOT AN INCREASE OF
20 $36,000? AND SHE'S GETTING A ONE-YEAR GOING AWAY PARTY. A

21 QUARTER OF A MILLION DOLLARS. AND A FEW MINUTES AGO I HEARD

22 YOU TALKING ABOUT THE CLINIC. YOU KNOW, I THINK THE PEOPLE IN

23 WATTS AND OTHER PLACES DESERVE THAT QUARTER OF A MILLION
24 DOLLARS FOR SOMEBODY WHO HAS FAILED. MAYBE-- OR SHE HAD NOT

25 FATLED. MAYBE YOU HAD HIRED HER TO CLOSE KING-DREW AND MAYBE
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1 SHE'S GETTING A REWARD FOR WHAT SHE DID. BECAUSE THERE IS NOT
2 A SANE ANSWER TO HEAR THAT YOU HAVE INCREASED HER PAY BY

3 $36,000 WHEN SHE HAD FAILED? YOU DID NOT FIRE HER IMMEDIATELY?
4 AND IN ADDITION TO THAT NOW YOU GIVE HER A QUARTER OF A

5 MILLION GOODBYE PARTY IS APPALLING. I THINK THE PUBLIC MUST

6 AND SHOULD GO FOR A BALLOT INITIATIVE TO CREATE HEALTH

7 AUTHORITY. BECAUSE YOU HAVE FAILED IN ALL LEVELS OF

8 LEADERSHIP. AND I THINK IT'S TIME TO GO FOR A BALLOT FOR

9 HEALTH AUTHORITY. REDISTRICTING AND EXPAND THIS BOARD. I HAVE
10 FEW EDITORIALS YOU WILL LOVE TO READ, TELLING MY OPINION OF

11 WHAT IS GOING ON. AND I THINK YOU'RE VIOLATING THE BROWN ACT
12 ALL THE TIME ON THIS ISSUE. ANYWAY, I THINK YOU KNOW IT'S TIME
13 PEOPLE DO LISTEN AND DO SOMETHING ABOUT IT. THANK YOU.

14

15 ANNIE PARK: GOOD AFTERNOON, SUPERVISORS. MY NAME IS ANNIE

16 PARK. I AM HERE REPRESENTING COMMUNITY HEALTH COUNCILS. I

17  THINK IT IS AN UNDERSTATEMENT TO SAY THAT THE COMMUNITY WAS

18 VERY DISAPPOINTED, GIVEN THE EVENTS THAT HAPPENED A COUPLE

19 WEEKS AGO REGARDING THE SEARCH FOR A PRIVATE OPERATOR. I AM

20 VERY HAPPY TO HEAR THAT THESE DELIBERATIONS HAVE NOT COME TO A
21 STANDSTILL AND THAT YOU ARE REACHING OUT TO OTHER ENTITIES,

22 SUCH AS THE CALIFORNIA ENDOWMENT AND THE U.C. SYSTEM. WE JUST

23 URGE YOU TO BE CREATIVE AND FLEXIBLE WITH THIS PROCESS AND

24 THAT YOU CONTINUE TO ALLOW THE COMMUNITY TO PROVIDE INPUT. WE

25 ALSO URGE YOU TO GO BACK TO THE COMMUNITY CRITERIA THAT WAS
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1 SUBMITTED TO THE BOARD WHEN THIS PROCESS FIRST STARTED. AND I
2 DO WANT TO UNDERSCORE THE FACT THAT THESE ARE NOT EXPECTATIONS
3 FOR OPENING DAY. WE REALIZE THAT IT IS GOING TO TAKE SEVERAL
4 YEARS TO GET THE HOSPITAL UP AND RUNNING TO FULL CAPACITY AND
5 THAT WE AGREE WITH THE C.E.O. THAT THIS IS AN INCREMENTAL
6 PROCESS. AND, LASTLY, WE WOULD JUST LIKE TO URGE THE BOARD NOT
7 TO DELAY IN APPOINTING AN INTERIM DIRECTOR FOR THE DEPARTMENT
8 OF HEALTH SERVICES. IT'S A PROBLEM OF LEADERSHIP THAT HAS BEEN
9 BROUGHT UP BEFORE. AND WE WOULD LIKE TO SEE SOMETHING STABLE

10 IN THE FUTURE THAT COULD HELP MAKE THIS PROCESS SUCCESSFUL.

11 THANK YOU.

13 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: THANK YOU.

14

15 SUP. ANTONOVICH: MOVE TO RECEIVE AND FILE AS REPORT BACKS.

16

17 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: RECEIVE AND FILE, SO ORDERED.

18

19 SUP. ANTONOVICH: ITEM NO. 38 ON THE BUDGET THAT MR. FUJIOKA

20 HAD PROPOSED YESTERDAY. THE QUESTION THAT REALLY REMAINS IS:

21 WE ARE MAKING ADJUSTMENTS TO THE VARIOUS PROGRAMS. WE ARE

22 USING FUNDING FROM UNFILLED POSITIONS. WE ARE ENSURING THAT WE

23 ENHANCE THE GANG ENFORCEMENTS THAT HAVE PLAGUED OUR
24 COMMUNITIES. BUT THE QUESTION REALLY REMAINS, WE WERE ABLE TO

25 WORK TOGETHER WITH ALL THE CITIES AND COUNTIES A COUPLE YEARS
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1 AGO WHEN WE GOT PROPOSITION 1-A PASSED, AND THAT ENABLED THE
2 CITIES, LOCAL GOVERNMENT, THE COUNTIES TO PROVIDE RESOURCES TO
3 MEET OUR NEEDS IN PUBLIC SAFETY, WITH THE ARTS, WITH

4 RECREATION, THE LIBRARIES. YOU GO RIGHT DOWN THE LIST, FOSTER
5 CHILDREN, GETTING CHILDREN ADOPTED. SO THE PAST TWO BUDGETS

6 HAVE BEEN VERY GOOD BECAUSE SACRAMENTO DID NOT RAID OUR FUNDS.
7 NOW WITH 16 AND SOME HAVE EVEN PROJECTED AN $18 BILLION

8 DEFICIT FACING THE STATE, LOCAL GOVERNMENT NOW IS BEING LOOKED
9 UPON AS A MEANS FOR THE STATE TO SUBSIDIZE THEIR

10 INEFFICIENCIES AND WASTE. AND I REALLY BELIEVE THAT BECAUSE OF
11 THE IMPACT IT'S HAVING ACROSS THE STATE, THAT THE STATE

12 LEGISLATURE OUGHT TO BE IN A SPECIAL SESSION IN WHICH THEY ARE
13 ADDRESSING THIS SHORTFALL SO THAT THE COUNTIES AND CITIES AND
14 SCHOOL DISTRICTS ARE ABLE TO DO RESPONSIBLE BUDGETS FOR 2008-

16 DOLLARS. I TALKED ABOUT THE FIVE CLUSTERS, I'VE INTRODUCED YOU
17 TO THE INDIVIDUALS. HERE ARE SOME OF THE HIGHLIGHTS FOR EACH
18 CLUSTER. IN THE SHERIFF'S DEPARTMENT, AND I KNOW THAT THE

19 SHERIFF'S DEPARTMENT HAS TALKED TO EACH ONE OF YOU AND

20 EXPRESSED SOME CONCERNS. BUT AT THE SAME TIME IN TALKING TO

6 FOLKS CAN DO THAT THEMSELVES. BUT I JUST WANT TO HIGHLIGHT A

7 COUPLE OF ITEMS. DISTRICT ATTORNEY, WE'VE WORKED WITH HIM VERY
8 CLOSELY TO MOVE FORWARD THE DIGITAL ARCHIVE PROJECT. IT SOUNDS
9 LIKE A SIMPLE PROJECT OF IMAGING THE INFORMATION. BUT YET THIS
10 PROJECT ALONE WILL INCREASE THE EFFICIENCY OF OUR DISTRICT

11 ATTORNEY'S STAFF, AND HAVE A HUGE IMPACT ON THE QUALITY OF

12 THEIR SERVICES. THE D.A. CAME TO ME PERSONALLY AND ASKED FOR
13 MONEY TO MOVE FORWARD HIS HIGH TECH CRIME PROGRAM, A NEW FOCUS
14 FOR HIM, AND WE KNOW THAT HIGH TECH CRIME, ESPECIALLY I.D.

15 THEFT, IS SOMETHING WE NEED TO FOCUS ON. AND PROBATION, THIS
16 OPERATION READ, A PROGRAM THAT I KNOW IS STRONGLY SUPPORTED BY
17 ALL OFFICERS, ESPECIALLY THE FOURTH. THERE'S MONEY FOR A

18 MENTAL HEALTH PROGRAM FOR JUVENILES IN THE PROBATION CAMPS AND
19 HALLS. GOING ON, FIRE DEPARTMENT, 6.5 MILLION FOR EMERGENCY

20  AND PREVENTATIVE SERVICES. ALTERNATE P.D. AND PUBLIC DEFENDER.
21 THIS IS WHAT I HIGHLIGHTED. THIS, TO A LARGE EXTENT, SPEAKS TO

22 WHAT HAPPENED IN THE ALTERNATE PUBLIC DEFENDER, AND WHAT

23 JANICE FUKAI DID TO LOOK AT HER POSITIONS. AND TO A LARGE
24 PART, ALTHOUGH THERE'S 11 POSITIONS, THERE WERE OTHER CHANGES

25 THAT WERE MADE IN A.P.D., WHEN WE GET TO THAT DETAIL, SO THAT
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1 YOU UNDERSTAND WHAT SHE DID TO SELF-FUND SOME OF HER

2 POSITIONS. WE HAVE AN INCREASING COST FOR WHAT WE CALL

3 UNAVAILABLE LEGAL REPRESENTATION. WHEN WE DON'T HAVE A P.D. OR
4 A.P.D., WE HAVE TO USE A CONTRACT ATTORNEY. BUT THE A.P.D. AND
5 P.D. WILL BE WORKING TOGETHER THROUGH THE COURSE OF NEXT YEAR
6 TO REDUCE THAT PARTICULAR COST. THREE DEPARTMENTS, THE A.P.D.,
7 D.A., AND PUBLIC DEFENDER, HAVE WORKED TOGETHER TO MOVE

8 FORWARD A WI-FI PROJECT OVER AT THE CRIMINAL COURTS BUILDING.
9 THE MERE FACT THAT THOSE THREE ENTITIES CAME TOGETHER WORKING
10 WITH OUR DEPUTY C.E.O. TO DEVELOP THIS WI-FI PROJECT, I

11 BELIEVE SPEAKS VOLUMES. THIS IS ELECTRONIC MEDICAL RECORDS

12 SYSTEM FOR JUVENILE COURT SERVICES. WE MOVE ON. THE SCHEDULING
13 DEPLOYMENT AND TIME MANAGEMENT BILLING SYSTEM FOR THE FIRE AND
14 SHERIFF'S DEPARTMENT, AGAIN, WILL IMPROVE EFFICIENCIES. THE

15 NEXT ONE, WHEN IT SPEAKS TO THE COUNTY-WIDE CRIMINAL JUSTICE
16 EFFICIENCY STUDY. THE IMPORTANCE OF THIS IS, AGAIN, THREE

17 DEPARTMENTS WORKING TOGETHER. THEY GAVE ME ABOUT SEVEN MAJOR
18 I.T. EFFICIENCIES THAT, IF BY WORKING WITH THE SUPERIOR COURT,
19 WILL IMPROVE THE QUALITY AND THE TIMELINESS OF THEIR SERVICES,
20 SOMETHING REAL BASIC. WHEN A MINUTE ORDER IS DEVELOPED THROUGH
21 A COURT, THAT MINUTE ORDER IS TYPED BY SOMEONE AT THE SUPERIOR

22 COURT AND THEN GIVEN TO US IN A HARD COPY. WE IN TURN TAKE

23 THAT HARD COPY AND INPUT THE SAME INFORMATION INTO OUR SYSTEM.
24 BY WORKING WITH THE COURT, WE CAN DEVELOP A COMPUTER INTERFACE

25 FROM THEIR SYSTEM TO OUR SYSTEM ELIMINATING THAT MANUAL
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1 FUNCTION, BUT MORE IMPORTANTLY, ENSURING THE TIMELY UPDATING
2 OF OUR CRIMINAL JUSTICE INFORMATION. VIDEO VISITING AND VIDEO
3 ARRAIGNMENT WOULD BE HUGE FOR US. EVERYONE KNOWS THAT WHEN IT
4 COMES TO TRANSPORTING PRISONERS FROM OUR JAILS, THE COSTS

5 ASSOCIATED WITH THAT, BOTH IN TRANSPORTATION BUT ALSO IN

6 ENSURING THE SAFE MOVEMENT FROM THE HOLDING CELLS TO THE BUSES
7 IS A HUGE DRAIN ON THE SHERIFF'S DEPARTMENT. WE ARE GOING TO

8§ MOVE THAT INITIATIVE FORWARD. YOU WILL SEE SOME ABSOLUTE

9 SAVINGS IN THE SHERIFF'S DEPARTMENT AS A CONSEQUENCE OF THAT
10 INITIATIVE. VIDEO VISITING IS SOMETHING I FEEL VERY STRONGLY
11 ABOUT BECAUSE THAT CONNECTION BETWEEN THE INMATE AND HIS OR

12 HER FAMILY IS VERY, VERY IMPORTANT. THROUGH VIDEO VISITING,

13 INSTEAD OF HAVING THE FAMILIES TRAVEL OFTENTIMES LONG

14 DISTANCES AND WAITING IN LINE FOR HOURS AND HOURS, WE CAN

15 CREATE A SYSTEM WHERE THE PERSON CAN ACCESS, OR AT LEAST HAVE
16 CONTACT WITH THEIR LOVED ONE OVER THE INTERNET. IT COULD OCCUR
17 AT THEIR HOME OR COULD OCCUR AT A SATELLITE OFFICE, LIKE A

18 SHERIFF'S STATION, WHICH WOULD ELIMINATE THOSE LONG WAITS AND
19 LONG TRAVEL TIME. THIS ONE, THE EXPIRATION OF COMBINING

20 TRAINING SITES FOR PROBATION AND SHERIFF. IT SEEMS ODD, IT'S
21 ONE OF THE THINGS THAT, SINCE I'VE CAME HERE, I'VE FELT --

22 THERE'S A NUMBER OF THINGS I'VE FELT IS STRANGE. BUT OUR

23 PROBATION STAFEF WILL GO TO RIO HONDO FOR THEIR TRAINING NEEDS,
24 AND WILL CONTRACT WITH RIO HONDO. AND YET WE HAVE THREE

25 TRAINING SITES IN THE SHERIFF'S DEPARTMENT. AND WE HAVE
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1 INDIVIDUALS IN THE SHERIFF'S DEPARTMENT WHO CAN OFFER THIS
2 TRAINING. AND THERE'S SOME ABSOLUTE SAVINGS RIGHT HERE IF WE

3 COMBINE THOSE TWO PROGRAMS. I MENTIONED WHAT'S HAPPENING AT

4 ANIMAL CARE AND CONTROL. AT THE MUSEUM OF ART, WE'RE ASKING

5 FOR A $2 MILLION ADJUSTMENT, EXCUSE ME, TO THE BASE FUNDING

6 AGREEMENT TO SUPPORT THE OPERATING COSTS ASSOCIATED WITH THE

7 OPENING OF THE BROAD CONTEMPORARY ART MUSEUM AND A PARKING

8 GARAGE. WE DO HAVE AN EXISTING OPERATING AGREEMENT. IT MUST BE
9 RECOGNIZED THAT WHEN THE NEW MUSEUM WAS OPENED, THE COSTS

10 ASSOCIATED WITH OPERATING THAT MUSEUM HAVE GONE UP. SOME HAVE
11 QUESTIONED WHETHER OR NOT THIS SHOULD BE SOMETHING WE SHOULD
12 SUPPORT. I BELIEVE THAT ARTS AND MUSIC AND CULTURE IN GENERAL
13 IS IMPORTANT FOR ANY COMMUNITY, ANY GOVERNMENT. THE FACT THAT
14 THIS MUSEUM IS IS OPEN TO EVERYONE AND IS ACCESSIBLE, AND WE
15 HAVE A NEW DIRECTOR WHO IS INCREASING ITS ACCESSIBILITY TO THE
16 UNDER-SERVICED COMMUNITIES IS CRITICAL. I GREW UP IN A POOR

17 COMMUNITY. GOING TO MUSEUMS, TAKING THAT BUS RIDE, WAS

18 SOMETHING I'LL NEVER FORGET, BUT IT OPENED UP A NEW WORLD FOR
19 ME. PARKS AND RECREATION. WE HAVE -- OUR DEPARTMENT HEAD, I

20 SHOULD HAVE MENTIONED THIS ONE, STEPPED UP AND IDENTIFIED

21 THESE DEFICIENCIES. ONE IS SOMETHING VERY SIMPLE. AT OUR

22 LAKES, WHERE WE HAVE SWIM BEACHES, WE BUY 9,000 GALLONS OF

23 WATER A DAY AND WE PUMP THAT -- WE MIX THAT WATER WITH
24 CHLORINE, AND WE PUMP IT INTO OUR SWIM BEACHES EVERY SINGLE

25 DAY TO CREATE A SWIM BEACH. BY INSTALLING A WATER-COOLED PUMP,
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1 WE CAN TAKE EXISTING WATER AND USE IT TO ADD THAT CHLORINE TO
2 THE SWIM BEACH. 9,000 GALLONS OF WATER A DAY, THE SIMPLE MATH
3 EQUATES TO MILLIONS OF GALLONS OF WATER A DAY WE DON'T HAVE TO
4 PURCHASE AND WE DON'T HAVE TO WASTE. AND WE'RE ALSO GOING TO

5 LOOK AT WATERLESS URINALS AND THEN ALSO AN ON-LINE EVENT AND

6 RESERVATION SYSTEM. THE $900,000 INVESTMENT WILL REALIZE A

7  MINIMUM OF $200,000 A YEAR. IT WILL PAY FOR ITSELF IN FIVE

8 YEARS. BUT MORE IMPORTANTLY, THE IMPACT TO THE ENVIRONMENT,

9 FOR THE WATERLESS URINALS AND THE WATER-COOLED PUMPS, I THINK
10 IS VERY IMPORTANT. WE GO ON TO SOME OF THE GREEN BUILDING

11 ISSUES AND BUILDING ISSUES AND SOME OF THE ENERGY AND

12 ENVIRONMENTAL DEVELOPMENT BUILDING STANDARDS. WHAT'S HAPPENING
13 NOW IN PUBLIC WORKS, I.S.D. REGIONAL PLANNING, AND MOVING

14 FORWARD IN THOSE INITIATIVES AGAIN SPEAKS TO SOME STRONG

15 COLLABORATION. WE GO ON TO SOME OTHER EXAMPLES. AN AUTOMATED
16 GRANTS TRACKING SYSTEM, THE E-CAPS BILLING. I HAD MENTIONED

17 THAT, E-COMMERCE PROJECT AT ANIMAL CONTROL. THAT'S AGAIN, ON-
18 LINE PAYMENT AND PROCESSING OF LICENSES. WE MOVE ON QUICKLY.

19 HEALTH SERVICES, I MENTIONED THAT WE WILL BE REPORTING BACK

20 SEPARATELY. WE DO NEED TO HAVE THAT SEPARATE CONVERSATION OF
21 HOW WE'RE GOING TO ADDRESS THE BUDGET AND HOW WE'RE GOING TO

22 ADDRESS THE MOVING FORWARD ON PROGRAMS AND SERVICES, BECAUSE

23 EVEN THOUGH THERE'S A DEFICIT, WE STILL HAVE THE
24 RESPONSIBILITY TO ADDRESS THE HEALTHCARE NEEDS OF THE

25 RESIDENTS HERE IN THE COUNTY. AS WE MOVE FORWARD, I'M ALSO
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1 GOING TO TALK TO YOU ABOUT SOME PRIOR DECISIONS THAT HAVE BEEN
2 MADE THAT, FOR SOME OF OUR FACILITIES, STARTING WITH RANCHO

3 AND WHAT RANCHO I THINK CAN DO FOR OUR SYSTEM. AND I'M GOING

4 TO ASK US TO RETHINK HOW WE LOOK AT THAT PARTICULAR FACILITY.
5 MENTAL HEALTH. WHAT WE'RE ADDING FOR THROUGH THE MENTAL HEALTH
6 SERVICES ACT TO SUPPORT PROGRAMS, TO IMPROVE THE MENTAL

7 HEALTHCARE OF OUR RESIDENTS. PUBLIC HEALTH. WE HAVE $2.6

8§ MILLION FROM THE TOBACCO SETTLEMENT DESIGNATION FOR THE

9 SMOKING CESSATION PROGRAM. I KNOW THERE'S CONCERN ON HOW WE'RE
10 SPENDING THE MONEY AS WE HAVE MORE DISCUSSIONS ON THIS

11 PARTICULAR ISSUE AND ALSO THE ISSUE WE DISCUSSED EARLIER, FOR
12 P.P.P.S THAT USE THE TOBACCO SETTLEMENT MONEY. WE WILL GIVE

13 YOU A SEPARATE REPORT THAT GIVES YOU A FULL ACCOUNTING ON HOW
14 WE'RE SPENDING THAT MONEY. THERE'S ALSO MONEY TO CONTINUE THE
15 METHAMPHETAMINE PREVENTION EDUCATION OUTREACH SERVICES. WE'VE
16 PUT $800,000 IN THE BUDGET. LET'S SEE. MOVING ON, HEALTH

17 SERVICES AND THE NEED TO PUT TOGETHER A STRATEGIC PLAN, AND

18 ALSO THE NEED TO MOVE FORWARD ON PSYCHIATRIC EMERGENCY

19 SERVICES. WE HAVE A PROGRAM THAT WE'RE PILOTING AT OLIVE VIEW
20 THAT REPRESENTS A COLLABORATION BETWEEN THE DEPARTMENT OF

21 MENTAL HEALTH AND HEALTH SERVICES. WE ALSO HAVE PROGRAMS THAT

22 WILL ACTUALLY ENHANCE THE QUALITY OF MENTAL HEALTHCARE FOR

23 THOSE WHO SEEK EMERGENCY SERVICES. IN THIS BUDGET, YOU'LL ALSO
24 SEE A MENTAL HEALTH PROGRAM THAT WE'RE GOING TO START AT ONE

25 OF OUR PROBATION CAMPS TO ADDRESS A CRITICAL UNMET NEED FOR
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1 WARDS OF OUR PROBATION CAMPS. THIS IS SOMETHING THAT'S RELATED
2 TO OUR KATIE A. SETTLEMENT, AND THAT'S THE CREATION OF A

3 SATELLITE MINI HUB AT THE OLD -- I SHOULDN'T SAY OLD, BUT THE
4 MACLAREN HALL SITE IN EL MONTE. AND IT PROVIDES HEALTHCARE

5 SERVICES TO ABOUT A THOUSAND CHILDREN IN THE FOSTER CARE

6 PROGRAM. AND IT WILL BE LINKED WITH L.A.C./U.S.C. MEDICAL

7 CENTER. THE MENTAL HEALTH COURT PROGRAM, SOME INFORMATION ON

8 THAT PARTICULAR PROGRAM, ON THE WORK FORCE EDUCATION TRAINING
9 AND THE PREVENTION, EARLY PREVENTION, PREVENTION AND EARLY

10 INTERVENTION PLAN. I'M NOT GOING TO READ ALL OF THESE.

11 COMMUNITY AND SENIOR SERVICES. THIS IS VERY IMPORTANT. WE HAVE
12 SENIOR CENTERS AND COMMUNITY CENTERS WHO ARE IN NEED OF REPAIR
13 RIGHT NOW. THERE'S $2.1 MILLION PUT IN THE BUDGET TO ADDRESS

16 NOT IN TODAY'S PROPOSED BUDGET, BUT WHEN WE GET THE FINAL

17 CHANGES, I'M GOING TO ASK THAT WE LOOK AT DEDICATING A VERY

18 SPECIFIC AMOUNT ON AN ANNUAL BASIS FOR OUR EXTRAORDINARY

19 MAINTENANCE BUDGET. EVERY YEAR WE HAVE A FUND BALANCE THAT

20 ROLLS OVER FROM BUDGET TO BUDGET. I WANT TO ASK YOU TO

21 DEDICATE AT LEAST 5% OF THAT FUND BALANCE AND PUT IT INTO OUR

22 EXTRAORDINARY MAINTENANCE BUDGET. WE HAVE FACILITIES

23 THROUGHOUT THE COUNTY WHERE OUR EMPLOYEES WORK OR WHERE OUR
24 RESIDENTS COME TO PARTICIPATE IN OUR PROGRAMS AND SERVICES,

25 LIKE HEALTHCARE CENTERS OR COMMUNITY CENTERS OR THESE SENIOR
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1 CENTERS THAT ARE IN TERRIBLE STATES OF DISREPATIR. BY SETTING
2 ASIDE MONEY, IT SPEAKS TO OUR COMMITMENT TO IMPROVE THEIR

3 ENVIRONMENT, NOT ONLY FOR THE WORKERS, WHICH ARE VERY

4 IMPORTANT, BUT ALSO THOSE WHO BENEFIT FROM OUR PROGRAMS.

5 THERE'S MORE INFORMATION HERE ON CHILDREN AND FAMILY SERVICES
6 THAT SPEAKS TO ADOPTION ASSISTANCE AND THE INCREASE IN THE

7 FUNDING FOR THE PROGRAMS ASSOCIATED WITH THE KATIE A.

8 SETTLEMENT CORRECTIVE PLAN. I MENTIONED WHAT HAPPENED IN

9 CHILDREN AND FAMILY SERVICES, AND I CALLED THAT OUT, AND

10 YOU'LL SEE THESE POSITIONS HERE THAT ARE SELF-FUNDED BY

11 D.C.F.S. YOUR CHILDREN'S DEPUTIES KNOW, BECAUSE WE WENT

12 THROUGH A VERY LENGTHY DISCUSSION ON HOW THIS OCCURRED. BUT
13 CREDIT NEEDS TO BE GIVEN TO OUR DEPARTMENT HEAD, WHO WENT

14 THROUGH AN EXTREMELY COMPREHENSIVE REVIEW OF ALL OF OUR

15 PROGRAMS AND SERVICES TO IDENTIFY HOW SHE WOULD FUND HER UNMET
16 NEEDS. AND I'M GOING TO USE THIS AS AN EXAMPLE, BECAUSE THERE
17  MAY BE OTHER INSTANCES WHERE YOU FEEL THAT A DEPARTMENT NEEDS
18 ADDITIONAL FUNDS. I'VE HEARD THE SHERIFF'S DEPARTMENT BEEN

19 WALKING AROUND SAYING THEY HAVE SOME LARGE UNMET NEEDS. THIS
20 IS AN EXAMPLE OF A DEPARTMENT HEAD WHO LOOKED WITHIN HER OWN
21 DEPARTMENT FIRST TO ADDRESS THOSE NEEDS. AND BEFORE WE

22 ALLOCATE OR APPROPRIATE ADDITIONAL MONEY TO A DEPARTMENT, I

23 ASK THAT WE INSTRUCT THEM FIRST TO WORK WITH OUR OFFICE TO SEE
24 HOW THEY CAN SELF-FUND THOSE NEEDS, INSTEAD OF MERELY PUTTING

25 THEIR HAND OUT AND ASKING FOR MORE. PUBLIC SOCIAL SERVICES, I
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1 TALKED ABOUT THE -- I'M SORRY. THIS IS JUST A GENERAL RELIEF
2 PROGRAM, AND AN INCREASE FOR THAT PROGRAM, AND ADDITIONAL

3 MONEY FOR THE IN-HOME SUPPORTIVE SERVICES PROGRAM. THE NEXT
4 FEW SLIDES WILL SPEAK TO WHAT WE'RE DOING FOR THE HOMELESS

5 PREVENTION INITIATIVE PROGRAMS. GOING TO MOVE ON. I MENTIONED
6 THE GENERAL RELIEF DISABLED SUPPORT AND INCOME PROGRAM. THIS

7 WAS DEVELOPED BY D.P.S.S. STAFEF AND THE MANAGEMENT TEAM.

8§ MOVING A THOUSAND GENERAL RELIEF RECIPIENTS FROM THAT PROGRAM.
9 AND THESE ARE INDIVIDUALS WHO HAVE BEEN IN GENERAL RELIEF FROM
10 7 TO 29 YEARS, TO S.S.I., HAS A HUGE BENEFIT TO NOT ONLY THE
11 INDIVIDUAL BUT ALSO TO US. BECAUSE ONCE THEY QUALIFY FOR MEDI-
12 CAL, WE'LL BE ABLE TO GET REVENUE FOR THE SERVICES WE PROVIDE
13 THEM THROUGH OUR HEALTH SYSTEM. I TALKED ABOUT THE CHILD

14 SUPPORT IMAGING PROGRAM THAT'S HAPPENING NOW. IT'S GOING TO

15 HAPPEN AT CHILDREN'S SUPPORT SERVICES. AT THE APPROPRIATE

16 POINT IN TIME, YOU'LL SEE AT LEAST THE VERMONT FACILITY,

17 D.P.5.5., CHILDREN AND SUPPORT SERVICES AND CHILD SUPPORT

18 SERVICES SHARING THE SAME INFORMATION. THERE'RE HUGE ECONOMIES
19 AND EFFICIENCIES THAT WILL RESULT FROM THAT. THE NEXT ONE IS
20 SOMETHING WE'RE GOING TO TALK ABOUT AS A P.F.U., AND THAT'S

21 THE TRANSFER OF INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY OPERATIONS FEFROM

22 D.C.F.S. TO INTERNAL SERVICES. THE DEPARTMENT OF CHILDREN AND

23 FAMILY SERVICES I.T. PROGRAM HAS SOME SERIOUS PROBLEMS. THEIR
24 INFRASTRUCTURE IS OLD, THEIR COMPUTERS ARE AT LEAST EIGHT

25 YEARS OLD. THEIR SERVERS ARE AT LEAST SIX YEARS OLD. THIS IS A

4 OTHER AT-RISK YOUTH OR LOW INCOME YOUTH INTO JOBS, HOPEFULLY

5 JOBS IN THE PUBLIC SERVICE, AND SHOW THEM THE BENEFITS OF

6 WORKING IN ONE OF OUR DEPARTMENTS. HUMAN RESOURCES HAS

7 DEVELOPED A PROGRAM THAT'S CONSISTENT WITH A MOTION FROM

8 SUPERVISOR ANTONOVICH TO CREATE INTERNSHIP SLOTS AT OUR NEW

9 CRIME LAB SO THAT AN INDIVIDUAL GOING THROUGH THE ACADEMIC

10 PROGRAM AT CAL STATE L.A. WILL BE ABLE TO MIGRATE OR MOVE FROM
11 THE ACADEMIC SETTING INTO A JOB AS A CRIMINALIST WITH THE

12 SHERIFF'S DEPARTMENT. WE ALSO HAVE NEW INTERNSHIP POSITIONS TO
13 HELP BRING IN MORE AND NEW ADMINISTRATIVE STAFEF THAT WE

14 HOPEFULLY WILL EVOLVE AND DEVELOP TO BE THE FUTURE LEADERS

15 HERE IN THE COUNTY. I.S.D., THERE ARE A NUMBER OF THINGS THAT
16 I.5.D. IS DOING. WE HAVE A NEW INTERIM DEPARTMENT HEAD WHO HAS

20 I MENTIONED TO YOU WHAT OUR INTERIM REGISTRAR-RECORDER IS

21 DOING. THIS IS JUST A SOCIAL SECURITY NUMBER TRUNCATION

22 PROGRAM. BUT I TALKED TO YOU ABOUT WHAT HE'S TRYING TO DO ON

23 RECORDING DEEDS. THE NEXT FEW ARE CLUSTER-WIDE INITIATIVES.
24 THIS BUDGET WAS A CONSEQUENCE OF MANY INDIVIDUALS WORKING

25 TOGETHER. THROUGHOUT THIS BUDGET, AND WE'RE GOING TO TALK
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1 ABOUT IT I THINK LATER, AS YOU START ASKING QUESTIONS. YOU'LL
2 SEE WHERE IT WASN'T JUST A SINGLE DEPARTMENT SENDING A SINGLE

14 SO LONG —-- AND I UNDERSTAND THAT SOME PEOPLE ARE WAITING

15 THREE, FOUR AND FIVE MONTHS TO BE HIRED. NOW, I MEAN, I DON'T
16 KNOW HOW LONG PEOPLE CAN WAIT AROUND FOR A JOB, BUT MAYBE

17 THAT'S WHY WE'RE LOSING SOME OF THESE FOLKS, IS BECAUSE THE

18 PROCESS IS TOO LONG. AND EVERY TIME WE'VE LOOKED AT HUMAN

19 RESOURCES ISSUES, WE ALWAYS FIND IT'S A BUREAUCRATIC PROBLEM.
20 I MEAN, THESE APPLICATIONS, THIS INVESTIGATION, THIS REVIEW IS
21 SITTING ON SOMEBODY'S DESK. AND THERE'S NOT KIND OF AN AUDIT

22 TRAILER A MECHANISM TO FIND OUT CAN WE PUSH THESE? NOW GRANTED

23 IF SOMEBODY'S INVESTIGATIONS AND IT TRULY IS -- OR IS IT AFTER
24 IT'S COME BACK FROM INVESTIGATION IT GOES AND SITS ON

25 SOMEONE'S DESK? SO I'D LIKE TO REQUEST THE C.E.O. DEVELOP A
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1 SPECIAL TEAM. NOW I KNOW WE HAVE TO BE CAREFUL. WE HAVE TO
2 SORT OF WAIT UNTIL THE STATE TAKES CARE OF ALL OF THEIR

3 ISSUES. I HATE TO STRING US OUT AND HIRE A BUNCH OF PEOPLE
4 THAT LATER ON WE CAN'T AFFORD TO SUSTAIN. BUT 640 IS AN AWFUL

5 LOT. I DON'T KNOW FINANCIALLY--

7 C.E.O. FUJIOKA: I AGREE.

9 SUP. MOLINA: WHAT THE NUMBER IS. SO I THINK WE SHOULD TRY AND
10 DO THAT AS MUCH AS POSSIBLE.

11

12 C.E.O. FUJIOKA: WE CAN COME BACK WITH A PLAN. WE'LL START

13 BUDGET DELIBERATIONS IN A FEW WEEKS. AND DURING THAT PERIOD,
14 WE CAN COME BACK TO YOU WITH THE PLAN YOU'RE REQUESTING.

15 RECENTLY, OUR PROBATION DEPARTMENT AND OUR HUMAN RESOURCES

16 DEPARTMENT WORKED TOGETHER TO HIRE A VERY LARGE NUMBER OF

17 PROBATION OFFICERS UNDER A SHORT PERIOD OF TIME TO MEET THE
18 FEDERAL CONSENT DECREE DEMANDS AND TO ADDRESS SOME OF THE

19 STAFFING SHORTAGES AT OUR JUVENILE HALLS. THEY HIRED OVER 200
20 INDIVIDUALS UNDER A SHORT PERIOD OF TIME. SO WE CAN USE THAT
21 MODEL TO SOME DEGREE TO ADDRESS THIS ISSUE.

22

23 SUP. MOLINA: WELL, I KNOW THAT WE CAN DO IT EVERY TIME WE PUT
24 OUR MIND TO IT. SO WE SHOULD DO IT HERE.

25
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C.E.O. FUJIOKA: WE'LL REPORT BACK TO YOU ON THAT.

3 SUP. MOLINA: I THINK THAT'S ALSO TRUE IN MENTAL HEALTH. T

4 DON'T KNOW THE NUMBER OF VACANCIES THEY HAVE IN MENTAL HEALTH,
5 BUT IT'S ALSO QUITE A FEW. AND THESE ARE, AGAIN, IN AREAS THAT
6 -— AND I DON'T KNOW. AGAIN, THERE'S A FUNDING ISSUE, BUT

7 THERE'S ALSO NEW DOLLARS COMING INTO THE DEPARTMENT. SO I

8 DON'T KNOW WHAT THE PROBLEM IS. BUT EVERY TIME SOMEBODY SAYS,
9 THEY POINT TO A HUMAN RESOURCES PROBLEM. AND EVERY TIME I'VE
10 LOOKED AT THOSE ISSUES, IT'S SOME BUREAUCRATIC REASON AS TO

11 WHY THESE PEOPLE AREN'T HIRED QUICKER, I DON'T KNOW OF ANY OF
12 YOU, BUT IF YOU APPLY FOR A JOB, IT SHOULDN'T TAKE FOUR AND

13 SIX MONTHS TO WAIT FOR AN ANSWER, WHATEVER THAT PROCESS IS.

14 PARTICULARLY WHEN WE'RE IN DESPERATE NEED OF SOME OF THESE

15 FOLKS. AND THEN I THINK WE'RE GOING TO DO THE HEALTH BUDGET

16 SEPARATE, RIGHT? IS THAT CORRECT SHEILA?

17

18 SHEILA SHIMA: YES. WE'RE GOING TO CALL IT, THE BUDGET

19 COMMITTEE, THE WHOLE REPORT. BUT IT WILL BE DISCUSSED AS PART
20 OF THE OVERALL PROPOSED BUDGET.

21

22 SUP. MOLINA: ALL RIGHT. BUT I THINK THAT THIS BUDGET, EVEN

23 THOUGH IT'S THE SAME BUDGET AS LAST YEAR, BUT I REALLY AM KIND
24  OF PROUD THAT AT A TIME WHEN MANY AREAS ARE CUTTING BACK, WE

25 HAVE DONE EFFECTIVE JOB AT MAINTAINING AND SUSTAINING WHAT WE
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1 HAVE, WHICH I THINK IS REALLY ESSENTIAL. HAVING BEEN ON THIS
2 BOARD WHEN WE HAD TO MAKE VERY, VERY DRAMATIC CUTS AND LOOK AT
3 SHORTCHANGING THE COMMUNITY ON VARIOUS LEVELS OF SERVICES, I'M
4 PLEASED THAT WE HAVE A BUDGET BEFORE US THAT DOESN'T DO THAT.
5 OF COURSE, WE HAVEN'T HEARD YET FROM THE STATE. SO WE DON'T

6 KNOW THAT AT THE END OF THE DAY THAT WE MAY NOT BE PUT IN THAT
7 KIND OF SITUATION. BUT I THINK A BIG PART OF IT, AS WELL, HAS
8 BEEN THE PAST ACTIONS OF THIS BOARD IN MAINTAINING THE KIND OF
9 FISCAL CONSERVATISM FROM THE STANDPOINT OF ALLOCATIONS. AND

10 YET AT THE SAME TIME, BEING FAIR AND EQUITABLE WITH ALL OF OUR
11 EMPLOYEES FROM THE STANDPOINT OF EQUITABLE PAY RAISES AND

12 ADJUSTMENTS ACCORDINGLY. BUT I THINK THAT IF WE LOOK AT WHAT

13 COULD HAVE HAPPENED TO US BY SOME OF THE DECISIONS THAT COULD
14 HAVE BEEN MADE YEARS AGO AND WERE NOT MADE, I THINK WE'RE

15 DOING VERY, VERY WELL. AND WE'RE SAVING A COMMUNITY FROM A

16 SITUATION, UNLIKE OTHER MUNICIPALITIES RIGHT NOW THAT ARE

17 LOOKING AT DRAMATIC CUTS IN PUBLIC SAFETY IN OTHER AREAS. AND
18 PARTICULARLY A RESPONSIBILITY THAT WE HAVE IN SO MANY SOCIAL
19 SERVICES. SO THANK YOU. I THINK IT'S A GOOD BUDGET. I HOPE

20 THAT WE'RE GOING TO BE SAFE ALL THE WAY THROUGH JUNE. BUT

21 THERE ARE CERTAIN AREAS IN WHICH WE REALLY NEED TO STEP UP AND

22 START ADDRESSING, PARTICULARLY VACANCIES, IF IN FACT THEY'RE

23 FUNDED. BECAUSE THEY SHOULDN'T SIT THERE AND BE PART OF A

24  BUDGET SAVINGS AT THE END OF THE YEAR IF IN FACT THESE ARE

25 REALLY FUNDED POSITIONS.
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C.E.O. FUJIOKA: THE LAST POINT YOU MADE -- AND I TRIED TO
EMPHASIZE THAT AT THE BEGINNING, BECAUSE I HAVE A UNIQUE
PERSPECTIVE HAVING WORKED IN TWO LARGE MUNICIPAL GOVERNMENTS.
I CAN'T UNDERSTATE THE IMPORTANCE, AND I NEED TO PUT BOLD
PRINT AND UNDERLINES UNDERNEATH THIS, THE PUBLIC NEEDS TO
RECOGNIZE THAT THIS COUNTY HAS EXCEPTIONAL FISCAL POLICIES.
THOSE POLICIES DIDN'T HAPPEN BY ACCIDENT. THEY'RE THE
CONSEQUENCE OF THE ACTIONS TAKEN BY THIS BOARD. THE FACT THAT
WE'RE NOT LOOKING AT SEVERE PROGRAM CUTS AND ALSO LAYOFFS OR
THINGS OF THAT SORT, EITHER PROGRAM CUTS OR SERVICE
REDUCTIONS, IS BECAUSE THIS COUNTY'S IN STRONG FISCAL
CONDITION. NOW WE'RE VERY CONCERNED AT CAN HAPPEN AND WHAT CAN
HAPPEN AS A CONSEQUENCE OF THE STATE BUDGET AND THE FEDERAL
BUDGET. TO A LARGE EXTENT THAT'S OUTSIDE OF OUR CONTROL. BUT
WHAT IS WITHIN OUR CONTROL HAS BEEN HANDLED EXCEPTIONALLY
WELL. I'M NOT SAYING THAT JUST BECAUSE I'M THE NEW GUY. I'M
SAYING IT BECAUSE IT'S A FACT. AND OFTENTIMES IT'S DIFFICULT
TO SEE WHAT'S NOT THERE. BUT WHAT'S NOT THERE ARE THE SEVERE
PROGRAM CUTS THAT ARE BEING FACED DOWN THE STREET. BUT EVEN
OTHER COUNTIES THROUGHOUT THE STATE OF CALIFORNIA, WE HAVE A
VERY HEALTHY -- HOW SHOULD I PUT IT? COUNTY IN TERMS OF OUR
FISCAL HEALTH. BUT, AGAIN, THE STATE AND FEDERAL GOVERNMENT

WILL CREATE SOME CHALLENGES FOR US.
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SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: ARE YOU FINISHED?

3 SUP. MOLINA: YES, THANK YOU.

5 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: I WAS REALLY IMPRESSED WITH THE USE OF I.T.
6 TO TRY TO WORK WITHIN THE COURTS FOR COOPERATION AND THE USE

7 OF I.T. TO REALLY SET UP THE EFFICIENCY AND SOME OF THE

8 SAVINGS, THE POTENTIAL SAVINGS. I'D LIKE TO ASK ABOUT A COUPLE
9 OF AREAS. AND WHEN WE GET TO HEALTH, I HAVE ONE THAT I REALLY
10 WANT TO GET AN UNDERSTANDING OF WHAT HAD HAPPENED OVER THE

11 YEARS AND WHERE WE ARE NOW. BUT IN TERMS OF THE ASSESSOR AND
12 TAX COLLECTION, I THINK THAT THE NUMBER OF CALLS WE GET AS FAR
13 AS THE SYSTEMS AND THE UNMET NEEDS. WE 200 MILLION OR MORE

14 OVER A PERIOD OF YEARS TO REPLACE THE ANTIQUATED PROPERTY TAX
15 SYSTEMS. I DON'T KNOW WHETHER EVERYONE ELSE GETS THESE CALLS,
16 BUT I'M CONSTANTLY DEALING WITH THE ASSESSOR OR TAX COLLECTOR
17 ON ERRORS AND ISSUES THAT COME UP. OBVIOUSLY, IT'S A VERY

18 COMPLEX TAX COLLECTION, NUMBERS OF PROPERTIES. BUT SOME OF THE
19 ERRORS ARE VERY, VERY HARD TO EXPLAIN TO THE PUBLIC. I'D LIKE
20 TO FIND OUT EXACTLY HOW WE'RE MOVING FORWARD IN ORDER TO TRY
21 TO CORRECT SOME OF THAT AND TO REPLACE THAT SYSTEM.

22

23 C.E.O. FUJIOKA: OKAY. WOULD YOU LIKE THE INFORMATION NOW OR AS
24 WE GO FORWARD THROUGH DELIBERATIONS? KNOW THAT OUR ASSESSOR

25 HAS SENT FORWARD A VERY COMPREHENSIVE PLAN. AND IN FACT, OVER
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1 THE LAST THREE TO FOUR YEARS, HE HAS SET ASIDE MONEY THROUGH
2 SAVINGS HE'S ACHIEVED WITHIN HIS OWN DEPARTMENT TO FUND THE

3 REPLACEMENT OF A VERY OLD SYSTEM.

5 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: SO THAT WILL BE MOVING FORWARD?

7 C.E.O. FUJIOKA: YES, IT WILL BE MOVING FORWARD.

9 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: WHAT'S THE TIME FRAME, YOU THINK?

10

11 ELLEN SANDT: SORRY, ELLEN SANDT WITH OPERATIONS CLUSTER. THEY
12 HAVE BASICALLY GONE OUT WITH AN R.F.P. ON THE SYSTEM. AND

13 THEY'VE GOTTEN THE RESPONSES BACK, BUT THEY'RE IN THE MIDDLE
14 OF LOOKING AT THOSE RESPONSES RIGHT NOW. THE ONE THING, AND
15 BILL MENTIONED THE COST. A LONG TIME AGO WHEN THEY FIRST

16 STARTED LOOKING AT IT, THEY WERE ESTIMATING THE SYSTEM WOULD
17 BE 50 MILLION. BUT THAT WAS LIKE 10 YEARS AGO AND WE THINK

18 IT'S PROBABLY GOING TO BE CONSIDERABLY HIGHER THAN THAT NOW.
19 BUT THAT'S PART OF THE INFORMATION THAT THEY'RE LOOKING AT AS
20 THEY ASSESS THE DIFFERENT PROPOSALS. THE OTHER THING IN TERMS
21 OF, YOU KNOW, YOU WERE REFERENCING THAT SOMETIMES THE

22 INFORMATION, IT WAS HARD TO EXPLAIN WHY THE INFORMATION DIDN'T

23 MATCH OR THEY WERE ERRORS. THE OTHER THING THE ASSESSOR'S

24 OFFICE DID IS THEY GAVE THE CHANCE FOR THE OTHER DEPARTMENTS

25 THAT WILL USE THE SYSTEM TO GIVE INPUT AS TO WHAT THEIR NEEDS
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1 WOULD BE SO THAT WHEN THE NEW SYSTEM GETS BUILT, THAT WE'LL BE
2 ABLE TO ADD ON MODULES OR WE'LL BE ABLE TO INTERFACE SO THAT
3 THEY'LL BE ABLE TO PROVIDE THE RIGHT INFORMATION FOR ALL THE

4 DEPARTMENTS THAT WILL BE USING THAT SYSTEM.

6 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: I WOULD ALSO LIKE TO ALSO ASK ABOUT THE

7 CHILD SUPPORT SYSTEM AND THE RELATIONSHIP TO THE STATE. IS THE
8 STATE —-- AT PRESENT, WE HAVE TO MEET STATE REQUIREMENTS? AND
9 IT HAS TO BE A STATE SYSTEM RATHER THAN THE ONE WE HAVE NOW?
10

11 ELLEN SANDT: THAT'S MY UNDERSTANDING.

12

13 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: ARE WE GOING TO HAVE TO PAY FOR ALL OF

14 THAT? OR IS THE STATE GOING TO GIVE US PART OF THOSE COSTS?
15

16 MIGUEL SANTANA: WE'RE EXPECTING THAT THE STATE WILL PAY FOR
17 ALL OF IT.

18

19 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: THEY ARE GOING TO PAY FOR ALL OF IT?

20

21 MIGUEL SANTANA: THAT'S OUR EXPECTATION. OUR DEPARTMENT IS

22 CURRENTLY IN NEGOTIATIONS WITH THE STATE. WE'RE GETTING

23 DIRECTION FROM THEM. IT'S GOING TO HAVE AN IMPACT ON US IN
24 THAT OUR EQUIPMENT'S GOING TO BE DIFFERENT AND THE INDIVIDUALS

25 THAT ARE DOING THE WORK ARE GOING TO HAVE TO BE ABSORBED
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1 WITHOUT THE REST OF THE COUNTY. WE'RE HOPING THAT THAT WILL BE

2 FINALIZED BY THE END OF THIS YEAR.

4 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: AND WHEN WE GET THE NEW SYSTEM, DOES THAT
5 MEAN THAT WE WILL HAVE TO GET NEW PEOPLE? OR WILL THE STATE
6 TAKE OVER THAT PORTION? WHY WILL THE PEOPLE HAVE TO BE

7  ABSORBED?

9 MIGUEL SANTANA: WELL, BECAUSE IT'S VERY LIKELY THAT THE NUMBER
10 OF PEOPLE THAT ARE DOING THE WORK NOW WON'T BE NECESSARY UNDER
11 THE NEW SYSTEM.

12

13 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: I SEE. BUT WILL THERE STILL BE THE KIND OF
14 SOCIAL RESPONDERS WITHIN THE CHILD SUPPORT SYSTEM TO LOOK AT
15 PROBLEMS AND ISSUES AND RESOLVE SOME OF THOSE ISSUES WE

16 CONSTANTLY HAVE TO CONTACT PEOPLE ABOUT? THOSE PEOPLE WILL

17 STILL BE THERE?

18

19 MIGUEL SANTANA: THAT'S RIGHT.

20

21 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: BUT THE TECHNICIANS RUNNING THE SYSTEM WILL

22 BE LESS PEOPLE NEEDED?

23

24 MIGUEL SANTANA: THAT'S WHAT WE UNDERSTAND. WE DON'T KNOW

25 EXACTLY WHAT THAT NUMBER LOOKS LIKE YET BECAUSE THE STATE
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1 HASN'T FINALIZED THAT. BUT WE'RE ANTICIPATING THAT WE'RE GOING
2 TO NEED LESS PEOPLE THAN THE NUMBER WE NEED NOW. AND WE'LL BE
3 WORKING WITH THE OPERATIONS CLUSTER TO HAVE THEM BE ABSORBED

4 IN OTHER COUNTY DEPARTMENTS WHEN THAT TIME COMES.

6 C.E.O. FUJIOKA: I WANT TO MAKE SURE PEOPLE, WHEN THEY HEAR

7 THIS, THEY'RE NOT HEARING THAT THERE WILL BE SOMETHING LIKE A
8 LAYOFF. WE HAVE A LOT OF UNMET NEEDS IN THE I.T. AREA. WE HAVE
9 NUMEROUS VACANT POSITIONS. AND SO THAT IF WE DO -- IF THE

10 STATE'S PROGRAM DOES RESULT IN A REDUCTION TO THE STAFF NEEDED
11 TO SUPPORT OUR CHILD SUPPORT SYSTEM, WE HAVE OTHER VACANT

12 POSITIONS THROUGHOUT THE COUNTY FOR THOSE INDIVIDUALS.

13

14 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: IS THERE ANY IMMEDIATE ADDITIONAL COSTS

15 THAT WE'RE GOING TO SEE IN D.P.S.S. IN TERMS OF THOSE SYSTEMS

16 THAT WE'RE LOOKING AT? THE R.F.P.'S ALREADY OUT, RIGHT?

17

18 C.E.O. FUJIOKA: FOR THE NEW LEADER SYSTEM?

19

20 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: YES. IT'S ALREADY OUT. BUT I THOUGHT I READ
21 SOMEWHERE IN THE SUMMARY THAT YOU PROVIDED US ABOUT THE COST

22 ONGOING IN TERMS OF DURING THAT TIME BEFORE THERE'S A NEW

23 SYSTEM THAT THE COST OF REPLACING SOME OF THOSE -- I GOT THE

24 IMPRESSION IT WAS THE HARDWARE.

25
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C.E.O. FUJIOKA: IT WILL BE HARD-- SUBSTANTIAL HARDWARE COSTS
2 ASSOCIATED WITH THE NEW SYSTEM. IF YOU GO INTO OUR ANY OF OUR

3 OLD --

5 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: I MEANT THE OLD SYSTEM WITH THE GAP TIME
6 BEFORE A NEW SYSTEM COMES IN. BECAUSE THE NEW SYSTEM'S GOING

7 TO BE WEB BASED, RIGHT?

9 MIGUEL SANTANA: I'M NOT FAMILIAR WITH ANY ADDITIONAL COSTS
10 CURRENTLY.

11

12 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: OKAY. NO MORE THAN WHAT WE VOTED ON

13 ALREADY?

14

15 MIGUEL SANTANA: NOT THAT I KNOW OF. I'LL DOUBLE CHECK THAT
16 WITH THE DEPARTMENT TO CONFIRM IT.

17

18 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: I THOUGHT I READ SOMETHING IN THE SUMMARY,
19 IN THE EXECUTIVE SUMMARY, ABOUT ADDITIONAL COSTS THERE? I'LL
20 HAVE TO GO BACK AND TRY TO CHECK IT AGAIN.

21

22 MIGUEL SANTANA: I'LL LOOK INTO AND REPORT BACK ON THAT.

23
24 C.E.O. FUJIOKA: SUPERVISOR, WE HAVE PHILIP RIGHT HERE. HE CAN

25 SPEAK TO YOUR QUESTION RIGHT NOW. AS HE COMES UP.

SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: AND WHAT I THOUGHT I READ WAS THAT THERE
WERE GOING TO BE ADDITIONAL COSTS OVER WHAT WE ALREADY VOTED

DURING THAT FOUR-YEAR PERIOD. THAT'S NOT CORRECT, RIGHT?

PHILIP BROWNING: THE ONLY COST WOULD BE ONES WHERE THERE MIGHT
BE SOMETHING NEW THAT WOULD BE REQUIRED WHERE THE STATE WOULD
PUT THE FUNDING UP. AND IT ONLY COSTS US ABOUT 9 CENTS ON THE
DOLLAR FOR ANY ADDITIONAL, WHERE IT MIGHT BE SOMETHING OVER

AND ABOVE WHAT HAD ORIGINALLY BEEN PROPOSED.

SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: OKAY, THANK YOU. IN MAY WE WILL HAVE THE

C.E.O. FUJIOKA: MAY 15TH.
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1 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: OKAY. SUPERVISOR ANTONOVICH? AND THEN

4 SUP. ANTONOVICH: QUESTION. LAST YEAR, BILL, THE CHILDREN'S

5 PLANNING COUNCIL BUDGET WAS INCREASED BY $1 MILLION.

6 ADDITIONALLY, THEY HAD CHARGED THE -- THEY WERE CHARGING

7 COUNTY DEPARTMENTS FOR TRAINING. YET IN YOUR CURRENT BUDGET,

8 THERE'S NO DETAIL ON THEIR BUDGET AND THE PROPOSED BUDGET.

9 COULD YOU PLEASE PROVIDE A REPORT TO THE BOARD ON THOSE

10 DETAILS OF THE CHILDREN'S PLANNING COUNCIL'S BUDGET ALONG WITH
11 TRAINING IT PROVIDES TO THE VARIOUS COUNTY DEPARTMENTS?

12

13 C.E.O. FUJIOKA: WE'LL DO THAT. WE'LL COME BACK WITH THAT

14  REPORT.

15

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SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: ARE ALL OF THESE SEVEN POSITIONS LAND USE

2 AND ZONING ENFORCEMENT POSITIONS?

4 C.E.O. FUJIOKA: FOR ANY DEPARTMENT WHERE WE CUT POSITIONS, THE
5 DEPARTMENT HEADS -- AND I BELIEVE TO AN ABSOLUTE EXTENT, A

6 LARGE IF NOT ABSOLUTE, THERE ARE VACANT POSITIONS.

8 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: I UNDERSTAND THAT. BUT NOT EVERY VACANT

9 POSITION IS A WASTED POSITION. SOME OF THOSE VACANT POSITIONS
10 ARE VACANT BECAUSE WE HAVEN'T FILLED THEM AND THEY'RE

11 NECESSARY POSITIONS. THERE'S THE ONES THAT YOU'RE AFTER, AND I
12 AM TOTALLY SUPPORTIVE OF WHAT YOU'RE DOING, BUT YOU'VE GOT TO
13 -— AT LEAST I WANT TO DIFFERENTIATE BETWEEN THOSE THAT ARE

14 SUPERFLUOUS AND NEVER GET FILLED AND THOSE THAT ARE. AND I

15 GUESS THE REASON I ASK THE QUESTION IS BECAUSE IN THE BUDGET,
16 THERE ARE FUNDS WHICH I'M SURE ARE IMPORTANT FOR TECHNOLOGICAL
17 REFURBISHMENTS IN THE HEARING ROOM, IN THE PLANNING

18 COMMISSION'S HEARING ROOM. AND THERE ARE RESOURCES FOR A FARM
19 WORKER HOUSING ORDINANCE. I DON'T KNOW WHAT THAT'S ABOUT. I

20 HONESTLY DON'T KNOW WHAT THAT'S ABOUT. BUT FUNDS TO COMPLETE
21 AND FIX OUR FILE MANAGEMENT SYSTEM HAVE BEEN AXED. AND THAT IS

22 A BIG PROBLEM I THINK IN EVERY DISTRICT. AND I THINK IT'S

23 SOMETHING THAT, BRUCE, YOU WERE -- WHEN YOU CAME, THIS WAS ONE
24 OF THE THINGS YOU WANTED TO DO. I THINK IT WAS SOMETHING THAT

25 WE NEEDED TO DO. SO I GUESS WHAT I WANT TO DO IS I'D LIKE YOU
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1 TO TAKE A LOOK AT THIS BETWEEN NOW AND JUNE. I DON'T MIND YOU
2 RESPONDING TO ME NOW IF YOU HAVE SOMETHING TO SAY. BUT I AM

3 CONCERNED THAT FILES CONTINUE TO GO MISSING. THAT MAY NOT BE
4 EXCLUSIVELY A FILE MANAGEMENT PROBLEM. BUT I HAVE JUST FOUND
5 IT SO INTERESTING THAT ACTIVE FILES ON ACTIVE CASES SOMETIMES

6 JUST DISAPPEAR.

8 BRUCE MCCLENDON: YES, SIR. I'D BE HAPPY TO ANSWER THAT IF YOU
9 LIKE.

10

11 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: MY SPEAKER IS WORKING FOR THE FIRST TIME IN
12 HISTORY HERE BECAUSE IT SOUNDED LIKE YOU WERE RIGHT NEXT TO

13 ME. THAT'S WHY I WAS CONFUSED. GO AHEAD.

14

15 BRUCE MCCLENDON: I'M BRUCE MCCLENDON, I'M THE PLANNING

16 DIRECTOR. THIS IS, FROM MY PERSPECTIVE, A GOOD NEWS BUDGET.

17 THE BOARD LAST YEAR GAVE US A SUBSTANTIAL INCREASE IN

18 POSITIONS, 34 POSITIONS. WE'RE GIVING 10 OF THOSE POSITIONS

19 BACK. FOUR OF THE POSITIONS ARE IN CURRENT PLANNING. FOUR IN
20 LAND USE. THEY ARE UNFILLED POSITIONS. WE HAVEN'T BEEN ABLE TO
21 STAFF UP AND GEAR UP AND PROVIDE SOME OF THE EXPANDED SERVICES

22 THAT THE BOARD HAD ASKED FOR LAST YEAR. THE ONE SPECIFIC AREA

23 FOR THE UPGRADES OF THE CONFERENCE ROOM, THAT IS FUNDED PARTLY
24 BY SOME FUNDS THAT WE HAD IN THIS YEAR'S BUDGET. IT WAS A TWO-

25 YEAR PROJECT. AND WE HAVE BORROWED THE OTHER FUNDS AND THEN
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1 WE'LL HAVE TO PAY THOSE BACK. SO IT'S NOT LIKE WE HAVE AN
2 OPPORTUNITY TO SWITCH MONEY OUT OF THERE AND PUT THEM INTO

3 SALARIES. WE DON'T HAVE THOSE FUNDS. WE WERE ABLE TO GET --

5 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: DON'T GET ME WRONG. I WASN'T TRYING TO BEAT
6 YOU UP OVER THE IMPROVEMENTS TO THE HEARING ROOM. I AM

7 CONCERNED ABOUT LOSING SEVEN LAND USE AND ZONING ENFORCEMENT
8 POSITIONS. YOU ARE WOEFULLY UNDERSTAFFED IN BOTH FUNCTIONS.

9 WOEFULLY.

10

11 BRUCE MCCLENDON: YES, SIR.

12

13 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: ONE OF THE GREAT THINGS ABOUT PEOPLE IN MY
14 DISTRICT WHO DON'T WANT ANYTHING DEVELOPED IS THAT AS LONG AS
15 YOU CONTINUE TO HAVE THESE BIG VACANCIES IN YOUR DEPARTMENT,

16 NOTHING IS GOING TO GET DEVELOPED. AND SO I ACTUALLY FIND

17 MYSELF IN THIS CATCH-22. ON THE ONE HAND IT SERVES THE

18 PURPOSES OF MANY OF MY CONSTITUENTS FOR YOU NEVER TO GET

19 ANYTHING DONE, BECAUSE NOTHING EVER MOVES. ON THE OTHER HAND,
20 THERE ARE SOME THINGS THAT WE ACTUALLY DO WANT TO SEE GET

21 DONE.

22

23 BRUCE MCCLENDON: RIGHT. WELL, IT IS A YIN AND YANG WITH
24 RESPECT TO THE PERMIT PROCESSING THERE. CLEARLY, IF WE DON'T

25 HAVE THE STAFF, IT SLOWS DOWN THE PROCESSING. HOWEVER THE
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1 CONVERSE OF THAT, IF WE DON'T HAVE THE CODE ENFORCEMENT
2 PEOPLE, THEN WE DON'T GET THE PUBLIC SATISFACTION AND THE

3 CONFIDENCE THE GOVERNMENT NEEDS TO HAVE WITH THE CITIZENS THAT
4 THE PERMITS THAT ARE ISSUED ARE PROPERLY ENFORCED AND

5 INSPECTED. SO THAT IS A DEFICIENCY. I WOULD SAY THAT EVEN

6 THOUGH WE'RE NOT GOING TO -- THESE ARE INVISIBLE CUTS FOR US

7 THIS YEAR. NEXT YEAR WE'LL BE STAFFED UP. IF WE GET CUT NEXT

8 YEAR, YOU WILL SEE A REDUCTION IN SERVICES. I WOULD ARGUE THAT
9 TECHNICALLY, THIS IS NOT RIGHT SIZING. L.A. COUNTY'S NOT OVER
10 PLANNED, WE'RE NOT OVERSTAFFED. BUT WE HAVE BEEN VERY BLESSED
11 BY THE BOARD'S SUPPORT IN THIS MOST RECENT YEAR. AND WE HAVE
12 THE OPPORTUNITY TO REALLY SIGNIFICANTLY EXPAND OUR PLANNING

13 CAPABILITIES AND OUR SERVICES, AND WE'RE GOING TO DO SO.

14

15 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: LET ME ASK YOU A QUESTION. HOW MANY

16 POSITIONS DO YOU HAVE IN YOUR DEPARTMENT?

17

18 BRUCE MCCLENDON: WE HAVE 204 BUDGETED POSITIONS.

19

20 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: AND HOW MANY OF THOSE 204 ARE VACANT

21 CURRENTLY BEFORE THIS BUDGET?

BRUCE MCCLENDON: I WOULD HAVE TO GET BACK TO YOU ON THAT.
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1 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: DO YOU HAVE A ROUGH IDEA? WOULD IT BE 10 OR

2 20 OR 507

4 BRUCE MCCLENDON: I CAN'T EVEN GUESS. AND I APOLOGIZE.

6 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: ALL RIGHT. SO YOU DON'T KNOW, THEN, OF THESE
7 SEVEN THAT ARE BEING PROPOSED TO BE CUT, THE SEVEN VACANT

8 POSITIONS, YOU DON'T KNOW WHAT PERCENTAGE OF THE TOTAL VACANT
9 POSITIONS THESE SEVEN REPRESENT?

10

11 BRUCE MCCLENDON: I KNOW THEY ARE 5% OF OUR BUDGETED POSITIONS.
12 I DON'T KNOW WHAT PERCENT THEY ARE OF THE VACANCIES. THEY ARE
13 VACANT. IT'S FOUR AND FOUR AND TWO. THE TWO IS FROM ADVANCED
14 PLANNING. SO IT'S A TOTAL OF 10 POSITIONS IN THREE DIFFERENT
15 DIVISIONS WITHIN THE PLANNING DEPARTMENT.

16

17 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: I GUESS MY QUESTION WOULD BE THEN, IF YOU

18 HAD OTHER, AND YOU DON'T KNOW THE ANSWER TO THIS AS WE SIT

19 HERE, BUT I'D LIKE TO GET A REPORT ON THIS AS SOON AS YOU CAN.
20 I'D JUST BE CURIOUS WHAT THE OTHER VACANT POSITIONS WERE. AND
21 WHY YOU CHOSE THESE OR WHY THE C.E.O. CHOSE THESE. I DON'T
KNOW WHICH ONE, YOUR RECOMMENDATIONS OR HIS. AND NOT THOSE. IT

MAY BE THAT THESE ARE THE RIGHT THINGS TO DO. BUT IT MAY NOT.
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1 BRUCE MCCLENDON: IT WAS MY RECOMMENDATION, MY ACTION. THE FORE
2 IN THE AREA OF CURRENT PLANNING IS OUR PERMITTING ACTIVITY IS
3 DOWN, OUR REVENUES ARE DOWN. AND SO IT'S LOGICAL THAT WITH

4 FEWER PRODUCTS COMING THROUGH THE PIPELINE, FEWER PERMITS, IT
5 MAKES SENSE TO REDUCE OUR SERVICES IN THAT AREA. CODE

6 ENFORCEMENT WAS JUST A MATTER OF THAT WAS A BIG GROWTH AREA

7 FOR US LAST YEAR. WE HAVEN'T REALLY BEEN ABLE TO GET OUT OUR
8 SATELLITE OFFICES THAT WE WANT TO DO. WE'RE STILL WORKING IN
9 OUR TECHNOLOGY SO THAT WE'LL BE ABLE TO GET OUR INSPECTORS TO
10 WORK LITERALLY WHEN THEY LEAVE THEIR HOMES IN THE MORNING.

11

12 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: FOUR CODE ENFORCEMENT PEOPLE THAT WERE CUT
13 IN THIS? NOT PEOPLE BUT POSITIONS THAT WERE CUT IN THIS?

14

15 BRUCE MCCLENDON: YES, SIR. THERE WILL BE FOUR POSITIONS IN

16 CODE ENFORCEMENT AND FOUR IN THE PERMITTING.

17

18 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: HOW MANY CODE ENFORCEMENT PEOPLE DOES THE
19 DEPARTMENT HAVE TOTAL?

20

21 BRUCE MCCLENDON: I WOULD GUESS IN THE AREA OF 35 OR 40

22 EMPLOYEES IN THE CODE ENFORCEMENT AREA. WELL, HERE'S WHAT WE

23 HOPE TO DO. BY USING TECHNOLOGY, AND THE COUNTY ADMINISTRATOR
24 IS REALLY-- THE C.E.O. IS ADVOCATING THIS. WE REALLY HOPE THAT

25 BY USING SOME WIRELESS TECHNOLOGY AND COMMUNICATION AND SOME
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1 SOFTWARE THAT WE'RE GOING TO BE ABLE TO HAVE OUR EMPLOYEES
2 START TO WORK IN THE MORNING WHEN THEY WALK OUT THE FRONT DOOR
3 AND WE'LL BE ABLE TO ROUTE THEM TO THEIR FIRST INSPECTIONS.

4 THEY WON'T HAVE TO COME IN AND GET ASSIGNMENTS AND THEY WON'T
5 HAVE TO COME IN TO TURN IN THEIR INSPECTION FINDINGS. SO MY

6 EXPERIENCE IS WE CAN GET UP TO A 30 PERCENT INCREASE IN

7 PRODUCTIVITY WITH TECHNOLOGY. SO MY GOAL AT THE END OF NEXT

8 YEAR HERE IS TO BE ABLE TO EXPAND THE IMPACT OF CODE

9 ENFORCEMENT WITHOUT HAVING TO HIRE ADDITIONAL STAFF PEOPLE.

10

11 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: WELL, I DON'T KNOW WHETHER I'M THE ONLY ONE
12 HERE WHO FEELS THIS WAY OR NOT. BUT MY IMPRESSION OVER ALL A
13 PERIOD OF TIME HAS BEEN THAT YOU NEEDED MORE HELP IN THE CODE
14 ENFORCEMENT AREA, THAT WE WEREN'T DOING ENOUGH CODE

15 ENFORCEMENT. THAT PEOPLE CALL, THEY KNOW WHAT THE WHAT THE

16 RULES ARE. THEY CALLED ME, THEY CALL THE OTHER OFFICES. THEY
17 SAY "WE HAVE AN ORDINANCE THAT SAYS NO JUMPING AFTER 2:00" AND
18 PEOPLE ARE JUMPING AFTER 2:00. AND WE DON'T HAVE ANYBODY TO

19 SEND. I'VE HAD A HANDFUL OF CELEBRATED CODE ENFORCEMENT ISSUES
20 OUT IN THE UNINCORPORATED PART OF MY DISTRICT. I DON'T HAVE

21 THE SAME KIND OF URBAN CODE ENFORCEMENT THAT MY OTHER

22 COLLEAGUES DO BECAUSE I HAVE NO URBAN, WHAT DO YOU CALL IT?

23 UNINCORPORATED AREAS. BUT I REMEMBER MY DAYS AS A CITY

24 COUNCILMAN. AND THOSE ARE THE PRIMARY CALLS YOU'D GET WERE THE

25 GUY'S GOT FENCE THAT'S TOO HIGH. THE GUY'S GOT A FENCE WHERE
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1 HE'S NOT SUPPOSED TO HAVE IT. ENCROACHMENT OF THE SIDE YARD.
2 CARS, JUNK IN THE BACK. HE'S RUNNING A BUSINESS OUT OF HIS

3 GARAGE. ALL OF THE STUFF THAT WE ALL GET.

5 BRUCE MCCLENDON: I'M AGREEING WITH YOU. I'M NOT SUGGESTING

6 THAT WE'RE RIGHT SIZED. I'M NOT SUGGESTING WE HAVE SUFFICIENT
7 STAFEF THERE. I AM SAYING THE BOARD MADE A STRONG COMMITMENT TO
8 INCREASE OUR STAFFE LAST YEAR. WE HAVE INCREASED OUR STAFF. WE
9 ARE PROVIDING MORE SERVICES. WE KNOW IF WE CAN GET PEOPLE OUT
10 INTO SATELLITE OFFICES, WE KNOW IF WE CAN EMPLOY THIS WIRELESS
11 TECHNOLOGY, EVEN USING THE EXISTING STAFF, WE CAN GET REALLY
12 VERY SIGNIFICANT INCREASES IN PRODUCTIVITY. THIS WOULD NOT

13 KEEP ME FROM COMING BACK NEXT YEAR AND ASKING, AS PART OF THE
14 BUDGET PROCESS, FOR ADDITIONAL STAFEF IN THE AREA. BECAUSE IN
15 THE COMMUNITY MEETINGS WE HAVE AND THE COMMUNITY OUTREACH AND
16 COMMUNITY BUILDING, YOU ARE ABSOLUTELY CORRECT. WHAT THE

17 CITIZENS ARE ASKING FOR IS SERVICES BEING DELIVERED AT THE

18 COMMUNITY LEVEL. AND THEY WANT EXPANDED AND MORE ACTIVE AND

19 MORE AGGRESSIVE CODE ENFORCEMENT. WE COULDN'T AGREE WITH YOU
20 MORE.

21

22 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: AND ON THE PLANNING SIDE, WHAT IS THE LAND

23 USE? THE FOUR POSITIONS IN LAND USE? WHAT IS THEIR FUNCTION,
24 THESE POSITIONS THAT ARE BEING REMOVED?

25
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1 BRUCE MCCLENDON: THE AREA'S CURRENT PLANNING AND LAND USE
2 PLANNING, ONE IS IN THE PERMITTING AND PROCESSING AREA.

3 PROCESSING PLOT PLANS, AND OUR PLOT PLANS ARE DOWN. IT'S IN

4 BASICALLY THE PERMITTING ACTIVITY AREA. THE OTHER DIVISION

5 THAT WE JUST TALKED ABOUT IS IN THE CODE ENFORCEMENT AREA.

6 THAT THIRD DIVISION IS IN COMMUNITY PLANNING. AND THAT'S --

7 WE'RE TRYING TO DO THE SAME THING THAT THE CITY OF LOS ANGELES

8 WAS DOING, WE RECOGNIZE --

10 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: I HOPE NOT.

11

12 BRUCE MCCLENDON: WE RECOGNIZE THAT CITIZENS WANT MORE

13 COMMUNITY-BASED PLANNING. THEY WANT TO HAVE MORE EMPOWERMENT,
14 MORE SAY ABOUT WHAT'S HAPPENING IN THEIR COMMUNITIES. AND

15 WE'RE TRYING TO GET OUT THERE AND WE'RE TRYING TO ACCESS --
16 HAVE THEM ACCESS US AND US ACCESS THEM SO THEY CAN FEEL THAT
17 WE'RE RESPONSIVE AND THEY'RE A PART OF OUR GOVERNMENT.

18

19 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: I HOPE THAT WE DO A BETTER JOB THAN THE CITY
20 OF LOS ANGELES IS DOING ABOUT ENGAGING OUR COMMUNITIES. KEEP
21 YOUR EYES ON WHAT THE CITY'S DOING. DON'T IMITATE THEM. TRUST

22 ME ON THAT ONE.

23
24 C.E.O. FUJIOKA: SUPERVISOR, WE DIDN'T TAKE EVERY SINGLE VACANT

25 POSITION. THERE ARE STILL SOME VACANT POSITIONS. WHAT I THINK
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1 WE NEED TO -- THE DEPARTMENT NEEDS TO GO FORWARD AND FILL
2 THOSE POSITIONS. BUT I WANTED TO ADD SOMETHING ON THE

3 TECHNOLOGY IMPROVEMENTS. BECAUSE WE'RE GOING TO TAKE THIS
4 APPROACH THROUGHOUT THE COUNTY. RATHER THAN JUST ADD BODIES,

5 ESPECIALLY THE EXAMPLE I GAVE FOR THE WIFI OVER AT CRIMINAL

6 COURTS BUILDING. WE WANT TO ADD TECHNOLOGY TO MAKE EXISTING

7 STAFEF MORE EFFICIENT. AND BY ADDING SOME OF THE SIMPLE TOOLS

8 TO THE REGIONAL PLANNING STAFF, CODE ENFORCEMENT STAFEF, IT

9 WILL GET THEM OUT THERE. AND WHEN BRUCE SAYS THEY CAN INCREASE
10 THE PRODUCTIVITY BY 30 PERCENT, THAT MEANS FOR EVERY THREE

11 INDIVIDUALS, SO IT'S LIKE ADDING AN ADDITIONAL BODY. SO WE'RE
12 TRYING TO DO THAT.

13

14 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: I APPRECIATE THAT. AND I'LL BELIEVE IT WHEN
15 I SEE IT. DO YOUR PEOPLE HAVE BLACKBERRIES? BLACKBERRIES?

16

17 BRUCE MCCLENDON: DO THEY HAVE WHAT?

18

19 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: BLACKBERRIES? LITTLE HAND-HELD?

20

21 BRUCE MCCLENDON: I DON'T BELIEVE THEY DO. I THINK WE HAVE CELL

22 PHONES. I DON'T BELIEVE OUR CODE ENFORCEMENT PEOPLE ARE USING

23 BLACKBERRIES. NOW, I WILL SAY THAT IN OTHER COMMUNITIES WHERE
24 WE'VE INSTITUTED THIS WIRELESS TECHNOLOGY, THAT BILL'S

25 CORRECT, THAT WE DID GET THOSE 30 PERCENT SAVINGS. WE DID GET
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1 THOSE. THEY WEREN'T SAVINGS AS MUCH AS THEY WERE INCREASES IN
2 PRODUCTIVITY. AND WE WERE ACTUALLY ABLE TO LOWER OUR

3 PERMITTING FEES AND OUR INSPECTION FEES BECAUSE OF THIS.

5 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: LET ME UNDERSTAND. AND I'M NOT GOING TO GO
6 ANY FURTHER THAN THIS. BUT I'M CURIOUS. RIGHT NOW, BECAUSE YOU
7 DON'T HAVE WIRELESS TECHNOLOGY, EVERYBODY COMES INTO THE

8 OFFICE BEFORE THEY'RE DISPATCHED?

10 BRUCE MCCLENDON: THAT'S CORRECT. THEY MUST COME IN TO A

11 FACILITY AND GET THEIR ASSIGNMENTS. BUT THERE ARE OTHER

12 REASONS THEY COME IN. WE DO TRAINING. THERE IS A WHOLE MIND
13 SET THAT HAS TO CHANGE WITH RESPECT TO HOW WE TRAIN, HOW WE
14 MANAGE, HOW WE SUPERVISE. TECHNOLOGY IS JUST ONE OF THE

15 ASPECTS THAT WILL LET US BECOME BETTER MANAGERS AND HOW TO
16 MAXIMIZE THE PRODUCTIVITY OF OUR EMPLOYEES.

17

18 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: IT SEEMED TO ME IF THERE WAS THAT MUCH

19 SAVINGS OR PRODUCTIVITY TO BE GOTTEN OUT OF IT, YOU OUGHT TO
20 DO IT THE WAY WE USED TO DO IT BEFORE WE HAD BLACKBERRIES,
21 WHICH IS "JOEL, YOU GO TO STUDIO CITY IN THE MORNING. ALISA,

22 YOU GO TO WOODLAND HILLS IN THE MORNING, YOU GOT THAT

23  ASSIGNMENT."™ AND JUST TELL THEM. THE NIGHT BEFORE, YOU CAN
24 DISPATCH. NOBODY -- WHY WOULD EVERYBODY COME INTO TOWN IF THEY

25 GOT TO BE IN THE BOONDOCKS?
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BRUCE MCCLENDON: MR. SUPERVISOR, THAT'S PART OF IT. THE OTHER
PART IS THEY MUST BRING THOSE INSPECTIONS, THE RESULTS HAVE
GOT TO BE BROUGHT BACK INTO THE OFFICE. THEY'VE GOT TO BE
ENCODED AND ADDED INTO OUR SYSTEMS. THAT'S WHY YOU REALLY WANT
TO USE SOME TECHNOLOGY THAT HAS A TEMPLATE THERE AND AS SOON
AS THAT INSPECTION'S DONE, YOU PUSH THE BUTTON AND FIVE
SECONDS LATER IT'S IN THE MAINFRAME. AND CITIZENS, CONTRACTORS
CAN ACCESS THAT AND FIND THEY'VE PASSED OR NOT PASSED THE
INSPECTION AND WHAT THEY HAVE TO DO TO MOVE ON TO THE NEXT

STEP. SO THERE'S A WHOLE PACKAGE HERE OF THINGS WE HAVE TO DO.

SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: ANYWAY, I'D LIKE TO GET A BEAD ON WHAT YOUR

DEPARTMENT'S VACANCY SITUATION IS AND HOW MANY THERE ARE AND

DURING OUR RECENT HOMELESS COUNT, THERE WERE SOME SIGNIFICANT

OR THROUGH SOME OTHER MECHANISM. SO THAT'S ALL THAT I WANTED

CONTINUUM OF CARE COALITION. MY COLLEAGUES, DWAYNE WILSON AND
LARRY HANYES, WERE UNABLE TO STAY ANY LONGER. BUT I KNOW THEY
ALSO SUPPORT THE RECOMMENDATION BEFORE YOU TODAY. MADAME CHAIR
AND HONORABLE SUPERVISORS, I'D LIKE TO COMMEND THE BOARD FOR
STAYING WITH THIS COMMITMENT TO FUND HOMELESS SOLUTIONS. IT'S
BEEN A LONG PROCESS. AND I SAT BEFORE YOU PERHAPS TWO YEARS
AGO AT THE BEGINNING OF THIS PROCESS. AND YOU COULD HAVE
EASILY AT THAT TIME MOVED MORE QUICKLY TO ALLOCATE THE FUNDS
AS YOU SAW FIT. INSTEAD, YOU KEPT YOUR COMMITMENT TO
COMMUNITY-DESIGNED SOLUTIONS. AND FOR THAT WE THANK YOU. I
THANK YOU FOR THE STAKEHOLDER PROCESS THAT WE WENT THROUGH. IT
WAS OPEN TO ALL, AND THE REQUESTS FOR PROPOSALS THAT RESULTED
FROM THAT REFLECTED THAT PROCESS. MANY ELEMENTS DISCUSSED WERE
INCLUDED. AND MEMBERS OF YOUR COMMUNITY WERE HEARD. THE C.D.C.

DID A TERRIFIC JOB OF CONDUCTING AND SAFEGUARDING THIS
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1 PROCESS, AND IT WAS PRESENTED IN SUCH A WAY THAT EVERY AGENCY
2 AND CITY DID HAVE AN EQUAL OPPORTUNITY. NOW HERE WE ARE AT THE
3 FIRST QUARTER IN 2008, AND THE ENVIRONMENT HAS CHANGED SINCE

12 ENTIRE ECONOMIC AND SOCIAL LANDSCAPE ACROSS THE COUNTY WILL

13 IMPROVE. AND SOLUTIONS WILL LOOK DIFFERENT BETWEEN LARGE

14 CITIES, SMALL CITIES, AND UNINCORPORATED AREAS. THESE

15 SOLUTIONS WILL BE COMPATIBLE WITH THE COMMUNITIES BECAUSE THEY
16 WILL BE DEVELOPED AT A LOCAL COMMUNITY LEVEL BY COMMUNITY

17 MEMBERS AND DRIVEN LOCALLY. THE CITY OF POMONA, THE POMONA

18 CONTINUUM OF CARE COALITION AND THE SAN GABRIEL VALLEY

19 CONSORTIUM ON HOMELESSNESS WHOLEHEARTEDLY SUPPORT THE

20 RECOMMENDATION BEFORE YOU TODAY. THANK YOU.

4 FOR THE DEPARTMENT OF MENTAL HEALTH. FIRST OFF, I WOULD LIKE
5 TO GIVE HONOR TO GOD FOR HAVING THE OPPORTUNITY TO SPEAK HERE
6 BEFORE YOU TODAY, ALSO GIVING HONOR TO ALL THE SUPERVISORS. I
7 JUST WANT TO PIGGYBACK ON WHAT JAN SAID IN REGARDS TO

8 PROVIDING SUPPORTIVE SERVICES FOR CLIENTS IN THE COMMUNITY.

9 YOU'VE GOT TO EXCUSE ME FOR A MINUTE. I HAD TO GO PUT SOME

10 MONEY IN THE METER. I DIDN'T WANT TO GET A TICKET FROM THE

11 CITY, ESPECIALLY WITH THE GRIDIRON FINE. AT ANY RATE, JUST TO
12 PIGGYBACK ON WHAT JAN SAID REGARDING PROVIDING PERMANENT

13 SUPPORTIVE HOUSING FOR INDIVIDUALS IN THE COUNTY. I THINK THE
14 COUNTY HAS DONE A GREAT JOB IN TERMS OF THE MENTAL HEALTH

15 SERVICES ACT AND ALLOCATING DOLLARS FOR SPECIFIC SPAS. WE

16 SERVICE THE HOMELESS POPULATION, INDIVIDUALS WHO ARE SUFFERING
17 FROM MENTAL ILLNESSES, INDIVIDUALS WHO ARE CHRONICALLY

18 HOMELESS, ACCORDING TO H.U.D.'S DEFINITION. AND IN THE PAST
19 YEAR, I HAVE SEEN A TREMENDOUS DROP IN CERTAIN FAMILIES,

20 CERTAIN INDIVIDUALS THAT MEET OUR POPULATION REQUIREMENTS.

21 I'VE SEEN A DROP IN CHILDREN FROM AGES ZERO TO 15, FROM 16 TO

22 25, ADULTS AND OLDER ADULTS WHO WERE HOMELESS, WHO ARE NO

23 LONGER HOMELESS. AND SO IF THE COUNTY CONTINUES TO PROVIDE
24 THESE SERVICES AND THESE DOLLAR AMOUNTS FOR US, WE CAN

25 CONTINUE TO PROVIDE SERVICES TO THESE SPECIAL NEEDS
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1 POPULATIONS, SPECIFICALLY YOUR POPULATIONS, POPULATIONS WHO
2 ARE UNDERSERVED, UNSERVED, INAPPROPRIATELY SERVED. SO ONCE
3 AGAIN, I JUST WANT TO SAY THANK YOU TO THE COUNTY BOARD OF
4 SUPERVISORS FOR ALLOWING US TO PROVIDE THESE SERVICES TO

5 CLIENTS IN OUR COMMUNITIES. I HAVE SEEN WITH MY OWN EYES THE

6 DIFFERENCE THAT THESE FUNDS HAVE MADE IN THE LIVES OF

7 INDIVIDUALS. AND I JUST WANT TO JUST ADD REAL QUICK, IN L.A.

8 COUNTY, ONE THING THAT HAS COME UP THAT I DON'T THINK A LOT OF
9 THE STAKEHOLDERS HAD TOOK INTO CONSIDERATION WHEN THEY WERE

10 ALLOCATING THESE DOLLARS AMOUNTS, WE ARE SEEING A LARGE NUMBER
11 OF HOMELESS FAMILIES. AND WHAT I MEAN BY THAT IS THAT YOU HAVE
12 A MOTHER WHO IS SINGLE WHO HAS NINE CHILDREN. AND I'M IN THE
13 POSITION WHERE I'M A PERSON THAT HAS TO FIND THAT INDIVIDUAL
14 HOUSING. AND OFTENTIMES THERE ARE RESOURCES THAT ARE NOT

15 AVAILABLE. SO THAT'S JUST ONE THING I JUST WANT YOU TO TAKE

16 INTO CONSIDERATION WHEN ALLOCATING THESE DOLLARS AND TRY TO

17 JUST GIVE US A FEW MORE DOLLARS. AND ONE THING I DO SEE THAT,
18 IN OUR COUNTY GOVERNMENT, THIS IS A GOVERNMENT FOR THE PEOPLE.
19 AND THE PEOPLE ARE ACTUALLY RUNNING THE GOVERNMENT AND I

20 APPRECIATE THE OPPORTUNITY TO BE HERE TO TRY AND ALLOCATE, AND
21 GET MORE DOLLARS FOR OUR SPECIAL NEEDS POPULATIONS, AND THAT'S

22 JUST ALL I HAVE TO SAY. THANK YOU.

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1 DICK CORTEZ: COMMISSIONER DICK CORTEZ, AZUSA HUMAN RELATIONS
2 COMMISSION. HONORABLE BOARD, FELLOW ANGELINOS, AUDIENCE HERE
3 AND AT HOME, THE AZUSA HUMAN RELATION COMMISSION HAS SEEN

4 THINGS THAT CONTINUALLY CHANGE, NOT ONLY IN YOUR PARTS OF THE
5 CITY, BUT ALSO OUT IN OURS. AS RECENT AS AUGUST OF LAST YEAR,
6 WE PARTICIPATED IN A POVERTY SUMMIT AND LEARNED THAT IN AZUSA
7 PRESENTLY WE HAVE WHAT AMOUNTS TO ALMOST 1,100 STUDENTS IN OUR
8 UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT THAT ARE HOMELESS. TOGETHER WITH OUR
9 MAYOR AND OTHER LOCAL RESOURCES, WE'VE FOUND A 12-YEAR-OLD

10 GROUP KNOWN AS THE SAN GABRIEL VALLEY CONSORTIUM. AND THEY

11 HAVE THE STAFF EXPERTISE AND ABILITY TO CREATE CHANGE. OUR

12 TASK FORCE CAN UTILIZE THEIR SERVICES AND NEED ITEM 1-D TO BE
13 PUSHED THROUGH TO FURTHER OUR COMMITMENT TO OUR CITY'S

14 HOMELESS. THANK YOU.

15

16 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: THANK YOU VERY MUCH. WOULD YOU STATE YOUR
17 NAME, PLEASE?

18

19 KERRY GATLIN: HI. GOOD AFTERNOON. KERRY GATLIN, REPRESENTING
20 THE UNION RESCUE MISSION. AND I SIMPLY JUST WANT TO THANK ALL
21 OF YOU TODAY FOR ALLOWING US TO GO THROUGH THIS PROCESS. I

22 HAVE HAD THE PLEASURE FOR THE LAST TWO YEARS OF WORKING WITH

23 THE C.E.O.'S OFFICE AND SERVICE INTEGRATION BRANCH, AND THE
24 C.D.C. STAFF, ALL OF WHOM HAVE BEEN JUST FANTASTIC. I

25 PARTICIPATED IN THE STAKEHOLDER PROCESS WHEN THESE FUNDS WERE
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1 ALLOCATED ORIGINALLY, AND IT WAS EYE OPENING FOR SOME OF US.
2 IT WAS A GRUELING PROCESS. IT WAS NECESSARY, THOUGH, AND I

3 THINK THAT AT THE END OF THE DAY, WE'VE DEVELOPED SOME

4 RELATIONSHIPS IN THE COMMUNITY THAT ARE REALLY GOING TO

5 BENEFIT THE PEOPLE THAT WE SERVE. AND I WANT TO THANK THE

6 STAFF OF THE C.D.C. AND THE C.E.O.'S OFFICE THAT REALLY

7 SUPPORTED US IN SUBMITTING THIS APPLICATION FOR HOPE GARDENS

8 FAMILY CENTER, WHICH, BY THE WAY, JUST TO GIVE YOU AN UPDATE.
9 WE HAVE 26 FAMILIES, MOTHERS AND 52 CHILDREN ON SITE RIGHT NOW
10 THAT ARE LIVING IN A REALLY SAFE, FRIENDLY, WARM, AND LOVING
11 ENVIRONMENT AND THEY'RE OFF THE STREETS OF SKID ROW. THIS

12 FUNDING IS GOING TO ALLOW US TO ADD ANOTHER 20 TO 25 FAMILIES
13 TO THAT FACILITY. AND TO DATE, SINCE WE OPENED HOPE GARDENS

14 LAST YEAR, WE'VE SERVED 37 FAMILIES, AND SIX OF THOSE HAVE

15 MOVED INTO PERMANENT HOUSING AND ARE SUCCESSFUL. AND THEY

16 DIDN'T EVEN COMPLETE A FULL 12 MONTHS. AND SO THEY ARE

17 SUCCESSFULLY LIVING INDEPENDENTLY WITH NEW LIFE SKILLS. AND

18 THE CHILDREN ARE CAUGHT UP IN SCHOOL AND IT'S JUST A REAL GOOD
19 TESTIMONY TO WHAT YOU'RE DOING THROUGH THIS H.P.I. PROCESS.

20 AND THROUGH THE PILOT PROGRAMS, I HOPE THAT WE WILL CONTINUE
21 TO SUSTAIN SOME OF THESE PROGRAMS WITH FUNDING IN THE FUTURE,

22 EVEN THOUGH SOME OF THEM I KNOW ARE ONE-TIME PROJECTS, BUT I

23 JUST WANT TO THANK YOU FOR THE OPPORTUNITY FOR US TO

21 499-20-4376. HER TRUE SOCIAL SECURITY NUMBER IS, I WOULD JUST

23 LOOKED AT THE PAPERWORK, HE SAID WHAT ANITA BOCK DID WAS
24 FRAUD, SOCIAL SECURITY FRAUD, AND POSSIBLE EMBEZZLEMENT OF

13 FINGERPRINTS. I RAN -- WHEN I HIRED THE PRIVATE INVESTIGATOR
14 TO LOOK INTO THE FOSTER FATHER, HE SAID TO ME, "HOW DID THIS
15 PERSON GET APPROVED TO BE A FOSTER PARENT?" HE DOES NOT EXIST.
16 SO YOU HAVE THIS SOCIAL WORKER WHO'S APPROVING AN ILLEGAL

17  ALIEN TO BE A FOSTER FATHER. AND WE HAD TO PAY $130,000 FOR
18 THE SEXUAL ABUSE OF OUR KIDS IN REGARDS TO CHILD SUPPORT

19 PAYMENT THAT MY HUSBAND HAD TO MAKE. WHAT HAS HAPPENED TO US
20 HAS HAPPENED TO OTHER FAMILIES. I'M TALKING ABOUT THE KIDS

21 THE CITIES OF L.A., PASADENA, SOUTH PASADENA, THE SAN GABRIEL

22 VALLEY COUNCIL OF GOVERMENT, AND THE LOS ANGELES COUNTY

23 METROPOLITAN TRANSIT AUTHORITY. SO I WOULD QUESTION WHO
24 APPOINTED THE OTHER MEMBERS TO THE GOLD LINE CONSTRUCTION

25 AUTHORITY? DID THE GOVERNOR APPOINT MEMBERS TO THE GOLD LINE
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1 CONSTRUCTION AUTHORITY? DID HE APPOINT A MEMBER ALSO TO THE

18 ARNOLD SACHS: AND THE METRO, THE EAST -- THE WEST -- THE

19 FOOTHILL EXTENSION WAS TO BE COVERED BY THE PASADENA GOLD

20 LINE. NOW THE FOOTHILL EXTENSION IS TALKED ABOUT GOING ALL THE
21 WAY OUT TO ONTARIO AIRPORT. YET THERE'S NO FUNDING FOR THE
PROJECT BETWEEN, AND WE CAN'T GET A GREEN LINE CONSTRUCTION

AUTHORITY. THANK YOU FOR YOUR TIME AND YOUR ANSWERS.

17 SUP. KNABE: OKAY. I DON'T HAVE A GOOD ANSWER FOR YOU ON THAT,
18 BUT THIS YOUNG LADY RIGHT OUT HERE WAVING HER HAND WILL TALK

25 THEY CAME TO REMOVE MY CHILDREN, MARCH 28TH, 2001, THEY
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1 COMMITTED PERJURY TO THE COURT BY STATING THAT I WAS IN A
2 MENTAL INSTITUTION, WHICH WAS NOT THE TRUTH. THAT IS PERJURY.
3 FOR THAT CASE, OUR CHILDREN WERE REMOVED. IN ACTUALITY, I WAS
4 IN THE HOSPITAL SUFFERING FROM AN ABSCESS ON MY TONSILS. ALSO,
5 THE F.B.I. WAS LOOKING INTO THE HOMELESS CENTERS THAT ANITA

6 BOCK OPENED UP IN FLORIDA. SHE WOULD OPEN THEM UP AND THEN

7 CLOSE THEM DOWN. MY HUSBAND WAS FORCED INTO PAYING TO THE D.A.
8 OVER $130,000. SO IN OTHER WORDS, WE WERE FORCED TO PAY FOR

9 THE SEXUAL ABUSE OF MY DAUGHTER IN THE FOSTER CARE SYSTEM, THE
10 MALNUTRITION OF OUR AUTISM SON. WHAT THEY HAVE DONE TO

11 FAMILIES IS HORRENDOUS AND HIDEOUS. OKAY? I HAVE SENT THE

12 INFORMATION UP TO WASHINGTON, D.C. TO THE PERSON NAMED DAMIEN
13 SUTTON. FROM THERE, THEY SET UP WITH ME TO MEET THE AUDIT

14 MANAGER NAMED THOMAS LEEHAN, WHICH WAS SEPTEMBER THE 4TH,

15 2001. HOW MANY OTHER CHILDREN WILL HAVE TO DIE IN THE FOSTER
16 CARE SYSTEM AND BE SEXUALLY ABUSED? I AM REQUESTING AN INQUIRY
17 INTO THIS MATTER.

3 $10 MILLION GOING TO THE PRIVATE SECTOR. ADDITIONAL TRAUMAS.

5 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: SO THAT'S 3-TO-1. THAT'S A BETTER RATIO --
6 THAT'S MORE OF A PERCENTAGE GOING TO THE PRIVATES THAN GO NOW,

7 ISN'T IT?

9 ALLAN WECKER: NO. I THINK IT'S THE EXACT SAME PERCENTAGE.

10

11 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: WE SEND ABOUT 30 MILLION, 29 MILLION TO THE
12 PRIVATES NOW. IS THAT RIGHT? TOTAL OF HOW MUCH DO WE GENERATE?
13

14 ALLAN WECKER: WELL, WE ALSO GIVE THEM AN I.G.T. I WOULD HAVE
15 TO GET BACK TO YOU. I DON'T KNOW THE EXACT AMOUNT. THE WAY WE
16 DO THE MEASURE B FUNDS, IT PAYS FOR TWO THINGS. ONE, IT PAYS
17 FOR INDIGENT CARE AND WE GIVE THEM A DIRECT PAYMENT. AND THEN
18 THE SECOND THING IS, WE DO AN INTERGOVERNMENTAL TRANSFER THAT
19 GETS MATCHED. I WOULD HAVE TO GO BACK, WHICH I CAN, AND GIVE
20  YOU THE WORK PAPERS THAT BASICALLY SHOWS IT.

21

22 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: PLEASE DO ON THAT, BUT --

23
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1 SHEILA SHIMA: BOTH OF THESE ISSUES WOULD CLEARLY BE SUBJECT TO
2 THE BOARD'S APPROVAL. BOTH THE INCREASE AND THE PROPOSED USE

3 OF THE FUNDS.

5 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: SO —-- BUT THE WAY YOU'VE GOT IT FIGURED IS
6 IF WE DID RAISE IT, THE PRIVATE HOSPITALS WOULD GET $1 FOR

7 EVERY 3 WE'D GET.

9 ALLAN WECKER: YES.

10

11 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: SO IT WOULD PRODUCE ABOUT 30 MILLION FOR THE
12 COUNTY SYSTEM TOWARDS CLOSING THIS HOLE. CORRECT?

13

14 ALLAN WECKER: YES.

15

16 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: SO THAT LEAVES YOU A 90-MILLION-DOLLAR HOLE?
17 CORRECT?

18

19 DR. BRUCE CHERNOF: CORRECT.

20

21 ALLAN WECKER: YES.

SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: WHAT ARE YOUR OPTIONS ON THAT FRONT?
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1 DR. BRUCE CHERNOF: WELL SUPERVISOR, AS THE DEPARTMENT CAME IN
2 FRONT OF THIS BOARD BEFORE, WE PUT SOME VERY HARD OPTIONS IN
3 FRONT OF YOU LOOKING AT THINGS WE COULD DO IN THE NETWORK THAT
4  WOULD PRESERVE SERVICES WITHOUT -- WHILE STILL SAVING MONEY.

5 AND THAT INCLUDED, FOR EXAMPLE, THE PROPOSAL TO PRIVATIZE.

6 UNDERSTANDING YOUR BOARD'S GREAT CONCERN ABOUT THAT PROPOSAL,
7 WE ARE WORKING WITH THE C.E.O.'S OFFICE ON OTHER KINDS OF

8§ ALTERNATIVES. AGAIN, I THINK IT COMES TO THE ISSUE OF YOUR

9 BOARD HAVING A LEVEL OF CONFIDENCE THAT WE SHARE, THE BOARD

10 AND THIS DEPARTMENT SHARE A LEVEL OF CONFIDENCE THAT WHEN WE
11 GET TO THE 10/11 YEAR THAT THE BRIDGE THAT WE'RE ON IS GOING
12 TO GET SOMEWHERE WITH A FUNDING STREAM THAT HELPS CLOSE OUR

13 STRUCTURAL DEFICIT. SO THAT GETS AT THE ISSUE OF REALLY KIND
14 OF A COUPLE OF KEY OPTIONS. ONE IS, ARE THERE ANY OTHER ONE-
15 TIME SOURCES OF FUNDING THAT THE C.E.O. STAFEF WOULD AGREE WITH
16 THE DEPARTMENT TO PROPOSE TO YOUR BOARD TO USE WITH AN EYE

17 TOWARDS GETTING TO A NEW STABLE FUNDING STREAM? AND THE OTHER
18 THING THAT THE DEPARTMENT IS WORKING VERY AGGRESSIVELY ON IS
19 OTHER OPPORTUNITIES TO SAVE COSTS WITHOUT BUDGET REDUCTIONS.
20 NOwW, I WANT TO POINT OUT TO YOU THAT THESE ADDITIONAL PHARMACY
21 REDUCTIONS THAT WE BROUGHT FORWARD ARE WORK THAT THE

22 DEPARTMENT HAS BEEN DOING SINCE THE DAY I TOOK OVER. THE

23 CENTRAL PHARMACIST THAT WE HIRED STARTED JUST AFTER I ARRIVED.
24 AND SHE'S BUILT A STAFF THAT HAS TIGHTENED OUR FORMULARY

25 DRAMATICALLY. REVISITED HOW WE DO DRUG PURCHASING, LOOKING FOR
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1 THE LOWEST COST BUT APPROPRIATE QUALITY ALTERNATIVES. AND THAT
2  WORK DOESN'T HAPPEN OVERNIGHT. YOU NEED TO BUILD THE STAFF, DO
3 THE WORK, CHANGE THE PRESCRIBING HABITS AND THEN ACTUALLY REAP
4 THE BENEFITS. AND FOR THE FINANCE FOLKS, YOU KNOW, IT'S ONE

5 THING TO PROJECT A POTENTIAL SAVINGS IN THE FUTURE. BUT THEY

6 REALLY NEEDED TO SEE THE ACTUAL RUN RATE THIS YEAR BEFORE WE

7 COULD ACTUALLY SEE THE SAVINGS. AND ALLAN, YOU MIGHT WANT TO

8 SPEAK TO THAT A LITTLE BIT, SO I THINK TO YOUR QUESTION, ZEV,
9 YOU KNOW, THE ONLY WAY TO CLOSE THAT REMAINING DEFICIT IS

10 THROUGH EITHER ONE-TIME SOURCES OF FUND, BECAUSE WE BELIEVE

11 WE'RE GOING SOMEWHERE THAT MAKES SENSE, AND FOR ADDITIONAL

12 SAVINGS IN THE DEPARTMENT. YOU MIGHT WANT TO TALK ABOUT THE

13 PHARMACY.

14

15 ALLAN WECKER: YEAH. AND FOR THE PHARMACY, WE WERE ACTUALLY

16 ABLE TO LOOK AT NINE MONTHS OF ACTUAL EXPENSES. AND WHAT THEY
17 SAID, THE BULK PURCHASES THAT THEY'RE MAKING, GETTING GENERIC
18 BRANDS, WE ARE GOING THIS MONEY AND WE FELT VERY COMFORTABLE
19 TO BE ABLE TO PUT IT IN. SO WHAT PHARMACY IS DOING IS REAL,

20 AND IT'S THINGS THAT THEY'RE GOING THROUGH AND MAKING CHANGES

21 ALL, THE TIME AND HOPE TO HAVE BETTER THINGS FROM THEM.

DR. BRUCE CHERNOF: ONE LAST THING, ZEV, IS THAT THE .C.B.R.C.

FUNDS ARE ALSO STILL AT PLAY IN THAT NUMBER AND, AGAIN, WE
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1 BELIEVE THAT THOSE ARE A CLIMB. BUT IF WE WERE TO GET THOSE

2 MONEYS, THAT WOULD SIGNIFICANTLY CLOSE THIS DEFICIT AS WELL.

4 ALLAN WECKER: YEAH, THAT WOULD HELP US WITH ABOUT $96 MILLION

5 AND ONGOING, IT'D BE WORTH ABOUT 25 MILLION TO US.

7 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: WHICH ONE WAS THAT?

9 ALLAN WECKER: C.B.R.C. IT'S AN ISSUE THAT WE'RE GOING TO HAVE
10 -—

11

12 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: CROSS-BASED REIMBURSEMENT.

13

14 ALLAN WECKER: RIGHT. WE HAVE DISCUSSIONS WITH THE FEDERAL

15 GOVERNMENT NEXT WEEK. IF WE GET THAT, IT WILL GO BACK

16 RETROACTIVE TO '05/'06. SO IT WOULD BE WORTH TO US ONE TIME
17 $96 MILLION AND GOING FORWARD, WORTH ABOUT 25. WE SHOULD HAVE
18 A GOOD FEELING ONE WAY OR THE OTHER AFTER OUR FIRST INITIAL
19 DISCUSSIONS WITH C.M.S. NEXT WEEK AS WE'RE GOING OVER ALL THE
20 ISSUES. SO THAT SHOULD GIVE US AN IDEA WHERE THEY STAND BY

21 NEXT WEEK.

22

23 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: YOU'RE ALSO ASSUMING THAT -- IS IT THE CAP

24 ISSUE THAT'S KICKING AROUND ON CAPITOL HILL?

25
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1 ALLAN WECKER: WE'RE ASSUMING WE'RE GOING TO WIN THAT, BOTH THE
2 G.M.E. AND THE MEDICAID ROLE. WE ASSUME THAT THERE WILL BE NO

3 IMPACT ON OUR BUDGET.

5 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: AND HOW MUCH IS THAT?

7 ALLAN WECKER: THE G.M.E. RULE WOULD BE WORTH ABOUT $40 MILLION
8§ A YEAR TO US. IT WOULD BE A HIT ON OUR BUDGET. THE MEDICAID

9 RULE COULD BE WORTH 200 MILLION. BUT C.M.S. KEEPS SAYING, FOR
10 THE STATE OF CALIFORNIA, IT WOULDN'T BE EFFECTIVE PROBABLY

11 UNTIL '10/'11, BUT WE STILL DON'T HAVE IT IN WRITING OR

12 GUARANTEED.

13

14 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: WOULD IT BE ONLY FOR THE STATE OF

15 CALIFORNIA®

16

17 ALLAN WECKER: NO IT WOULD AFFECT -- WE HAVE A SPECIAL WAIVER
18 THAT C.M.S. BASICALLY FUNDS A LITTLE BIT DIFFERENTLY THAN

19 EVERYBODY ELSE. AND BECAUSE OF THAT WAIVER, WHAT THEY'RE

20 SAYING IS THAT AT LEAST IN THE FIRST FIVE YEARS, THEY WOULD
21 NOT MAKE A CHANGE TO HOW IT'S FUNDED. BUT THEY DID NOT PUT IT

22 IN WRITING, THEY SORT OF ARE JUST TELLING EVERYBODY THIS. SO,

23 WE THINK WE WON'T BE HIT IF IT GOES THROUGH, BUT YOU NEVER
24 KNOW. C.M.S. IS HARD TO JUDGE RIGHT NOW.

25
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SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: ALL RIGHT. ON THE $31 MILLION IN THE PROP B

2 RESERVE, 100% OF THAT IS COMING TO THE COUNTY. CORRECT?

4 ALLAN WECKER: YES.

6 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: IN YOUR PROPOSAL. PART OF ME SAYS THAT $90
7 MILLION -- OR $120 MILLION IN A 4-BILLION-DOLLAR BUDGET IS

8 PROBABLY CLOSE TO BALANCED. PART OF ME ALSO, AS WE WERE JUST
9 TALKING, SAYS THAT THERE'S SO MUCH JEOPARDY ON SO MANY OTHER
10 FRONTS PLUS THAT 120 MILLION. AND THAT'S JUST THIS COMING

11 YEAR, NOT THE FOLLOWING FISCAL YEAR, THAT THE RISKS ARE

12 CONSIDERABLE. BUT THE GAP HAS ALREADY SHRUNK FROM WHEN MR.

13 FUJIOKA AND YOU GUYS FIRST STARTED TO RAISE THE SPECTER OF
14 $750 MILLION. WHAT IS IT DOWN TO NOW OVER TWO YEARS?

15

16 DR. BRUCE CHERNOF: 575, SUPERVISOR.

17

18 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: 575, WHICH IS STILL SIGNIFICANT, OBVIOUSLY,
19 BUT IT'S ALMOST A $200 MILLION SHRINK, AND WE DIDN'T DO

20 ANYTHING. I MEAN, I SAY "WE"™ DIDN'T. YOU DIDN'T, YOU DIDN'T.
21 YOU GUYS HAVE BEEN WORKING HARD AT IT, BUT IN TERMS OF THE

22 BUDGET, IT'S HAPPENED.

23

24 SHEILA SHIMA: AND I SHOULD POINT OUT THAT 81 MILLION OF THAT

25 IS ACTUALLY MOVING WHAT WAS PART OF THE SOLUTION PREVIOUSLY
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1 AND NOT INCLUDED IN THE 790. IT ACTUALLY NOW IS MOVED TO
2 OFFSET THAT DEFICIT, SO PART OF THAT WAS PLANNED. WE'RE JUST
3 SHOWING IT NOW IN THE PROPOSED BUDGET, SO THAT DID BRING THE
4 NUMBER DOWN. WE WERE PROPOSING THAT IT BRING THE NUMBER DOWN
5 AND THE ADDITIONAL PHARMACY HAS ACTUALLY INCREASED THAT MORE,

6 BUT PART OF THAT WAS PLANNED.

8 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: OKAY. I'LL STOP.

10 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: SUPERVISOR MOLINA?

11

12 SUP. MOLINA: THANK YOU. I HOPE I'M ON. I CAN'T TELL. AM I?
13

14 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: YES.

15

16 SUP. MOLINA: OKAY. GOOD. FIRST OF ALL, AGAIN, ON THE OVERALL
17 BUDGET, I KNOW YOU DIDN'T DO A PRESENTATION, BUT ON YOUR

18 OVERALL BUDGET, WE STARTED OUT WITH BASICALLY A DEFICIT OF
19 204,000 -- 204 MILLION, EXCUSE ME. I WISH IT WERE ONLY

20 204,000. AND THEN AFTER YOU DID -- AND THIS IS INCLUSIVE OF
21 VARIOUS MITIGATIONS THAT YOU HAD UNDERTAKEN WITHIN THE

22 DEPARTMENT. RIGHT? AND THEN OF COURSE THE C.E.O. CHALLENGED

23 YOU SOME MORE TO GO BACK AND DO SOME ADDITIONAL. AND PRESENTLY
24 YOU ARE AT $197 MILLION DEFICIT. NOW, THERE'S ALL KINDS OF

25 POTENTIAL OUTCOMES, DEPENDING ON WHAT THE COUNTY WILL DO,
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1 WHICH IS INCLUSIVE OF WHETHER THEY'LL AWARD YOU THE -- WAS IT
2 1-B MONEY? MEASURE B MONEY. AND WHETHER IN FACT YOU'LL GET THE
3 TOBACCO MONEY, AND THEN THERE'S THE WHOLE STATE ISSUE AS TO

4 ISSUES THAT THEY'RE GOING TO HAVE TO RESOLVE AND AS WELL AS

5 ALL THE VARIOUS FEDERAL ISSUES THAT WE'RE GOING TO BE INVOLVED
6 IN AND ASKING THE FEDS TO ADDRESS. SO THERE ARE SOME REAL

7 CHALLENGES, BUT AT THE SAME TIME, THE DEPARTMENT HAS DONE

8 VARIOUS SCRUBBING OF THEIR OWN BUDGET, BUT IT IS A HUGE BUDGET
9 WITH A HUGE DEFICIT, AND THERE ARE OTHER ISSUES. FOR EXAMPLE,
10 THERE ARE SOME NUMBERS IN YOUR BUDGET THAT CONCERN ME. AND I

11 KNOW WE ALL HAVE IT ALL OF THE TIME, BUT WHEN WE LOOK AT THE
12 ADMINISTRATIVE COST OF RUNNING THE HEALTH DEPARTMENT, YOU HAVE
13 $110 MILLION A YEAR. THAT IS, AS I UNDERSTAND, THE COST OF

14 OVERALL CENTRAL ADMINISTRATIVE COSTS. IT'S MY UNDERSTANDING

15 THAT THERE ARE 36 VACANCIES WITHIN THAT NOW. AND THESE ARE

16 AREAS WHERE, IF YOU LOOK AT IT AND OF JUST THREW IN THOSE

17 VACANCIES AS PART OF THE SOLUTION, WE COULD SAVE OVER $3.3

18 MILLION. AND I THINK IT'S WORTH YOUR WHILE TO LOOK AT WHETHER,
19 IN FACT, AT A TIME LIKE THIS, THESE ARE ABSOLUTELY ESSENTIAL
20 POSITIONS. SO HOPEFULLY WHEN WE COME BACK, THERE WILL BE SOME
21 CLEAR UNDERSTANDING. I COULD UNDERSTAND YOU ABSOLUTELY HAD TO

22 HAVE THAT. ONE MORE CONTRACT MONITOR TO JOIN THE OTHER 132

23 CONTRACT MONITORS THAT NEVER LOOK AT THE CONTRACTS, BUT I KNOW
24 YOU NEED THEM. SO I'D LIKE TO ASK YOU TO JUSTIFY THOSE 36

25 POSITIONS, I'D LIKE A BETTER UNDERSTANDING. AND I KNOW YOU'VE
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1 ALREADY ELIMINATED A GOOD NUMBER OF POSITIONS THAT WERE
2 VACANT, BUT THERE ARE 36 VACANCIES TODAY, AND I'D LIKE TO KNOW
3 THAT THEY REALLY ARE ABSOLUTELY JUSTIFIED TO HAVE IN THE NEXT
4 YEAR, BECAUSE IT COULD BE A SAVINGS OF 3.3 MILLION. A LITTLE

5 BIT OF MONEY, BUT YOU START ADDING UP A LITTLE BIT OF MONEY

6 AND YOU GET A WHOLE LOT OF MONEY.

8§ C.E.O. FUJIOKA: AND YOU'RE TOTALLY RIGHT. WE'LL LOOK AT ALL
9 THE VACANT POSITIONS. EARLIER IN MY BUDGET PRESENTATION, I
10 MENTIONED A SALARY SAVINGS FACTOR THAT'S BEEN APPLIED

11 THROUGHOUT VARIOUS DEPARTMENTS. AND IN H.S.A., THAT SALARY
12 SAVINGS IS ABOUT HOW MUCH?

13

14 SHEILA SHIMA: OVER 20%

15

16 C.E.O. FUJIOKA: IT'S ABOUT 20 TO 22%.

17

18 SUP. MOLINA: NOW I UNDERSTAND, BECAUSE IT'S AN AREA THAT
19 HASN'T BEEN CHALLENGED AS VIGOROUSLY AS IT SHOULD.

20

21 C.E.O. FUJIOKA: AND WE ABSOLUTELY SHOULD DO THAT.

22

23 SUP. MOLINA: BUT IN THIS ONE, I THINK THESE ARE STAYING, AS I
24  UNDERSTAND. THEY'RE IN THE BUDGET.

25
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C.E.O. FUJIOKA: THERE IS ORDINANCE AUTHORITY. BUT BECAUSE
2 THERE'S INSUFFICIENT FUNDS, THEY DO NOT HAVE THE FUNDING, AND
3 WITHOUT THE BUDGET TO ACTUALLY HIRE THOSE POSITIONS. BUT IT

4 MAKES NO SENSE TO ME TO HAVE A 22% SALARY SAVINGS FACTOR IN

5 ANY SINGLE DEPARTMENT, WHETHER IT'S HEALTH SERVICES

6 ADMINISTRATION OR ANY DEPARTMENT.

8 SUP. MOLINA: I CHALLENGED THAT 14 YEARS AGO WHEN I GOT HERE.
9 BUT IT'S BEEN A STANDARD THAT HAS BEEN USED IN BUDGETING ALL
10 ALONG.

11

12 C.E.O. FUJIOKA: I KNOW.

13

14 SUP. MOLINA: IT'S A FUNNY NUMBER THEY PLUG IN, AND SOMETIMES
15 IT'S A MAKE-BELIEVE NUMBER, BUT EVERY SINGLE DEPARTMENT IS
16 EXPECTED TO HAVE THAT NUMBER AT THE END OF THE YEAR.

17

18 C.E.O. FUJIOKA: AND IT MAKES NO SENSE.

19

20 SUP. MOLINA: I UNDERSTAND.

21

22 C.E.O. FUJIOKA: AND YOU'RE RIGHT, WE'LL LOOK AT IT. YOU'RE

RIGHT. YOU'RE ABSOLUTELY RIGHT.
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SUP. MOLINA: EVERYBODY DOES BUDGETING DIFFERENTLY. I'VE BEEN
2 INVOLVED IN THE LEGISLATURE, AND THEY'RE REALLY FUNNY HOW THEY
3 DO THEIR BUDGETING, AND I WAS AT THE CITY, AND IT WAS VERY

4 DIFFERENT. BUT HERE, WHEN YOU LOOK AT IT, THIS IS AN ODD PART
5 AND IT'S THERE ALL OF THE TIME. IN FACT, IT'S ALWAYS IN THE

6 BUDGET. IT'S EXPECTED THAT AT THE END OF THE YEAR YOU'RE GOING

9 DON KNABE: BUT THAT'S WHAT I ASKED FOR EARLIER, WAS THE

10 BUDGETED VACANT POSITIONS.

12 SUP. MOLINA: RIGHT.

13

14 C.E.O. FUJIOKA: WE'LL GET THAT. AND WE'RE GOING TO SHOW THE
15 MONEY BEHIND ALL THE BUDGETED POSITIONS. BECAUSE ALTHOUGH

16 THEY'RE BUDGETED, TO TELL A DEPARTMENT, HERE YOU ARE, YOU HAVE
17 BUDGETED POSITIONS. BUT GUESS WHAT, OF THE -- IF YOU HAVE 100
18 BUDGETED POSITIONS, YOU CANNOT FILL 22. MAKES NO SENSE.

19

20 SUP. MOLINA: I UNDERSTAND.

21

22 C.E.O. FUJIOKA: BUT WE WILL LOOK AT THAT.

23
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SUP. MOLINA: IF YOU LOOK AT THESE, HERE'S AN OPPORTUNITY, WE
2 DON'T HAVE TO LET ANYBODY GO, 36 POSITIONS, WE COULD GET 3.3

3 MILLION AND YOU'LL START SAVING ON SOME OF IT.

5 C.E.O. FUJIOKA: OKAY.

7 SUP. MOLINA: THE OTHER PART IS THAT I RECEIVED FROM YOU A

8 REPORT ON VARIOUS COMPLAINTS THAT ARE FILED WITH THE

9 DEPARTMENT. I WAS LOOKING THROUGH THEM. AND IT MADE ME CRAZY
10 THAT YOU ARE STILL INVESTIGATING COMPLAINTS IN THE DEPARTMENT
11 FROM 2006. THAT'S YOUR OWN REPORT. NOW, I DON'T KNOW IF

12 THERE'S ANY SAVINGS IN THAT. THERE MAY BE, THERE MAY NOT BE,
13 BUT IT WOULD DRIVE ME NUTS TO HAVE AN OPEN INVESTIGATION FOR
14 OVER TWO YEARS IN A DEPARTMENT. WHETHER IT'S DEALING WITH

15 FRAUD, WHETHER IT'S DEALING WITH NEGLIGENCE, AND THIS IS A
16 REPORT YOU ISSUE TO ME EVERY QUARTER. I SOMETIMES SIT THERE
17 AND I ADD IT UP AND I TRY TO FIGURE WHAT IT IS. AND I NEVER
18 HAVE CONTINUITY BECAUSE I NEVER KNOW FROM THE LAST TIME, BUT
19 THIS TIME I JUST SAW SO MANY. AND I KNOW MARTY IS IN THE

20 PROCESS OF SENDING UP A SERIES OF QUESTIONS. BUT THERE'S GOT
21 TO BE SAVINGS IF YOU CREATED A PROCESS. IN FACT, WE'RE GOING

22 TO ASK YOU TO CREATE A PROCESS THAT INVESTIGATIONS SHOULD END

23 AFTER 60 DAYS, OR AFTER 90 DAYS. I MEAN, ONE OF THEM, FROM
24 2006 IS THAT THAT PERSON HASN'T RETURNED TO WORK SO YOU CAN'T

25 CONCLUDE THE INVESTIGATION. WELL, WHAT WOULD IT COST US? IT'S
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1 LONGER TO BE SOMEONE TO HAVE AN OPEN FILE THAN TO GO AND VISIT
2 THIS PERSON AND FIND OUT. BUT YOU DON'T CLOSE THE

3 INVESTIGATION, AND THAT'S A PROBLEM. SO I THINK IT'S WORTH

4 LOOKING AT AS CREATING A PROTOCOL OF SOMETHING. AND I MEAN,

5 WHOEVER IS BEING INVESTIGATED TO BE UNDER THAT KIND OF

6 SCRUTINY FOR TWO YEARS REALLY ISN'T VERY FAIR EITHER. BUT YOU
7 MIGHT LOOK AT THAT. IT'S SOMETHING YOU SENT ME. BUT ONE OF THE
8§ MOST STARTLING THINGS TO ME THAT YOU SENT OVER, AND I KNOW YOU
9 DIDN'T DO THE POWERPOINT. I AM SHOCKED WITH THESE NUMBERS AND
10 I WANT YOU TO GO THROUGH THEM WITH ME. IN YOUR REPORT THAT YOU
11 SENT US, AND WE TALKED ABOUT THE M.A.C.C.S, THE COMPREHENSIVE
12 HEALTH CENTERS AND THE HEALTH CENTERS. IT JUST JUMPS AT YOU.

13 $252 MILLION TO RUN THE M.L.K. M.A.C.C., COLLECTIVELY, TO RUN
14 HIGH DESERT M.A.C.C., L.A. COUNTY/U.S.C. HEALTHCARE,

15 COMPREHENSIVE HEALTH CENTERS, THAT ROYBAL, EL MONTE, ALL OF
16 THE CLINICS, THE COASTAL HEALTH CENTERS AS WELL AS ALL OF THE
17 CLINICS, ALL OF THEM, ANTELOPE VALLEY, SAN FERNANDO, 254

18 MILLION COLLECTIVELY TO RUN ALL THE OTHERS AND THE M.L.K.

19 M.A.C.C. COSTS US $252 MILLION. WE ASK THE QUESTION ABOUT THE
20 VISITS AND WHAT IT COST US. IF YOU TAKE THE NUMBER OF VISITS
21 INTO THOSE DOLLARS, IT COSTS US $1,895 TO DELIVER A VISIT AT

22 THE MARTIN LUTHER KING M.A.C.C. THAT'S A CHUNK OF CHANGE. AND

23 I THINK THAT WHAT WE NEED TO DO IS TO LOOK AND SCRUB THOSE
24 NUMBERS, BECAUSE WE HAVE A REAL PROBLEM. IF YOU LOOK AT HIGH

25 DESERT M.A.C.C., AGAIN, IT IS $74 MILLION AND ITS VISITS ARE
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1 PRETTY HIGH, TOO. NOW, I DON'T KNOW WHAT THE ISSUES ARE THERE,
2 BUT I WOULD LIKE IT TO BE LOOKED AT. IT'S $947 A VISIT. AND

3 YOU GO BACK DOWN TO THE ANTELOPE VALLEY HEALTH CLINIC, AND

4 AGAIN, FOR 70,000 VISITS, THEY GET $15 MILLION. $227 FOR A

5 VISIT. NOW, THIS IS THE SAME SYSTEM, I UNDERSTAND THE SAME

6 SALARIES. WHAT?

8 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: YOU'RE PROBABLY FOLDING IN THE WHOLE COST

9 OF THE FACILITY INTO THE OPERATION. THAT'S WHAT MY GUESS WOULD
10 BE.

11

12 SUP. MOLINA: AGAIN, L.A. COUNTY U.S.C. HEALTHCARE, THE

13 COMPREHENSIVE HEALTH CENTER --

14

15 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: NO, I MEAN YOU HAVE A WHOLE HOSPITAL THERE

16 THAT'S NOT OPERATING AND THEY'RE PROBABLY ALLOCATING THE WHOLE
17 COST OF THAT -- BECAUSE YOU HAVE JANITORS THERE TO KEEP THE

18 HOSPITAL OPEN. THEY'RE PROBABLY ALLOCATING ALL OF THE COST OF
19 THE WHOLE HOSPITAL TO THE M.A.C.C.

20

21 DR. BRUCE CHERNOF: SUPERVISOR, IF I CAN RESPOND TO THAT.

SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: PLEASE.
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DR. BRUCE CHERNOF: LET ME START BY SAYING THOSE ARE BOTH AREAS
THAT WE'RE LOOKING AT BECAUSE WE THINK THE COSTS ARE TOO HIGH,
WHICH IS PART OF WHY WE HAVE CONSULTANTS WORKING AT BOTH OF

THOSE FACILITIES.

SUP. MOLINA: THE CONSULTANTS HAVE BEEN THERE SINCE OCTOBER. SO

WHEN WILL THEY FINISH? WILL THEY FINISH IN THIS BUDGET YEAR?

DR. BRUCE CHERNOF: THEY ARE DUE TO FINISH THIS BUDGET YEAR,

SUPERVISOR. BUT LET ME HAVE ALLAN EXPLAIN WHY THEY'RE SO HIGH.

SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: YOU'RE PUTTING IT ALL IN THERE.

SUP. MOLINA: I WOULD SAY SOMEBODY HAS TO LOOK AT THE FACILITY
AND SAY, DOES THIS MAKE SENSE.? WE REALLY DON'T CARE ABOUT THE
FACILITY AT THIS POINT IN TIME. WE'VE GOT OTHER ISSUES TO DEAL
WITH THAT WE'RE CONCERNED ABOUT THE DELIVERY OF CARE. THAT'S

DR. BRUCE CHERNOF: SUPERVISOR, IF ALLAN COULD JUST SPEAK TO

WHY THE COSTS ARE SO HIGH.

ALLAN WECKER: ONE OF THE REASONS IS THAT THEY WERE A HOSPITAL

BEFORE. AND WE ACTUALLY HAD PENSION BONDS. SO WHEN YOU LOOK AT
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1 THE COST OF THE M.A.C.C. RIGHT NOW, YOU HAVE A LOT OF FIXED

2 COSTS THAT ARE SITTING IN THEIR SYSTEM.

4 SUP. MOLINA: THEN I'M GOING TO ASK YOU TO DO SOMETHING. YOU
5 CAN PULL IT OUT FOR ME. YOU CAN PULL OUT WHAT IT COSTS US TO

6 DELIVER A VISIT THERE.

8 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: SEPARATE FROM THE OTHER THINGS.

10 SUP. MOLINA: YEAH.

11

12 DR. BRUCE CHERNOF: VARIABLE COSTS, SUPERVISORS.

13

14 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: AND THAT'S WHAT'S ALWAYS HAPPENED THERE.
15 THEY'VE ALLOCATED A LOT OF OTHER COSTS.

16

17 SUP. MOLINA: OKAY, SO WHAT'S THE ANSWER FOR THE HIGH DESERT
18 ONE?

19

20 C.E.O. FUJIOKA: I'LL HAVE TO TAKE A LOOK AT IT. LET US JUST GO
21 BACK --

22

23 SUP. MOLINA: BUT YOU SEE HOW THIS IS STUFF THAT I DON'T GET.
24 THIS IS NOT ANYTHING WE UNDERSTAND. NOW, WE'VE DONE THIS WHEN

25 EMERGENCY ROOM VISITS, THAT IT TAKES 12 TO 13 HOURS AT ONE
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1 EMERGENCY ROOM AND ONLY 7 AT ANOTHER. I THINK WE SHOULD STRIVE
2 FOR AS MUCH. IF IT ISN'T APPLES AND APPLES, THEN LET US KNOW,
3 BECAUSE I LOOK AT IT AND I SEE THE DELIVERY OF HEALTH AT AN

4 M.L.K. M.A.C.C. COSTING US, YOU KNOW, $1,895. PER VISIT AND I
5 LOOK AT THE ANTELOPE VALLEY FACILITY COSTING US $227 A VISIT.
6 NOW, IF THAT IS UNFAIR TO LOOK AT IT THAT WAY, THEN YOU GET ME

7 THE COST.

9 C.E.O. FUJIOKA: WHAT SHOULD BE SAID IS, ONE, YOU'RE ABSOLUTELY
10 RIGHT, THE COST OF CARE IS TOO HIGH. THE NUMBER OF POSITIONS

11 THERE NOW ARE MUCH TOO HIGH. WE HAVE A PRELIMINARY

12 RECOMMENDATION FROM THE CONSULTANT TO ELIMINATE, AND IT'S MORE
13 THAN 200 POSITIONS. ONCE WE DO THAT, THE COST FOR CARE SHOULD
14 GET BACK AND GET CLOSER TO WHAT WOULD BE EITHER DEPARTMENTAL
15 OR INDUSTRY STANDARD. WE'RE MEETING WITH --

16

17 SUP. MOLINA: WHAT WOULD BE CONSIDERED AN INDUSTRY STANDARD

18 SINCE WE HAVE SO MUCH VARIATION WITHIN OUR OWN COUNTY.

19

20 C.E.O. FUJIOKA: I UNDERSTAND THAT. I'LL NEED THE DEPARTMENT TO
21 HELP ME WITH THAT. BUT THE FACT IS, WHAT'S BUDGETED THERE NOW

22 IS -- IT'S JUST TOO HIGH, AND THAT'S WHY WE HAVE AN INITIAL

23 RECOMMENDATION THAT WE HAVEN'T FULLY ACCEPTED BECAUSE I STILL
24 THINK IT'S TOO HIGH FROM THE CONSULTANT. BUT AND YET, IT'S

25 OVER SEVERAL HUNDRED POSITIONS LESS THAN WHAT'S BUDGETED AT
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1 THE FACILITY RIGHT NOW. WE WILL BE REDUCING THE NUMBER OF
2 STAFEF AT THE FACILITY AND WITH THAT THE COSTS ASSOCIATED WITH

3 THOSE STAFF.

5 SUP. MOLINA: I UNDERSTAND, BUT, BILL, THIS IS AN AREA WHERE IT
6 SHOULDN'T BE THIS COMPLICATED. ALL RIGHT? IF WE NEED TO CARRY
7 WHATEVER BOND OR DEBT SERVICE OR SOMETHING, WE SHOULD PULL IT
8 OUT. OTHERWISE, IT IS LEADING ME TO BELIEVE, INCORRECTLY SO,
9 THAT THERE IS SOMETHING WRONG, AND, YOU KNOW, WITH MARTIN

10 LUTHER KING, UNFORTUNATELY, IT'S ALWAYS BEEN TOP-HEAVY. THE
11 COST OF A BED THERE ALWAYS COSTS MORE MONEY.

12

13 C.E.O. FUJIOKA: YOU'RE RIGHT.

14

15 SUP. MOLINA: AND THAT'S INAPPROPRIATE. NOW, BUT THAT'S TIME
16 GONE BY. BUT NOW WE'VE GOT TO WRESTLE WITH THIS. IT SHOULD

17 COST MORE OR LESS THE SAME. NOW, I UNDERSTAND THERE ARE

18 VARIATIONS, BUT WHEN YOU GIVE ME A FIGURE LIKE THIS, THAT'S
19 WHAT I DO. I LOOK AT THE PER UNIT COST. AND WHEN YOU'RE

20 LOOKING AT MARTIN LUTHER KING RIGHT NOW, IT'S, NO MATTER WHAT
21 YOU PUT INTO THAT BAG, THAT BAG IS COSTING US $1,895 TO

22 DELIVER A PATIENT CARE VISIT IN THAT PLACE. THAT IS NOT GOOD

23 FOR THE COMMUNITY, BECAUSE ITS TOP-HEAVINESS IS KILLING THE
24 REST OF US. WHEN COLLECTIVELY ALL OUR OTHER COMP CENTERS, ALL

25 OF OUR OTHER CLINICS, ALL OF OUR OTHER URGENT CARE CENTERS
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1 COST US, WHAT, 354 MILLION COLLECTIVELY. THAT IS AN

2 UNBELIEVABLE NUMBER.

4 DON KNABE: ABSOLUTELY. BUT THAT'S, WHEN I ASKED EARLIER,

5 THAT'S THE NUMBER ON THE F.T.E.S AT OUR HOSPITALS, THE NUMBERS
6 THAT WE'VE BEEN TRYING TO GET. BECAUSE WHAT'S HAPPENING IS THE
7 VISITS DON'T MATCH UP WITH THE NUMBER OF EMPLOYEES WE HAVE,

8§ AND IT'S THAT WAY AT SOME OF OUR OTHER FACILITIES, TOO, AND T
9 UNDERSTAND THE NEED FOR FLEXIBILITY, BUT THE FACT THAT THE --
10 EITHER THE DEPARTMENT CANNOT GET US THE F.T.E.S OR THAT

11 NUMBER'S NOT AVAILABLE, THEN WE HAVE NO IDEA BECAUSE WE JUST
12 HAVE TOO MANY EMPLOYEES FOR THE SERVICES BEING PROVIDED.

14 SUP. MOLINA:, AND YOU KNOW, I DON'T KNOW, I ALWAYS HEAR

15 STORIES ABOUT SOME KIND OF SWEETHEART DEAL. WE GET THOSE

16 ANONYMOUS LETTERS ABOUT LUCY LUI IS SITTING ON HER CAN WHILE
17 THE REST OF US ARE WORKING. YOU KNOW, SO AND SO HAS BEEN GONE
18 FOR 36 MONTHS AND I HAVE TO COME TO WORK EVERY DAY AND YOU'RE
19 STILL PAYING HER. AND YOU KNOW, THEY COME ANONYMOUSLY, AND SO
20 ON. I DON'T KNOW, BUT IT JUST SEEMS TO ME THAT THERE MUST BE
21 PEOPLE SITTING THERE DOING NOTHING BECAUSE THAT IS -- I MEAN,

22 AT THE SOUTHWEST AND SAN FERNANDO VALLEY, YOU HAVE 112,000

23 VISITS. IT COST US $424 TO DELIVER EACH OF THOSE VISITS. SO
24 I'M SAYING, WE ARE -- THE REST OF THE-- IS CARRYING THIS LOAD.

25 AND IF THE NUMBERS ARE NOT RIGHT, THEN HEY, GIVE ME THE PER
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1 COST VISIT. AND I AM CONCERNED, BECAUSE IF ALL THAT DEBT
2 SERVICE AND ALL OF THOSE ISSUES ARE CARRYING US DOWN, THEY
3 SHOULDN'T BE COMPARED IN THE WAY THEY'RE BEING PRESENTED TO

4 US.

6 DR. BRUCE CHERNOF: WELL SUPERVISOR, THE DATA THAT WAS

7 PRESENTED WAS MEANT TO BE ROLL UP DATA. IT IS FULLY LOADED.

8§ AND THE PROBLEM WITH BOTH HIGH DESERT, AND TO A VERY LARGE

9 DEGREE THE KING M.A.C.C. IS THAT THEY'RE STILL CARRYING THE

10 HOSPITAL COSTS. WE'LL BE GLAD TO BREAK IT OUT FOR THIS BOARD.
11

12 SUP. MOLINA: YOU NEED TO BREAK IT OUT. BECAUSE GUESS WHAT? WE
13 WANT TO KNOW IF THAT IS INEFFICIENT IN EVERY SINGLE WAY, WHICH
14 IT SURE SEEMS LIKE, THEN WE'VE GOT TO FIGURE OUT WHAT TO DO

15 THERE. THIS IS A LARGER PROBLEM THAN WE THINK. THIS ALONE

16 COULD CLEAN UP OUR DEFICIT INSTEAD OF USING, YOU KNOW, OTHER
17  MONEYS. THINK ABOUT IT.

18

19 C.E.O. FUJIOKA: WE GO AHEAD AND WE CAN PROVIDE YOU FOR EACH OF
20 THE HEALTH CENTERS, COM CENTERS, AND THE M.A.C.C.S WHAT THE

21 VARIABLE COST IS TO PROVIDE SERVICE, BECAUSE THAT'S WHAT

22 YOU'RE ASKING.

23
24 SUP. MOLINA: WELL GUESS WHAT? IF THE PERCENTAGES COME DOWN ON

25 ALL OF THEM, THEN YOU'VE GOT THE SAME PROBLEM, BECAUSE
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1 EVERYBODY'S GOT DEBT SERVICE, EVERYBODY'S GOT FACILITY

2 PROBLEMS. GRANTED, M.L.K.'S GOT A LARGER FACILITY FOR A

3 SMALLER UNIT, BUT I'M NOT SURE THAT THE PERCENTAGES ARE GOING
4 TO BE ALL THAT DRAMATIC. 1,800 TO 900 IS DOUBLE FOR HIGH

5 DESERT, OKAY. AND 1,800 TO 227 AT ANTELOPE VALLEY. YIKES.

6 THAT'S SCARY. THIS IS NOT A GOOD BUSINESS MODEL, A GOOD

7 BUSINESS PLAN. AND SO I WANT TO UNDERSTAND IT, BECAUSE YOU'RE
8 ASKING ME TO DEAL WITH THE DEFICIT, YOU'RE ASKING ME TO GO OUT
9 AND LOBBY EVERYBODY I CAN. WE'RE TALKING ABOUT ISSUES THAT

10 HAVE TO ADDRESS. WE DON'T WANT TO BE TALKING ABOUT ANY CUT-

11 BACKS IN SERVICES OR ANY OTHER AREAS, AND HERE YOU HAVE AN

12 OPPORTUNITY TO -- I MEAN, TOBACCO TAX MONEY HAS ALWAYS BEEN
13 FATRLY SACRED, IT REALLY HAS BEEN. WE ONLY HAVE A FINITE

14 AMOUNT OF IT AND WE'VE ALWAYS SAID THAT IT SHOULD GO INTO

15 PREVENTION OR EXPANSION OF SERVICES. ONE OF THE THINGS THAT'S
16 BEING RECOMMENDED TODAY IS THAT IT GO IN TO PLUG THE DEFICIT,
17 AND IT'S JUST LIKE ANYTHING ELSE. I MEAN, I'D HATE TO DO THAT
18 WITH IT, AND AS YOU KNOW, YOU HEARD THE PROPOSAL BEFOREHAND
19 THAT HOPEFULLY WE WON'T HAVE TO USE THAT MONEY. IT'S ONE OF
20 THE RECOMMENDATIONS THAT HAS BEEN MADE. BUT I REALLY THINK

23 ABOUT THE 362 PEOPLE OUT ON LEAVE AND YOU CAN'T GET A HOLD OF
24 THEM AND THEY HAVE TO PAY THEM EVERY DAY, EVEN THOUGH THEY

25 DON'T SHOW UP FOR WORK OR ANY OF THE OTHER NONSENSE THAT I'VE
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1 HEARD THAT'S GONE ON AT M.L.K., I THINK THIS HAS GOT TO STOP.
2 AND YOU'VE GOT TO BRING THOSE SAME EFFICIENCIES ACROSS THE

3 BOARD, AT LEAST WITH SOME KIND OF RANGE THAT'S FAIR. BUT WHEN
4 YOU GO FROM 1,895 A VISIT TO 227, IN OUR OWN SAME NETWORK OF
5 COUNTY FACILITIES, WE'VE GOT A PROBLEM. SO IT'S GOT TO BE

6 ADDRESSED. SO I EXPECT THAT YOU WILL BRING ME A PER PATIENT

7 ACCOUNTING. HOW LONG? A WEEK? TWO WEEKS? I KNOW I WANT IT. I

8 DON'T KNOW IF ANYBODY ELSE --

10 C.E.O. FUJIOKA: TWO WEEKS WOULD BE GREAT.

11

12 SUP. MOLINA: RIGHT. THE OTHER PART, AS YOU KNOW, AND I HAVE
13 BEEN EXTREMELY CONCERNED, AND IT DOESN'T SEEM TO BE GETTING
14 MUCH ATTENTION, BUT I'M VERY CONCERNED ABOUT L.A. COUNTY

15 U.S.C.. I KNOW THAT THE DEPARTMENT IS PLANNING ON OPENING, I'M
16 FREAKED OUT BY THE NUMBERS THAT ARE GOING TO SHOW THAT WHAT
17  WERE GOING TO GO IN THERE. THEY ARE UNBELIEVABLE THAT WE CAN
18 MOVE INTO A HOSPITAL AND DECLARE OURSELVES 95%, YOU KNOW, AT
19 CAPACITY, AND THEN JUST, YOU KNOW, CALL IT A DAY. I KNOW THAT
20 THIS IS A TOUGH POLITICAL SITUATION FOR THE DEPARTMENT, BUT
21 THE DEPARTMENT'S SUPPOSED TO SPEAK TRUTH TO POWER AS MUCH AS

22 IT CAN. SO I AM ASKING YOU TO REALLY START ADDRESSING THE

23 POTENTIAL CRISIS. WE ARE ALL GOING TO BE HERE AND IT'S NOT
24 GOING TO BE PRETTY. NOW, IF YOU DON'T HAVE A CRISIS, THEN I

25 WANT YOU TO REPORT THAT IT'S NOT GOING TO BE A CRISIS, BUT AS
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1 I SEE IT, AS I'M LOOKING AT THE INFORMATION THAT OUR OWN
2 CONSULTANTS HAVE PROVIDED US, WE ARE NOT PREPARING FOR THE

3 POTENTIAL PROBLEM. IF WE'RE GOING TO HAVE THIS SLICK BRAND-NEW
4 EMERGENCY ROOM AND WE'RE GOING TO CLOSE IT EVERY SINGLE DAY OF
5 THE WEEK, WHICH IS THE ONLY WAY YOU'RE GOING TO STAY AT 95%,

6 BECAUSE YOU'D HAVE TO CLOSE THE FRONT DOOR. YOU STILL WILL

7 HAVE WALK-IN FOLKS. BUT THIS DEPARTMENT HAS TO START

8 ADDRESSING THIS ISSUE. SO I HAVE A MOTION THAT I'D LIKE TO ASK
9 THE DEPARTMENT TO -- AND FOR THE BOARD TO APPROVE TO START

10 LOOKING AT THESE ISSUES. AND I THINK, YOU KNOW, YOU CAN'T JUST
11 KEEP PUTTING BLINDERS ON AND PRETEND IT DOESN'T EXIST. THIS

12 BOARD IS HAVING TO ADDRESS IT AT VARIOUS LEVELS. AND WHILE

13 WE'VE ALL BEEN CONCERNED ABOUT THE KIND OF MONEY WE'VE HAD TO
14 LAY OUT AND THE RESPONSIBILITIES THAT WE HAVE TO OPEN UP

15 M.L.K., LET'S NOT CREATE OURSELVES ANOTHER CRISIS. THIS IS A
16 CRISIS IN THE MAKING. SO I'VE PASSED OUT THIS MOTION. "IN

17 DECEMBER OF 2005, THE COUNTY OF LOS ANGELES ENTERED INTO A

18 SETTLEMENT AGREEMENT AND RELEASE WITH THE HARRIS PLAINTIFFS.

19 AS PART OF HARRIS SETTLEMENT AGREEMENT THE COUNTY MUST

20 MAINTAIN A MEDIAN EMERGENCY DEPARTMENT BOARDING TIME OF BELOW
21 SEVEN HOURS. THIS IS A TIME FROM WHEN A PHYSICIAN WRITES THE

22 ORDER TO ADMIT THE PATIENT UNTIL THE PHYSICIAN IS PLACED IN AN

23 IN-PATIENT BED. IN SEPTEMBER, THE L.A. COUNTY U.S.C. MEDICAL
24 CENTER WILL TRANSITION INTO A NEW REPLACEMENT FACILITY. L.A.

25 COUNTY U.S.C. STAFF HAD DILIGENTLY WORKED TO MEET AND MAINTAIN
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1 THE TERMS OF THAT AGREEMENT WITH RESPECT TO THE AVERAGE LENGTH
2 OF STAY, REDUCTIONS, ADMISSIONS, AND, OF COURSE, THE EMERGENCY
3 DEPARTMENT BOARDING TIME AS WELL. GIVEN THE EXPECTED HIGH

4 UTILIZATION AND OCCUPANCY OF THE HOSPITAL AND THE ANTICIPATED

5 PATIENT SURGE WHEN THE FACILITY OPENS, IT IS IMPERATIVE THAT

6 WE CONTINUE TO MEET THESE BENCHMARKS WHEN WE MOVE INTO THE NEW
7 FACILITY SO AS NOT TO JEOPARDIZE EITHER THE TERMS OF THE

10 ONE BECAUSE WE HAVE A PROBLEM WITH EMERGENCY SERVICES IN THIS
11 COUNTY. WE'VE LOST EMERGENCY ROOMS. I THINK IF WE WERE TO TALK
12 WITH THE E.M.S. COMMISSION, IT IS ALL HOSPITALS, PUBLIC AND

13 PRIVATE, SPEND MORE TIME ON DIVERSION. THE EMERGENCY ROOM

14 SYSTEM HAS BEEN A MORE DIFFICULT PLACE TO NAVIGATE IN RECENT
15 YEARS THAN IT'S BEEN IN THE PAST. SOME HOSPITALS HAVE SEEN A
16 DECREASE MAYBE IN HOW LONG THEY'RE ON DIVERSION, BUT TO ME,

17 THE -- YOU KNOW, WHAT IS USEFUL ABOUT SUPERVISOR MOLINA'S

18 QUESTION IS IT WILL TELL YOUR BOARD SOMETHING VERY DIRECT

19 ABOUT MOVING INTO THE NEW HOSPITAL, AND I THINK THAT THAT

20 QUESTION HAS MERIT. I THINK THAT THE LARGER QUESTION, THE

21 REGIONAL QUESTION IS THE ONE THAT'S MOST IMPORTANT BECAUSE IT
IS ONLY A MATTER OF TIME THAT YOUR BOARD, THIS DEPARTMENT, THE
PRIVATE HOSPITALS, PUBLIC HEALTH, WILL HAVE A BAD FLU YEAR.

THERE'S NO DOUBT ABOUT THAT. THE QUESTION IS, WHEN WILL WE
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1 HAVE A BAD FLU YEAR, FOR EXAMPLE. SO, TO ME, IT IS A VERY

2 IMPORTANT REGIONAL QUESTION, AND, YOU KNOW, ONE THAT --

4 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: MAY I JUST SAY, DOES IT -- THERE'S NO REAL

5 HARM IN DOING THIS, IS IT?

7 DR. BRUCE CHERNOF: NO.

9 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: LET'S GO ON AND DO IT. IT'S NOT GOING TO DO
10 ANY HARM, NO FOUL, IT'LL JUST BE SOME ADDITIONAL DATA YOU HAVE
11 THAT MAY BE SURMISED IN SOME INSTANCE BECAUSE YOU DON'T HAVE A
12 RECORD, BUT AT THE SAME TIME, IT'S NOT GOING TO HARM ANYTHING.
13  RIGHT?

14

15 DR. BRUCE CHERNOF: NO. I MEAN, I THINK THE INFORMATION IS

16 HELPFUL.

17

18 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: FINE. I WOULD JUST -- IT WOULD BE VERY

19 HELPFUL TO ME, IF NOBODY ELSE, WHEN YOU PRESENT THIS

20 INFORMATION, THAT YOU PUT IT IN THE REGIONAL CONTEXT THAT YOU

21 NOT JUST SAY, IF YOU HAD A 20% SURGE WHEN IT'S 95% OCCUPIED,

22 THE PLACE WOULD SHUT DOWN. THAT VERY WELL MAY BE THE CASE. IT

23 ALSO MIGHT BE THE CASE THAT IN JANUARY AND FEBRUARY WHEN
24 EVERYBODY'S GOT PNEUMONIA, THAT YOU WOULD HAVE A SIMILAR

25 SITUATION REGION-WIDE INCLUDING IN OUR SYSTEM. I THINK IT'S
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1 IMPORTANT TO PUT IT IN SOME CONTEXT, AND NOT IN ISOLATION, AND
2 THAT'S WHAT -- INFORMATION IS GREAT, BUT IT'S GOT TO BE --

3 IT'S GOT TO BE CONTEXTUAL. AND I'D LIKE YOU TO PRESENT IT THAT
4 WAY. DOESN'T MEAN THAT YOU WON'T GET THIS INFORMATION, BUT YOU
5 ALSO BRING IT INTO CONTEXT WITH WHAT THE CIRCUMSTANCES MIGHT

6 BE, AS YOU HAVE SORT OF TOUCHED ON HERE TODAY.

8 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: DO I HAVE AN OBJECTION TO THAT?

10 SUP. MOLINA: OH, I DO.

11

12 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: ALL RIGHT.

13

14 SUP. MOLINA: I DON'T OBJECT TO ANYTHING. I OBJECT TO EVERY
15 ANSWER THAT DR. CHERNOF HAS GIVEN US. AND I WILL PUT IT IN
16 CONTEXT FOR YOU, DR. CHERNOF, SINCE YOU CAN'T TELL IT TO THE
17 SUPERVISOR. MY MOTION —-- DON'T LOOK AT ME LIKE YOU'RE

18 STARTLED. THE REASON THAT YOU HAVE TO LOOK AT THESE NUMBERS,
19 AND YOU CAN DO IT REGIONALLY AND YOU CAN TALK ABOUT S.A.R.S.
20 AND ALL OF THESE UNEXPECTED KIND OF SITUATIONS, IS THAT YOU
21 HAVE HARRIS OVER YOUR HEAD. AND MAYBE YOU DON'T HAVE HARRIS

22 OVER YOUR HEAD, BUT THE PEOPLE SITTING ON THIS SIDE OF THE

23 AISLE DO HAVE HARRIS OVER THEIR HEAD. WE HAVE A RESPONSIBILITY
24 TO MEET THE HARRIS CONSENT DECREE. RIGHT, SHEILA? THAT'S THE

25 DIFFERENCE. YOU HAVE TO SAY THAT TO THE SUPERVISOR. I DID PUT
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1 IT IN CONTEXT IN MY MOTION. IT IS TRULY IN CONTEXT, SUPERVISOR
2 YAROSLAVSKY. IT SAYS VERY CLEARLY, WE HAVE A HARRIS

3 RESPONSIBILITY.

5 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: WAIT A MINUTE. IF IT IS AND IT RELATES TO
6 ANY LITIGATION, I WOULD SUGGEST THAT WE DISCUSS THIS AS IT

7 RELATES TO HARRIS IN --

9 SUP. MOLINA: YOU DON'T NEED TO GO INTO CLOSED SESSION.

10

11 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: IF IT RELATES TO LITIGATION. BUT IF YOU
12 HAVE NO OBJECTION TO PROVIDING THE INFORMATION. RIGHT?

13

14 DR. BRUCE CHERNOF: NONE WHATSOEVER.

15

16 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: AND HE DOESN'T HAVE ANY OBJECTION TO IT,
17 YOU DON'T HAVE ANY OBJECTION TO THEM ADDING REGIONAL ISSUES.
18 SO, YOU KNOW, FOR US TO GO ON WITH A DEBATE THE REST OF THE
19 NIGHT --

20

21 SUP. MOLINA: WELL, BUT, SUPERVISOR, ONE OF THE ISSUES HERE,

22 THE REASON THAT I THINK IT'S IMPORTANT, AND WE CAN TURN A

23 BLIND EYE TO THIS, BUT IT'S GOT TO STOP IN CERTAIN RESPECTS,
24  BECAUSE WITH HARRIS, WHICH IS DIFFERENT THAN ANYWHERE ELSE,

25 HARRIS DOESN'T APPLY TO WHITE MEMORIAL. HARRIS DOESN'T APPLY
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1 TO HARBOR. IT JUST DOESN'T. IT ONLY APPLIES TO L.A. COUNTY
2 U.S5.C. SO YOU HAVE A DIFFERENT RESPONSIBILITY THERE THAN

3 ANYWHERE ELSE. AND IT SAYS THAT YOU MUST HONOR THE SEVEN

4 HOURS. IT SAYS THAT. THAT'S YOUR RESPONSIBILITY. MR. FORTNER

5 KNOWS THAT CLEARLY. NOW, YOU NEED TO KNOW HOW YOU'RE GOING TO
6 DO THAT. I DON'T KNOW. WE'VE BEEN ASKING THE QUESTION GENTLY,
7 NICELY. WHAT ARE YOU GOING TO DO? WHAT'S THE PLAN? WHERE ARE

8 YOU GOING? BECAUSE WHEN YOU START LOOKING AT THOSE NUMBERS,

9 THE TOP NUMBER, AGAIN, WHAT HAPPENS WITH 5%? IF YOU'RE AT 95
10 RIGHT NOW, IF YOU'RE AT 95 AND YOU GET A 5% SURGE, VERY

11 NORMAL, YOU'RE AT 100%. WHAT IS THE WAITING TIME AT AN

12 EMERGENCY ROOM VISIT? THAT'S THE QUESTION. THAT'S WHAT THE TWO
13 NUMBERS MEAN, SUPERVISOR YAROSLAVSKY. YOU TAKE A 95% OCCUPANCY
14 AND YOU PUT A 5% SURGE, WHICH IS NORMAL, THAT ISN'T EVEN FLU.
15 THAT'S JUST THURSDAY NIGHT AT THE EMERGENCY ROOM. AND YOU KNOW
16 THAT. WHAT DOES THAT MEAN? HOW LONG IS THE WAIT? IS IT 7-1/2

17 HOURS? IS IT 9 HOURS? IS IT 12 HOURS OR 24 HOURS? ANYTHING

18 OVER 7 VIOLATES A CONSENT DEGREE. NOW, WHAT DO WE DO THAT DAY?
19

20 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: SEND PEOPLE TO ANOTHER HOSPITAL.

21

22 SUP. MOLINA: NO. THAT'S RIGHT. I SUGGEST WE HAVE A PLAN, AND

23 THAT THIS BOARD BE INFORMED WHAT THAT PLAN IS. THESE NUMBERS -

24 -

25
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SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: OPEN UP KING.

3 SUP. MOLINA: OKAY. OPEN UP KING.

5 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: THAT IS THE OBVIOUS ANSWER WE HAVE TO HAVE.

7 SUP. MOLINA: NO, IT'S NOT THE OBVIOUS ANSWER BECAUSE YOU CAN'T
8 DO IT. THIS WILL OPEN UP IN OCTOBER, AND THERE IS NOTHING

9 MOVING HEAVEN AND EARTH CAN OPEN MARTIN LUTHER KING BY

10 OCTOBER. IF IT COULD, I'D BE RIGHT THERE. BUT THERE IS

11 NOTHING, NOTHING ON THE HORIZON, THERE ISN'T SOME WEALTHY GUY
12 OUT THERE WAITING TO DO IT, THERE ISN'T ANYBODY OUT THERE

13 WAITING TO CATCH THIS THING. I WISH IT WERE, MS. BURKE, I

14 WOULD BE RIGHT THERE.

15

16 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: THERE IS A WEALTHY GUY OUT THERE WAITING.
17

18 SUP. MOLINA: YEAH, HE'S WAITING FOR SOMETHING MORE WEALTHY TO
19 COME DOWN HIS WAY. BECAUSE THERE IS SOMETHING GOING ON, AND
20 I'M NOT SURE WHAT IT IS. GENEVIEVE, THERE'S NOTHING THAT GOES
21 ON IN CLOSED DOORS, SO DON'T WORRY ABOUT IT. BUT THE ISSUE IS

22 THIS, IS THAT WE DO KNOW ONE THING, IS THAT THAT DAY, IF WE

23 DON'T HAVE A PLAN -- AND THERE'S AN OLD SAYING THAT YOU PLAN

24 ON GOING NOWHERE. WE'LL BE IN TROUBLE. SO WHAT'S THE PLAN? WE

25 KNOW THOSE NUMBERS WILL BE THERE IN THE MOST MODEST OF SENSE.
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1 NOT THE 20%, BUT YOU'VE GOT TO PLAY IT OUT. BUT 95%, YOUR OWN

2 NUMBERS HAVE TOLD YOU THAT, YOU'LL BE AT 95. 5

SURGE IS AN
3 EASY THING TO HAPPEN. WHAT WHAT HAPPENS THAT DAY? WHAT HAPPENS
4 THE DAY THAT WE GO TO 8, 12, 15 HOURS? WHAT HAPPENS? WE'VE GOT

5 TO PREPARE FOR THAT DAY. AND WE'VE GOT TO BUY BEDS.

7 C.E.O. FUJIOKA: AND YOU'RE RIGHT. IN AN EARLIER PRESENTATION,
8 I HAD MENTIONED THAT WHEN WE TALKED ABOUT HEALTH, THAT WE NEED
9 TO LOOK AT SEVERAL OPTIONS. AND I RAISED THE ISSUE OF RANCHO.
10 THE CURRENT OPTION RIGHT NOW, THE CURRENT INSTRUCTION RIGHT

11 NOW IS NOT A GOOD PLAN. AND THAT INSTRUCTION IS -- WELL, I'M
12 NOT EVEN GOING TO GO THERE. I THINK WE NEED TO RETAIN RANCHO
13 RIGHT NOW. I FEEL THAT WE DID MOVE STAFEF TO RANCHO AS PART OF
14 DECOMPRESSING, CLOSING KING --

15

16 SUP. MOLINA: BUT I NOTICE THERE WASN'T A MOTION ON THAT TODAY.
17

18 C.E.O. FUJIOKA: I UNDERSTAND THAT.

19

20 SUP. MOLINA: BILL, I UNDERSTAND THIS IS GOING ON. AT THE SAME
21 TIME, WE'RE PAYING SOME CONSULTANTS TO GO OUT AND LOOK FOR
BUYERS AT RANCHO. OKAY? I UNDERSTAND THAT. INSTEAD, WE SHOULD
HAVE A PLAN. WHAT IS IT GOING TO TAKE FOR US? HOW MANY BEDS

WOULD WE HAVE TO OCCUPY? RANCHO IS MORE THAN AVAILABLE. IT
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1 WORKS. WE THINK IT'S A GOOD THING. DO WE TAKE 20 BEDS, 25

2 BEDS? DO WE STAFEF FOR THEM?

4 C.E.O. FUJIOKA: AND I AGREE.

6 SUP. MOLINA: M.L.K.-- NO, HARBOR, TO FIND SIX DOCS AT HARBOR,
7 WE HAD TO HIRE C.E.P., THAT CRACKPOT ORGANIZATION, FOR 100 AND
8 SOME ODD MILLION DOLLARS, TO FIND SIX SIX DOCS. WHAT'S IT

9 GOING TO TAKE TO OPEN UP 25 OR 40 BEDS AT RANCHO? WE NEED A

10 PLAN. THERE IS NO PLAN.

11

12 C.E.O. FUJIOKA: WE CURRENTLY HAVE BEDS AT RANCHO THAT HAS

13 OPENED UP AS A CONSEQUENCE CLOSING KING. MY INTENT IS TO COME
14 BACK IN A FEW WEEKS WE TALK ABOUT THE D.H.S. BUDGET AND THE

15 D.H.S. DEFICIT TO SPECIFICALLY TALKING ABOUT RANCHO AS AN

16 OPTION FOR US. I JUST RECEIVED INFORMATION FROM THE CONSULTANT
17 REGARDING THE SALE OF RANCHO, AND AS A CONSEQUENCE OF THAT

18 INFORMATION, I NO LONGER SUPPORT THAT ACTION. BUT I NEED TIME
19 TO GO THROUGH IT AND TO LOOK AT AN OPTION, NOT JUST COME TO IT
20 AND SAY, STOP, BUT GIVE YOU THE FULL REASON BEHIND IT FOR

21 STOPPING THAT PROCESS.

22

23 SUP. KNABE: YOU'RE TALKING ABOUT 70 BEDS AT RANCHO RIGHT NOW

24 BECAUSE OF THE KING CLOSURE. CORRECT?

25
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C.E.O. FUJIOKA: AND THE CENSUS THERE, DO WE KNOW FOR THOSE

2 BEDS?

4 DR. BRUCE CHERNOF: WE'RE ONLY USING ABOUT 40 OF THEM

5 CURRENTLY, SO WE HAVE 30 BEDS AVAILABLE.

7 C.E.O. FUJIOKA: SO IF WE'RE STAFFED RIGHT NOW FOR 70 BEDS AT
8 RANCHO AND WE'RE ONLY USING 40, THERE ARE 30 BEDS AVAILABLE.
9 AND WE NEED TO CONTINUE USING RANCHO FOR THAT PARTICULAR

10 FUNCTION, AND I DIDN'T WANT TO STRING IT RIGHT NOW UNTIL T

11 HAVE ALL THE INFORMATION RELATED TO THE SALE AND SO ON. BUT
12 I'LL SAY IT RIGHT NOW, IT'S MY INTENT TO COME BACK, ONCE WE
13 HAVE THE FULL DISCUSSION ON D.H.S. BUDGET AND ASK FOR THIS
14 BOARD'S SUPPORT TO NOT SELL RANCHO. BECAUSE I THINK IT'S A
15 VIABLE OPTION FOR US, AND WHEN WE HAVE PROBLEMS THAT YOU'RE
16 REFERRING TO AT THIS SURGE, INSTEAD OF BUYING BEDS IN THE

17 PRIVATE COMMUNITY, I'D RATHER STAFF AND FUND BEDS AT OUR OWN
18 FACILITY. AND RANCHO IS A GREAT OPTION.

19

20 SUP. MOLINA: AGAIN, IT IS AN OPTION, AND WHAT I'M ASKING THIS
21 DEPARTMENT TO DO IS TO START DEALING WITH THOSE NUMBERS. WE

22 HAVE BEEN ASKING AND WE HAVE BEEN WONDERING, SO THESE FIGURES

23 WILL ONLY AT LEAST PUT THE ISSUE ON THE TABLE, AND IT ISN'T
24 ANYTHING WE NEED TO HIDE BEHIND. IT'S OUR REALITY. I MEAN, IT

25 IS THE HARRIS SITUATION AND THAT DOESN'T GO ANYWHERE ELSE, IT
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1 JUST STAYS WITHIN L.A. COUNTY U.S.C. AND IT'S BOUND TO HAVE
2 THIS PROBLEM, SO THIS DEPARTMENT NEEDS TO LOOK AT HOW TO GET

3 IT DONE, AND WORSE THAN WHEN WE MADE THE DECISION TO ONLY FUND
4 THIS HOSPITAL FOR THE 600 BEDS WAS A VERY DIFFERENT SITUATION.
5 BESIDES MARTIN LUTHER KING BEING OPEN, WE HAD A SERIES OF

6 OTHER HOSPITALS THAT WERE OPEN, AND, OF COURSE, THAT CRISIS IS
7 GETTING LARGER EVERY DAY. ONE OF THE BEST THINGS THAT HAS

8 HAPPENED, THOUGH, WITH REGARD TO L.A. COUNTY U.S.C., ITS

9 EFFICIENCIES ARE ADMIRABLE. WHAT WE ARE DOING THERE IS

10 AMAZING. IT'S NOT GOING ON AT ANY OTHER HOSPITAL TO THE EXTENT
11 OF THE EFFICIENCIES THAT WE WILL BE PROVIDING ARE

12 UNBELIEVABLE. WITH LESS STAFF, WITH LESS BEDS, BUT PATIENT

13 CARE WAS GOING TO BE HIGH END, HIGH QUALITY, WHICH THAT IN

14 ITSELE IS GOING TO ATTRACT MORE PEOPLE, BY THE WAY. AND THEN
15 THE OTHER ISSUE IS THAT NOT KEEPING PEOPLE THERE. THAT IS AN
16 INDUSTRY STANDARD THAT WE SHOULD TRY AND MEET. THOSE ARE ALL
17 GOOD THINGS THAT HAVE COME OUT OF THIS, BUT AT THE SAME TIME,
18 LET'S FACE IT, I MEAN, IT IS A TOUGH SITUATION. AND WE CAN

19 PRETEND WE DON'T SEE IT AND WE CAN PRETEND THAT IT'S ALL GOING
20 TO GET SOLVED. BUT I WAS HERE PRETENDING A LOT DURING MARTIN
21 LUTHER KING AND LISTENING TO ALL OF THESE SCENARIOS OF HOW IT

22 WAS ALL GOING TO WORK. AND THE DAY THAT WE MET THAT DISASTER,

23 WE LET DOWN A HUGE COMMUNITY. EVERY SINGLE DAY, BUT STILL
24  WAITING FOR THEM TO OPEN UP, AND I HOPE IT DOES. AND I HOPE

25 THAT WEALTHY MAN STEPS UP OR THAT NONPROFIT IS THERE. BUT IN
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1 THE INTERIM, THOSE PEOPLE HAVE NO ACCESS TO HEALTHCARE THAT
2 THEY SHOULD BE GETTING. AND IT IS HURTING OUR OTHER EMERGENCY
3 ROOMS EVERY SINGLE DAY. SO ALL I'M SAYING IS WE SHOULD KNOW

4 THESE NUMBERS, THEY DON'T HURT US TO KNOW INFORMATION. IT IS

5 JUST A REPORT BACK. WHAT IT WILL PROBABLY TELL US IS THAT ONCE
6 THAT THOSE SCENARIOS ARE PLAYED OUT, THEN WE'LL DECIDE WHICH

7 IS THE REALITY. WE DON'T HAVE TO GO TO THE EXTREMES THAT SOME
8 S.A.R.S. EPIDEMIC, BECAUSE IT'S GOING TO BE JUST A GENTLE

9 NUDGE THAT IS GOING TO THROW US OVER THE EDGE ON THE HARRIS

10 SITUATION. WHICH MEANS THAT WE HAVE TO PLAN FOR IT, AND IT

11 MIGHT MEAN PREPARING MORE BEDS AND KNOWING WHAT THE CONSTRAINT
12 WILL BE AT SOMEWHERE LIKE RANCHO OR OTHER AREAS, AND THEY WILL
13 BE GOING TO HARBOR, OLIVE VIEW AND SO ON. SO, AGAIN, DR.

14 CHERNOF, I NEED YOU TO DO THIS REPORT. I DON'T KNOW IF YOU'RE
15 GOING TO BE HERE BY THE TIME THIS REPORT IS DONE. BUT THESE

16 PEOPLE ALREADY HAVE THE DATA, THEY ALREADY DID ALL OF THIS, IT
17 JUST HASN'T BEEN PRESENTED TO US BECAUSE ALL WE HAVE IS THE

18 80% AT THE 5% SURGE, YET THE SAME REPORT TELLS US THAT WE'RE
19 GOING INTO THE HOSPITAL AT 95. SO LET'S DO THAT KIND OF

20 MODELING, IT'S NOT A HARD THING, BUT IT WILL TELL YOU WHAT IT
21 DOES TO YOUR WAIT TIMES, AND THEY ARE DANGEROUS WITHIN THE

22 FRAMEWORK OF THE HARRIS LAWSUIT. RIGHT, MR. FORTNER?

23
24 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: ALL RIGHT. ON THE MOTION -- ARE THERE OTHER

25 QUESTIONS?
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SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: I'D STILL LIKE YOU TO BRING IT INTO THE

CONTEXT--

SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: ARE THERE ANY OTHER QUESTIONS? IF NOT, WE

CAN RECEIVE AND FILE ON THIS OF WE HAVE TO ADOPT THIS, RIGHT?

SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: THE REGIONAL DOESN'T HURT, BUT YOU SAID YOU

OBJECTED.

SUP. MOLINA: I OBJECTED TO SAYING IT WASN'T IN CONTEXT. IT WAS

BROUGHT IN WITHIN CONTEXT.

SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: IN THE INTEREST OF TIME, I'M NOT GOING TO

DEBATE IT.

SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: THE REGIONAL WILL BE INCLUDED IN IT.

SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: THANK YOU.

SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: AND IS THIS -- DO WE HAVE TO HAVE A MOTION

FOR APPROVAL OF THIS AS AMENDED, OR DO WE JUST RECEIVE AND

FILE? PLUS A REPORT BACK ON THAT. ON THE ITEM.

SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: ON THE D.H.S. ITEM, YOU MEAN?
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SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: ON THE D.H.S. ITEM, IT'S A RECEIVE AND
FILE, CORRECT? AND ON THE REPORT BACK, HOW MANY DAYS WAS IT?

TWO WEEKS. ALL RIGHT.

SUP. KNABE: THE RANCHO CENSUS RIGHT NOW IS 171, WHICH NORMALLY
IS ABOUT 110. SO THEY'RE USING ROUGHLY 60 TO 70 BEDS RIGHT NOW

FROM M.L.K.

DR. BRUCE CHERNOF: SOME OF THAT SUPERVISOR IS ACTUALLY FOR A

NEW --

SUP. MOLINA: WE USE YOUR OWN DATA THAT YOU GIVE US.

SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: OKAY. SO ORDERED. RECEIVE AND FILE. IS
THERE ANYTHING FURTHER? OH, I'M SORRY. KATHY OCHOA, ARE YOU
STILL HERE? I THINK DR. CLAVREUL WENT HOME. RIGHT? IS SHE
STILL HERE? WE ALWAYS GIVE YOU EXTRA TIME ANYHOW. SHE'S AT

HOME WATCHING. RIGHT.

KATHY OCHOA: WOW. WHAT AN AFTERNOON. WHAT AN EVENING, EARLY
EVENING. I DON'T EVEN KNOW WHERE TO BEGIN. I BEGAN TODAY

PREPARING SOME NOTES ON THE HEALTHCARE BUDGET AS IT WAS
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1 PRESENTED AT THE HEALTH DEPUTIES. YOU CERTAINLY HAVE BEEN

11 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: WE WANT TO CLARIFY. ON THE MOTION,

12 SUPERVISOR MOLINA'S MOTION, IT WAS SECONDED BY YAROSLAVSKY.

14 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: I DIDN'T SECOND IT, BUT I'M SURE -- IF

15 NEEDED, I WILL.

16

17 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: ANTONOVICH SECONDED IT. WITHOUT OBJECTION
18 ON THE REPORT BACK, YES. I'M SORRY.

19

20 KATHY OCHOA: ALL RIGHT. WELL, KATHY OCHOA ON BEHALF OF

21 S.E.I.U. LOCAL 721, NEVER AFRAID TO SPEAK TRUTH TO POWER.

22 NOVEMBER 12TH, 1997, THIS BOARD VOTED TO BUILD A 600-BED

23 HOSPITAL. SO JUST KEEP THAT IN MIND WHEN WE TALK ABOUT THE 95%
24  OCCUPANCY RATE WITH THE 5% SURGE AND 150 FEWER BEDS. AND I DO

25 BELIEVE THAT WE CAN FIGURE OUT, THAT THERE ARE ENOUGH SMART
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1 PEOPLE IN THIS SYSTEM TO FIGURE OUT HOW WE HAVE A SYSTEMS
2 SOLUTION HERE, BECAUSE THAT'S WHAT -- THAT'S WHAT I THINK IS
3 BEING BEGGED FOR HERE. WE BEGAN THE DAY TALKING ABOUT

4 AMBULATORY CARE. WE'VE DISINVESTED AND WE'RE GOING FURTHER

5 INTO DEEPER DISINVESTMENT. IF WE HAVE ROBUST SPECIALTY

6 OUTPATIENT COMP CENTERS IN THE SOUTHEAST AND THE EAST SAN

7 GABRIEL VALLEY, THAT COULD RELIEVE SOME OF THE PRESSURE THAT
8§ WE'RE GOING TO BE FACING AT L.A.C./U.S.C. WE NEED TO THINK

9 ABOUT HOW TO TAKE SOME OF THE SAVINGS THAT WE'RE ASSERTING ARE
10 GOING TO BE CLAIMED AND HOW TO MAKE THE APPROPRIATE LEVEL OF
11 INVESTMENT SO THAT FUTURE GENERATIONS OF CALIFORNIANS WILL

12 HAVE A STABLE, RELIABLE, PREDICTABLE PLACE WHERE THEY CAN

13 RECEIVE CARE AND WHERE MEDICAL PROFESSIONALS CAN BE PRODUCED.
14 WE'VE COVERED ALL THE GROUND TODAY, AMBULATORY CARE, THE

15 SITUATION AT RANCHO, KING, AND THE REAL NEED TO REOPEN THAT
16 HOSPITAL AS QUICKLY AS POSSIBLE, THE STRESSES AT HARBOR-

17 U.C.L.A. AND I JUST HOPE THAT THIS BOARD CAN KEEP IN MIND, IF
18 WE WERE TO LOOK AT A QUAD RUN AND YOU WERE TO DO YOUR BEST,

19 HARDEST, MOST STRATEGIC WORK HERE OR YOUR LEAST SPORADIC

20 SHOTGUN APPROACH HERE, THAT YOU REALLY LOOK HERE FOR THE

21 DECISIONS THAT WE MAKE. WE HAVE A CRISIS OF LEADERSHIP. WE

22 NEED A DIRECTOR, AN INTERIM DIRECTOR OF HEALTH SERVICES

23 IMMEDIATELY. WE NEED SOMEBODY WHO IS A SYSTEMS PERSON AND WHO
24 CAN COME IN AND HELP US SORT THROUGH THIS BUDGET, AT LEAST

25 THROUGH THIS BUDGET PROCESS, BECAUSE I AGREE WITH YOU,
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1 SUPERVISOR YAROSLAVSKY, LET'S GET THE REAL NUMBER THAT WE'RE
2 TRYING TO SOLVE FOR AND THEN LET'S TACKLE THE REAL PROBLEM,
3 WHICH IS HOW THIS SYSTEM IS ORGANIZED AND HOW WE'RE GOING TO
4 DELIVER CARE HERE. I'D MUCH RATHER SPEND OUR UNION'S TIME AND
5 ENERGY ON THAT THAN CHASING DOWN AN IMAGINARY NUMBER FOR NEXT

6 YEAR'S DEFICIT.

8 SUP. KNABE: YOU'VE GOT TO BE A PARTNER IN THAT, TOO.

10 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: ALL RIGHT.

11

12 KATHY OCHOA: AND I'LL SUBMIT THE REST OF MY RECOMMENDATIONS IN
13 WRITING. THERE IS ONE LAST THING I WOULD LIKE SO ADD. I'D

14 HEARD IT WAS -- IT WAS A THEME ACROSS TODAY'S DISCUSSION FOR
15 OTHER DEPARTMENTS AS WELL. AND THAT IS THE REAL CRISIS WE HAVE
16 IN OUR HUMAN RESOURCES OPERATION WITHIN THE COUNTY. I THINK

17 THAT MIGUEL SANTANA WAS AN EFFECTIVE ADVOCATE IN POINTING OUT
18 TO A BOARD MEMBER THAT AT THE INABILITY TO FILL VACANCIES

19 HURTS PATIENTS, HURTS REVENUE FLOW, ET CETERA. I REALLY THANK
20 MR. KNABE FOR ASKING THE SAME QUESTIONS AROUND F.T.E.S AND THE
21 ABILITY TO HIRE INTO THEM. WE HAVE LOTS OF VACANCIES IN

22 POSITIONS THAT GENERATE REVENUE IN THIS COUNTY, AND THAT JUST

23 MEANS WE'RE THROWING MONEY UNDER -- OUT THE WINDOW HERE. SO I
24  WOULD REALLY LIKE TO SUGGEST, AS WE MOVE FORWARD IN THINKING

25 THROUGH THE NEW C.E.O. MODEL, THAT WE TACKLE THE ONE SACRED

3 FUNCTION. 11 OF THE 50 SOME IDEAS THAT D.H.S. HAS BROUGHT TO

4 YOU IN THEIR EFFICIENCIES PLAN DEPEND UPON A ROBUST AND A

5 STREAMLINED AND AN EASILY USER-FRIENDLY H.R. SYSTEM, WHICH WE
6 DON'T HAVE, SO THAT'S GOING TO BE A GIANT ENABLER FOR THEM TO
7 BE ABLE TO ACHIEVE THE SAVINGS THAT WE'RE LOOKING FOR HERE

8 TODAY. AND SO I WOULD LIKE TO ASK THAT YOU DIRECT THE AUDITOR

13 WE ADDRESS IT NOW OR WE WAIT A COUPLE OF YEARS AND IT WILL BE
14  WORSE.

16 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: THANK YOU VERY MUCH. I THINK THOSE ISSUES
17 HAVE BEEN RAISED, IF YOU'LL GET IT IN WRITING, WE'LL FORMALIZE
18 IT.

19

20 KATHY OCHOA: THANK YOU.

21

22 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: THANK YOU VERY MUCH. I UNDERSTAND THAT

23  ACTUALLY IN CLOSED SESSION THERE IS NOT A LOT THAT HAS NOT

24 BEEN ALREADY SHARED WITH US. IS THAT TRUE?

25
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1 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: THERE'S NOTHING NEW.

3 C.E.O. FUJIOKA: I THINK GIVEN THE LENGTH OF THE DAY, I THINK

4 IT WOULD BE MORE THAN REASONABLE TO POSTPONE THAT SESSION FOR
5 A COUPLE OF WEEKS UNTIL AFTER WE RETURN FROM D.C. THERE IS

6 INFORMATION -- THERE'S A LETTER WE WANT TO SHARE WITH YOU THAT
7 COMES FROM -- I BELIEVE IT'S A U.C. SYSTEM THAT SPEAKS TO THE

8 FACT THAT, YOU KNOW, THEIR WILLINGNESS TO WORK WITH US. AND

9 THIS IS BACK IN JANUARY AND WHERE THEY'RE AT RIGHT NOW. BUT

10 I'LL GET THAT INFORMATION TO YOU. I BELIEVE IT'S DATED BACK IN
11 JANUARY, BUT I'LL GET A COPY OF THAT TO YOU.

12

13 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: OKAY. ALL RIGHT.

14

15 C.E.O. FUJIOKA: JUST TO KNOW THAT THERE ARE SOME ISSUES

16 REGARDING WHETHER OR NOT WE WERE WORKING WITH THEM, THEIR

17 WILLINGNESS AND SO ON, AND THIS IS A LETTER THAT CLEARLY

18 STATES THAT THEY WERE NOT IN RIGHT POSITION TO WORK WITH US AT
19 THAT TIME. BUT POSTPONING IT FOR A FEW WEEKS I THINK IS A

20 REASONABLE MOVE AT THIS POINT.

21

22 SUP. BURKE, CHAIR: ALL RIGHT. IF THAT'S THE CASE, THEN WE WILL

23 NOT HAVE CLOSED SESSION, WE'LL PUT IT OVER, THE CLOSED SESSION
24 ITEM WE'LL PUT OVER FOR TWO WEEKS.
