SUP. KNABE: MR. MAYOR, MEMBERS OF THE BOARD, TODAY WE ARE SAYING FAREWELL TO THREE REMARKABLE, INCREDIBLE EMPLOYEES VERY ACCOMPLISHED MANAGERS IN OUR COUNTY LIBRARY SYSTEM. WE HAVE DONNA BANOS, LINDA LARSEN, AND ROBERT SEAL. JOINING THEM IS OUR COUNTY LIBRARIAN I BELIEVE SOME PLACE AS WELL AS FAMILY MEMBERS. JUST SO YOU KNOW, HE WAS PRAYING FOR ALL THREE OF YOU, OKAY? [LAUGHTER.] IT WASN'T JUST HIS WIFE, ALL RIGHT? BUT TOGETHER, THESE VERY REMARKABLE, AS I SAID, MANAGERS HAVE DEVOTED 78 YEARS OF SERVICE TO THE RESIDENTS OF OUR GREAT COUNTY. A REGIONAL ADMINISTRATOR, DONNA BANOS WHO BEGAN HER COUNTY SERVICE IN 1979 AS A CHILDREN'S LIBRARIAN IN THE VALENCIA LIBRARY IS RETIRING AFTER 32 YEARS. SHE HAS BEEN RECOGNIZED OVER AND OVER FOR HER LOVE OF CHILDREN AS WELL AS THE CREATIVE PROMOTION OF READING. SHE'S SECURED GRANT FUNDING TO LAUNCH SEVERAL PROJECTS INCLUDING READING FESTIVALS AND EMERGENT LITERACY. FOR THE PAST NINE YEARS, SHE HAS LED THE 18 LIBRARIES OF OUR LIBRARY'S EAST REGION WHERE SHE HAS BEEN ADMIRED FOR BEING AN ARDENT AND ENERGETIC ROLE MODEL FOR SCORES OF STAFF. LADIES AND GENTLEMEN, DONNA BANOS. [APPLAUSE.] NOW WE'RE GOING TO HAVE ASSISTANT REGIONAL ADMINISTRATOR LINDA LARSEN WHO LAUNCHED HER CAREER IN 1988 AS A CHILDREN'S LIBRARIAN AT OUR IACOBONI LIBRARY IN LAKEWOOD. A FEW YEARS LATER SHE BECAME THE PROGRAM DIRECTOR FOR THE LIBRARY WHERE SHE PIONEERED EXCEPTIONAL CHILDREN'S PROGRAMS. SHE WAS ALSO RECOGNIZED AS THE EMPLOYEE OF THE MONTH IN APRIL OF 2004. DURING HER 23 YEARS OF SERVICE, SHE HAS BEEN THE COMMUNITY LIBRARY MANAGER AT SEVERAL LIBRARIES, SUPERVISING 18 LIBRARIES IN THE EAST REGION, WORKING WITH DONNA FOR THE PAST FIVE YEARS. LADIES AND GENTLEMEN, LINDA LARSEN. [APPLAUSE.] NEXT WE HAVE LIBRARY ADMINISTRATOR ROBERT SEAL WHO STARTED HIS 23 YEARS WITH THE LIBRARY IN 1988 AS OUR GOVERNMENT SERVICES LIBRARIAN AT THE WEST COVINA LIBRARY. OVER THE YEARS, HIS VARIOUS TALENTS AND ABILITIES HAVE LED HIM ALONG A VERY DIVERSE CAREER PATH IN SUPERVISING 14 LIBRARIES IN OUR NORTH REGION, WORKING WITH CAPITAL AND SPECIAL PROJECTS IN ALL OF OUR FOURTH DISTRICT LIBRARIES, SUCH AS THE SELF-CHECK INSTALLATIONS, NEW FURNITURE AND FLOOR PLANS. SO YOU'RE GOING TO MISS THAT OLD BOY, HUH? OR WE'RE GOING TO HIRE YOU AS A 120-DAY EMPLOYEE. I THINK SO, YEAH. DUE TO HIS GREAT LOVE OF LEARNING, HE EARNED AN ADVANCE CERTIFICATE IN ADMINISTRATION FROM THE UNIVERSITY OF TEXAS WHICH WAS FUNDED BY A GRANT FROM THE NATIONAL ENDOWMENT OF THE ARTS. HE'S AN AVID GENEIOLOGIST WHO ALSO HAS LEANT HIS EXPERTISE TO OUR ENHANCEMENT OF OUR LIBRARY'S CALIFORNIA COLLECTION. ROBERT SEAL. [APPLAUSE.] OKAY, I'M GOING TO LET MARGARET TO SAY A FEW WORDS ANDI'M GOING TO ASK EACH OF THE HONOREES TO SAY A COUPLE OF WORDS. 

MARGARET TODD: WELL WE WERE SAYING ACTUALLY THE PRAYER SHOULD BE FOR ME, NOT FOR THE THREE OF THEM. [LAUGHTER.] BECAUSE I DON'T KNOW WHAT WE'RE GOING TO DO WITHOUT THEM. OBVIOUSLY WE'LL FIND WONDERFUL PEOPLE TO FOLLOW IN YOUR FOOTSTEPS, BUT IT IS GOING TO BE HARD. I WANT TO THANK YOU FOR YOUR DEDICATION. YOU'VE ALWAYS GONE ABOVE AND BEYOND THE CALL WHATEVER NEEDED TO BE DONE. SO I AM SO APPRECIATIVE OF WHAT YOU'VE DONE FOR THE PEOPLE OF LOS ANGELES COUNTY. THANK YOU. [APPLAUSE.] 

SUP. KNABE: ALL RIGHT, DONNA, DO YOU WANT TO START IT OFF? 

DONNA BANOS: SURE. WELL, I JUST WANT TO SAY THANK YOU TO ALL MY COLLEAGUES IN THE LIBRARY BECAUSE IT'S BEEN A WONDERFUL CAREER. I'VE REALLY ENJOYED WORKING WITH THE PUBLIC IN LOS ANGELES COUNTY AND WITH ALL OF THE LIBRARIANS THAT I'VE COME IN CONTACT WITH OVER THE YEARS. I ONLY WISH THE BEST FOR THE PUBLIC LIBRARY. IT'S BEEN A GREAT CAREER. THANK YOU. [APPLAUSE.] 

LINDA LARSEN: WELL, LUCKILY WHEN I GRADUATED FROM LIBRARY SCHOOL, THERE WERE POSITIONS OPEN IN THE COUNTY LIBRARY, AND SO I WAS REALLY LUCKY TO BE ABLE TO GO ON STAFF. AND IN THAT TIME, I HAVE MET THE MOST WONDERFUL PEOPLE TO WORK WITH AND THE PUBLIC AND IT'S JUST BEEN AN EXCITING CAREER AND SO GLAD THAT I DID IT. AND I ALSO WANT TO THANK EVERYONE WHO WAS RESPONSIBLE FOR THIS BEAUTIFUL, BEAUTIFUL SCROLL. IT'S SOMETHING THAT I WILL ALWAYS TREASURE. AND I ESPECIALLY WANT TO THANK MARY ANDERSON FOR ALL THE WORK SHE DID TO MAKE THIS MOMENT HAPPEN. THANK YOU. [APPLAUSE.] 

ROBERT SEAL: I'D LIKE TO THANK SUPERVISOR KNABE AND HIS DEPUTY GAIL TIERNY FOR TODAY'S RECEPTION AND ALSO FOR THIS PRESENTATION. I'D LIKE TO SAY THAT IT'S BEEN A PLEASURE TO WORK BOTH FOR THE COUNTY AND FOR THE COUNTY LIBRARY FOR THE LAST 23 YEARS. I HAVE ENJOYED ALL MY COLLEAGUES OVER IN THE LIBRARY. AND THANK YOU ALL FOR COMING TODAY. AND IT'S BEEN A GENUINE PLEASURE. AND I'D LIKE TO THANK MARGARET DONNELLAN TODD, THE COUNTY LIBRARIAN WHO HAD THE FORESIGHT TO LET ME COME BACK WHEN I LEFT THE DEPARTMENT FOR FOUR WEEKS IN 2002. I WENT TO ANOTHER COUNTY DEPARTMENT. AND I REALIZED THAT IT'S THE LIBRARY WHERE I WANTED TO REALLY BE. AND SHE GRACIOUSLY LET ME COME BACK AND I WILL ALWAYS REMEMBER THAT. SO THANK YOU, EVERYBODY. [APPLAUSE.] 

SUP. KNABE: THANK YOU, CONGRATULATIONS. 

MIKE ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: NOW WE WOULD LIKE TO RECOGNIZE TWO OF OUR OUTSTANDING SCHOOLS IN THE FIFTH SUPERVISORIAL DISTRICT. THEY WERE SELECTED AS THE 2011 DISTINGUISHED SCHOOLS BY THE STATE OF CALIFORNIA'S DEPARTMENT OF EDUCATION. THIS SCHOOL RECOGNITION PROGRAM IS NOW IN ITS 26TH YEAR. THEY IDENTIFY AND HONOR THE STATE'S MOST EXEMPLARY AND INSPIRING PUBLIC SCHOOLS WITHIN THE STATE. ALTHOUGH PARTICIPATION IS VOLUNTARY, THE AWARD IS HIGHLY SOUGHT AFTER BY THE SCHOOLS IN ALL AREAS OF THE STATE. ELEMENTARY AND SECONDARY SCHOOLS ARE RECOGNIZED DURING ALTERNATE YEARS. ALL APPLICANTS UNDERWENT A VERY RIGOROUS ELECTION PROCESS CONDUCTED BY THE DEPARTMENT OF EDUCATION WITH THE HELP OF MANY LOCAL EDUCATORS ACROSS THE STATE. THE 19 SCHOOLS IN OUR COUNTY THAT RECEIVED THE PRESTIGIOUS AWARD, 14 ARE LOCATED IN THE FIFTH SUPERVISORIAL DISTRICT. THESE SCHOOLS HAVE SHOWN A GREAT REMARK IN HELPING OUR STUDENTS ACHIEVE THAT QUALITY EDUCATION. SO WITH US TODAY IS SOUTH PASADENA MIDDLE SCHOOL AND HOLLENCREST MIDDLE SCHOOL. SO SOUTH PASADENA? [APPLAUSE.] AND HOLLENCREST MIDDLE SCHOOL. 

HECTOR GALICIA: GOOD AFTERNOON, HECTOR GALICIA, PRINCIPAL AT HOLLENCREST MIDDLE SCHOOL. VERY PROUD OF BEING AT THAT SCHOOL. WE HAVE API OF 834. WE HAVE A GREAT PROGRAM FOR STUDENTS THERE. WE HAVE A COLLABORATIVE MODEL WHICH GIVES THE OPPORTUNITY TO ALL STUDENTS, WHETHER THEY'RE GIFTED, WHETHER THEY'RE SPECIAL ED OR WITHIN THE NORM BENCHMARKS TO TAKE TWO MATH COURSES AS WELL AS TWO LANGUAGE ARTS. THEY LEARN WITH IN DEPTH OF THE CURRICULUM. AND BASED ON THAT, WE HAVE BEEN ABLE TO ACHIEVE OVER 90 POINTS IN THE API IN THE PAST THREE OR FOUR YEARS. I'LL HAVE MR. MORALES, OUR ASSISTANT PRINCIPAL SAY A COUPLE WORDS AS WELL. 

MARIO MORALES: GOOD AFTERNOON. MY NAME IS MARIO MORALES I'M THE ASSISTANT PRINCIPAL. ONE OF THE SIGNATURE PROGRAMS THAT WE'VE HAD IS TEACHING THE WHOLE CHILD. WE HAVE OUR COUNSELING DEPARTMENT AND OUR TEACHERS DO A WONDERFUL JOB THERE ADDRESSING ALL THE NEEDS OF THE STUDENTS. THIS IS MY THIRD YEAR THERE. IT'S A WONDERFUL AND A GREAT SCHOOL TO WORK AT. [APPLAUSE.] 

DAVE KUBELA: GOOD AFTERNOON. I'M DAVE KUBELA, PRINCIPAL OF SOUTH PASADENA MIDDLE SCHOOL. I WANT TO THANK THE COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS FOR HONORS TODAY. WE HAVE AN ABSOLUTELY TERRIFIC COMMUNITY THAT'S HELPED US BE SO SUCCESSFUL. WE'VE HAD FIVE YEARS OF API SCORES INCREASES THAT KIND OF TOPPED OFF THIS YEAR AT 928. AND WE REALLY HAVE SUPER KIDS AND I'M VERY PROUD OF THEM. [APPLAUSE.] 

JOEL SHAPIRO: HI, I'M JOEL SHAPIRO, I'M THE SUPERINTENDENT OF SOUTH PASADENA UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT. I'M EXTREMELY PROUD OF OUR ENTIRE SCHOOL, STAFF, THE STUDENTS, THE PARENTS. BUT ESPECIALLY I WANT TO SAY THANK YOU AND COMMEND THE LEADERSHIP OF OUR PRINCIPAL, MR. KUBELA WHO IS HERE BECAUSE GREAT SCHOOLS ARE GREAT BECAUSE OF OUTSTANDING LEADERSHIP. SO WE APPRECIATE HIS HARD WORK AND THAT OF ALL OF OUR STAFF AT SOUTH PASADENA MIDDLE SCHOOL. THANK YOU. [APPLAUSE.] 

MIKE ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: SUPERVISOR MOLINA, YOU HAVE A PRESENTATION? 

SUP. MOLINA: COME ON UP. IT'S MY HONOR TODAY TO PROCLAIM JUNE 5TH THROUGH JUNE 11TH AIDS LIFE CYCLE WEEK. JOINING US TODAY FROM THE L.A. GAY AND LESBIAN CENTER ARE C.E.O. LORRI JEAN, AS WELL AS QUENTIN O'BRIEN, AND BART VERRY. AS WE'RE PLEASED TO WELCOME LONG TIME AIDS LIFE CYCLE PARTICIPANT DORENE GONZALES AS WELL AS JOSEPH LAGASBY, A CLIENT OF THE JEFFREY GOODMAN SPECIAL CARE CLINIC. THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS IS PROUD TO SUPPORT OVER 62,000 INDIVIDUALS WHO ARE LIVING WITH HIV AND AIDS IN LOS ANGELES COUNTY THROUGH THE 18TH ANNUAL AIDS LIFE CYCLE. NEXT WEEK, MY LEGAL AND HEALTH DIRECTOR MARTY JIMINEZ ALONG WITH THOUSANDS OF DEVOTED ACTIVISTS ARE GOING TO BICYCLE FROM SAN FRANCISCO TO LOS ANGELES TO RAISE AN ESTIMATED 12 MILLION DOLLARS FOR THE RENOWN L.A. GAY AND LESBIAN CENTER IN SAN FRANCISCO. [APPLAUSE.] IT'S AN AMAZING COMMITMENT THAT EACH OF THEM HAVE MADE. THEY HAVE TRAINED VIGOROUSLY FOR THIS AMAZING BIKE RIDE AND EACH OF THEM ARE DEEPLY DEVOTED TO THIS IMPORTANT CASE. I NEED YOU TO KNOW THAT MARTY IS ONLY $300 SHORT OF HER $8,000 GOAL. SO IF ANYONE OUT THERE IS INTERESTED IN MAKING ADDITIONAL CONTRIBUTIONS, SHE'LL GET TO HER GOAL. OH, GOOD. [APPLAUSE.] THANK YOU. THAT'S WONDERFUL. SO SHE'S MADE HER GOAL. 

MARTY JIMINEZ: ANOTHER ONE? THANK YOU SUPERVISORS. 

SUP. MOLINA: AND IF I KNOW ANYTHING ABOUT MARTY, SHE'LL JUST RAISE THE GOAL A LITTLE HIGHER JUST TO CHALLENGE HERSELF. 

MARTY JIMINEZ: HOW ABOUT 10,000 DOLLARS? 

SUP. MOLINA: BUT ANYWAY, BUT THEY HAVE TRAINED VERY, VERY HARD FOR IT. IT'S THIS WEEKEND. IT'S GOING TO BE AMAZING. IT IS AN UNBELIEVABLE AMOUNT OF DEDICATION THAT THEY COULD RIDE THAT LONG. THEY HAVE BEEN TRAINING AND PREPARING. AND SHE'S GETTING READY TO SHIP UP HER BIKE TO SAN FRANCISCO. SHE'S LEAVING ON FRIDAY. AND LIKE EVERYONE ELSE, THEY'RE ON THEIR WAY TO MAKE A DIFFERENCE IN THE FIGHT AGAINST AIDS. BUT THIS MARKS THE 30TH ANNIVERSARY OF THE FIRST REPORTED CASES OF AIDS. WHILE WE RECOGNIZE AN UNBELIEVABLE AND MIRACULOUS PROGRESS THAT HAS BEEN MADE IN IDENTIFICATION AS WELL AS TREATMENT, WE HAVE TO CONTINUE TO HIGHLIGHT THE ENORMOUS WORK THAT IS YET TO BE DONE. TODAY WE PAY TRIBUTE TO THE COUNTLESS ACTIVISTS AND UNSUNG HEROS WHO WORK TIRELESSLY TOWARD A COMMON GOAL AND THAT IS TO ERADICATE THIS HORRIFIC EPIDEMIC. SO WE ARE HERE TO WISH GREAT SUCCESS TO ALL OF THOSE HEROIC CYCLISTS WHO ARE GOING TO VENTURE FROM SAN FRANCISCO TO LOS ANGELES AND WHO ARE COMING TOGETHER IN A GREAT HUMANITARIAN CAUSE TO COMBAT THE UNFORTUNATE SITUATION WITH AIDS. SO I APPLAUD THEM. I HAVE BEEN CHARGED WITH MAKING A QUILT ON BEHALF TO HONOR IT. I HAVEN'T FINISHED IT YET. [APPLAUSE.] BUT THAT'S BEEN MY PART. SO CONGRATULATIONS TO EVERYONE. AND THIS IS A RIDE TO END AIDS. AND I HOPE EVERYONE WILL BE SUCCESSFUL AND NOT ONLY MAKING IT ALL THE WAY BUT ALSO TO CONTINUE TO FIGHT TO ERADICATE AIDS ACROSS THIS COUNTRY. CONGRATULATIONS AND THANK YOU SO MUCH. [APPLAUSE.] BEFORE I TURN YOU OVER, SUPERVISOR YAROSLAVSKY WANTS TO SHARE A FEW WORDS. BESIDES HIS GREAT CONTRIBUTION. 

SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: I THINK YOU SAID IT ALL. I JUST WANT TO SEE MARTY AFTER SHE FINISHES. [LAUGHTER.] 

SUP. MOLINA: SHE'S GOING TO PROBABLY BE ABOUT 20 POUNDS LIGHTER. 

SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: I DON'T KNOW HOW THAT'S POSSIBLE. BUT THANK YOU FOR WHAT YOU'RE DOING, ALL THE RIDERS WHO EVERY YEAR HAVE MADE A DIFFERENCE IN THIS FIGHT. AND TO THE GAY AND LESBIAN CENTER, WHICH HAS BEEN A PIONEER IN SO MANY WAYS, BOTH IN TERMS OF EDUCATING THE PUBLIC AND TREATING THOSE WHO HAVE HIV AND AIDS IN THE HOLISTIC SENSE, THANK YOU FOR ALL YOU'VE DONE. CONGRATULATIONS. [APPLAUSE.] 

SPEAKER: WELL THANK YOU VERY MUCH FOR THIS PROCLAMATION. I ALSO WANT TO SAY HAPPY BIRTHDAY, SUPERVISOR MOLINA. WE HAVE A LITTLE GIFT BAG FOR YOU FROM THE AIDS LIFE CYCLE AND WE HAVE SOME FOR THE REST OF THE BOARD. YOU KNOW, L.A. IS VERY LUCKY. NOT ONLY HAVE WE HAD A PIONEERING ORGANIZATION LIKE THE L.A. GAY AND LESBIAN CENTER, BUT WE ARE FORTUNATE TO LIVE IN A CITY THAT HAS A BOARD OF SUPERVISORS THAT WAS AMONG THE VERY FIRST ELECTED BODIES IN THE COUNTRY TO STAND WITH US IN THE FIGHT AGAINST AIDS, THE LATE ED EDELMAN WAS ONE OF THE HEROS AND BOTH OF YOU AND EVERYONE. 

SUP. MOLINA: HE'S NOT LATE YET THOUGH. 

SPEAKER: THE FORMER SUPERVISOR. EXCUSE ME. 

SUP.YAROSLAVSKY: SOMEBODY GET ED ON THE PHONE FOR ME. 

SPEAKER: WE DIDN'T KNOW 30 YEARS AGO WHEN THE FIRST CASES WERE ANNOUNCED. THEY WERE ALL LOS ANGELES GAY MEN. AND WE DIDN'T KNOW THAT THAT WOULD BE THE BEGINNING OF AN EPIDEMIC THAT WOULD DECIMATE OUR COMMUNITY AND KILL MILLIONS OF PEOPLE AROUND THE WORLD. AND WE ALSO DIDN'T KNOW THAT WE WOULD HAVE SO MANY HEROS WHO WOULD EMERGE AND SHEROES IN THAT PROCESS. AND ALL OF THE AIDS LIFE CYCLE RIDERS LIKE DORENE GONZALES WHO HAS RIDDEN EVERY SINGLE INCH SINCE 1994. [APPLAUSE.] AND MARTY'S GOING TO LEARN WHAT IT TAKES AND WE'RE GOING TO TAKE GOOD CARE OF HER, I PROMISE. QUENTIN O'BRIEN IS OUR DIRECTOR OF HEALTH AND MENTAL HEALTH SERVICES. HE'S A MULTI-YEAR CYCLIST. BART VERRY, OUR DEVELOPMENT DIRECTOR IS A MULTI-YEAR CYCLIST AND JOSEPH IS ONE EXAMPLE OF THE CLIENTS WHO BENEFIT FROM THESE SERVICES. 

JOSEPH: YES FROM EVERYBODY OUT THERE HELPING OUT AND _________ TODAY, THANK YOU VERY MUCH. SO THANK YOU. WE REALLY APPRECIATE AND ARE HAPPY TO BE HERE. 

SUP. MOLINA: CONGRATULATIONS, THANK YOU SO MUCH. [APPLAUSE.] 

MIKE ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: WE HAVE LITTLE STAR DUST IS NINE MONTHS OLD. SHE COMES WITH A LITTLE RED BANDANNA. A LITTLE SIAMESE CAT. SHE'S A LITTLE GIRL. LITTLE TIMID RIGHT NOW. AND SHE'S LOOKING FOR A HOME. SO ANYBODY LIKE TO ADOPT THIS LITTLE SIAMESE CAT? HOW ARE YOU? 562-728-4644. IF ANYBODY IN THE AUDIENCE WOULD LIKE THIS LITTLE KITTY, BIG KITTY, ANYBODY? PRETTY BLUE EYES AND CAPTAIN COOK. SUPERVISOR KNABE? 

SUP. KNABE: THANK YOU, MAYOR, I'LL CALL SOME ITEMS UP. SOMEONE HELD 3, 4, 18 AND 67. 

MIKE ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: ERIC PREVEN 3, 4, 18 AND 67. GOOD MORNING. 

ERIC PREVEN: GOOD MORNING. MY NAME IS ERIC PREVEN. I'M THE COUNTY RESIDENT FROM DISTRICT 3. I NOTICED I'LL START WITH 67 AND 18 WHICH HAVE TO DO WITH THE NEW POLICIES REGARDING SEXUAL HARASSMENT WHICH HAS BEEN RE-REWORDED AS THE COUNTY EQUITY OVERSIGHT PANEL. AND I LOOKED AT THESE AND IT DOES SEEM TO BE A LOT OF ATTENTION IS BEING DIRECTED ON THIS SERIOUS PROBLEM AND I KNOW WHY. BUT I WAS WONDERING IF THE LAW THAT SEEMS TO BE CHAPTER 5.09, THE SEXUAL HARASSMENT POLICY WHICH OUTLINES THAT SEXUAL HARASSMENT IS PROHIBITED AND IT GIVES THE DEFINITION. THAT'S ALL BEING CUT OUT. AND IN THE DOCUMENT THAT I'M LOOKING AT, IT'S REPLACED BY THE WAY THAT THESE PANELS WILL INTERACT WITH ONE ANOTHER IN THE EVENT THAT THERE ARE CASES THAT COME FORWARD. BUT DOES IT ESSENTIALLY DEFANG THE LAWS REGARDING SEXUAL HARASSMENT? I DON'T KNOW THE ANSWER TO THAT. I WAS TRYING TO DETERMINE IT BUT I COULDN'T GET ALL OF THE DOCUMENTATION WHEN I REQUESTED IT. I HAVE SOME OF IT. BUT I NOTICE THAT THERE'S LOTS OF KIND OF CODE THAT'S CROSSED OUT AND IT'S REPLACED WITH THE AS I SAID THE WAY THAT THE VARIOUS PANELS, INCLUDING THE EXECUTIVE PANEL, INTERACTS. SO I WASN'T SURE ABOUT THAT. REGARDING ITEM 4, WHICH IS MR. KNABE'S ITEM WHERE HE WAS GOING TO REQUEST THAT OUR LOBBYIST IN SACRAMENTO OR OUR LEGISLATIVE ADVOCATE QUESTION THE BILL INTRODUCED BY WRIGHT, BILL 276 ABOUT THE CALIFORNIA SCIENCE CENTER PROVIDING THEIR OWN SECURITY AND MAKING DECISIONS ABOUT THEIR OWN SECURITY. AND HE REFERS TO THE STATE AUDIT REPORT, WHICH POINTED TO I GUESS SOME STATE DEFICIENCIES. WAS THAT A RECENT REPORT? 

SUP. KNABE: YES, IT WAS, THROUGH THE CALIFORNIA SCIENCE CENTER. 

ERIC PREVEN: WAS THE IDEA THAT THAT WHOLE EXPOSITION PARK WAS NOT BEING PROPERLY MAINTAINED? 

SUP. KNABE: THE WHOLE IDEA WAS THE PARTICULAR POSITION WAS BEING REMOVED WHICH WE HAD A MAJOR PROBLEM WITH AS A MAJOR TENANT THERE. 

ERIC PREVEN: THE POSITION OF THE EXOSITION MANAGER? 

MIKE ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: OKAY, THANK YOU. 

ERIC PREVEN: ALL RIGHT. ITEM 3, I GUESS THAT GOT MOVED FOR A WEEK, IS THAT RIGHT? OKAY. 

MIKE ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU. ARNOLD SACHS? NUMBER 4? ITEM 3, 18, 67 KNABE MOVED, SECONDED WITHOUT OBJECTION. SO ORDERED. 

CLERK SACHI HAMAI: AND JUST FOR CLARIFICATION ON ITEM NUMBER 3, WE'RE REFERRING BACK TO SUPERVISOR KNABE'S OFFICE. 

MIKE ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: YES. WITHOUT OBJECTION. 

SUP. KNABE: I ALSO REMOVED A HOLD. 

CLERK SACHI HAMAI: YES, ARNOLD'S COMING UP TO SPEAK ON THAT. 

MIKE ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: ARNOLD, 4, 15, 48 AND 69-B. 

ARNOLD SACHS: YOU CALLED ME UP HERE TO SPEAK ON ITEM 3. I CAME UP HERE TO SPEAK TO ITEM NUMBER- OR 4. 

MIKE ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: NO, I SAID NUMBER 4 AND 15, 48, AND 69-B. 

ARNOLD SACHS: YOU CALLED ME UP HERE TO SPEAK ON ITEM NUMBER 4 AND NOW I GET UP HERE HERE AND YOU WANT ME TO SPEAK ON THE OTHER ITEMS. 

MIKE ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: NO I DON'T WANT YOU. YOU SIGNED UP FOR 4, 15, 48 AND 69-B. 

ARNOLD SACHS: YES, I DID, AND MY INFORMATION FOR THE OTHER ITEMS IS BACK WHERE I SIT. SO IF YOU WANT TO WAIT ONE SECOND I'LL GO GET THAT INFORMATION OR I'LL SPEAK ON ITEM NUMBER 4 AND THEN GO GET THAT INFORMATION, SIR. ITEM NUMBER 4, YOUR LEGISLATIVE ANALYSTS OR YOUR PEOPLE THAT SPEAK IN SACRAMENTO, I'M JUST CURIOUS TO KNOW, BECAUSE WE'VE HEARD SO MUCH ABOUT THE STATE'S BUDGET PROBLEMS, WHAT'S YOUR TAKE ON THE GOVERNOR'S WISH TO PUT THE TAX THAT'S GOING TO STOP AT THE END OF JUNE, PUT IT BACK ON THE BALLOT? BECAUSE I THINK THAT WOULD GO A LONG WAY TOWARDS HELPING TO SOLVE THE BUDGET IMPASSE THAT WE HAVE RIGHT NOW. I'D LIKE TO READ SOMETHING FROM YOU FROM THE "DAILY BREEZE" FROM MAY 21ST. "BROWN'S PLEDGE ON TAXES PROVES PROBLEMATIC. SENATE MINORITY LEADER BOB DUTTON OF RANCHO CUCAMONGA SAID 'THE PROMISE WAS THAT HE WOULD PUT IT ON THE BALLOT FOR VOTER CONSIDERATION. NOW IT APPEARS THAT NOBODY WANTS TO GO IN THAT DIRECTION. EVERYBODY'S BACK PEDALING. YOU CAN'T BELIEVE THAT HE'S GOING TO PUT IT ON THE BALLOT, THEN HOW CAN YOU BELIEVE ANYTHING ELSE THAT HE HAS TO SAY'?" HE MUST BE SPEAKING ABOUT GOVERNOR BROWN. THE PROBLEM IS, HAVING HIM PUT ON THE BALLOT REQUIRES SOME REPUBLICANS IN THE STATE LEGISLATION TO VOTE TO PUT IT ON THE BALLOT. NOBODY'S VOTING TO PUT IT ON THE BALLOT. SO HOW CAN HE PUT IT ON THE BALLOT IF THEY'RE NOT FOLLOWING THROUGH? HOW CAN HE CALL SOMEBODY A LIAR IF HIS HANDS ARE TIED IN SUCH A MANNER? SO YOU HAVE ANALYSTS UP THERE. WHAT'S THE POSITION OF THE COUNTY ON KEEPING THE TAX INCREASE GOING AND PUTTING IT ON THE BALLOT? WE HAVEN'T HEARD ANY WORD ABOUT THAT. WE'VE HEARD PLENTY OF WORDS ABOUT HOW THE GOVERNOR WANTS TO BALANCE THE STATE'S BUDGET ON THE COUNTY'S BACK. BUT WE HAVEN'T HEARD BACK FROM THE COUNTY ON WHAT THEY WANT THE GOVERNOR TO DO AS FAR AS THE LEGISLATION IS CONCERNED. THANK YOU. 

MIKE ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU. MOTION BY KNABE. SECONDED ON ITEM NUMBER 4. SO ORDERED. 

CLERK SACHI HAMAI: MR. MAYOR, ALSO YOU COULD APPROVE ITEMS NUMBER 15, 48,AND 69-B. 

MIKE ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: OKAY. MOTION, 15, 48, AND 69-B BY SUPERVISOR MOLINA. SECOND WITHOUT OBJECTION, SO ORDERED. AND ON ITEM 68 AND 21? 

CLERK SACHI HAMAI: THAT WAS A DISCUSSION ITEM. IF YOU WANT TO CALL THAT ONE UP. IT IS A DISCUSSION ITEM. 

MIKE ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: NO IT'S MY UNDERSTANDING THAT EVERYBODY IS OKAY ON THAT ITEM. 

CLERK SACHI HAMAI: YEAH, IT'S A RECEIVE AND FILE. 

MIKE ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: RIGHT, RECEIVE AND FILE 68 MOVING ITEM 21. SO MOVED SECONDED BY SUPERVISOR KNABE WITHOUT OBJECTION, SO ORDERED. DON, DO YOU HAVE ANY OTHER ADJOURNMENTS? 

SUP. KNABE: I WASN'T HOLDING ANYTHING ELSE. 

MIKE ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: HE LEFT ONE OF HIS HOLDS, DROPPED ONE OF HIS HOLDS. 

SUP. KNABE: OKAY, I RELEASE 15, OKAY? ITEM NO. 12, THIS IS FROM THE DEPARTMENT. ALL I WANTED WAS SORT OF AN UPDATE WHERE WE ARE, START DATE, TIMELINES, SOMETHING BRIEF. THEY'RE NOT PREPARED TO GIVE THAT TO US? 

MIKE ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: DR. CLAVREUL IS SUPPOSED TO SPEAK ON IT AS WELL. 

SUP. KNABE: OKAY. 

SHEILA SHIMA: THANK YOU, SUPERVISOR. SHEILA SHIMA, DEPUTY C.E.O. HEALTH AND MENTAL HEALTH SERVICES AND I'M HERE WITH KEVIN LYNCH WHO'S THE CHIEF INFORMATION OFFICER WITH THE DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH SERVICES TO PROVIDE YOU THE INFORMATION THAT YOU'RE LOOKING FOR WITH RESPECT TO OUR LANES CALI CONNECT PROJECT AND THE TIMELINES FOR DHS IN TERMS OF IMPLEMENTATION. 

SUP. KNABE: JUST SORT OF A BRIEF OVERVIEW OF WHERE WE'RE AT, THE TIMELINES OBVIOUSLY IS A BIG ONE. SO WHERE ARE WE AT? I MEAN THE ACTION'S TO ACCEPT MONEY AND EVERYTHING ELSE BUT WHERE ARE WE AT? 

SHEILA SHIMA: ARE YOU TALKING, SUPERVISOR, IN TERMS OF? 

SUP. KNABE: I'M TALKING ABOUT THE LANES PROJECT. WHERE ARE WE AT, WHERE ARE WE? 

SHEILA SHIMA: AND THIS IS ON THE PROJECT ITSELF? 

SUP. KNABE: YES. 

SHEILA SHIMA: THE CALI CONNECT PROJECT. 

KEVIN LYNCH: WELL, GOOD AFTERNOON.KEVIN LYNCH I'M THE CHIEF INFORMATION OFFICER OF THE DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH SERVICES. AND THE TIMELINE THAT WE HAVE FOR LANES IT WAS AN 18-MONTH PROJECT. THAT WILL BE INITIALLY INVOLVED WITH INFRASTRUCTURE UPGRADE OVER THE NEXT 12 MONTHS. THAT INCLUDES PUTTING SERVERS IN PLACE TO THE PARTICIPATING LOCATIONS AND DEVELOPING THE INTERFACES THAT WILL BE USED FOR THE PARTICIPATING EHR VENDORS AND OF THE PARTICIPATING LOCATIONS THAT WILL BE PART OF THE LANES INITIATIVE. THAT WILL TAKE PLACE OVER THE NEXT ANTICIPATED 12 MONTHS AS WELL AS THE DEVELOPMENT OF OUR DATA SHARING, OUR DATA USE AGREEMENTS WITH THE PARTICIPATING. 

SUP. KNABE: WHEN DO YOU EXPECT TO ROLL IT OUT? 

KEVIN LYNCH: WE WOULD EXPECT TO START ROLLING THAT OUT. IT'S AN 18-MONTH PROCESS, SO PROBABLY IN THE LAST SECTION OF THAT 18 MONTHS STARTING IN MONTH 13/14 OF THE IMPLEMENTATION. SO WE START IN THIS TIME PERIOD OF JUNE/JULY, APPROXIMATELY JULY OF NEXT YEAR, JULY/AUGUST OF NEXT YEAR. 

SUP. KNABE: WHAT WOULD BE FOR US TO WATCH FOR? WHAT WOULD BE THE FIRST MAJOR MILESTONE? 

KEVIN LYNCH: I WOULD EXPECT THAT THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE INTERFACES AND CONNECTING IN THE TEST ENVIRONMENT. THAT'S NOT SOMETHING THAT WE'RE GOING TO BE SEEING ON THE OUTSIDE. ONCE WE START, ONCE WE LIGHT THIS UP OR GO LIVE IN THE JULY/AUGUST SECTION OF NEXT YEAR, IT WOULD MAKE A SIGNIFICANT IMPROVEMENT IN PATIENT CARE THROUGHOUT THE PARTICIPATING MEMBERS OF THE LANES COLLABORATIVE. 

SUP. KNABE: OBVIOUSLY THAT'S WHAT WE'RE LOOKING FOR IS IMPROVEMENT IN PATIENT CARE. THE PROJECT STATEMENT OF WORK AND DELIVERABLES, HAS THAT BEEN FINALIZED? I MEAN, THE REASON I'M ASKING THESE QUESTIONS SO WE HAVE AN IDEA WHAT TO EXPECT BECAUSE WITH SO MANY IT PROJECTS, WE KNOW WHAT WE WANT, BUT WE GET A LITTLE BIT OF THIS AND A LITTLE BIT OF THAT AND MAYBE IN A FEW MONTHS HER AND A FEW MONTHS THERE, AND THEN NEXT THING WE KNOW WE GET A CHANGE ORDER. AND WHAT I'M TRYING TO GET AN IDEA ON MILESTONES. I'M TRYING TO GET AN IDEA ON DELIVERABLES AND THE PROJECT PLAN. I MEAN HAS THAT BEEN FINALIZED? 

KEVIN LYNCH: THE STATEMENT OF WORK FOR THE CALI CONNECT GRANT THAT WE'RE UTILIZING IS FOR ALL INTENTS FINALIZED. THE DELIVERABLES THAT WILL BE IN PLACE WILL BE THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE INTERFACES AND INFRASTRUCTURE UPGRADE THROUGHOUT THE LOCATIONS. 

SUP. KNABE: I GUESS, MR. MAYOR, IF YOU DON'T MIND, I'LL GO AHEAD AND MOVE THE ITEM BUT I'D LIKE QUARTERLY UPDATES, OKAY? WE GET QUARTERLY UPDATES ON IT, AS WELL. 

SHEILA SHIMA: AND IF I COULD SHARE, AS WELL, THAT WE WERE ABLE TO FINALIZE THE AGREEMENT WITH CALI CONNECT. IT IS NOT ATTACHED TO THE BOARD LETTER BECAUSE AT THE TIME WE WERE STILL WORKING ON THE TEMPLATE. WE RECEIVED THAT ON FRIDAY. AND THEN WE DID SEND A COPY OF IT, WHICH JUST WENT OUT THIS MORNING TO THE BOARD. AND IT'S POSTED ON THE WEBSITE. INCLUDED IN THERE, ONE OF THE EXHIBITS, EXHIBIT A ACTUALLY HAS A TIMELINE FOR THE DELIVERABLES. AND SO YOU'LL NOTICE ON THERE THAT THERE IS A TIMELINE THAT IDENTIFIES WHEN THE PARTNERS- 

SUP. KNABE: THAT'S A FINISHED TIMELINE? WHEN WE LOOKED AT IT, WE WERE TOLD THAT IT WASN'T. THAT WAS A WORK IN PROCESS. WE WANTED TO MAKE SURE THAT THAT'S A COMPLETED TIMETABLE? 

SHEILA SHIMA: THAT'S THE TIMELINE THAT WE HAVE AS PART OF THE AGREEMENT WITH CALI CONNECT CURRENTLY. AS WE ROLL OUT, THERE MAY NEED TO BE SOME MODIFICATIONS TO THAT TIMELINE. AND THAT'S WHY THE DELEGATED AUTHORITY THAT WE HAVE SPECIFIED AND WAS CLARIFIED ON THE SUPPLEMENTAL AGENDA DOES INDICATE THAT WE HAVE ASKED FOR DELEGATED AUTHORITY IN CASE WE NEED TO ADJUST THE TIMELINES AND IF WE NEED TO EXTEND THE TIMELINE OVERALL AT NO COST. IT DEPENDS ON OUR EXPERIENCE AS WE'RE ROLLING IT OUT. BUT IN EACH OF THOSE INSTANCES, WE'LL BE PROVIDING PRIOR NOTIFICATION TO THE BOARD. 

SUP. KNABE: OKAY, THANK YOU. THAT'S ALL FOR ME. MIKE ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: SECOND. 

SUP. KNABE: NO, WE HAVE GENEVIEVE. 

MIKE ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: EXCUSE ME, GENEVIEVE. I'M SORRY, GENEVIEVE. 

 DR. GENEVIEVE CLAVREUL: GOOD AFTERNOON, BOARD OF SUPERVISORS, DR. GENEVIEVE CLAVREUL. I HAD A COUPLE OF QUESTIONS. FIRST OF ALL, I AM CONCERNED THAT THE C.E.O. IS A CHAIR OF THAT LANE PROGRAM. I THINK HE HAS A LOT OF THINGS ON HIS PLATE THAT HE'S NOT DOING WELL. AND I THINK TO ADD ANOTHER THING IS NOT VERY SMART MOVE. ALSO, I WANT TO KNOW WHY L.A. CARE IS, YOU KNOW, COVERING THE SALARY OF THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR OF LANE. AND WHAT KIND OF INPUT THEY ARE GOING TO HAVE IN THIS PROGRAM. THAT'S OF GREAT CONCERNS TO ME. AND I WOULD APPRECIATE THAT YOU LOOK ON THIS PROJECT WITH DILIGENCE AND GET SOME TIMELINE ON QUARTERLY, WHAT'S GOING ON WITH THAT ALMOST 1 MILLION DOLLAR GRANT. THANK YOU. 

SUP. KNABE: I ASKED FOR THE QUARTERLY SO WE'LL GET IT. 

MIKE ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: WE'LL HAVE A QUARTERLY REPORT ON THAT, ON THE MOTION. I'LL BE MOVING IT AND I'LL SECOND IT. WITHOUT OBJECTION, SO ORDERED. DO YOU HAVE ADJOURNMENTS? 

SUP. KNABE: YES, I HAVE ADJOURNMENTS. FIRST OF ALL, THAT WE ADJOURN IN MEMORY OF ANDREW GARTON, HAWTHORNE POLICE OFFICER, TRAFFIC INVESTIGATOR WHO WAS KILLED IN THAT MOTORCYCLE CRASH LAST WEEK ESCORTING SERVICES OF A FELLOW OFFICER. HE WAS ONLY 44. HE WAS KILLED WHEN HE AND AN EL SEGUNDO POLICE OFFICERTOR COLLIDED ON HAWTHORNE AND TORRANCE CONDUCTING TRAFFIC CONTROL FOR A FUNERAL ESCORT. GARTON WAS THE FIRST POLICE OFFICER TO DIE IN THE LIND OF DUTY IN THE HAWTHORNE POLICE DEPARTMENT'S HISTORY. HE IS SURVIVED BY HIS WIFE AND TWO SONS AGED 7 AND 12. ALSO KENNETH DAVIS, A LONG-TIME COUNTY EIMPLOYEE WHO PASSED AWAY RECENTLY. KEN WORKED FOR THE INTERNAL SERVICES DEPARTMENT FOR THE LAST 12 YEARS AND WAS CONSIDERED A VERY DEDICATED EMPLOYEE WAS VERY LIKED BY HIS COWORKERS AND FRIENDS. HE IS SURVIVED BY HIS BELOVED WIFE ROBERTA, SIX CHILDREN, 15 GRANDCHILDREN AND SIX GREAT GRANDCHILDREN. ALSO WE ADJOURN IN MEMORY OF JIM REDDICK FORMER CERRITOS MAYOR AND COUNCIL MEMBER WHO PASSED AWAY IN APRIL IN KNOXVILLE, TENNESSEE AT THE AGE OF 83. HE WAS BORN IN KENTUCKY, SERVED BOTH IN THE ARMY AND NAVY. HE GRADUATED FROM THE CAL AERO SCHOOL OF ENGINEERING. HE WORKED IN THE SPACE PROGRAM AND GARRETT AIRESEARCH. HE WAS ELECTED TO THE CERRITOS CITY COUNCIL IN 1970 SERVED TWO TERMS AS MAYOR AND COUNCIL MEMBER. HE WAS INVOLVED WITH THE CREATION OF THE REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY IN THE FIRST PHASE OF THE LOS CERRITOS CENTER. HE IS SURVIVED BY HIS WIFE BETTY AND THREE CHILDREN, JAY, RHONDA AND LISA. FINALLY THAT WE ADJOURN IN MEMORY OF CHRIS ANTHONY DIRUGGIERO, RESIDENT OF MANHATTAN BEACH, WHO PASSED AWAY SUDDENLY AT THE AGE OF 51. HE WAS A MAN OF INTEGRITY AND LOVED HIS FAMILY DEARLY, LOVED TO TRAVEL, A GENEROUS SOUL. ALWAYS SAW THE BEST IN PEOPLE. MOVED TO TORRANCE IN 1980 AND FORMED A REAL ESTATE AND DEVELOPMENT COMPANY ALONG WITH TWO OTHER PARTNERS. AND THEY, UNDER THE LEADERSHIP OF CRIS, FUTURE ESTATES HAD BECOME ONE OF THE TOP 10 DEVELOPMENT COMPANIES IN L.A. COUNTY. HE IS SURVIVED BY HIS WIFE, MARISELA, TWO CHILDREN ASHLEY AND JOSEPH, AND HIS MOTHER EMANUELA. THOSE ARE MY ADJOURNMENTS, MR. CHAIR. 

MIKE ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: SECOND WITHOUT OBJECTION, SO ORDERED. THAT'S IT? 

SUP. KNABE: THAT'S IT. 

MIKE ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: I WOULD LIKE TO MOVE THAT WE ADJOURN IN MEMORY OF RUTH COLE, PASSED AWAY AT THE AGE OF 96. SHE HAD BEEN THE PRESIDENT OF THE LOS ANGELES UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT BETWEEN 1955 AND 1957 AND WAS ALSO THE CHAIRMAN OF THE JUNIOR AMERICAN RED CROSS. SURVIVED BY HER DAUGHTER CECELIA RUTH AND HER TWO GRANDCHILDREN. DELORES (LAURIE) HENION DAGER PASSED AWAY AT THE AGE OF 82. SHE WAS RESIDENT OF PASADENA AND CHATSWORTH FOR OVER 69 YEARS. SHE DEDICATED 50 YEARS TO VOLUNTEER SERVICE SERVING ON THE BOARD OF THE CHATSWORTH HISTORICAL SOCIETY AND THE PRESIDENT OF THE CHATSWORTH WOMEN'S CLUB AND SIERRA CAHUENGA DISTRICT OF THE C.A. FEDERATION OF WOMEN'S CLUB. LAURIE SPEARHEADED THE PROJECT WHICH LED TO THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE SANTA SUSANA PASS HISTORIC STATE PARK. SHE LEAVES HER HUSBAND ROBERT, AND HER DAUGHTER MELODY AND HER SONS HUNTINGTON, WILLIAM, MIKE AND TOM. DALLAS DEMPSAY PASSED AWAY AT THE AGE OF 74, HE WAS A RETIRED DEPUTY SHERIFF WITH THE LOS ANGELES COUNTY SHERIFF'S DEPARTMENT. ERIC FUSSELL, 35-YEAR VETERAN WITH THE UNITED STATES NAVY. SERVED AS A COMMUNITY AS A VOLUNTEER WITH THE LOS ANGELES COUNTY SHERIFF'S DEPARTMENT. REBECCA WELLS WHO PASSED AWAY AT THE AGE OF 51. SHE WAS THE TREASURER OF THE REPUBLICAN NATIONAL HISPANIC ASSEMBLY OF LOS ANGELES COUNTY, SERVED AS THE MEMBER OF THE LYNWOOD PLANNING COMMISSION. SURVIVED BY HER MOTHER JOAN AND TWO SONS, JOSHUA AND NATHAN. AND ESTHER WIXON, PASSED AWAY AT THE AGE OF 92. SHE WAS A MEMBER OF THE SHADOW HILLS REPUBLICAN CLUB. SURVIVED BY HER HUSBAND GLENN AND HER THREE CHILDREN. SECONDED BY SUPERVISOR YAROSLAVSKY. WITHOUT OBJECTION, SO ORDERED. LET ME SAY THIS PAST SATURDAY, WE HAD OVER 7,000 ATTEND THE ARCADIA'S PARK FOR THE VETERANS PROGRAM THAT THE COUNTY PUT ON. WE WERE VERY PLEASEDWHO WAS THERE WITH HIS WIFE DARLENE AND COLONEL JOE SMITH OF THE VETERANS AFFAIRS AND OUR SHERIFF LEE BACA. WE WERE VERY, VERY PLEASED THAT THE COMMANDING GENERAL OF THE NATIONAL GUARD, WHO HAS JUST BEEN RECALLED FROM AFGHANISTAN TO ASSUME THAT POSITION, GENERAL BALDWIN, WAS THERE. THIS IS ONE FAMILY WHERE THE FATHER AND THE SON WERE SERVING TOGETHER IN COMBAT IN AFGHANISTAN. ALSO, WE HAD GENERAL GRAVITS, MAJOR GENERAL, RETIRED GENERAL OF THE CALIFORNIA NATIONAL GUARD AND ALSO AN OVER 20-YEAR PLUS SERVICE TO LOS ANGELES POLICE DEPARTMENT. AND HE WAS THERE, AS WELL, BECAUSE HE'S THE NEW SECRETARY OF VETERANS AFFAIRS FOR THE STATE OF CALIFORNIA ALONG WITH THE FIRST RESPONDERS. IT WAS A VERY POSITIVE EXPERIENCE. EXCEPT ONE OF THE AIR TROOPERS LANDED IN THE CROWD WITH HIS FLAG. AND ONE OF OUR EMPLOYEES WAS INJURED AND TAKEN TO THE HOSPITAL. HER SON WAS INJURED, AS WELL. THAT WAS THE DOWNSIDE. SO NEXT YEAR, WE NEED TO DO A BIGGER AREA THAT'S CLEARED SO WHEN THEY DO THE DROPS FROM THE HELICOPTER, THAT THEY DON'T HAVE A SERIOUS PROBLEM. BUT WE WISH MRS. GOMEZ WELL. I AM GIVING HER A CALL, AS WELL. AND SUPERVISOR MOLINA, DO YOU HAVE ANY ADJOURNMENT MOTIONS? 

SUP. MOLINA: I HAVE TWO ADJOURNMENTS. I'D LIKE TO ASK TODAY THAT WE ADJOURN IN THE MEMORY OF LONG TIME EAST LOS ANGELES RESIDENT SOLEDAD ORTIZ WHO PASSED AWAY AT THE AGE OF 99. SOLEDAD WAS THE BELOVED GRANDMOTHER OF MICHELLE MARTINEZ WHO IS WITH OUR LOS ANGELES COUNTY LITIGATION DIVISION. DEVOTED MOTHER, VIBRANT AND ACTIVE COMMUNITY MEMBER AND WAS A REMARKABLE HERO AND ROLE MODEL TO ALL OF HER CHILDREN AND GRANDCHILDREN BY ALWAYS COUNTING HER BLESS, AND LIVING LIFE TO THE FULLEST. WE WANT TO EXTEND OUR DEEPEST CONDOLENCES TO MICHELLE AS WELL AS TO HER ENTIRE FAMILY. TODAY I'D ALSO LIKE TO ASK ALL MEMBERS TO ADJOURN IN MEMORY OF HAN NGUYEN WHO HAS TRAGICALLY PASSED AWAY. HAN WAS AN EL MONTE RESIDENT AND A LONG-STANDING AND DEVOTED LOS ANGELES COUNTY EMPLOYEE WHO SERVED AS SECRETARY WITH OUR CHIEF EXECUTIVE OFFICE. HAN TOUCHED COUNTLESS LIVES OVER THE YEARS. SHE IS WELL KNOWN FOR GENEROUS NATURE AND WONDERFUL SENSE OF HUMOR. ALSO SHE WAS AN ACTIVE MEMBER OF THE VIETNAMESE EMPLOYEES ASSOCIATION OF LOS ANGELES COUNTY. ADDITIONALLY SHE GAVE TIRELESSLY TO HER LOCAL CHURCH AND LOCAL COMMUNITY. TODAY WE EXTEND OUR THOUGHTS AND PRAYERS TO ALL OF OUR C.E.O. STAFFERS WHO ARE GRIEVING AT THIS TIME. I'M GRATIFIED THAT THE C.E.O.'S OFFICE ESTABLISHED A COLLEGE FUND FOR HAN'S YOUNG DAUGHTER. THE BOARD EXTENDS ITS HEARTFELT PRAYERS TO HAN'S FRIENDS, FAMILY AS WELL AS HIS COLLEAGUES. THOSE ARE MY ADJOURNMENTS. 

MIKE ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: SECOND WITHOUT OBJECTION, SO ORDERED. ANY ITEMS? 

CLERK SACHI HAMAI: THAT'S IT. 

MIKE ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: NO MOTIONS OR ANYTHING? OKAY. SUPERVISOR MARK RIDLEY-THOMAS? ADJOURNMENT MOTIONS? 

SUP. RIDLEY-THOMAS: MR. MAYOR, MAY I ADJOURN IN MEMORY OF DR. HERSHEL SWINGER KNOWN AS AN ADVOCATE FOR CHILDREN WHO PASSED AWAY ON MONDAY MAY 23RD. HE WAS THE FOUNDER OF THE CHILDREN'S INSTITUTE'S PROJECT FATHERHOOD. A PROGRAM STARTED IN 1996 THAT PROVIDES THERAPY, PARENTING EDUCATION AND OTHER SERVICES TO FATHERS OF HIGH-RISK CHILDREN. HE HELPED FATHERS LEARN TO BE MORE LOVING, RESPONSIBLE PARENTS BY PROVIDING THE TOOLS TO ACTIVELY PARTICIPATE IN THE REARING AND WELL-BEING OF THEIR CHILDREN. HE WAS A LICENSED PSYCHOLOGIST AT THE CHILDREN'S INSTITUTE FOR MORE THAN 25 YEARS AND ALSO SERVED AS A PROFESSOR OF COUNSEL AND COUNSELOR EDUCATION AT CAL STATE UNIVERSITY AT LOS ANGELES WHERE HE TAUGHT AND MENTORED SEVERAL GENERATIONS OF CHILD WELFARE PROFESSIONALS. IN ADDITION TO BEING REMEMBERED FOR HIS DEDICATION TO HELPING CHILDREN RECOVER FROM THE DEVASTATING EFFECTS OF FAMILY AND COMMUNITY VIOLENCE, ABUSE AND NEGLECT, HE WILL ALSO BE REMEMBERED FOR HIS SINCERE COMPASSION, INNOVATIVE TEACHING STYLE, BEING A ROLE MODEL FOR ALL. HE IS SURVIVED BY HIS SON AND TWO DAUGHTERS, AND 16 FOSTER CHILDREN. DR. HERSHEL SWINGER, MR. MAYOR AND COLLEAGUES. 

MIKE ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: SECOND WITHOUT OBJECTION, SO ORDERED. DO YOU HAVE ANY OTHER ITEMS? 

SUP. RIDLEY-THOMAS: I HAVE NO FURTHER ITEMS, MR. MAYOR. 

MIKE ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: SUPERVISOR YAROSLAVSKY? 

SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: I DON'T HAVE ANY ADJOURNING MOTIONS. I DID HAVE ONE QUESTION I WANTED TO ASK ASK THE C.E.O. OR HIS REPRESENTATIVE. I'M GETTING A NUMBER, A LARGE NUMBER OF COMPLAINTS ABOUT BEACHES AND HARBORS DEPARTMENT CHANGING POLICY ON THE CLEANING OF RESTROOMS ALONG THE BEACH. I SUSPECT THAT SUPERVISOR KNABE HAS HAD THE SAME EXPERIENCE. IN A NUTSHELL, CAN WE GET THIS THING BACK ON TRACK AND FIGURE OUT A WAY TO MOVE MONEY AROUND IN THE DEPARTMENT'S BUDGET OR HOWEVER YOU'RE GOING TO DO IT? BECAUSE THIS IS JUST THE WORST THING IN THE WORLD, AND FROM MY POINT OF VIEW, IS SOMETHING THAT IS USED HEAVILY BY THE MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC. THEY GET TO THE PLACE THEY'RE GOING AND THEY FIND THAT IT'S NOT CLEAN, THAT IT'S NOT PROPERLY MAINTAINED. I HAVE THE SAME REACTION WHEN THE CITY DOESN'T EMPTY GARBAGE CANS, WHICH IS A PROBLEM. BUT THIS IS REALLY, I KNOW WHEN REAL PEOPLE ARE REALLY COMPLAINING, AND THEY ARE ON THIS ONE. SO I HAD A CONVERSATION BRIEFLY WITH THE DIRECTOR OF THE DEPARTMENT TODAY AND I BELIEVE HE'S MEETING WITH YOUR STAFF TODAY. I WOULD JUST LIKE TO ENCOURAGE YOU TO RESOLVE THIS. SUMMER IS HERE AND BEACH VISITATION IS UP. 12 MILLION PEOPLE THIS YEAR OVER LAST YEAR OVER THE TWO YEARS EARLIER, SO THIS IS AN ISSUE. 

C.E.O. FUJIOKA: OKAY, ARE YOU FINISHED? 

SUP YAROSLAVSKY: I'M DONE. 

 C.E.O. FUJIOKA: WE COULD, OF COURSE, LOOK AT THIS. WHAT HAPPENED WAS THAT WHEN THE TANF FUNDS RAN OUT, THESE 30 POSITIONS WERE FUNDED THROUGH THAT PARTICULAR PROGRAM. IF IT IS, ABSOLUTELY. WE'LL LOOK AND SEE WHAT KIND MUCH FUNDS WE CAN FIND. WE TALKED TO SANTOS [KREIMANN], THE DIRECTOR, AND HE MENTIONED THE POSSIBILITY OF HIRING SOME RECURRENT STAFF, SOME TEMPORARY STAFF FOR THE PERIOD DURING THE HIGH PEAK, DURING THE SUMMERTIME. WE LOOKED AT THIS DURING THE BUDGET PROCESS. AND BECAUSE IT WAS CAUSED BY THE LOSS OF THE FUNDS, WE WEREN'T BACKFILLING ANYTHING. THERE WERE SOME COMPETING NEEDS, BUT IF IT IS A PRIORITY, WE'LL ABSOLUTELY COME BACK WITH A PROPOSAL NEXT WEEK AND PUT IT ON YOUR BOARD'S AGENDA. 

SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: I'M NOT LOOKING FOR A BACKFILL. I DON'T THINK ANYBODY IS. BUT THESE THREE SUMMER MONTHS ARE CRITICAL. I WOULD MAKE IT A ZERO SUM GAME. FIND SOME OTHER SAVINGS IN THEIR DEPARTMENT. I'M NOT LOOKING FOR A BACKFILL. 

C.E.O. FUJIOKA: WE'LL FIND A PROPOSAL FOR YOU, THEN TO ADDRESS THIS. 

 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: BUT AS I UNDERSTAND IT, BILL, THE LEVEL OF SERVICE THEY ARE PROVIDING NOW IS LESS THAN THE LEVEL OF SERVICE THEY WERE PROVIDING BEFORE THE FEDERAL MONEY WAS AVAILABLE. THEY HAD A CERTAIN LEVEL OF SERVICE. THEY GOT FEDERAL MONEY. AND IT WENT UP. AND THEN THEY LOST THE FEDERAL MONEY AND IT HAS GONE BELOW WHAT IT WAS WHEN THEY GOT THE FEDERAL MONEY TWO YEARS AGO. 

C.E.O. FUJIOKA: I BELIEVE THERE ARE A NUMBER OF FACTORS THAT IS DRIVING THIS PROBLEM. ONE, AS YOU MENTIONED, THERE'S A SIGNIFICANT INCREASE IN THE USAGE, THE NUMBER OF PEOPLE VISITING OUR BEACHES. AND SO THAT MAY HAVE TO DO WITH THE ECONOMY AND PEOPLE INSTEAD OF TRAVELING, STAYING HOME. 

SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: RIGHT. 

C.E.O. FUJIOKA: BUT FROM WHAT I UNDERSTAND, THERE'S THE SHEER VOLUME AT THE BEACHES HAS INCREASED SIGNIFICANTLY. SO THAT PLACES A LARGER DEMAND ON THE RESTROOMS. THERE'S ALSO WITH RESPECT OF LEVEL OF SERVICE, I UNDERSTAND THEY'RE OPENING THE RESTROOMS LATER IN THE DAY THAN THEY DID IN THE PAST. PART OF THAT WAS ATTRIBUTED TO THE FACT THEY HAD THE EXTRA POSITIONS THROUGH THE FEDERAL FUNDS. BUT WE CAN LOOK AT BOTH. WE UNDERSTAND THAT THAT'S A PROBLEM. 

SUP KNABE: MR. MAYOR? 

MIKE ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: SUPERVISOR MOLINA, THEN SUPERVISOR KNABE. 

 SUP. KNABE: OKAY. 

SUP. MOLINA: I HOPE THIS IS ON. IS IT ON? YOU KNOW, AS WE LOOK AT OUR BUDGET, AND I'VE BEEN IMPRESSED WITH HOW WE'VE BEEN ABLE TO MAINTAIN OUR BUDGET. BUT EVERY SINGLE, IN THE LAST TWO YEARS WE HAVE BEEN ASKING DEPARTMENTS TO CUT BACK. AND SO I MEAN THAT'S THEY'RE TAKING 3 PERCENT AND 4 PERCENT OUT OF THEIR BUDGET. 

C.E.O. FUJIOKA: IT'S ON AVERAGE 17 RIGHT NOW, SUPERVISOR. 

SUP. MOLINA: RIGHT AND SO IT'S COMING OUT SO I THINK THERE'S NO DOUBT THAT THERE'S GOING TO BE IMPLICATIONS DOWN THE LINE. AND SO TO GAUGE BACK AND SAY WELL TWO YEARS AGO BEFORE THEY GOT THOSE DOLLARS, I'M NOT SAYING BATHROOMS SHOULD NOT BE CLEANED. I THINK IT'S A PUBLIC HEALTH ISSUE. IT ISN'T A VERY SIGNIFICANT ISSUE. BUT I DO THINK AND THERE MAY BE AN INCREASE, BUT WE'RE LOOKING AT STATE PARKS THAT ARE CLOSING. AND I KNOW THAT THERE HAVE BEEN CONCERNS ABOUT EVEN IN OUR PARKS AND SO ON AS FAR AS RESTROOMS ARE CONCERNED. BUT I DO THINK WE HAVE TO BE CAREFUL WE'RE TALKING ABOUT "OH, CAN I HAVE THIS DONE"? THEN THAT MEANS SOMETHING ELSE IS NOT GOING ON. I DON'T HAVE A PROBLEM WITH MAKING THE REQUEST. I THINK THAT'S APPROPRIATE. BUT WE'RE GOING TO PROBABLY SEE THIS AS WE START SEEING SOME DEFICIENCY OF SERVICES. MANY YEARS BACK, WHEN WE HAD TO CUT OUT AND LIMIT SOME OF THE ISSUES WITH REGARD TO OUR BEACHES AND OUR BEACH RESPONSIBILITY AND THE STATE COULDN'T HELP US AT THAT TIME, HOPEFULLY GET COOPERATION FROM FOLKS THAT ARE ALSO MAKING UTILIZATION, RECOGNIZING AND UNDERSTANDING THAT THERE'S JUST NOT GOING TO BE AN OPPORTUNITY TO MAKE UP FOR ALL OF THOSE SERVICES. I DON'T KNOW HOW OFTEN THOSE BATHROOMS ARE CLEANED, IF THEY'RE CLEANED EVERY MORNING AND IT'S A MATTER OF ISSUE OF USAGE AND WHETHER ALL OF A SUDDEN IT'S GOING TO BE MEANING THREE OR FOUR TIMES ON THE SAME DAY, ON A WEEKEND, I DON'T KNOW. BUT I JUST DON'T WANT US TO BE CREATING PRIORITIES FOR THE DEPARTMENTS AFTER WE SET AS A PRIORITY THAT WE NEED TO MAKE CERTAIN CUTBACKS. SO IT'S GOING TO COST US SOMETHING, BUT I DON'T KNOW WHAT THAT IS GOING TO BE. BUT I THINK WE CAN ALL SIT HERE AND ASK FOR MORE SERVICES BUT I THINK WE HAVE TO DO IT WITHIN THE FRAMEWORK THAT WE KNOW THIS IS GOING TO COST SOME ADDITIONAL MONEY, SO WHERE IS IT GOING TO COME OUT OF? I THINK THAT COULD BE SAID OF ANYTHING, CROSSING GUARDS IN OUR NEIGHBORHOODS, ALL THE OTHER KINDS MUCH THINGS THAT WE NEED TO DO. I APPRECIATE THE PRIORITY OF IT ALL. BUT AT THE SAME TIME, I HOPE IT'S UNDERSTOOD THAT WITHIN THE FRAMEWORK OF THE BUDGET. SO IF WE'RE GOING TO ASK THAT SOMETHING BE ESCALATED AFTER MONEY HAS DISAPPEARED THAT WE'VE GOTTEN IN THE PAST, WE NEED TO KNOW WHERE IT'S COMING FROM. NOT THAT IT'S NOT INSIGNIFICANT OR UNIMPORTANT. IT'S JUST I THINK WE HAVE TO TREAT ALL OF THESE THINGS EQUAL. AND I KNOW THAT THIS DEPARTMENT HAS BEEN ONE THAT HAS FOLLOWED THROUGH ON ITS RESPONSIBILITY TO CUT BACK EVERY BUDGET YEAR THAT WE'VE ASKED THE LAST COUPLE YEARS, AM I CORRECT? 

C.E.O. FUJIOKA: YES, THEY'VE BEEN RESPONSIBLE IN THAT REGARD. 

SUP. MOLINA: THAT'S RIGHT. SO I JUST THINK THAT WE HAVE TO MAKE SURE THAT WE KNOW EXACTLY. I THINK THAT MAKING THE STATEMENT THAT THEY'RE NOT AS CLEAN. I MEAN THERE'S NO DOUBT THERE ARE BUDGET ISSUES THAT ARE GOING ON. AND CERTAINLY WE DON'T WANT TO ELIMINATE THE BATHROOMS AT OUR BEACHES, WE COULDN'T AFFORD TO DO THAT. BUT THERE ARE SOME CONSEQUENCES WHEN YOU DON'T HAVE ENOUGH DOLLARS TO GO AROUND TO MEET ALL OF THE VARIOUS NEEDS THAT WE HAVE THROUGHOUT LOS ANGELES COUNTY. SO I THINK WE DO NEED TO PRIORITIZE. BUT BEFORE WE JUST SAY DO IT, LET'S FIND OUT WHAT ELSE IS BEING CUT BACK ON. 

SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: MR. CHAIRMAN IF I CAN JUST ON THAT POINT? TEN SECONDS. I THINK YOU HEARD WHAT I SAID. I'M TALKING ABOUT TAKING IT OUT OF THEIR HIDE. I DON'T BELIEVE THAT THE ONLY PLACE THAT THE DEPARTMENT, BEACHES AND HARBORS, HAS TO SAVE MONEY IS IN THE BATHROOM MAINTENANCE. I THINK THERE'S OTHER PLACES TO LOOK FOR BEFORE YOU WOULD LOOK FOR ANY OTHER MONEY. I'M NOT EVEN LOOKING FOR OTHER MONEY. THERE'S GOT TO BE A WAY TO SOLVE THIS PROBLEM. YOU'RE GOING TO PAY FOR IT ONE WAY OR THE OTHER BECAUSE IT IS, AS YOU SAID, A HEALTH ISSUE. AND IT'S A MAJOR HEALTH ISSUE AND I'M GETTING COMPLAINTS ABOUT IT. 

SUP. MOLINA: WE ALL SHOULD KNOW. IS THAT CORRECT? THAT YOU WILL TELL US ALL? 

C.E.O. FUJIOKA: ABSOLUTELY. WE'LL COME BACK WITH IT. WE'LL DO AS REQUESTED. COME AT THE RECOMMENDATIONS. 

SUP. MOLINA: AS LONG AS IT'S ALL FAIR, AS LONG AS KNOW. 

SUP. KNABE: I HAVE BEACHES AND PARKS, AS WELL, TOO. I MEAN THE PARK MAINTENANCE, AS I RELATED THERE'S BEEN NO REDUCTION AT LEAST IN OUR PARKS AS IT RELATES TO TYPICALLY BATHROOMS. THE BEACHES, WE RECEIVED A NUMBER OF CALLS, MORE SO ON BEING CLOSED THAN ON CLEANLINESS, ALTHOUGH WE HAVE RECEIVED SOME ON CLEANLINESS. BUT IT TRULY IS A PUBLIC HEALTH ISSUE. ONE OF THE REASONS MANY YEARS AGO WE MOVED THE LIFEGUARDS FROM THE BEACHES TO THE FIRE DEPARTMENT WAS EVERY TIME WE HAD A BUDGET ISSUE, WE'D TAKE LIFEGUARDS OFF THE BEACHES AND NOW WE'RE CLOSING BATHROOMS. AND IT TRULY IT IS A PUBLIC HEALTH ISSUE. IT'S AN EASY WAY AND A VERY PUBLIC WAY TO DO IT, TO GET EVERYBODY OUTRAGED. BUT I AGREE WITH SUPERVISOR YAROSLAVSKY. I MEAN WITH BEACH VISITATION UP, I MEAN IT'S SOMETHING WE REALLY NEED TO LOOK AT TO MAKE SURE THAT THERE'S SOME OPPORTUNITY TO KEEP IT AT A LEVEL. BECAUSE YOU CAN'T, YOU KNOW, TO USE THE ARRA DOLLARS, THAT'S JUST NOT FAIR. I MEAN YOU DIDN'T KNOW YOU WERE GOING TO GET THE ARRA DOLLARS, OKAY? YOU DIDN'T KNOW YOU WERE GOING TO GET TEMPORARY WORKERS. SO THERE WAS A LEVEL OF CLEANLINESS PRIOR TO THAT THAT SATISFIED THE PUBLIC'S DESIRES. I MEAN, GRANTED, THE VISITATION MAY BE UP. BUT THE ARRA DOLLARS, I MEAN THAT WAS EXTRA MONEY. I MEAN, THAT WAS THE 30 EMPLOYEES, THAT'S 30 EMPLOYEES YOU DIDN'T HAVE BEFORE. SO THERE MAY BE A PIECE THAT YOU CAN LOOK AT AS SOME REDUCTION SOMEPLACE ELSE TO PUT ON TEMPORARY FOLKS SIMILAR TO WHAT WE DID WITH ARRA FOR THE BEACH CLEANLINESS DURING THE SUMMER. BECUASE I MEAN IT'S JUST STARTING NOW. IT HASN'T EVEN BEEN HOT. SO HANG ON. 

MIKE ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: ITEM? 

SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: THERE'S NO ITEM. 

MIKE ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: BUT YOU WANT TO HAVE THE REPORT BACK? 

SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: YEAH, HE'S GOING TO REPORT BACK NEXT WEEK. BUT I WOULD JUST ENCOURAGE YOU THAT THE DECISION NEEDS TO BE MADE BECAUSE SUMMER IS HERE. IT'S GOING TO TAKE TIME TO HIRE UP AND ALL THAT STUFF IF YOU'RE GOING TO HIRE UP. I JUST WANTED TO CALL IT SO THAT YOU CAN DESCEND ON THAT DEPARTMENT AND HELP MAKE IT HAPPEN. 

MIKE ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: YEAH THE REPORT BACK. WITHOUT OBJECTION. ANY OTHER ITEMS? WHICH ITEMS, SUPERVISOR, ANY OTHER SPECIAL ITEMS? WE'VE DONE ALL THE ITEMS? OKAY. WE'LL DO PUBLIC COMMENT. FROM LANCASTER, NICOLE PARSON, ARE YOU THERE? 

NICOLE PARSON: HI. 

MIKE ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: ARE YOU GOING TO GIVE AWAY A DOG? 

NICOLE PARSON: NO I'M NOT TRYING TO GIVE HIM AWAY. IT'S BILLY GOAT, HE'S JUST AN OLDER CAT. HE DOES TRICKS. HE LIKE STANDS ON MY BACK AND I CAN BALANCE HIM AND STUFF. OKAY. HEY IS IT OKAY IF I SEND A LETTER, WELL I DID, BUT IS IT OKAY IF I SEND ANOTHER LETTER BECAUSE I'VE BEEN WORKING ON A PROJECT YOU ALL DIDN'T KNOW FOR THE LAST WEEK OR SO OR LAST MONTH OR SO BUT SORT OF CAME TO A NEW PHASE. AND IF IT'S OKAY IF I CONTACT YOUR ALL'S OFFICE AND THAT ALSO I ASK IF I, THE PROJECTS THAT I WAS WORKING ON, IF WE COULD NOT DO LIKE A MORATORIUM FOR LIKE A YEAR, NO, FOR LIKE A YEAR, BECAUSE FOR PLANNING LIKE YOU GUYS WERE ALL TALKING ABOUT, AND THEN WE COULD GET LIKE THE STRUCTURE TOGETHER AND LIKE ALL THE PARTS TOGETHER. I JUST WANT TO LET YOU GUYS KNOW THAT. AND THAT I DID A STUDY ON THE CLIMATE CHANGE AND I FOUND OUT THAT WE NEED TO STOP THE CATALYTIC CONVERTERS BECAUSE IT'S DESTROYING, WE JUST NEED TO STOP. WE NEED TO STOP IT BECAUSE THIS IS DESTROYING OUR ENVIRONMENT FOR NUMBER ONE, MISS HARRIS, SHE'S LOOKING AT THE SANTA CLARITA. BUT MISS HARRIS, I FEEL THAT SHE'S RIGHT AND SHE HAS A LOT OF INTEGRITY. BUT SHE'S LOOKING AT THE AIR, THE EFFECTS TO THE AIR, BUT LOOK WHAT THE CATALYTIC CONVERTERS DID. WE HAVE A CLEAN AIR BUT A MESSED UP ENVIRONMENT NOW. AND SO THAT'S WHAT I'M ASKING FOR IS THIS YEAR TO GET IT ALL TOGETHER AND THAT SANTA CLARITA, IT'S ALL MESSED UP. I INCLUDE THAT IN MY WATER PLAN. 

 MIKE ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU, NICOLE. 

NICOLE PARSON: OKAY GOODBYE, SORRY. 

MIKE ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: LET ME TELL YOU, NICOLE, RE-SEND THE LETTER. APPARENTLY IT DID NOT ARRIVE. JUST SEND THE LETTER AGAIN, OKAY? 

NICOLE PARSON: OKAY THANK YOU, SIR. 

MIKE ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: LET ME CALL UP DIANA BEARD WILLIAMS FROM LANCASTER, AS WELL. 

NICOLE PARSON: OKAY, THANK YOU. 

DIANA BEARD WILLIAMS: GOOD AFTERNOON, BOARD OF SUPERVISORS. AND GOOD AFTERNOON, MIKE, I HAVE NOT SEEN YOU IN YEARS. IT IS GOOD TO SEE YOU ON TV. I'M HERE TODAY BECAUSE I AM NOT A SLOUCH. I AM NOT SOMEONE WHO HAS NOT CONTRIBUTED TO MY COMMUNITY. IN FACT, THE KAISER PERMANENTE TAKE THAT IS ON AVENUE S, I WAS THE CHIEF LOBBYIST WORKING WITH KAISER TO CHANGE THE ZONING TO GET IT THERE. I HAVE DONE MANY, MANY THINGS FOR THIS COMMUNITY UNTIL 1998 WHEN MY REPUTATION WAS DESTROYED BY AN INDIVIDUAL BY THE NAME OF R REX PARRIS BECAUSE I STOOD UP AND I WAS A WHISTLE BLOWER BUT THE PALMDALE SCHOOL DISTRICT LAUNDERING OVER A MILLION DOLLARS IN HEAD START FUNDS. I'M HERE TODAY BECAUSE I AM A WRITER BY CHOICE. I HAVE WRITTEN FOR THE L.A. TIMES, THE SAN DIEGO UNION TRIBUNE AND I HAVE ALWAYS EXPRESSED MY OPINIONS IN TERMS OF WHAT I FELT ABOUT SOCIAL, EDUCATIONAL AND EMPLOYMENT ISSUES. AND IN FACT I HAVE SOME LETTERS FROM YOU, MIKE, WHERE YOU HAD CONGRATULATED ME ON SOME OF MY POINTS OF VIEW. I'M HERE TODAY BECAUSE I AM WHITE HAIRED NOW. I'M 57 YEARS OLD. IN 2008 I WORKED ON R.REX PARRIS'S CAMPAIGN, NOT BECAUSE I WANTED TO BUT BECAUSE HIS BROTHER BILL WHO HAS PASSED ASKED ME TO AS A WAY OF FINDING OUT HOW I WAS SET UP IN 1998 WITH THE PALMDALE SCHOOL DISTRICT WHEN I WAS A WHISTLE BLOWER AND THEY MADE IT SEEM AS IF I HAD STOLEN MONEY FROM THE SCHOOL DISTRICT. I WAS NEVER PROSECUTED BECAUSE IT WAS NOT TRUE. IT WAS SOMETHING THAT REX PUT IN THE PAPER AND THE PAPER PRINTED. IN 2008 REX RAN ANOTHER AD WHICH SAID THAT I HAD NOT TAKEN A PENNY. TODAY I AM HERE BECAUSE I AM BEING PERSECUTED BY YOUR COURTHOUSE, MIKE. AND EVEN THOUGH IT ONLY HAS YOUR NAME ON IT, IT IS YOUR LEGACY. THERE IS CORRUPTION. THERE ARE SHENANIGANS. THERE IS GREED GOING ON WITHIN THAT COURTHOUSE. YOU KNOW, MIKE, THAT I NEVER SAY SOMETHING THAT I CANNOT PROVE. I AM COMING OUT WITH A BOOK CALLED THE ABSENCE OF HONOR, THE EXCELLENCE OF CORRUPTION. AND I HOPE, MIKE, THAT YOU WILL LOOK INTO THE WHAT IS GOING ON AGAINST ME IN THAT COURTHOUSE AND FIND THAT I HAVE A JUDGE THERE WHO IS 84 YEARS OLD, SENILE, REFUSES TO FOLLOW A FEDERAL COURT ORDER AND THEY ARE DRAGGING THIS COURT OUT. THERE'S SO MUCH MORE I NEED TO SAY, BUT I KNOW THAT I AM OUT OF TIME. BUT I TELL THE BOARD: NO ONE IN THIS COMMUNITY CAN SAY THAT MY RECORD IS NOT LONG TERM IN TERMS OF THE POSITIVE COMMITMENT I HAVE MADE AND THE THINGS I HAVE CHANGED. AND ALL I HAVE EVER ASKED FOR IS FOR MY REPUTATION AND MY NAME TO BE RETURNED TO ME BECAUSE OF THE LIES, THE CORRUPTION AND THE GREED OF R REX PARRIS, FRANK FISCO AND GEORGE RUNNER. GOD BLESS YOU ALL AND THANK YOU. 

MIKE ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU, DIANE. THANK YOU. OKAY. FOR L.A. COUNTY, LET ME CALL UP CALL UP DELORES GLASS. IRENE PANG. ERIC PREVEN. NAGI ELHADARY. IRENE PANG? OKAY. YES, MISS GLASS? 

DELORES GLASS: YES, GOOD AFTERNOON, BOARD OF SUPERVISORS, AND TO MY SUPERVISOR, SUPERVISOR MARK RIDLEY-THOMAS. I'M HERE TODAY AS A RESIDENT OF WILLOWBROOK FOR OVER 40 YEARS ALONG WITH SOME OTHER RESIDENTS THAT HAVE COME WITH US AND A PETITION WITH OVER 200 SIGNATURES FROM RESIDENTS IN THE WILLOWBROOK AREA. AND WE'RE HERE TO OPPOSE THE POCKET PARK FOR 119TH STREET. FOR US, THE POCKET PARK LOCATION CARRIES WITH US MANY HORRIBLE MEMORIES. WE HAVE SUFFERED MUCH AGONY AND PAIN AS A RESULT OF RAPE, DEATH AND ALL KINDS OF OTHER ACTS OF MAYHEM. AND SO IT WAS AN INSULT TO BE ASKED TO COME AND CREATE A PARK IN THAT LOCATION THAT WOULD STILL CAUSE PEOPLE, ESPECIALLY YOUNG PEOPLE, TO BE SORT OF SITTING DUCKS IN THAT PARTICULAR AREA. IF YOU'RE NOT FAMILIAR WITH IT, 119TH STREET, THERE'S AN ALLEY POSITIONED BETWEEN 120TH AND 118TH AND ALONG THAT AREA, WE HAVE THE LOCAL GANG MEMBERS FROM 117TH STREET AS WELL AS FROM MONA PARK WHO REPEATEDLY UTILIZE IT TO CONDUCT THEIR HORRIBLE ATROCITIES UPON THE COMMUNITY. AND SO WE'RE ASKING THAT YOU PLEASE LISTEN TO US IN THIS MATTER. OUR "NO" AT THIS PARTICULAR TIME IS NO. WE MET THREE TIMES WITH REPRESENTATIVES FROM PARKS AND RECREATIONS, THE SUPERVISOR'S OFFICE AS WELL AS LAW ENFORCEMENT. WE'VE ALSO VOICED THESE CONCERNS WITH THEM. WE'VE DISCUSSED IT AT LENGTH. AND AT THIS PARTICULAR POINT, THE ONLY ACTIVITY THAT WE COULD SUPPORT AND IN THAT PARTICULAR AREA, THAT PARTICULAR DESIGNATED LOT WOULD BE A COMMUNITY GARDEN WITH MAYBE A WALKING PATH AND SOME SORT OF BUILDING ERECTED, PERHAPS MAYBE A WORK SOURCE CENTER. WE REALLY NEED THAT. BUT WE ARE AGAINST ANYTHING THAT WOULD ATTRACT YOUNG PEOPLE, ANYTHING THAT WOULD PROVIDE SEATS FOR GANG MEMBERS TO SIT AND TO SELL DRUGS, AND THANK YOU SO VERY, VERY MUCH. 

MIKE ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU, MA'AM. LET ME ALSO CALL UP ARNOLD SACHS. YES, MR. PREVEN. 

ERIC PREVEN: HELLO MY NAME IS ERIC PREVEN I AM THE COUNTY RESIDENT FROM DISTRICT 3. AND MR. YAROSLAVSKY, I WOULD LIKE TO GO ONE STEP FURTHER, I WOULD MOVE THAT THIS BOARD CREATE AN AGENDED ITEM FOR THE QUESTION OF RESTROOMS FOR THE BEACH AND HARBORS ISSUE. AND THAT'S BECAUSE I THINK THERE IS A GREAT OPPORTUNITY THERE FOR NOT JUST YOU AND MS. MOLINA TO WEIGH IN ON THIS YOU BUT FOR THE PEOPLE WHO ARE ACTUALLY IN THE COMMUNITY UTILIZING THESE FACILITIES ARE, FRANKLY, GOING TO HAVE TO STEP UP. WE HAVE CUT MONEY FROM THIS BUDGET. IT'S IMPORTANT THAT WE STAY TO THOSE CUTS. I DON'T WANT TO GO OUT AND HIRE UP SOME FIRM TO GO DEAL WITH THIS. PEOPLE IN THE COMMUNITY NEED TO STEP UP AND DO SOME VOLUNTEERISM. WE COULD ORGANIZE THAT IF WE HAD KIND OF A TOWN MEETING WHEREBY THE SUPERVISORS BROUGHT IN SOME OF THE LOCAL GROUPS IN THEIR PARTICULAR DISTRICTS WHERE THIS TAKES PLACE, MS. ORDIN. MR. BELLMAN, FOR EXAMPLE, IS A BIG SPONSOR OF CORNUCOPIA WHICH IS A MALIBU ORGANIC FARM THAT PROVIDES SERVICE BY PROVIDING A LOCAL PRODUCE TO THE RESIDENTS OF MALIBU. THEY ENJOY A GOOD BREAK THANKS TO THIS BOARD IN TERMS OF NOT PAYING $175 A WEEK FOR THE LICENSE TO DO SO ON THE PUBLIC PROPERTY. THEY WOULD, I'M SURE, BE MORE THAN HAPPY TO LOOK AFTER ON THAT VERY SAME MORNING SOME OF THE FACILITIES THAT WE HAVE IN THAT AREA. MY BIGGER ISSUE, WHICH I KNOW I HAVE 20 SECONDS HERE BECAUSE WE'RE DOWN TO TWO MINUTES IS ON MAY 11TH WE HAD A BUDGET HEARING AND I WAS THE ONLY GUY TO SHOW UP AND I WAS SHUT DOWN AFTER 120 SECONDS. NOW I'VE ASKED JENNIFER SCHNEIDER FROM THE PUBLIC INTEGRITY DIVISION ABOUT THAT, ABOUT THE CODE WHICH IS 29080 AND 29081, MR. RIDLEY-THOMAS, WHO FOUND THAT AMUSING. BUT THE POINT IS I WASN'T AMUSED AT BEING SHUT DOWN SO QUICKLY. I THOUGHT THERE WERE A LOT OF RESIDENTS WHO MIGHT WANT TO HEAR WHAT I HAD TO SAY BUT NONE OF THEM GOT A CHANCE. I ASKED MR. COOLEY BECAUSE THE P.I.D. WOULD DO A GREAT JOB, I SUPPORT WHAT THEY'RE AFTER, HAVE ACTUALLY SAID OUR HANDS ARE TIED. THIS IS AN ISSUE WHERE IF SUPERVISORS WANT TO HAVE A MEETING ABOUT THE WAY THEY ADDRESS THE PUBLIC REGARDING THESE MEETINGS THEY'RE WELCOME TO DO SO BUT WE'RE NOT IN A POSITION TO TELL THE SUPERVISORS WHAT TO DO. I AM IN A POSITION TO ASK DISTRICT ATTORNEY COOLEY WHO WE ELECTED SEPARATE TO ALL OF YOU, WE ALSO ELECTED YOU, BECAUSE I THINK THAT'S AN APPROPRIATE CHECK AND BALANCE. AND I THINK PEOPLE SHOULD HAVE A CHANCE TO WEIGH IN ON THE BUDGET. I THINK YOU GUYS OUGHT TO REVISE THE BUDGET SCHEDULE SO THAT THE PUBLIC CAN COME BACK AND WEIGH IN FOR MORE THAN 120 SECONDS. 

MIKE ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: OKAY. THANK YOU. MS. PANG? 

IRENE PANG: HI, GOOD AFTERNOON. I'M IRENE. I EXPECT MY COUNTRY AS SOON AS MY COUNTRY CAN EVERY SYSTEM AND CONFIDENT AND ____________ AND ALL THE SYSTEMS INCLUDING IN EDUCATION, INDUSTRY AND COUNTER DEFENCE AND THEN ALL THE ZERO PROGRAMS. AT THE SAME TIME, TODAY I'M HERE I LIKE TO ALSO REPRESENT MY FAMILY IN THE PAST 10 YEARS, MORE THAN 10 YEARS HAVE BEEN UNDER __________ AND I REALLY APPRECIATE THE GOVERNMENT, THE SUPPORT AND THEN ALSO INVESTIGATION AND RELATION CAUSE. SO THEY COME OUT AND WE NEED THEY CONFER OF MY FAMILY THE DAMAGE THAT INCLUDED PHYSICAL AND THE PROPERTY DAMAGE. AND MYSELF AND I DO ALSO LIKE TO CONFIRM MYSELF FOR THE DAMAGE IN THE MORE THAN 10 YEARS I WORKED FOR THE GOVERNMENT OF UNITED STATES AND MY ___________ AND MY ________ LIVING. NOW I LIVE IN A CAR. THIS IS NOT MY PERSONAL __________ WORKING SO HARD AND RAN WITH SCHOOLS FOR SO MANY YEARS JUST FOR LIVING IN CAR. BUT I REALLY WANT TO SETTLE MY NORMAL LIVING AND MY SALARY AND EARNING. THANK YOU. 

MIKE ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: IS THERE SOMEBODY FROM DEPARTMENT OF MENTAL HEALTH THAT COULD ASSIST MS. PANG? WAIT OVER THERE, WE'LL HAVE SOMEBODY FROM ONE OF THE DEPARTMENTS COME AND TALK TO YOU. DAVID SORRENO? YES. WHOEVER'S NEXT. 

NAGI ELHADARY: MY NAME IS NAGI ELHADARY. I'M HERE REPRESENTING TINO SAVING CHILDREN FOUNDATION. A FOUNDATION I HAVE SET UP IN REGARDS TO SAVING MY SON'S LIFE TO WATCHDOG THE REFORM AND REBUILDING OF D.C.F.S. TO WORK TO SET UP A GRAND JURY TO BRING UP CHARGES AGAINST THE CRIMINALS THAT HAVE KIDNAPPED MY SON, THE CRIMINALS, YOU ANTONOVICH, THE REST OF YOUR BOARD OF SUPERVISORS UP THERE IN PARTICULAR YAROSLAVSKY, RIDLEY-THOMAS, MOLINA, DEFINITELY ANDREA ORDEN WHO I HAVE TALKED TO NUMEROUS TIMES ON THE PHONE IN REGARDS TO THE RETURN OF MY CHILD. AND ALSO TO BRING UP CHARGES AGAINST C.E.O. FUJIOKA FOR GROSS NEGLEGENCE. I SPOKE TO HIM LAST WEEK. HE KNEW EVERYTHING ABOUT MY SON'S CASE AND THAT MY SON WAS IN A BAD POSITION WHERE HE WAS PUT AND TOLD ME THAT YOU, ANTONOVICH WERE RESPONSIBLE FOR GETTING MY SON BACK TO ME WHICH YOU HAVE NOT DONE YET WHICH I'D LIKE TO ASK FOR A MEETING TO BE SET UP TODAY AFTER THIS MEETING HERE BETWEEN ME AND YOU ANTONOVICH, MR. FUJIOKA, RIDLEY-THOMAS, WHO KNOWS SOME PEOPLE I KNOW, YAROSLAVSKY, WHO I'VE SPOKEN TO HIS OFFICE ON NUMEROUS OCCASIONS, ALONG WITH PEOPLE I HAVE BROUGHT HERE WITH ME TO AN COMPANY AND WHERE WE COULD SIT DOWN TOGETHER AND GET THIS RESOLVED AND GET MY SON BACK HOME. I SPOKE TO HIM YESTERDAY ON HIS BIRTHDAY, THANK GOD. I HAVEN'T SPOKE TO HIM IN FIVE MONTHS BECAUSE YOU AND ORDIN HAVE TRIED TO KEEP ME FROM MY SON. THIS IS AN URGE FROM THE GOVERNMENT AND PUBLIC PLEASE CONTACT ME AND LOOK UP MY FACEBOOK PAGE. NAGIL HADARY, N-A-G-I, LAST NAME E-L-H-A-D-A-R-Y. THERE'S ANOTHER PAGE ASSOCIATED WITH MINE ENTITLED TINO SAVING CHILDREN. WHICH HAS ALL THE INFORMATION, MY APPELLATE BRIEF, THE TRANSCRIPTS FROM WHEN MY CHILD WAS KIDNAPPED, THE LETTER THAT WAS SENT FROM ANTONOVICH TO THE D.C.F.S. WORKER ASKING HER TO LIE ON THE STAND. AND I'M SURE ONCE EVERYBODY SEES ALL THIS INFORMATION, TO PLEASE CONTACT ME 323-608-8227. I'M URGING THE SUPERVISORS TO MEET WITH ME AFTER THIS MEETING AND NEGOTIATE MY SON'S RETURN. 

MIKE ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU. MR. SACHS? 

ARNOLD SACHS: YES, THANK YOU. I WANTED TO DO A QUICK SUMMARY OF THURSDAY'S M.T.A. BOARD MEETING BECAUSE SO MUCH WAS LEFT OUT OF THE L.A. TIMES. I BELIEVE SUPERVISOR RIDLEY-THOMAS, I MIGHT HAVE FOUND SOME MONEY FOR YOU, BUT FIRST I HAVE A COUPLE OF QUESTIONS. ACCORDING TO THIS DOCUMENTATION FROM THE M.T.A., THE DOWNTOWN CONNECTOR IS TWO MILES LONG GOING TO COST 1.3 BILLION DOLLARS. COMPLETED IN FISCAL YEAR 2023-'25 THE 2009 LONG-RANGE TRANSPORTATION PLAN. YET THEY ARE PART OF A LEASE AGREEMENT TO SIGN FOR OFFICE SPACE FOR A MILLION DOLLARS A YEAR. THEY'RE NOT GOING TO BUILD IT UNTIL 2023. THE FIFTH AND FLOWER STATION THAT WAS BEING CONSIDERED IS 185 MILLION DOLLARS. YET WITH THE CRENSHAW PROJECT, THE LEIMERT STATION IS 120 MILLION DOLLARS. THAT'S ONLY 65 MILLION DOLLARS DIFFERENCE. ADDITIONALLY, THE UNDERGROUNDING FOR THE SECTION OF THE CRENSHAW PROJECT IS 219 MILLION DOLLARS. HOW COME THE DOWNTOWN CONNECTOR'S 1.3 BILLION DOLLARS FOR A LIGHT RAIL LINE, YET THE CRENSHAW PROJECT, THE UNDERGROUND IS 219 MILLION DOLLARS, 1.7 BILLION DOLLAR BUDGET. ALTHOUGH IN THIS ARTICLE, IT STATES TO 1.4 BILLION DOLLAR BUDGET. AND ADDITIONALLY, THE DOWNTOWN STREETCAR THAT'S BEING CONSIDERED IS 125 MILLION DOLLARS. THEY BUILT ONE IN ATLANTA OR THEY'RE BUILDING ONE IN ATLANTA 2.6 MILES FOR 72 MILLION DOLLARS. MONEY, MONEY, MONEY, WE GOT MONEY TO SPEND. CHANGING THE COURSE A LITTLE BIT. IT WAS WONDERFUL THE WAY YOU PULLED THAT STUNT OFF. YOU HAVE USED UP A LOT OF YOUR DEADLY DOLLARS. YOU KNOW THAT'S THE PICTURE, THAT'S THE DOLLARS WITH THE PICTURE OF THE HORSE'S ASS, NOT THAT ASS ON THE FACE. I'D LIKE TO ASK MS. ORDIN WHAT HAPPENED BUT SHE'S JUST A MOUTH PIECE FOR YOU UNDER YOUR CONTROL. BUT IT'S LIKE YOU SAID, SUPERVISOR KNABE, IT IS GOING TO GET HOT. OH THE GANG INJUNCTION FOR THE M.T.A. HAS BEEN MOVED FORWARD, THANK GOD FOR THAT. 

MIKE ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: NORMAN FAGENS? 

ARNOLD SACHS: WELL THEY GET THE RIGHT M.T.A. 

MIKE ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: MR. SORENO, I THOUGHT YOU LEFT US ON MAY 21ST, WHAT HAPPENED? 

MR. SORENO: IT'S NOT OVER YET. 

MIKE ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: I THINK YOU CAN ALWAYS HAVE ANOTHER DATE. YOU'RE LIKE THE GUY THAT SELLS HOT TIPS AT THE RACETRACK, IF THE HORSE LOSES, HE'LL SELL YOU ANOTHER ONE THE NEXT DAY. 

DAVID SORRENO: LIKE I SAID, I STATED. 

 MIKE ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: IT'S ALL ON PUBLIC RECORD. 

DAVID SORRENO: I SAID THE EXACT HOLY BIBLICAL PROPHECY AND I WILL SAY IT AGAIN. LORD GOD ALMIGHTY, JESUS CHRIST, CREATED HEAVEN AND EARTH, AMEN. CHRIST JESUS IS CRIMG COMING TO JUDGE THE LIVING AND THE DEAD, AMEN. AND JESUS CHRIST WILL REWARD THE PROPHETS AND THE SAINTS AND ALL THOSE WHO FEAR HIS HOLY NAME, AMEN. IN THE HOLY BIBLE, THE APOCALYPSE PROPHESIED AN UNPRECEDENTED CATACLASMIC EARTH QUAKE WILL HAPPEN ON THE SAN ANDREAS FAULT IN THE MONTH OF MAY RESULTING IN THE DESTRUCTION OF LARGE AREAS OF LOS ANGELES AND SAN BERNADINO COUNTIES. THE ENTIRE HOLY BIBLICAL PROPHECY ABOUT THE APOCALYPTIC EARTH QUAKE ON THE SAN ANDREAS FAULT IN MAY INCLUDING EVENTS RELATING TO THE EARTH QUAKE THAT PRECEDE AND FOLLOW THE EARTHQUAKE IS THE SEVENTH SEAL. THESE ARE INDIVIDUAL PROPHECIES WHICH REVEAL SPECIFIC DETAILS ABOUT THE SAME OVERALL EVENT WHILE COLLECTIVELY THEY PROPHECIED THIS COLOSSAL EVENT ENTIRELY. I'M THE ANGEL OF CHAPTER 10 OF THE APOCALYPSE, AMEN. WITH THE LORD ONE DAY IS LIKE 1,000 YEARS AND 1,000 YEARS IS LIKE ONE DAY, AMEN. MIKE ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: REMEMBER THE LORD SAID NOBODY KNOWS THE TIME OR THE DAY THAT THE SON OF GOD WILL RETURN. SO THANK YOU. 

DAVID SORRENO: I'M NOT SAYING THE TIME OF DAY. I'M SAYING WHEN YOU SEE ALL THOSE SIGNS TOGETHER L.A. WILL BE DESTROYED. AND THAT'S JUST THE FACTS. THAT'S WHAT'S GOING TO HAPPEN. AND IT'S SAD. IT'S DEPRESSING. IT'S NOT WHAT I WANT TO SEE. BUT IT'S GOING TO HAPPEN. 

MIKE ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU. 

DAVID SORRENO: AND I'LL TELL YOU WHAT. GOD IS VERY ANGRY AT THE HOLLYWOOD ENTERTAINMENT INDUSTRY. THE HOLLYWOOD ENTERTAINMENT INDUSTRY SHALL BE DESTROYED. YOU HAVE A NICE DAY. JESUS IS THE JUDGE, AMEN. 

MIKE ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: YES, SIR. FOLLOW THAT. YEAH. YOU'RE BATTING CLEANUP. 

NORMAN FAGEN: NO, NO. MY NAME IS NORMAN FAGEN, I'D LIKE TO SAY GOOD AFTERNOON TO EVERYONE. I WOULD SAY MAYBE TWICE IN THE PAST AND IT WAS CONCERNING PROJECTS THAT WAS GOING ON IN MY NEIGHBORHOOD, WELL, I GOT A KIND OF NEW DOSE ON IT. MAYBE A LETTER IN THE MAIL THE OTHER DAY AND IT'S FROM A CONTRACTOR THAT I WORKED FOR THAT WAS MAKING PREVAILING WAGES THAT WAS ON A PROJECT THAT'S IN MR. THOMPSON'S DISTRICT. AND I REALLY HONESTLY THINK THAT HIM AND HIS DEPUTIES IS TRYING TO DO THE BEST THAT YOU CAN. BUT ANOTHER THING HAVE CAME UP. AND I GUESS IT WAS PEOPLE THAT YOU WAS FIGHTING AGAINST. AND I HAVE GOT A LETTER HERE AND I GAVE IT TO ONE OF YOUR DEPUTIES THAT I HAD TO SIGN AND SEND BACK TO THE CONTRACTOR. IT WAS FOR TO SAY THAT I WAS MAKING PREVAILING WAGES, WHICH IS WHAT I WAS. IT WAS A COUPLE OF SENTENCES SHORT THAT THEY PROBABLY THOUGHT I JUST SIGNED IT AND DON'T READ IT AND SEND IT BACK. BUT THE OTHER BAD PART OF IT WAS BECAUSE AFRO-AMERICANS HAD TO BE WORKED ON THAT PROJECT THAT WAS IN MY COMMUNITY. THEY LAID ME OFF WITHIN EIGHT WEEKS. BUT THE PAPERWORK THAT THEY SENT ME SAY THAT I'M ON THE JOB FROM JANUARY TO JULY WHICH JULY HAVEN'T EVEN BEEN HERE YET. SO THAT MEAN WHEN THEY GET READY TO DO THEIR AUDITS, IF I SIGN THIS AND DIDN'T READ IT AND SEND IT BACK TO THEM, THAT MEANS I WOULD HAVE BEEN CHARGED FOR WORKING FOR SEVEN MONTHS. SO THAT MEANS IF THEY HAD THE NERVE TO DO THAT, WHICH IS A GOVERNMENT PROJECT, WHAT HAPPENED TO THE REST OF THE FUNDS THAT I WASN'T ON THAT JOB? THAT MEANS THEY HAD TO PROBABLY WRITE A COUNTERFEIT CHECK TO MAKE THEIR BUDGET OR THEIR BOOKS EVEN NOW TO ADMIT TO GUIDE'S STANDARD THAT THEY DID THE RIGHT THING. I'VE BEEN HERE THIS IS MY THIRD TIME BEING HERE. THE LAST INCIDENT THAT I GOT THAT I HAVE RECEIVED FROM THEM SHOULD BE ENOUGH INFORMATION FOR TO NAIL THEM. BECAUSE I HAD MY CHECK STUBS HERE WHERE THEY PAID ME. FROM FIRST WEEK TO THE LAST WEEK. AND I HAVE A LETTER HERE FROM THE COMPANY SAYING WHEN I'M THERE AND I WASN'T THERE. AND THEN THE AMOUNT THAT THEY PAID ME DON'T EVEN SHOW THAT I WAS THERE. SO IF THEY DID THIS TO ME, HOW MANY OTHER PEOPLE HAVE THEY DID THIS TO? AND THAT THE GOVERNMENT IS PAYING FOR. 

MIKE ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU, SIR. YOU CAN GIVE THAT TO THE SERGEANT. RIGHT HERE. 

NORMAN FAGEN: HE HAVE A COPY. 

MIKE ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: OH, OKAY. THANK YOU, SIR. 

SUP. RIDLEY-THOMAS: MR. MAYOR, I SHOULD SAY THAT WE FOUND IT NECESSARY TO DO THE APPROPRIATE AUDITS ON THAT PARTICULAR PROJECT. SUCH ALLEGATIONS ARE NOT TO BE IGNORED OR TAKEN LIGHTLY. IT'S THE OPPORTUNITY FOR US TO MAKE SURE THAT WHAT IS GOING ON WITH PROJECTS THROUGHOUT THE COUNTY, AND OBVIOUSLY IT MEANS THOSE THAT ARE THE DISTRICT THAT I REPRESENT ARE IN FULL COMPLIANCE WITH WHAT WE EXPECT WITH RESPECT TO THE USE OF PUBLIC DOLLARS. AND SO THAT WILL HAPPEN AND HAPPEN IN SHORT ORDER. 

MIKE ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU, SIR. THANK YOU, NORMAN. SACHI? 

CLERK SACHI HAMAI: IN ACCORDANCE WITH BROWN ACT REQUIREMENTS, NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN THAT THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS WILL CONVENE IN CLOSED SESSION TO DISCUSS ITEM NUMBER CS-1, CONFERENCE WITH LEGAL COUNSEL REGARDING SIGNIFICANT EXPOSURE TO LITIGATION, ONE CASE, ITEM NUMBER CS-3, PUBLIC EMPLOYMENT CONSIDERATION OF FIRMS TO RECRUIT FOR THE POSITION OF DIRECTOR OF CHILDREN AND FAMILY SERVICES.
