TOGETHER WE SAY ESPECIALLY ON THIS TIMING, GOD BLESS THE COUNTY OF LOS ANGELES, THIS LAND THAT WE LOVE, STAND BESIDE HER AND GUIDE HER THROUGH THE NIGHT WITH THE LIGHT FROM ABOVE. AND WE REMEMBER, TOO, THIS DAY TO CONFESS OUR SINS, KNOWING THAT IN THE DECLARATION OF INDEPENDENCE, IT SAYS "WE HOLD THESE TRUTHS TO BE SELF-EVIDENT THAT ALL MEN ARE CREATED EQUAL AND ARE ENDOWED BY THEIR CREATOR WITH CERTAIN UNALIENABLE RIGHTS THAT AMONG THESE ARE LIFE, LIBERTY AND THE PURSUIT OF HAPPINESS." AND WE PRAY WITH GEORGE WASHINGTON "I NOW MAKE IT MY EARNEST PRAYER THAT GOD WOULD BE MOST GRACIOUSLY BE PLEASED TO DISPOSE US ALL TO DO JUSTICE AND TO LOVE MERCY AND TO DEMEAN OURSELVES WITH THAT CHARITY, HUMILITY AND PACIFIC TEMPER OF MIND WHICH WERE THE CHARACTERISTICS OF THE DIVINE AUTHOR OF OUR BLESSED RELIGION. WHEN WE LET FREEDOM RING, WE'D LET IT RING FROM EVERY VILLAGE AND EVERY HAMLET AND EVERY STATE AND EVERY CITY, IT WOULD BE ABLE TO SPEED UP THAT DAY WHEN ALL OF GOD'S CHILDREN, BLACK AND WHITE, JEW AND GENTILE, PROTESTANT AND CATHOLIC, WILL BE ABLE TO JOIN HANDS AND SING IN THE WORDS OF THE OLD NEGRO SPIRITUAL, "FREE AT LAST, FREE AT LAST, THANK GOD ALMIGHTY, WE'RE FREE AT LAST." AND SO WE GIVE YOU THANKS THIS DAY FOR LIBERTY, FOR INDEPENDENCE, FOR FREEDOM. HE HAS HIS BACHELOR'S DEGREE FROM TRINITY LUTHERAN COLLEGE IN THE SEATTLE AREA AND A MASTERS OF DIVINITY FROM THE LUTHERAN SEMINARY IN ST. PAUL. I WAS TELLING HIM IT'S REALLY SPECIAL. HE WAS ACTUALLY BORN IN SAN PEDRO BUT MOVED AWAY AT SIX WEEKS OLD WHEN HIS FATHER WAS SERVING IN THE UNITED STATES ARMY AND WAS RELOCATED. IN 2005, HE RETURNED TO HIS BIRTHPLACE OF SAN PEDRO AND WAS NAMED PASTOR AT TRINITY LUTHERAN CHURCH WHICH WILL BE CELEBRATING ITS 90TH ANNIVERSARY THIS AUGUST. TRINITY HAS HELPED START AN ORPHANAGE AND TRAINING CENTER FOR GIRLS AND BOYS WHO WOULD BE VULNERABLE TO HUMAN TRAFFICKING IN THAILAND. AND THEY ALSO DELIVER FOOD TO 50 TO 60 HOUSEHOLD UNITS EACH SUNDAY AFTERNOON. HE'S HAPPILY MARRIED WITH FOUR KIDS, FOUR CHICKENS AND THEIR DOG. SO, PASTOR, WE THANK YOU VERY MUCH FOR TAKING TIME OUT OF YOUR BUSY SCHEDULE TO LEAD US IN A WONDERFUL INVOCATION THIS MORNING.

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: SUPERVISOR KNABE? 

SUP. KNABE: MR. MAYOR, MEMBERS OF THE BOARD, IT'S MY HONOR AND PLEASURE AND SOMEWHAT OF A SAD DAY TO CALL UP LONG-TIME HACIENDA HEIGHTS RESIDENTS AND COMMUNITY LEADERS TOM AND JANET DOVIDIO. TOM AND JANET BOTH HAVE BEEN EXTREMELY ACTIVE IN THE HACIENDA HEIGHTS AREA AND PLAY A VERY CRITICAL AND PIVOTAL ROLE IN THE AREA BY SERVING ON MANY LOCAL COMMITTEES AS WELL AS VOLUNTEERING ON A MULTITUDE OF ACTIVITIES. THEY ARE PART OF THAT VERY, VERY UNIQUE FABRIC THAT HAS MADE HACIENDA HEIGHTS A GREAT COMMUNITY TO LIVE IN AND RAISE A FAMILY. THEY HAVE RESIDED IN HACIENDA HEIGHTS FOR 37 YEARS, HAVE RAISED THEIR FOUR CHILDREN, JENNIFER, CHIP, AMANDA AND JOEY. ACTUALLY, JOEY INTERNED IN OUR ROWLAND HEIGHTS OFFICE A COUPLE OF YEARS AGO. THEY HAVE ALSO BEEN VERY, VERY DEDICATED MEMBERS OF ST. JOHN VIBIANA CATHOLIC PARISH. THEY NOW HAVE DECIDED TO MOVE ON. THEY ARE MOVING TO WOODSTOCK, ILLINOIS, WHERE THEIR CHILDREN ALL LIVE, SO THEY MAY BE DOTING GRAND PARENTS TO THOSE SEVEN GRANDCHILDREN AS WELL AS GETTING THERE IN TIME FOR THE BIRTH OF NO. 8, I UNDERSTAND. I JUST WANT TO KNOW AND LET EVERYONE KNOW, AND I KNOW THAT THEY'VE GOT FAMILY AND FRIENDS, AS WELL, HERE TODAY, THAT THEY'RE GOING TO BE EXTREMELY MISSED. AND I KNOW THAT OUR LOSS IS WOODSTOCK'S GAIN. HOWEVER, I HOPE THEY'LL STAY IN TOUCH WITH US AND KEEP US POSTED HOW THEY'RE DOING AND ENJOYING THEIR GRANDCHILDREN. SO WE HAVE A SCROLL FOR EACH OF THEM BECAUSE THEY HAVE BEEN TRUE PARTNERS FOR THIS PAST 37 YEARS IN HACIENDA HEIGHTS, AND WE ARE REALLY, REALLY GOING TO MISS THEIR SPECIAL CARE FOR THEIR NEIGHBORS AND THE ENTIRE COMMUNITY. GOD BLESS. [APPLAUSE.] 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: NOW WE'D LIKE TO BRING UP JUDY STRINGER AND HER HUSBAND DAVID STRINGER IN RECOGNIZING TWO OF OUR COUNTY EMPLOYEES FROM THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS, BOTH OF THESE ALONG WITH DIRECTOR GAIL FARBER. BOTH JUDY AND DAVID WERE ON MY BASEBALL TEAM WHEN WE HAD A BASEBALL TEAM IN THE HALL OF ADMINISTRATION. AND MANY TIMES WE HAD THE OPPORTUNITY OF DEFEATING THE COUNTY COUNSEL AND OTHERS, SUPERVISORIAL OFFICES THAT HAD TEAMS. IT WAS A FUN TIME. BUT JUDY BEGAN HER CAREER BACK IN 1980, DECEMBER 18, IN THE ROAD DEPARTMENT AS AN INTERMEDIATE STENOGRAPHER. SHE THEN WORKED IN THE MUNICIPAL COURT FOR PUBLIC WORKS TWICE, FOR SUPERVISOR PETER SCHABARUM AND THEN IN MY SAN DIMAS OFFICE FROM 1991 TO 1996 WITH MY FORMER ASSISTANT CHIEF DEPUTY, SARAH FLORES, WHO IS HERE TODAY. FOR THREE DECADES, JUDY HAS SERVED THE COUNTY WITH A STRONG COMMITMENT TO EACH DEPARTMENT, AND SHE HAS WORKED FOR AND HELD OUR SAN GABRIEL VALLEY CONSTITUENTS WITH A VERY QUICK RESPONSE TO THE VARIOUS ISSUES THAT COME UP. AND LAST DECEMBER, SHE AND HER HUSBAND DAVID SERVED AS MR. AND MRS. SANTA CLAUS AT MY SIX FLAGS MAGIC MOUNTAIN FOSTER YOUTH HOLIDAY CELEBRATION WE DO EACH YEAR. AND THEY PROMISE TO RETURN THIS YEAR, AS WELL. AND THEN WITH DAVID, DAVID IS RETIRING FROM THE DEPARTMENT AFTER 27 YEARS. HE BEGAN AS A CIVIL ENGINEERING ASSISTANT IN THE FLOODWAY MAPPING SECTION, WORKED IN FLOOD MAINTENANCE, DESIGNED PROGRAMS DEVELOPMENT AND LEAVES HEAD OF PUBLIC WORKS TRAFFIC AND LIGHTING DIVISION. HIGHLIGHT IN HIS CAREER WAS SERVING AS DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS' LIAISON TO THE CALIFORNIA STATE UNIVERSITY LONG BEACH FOR THEIR FIRST ONSITE MASTERS OF PUBLIC ADMINISTRATION DEGREE PROGRAM WHICH HE HAD COMPLETED WITH A 4.0 GRADE AVERAGE. ADDITIONALLY, HE HAD BEEN HEAD OF THE TRANSIT OPERATIONS SECTION, PUBLIC WORKS EARNED A BRONZE EAGLE AWARD FOR ITS SOLAR POWERED BUS STOP PROGRAM. AND HE OVERSAW THE SUMMER BEACH PROGRAM BUS PROGRAM WHICH IS SO POPULAR IN ALL OF OUR SUPERVISORIAL DISTRICTS. IN 2007, HE BECAME HEAD OF THE STREET LIGHTING SECTION AND HAD OVERSEEN THE DESIGN AND INSTALLATION OF STREETLIGHTS THROUGHOUT THE COUNTY, APPEARING AT OUR BOARD MANY TIMES DURING OUR PUBLIC HEARINGS. SO TODAY, DAVID, WE WANT TO THANK YOU. AND WE WANT TO THANK JUDY. AND JUDY'S DOING A REMARKABLE JOB WITH HER HEALTH COMING BACK. WE'RE JUST PROUD OF YOUR STAMINA AND YOUR FIGHT AND YOU'RE BOTH GREAT BASEBALL PLAYERS. [APPLAUSE.] FIRST I'M GOING TO HAVE GAIL SAY A FEW WORDS AND THEN WE'LL HAVE JUDY AND DAVID. 

GAIL FARBER: THANK YOU, MAYOR, THANK YOU, BOARD. IT'S TRULY AN HONOR HERE FOR THESE TWO INDIVIDUALS TO GET TO KNOW THEM FROM PUBLIC WORKS. JUST FINE EXAMPLES OF WHAT PUBLIC WORKS STAND FOR IN OUR COMMITMENT TO SERVE OTHERS. AND I JUST WANT TO WISH DAVE AND JUDY JUST THE BEST IN THEIR ADVENTURES. WE'RE REALLY GOING TO MISS YOU. WE HAVE ALL OF YOUR FELLOW WORKERS OUT HERE, YOUR CHEERING SECTION, CHEERING FOR YOU. [APPLAUSE.] THANK YOU FOR ALL YOUR YEARS OF SERVICE. YOU HAVE JUST SERVED AS SUCH WONDERFUL ROLE MODELS. AND WE'RE GOING TO MISS YOU. AND WE HOPE TO SEE YOU BACK AGAIN AT CHRISTMAS BECAUSE IT WOULDN'T BE CHRISTMAS OR A HOLIDAY SEASON WITHOUT CELEBRATING WITH THE STRINGERS. THANK YOU, THANK YOU FOR SO MANY YEARS OF SERVICE. AND I WISH YOU THE BEST. [APPLAUSE.] 

JUDY STRINGER: I'D LIKE TO SAY THANK YOU SO VERY MUCH FOR RECOGNIZING ME FOR 30 YEARS OF SERVICE. I'M HUMBLED AND VERY MUCH APPRECIATE THIS HONOR. THANK YOU, SUPERVISORS, AND ESPECIALLY MAYOR ANTONOVICH AND HIS WONDERFUL STAFF, ESPECIALLY LEIDA ERICKSON. IT WAS GREAT WORKING IN MAYOR ANTONOVICH'S OFFICE IN SAN DIMAS WITH SARAH FLORES. IT WAS JUST A GREAT JOB. I'D ALSO LIKE TO SAY THANK YOU VERY MUCH TO OUR SPECIAL FRIENDS WHO ARE HERE TODAY, SARAH FLORES AND MY PUBLIC WORKS FRIENDS, OUR DIRECTOR AND MY SUPERVISOR, MASUD, AND ALL OUR FRIENDS, MY COWORKERS. I'D LIKE TO SAY ESPECIALLY MY WONDERFUL HUSBAND HERE WHO GIVES ME LOVE BEYOND BELIEF. AND I AM SO PROUD OF HIM. AND SO PROUD OF YOUR RETIREMENT. THANK YOU VERY MUCH, EVERYONE. [APPLAUSE.] 

DAVID STRINGER: I'D ALSO LIKE TO SAY THANK YOU VERY MUCH, MAYOR ANTONOVICH. THIS IS A REAL HONOR. SUPERVISORS, I CAN'T BELIEVE IT. IT'S A FIVE-SIGNATURE SCROLL. THAT JUST IS REALLY HEART WARMING TO ME BEING RECOGNIZED FOR 27 YEARS OF SERVICE. I CAN'T BELIEVE 27 YEARS HAVE ALREADY GONE BY. WE JUST GOT HERE, I JUST MOVED INTO TOWN A FEW YEARS AGO, IT SEEMS LIKE. BUT WHAT A GROWTH IN THIS COUNTY WE HAVE SEEN OVER 27 YEARS. AND IT'S BEEN AN HONOR TO WORK FOR THE BOARD, WORK FOR THE CONSTITUENTS. I'D LIKE TO THANK A LOT OF THE DEPUTIES FROM THE OFFICES, ESPECIALLY SARAH FLORES, WHO HELPED START TEACHING ME HOW TO WORK AS A PUBLIC WORKS EMPLOYEE TO BETTER SERVE THE BOARD OFFICES. NICOLE ENGLAND FROM THE FIRST DISTRICT ISN'T HERE, BUT SHE WAS A SPECIAL TEACHER TO ME, AS WELL, WHEN I WAS IN TRANSIT. AND JUST ALL THE SUPPORT AND FRIENDS WE'VE BUILT OVER THE YEARS IN THE EXECUTIVE OFFICES, WITH JANET OVER THERE WAVING HI. AND ALL THE COWORKERS, TOO, THAT WITHOUT ALL OF THEIR HARD WORK AND THEIR SUPPORT OVER THE YEARS, I WOULDN'T HAVE BEEN AS SUCCESSFUL AS I HAVE BEEN. SO THANK YOU ALL VERY MUCH FOR THIS HONOR. THANK YOU FOR BEING HERE AND JOINING WITH US TODAY TO HELP CELEBRATE RETIREMENT. AND KEEP GOING IN YOUR CAREERS, AS WELL. KEEP GROWING. THANK YOU VERY MUCH. (APPLAUSE). 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: NOW, WE HAVE A REAL LITTLE PRINCESS, A BRUSSELS GRIFFON TERRIER. SHE'S TWO YEARS OLD. AND SHE COMES WITH ALL PINK. THIS LOOKS LIKE DOLLY PARTON. [LAUGHTER.] AND SHE'S LOOKING FOR A HOME. 562-728-4644 FOR LITTLE DOLLY. AND SHE COMES WITH THE BOWS AND LITTLE BLACK COLLAR. AND A LITTLE JEWELRY ON THE BACK. SO, ANYWAY, SHE'S LOOKING FOR A HOME. SEE HER PAWS, SHE'S PRAYING. SO ANYBODY THAT'D LIKE TO ADOPT HER, HOW ABOUT YOU? SHE'D LOVE TO GO TO VENTURA COUNTY WITH YOU. OKAY. SO A LITTLE PRINCESS LOOKING FOR A LITTLE KINGDOM TO LIVE IN. OKAY? LITTLE GIRL, YOU OKAY? OKAY, GOOD GIRL. MARK, DO YOU HAVE ANY SPECIALS? SUPERVISOR KNABE? 

SUP. KNABE: THANK YOU, ARE WE LIVE? ALL RIGHT. WE'RE LIVE, ALL RIGHT. OKAY, MR. MAYOR, MEMBERS OF THE BOARD, THIS FIRST ADJOURNMENT, IT WILL BE ALL MEMBERS ON AS WE ADJOURN IN MEMORY OF GLADYS WESSON-STRICKLAND, MOTHER OF LOS ANGELES CITY COUNCILMEMBER HERB WESSON, JR., WHO PASSED AWAY ON JUNE 29 AT THE AGE OF 79. BORN IN CLEVELAND, RELOCATED TO LOS ANGELES TO JOIN HER SONS WHERE SHE COMPLETED A 20-YEAR CAREER AS A PSYCHIATRIC PATIENT INTERVIEWER. SHE WAS INVOLVED IN NUMEROUS CIVIC AND SOCIAL ACTIVITIES, INCLUDING HER SON'S CAMPAIGN. SHE SERVED THE YOUTH, SENIOR CITIZENS, AND THE COMMUNITIES WERE VERY, VERY IMPORTANT TO HER. SHE COLLECTED TOYS FOR TOTS DURING THE HOLIDAYS. SHE WAS ALSO A TWO-TIME BREAST CANCER SURVIVOR WHO PARTICIPATED IN THE VARIOUS SUPPORT GROUPS AND ORGANIZED TEAMS FOR THE REVLON WALK FOR THE CURE. SHE WILL BE DEEPLY MISSED. SHE IS SURVIVED BY HER HUSBAND, LETHARD; TWO SONS, HERB, JR., AND STEVEN; SIX GRANDCHILDREN AND TWO GREAT GRANDCHILDREN. AND THAT WILL BE ALL MEMBERS. ALL MEMBERS. 

SUP. RIDLEY-THOMAS: ALL MEMBERS. 

SUP. KNABE: AND THEN I HAVE ANOTHER ADJOURNMENT THAT'S ON ITS WAY DOWN BUT WAS INFORMED EARLIER THIS MORNING THAT A GOOD FRIEND AND HIS SON PASSED AWAY. I WOULD ADJOURN IN MEMORY OF COREY KAZARIAN AND SON OF ART KAZARIAN, AND LONGTIME FAMILY FRIEND. VERY SAD AND VERY TRAGIC, AT THE YOUNG AGE OF 50. SO OUR THOUGHTS AND PRAYERS ARE WITH THE ENTIRE KAZARIAN CLAN AND THE ENTIRE FAMILY. THOSE ARE MY ADJOURNMENTS, MR. CHAIR. OKAY. SECOND, WITHOUT OBJECTION SO ORDERED. 

SUP. KNABE: AND I DO HAVE -- I MAY HAVE A READ-IN LATER, THANK YOU. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: OKAY. ANY OTHER? OKAY. LET ME DO MY ADJOURNMENTS, THEN. FIRST I'D LIKE TO MOVE THAT WE ALSO ADJOURN IN MEMORY OF DR. DOROTHY AU. SHE WAS A PEDIATRICIAN FOR OVER 50 YEARS IN THE BURBANK, SAN FERNANDO VALLEY AREA. SHE HAD RETIRED AT THE AGE OF 83. SHE PASSED, SHE WAS 92 YEARS OF AGE. SHE IS SURVIVED BY HER SISTERS, CHRISTINE AND BETSY, AND HER FIVE CHILDREN AND HER GREAT GRANDCHILDREN. DOROTHY, AND HER HUSBAND WAS ALSO A PHYSICIAN, KITMAN AU, WHO PASSED AWAY A FEW YEARS AGO, WERE QUITE INVOLVED IN THE CHRISTIAN COMMUNITY IN HER CHURCH. A GREAT SPIRITUAL LEADER AND OUTREACH IN CHINA AS WELL AS IN LOS ANGELES COUNTY AND OUR STATE AND NATION. AND SHE WAS QUITE INVOLVED AND ACTIVE IN HER COMMUNITY AND VOLUNTEERING UNTIL SHE PASSED AWAY, AND WAS A REMARKABLE LADY AND A REMARKABLE FRIEND, A VERY WONDERFUL PERSON. ALSO WE HAD DONE MRS. GLADYS WESSON-STRICKLAND THAT SUPERVISOR KNABE HAD JUST BROUGHT IN THAT MOTION. JOE STELLO, AGE 78, RESIDENT OF ANTELOPE VALLEY FOR THE PAST 60 YEARS. HE WAS A BUSINESSMAN THERE. HE WAS THE YOUNGEST OF 13 CHILDREN. BEN ADELSON, HE PASSED AWAY AT THE AGE OF 90. HE WAS THE FIRST LIEUTENANT WHO FLEW B-24 BOMBERS DURING WORLD WAR II AND EARNED THE DISTINGUISHED FLYING CROSS FROM THE UNITED STATES AIR FORCE AND FIVE AIR MEDALS. HE WAS A COLLEGE PROFESSOR AT PIERCE COLLEGE WHERE HE HEADED THE ENGLISH DEPARTMENT AND HAD A 10-YEAR SPAN WITH THE JOURNALISM DEPARTMENT. HE IS SURVIVED BY HIS WIFE, NANCY. HE PASSED AWAY AT THE AGE OF 90. AND WANDA JANE OWEN HELD PASSED AWAY AT THE AGE OF 96. SHE WROTE THE FEATURED AND COVERED SOCIETY NEWS FOR THE "GLENDALE- BURBANK LEDGER," AS WELL AS THE LA CRESCENT, LA CANADA-FLINTRIDGE, AND THE PASADENA NEWSPAPERS. SHE WAS ALSO THE EDITOR OF THE PEOPLE SECTION WITH THE "GLENDALE NEWS PRESS," AND SHE IS SURVIVED BY HER DAUGHTER, MARIANNE PECK. SECONDED BY SUPERVISOR RIDLEY-THOMAS, WITHOUT OBJECTION, SO ORDERED. SUPERVISOR GLORIA MOLINA, DO YOU HAVE YOUR ADJOURNMENTS? SUPERVISOR MARK RIDLEY-THOMAS, DO YOU HAVE ADJOURNMENTS? NO ADJOURNMENTS? SUPERVISOR YAROSLAVSKY? 

SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: THANK YOU, MR. MAYOR. I HAVE A COUPLE. FIRST I'D ASK THAT WE ADJOURN IN THE MEMORY OF ROBERT BENSON, A LONGTIME RESIDENT OF OUR DISTRICT WHO PASSED AWAY AT THE AGE OF 69. JUST VERY RECENTLY. HE WAS WIDELY CONSIDERED ONE OF THE LAS VIRGENES AREA'S MOST DISTINGUISHED RESIDENTS, ACTIVE IN THE CALABASAS HIGHLANDS AREA AS AN ADVOCATE OF OPEN SPACE AND FOUNDER OF THE ENVIRONMENTAL SCORECARD, WHICH CREATED THE CALABASAS CITY COUNCIL AND ITS ENVIRONMENTAL VOTES. HE HAD BEEN A PROFESSOR AT LOYOLA LAW SCHOOL SINCE 1973, TEACHING INTERNATIONAL ENVIRONMENTAL LAW AND PUBLIC INTEREST LAW AND PROVIDING PRO BONO LEGAL ADVICE TO MANY OF ENVIRONMENTAL AND HUMAN RIGHTS GROUPS. HE WAS ALSO RESPONSIBLE FOR HELPING PERSUADE LOYOLA LAW SCHOOL TO HIRE ARCHITECT FRANK GEHRY TO RENOVATE ITS CAMPUS IN 1978, A RELATIONSHIP THAT LED TO GEHRY'S DESIGNING A NEW HOME FOR BENSON HIMSELF AND HIS WIFE IN THE CALABASAS HIGHLANDS AREA THE FOLLOWING YEAR. NOW THAT HOME IS DESIGNATED AS A HISTORICAL LANDMARK. BOB IS SURVIVED BY HIS MOTHER BETTY OF WOODLAND HILLS; DAUGHTER, CLEA BENSON OF WASHINGTON, D.C.; AND DR. AMY BENSON OF PORTLAND, OREGON; AND A BROTHER, BRUCE, OF CALABASAS. ALSO ASK THAT WE ADJOURN IN THE MEMORY OF SELMA GOLDMAN, 64-YEAR RESIDENT OF THE FIFTH COUNCIL DISTRICT IN THE CITY OF LOS ANGELES AND THIRD SUPERVISORIAL DISTRICT WHO RECENTLY PASSED AWAY AT THE AGE OF 90 AFTER A LENGTHY AND COURAGEOUS BATTLE AGAINST ALZHEIMER'S DISEASE. BORN IN BROOKLYN, SHE SERVED AS A WORLD WAR II ARMY SURGICAL NURSE ASSIGNED IN ALAMEDA, CALIFORNIA. SHE WENT ON TO WORK IN NURSING IN CULVER CITY HOSPITAL, NOW BROTMAN MEDICAL CENTER, BEFORE RAISING A FAMILY. SHE WAS ACTIVE IN HER COMMUNITY, SERVING AS A CAMPAIGN VOLUNTEER FOR THE JOHN F. KENNEDY 1960 PRESIDENTIAL CAMPAIGN AND THE BOBBY KENNEDY '68 PRESIDENTIAL CAMPAIGN. SHE WAS A DEDICATED P.T.A. MEMBER AT LOYOLA ELEMENTARY SCHOOL, BANCROFT JUNIOR HIGH SCHOOL AND FAIRFAX HIGH SCHOOL DURING HER CHILDREN'S SCHOOL YEARS. SHE WAS A PROUD ADOPTED DAUGHTER OF LOS ANGELES AND COUNTED AMONG HER FAVORITE LANDMARKS THE FARMERS MARKET, THE HOLLYWOOD CHINESE THEATRE AND MUSSO & FRANK'S GRILL. SHE IS SURVIVED BY -- SHE WAS A PARTICULARLY STRONG SUPPORTER OF HER DAUGHTER, LAURIE'S EFFORTS TO CREATE THE HOLLYWOOD CENTRAL PARK AND WILL ALWAYS REMAIN A HERO AND INSPIRATION TO HER FAMILY. SHE IS SURVIVED BY TWO DAUGHTERS, LAURIE AND MIMI; A SON, RICHARD; TWO GRANDDAUGHTERS, TAMMY AND JENNIFER; A GREAT GRANDDAUGHTER, AMANDA; AND MANY NIECES AND NEPHEWS. THOSE ARE MY ADJOURNING MOTIONS. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: WITHOUT OBJECTION, SO ORDERED. SUPERVISOR MOLINA, YOUR ADJOURNMENTS? 

SUP. MOLINA: I HAVE NONE. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: NONE? OKAY. LET US THEN -- OKAY, SUPERVISOR KNABE. 

SUP. KNABE: ON JUNE 28, 2011, OUR BOARD APPROVED THE USE OF 3.5 MILLION TO FUND A COUNTYWIDE YOUTH EMPLOYMENT PROGRAM. THE PROGRAM WILL GIVE ABOUT 2200 YOUNG PEOPLE AN OPPORTUNITY TO LEARN SKILLS, BUILD CONFIDENCE AND DEVELOP THAT WORK EXPERIENCE. AND WE POINTED OUT THAT IT WAS NEARLY 27 PERCENT UNEMPLOYMENT RATE IN THAT PARTICULAR AREA. WHILE FEDERAL REGULATIONS CURRENTLY PRECLUDE THE USE OF W.I. FUNDING FOR A STANDALONE SUMMER YOUTH PROGRAM, IN JUNE 2011, THE DEPARTMENT OF LABOR PROVIDED GUIDANCE TO THE STATE ALLOWING WAIVER REQUESTS TO BE USED W.I.A. YOUTH FUNDS FOR CAREER SERVICES, WHICH INCLUDE A SUMMER YOUTH PROGRAM. IN RESPONSE, CALIFORNIA'S EMPLOYMENT DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT, WORKING IN PARTNERSHIP WITH LOS ANGELES COUNTY, REQUESTED A WAIVER FROM D.O.L. TO USE A PORTION OF THE STATE'S WORKFORCE INVESTMENT YOUTH FUNDS FOR A SUMMER YOUTH EMPLOYMENT PROGRAM TARGETING OUR CALWORKS KIDS. LAST WEEK, WE GOT WORD THAT THE DEPARTMENT OF LABOR APPROVED OUR STATE'S WAIVER. WE EXPECT THIS WILL CREATE ADDITIONAL OPPORTUNITIES FOR AT LEAST 800 YOUNG PEOPLE. APPROXIMATELY 2 MILLION IN UNALLOCATED W.I.A. FUNDS HAVE BEEN IDENTIFIED TO SUPPLEMENT OUR YOUTH EMPLOYMENT PROGRAM. AND IT WILL REQUIRE THE APPROVAL OF THE LOS ANGELES COUNTY WORKFORCE INVESTMENT BOARD. SO I WOULD THEREFORE MOVE, THIS IS A MOTION, A JOINT MOTION, ZEV AND I, WE THEREFORE MOVE THAT THE COUNTY WOULD EXPEDITED ITS APPROVAL TO ALLOCATE THE $2 MILLION W.I.A. YOUTH FUNDS TO EXPAND THIS YEAR'S YOUTH EMPLOYMENT PROGRAM. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THAT'S FOR NEXT WEEK? 

SUP. KNABE: YES, I GUESS, YEAH. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: OKAY. THAT WILL BE ON THE AGENDA FOR NEXT TUESDAY. 

SUP. KNABE: YEAH. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: ANY OTHER ITEMS? 

SUP. KNABE: THE ONLY QUESTION I WOULD SAY, IT'S COME TO OUR ATTENTION I THINK AT THE LAST MINUTE HERE, THIS IS A LAST-MINUTE APPROVAL BY THE D.O.L. IT MIGHT BE BEST IF WE COULD TAKE ACTION ON IT TO FIND URGENCY SO WE CAN GET IT TO THE WORKFORCE INVESTMENT BOARD. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: WHY DON'T WE DO THIS? LET'S LAY IT ON THE TABLE, LET COUNTY COUNSEL CHECK. IF WE CAN DO IT, WE'LL APPROVE IT TODAY. 

ANDREA ORDIN: THANK YOU. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: OKAY. ITEM 27 AND A-4, DR. GENEVIEVE CLAVREUL? BETTER WITHOUT THE CANE. DOING IT. BETTER THAN WITHOUT THE WHEELS. BETTER THERE WITHOUT HAVING YOUR WHEELS THERE. 

DR. GENEVIEVE CLAVREUL: YEAH, BUT I CANNOT STILL WALK FAR ENOUGH. ANYWAY, GOOD AFTERNOON, BOARD OF SUPERVISORS. ON ITEM A-4, I THINK IT WOULD BE KIND MUCH NICE IF WE COULD KNOW WHICH CERTAIN HOSPITAL ARE GETTING THAT MONEY. IN THE PAST, WE HAD A DESCRIPTION AND THE NAME OF THE HOSPITAL THAT WILL GO TO RECEIVE THAT KIND OF FINANCIAL SUPPORT FROM THE COUNTY, AND ITS ABSENCE FROM THE DOCUMENTATION. ON ITEM 27, IT'S ABOUT THE SAME ISSUE WHERE THE MONEY IS REALLY GOING IS NOT VERY CLEAR. I THINK THAT'S ALL I'M GOING TO SAY TODAY, SINCE YOU ARE RESTRICTING ME TO TWO MINUTES NO MATTER HOW MANY ITEMS THAT I HAVE, WHICH MAKES IT A FARCE OF WANTING THE OPINION OF THE PUBLIC. AND I HOPE YOU HAD A NICE FOURTH OF JULY. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU VERY MUCH. 27 AND A-4, MOTION BY SUPERVISOR KNABE. SECONDED WITHOUT OBJECTION, SO ORDERED. ITEM 2, 9, 12, 20, 25, 26, 35, 61, 63-B, ARNOLD SACHS? THEN 1-H, 2, 18, 30, 35, 61, 62, 63-A, MR. PREVEN. 

ARNOLD SACHS: YES, THANK YOU. SOME EFFICIENCY. AFTER ALL THESE YEARS, ALL THESE PEOPLE COMING IN, EFFICIENCY. 2, 15, 12, LET'S SEE. WHAT ARE WE GOING TO START WITH? WELL I HELD 9, I HELD 35. I DIDN'T HOLD 2. REGARDING THE SUNSET REVIEW DATES. I JUST DON'T UNDERSTAND WHY YOU JUST DON'T MODIFY YOUR ACTIONS. I MEAN, YOU KNOW, LIKE YOU DO FOR THE COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS -- I MEAN FOR THE M.T.A. YOU KNOW, YOU HAVE TAKEN THE ACTION TO MODIFY THE ORDINANCE, THE COUNTY CODE. YOU SET A SUNSET REVIEW DATE, WHICH I GUESS MEANS THAT WHEN THAT DATE ARRIVES, THE PROJECT WILL BE -- THE BOARD WILL BE DISBANDED OR THEY'LL COME BEFORE YOU TO ASK FOR MORE TIME. ALL DONE IN AN ORDERLY MANNER. THEY WON'T MODIFY ANYTHING BECAUSE THEY DON'T HAVE THE AUTHORITY, UNLIKE THE M.T.A. BOARD HAS THE AUTHORITY TO MODIFY STATE LAW TO CHANGE THE SUNSET REVIEW DATE OR SUNSET DATE FOR A CONSTRUCTION PROJECT. THAT'S THE KIND OF EFFICIENCY WE NEED IN GOVERNMENT. MORE M.T.A., LESS LOCAL REGULATIONS. I HELD ITEM NO. 20, AGAIN, IT'S THE SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA EDISON LATTICE TOWER. AND I'VE ASKED THIS QUESTION NUMEROUS TIMES ONLY ON THE PUBLIC DIME TO KNOW JUST EXACTLY HOW MANY TOWERS BELONG TO SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA EDISON. AND THE ONES DUE TO THE GREAT WORK BY THE GOVERNOR GRAY DAVIS WHO, I BELIEVE, WHO SOLD OUT THE PUBLIC BY OFFERING TO BUY TRANSMISSION LINES WHEN WE HAD THE QUOTE/UNQUOTE "ENERGY CRISIS" BACK IN THE LATE '90S. AND SO WE SHOULD KNOW WHO OWNS WHAT. AND THEN ITEM 26, DEVELOP AND IMPLEMENT A TRAINING AND CONSULTATION PROGRAM FOR CLINICAL SUPERVISORS IN THE PUBLIC MENTAL HEALTH SYSTEM. I WOULD HOPE THAT A SUPERVISOR HAS BECOME A SUPERVISOR, UNLIKE SUPERVISORS HERE, THEY ALREADY HAVE TRAINING AND CONSULTATION, THEY'VE ALREADY BEEN IN A TRAINING AND CONSULTATION PROGRAM. WHY ARE YOU DEVELOPING A NEW ONE UNLESS THE OLD ONE DOESN'T WORK? AND WE'VE SEEN THAT BEFORE. BUT INCREASE USE TO PROVIDE ADDITIONAL SERVICES TO REFLECT PROGRAM AND/OR POLICY CHANGES. THAT'S WHAT THE FUNDING IS USED FOR. SO, AGAIN, THE IDEA THAT CONSULTATION OF CLINICAL SUPERVISORS WHO AGAIN WOULD HAVE THAT POSITION BASED ON A WORK RECORD WOULD NEED TO HAVE A TRAINING PROGRAM. AND IT DOESN'T REALLY SAY EXACTLY WHAT THEY'RE GOING TO BE TRAINED ON. BUT DOES THIS INCREASE -- DOES THIS CAUSE FOR A SALARY INCREASE, BY THE WAY? IS THIS A CHANGE IN RANKING FOR THE POSITION THAT WOULD IMPLEMENT A SALARY INCREASE? 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU. OKAY, MR. PREVEN. 

ARNOLD SACHS: YES SIR. YES, YES, YES. THANK YOU, THANK YOU. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: YOU'RE WELCOME. 

ARNOLD SACHS: ANOTHER QUICK TWO MINUTES, THANK YOU, COUNTY COUNSEL. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: MR. PREVEN? 

ERIC PREVEN: OKAY. MY NAME IS ERIC PREVEN AND I AM THE COUNTY RESIDENT FROM DISTRICT 3. I WOULD LIKE TO START WITH I GUESS THE ITEM REGARDING MANAGEMENT ANALYSTS. IT'S ACTUALLY THE TITLE 6 ISSUE, WHICH IS ITEM NO. 62. I JUST PORED THROUGH THIS BACKUP AND CAN ONLY FIND ABOUT 14 MANAGEMENT ANALYSTS AND YET I AM CERTAIN THAT WE ALL SAT HERE TOGETHER AND IDENTIFIED THAT THERE WERE GOING TO BE 225 NEW POSITIONS LIKE THAT. SO IT'S POSSIBLE THAT WE SCALED BACK. THAT'S ONE POSSIBILITY. THE ALTERNATIVE IS THAT THEY'VE CHANGED THOSE NAMES AND GONE AHEAD AND GIVEN THE RAISES TO THE EMPLOYEES IN A DIFFERENT CATEGORY. I DON'T KNOW THE ANSWER AND I WOULD LIKE TO REQUEST THAT WE HOLD THIS UNTIL WE CAN GET AN ANSWER, BECAUSE I'VE BEEN ASKING WITH GREAT, YOU KNOW, FORCE ON PAPER TO GET A STRAIGHT ANSWER TO THAT, WHICH I KNOW HAS BEEN PARTIALLY PROVIDED BY MR. FUJIOKA IN THE WAY OF A JOB DESCRIPTION, WHICH I DO APPRECIATE. OKAY. THE ITEM, FIRST OF ALL, I WANT TO SAY THAT I AM VERY SUPPORTIVE OF ALL EFFORTS TO DEAL WITH CANCER AND THE GRIEF -- I'VE HAD MEMBERS OF MY FAMILY, WE ALL HAVE. AND I AM PARTIALLY SUPPORTIVE OF MR. KNABE'S REQUEST TO PROVIDE SOME FUNDING FOR THIS CANCER OUTFIT. BUT 10 PERCENT, TO WAIVE THE 10 PERCENT MECHANISM THAT'S BUILT IN HERE CAUSED ME TO LOOK A LITTLE CLOSER AT THE ORGANIZATION, WHICH DOES SEEM TO BE A GOOD ORGANIZATION, BUT IT'S NOT ONE THAT PROVIDES SERVICES. THEY SEEM TO BE KIND OF A FUNDRAISING OPERATION. AND THEY ALSO, THEY DO PROVIDE NAMES OF SOCIAL PSYCHOLOGICAL PEOPLE WHO COULD HELP WITH DEALING WITH CANCER TO INDIVIDUALS. BUT IF WE'RE GOING TO GIVE A SIZABLE GRANT, BECAUSE IF THEY RAISE A MILLION DOLLARS AT THIS FUNDRAISER, WE'D BE LEAVING BEHIND A FAIR AMOUNT OF MONEY. I'M NOT PROPOSING THAT WE INHIBIT THEM FROM DOING WHAT THEY DO, BUT I JUST THINK THAT THAT'S A VERY GENEROUS GIFT AND WE MIGHT WANT TO DOCUMENT IT AND BE AWARE OF IT. ON ITEM NO. 61, WHICH IS THE CAR ITEM, WHICH HAS COME UP A COUPLE WEEKS AGO. AND I KNOW THAT THERE WAS SOME DECISION TO TRY TO GET THE ORDINANCE ADDRESSED, AND THEN ENFORCE THE ORDINANCE. MS. ORDIN BROUGHT TO OUR ATTENTION THAT THAT IS IN FACT PROBLEMATIC BECAUSE OF CONSTITUTIONAL ISSUES, WHICH WE ALL AGREED. MR. KNABE FELT AT THAT TIME THAT HE DIDN'T WANT TO SEE ANY SILLY ENFORCEMENT EFFORT THAT'S GOING TO COST THE TAXPAYERS A LOT OF MONEY. MY QUESTION IS BECAUSE I READ IT A LITTLE MORE CAREFULLY, THIS CREATES HEARINGS, LOTS OF DIFFERENT HEARINGS. AND THE HEARING OFFERS HAVE GREAT POWER. AND IT SAYS AT THE VERY END OF IT, IT SAYS THE COUNTY MAY IDENTIFY ITS OWN OFFICER OR AN EMPLOYEE TO CONDUCT THE HEARING, AS LONG AS THE HEARING OFFICER IS NOT THE SAME PERSON WHO DIRECTED THE STORAGE OF THE VEHICLE. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: WRAP IT UP, PLEASE. 

ERIC PREVEN: SURE. ON THIS ITEM I'M DONE. BUT I JUST THINK THAT THE IDEA OF HAVING LOTS OF HEARINGS ABOUT THESE CARS ON THE STREET IS GOING TO CREATE MORE OF WHAT WE DON'T NEED, AND MORE OF THE STUFF THAT GETS ME, ERIC PREVEN, VERY IRRITATED, WHICH IS THIS LEGAL STUFF, MS. MOLINA. YOU KNOW WHAT I'M TALKING ABOUT BECAUSE YOU KNOW THAT WE'RE ALL RISK MANAGERS BECAUSE YOU TOLD US THAT. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: OKAY, THANK YOU. 

ERIC PREVEN: OKAY, MOVING ON. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU. THAT'S IT. OKAY. WE HAD BEFORE US 1-H, 2, 9, 12, 18, 20, 25, 26, 30, 35 WITH SUPERVISOR RIDLEY-THOMAS ABSTAINING, 61, 62, 63-A AND 63-B BY SUPERVISOR KNABE, SECONDED BY SUPERVISOR YAROSLAVSKY, WITHOUT OBJECTION, SO ORDERED. OKAY. ITEMS -- MS. RAMIREZ? ANTONIA RAMIREZ. 2-H, 3-H, 5, 10, 15, 24, 31, 32, 36 AND 43. GOOD MORNING. 

ANTONIA RAMIREZ: GOOD MORNING, GOOD AFTERNOON. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: AND GOOD AFTERNOON. 

ANTONIA RAMIREZ: ONE MOMENT, PLEASE. OKAY. OKAY. STARTING WITH NO. 5 PLEASE. WHILE THIS ANONYMOUS $10,000 DONATION BECAME A FLOAT, WE ARE VERY HESITANT TO GIVE IT TO THE FOSTER CHILDREN'S AGENCIES IN LOS ANGELES BECAUSE WE KNOW HOW INCREDIBLY INEPT, INEFFICIENT AND DOWNRIGHT RECKLESS, WHILE ENDANGERING THE FOSTER CHILDREN'S LIVES, THE SATANIC RITUAL FOSTER CHILDREN'S AGENCIES HAVE WICKEDLY, DIABOLICALLY PLACED THESE INNOCENT LIVES INTO THE MALICIOUS AND JAGGED HANDS OF PEDOPHILES, VIOLATORS OF HUMANITY, CHILD ABUSERS AND DIABOLICAL KILLERS OF INFANTS. BEWARE, AND THIS IS WHAT I WAS TAUGHT BY MY GRANDMOTHERS, BEWARE ANYBODY WHO MALICIOUSLY AND RECKLESSLY VIOLATES THE INNOCENCE OF CHILDREN. THEY WILL BE CURSED FOR THE REST OF THEIR HEINOUS LIVES. MOREOVER, GIVE THE FOSTER CHILDREN'S AGENCIES THE FOLLOWING DVDS: THE SOUND OF MUSIC, THE MARCH OF THE WOODEN SOLDIERS, CHRISTMAS CAROL BY CHARLES DICKENS, AND LEARN HOW TO BE GENTLE, POLITE, BEAUTIFULLY SPEAK TO CHILDREN, NOT BARK, NOT SHOUT, BUT GENTLY TALK TO THEM. FURTHERMORE, TEACH THE FOSTER CHILDREN'S AGENCIES AND THEIR EMPLOYEES MORALS, VALUES, ETIQUETTE, CULTURE, ETHICS, HUMAN DIGNITY, ACCOUNTABILITY, SOFT MONOTONE GENTLE WORDS FOR CHILDREN AND HONESTY. THANK YOU. NUMBER 36, EXCUSE ME, NO. 10. ONLY APPROVE THE RECOMMENDATION OF THE ARTS COMMISSION FOR THE FISCAL YEAR 2010-2011 ORGANIZATIONS GRANT PROGRAMS TOTALING TO $4,118,000 FOR 194 NONPROFIT ARTS ORGANIZATIONS TO PROVIDE CONCERT THEATERS, DANCE PERFORMANCES, EXHIBITIONS IN SCHOOL AND OUT OF SCHOOL ARTS EDUCATION AND CORE OPERATIONS ONLY IF THEY PROVIDE FREE ADMISSIONS AND FREE PARKING TO ALL OF THE ABOVE-MENTIONED EVENTS TO THE UNITED STATES MILITARY VETERANS, WHETHER ACTIVE OR NOT, UNIFORMED OR UNINFORMED, ALL PILOTS AND THEIR RESPECTIVE FAMILIES. REMEMBER, AMERICA IS NOW GOING TO SERVE AND PROTECT AND PROVIDE ALL THESE WONDERFULLY OWED HUMANITARIAN EFFORTS BACK TO ALL OUR BRAVE WARRIORS. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU. 

ANTONIA RAMIREZ: AND OUR FALLEN SOLDIERS. ALL PILOTS INCLUDING MY GILLESPIE AIR FIELD, MY BELOVED DAREDEVIL PILOTS EXTRAORDINAIRE, MY MILITARY AVIATORS, CHOPPER PILOTS, SHERIFFS AND POLICE CHOPPERS, UNITED STATES COAST GUARD AND ALL THEIR RESPECTIVE FAMILIES. YOU HAVE RIGHTLY EARNED IT. WE RESPECT YOU, WE HONOR YOU, PILOTS AND MILITARY VETERANS. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU. THANK YOU, THANK YOU. OKAY, THEN ON ITEMS 43, 36, 32, 31, 24, 15, 10, 5, 3-H AND 2-H. SUPERVISOR MOLINA MOVES, SECOND WITHOUT OBJECTION, SO ORDERED. ON ITEM NO. 29, DANIEL GOTTLIEB? ITEM 29. 

DANIEL GOTTLIEB: GOOD AFTERNOON, SUPERVISORS. I'M DAN GOTTLIEB, PROFESSOR EMERITUS OF MATHEMATICS. I'M PASSING OUT AN EXCHANGE OF LETTERS WHICH ILLUMINATE HOW ARCHSTONE OBTAINED A PERMIT FROM BEACHES AND HARBORS, WHICH ALLOWED THEM TO EXTEND A BUILDING INTO A PUBLIC RIGHT OF WAY WITHOUT CHANGING THE DIMENSIONS OF THE BUILDING. SO IF YOU READ THAT, YOU CAN SEE HOW IT HAPPENED. OTHERWISE, IT SOUNDS IMPOSSIBLE. I'M NOT OPPOSED TO THE ARCHSTONE RENOVATING VIA VENETIA. BUT VIA VENETIA IS A ROOSTING PLACE OF A RARE BREED OF HERONS AND IS PART OF ONE OF THE MOST BEAUTIFUL VIEWS IN THE COUNTY. SO ANY EXTENSION OF A BUILDING INTO OPEN SPACE CAN HAVE A SIGNIFICANT IMPACT ON THE ENVIRONMENT. I HAVE TWO REQUESTS. ONE, I ASK THAT THE COUNTY'S LEGAL ENGINEERS REENGINEER THE AMENDED LEASE SO THAT WHAT HAPPENED ON DEL ALLEY DOES NOT HAVE AT VIA VENETIA, AND TO BLOCK ANY KIND OF BUILDING EXCEEDING THE PRESENT HEIGHT OF VIA VENETIA'S PARCELS NO MATTER WHAT ANY TORTURED INTERPRETATION OF THE WORDS OF THE COUNTY'S PROPOSED L.C.P. AMENDMENT WOULD PERMIT IT. AND, TWO, I WOULD LIKE A CLEAR LEGAL AND ECONOMIC DISCUSSION AS TO WHY THE COUNTY CANNOT ALLOW THE LEASE TO LAPSE AND THEN RE-NEGOTIATE A LEASE FOR MORE THAN 10.5 PERCENT OF THE RENT. LIKE, SAY, 90 PERCENT OF THE RENT. MAYBE THEN WE CAN EXPAND THE RECREATION ACTIVITIES OF THE MARINA DEL REY INSTEAD OF CONTRACTING THEM AS HAPPENED YESTERDAY WITH THE CANCELLATION OF THE TRADITIONAL FIREWORKS CELEBRATING INDEPENDENCE DAY. THANK YOU. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU, SIR. OKAY. MOTION BY SUPERVISOR KNABE. SECONDED WITHOUT OBJECTION, SO ORDERED. ITEM NO. 37, MR. HUNT WILLIAMS. 

HUNT WILLIAMS: DEAR HONORABLE MAYOR MIKE ANTONOVICH AND THE HONORABLE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS, MY NAME IS HUNT WILLIAMS AND I REPRESENT THE ESTATE OF MY GRANDFATHER, THEODORE CASE STERLING AND THE STERLING GATEWAY INDUSTRIAL PARK IN VALENCIA, CASTAIC AREA. IN A LITTLE WHILE YOU'LL BE PRESENTED WITH ITEM 37, WHICH IS THE PROPOSED WEST SIDE BRIDGE AND MAJOR THOROUGHFARE FEED DISTRICT PLAN. STERLING OWNS APPROXIMATELY 117 GROSS ACRES OF INDUSTRIAL LAND THAT WILL BE PART OF THE DISTRICT AND SUPPORTS THE PROJECTS IT WILL FINANCE. HOWEVER, THE INDUSTRIAL LAND, THE DISTRICT ASSUMES -- HOWEVER, FOR INDUSTRIAL LAND UNDER THE PLAN, IT ASSUMES A 67.5 PERCENT COVERAGE OF LAND FOR DEVELOPMENT, I.E., EACH GROSS ACRE WOULD HAVE ABOUT APPROXIMATELY 29,400 SQUARE FEET OF BUILDINGS. THAT MEANS THE STERLING 117-ACRE PROJECT WOULD BE EXPECTED TO HAVE ROUGHLY 3.5 MILLION SQUARE FEET OF BUILDINGS. IN FACT, THE STERLING PROJECT IS LIMITED TO 1.3 MILLION SQUARE FEET OF BUILDINGS, OR 25 PERCENT COVERAGE OF THE LAND. TO BE FAIR AND TO COMPLY WITH CALIFORNIA LAW, THE STERLING PROJECT SHOULD BE TREATED UNDER THE SPECIAL CASE FORMULA IN THE PLAN. IT IS PROPOSED IN THE DISTRICT FOR SPECIAL CASE WITH LANDS THAT HAD PHYSICAL DEVELOPMENT CONSTRAINTS, SUCH AS OPEN SPACE, FAULT ZONES, LANDSLIDES, ETCETERA. IF WE AREN'T CONSIDERING THE SPECIAL CASE DESIGNATION, THERE PROBABLY SHOULD BE SOME CONSIDERATION OF SOME OTHER METHOD FOR CHARGING INDUSTRIAL LAND SO THAT IT ACCOUNTS FOR THE ACTUAL BUILDING AREA, NOT GROSS AREA OF THE LAND OR SOME OTHER REALISTIC ASSUMPTION ABOUT COVERAGE. AND THAT'S ALL I HAVE TO SAY. THANK YOU VERY MUCH. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THE QUESTION I HAVE IS THIS IS, THIS IS A PUBLIC HEARING. WOULD THOSE FACTS THAT YOU'RE BRINGING OUT NOW BE A PART OF THAT PUBLIC HEARING? I'M ASKING MR. FUJIOKA, I GUESS. SOMEONE FROM THE DEPARTMENT HERE. THIS IS A QUESTION ON THE COST -- 

C.E.O. FUJIOKA: SOMEONE FROM THE DEPARTMENT IS COMING UP TO SPEAK TO THAT, SIR. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: OKAY. THE QUESTION THAT IS BEING RAISED BY MR. HUNT, ARE THESE ISSUES THAT OUGHT TO BE RAISED DURING THE PUBLIC HEARING PORTION, OR DOES THE BOARD RECOMMEND THAT THERE BE A RE-EVALUATION OF THE FORMULA THAT'S BEING PROPOSED? 

STEVE BERGER: SUPERVISOR, STEVE BERGER WITH PUBLIC WORKS. YEAH, THE ACTION BEING REQUESTED TODAY IS JUST SETTING A PUBLIC HEARING. AND YEAH, WE FEEL IT WOULD BE APPROPRIATE TO ADDRESS THESE ISSUES AT THE HEARING. WE'LL CONTINUE TO WORK WITH MR. WILLIAMS TO HELP MANY HIM UNDERSTAND THE METHOD OF CALCULATION FOR THE DISTRICT. AND THEN IF HE STILL HAS CONCERNS, THE 26TH WOULD BE THE APPROPRIATE TIME TO -- 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: BUT IF THE FORMULA THAT'S BEING PROPOSED IS STILL EXCESSIVELY HIGH, WHICH IS A DISADVANTAGE TO THOSE PROPERTY HOLDERS, SHOULDN'T YOU BE HAVING THOSE DISCUSSIONS PRIOR TO THE PUBLIC HEARING? 

STEVE BERGER: OH YEAH, THE INTENTION IS -- PUBLIC WORKS FEELS THE FEES ARE APPROPRIATE. THEY'VE BEEN SET EQUITABLY FOR EVERYONE. AND OUR HOPE IS THAT WE CAN EXPLAIN THAT TO MR. WILLIAMS BEFORE THE HEARING AND HAVE HIM UNDERSTAND THAT. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: BUT IT'S MY UNDERSTANDING THAT THE PROPOSED FEES ACT AS A DISINCENTIVE FOR ONE PROPERTY OWNER WHERE THE PROPERTY OWNER NEXT TO HIS PARCEL, IT'S AN INCENTIVE. SO WHAT YOU'RE CREATING IS A DISINCENTIVE. YOUR FORMULA IS DISCRIMINATING AGAINST THE NEIGHBORING PROPERTY OWNER WHEN THEY SHOULD BOTH BE TREATED EQUALLY. 

STEVE BERGER: I SEE. WELL THE DISTRICT AS IT'S SET UP DOES -- WE FEEL IT DOES TREAT ALL PROPERTY OWNERS EQUALLY. TO HAVE -- AS MR. WILLIAMS REQUESTED, TO HAVE SOME SORT OF SPECIAL CASE WOULD ACTUALLY BE CREATING SOME DIFFERENT -- 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: IS THERE A PROBLEM WITH AN ADJOINING PROPERTY NOT BEING IN THAT PROPOSED DISTRICT? 

STEVE BERGER: I THINK THE ADJOINING PROPERTIES ARE ALL IN THE DISTRICT, AS WELL. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: AND THEY'RE PAYING THE SAME FEE? 

STEVE BERGER: THAT IS CORRECT. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: OKAY. IT'S MY UNDERSTANDING THERE WILL BE MEETINGS TAKING PLACE TO ADDRESS THESE ISSUES OF CONCERN. 

STEVE BERGER: THAT IS CORRECT. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: OKAY. BEFORE THE PUBLIC HEARING? 

STEVE BERGER: YES. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: OKAY. WITH THAT BASIS THAT BEFORE THE PUBLIC HEARING, THOSE MEETINGS WILL BE TAKING PLACE TO ENSURE THAT THERE'S NO DISCRIMINATION TAKING PLACE, THEN WE'LL GO AHEAD WITH THAT ACTION. BUT THOSE MEETINGS WILL TAKE PLACE BEFORE THE PUBLIC HEARING. 

HUNT WILLIAMS: YES. AND I WOULD JUST REQUEST THAT ALL SUPERVISORS TAKE THE TIME TO JUST TAKE A QUICK LOOK AT THE PROPOSED PLAN, BECAUSE IT DOES PROVIDE ONLY TWO ALTERNATIVES FOR DETERMINING FEE, EITHER THE GROSS ACRES OR A FEE BASED ON THE ACTUAL BUILDING SQUARE FOOTAGE THAT YOU'RE BUILDING ON YOUR SITE, WHICH IS KIND OF WHAT WE'RE LOOKING AT BECAUSE WE HAVE FAULT ZONES, LANDSLIDES AND THE SUCH. SO THERE ARE ONLY -- WE'RE JUST GOING BY WHAT'S IN THE PLAN. WE SUPPORT THE PLAN. IT'S ONE OR THE OTHER. AND WE'RE UNAWARE OF SOME OTHER ALTERNATIVE THAT PROVIDES SOME OTHER MECHANISM TO PAY THE FEE. SO I'D JUST LOOK AT THAT IN THE PLAN. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: OKAY. AND WE'LL TAKE THOSE INTO CONSIDERATION. THANK YOU. SO MOVED. SECONDED BY SUPERVISOR RIDLEY-THOMAS. WITHOUT OBJECTION, SO ORDERED. THANK YOU FOR THAT. 

HUNT WILLIAMS: THANK YOU. 

CLERK SACHI HAMAI: MR. MAYOR, ON ITEM NO. 64-A, COUNTY COUNSEL BROUGHT THIS BACK AND SHE INDICATED THAT THIS COULD BE APPROVED ON URGENCY. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: OKAY. MOTION BY SUPERVISOR KNABE. SECOND HIS MOTION ON THE WORK INCENTIVE PROGRAM? WITHOUT OBJECTION, SO ORDERED. 

CLERK SACHI HAMAI: THANK YOU. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: WE HAVE PUBLIC COMMENT? 

CLERK SACHI HAMAI: YES, PUBLIC COMMENT. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: OKAY. FIRST IN LANCASTER, WE HAVE NICOLE PARSON. NICOLE? GOOD AFTERNOON. 

NICOLE PARSON: HEY, HELLO, YOU TOO. HOWEVER, I DID NOT -- I DON'T RECALL PUTTING A SPEAKER CARD IN. BUT I DON'T RECALL PUTTING A SPEAKER CARD IN. I WAS JUST MESSING WITH THE BUTTON. THANK YOU FOR RECOGNIZING ME. HUH? 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: YOU DON'T HAVE TO. YOU HAD SIGNED UP. BUT IF YOU FORGOT YOU HAD SIGNED UP, GOOD TO SEE YOU AGAIN. AND HAVE A HAPPY JULY 5TH. THAT'S MY DAD'S BIRTHDAY, AND HE WAS BORN IN 1912 THANK YOU, YOU, TOO. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: HAPPY BIRTHDAY TO YOUR FATHER. 

NICOLE PARSON: HUH? 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: HAPPY BIRTHDAY TO YOUR FATHER. 

NICOLE PARSON: OH, THANK YOU, SIR. YES SIR, BUT YOU KNOW -- THANK YOU. BUT YOU KNOW THE HEROES PARK OUT HERE, THE HEROES PARK, THAT WAS SUPPOSED TO BE LIKE IN MEMORY OF HIM. AND IN THE BOULEVARD, YOU KNOW HOW THEY'RE PUTTING THE HERO, THE MEMORIES, THE MEMORY PLAQUES ON THE BOULEVARD, THAT'S ALL I HAD ASKED FOR. BECAUSE I LIKE SITED THE PARK AND STUFF AND I DESIGNED IT FOR HIM. BUT YOU KNOW MR. ANTONOVICH, I WANTED TO TALK TO YOU ABOUT -- AM I YELLING? ABOUT THAT WHOLE SITUATION ABOUT MY DAD AND STUFF. BECAUSE, YOU KNOW, BACK IN '08, WHEN, LIKE, ALL THE FIVE-YEAR PLAN IN LANCASTER WAS APPROVED AT OUR LANCASTER CITY COUNCIL, BECAUSE I WROTE THE GENERAL PLAN, RIGHT? AND THEN BUT THE PEOPLE DESIGNED PART OF IT. THEY LEFT IT OUT. AND THEN, BUT RIGHT NOW BECAUSE I DIDN'T KNOW YOU GUYS SAW IT AND STUFF FOR THE BECAUSE, AND BECAUSE REMEMBER WHEN I WAS, A LONG TIME AGO, I WAS LIKE HAD ASSISTANCE IN APARTMENT, AND I WAS WONDERING IF YOU COULD HELP ME NOT CANCEL OUT THE FIVE-YEAR PLAN FROM THE JANUARY '08 TO 8/08. BECAUSE THAT WAS ALL -- 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: OKAY. LET US CHECK ON THAT, NICOLE. OKAY? 

NICOLE PARSON: OKAY. THANK YOU. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: YOU'RE WELCOME. HAVE A GOOD DAY. BYE-BYE. 

NICOLE PARSON: THANK YOU SIR. BYE. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: BYE. DAVID SERRANO? KEITH MORRIS? HE'S GOING TO PASS? OKAY. KEITH WILL PASS. YANGSEO PAE. DANIEL GOTTLIEB. 

DAVID SERRANO: THREE MINUTES, MIKEY. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: ARNOLD SACHS? 

DAVID SERRANO: I KNOW YOU, MIKE, COME ON, MIKE. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: OKAY. THE LAST TIME YOU WERE HERE, YOU WERE GOING TO COME BACK AND ANSWER THAT QUESTION THAT THE END OF THE WORLD DIDN'T END. 

DAVID SERRANO: I TOLD YOU, IT'S NOT THE END OF THE WORLD. IT'S THE APOCALYPSE. AS IT SAYS, WORLD WITHOUT END. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: AND ALSO YOU WERE GOING TO POINT OUT WHERE THE BIBLE WAS, JESUS WAS WRONG WHEN HE SAYS "NOBODY KNOWS THE TIME OR THE HOUR." 

DAVID SERRANO: JESUS SAID THAT NOBODY KNOWS THE EXACT DATE AND HOUR THAT HE SHALL RETURN. BUT WHEN HE DOES RETURN, AROUND THE WORLD, DEPENDING ON WHERE PEOPLE ARE LOCATED, IT IS GOING TO BE A DIFFERENT DAY AND HOUR BECAUSE THERE'S TIME ZONES AROUND THE WORLD. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: OKAY. YOUR TIME NOW IS GOING. 

DAVID SERRANO: AMEN. LORD GOD ALMIGHTY JESUS CHRIST, CREATED HEAVEN AND EARTH, AMEN. JESUS LOVES EVERYONE ON EARTH. GOD LOVES EVERYONE ON EARTH, AMEN. IN THE NAME OF THE FATHER AND OF THE SON AND OF THE HOLY SPIRIT, AMEN. IN THE HOLY BIBLE, THE APOCALYPSE PROPHESIED AN UNPRECEDENTED CATACLYSMIC EARTHQUAKE WILL HAPPEN ON THE SAN ANDREAS FAULT IN THE MONTH OF MAY, RESULTING IN THE DESTRUCTION OF LOS ANGELES AND SAN BERNADINO COUNTIES. THE ENTIRE HOLY BIBLICAL PROPHECY ABOUT THE APOCALYPTIC EARTHQUAKE ON THE SAN ANDREAS FAULT IN MAY, INCLUDING EVENTS RELATING TO THE EARTHQUAKE THAT PRECEDE AND FOLLOW THE EARTHQUAKE IS THE SEVENTH SEAL. SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU. 

DAVID SERRANO: GOD LOVES YOU. I'LL BE BACK, MIKEY. I'LL SEE YOU NEXT WEEK. WHY CAN'T WE GET THE THREE MINUTES? COME ON, MIKEY? 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: IT'S ONLY TWO MINUTES. BUT ALSO I WANT YOU TO GIVE US THE PRECISE WORDING THAT SAYS SAN ANDREAS FAULT. AND WITHOUT THAT, I DON'T EXPECT YOU, WE'RE NOT GOING TO EVEN GIVE YOU TWO MINUTES. NO, NO, NO. IF YOU'RE GOING TO QUOTE, THEN I WANT YOU TO SHOW US THE PRECISE LANGUAGE WHERE IT SAYS SAN ANDREAS FAULT, IT SPECIFICALLY SAYS CALIFORNIA, IT SPECIFICALLY STATES SANTA MONICA MOUNTAINS. OTHERWISE, YOU'RE JUST FULL OF HOT AIR. OKAY? THANK YOU. MR. GOTTLIEB? YES, SIR. MR. PANG. 

DAVID SERRANO: GOOD BLESS AMERICA. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: YES SIR. YES, SIR. 

YANGSEO PAE: MY NAME IS YANGSEO PAE. HONORABLE COUNTY SUPERVISORS, ATTORNEY GENERALS, INCLUDING THE ATTORNEY GENERAL OF THE CALIFORNIA STATE, AND SENATORS, INCLUDING BARBARA BOXER, ATTENDANT AT THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING TODAY. CHARGE EVALUATION IS THE TITLE OF THIS DOCUMENT PRODUCED BY STEVE COOLEY. CHARGE EVALUATION FOR PERSECUTION CANDIDATE. CHARGE EVALUATION IS NORMALLY RIGHT FOR PROSECUTING CRIMINALS. PROSECUTION CANDIDATE MUST BE MOST SOLEMN BUSINESS. RESPONSIBILITY FOR DISTRICT ATTORNEY MR. STEVE COOLEY. BUT THE DOCUMENTS HE PRODUCED IS MOST FRIVOLOUSLY WRITTEN IN CURSIVE HANDWRITING. IT TOOK ME SEVERAL DAYS TO DECIPHER. IT IS TOPSY TURVY BECAUSE HE DECLINED PROSECUTION OF THE SUSPECT -- ON THE TOP OF THE PAGE BEFORE HIS DESCRIPTION OF WHAT HAPPENED. HE DESCRIBES. HE IS NOT SUPPOSED TO BE DESCRIBING ANYTHING. THIS IS NORMALLY, NORMALLY THIS PART SHOULD BE WRITTEN BY THE POLICE OFFICER WHO HANDLED THIS MATTER. THERE IS NO -- DESCRIPTION BY THE POLICE OFFICER MS. PAGAN. MS. PAGAN'S NAME IS JUST SCRATCHED AT THE RIGHT CORNER. SHE DIDN'T SAY ANYTHING ABOUT IT. SO THIS IS FAKE. SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: SIR, LET ME ASK YOU WHAT CITY DO YOU RESIDE IN? 

YANGSEO PAE: PARDON ME? 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: WHICH PART OF THE COUNTY DO YOU LIVE IN? 

YANGSEO PAE: OH, THIS COUNTY. LOS ANGELES COUNTY. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: BUT WHERE IN LOS ANGELES COUNTY? SAN GABRIEL VALLEY? SAN FERNANDO VALLEY? 

YANGSEO PAE: THIS IS KOREA TOWN. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: KOREA TOWN? 

YANGSEO PAE: YEAH. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: OKAY. SUPERVISOR MARK RIDLEY-THOMAS'S DEPUTY, RANDY, GO OVER TO THE CORNER, TALK TO HER. GIVE HER THAT INFORMATION, OKAY? SHE'LL BE RIGHT OVER HERE IN THE CORNER. 

YANGSEO PAE: I WILL JUST FINISH. THREE MORE MINUTES. 

SUP. KNABE, CHAIRMAN: NO. NO. JUST 30 SECONDS. 30 SECONDS. 

YANGSEO PAE: FINALLY, THERE IS AN ENDORSEMENT OF THE HEAD DEPUTY, THOMAS HIGGINS, AT THE BOTTOM OF THE PAGE. ALL RIGHT. I POSTED THIS DOCUMENT ON THE BULLETIN BOARD I SET UP. THE CORRIDOR OF THIS BUILDING SO ANYBODY WHO WANTS TO KNOW ABOUT THIS ONE, JUST FREE. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: IT'S POSTED OUTSIDE. OKAY. THANK YOU. COME OVER TO THE SIDE AND THE SUPERVISOR'S DEPUTY WILL TALK TO YOU ON THAT. MR. GOTTLIEB? AND BEFORE YOU START, LET ME ALSO CALL UP ANTONIA RAMIREZ AND ERIC PREVEN. OKAY, DOCTOR? 

DANIEL GOTTLIEB: MY NAME IS DANIEL HENRY GOTTLIEB, AND I'M A PROFESSOR OF MATHEMATICS EMERITUS. I SENT A LETTER DATED MAY 21, 2011. AND IT'S A CERTIFIED LETTER TO THE C.E.O. FUJIOKA WITH A C.C. TO THE COUNTY COUNSEL DATED ON THE SUBJECT OF OIL WELLS AT THE SHORE'S CONSTRUCTION SITE. I RECEIVED NO RESPONSE, AS I RECEIVED NO RESPONSE I'M SUBMITTING COPIES TO YOU, HONORABLE SUPERVISORS. ALSO, I'M SUBMITTING A RECENTLY OBTAINED MAP WHICH SHOWS THAT THERE ARE FOUR OIL WELLS ON THE SITE INSTEAD OF TWO OIL WELLS. SO MY INITIAL QUESTION WAS ABOUT THE TWO OIL WELLS. THE PROBLEM THAT I'M FACING IS THAT I'VE HAD CERTAIN DESCRIPTIONS ABOUT WHAT'S SUPPOSED TO HAPPEN WHEN AN OIL WELL IS RECAPPED. AND WHAT'S HAPPENING DOESN'T SEEM TO FOLLOW THAT. THEY'RE SUPPOSED TO HAVE DONE IT BEFORE GRADING STARTED. THEY'RE SUPPOSED TO POUR IN CONCRETE AND THEY HAVEN'T DONE THAT. THEY JUST MADE A BIG HOLE AND PUT IN A LOT OF GRAVEL SO FAR. SO I DON'T KNOW WHAT'S GOING ON. AND THEN FINALLY I HAD AN UPDATED MAP WHICH SHOWS THAT THERE ARE FOUR OIL WELLS ON THEM. SO IF YOU LOOK AT THIS DOCUMENT AND YOU CAN SEE WRITTEN IN PENCIL IN THIS PART THAT THAT'S THE AREA OF THE SHORES. AND THEY INDICATE THAT THERE ARE FOUR ON THAT. SO THERE'S A DISCREPANCY BETWEEN THIS MAP, WHICH IS DATED AUGUST 14, 2001 AND THE MAP THAT I WAS ORIGINALLY GIVEN, WHICH SHOWED THE OIL WELLS JUST INCHES FROM OUR PROPERTY LINE. 

ERIC PREVEN: THAT'S TRUE. IF YOU LOOK AT THAT, YOU CAN SEE THAT, YEAH. 

DANIEL GOTTLIEB: THANK YOU. THANK YOU, SIR. MR. SACHS? 

ARNOLD SACHS: THANK YOU. YOU KNOW, ARNOLD SACHS. EVERY ONCE IN A WHILE IN THE AREA THAT I LIVE IN, IN REDONDO BEACH, THERE ARE PEOPLE THAT COME AROUND AND THAT SET UP A LITTLE TABLE OUT IN FRONT OF A BANK OR SHOP OR SOMETHING. AND THEY HAVE A PICTURE OF THE PRESIDENT OF THE UNITED STATES, OBAMA, WITH A HITLER-LIKE MUSTACHE. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THAT'S LYNDON LAROUCHE'S GROUP. 

ARNOLD SACHS: WHATEVER. WHEN I SEE THAT, I WONDER, I SAY TO MYSELF: YOU KNOW, IF THEY FELT THAT WAY AND THE PRESIDENT REALLY WAS LIKE THAT, THEN THOSE PEOPLE WOULD NO MORE HAVE A CHANCE TO PUT THAT TABLE DOWN BEFORE THEY'D BE TAKEN AWAY AND HAVE THEIR, HUNG UPSIDE DOWN. THEY DID THE SAME WITH BUSH. THAT'S THE LYNDON LAROUCHE GROUP. 

ARNOLD SACHS: THE POINT IS, THOUGH, THEY NEED TO COME HERE. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THEY DO. THEY PARADE ONCE IN A WHILE. 

ARNOLD SACHS: THEY NEED TO COME IN HERE AND SEE HOW YOUR RIGHTS ARE TAKEN AWAY. THANK YOU VERY MUCH FOR THE COUNTY COUNSEL'S INPUT ON THE AMOUNT OF TIME WE'RE ALLOWED TO SPEAK ON THE SUBJECTS ON THE AGENDA. THANK YOU, SIR, FOR ALLOWING US THE AMOUNT OF TIME TO SPEAK ON THE SUBJECTS ON THE AGENDA. YOU PUT IN A CARD. YOU GET TWO MINUTES. YOU PUT IN A CARD ON THREE ITEMS, FOUR ITEMS, YOU GET TWO MINUTES. THERE'S A REAL DEMOCRATIC PROCESS TAKING PLACE HERE. THANK YOU FOR THAT. REALLY APPRECIATE THAT. THANK YOU AGAIN, COUNTY COUNSEL. I GET BETTER COUNSEL ON THE BACK OF A BAZOOKA JOE BUBBLE GUM COMIC, AND IT ONLY COSTS, WELL IT USED TO COST A PENNY I THINK COSTS A NICKEL NOW. THAT BEING SAID, I GOT AN UPDATE ON THE METRO CALENDAR FROM THIS YEAR, 2011. YOU KNOW, SURPRISINGLY, THERE'S NO MEETINGS FOR THE GOLD LINE FOOTHILL EXTENSION CONSTRUCTION AUTHORITY. BUT ON JUNE 16 IN THE EXECUTIVE MANAGEMENT AND AUDIT COMMITTEE, ACCORDING TO THE O.I.G., THEY WANT THE RESULTS OF A REVIEW INDICATE IT WOULD BE BENEFICIAL FOR THE METRO GOLD LINE FOOTHILL EXTENSION CONSTRUCTION AUTHORITY TO PERFORM AN IN-DEPTH RESPONSIBILITY ANALYSIS OF THE PROPOSERS PRIOR TO MOVING FORWARD ON A PROJECT. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU. OKAY. MR. PREVEN. MS. RAMIREZ? 

ERIC PREVEN: WHATEVER YOU PREFER. 

ANTONIA RAMIREZ: THIS IS A MATTER OF PRINCIPLE. I TAKE GREAT PRIDE AND HONOR IN DOING THE INEPT, CRIMINALLY IRRESPONSIBLE AND CORRUPTED WITH MALICE AFORETHOUGHT BY THE FOLLOWING AGENCIES. THE EAST L.A. D.A.'S OFFICE, I.E., ISHIKAWA. THE EAST L.A. SHERIFF'S DEPARTMENT, I.E., DEPUTY LOMELLI, DEPUTY PACHECO, DEPUTY PARA, DEPUTY MARTINEZ, DETECTIVES JAY MORILLO, HECTOR ANDUJO, AND AGUIERRE, WHO ARE GANG BANGERS IN UNIFORMS AND PUSSIES WHO HATE MILITARY VETERANS. ERIC PREVEN: YES, MY NAME IS ERIC PREVEN AND I AM THE COUNTY RESIDENT FROM DISTRICT FROM DISTRICT 3, MR. YAROSLAVSKY'S STATELY DISTRICT. AND TODAY I DIDN'T GET A CHANCE TO SPEAK ON ITEM 1-H. AND I WILL BE VERY BRIEF. IT'S SORT OF A QUESTION. I GET WHAT'S GOING ON. THERE SEEMS TO BE SOMETHING CALLED THE SLAUSON STATION APARTMENTS L.P. AND THERE WAS I THINK AFTER MR. FUJIOKA WENT TO NEW YORK OR WASHINGTON AND GOT THE BOND UPGRADE, I'VE NOTICED A NUMBER OF ITEMS THAT HAVE COME THROUGH. AND NOW WE'RE GETTING SOME BOND ACTION GOING. AND THIS ONE SAYS TO TAKE THE BOND, THERE WAS SUPPOSED TO BE FOR 7-1/2 MILLION. NO, IT WAS ORIGINALLY 6.8 MILLION. NOW IT'S FOR 7.5 MILLION. IT LOOKS LIKE WE WASH THE FEES THAT THE OUTFIT THAT'S BEEN WORKING ON THIS INTO THAT SOMEHOW. AND I JUST DON'T KNOW, IT SEEMS LIKE, I DON'T KNOW. I'VE TAKEN AN INTEREST IN THIS STUFF. I'VE TALKED TO SOME PEOPLE WHO ARE MORE KNOWLEDGEABLE ABOUT IT. BECAUSE I ADMIT, SOME OF THESE AGREEMENTS ARE SO CONFUSING THAT IT REALLY IS -- IT BAFFLES THE -- I CAN SEE WHY YOU'D NEED SO MANY LAWYERS TO GO THROUGH THEM. ITEM 46 FROM JUNE 21, WHICH AS YOU KNOW I WAS ONLY ABLE TO COMMENT ON AFTERWARDS IS ONE THAT I TOOK A GREAT INTEREST IN. GOING BACK TO ITEM 8, I GUESS ITEM 18, WHICH IS A VERY INTERESTING ITEM, TOO. THIS IS KIND OF A HUMAN INTEREST STORY. STEVE, YOU MIGHT EVEN BE INTERESTED IN THIS. APPARENTLY A RESIDENT OF L.A. COUNTY HAS DECIDED TO GIVE $10,000 TO THIS VERY OUTFIT. I MEAN, I DON'T KNOW IF IT'S THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS. I THINK IT'S TO THE COUNTY UNSPECIFIED, WHICH I THINK IS SO MOVING, REALLY. AND MR. YAROSLAVSKY AND MR. ANTONOVICH, WHO I WOULD DESCRIBE AS CERTAINLY THE MOST RESPECTABLE OF THE BOARD MEMBERS, HAVE AGREED TO ACCEPT THIS. AND THEN WITH THEIR, THEY'RE GOING TO PROVIDE THAT MONEY TO WHAT SEEMS TO BE AN UNIMPEACHABLY GOOD CAUSE, THAT'S HOW I READ IT. BUT I JUST WANT TO SAY WHOEVER THAT DONOR IS, WELL THANK YOU. ON BEHALF OF ALL OF US RESIDENTS IN L.A. COUNTY, WE ARE SO PLEASED THAT IN THIS TIME, WHEN I'M DOWN HERE, YOU KNOW, ACTING LIKE A WATCHDOG, WHO HAS EVERYTHING BUT GOOD INFORMATION, AND THAT'S MY OWN FAULT PARTIALLY AND PARTIALLY THE FAULT OF I THINK THE SYSTEM. I'M HOPEFUL -- LET ME JUST WRAP UP. IT'LL TAKE 20 SECONDS. YOU WERE MORE INTERACTIVE WITH THE GUY ABOUT THE EARTHQUAKE. I DON'T KNOW WHY YOU DON'T WANT TO TALK WITH ME. I'M A NICE GUY AND I DO CARE. I DO CARE ABOUT WE'RE ALL DOING. SO JUST PUT IT IN THAT CONTEXT, MR. RIDLEY-THOMAS. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: BECAUSE SOMETIMES YOU WEAR THIN. 

ERIC PREVEN: HEY, I LIKE YOUR STYLE. I KNOW. 

SUP. MIKE ANTONOVICH, CHAIR: YOU MAKE THIS SOUND LIKE THE JOHNNY CARSON SHOW BUT WE'RE NOT. 

ERIC PREVEN: 20 SECONDS OR LESS. IN A PERFECT WORLD, WE WOULD HAVE A MEETING WHERE YOU COULD PRESIDE WHICH IS THE WAY IT ALWAYS SHOULD BE, WITH MR. BELL, MR. BELLMAN, WHO IS A VERY BRIGHT AND ARTICULATE MAN ON THE SUBJECT OF HOW MAYBE THIS PROCESS, AND I MEAN THE PROCESS OF TALKING ABOUT OUR GOVERNMENT COULD BE IMPROVED. I'M REACHING OUT WITH THE BEST WAY I KNOW. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU. 

ERIC PREVEN: I'VE DONE EVERYTHING I KNOW HOW. BUT I'LL BE BACK EVERY WEEK. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: I KNOW, YOU HAVE BEEN. 

ERIC PREVEN: THANK YOU SO MUCH. AND HAVE A NICE FIFTH OF JULY. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THE MAN WHO MADE THE CONTRIBUTION HAS A GREAT SUPPORT FOR CHILDREN AND UNIVERSITIES. AND HE'S A VERY CHARITABLE PERSON WHO AT ONE TIME SERVED AS A PUBLIC OFFICIAL IN THIS COUNTY. 

ERIC PREVEN: SO WE DO KNOW WHO HE IS? 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: YES, I KNOW WHO HE IS. BUT IF HE WANTED YOU TO KNOW WHO HE WAS, HE WOULD HAVE TOLD YOU. MR. COOPER? 

BOBBY COOPER: YES, SIR. I'M BACK AGAIN. LISTEN, I DON'T HAVE A PLACE TO STAY. YOU GUYS HAVE SHOWN ME WITHIN A YEAR AND A HALF THAT YOU'VE GOT MORE POWER THAN THE FEDERAL GOVERNMENT WHEN IT COMES TO HOUSING AND THE OTHER AMENITIES THAT YOU ALLOW OTHER HUMAN BEING IN THIS CITY TO PARTICIPATE IN. I'VE BEEN DISENFRANCHISED AS YOU KNOW AND I'VE BEEN VICTIMIZED BY YOUR SOCIAL SERVICE WORKERS. I'M NOT HERE TO CALL OUT ANY NAMES OR ANYTHING, BUT I NEED HOUSING. I DON'T NEED TO BE VICTIMIZED. I DON'T NEED NOBODY TO RUN ME DOWN AND TRY TO KILL ME FOR MY OWN MONEY, DO YOU UNDERSTAND? YOU TORE UP MY BUSINESS. YOU GOT SOCIAL WORKERS THAT KNOW EVERYTHING ABOUT IT. THEY LAUGH IN MY FACE WHEN I TELL THEM, YEAH, SEND ME OUT THERE SO THEY COULD MURDER ME. THAT'S NOT RIGHT. I'M NOT HERE TO CALL NO NAMES. YOU DON'T HAVE DO NOTHING IF YOU DON'T WANT TO. YOU GOT THE POWER UP THERE, YOU KNOW. YOU'VE DISENFRANCHISED ME FOR ALMOST TWO YEARS NOW FROM HOUSING, POLICE SERVICES, ADULT PROTECTIVE SERVICES, FOOD, ANGEL FOOD PROGRAMS, EVERYTHING. YOU KNOW, I THOUGHT THIS WAS A RAINBOW COUNTRY, MAN. YOU GUYS KEEP THIS UP, MAN. I'D APPRECIATE IT IF YOU'D GET ME SOME HOUSING. I DON'T HAVE ANY MORE MONEY. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU, MR. COOPER. WE'LL NOW GO INTO EXECUTIVE SESSION FOR THE FOLLOWING.
