10 ARMY, SMALL BUSINESS ADMINISTRATION AND THE STATE EMPLOYERS'

11 ADVISORY COUNCIL AS WELL AS THE AWARDS FROM NATIONAL, STATE

12 AND LOCAL VETERANS SERVICE ORGANIZATIONS. HE IS ALSO ONE OF

13 THE FOUNDERS OF THE UNITED STATES VETERANS INITIATIVE, U.S.

14 VETS. AND A 14-YEAR CHAIRMAN OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS,

15 GUIDING THE NATION'S LARGEST PROVIDER OF TRANSITIONAL HOUSING
16 FOR HOMELESS VETERANS. HE NOW SERVES AS CHAIRMAN EMERITUS. HIS

6 COUNTY, JANUARY IS HUMAN TRAFFICKING AWARENESS MONTH. AND I'M
7 REALLY PROUD TO BE STANDING HERE WITH THOSE BEHIND ME TODAY

8§ WHO ARE THE TRUE HEROES WHO ARE WORKING ON THE FRONTLINES

9 EVERY DAY AND EVERY NIGHT TO RESCUE THESE YOUNG GIRLS FROM

10 THIS HORRENDOUS SITUATION. I WOULD LIKE TO ACKNOWLEDGE ALL THE
11 REPRESENTATIVES THAT WE HAVE HERE TODAY FROM THE PROBATION

12 DEPARTMENT, CHILDREN AND FAMILY SERVICES, DISTRICT ATTORNEY,

13 THE SUPERIOR COURT, THE L.A.P.D. AND THE F.B.I. AS WELL AS THE
14 MARY MAGDALENE PROJECT, THE CRITTENTON SERVICES, CHILDREN ARE
15 OUR FUTURE AND MISSY. OVER THE PAST SEVERAL YEARS,

16 UNFORTUNATELY LOS ANGELES COUNTY HAS SEEN A SIGNIFICANT

17 INCREASE IN THE NUMBER OF SEXUALLY TRAFFICKED YOUTH. SADLY,

18 THIS COUNTY IS RECOGNIZED AS ONE OF THE MAJOR HUBS FOR

19 TRAFFICKING IN THE STATE AND NATION. AND I WANT TO BE CLEAR

20 THAT THIS IS JUST NOT HAPPENING SOMEWHERE OVERSEAS IN SOME

21 THIRD WORLD COUNTRY BUT RIGHT BACK HERE IN OUR OWN BACKYARD.

22 SEXUAL EXPLOITATION OF THESE MINOR CHILDREN IS HAPPENING RIGHT

23 HERE RIGHT NOW. WE HAVE MINORS, SOME AS YOUNG AS 12 YEARS OLD,
24 THAT ARE FORCIBLY COERCED AND MANTIPULATED INTO SELLING THEIR

25 BODIES FOR THE BENEFIT OF THEIR PIMPS. UNTOLD NUMBERS OF THESE
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1 CHILDREN FALL VICTIM TO THESE PREDATORY ADULTS WHO WOULD
2 SEXUALLY EXPLOIT THEM FOR COMMERCIAL GAIN AND WHO OFTEN ALSO
3 ABUSE THESE MINORS IN VERY UNSPEAKABLE, BRUTAL WAYS. OUR GOAL
4 IS CLEAR. THEIR COMMITMENT IS CLEAR. THAT WE MUST HELP THESE
5 YOUNG VICTIMS HEAL. AND WE MUST WORK TO KEEP THE OTHER

6 VULNERABLE CHILDREN AWAY FROM THIS. WE MUST ALSO BRING THOSE
7 INDIVIDUALS RESPONSIBLE FOR THIS ABUSE AND EXPLOITATION TO

8 JUSTICE. BUT THAT'S ALL EASTIER SAID THAN DONE. BUT WITH THE

9 INCREDIBLE COLLABORATION OF THIS GROUP THAT HAS SPROUTED UP IN
10 THE LAST TWO YEARS SPEARHEADED BY THE TWO WONDER WOMEN I CALL
11 THEM OF THE PROBATION DEPARTMENT, MICHELLE GIMAN AND HEIDIT

12 CARDNESS WE ARE SEEING TREMENDOUS PROGRESS IN THE FIGHT

13 AGAINST CHILD SEX TRAFFICKING. I WANT TO THANK EACH OF THESE
14 FOLKS UP HERE FOR STANDING UP AGAINST THOSE SICKENING CRIMES
15 AGAINST OUR YOUNG WOMEN. OVER THE PAST YEAR, WHILE THIS CAME

22 AWARENESS MONTH HERE IN LOS ANGELES COUNTY BY THANKING THIS

23 WONDERFUL GROUP OF AMAZING PEOPLE, MEN AND WOMEN, FOR ALL
24 THETR WORK IN ENDING HUMAN TRAFFICKING AND CHILD SEX

25 TRAFFICKING IN PARTICULAR. SO I WANT YOU ALL JUST TO JOIN ME
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1 AND GIVE THESE FOLKS A BIG ROUND OF APPLAUSE FOR WHAT THEY DO
2 EACH AND EVERY DAY. [APPLAUSE.] I'D ASK JERRY. IS JERRY UP

3 YOUNG LADIES' LIVES. AS FOR MY TWO WONDER WOMEN BACK HERE,

4 ACTUALLY THREE WEEKS AGO, THESE TWO WONDER WOMEN, HANNIA AND

5 MICHELLE, WERE ACTUALLY ACKNOWLEDGED OR GIVEN AN AWARD AS THE

13 THAT WE PUT TOGETHER FOR YOU, A BOOK OF THE PAST YEAR'S EVENTS
14 THAT HAPPENED BECAUSE OF YOUR TIRELESS DEDICATION AND SUPPORT
15 IN OUR EFFORT TO STOP THE REPREHENSIBLE CRIME OF COMMERCIAL

16 SEXUAL EXPLOITATION OF OUR CHILDREN AND YOUTH. IN THE PAST

17 YEAR, WE HAD THE OPPORTUNITY TO WORK WITH OUR PARTNERS, MANY
18 OF WHO ARE PRESENT HERE TODAY AND MAKE A DIFFERENCE IN THE

19 LIVES OF YOUNG WOMEN WHO ENDURED UNTHINKABLE, DAILY SEXUAL AND
20 PHYSICAL ABUSE AND VICTIMIZATION AT THE HANDS OF THE

21 TRAFFICKERS AND CONSUMERS. THE JOURNEY HASN'T BEEN EASY BUT

22 I'M PLEASED TO SHARE WITH YOU THAT WE ARE MAKING PROGRESS. AND

24 HEALING. IN ADDITION, I WOULD LIKE TO ADD THAT WE HAVE BEEN

25 SUCCESSEFUL IN IMPLEMENTING A PREVENTION CURRICULUM TO EDUCATE
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1 AT-RISK YOUTH ON THE ISSUE OF SEXUAL EXPLOITATION AND THE
2 RECRUITMENT TACTICS IN AN EFFORT TO REDUCE THEIR RISK OF
3 VICTIMIZATION. WITH THAT SAID, I WOULD LIKE TO MENTION THAT
4 WITHOUT YOUR SUPPORT, MANY OF OUR ACCOMPLISHMENTS COULDN'T

5 HAVE BEEN POSSIBLE. YOU ARE OUR HERO. THANK YOU. [APPLAUSE.]

7 SUP. KNABE: WOW, THANK YOU ALL VERY MUCH. BUT ALSO A HEARTFELT
8 THANKS TO MY COLLEAGUES WHO ARE TOTALLY ON BOARD WITH

9 EVERYTHING THAT ALL OF YOU ARE DOING EACH AND EVERY DAY. SO WE
10 APPRECIATE, WE KNOW WE HAVE A LOT TO DO, BUT THANK YOU VERY

20 TALKING ABOUT FOSTER YOUTH. HERE WE HAVE AN INDIVIDUAL WHO WAS
21 ABLE TO STEP UP AND HELP A LARGE NUMBER OF OUR CHILDREN, AND

22 THAT'S FORMER NEW YORK KNICKS PLAYER BRAD WRIGHT AND HIS WIFE

23 AND THE RAMOS BROTHERS CIRCUS FOR THE LOS ANGELES COUNTY
24 FOSTER CARE YOUTH. ON DECEMBER 2ND THIS PAST YEAR, BRAD WRIGHT

25 AND HIS WIFE TREATED 600 CHILDREN AND TEENS IN L.A. COUNTY
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1 FOSTER CARE SYSTEM TO THE RAMOS BROTHERS CIRCUS, WHICH WAS
2 PLAYING IN GLENDALE. ALONG WITH ABOUT 700 LESS FORTUNATE

3 CHILDREN FROM AREA SCHOOLS AND NONPROFIT ORGANIZATIONS TO
4 THEIR OWN PERFORMANCE, HE BOUGHT OUT THE CIRCUS AND HAD ALL

5 THESE CHILDREN, A SPECIAL CIRCUS FOR THEM. THIS GENEROSITY IS
6 TO BE APPRECIATED. A U.C.L.A. ALUMNUS WHO PLAYED FOR THE NEW

7 YORK KNICKS AND THE DENVER NUGGETS AND HIS WIFE WERE ON THEIR
8§ WAY TO BUY A CAR WHEN THEY HAD THIS IDEA OF TREATING OVER

9 1,000 KIDS TO A DAY AT THE CIRCUS. FLYING OUT THE CIRCUS WAS
10 HIS WAY OF WELCOMING HIS THREE-YEAR-OLD ADOPTED DAUGHTER,

11 ELANI TO THE FAMILY AND TO SHOW HER WHAT IT MEANS TO GIVE

12 BACK. JUST LIKE IN THE BIBLE WITH TITHING, HE WAS ABLE TO

13 TITHE HERE TO HELP THESE YOUNG CHILDREN. BUYING OUT THE CIRCUS
14 WAS HIS WAY OF DOING THIS. AND HE ADOPTED MELANI IN 2012 AFTER
15 LIVING WITH THEM SINCE SHE WAS 1-1/2 YEARS OLD. THE CIRCUS

16 FEATURED DANCERS, MAGICIANS AND I WOULD SAY THEY HAD ONE OF

17 THE BEST MAGIC SHOWS BECAUSE I TOOK MY FAMILY THERE, AS WELL,
18 ON ANOTHER DAY, WHICH ALL RECEIVED A STANDING OVATION BY THE
19 PEOPLE. JOHNNY ROCKETS PROVIDED THE FREE FOOD TO THE CHILDREN
20  AND THEIR FAMILIES AS WELL AS UNLIMITED MILK SHAKES. THE

21 MARCHING BAND FROM EL CAMINO HIGH SCHOOL ROUNDED OUT THE

22 EVENT. AT 6' 11, WRIGHT WOULD GO ON TO STAND IN THE MIDDLE OF

23 A GLOBE AS TWO MOTORCYCLISTS RODE AROUND HIM WOOING THE CROWD.

24 NOW THAT TOOK A LOT OF GUTS.

6 YEAR'S CIRCUS PERFORMANCE, RAMOS BROTHERS AGREED TO MATCH THE
7 CONTRIBUTION FOR THE NEXT THREE YEARS. AND THAT'S A GOOD

8 PUBLIC-PRIVATE PARTNERSHIP. [APPLAUSE.] WE WANT TO THANK THE

9 HARD WORKING STAFF OF THE DEPARTMENT OF CHILDREN AND FAMILY

10 SERVICES FOR THEIR DEDICATION TO MAKING THIS EVENT SUCCESSFEUL.
11 WE WANT TO RECOGNIZE LAVETTA PANTHER, SANDRA SHARMA, ARE AND
12 JOHN FULLER AND JOHNNY ROCKETS RESTAURANTS. WE ALSO LIKE TO

13 RECOGNIZE CHRISTINE DEVINE, CHANNEL 11 FOX TV NEWS FOR HER

22 MANY OF OUR EVENTS. WE THANK HER FOR HER GENEROSITY AND

9 IT'S INCREDIBLE BECAUSE OF THE RAMOS BROTHERS, WE HAD EDUARDO
10 RAMOS HERE AND HIS SISTER LUCIANA, PART OF THE OWNERS THAT

11 WHEN I TOLD THEM I WANTED TO BUY THE CIRCUS FOR A DAY, THEY

12 THOUGHT I WAS CRAZY, BUT 10 DAYS LATER WE'RE PUTTING ON THE

13 SHOW. I THINK IT'S IMPORTANT TO KNOW, TOO, THAT WE WANTED TO,
14 MY WIFE AND I WILL NOT ACCEPT CONTRIBUTIONS FROM ANYBODY. THIS
15 IS ALL PAID FOR BY US AS WE FELL THAT WE NEED TO TAKE THE

16 FIRST STEP. AT THAT POINT THERE, I CALLED MY FRIEND, JOHNNY

17 ROCKETS, AND THIS IS JOHN FULLER OF JOHNNY ROCKETS, THE

18 PRESIDENT AND C.E.O., AND HE SAYS, BRAD, I'M NOT GOING TO LET
19 YOU PAY FOR THIS. I'M GOING GIVE YOU 1,400 MEALS. PANIC WAS

20 STARTING TO COME TO US AS IT WAS RAINING THAT DAY AND WE

3 WHAT I HAD. A FEW YEARS AGO, I WAS DIAGNOSED WITH CANCER, WITH
4 THYROID AND THEY TOLD ME I MIGHT HAVE THREE MONTHS TO LIVE. I

13 HAVE OUR OWN KIDS. WE HAD SOME DIFFICULTIES. BUT WE THOUGHT

7 FOR SECRETARY OF STATE TWO YEARS LATER. STILL LATER, AFTER

8 WORKING IN BROADCAST AND PRINT JOURNALISM IN WASHINGTON FOR

9 THE INTERNATIONAL MONETARY FUND, SHE RAN AGAIN FOR THE STATE
10 SENATE BUT WAS DEFEATED IN THE PRIMARY BY TOM HADDEN. SHE WAS
11 KNOWN FOR HER ACTIVISM ON BEHALF OF REFUGEES AND WOMEN'S AND
12 CHILDREN'S RIGHTS AND FOR HER PASSION AND ENGAGEMENT IN ISSUES

4 CHESSLY. JACK KLUGMAN, LONGTIME RESIDENT OF OUR DISTRICT IN

5 WOODLAND HILLS AND VETERAN CHARACTER ACTOR ON STAGE,

6 TELEVISION AND FILM PASSED AWAY AT THE AGE OF 90. HE WAS BEST

19 AWAY FROM SHELTERS AND TRANSITIONAL HOUSING INTO SUPPORT FOR
20 CREATING PERMANENT SUPPORTIVE HOUSING, HOUSING COUPLED WITH

21 HEALTH AND SOCIAL SERVICES AS A STABILIZING AND MORE HUMANE

22 COST-EFFECTIVE SOLUTION. WORKING WITH DIFFERENT AGENCIES AND

23 ELECTED ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICES SHE ASSEMBLED THE POLITICAL

11 DIRECTORS OF THE BEVERLY HILLS CHAMBER OF COMMERCE. FOUNDER OF
12 THE CITY'S CONFERENCE AND VISITORS BUREAU, AND FORMER DEPUTY

17 THEREBY IMPACTING HOUSING PROPOSED, JOB CENTERS PROPOSED, OR
18 EVEN IMPORTANT TRANSIT PROJECTS IN OTHER PARTS OF THE

19 UNINCORPORATED PORTIONS OF THE COUNTY. SO I'D MOVE THAT THE

24 RIDLEY-THOMAS'S MOTION, ITEM NUMBER 3, WHICH WOULD CHECK THE

25 READINESS OF THE COUNTY WITH RESPECT TO THESE EMERGENCIES,
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1 THESE KIND OF EMERGENCIES. AND WE APPLAUD AND SUPPORT

2 SUPERVISOR YAROSLAVSKY'S AMENDMENT WHICH INCLUDES THESE

3 VALUABLE FIRST RESPONDERS AND THEIR ROLES. THE TRAGEDY OF LAST
4 MONTH IN NEWTOWN, CONNECTICUT SHOWED US THAT VIOLENCE CAN

5 AFFECT EVEN THE MOST APPARENTLY SAFE COMMUNITIES. IN THESE

6 TIMES, WE CAN NEVER BE TOO PREPARED. I THINK YOU WOULD AGREE

7 THAT THE SECURITY OFFICERS WORKING IN PUBLIC, THESE PUBLIC

8 FACILITIES HAVE ESPECIALLY IMPORTANT JOBS DUE TO THE CONSTANT
9 THREAT AND ELEVATED LEVELS OF WORKPLACE TENSIONS THAT THEY

10 MUST FACE FOR ALL OF OUR STATES. WE APPLAUD THE BOARD OF

11 SUPERVISORS ON THIS VERY IMPORTANT ISSUE. THANK YOU VERY MUCH.
12

13 SUP. RIDLEY-THOMAS, CHAIRMAN: THANK YOU FOR YOUR TESTIMONY.

14 NEXT SPEAKER, PLEASE.

15

16 ALENE ROBINSON: GOOD MORNING, HONORABLE SUPERVISOR. MY NAME IS
17 ALENE ROBINSON. I AM A SECURITY OFFICE FOR SECURITAS SECURITY.
18 FOR THE LAST THREE YEARS, I HAVE BEEN PROTECTING THE PATIENT,
19 VISITORS, STAFF AND FACILITY AT THE LOS ANGELES COUNTY U.S.C.
20 MEDICAL CENTER. AS YOU KNOW, THE LARGEST COUNTY HOSPITAL AND
21 E.R. WE SERVE A HIGH VOLUME OF THE PUBLIC RANGING FROM

22 FAMILIES SUFFERING ILLNESS TO COMBATANT CONVICTED CRIMINALS. I

23 HAVE COME HERE TODAY WITH MY FELLOW SECURITY OFFICERS TO

24 SUPPORT THE PROPOSED EFFORT TO BETTER PREPARE L.A. COUNTY IN

25 THE CASE OF A TRAGIC EVENT OR GUN VIOLENCE. I WAS SO EXCITED
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1 BY THE PROPOSAL THAT I HAVE COME HERE STRAIGHT FROM MY

2 GRAVEYARD SHIFT AT WORK. THESE DAYS, THERE ARE MANY DANGERS

3 FACING L.A. COUNTY RESIDENTS. IT IS VERY IMPORTANT FOR

4 SECURITY OFFICERS TO RECEIVE ADEQUATE TRAINING IN THE EVENT OF
5 NATURAL DISASTERS, THREAT OR TERRORISM AND GUN VIOLENCE. AFTER
6 WORKING IN A DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH SERVICES FACILITY, MY

7 COWORKERS AND I HAVE EXPERIENCED SITUATIONS WHERE WE COULD

8 HAVE BENEFITED FROM ADDITIONAL TRAINING AND OUR WISH TO

9 PROVIDE A HIGHER QUALITY OF PUBLIC SAFETY. MY COWORKERS AND I
10 ASK YOU TO TAKE A DEEPER LOOK INTO PUBLIC SAFETY. THANK YOU

11 VERY MUCH.

12

13 SUP. RIDLEY-THOMAS, CHAIRMAN: THANK YOU FOR YOUR TESTIMONY.

14 SIR?

15

16 JERRY HENRY: GOOD MORNING, HONORABLE SUPERVISORS. MY NAME IS
17 JERRY LEE HENRY AND I'VE BEEN WITH ARMED FIELD SUPERVISOR

18 OFFICERS FOR THE L.A. COUNTY FOR AT LEAST 15 YEARS FIRST WITH
19 BURNS SECURITY AND NOW WITH SECURITAS FOR THE LAST FIVE YEARS.
20 I SUPERVISOR ARMED OFFICERS AT VARIOUS L.A. COUNTY FACILITIES,
21 INCLUDING DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC SERVICES, DEPARTMENT OF

22 CHILDREN AND FAMILY SERVICES, DEPARTMENT OF MENTAL HEALTH AND

23 PROBATION. IF A TRAGEDY EVER STRUCK ONE OF THE COUNTY
24 FACILITIES THAT I SUPERVISE, I WANT TO MAKE SURE THAT I AM

25 MOST PREPARED THAT I CAN BE THAT I DO EVERYTHING I CAN TO MAKE
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1 SURE THAT THE OFFICERS ON DUTY HAVE ALL THE TOOLS THAT THEY
2 NEED TO HANDLE THE SITUATION. I HAVE BEEN IN SECURITY FOR THE
3 LAST 31 YEARS. I HAVE SERVED IN THE UNITED STATES MARINE

4 CORPS, SO I UNDERSTAND THE NEED TO BE PREPARED. AND I NEED TO
5 KNOW YOU CAN DEPEND ON THE OFFICERS IN AN EMERGENCY. I BELIEVE
6 ALL L.A. COUNTY SUPERVISOR OFFICERS NEED ADEQUATE TRAINING SO
7 THEY CAN HANDLE ANY POTENTIAL RISKS. OUR RESPONSIBILITY TO THE
8 PUBLIC IS TO PROVIDE THE BEST POSSIBLE SERVICES. WE ARE HERE

9 TODAY BECAUSE YOU THINK YOU CAN DO BETTER. I WANT TO THANK YOU
10 FOR GIVING ATTENTION TO IMPROVING PUBLIC SAFETY AND THE

11 SECURITY OF L.A. COUNTY. THANK YOU AND HAVE A NICE DAY. FIELD
12 SUPERVISOR JERRY LEE HENRY, SECURITAS SECURITY.

13

14 SUP. RIDLEY-THOMAS, CHAIRMAN: THANK YOU VERY MUCH FOR YOUR

15 TESTIMONY. [APPLAUSE.] ARE THERE OTHER PERSONS WISHING TO BE
16 HEARD? WE DID CALL A FEW OTHERS. WE DON'T SEE THEM AT THE DESK
17 AT THIS POINT. ALL RIGHT. WE DO THANK ALL OF YOU WHO HAVE COME
18 TO TESTIFY ON THIS RATHER IMPORTANT ISSUE. AS I SAID WHEN WE
19 LAST MET, WHICH IS LAST YEAR, THE ISSUE OF GUN VIOLENCE IS A
20 FUNDAMENTAL CONCERN TO THIS BODY, AS HAS BEEN EVIDENCED OVER
21 AND OVER AGAIN FOR MANY YEARS. IT'S NOT AN ISSUE THAT WE HAVE

22 SOUGHT TO TAKE UP IN THIS INSTANCE ALONE. ON CLOSE EXAMINATION

23 OR EVEN A CURSORY EXAMINATION OF OUR PUBLIC RECORDS

24 INDIVIDUALLY AND RESPECTIVELY GIVES A FULL INDICATION OF OUR

25 ADVOCACY ON THIS ISSUE. WHETHER WE ARE CITY COUNCIL IN LOS
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1 ANGELES OR CERRITOS OR THE STATE LEGISLATURE OR WHEREVER WE
2 MIGHT HAVE BEEN, THERE IS A RECORD. WE DON'T HAVE TO LOOK

3 ACROSS THE COUNTRY FOR EXAMPLES OF THE HEARTBREAK AND

4 DEVASTATION CAUSED BY GUN VIOLENCE. WE KNOW IT INTIMATELY HERE
5 IN THE COUNTY OF LOS ANGELES. THE DATA IS COMPELLING WITH

6 RESPECT TO THE NUMBER OF HOMICIDES IN THIS REGION. BUT WE ALSO
7 KNOW THAT WE DON'T JUST HAVE THE A PROBLEM WITH GUNS; WE HAVE
8§ A PROBLEM IN PART RELATED TO A MENTAL HEALTH CRISIS. WE HAVE

9 MENTALLY ILL PEOPLE WHO DESPITE THE BEST EFFORTS OF THEIR

10 LOVED ONES TOO OFTEN DO NOT RECEIVE THE TREATMENT THAT THEY

11 NEED. AND IT IS MY HOPE, AS IS REFLECTED IN THE MOTION THAT WE
12 KEEP BOTH ISSUES IN TANDEM AS IT RELATES TO THE CRISIS THAT

13 MOST RECENTLY CAUSED US TO BE IN FRONT OF THE NATION'S

14 ATTENTION, NAMELY THAT OF NEWTOWN, CONNECTICUT. AND SO THIS IS
15 A CALL FOR A MULTI-PRONGED APPROACH. WE NEED TO LOOK AT OUR

16 EXISTING GUN LAWS. WE NEED TO LOOK AT OUR HEALTH CARE SYSTEM
17  WITH AN EYE TOWARD MENTAL HEALTH. AND EVERYTHING REALLY DOES
18 HAVE TO BE ON THE TABLE. WE CAN RESPECT THE SECOND AMENDMENT,
19 BUT WE CAN ALSO ENDEAVOR TO SAVE LIVES. AND WE SHOULD. WE MUST
20 ENHANCE ENFORCEMENT OF EXISTING LAWS TO REGULATE THE SALE, THE
21 POSSESSION AND THE PURCHASE OF HIGH CALIBER, HIGH CAPACITY

22 WEAPONS. WE MUST ALSO REVIEW EXISTING LAWS AND REGULATIONS

23 GOVERNING THE SALE, THE PURCHASE, THE TRANSFER AND THE
24 POSSESSION OF FIREARMS AND AMMUNITION. SO I'D LIKE TO TAKE A

25 MOMENT JUST TO CAUSE US TO ASK OURSELVES SOME BASIC QUESTIONS
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1 IN TERMS OF WHAT KIND OF SOCIETY DO WE WISH FOR THIS TO BE?
2 THIS ISN'T A QUESTION ABOUT LAWS, BUT IT IS A QUESTION ABOUT

3 OUR OWN SET OF VALUES. WE MUST WORK NOT JUST TO CURB THE GUN

4 VIOLENCE BUT TO RECOMMIT OURSELVES TO THE PRINCIPLES, IN MY

5 VIEW, OF NONVIOLENCE. IT'S NOT LONG FROM NOW THAT WE WILL HAVE
6 A NATIONAL CELEBRATION OF DR. MARTIN LUTHER KING'S BIRTHDAY.

7 IT SEEMS TO ME THAT THIS IS A POWERFUL WAY FOR US TO COME TO

8 GRIPS WITH THAT SEARING ISSUE. AND SO I HOPE THAT WE COULD

9 MOVE THIS MATTER FORWARD. THERE ARE A COUPLE OF AMENDMENTS ONE
10 HAS ALREADY BEEN REFINED TO THE MAKERS OF SATISFACTION. I WILL
11 CALL TO THE ATTENTION OF THE BODY THAT THERE'S ANOTHER ITEM

12 THAT SPECIFIES SUPPORT FOR SENATOR FEINSTEIN'S BILL. THAT

13 MIGHT BE A BIT PREMATURE AT THIS POINT IN VIEW OF THE FACT

14 THAT THE RECORD WILL REFLECT THERE HAS BEEN NO BILL THAT HAS
15 BEEN SUBMITTED. WE EMBRACE SENATOR FEINSTEIN'S LONG-STANDING
16 COMMITMENT ON THE MATTER OF HANDGUN VIOLENCE ADVOCACY,

17 PARTICULARLY WITH RESPECT TO ASSAULT RIFLES AND MORE. BUT I

18 THINK WE NEED TO HAVE A BROADER SENSE OF WHAT'S GOING TO COME
19 BEFORE US. I'M TOLD THAT V.P. BIDEN IS MEETING THIS WEEK WITH
20 THE RESPECTIVE STAKEHOLDERS. OBVIOUSLY SENATOR FEINSTEIN WILL
21 LOOM LARGE IN THAT CONTEXT. BUT I WOULD HAVE RELUCTANCE OF

22 SPECIFYING ANYTHING BEFORE KNOWING WHAT THAT BILL LOOKS LIKE.

23
24  SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: MR. CHAIRMAN, FAIR ENOUGH THAT THE BILL

25 HASN'T BEEN INTRODUCED, BUT I THINK WE CAN COUCH IT AS TO
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1 SUPPORT A RE-ENACTMENT OF THE ORIGINAL FEINSTEIN BILL, THE
2 AUTOMATIC WEAPON BAN, OR SUBSTANTIVELY SIMILAR LEGISLATION.

3 AND IF THERE'S SOMETHING THAT COMES OUT THAT GOES BEYOND THAT,
4 WE CAN CONSIDER THAT AT THE TIME. BUT I THINK WE SHOULD BE ON
5 RECORD. THIS BOARD HAS ALWAYS BEEN ON RECORD IN SUPPORT OF

6 THOSE KINDS OF.

8§ SUP. RIDLEY-THOMAS, CHAIRMAN: THAT KIND OF, YEAH, RIGHT.

10 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: SO YOU'RE RIGHT, THERE IS NO BILL.

11

12 SUP. RIDLEY-THOMAS, CHAIRMAN: RIGHT. THAT'S THE ONLY POINT.

13

14 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: WORDED A BIT MORE PRECISELY. BUT I WOULD

15 MODIFY MY MOTION TO SAY THAT WE SHOULD SUPPORT RE-ENACTMENT OF
16 THE PREVIOUS FEDERAL ASSAULT WEAPON BAN OR LEGISLATION THAT IS
17 SUBSTANTIVELY SIMILAR TO IT.

18

19 SUP. RIDLEY-THOMAS, CHAIRMAN: YEAH. AND THAT TAKES IT OUT OF A
20 SPECIFIC BILL.

21

22 SUP. KNABE: ADD THE WORD "CONCEPT".

23
24 SUP. RIDLEY-THOMAS, CHAIRMAN: RIGHT.

25
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1 SUP YAROSLAVSKY: AND WE CAN RE-VISIT THE SPECIFICS WHEN

2 THERE'S ACTUALLY A BILL THAT DIFFERS IN A MEANINGFUL WAY.

4 SUP. KNABE: IF YOU SUPPORT IT OUTRIGHT, THERE COULD BE TONS OF
5 AMENDMENTS, THERE COULD BE ALL KINDS OF THINGS IN THERE THAT
6 MAYBE WE WOULDN'T SUPPORT. BUT IF YOU ADD THE WORD "CONCEPT"
7 OF THE ORIGINAL AND THEN BRING IT BACK FOR REVIEW, I THINK T

8 COULD SUPPORT THAT.

10 SUP. RIDLEY-THOMAS, CHAIRMAN: I THINK WE'RE ALL ON THE SAME

11 PAGE ESSENTIALLY HERE. THE POINT IS THAT THERE IS NO BILL

12 RIGHT NOW. BUT THE NOTION OF THE BOARD'S LONG-STANDING POSTURE
13 WITH RESPECT TO WHAT SENATOR FEINSTEIN AND OTHERS HAVE SOUGHT
14 TO DO IS WHAT WE WANT TO EMBRACE.

16 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: RIGHT. AND I THINK RE-ENACTMENT OF THE

17 PREVIOUS FEDERAL ASSAULT BAN, WHICH WAS HER BILL, AND JUST

18 LEAVE IT AT THAT. AND THEN ANYTHING THAT DIFFERS FROM THAT,

19 THAT ADDRESSES DON'S CONCERN, ANYTHING THAT DIFFERS FROM THAT,
20 WE COULD CONSIDER.

21

22 SUP. RIDLEY-THOMAS, CHAIRMAN: WHEN IT COMES UP.

23
24 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: WHEN IT COMES UP. DO YOU HAVE THAT, SACHI?

25
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SUP. RIDLEY-THOMAS, CHAIRMAN: I'M COMFORTABLE WITH THAT. AT
2 THIS POINT I WISH TO SAY THAT EARLIER ON I MADE REFERENCE TO

3 THE WORK THAT THE VICE PRESIDENT IS WORKING ON, THE WHITE

4 HOUSE IS WEIGHING A FAR-REACHING COMPREHENSIVE APPROACH TO

5 CURBING THE ISSUE. AND I WANT TO SPECIFY THAT WE SHOULD BE

6 ATTENTIVE TO THAT. AND AS A PART OF THIS MOTION HAVE OUR

SUP. RIDLEY-THOMAS, CHAIRMAN: THANK YOU. THAT WILL BE THE
ORDER. AND WE WILL PROCEED ACCORDINGLY. MADAM EXECUTIVE

ARNOLD SACHS: YES, THANK YOU, GOOD MORNING. ARNOLD SACHS. I'M
JUST ACTUALLY LOOKING AT A COUPLE OF DIFFERENT THINGS. A
COUPLE OF EDITORIALS "ASSESSING THE NEXT ASSESSOR. L.A. COUNTY
VOTERS WANT TO KEEP AN ELECTIVE OFFICE SO THEY'LL HAVE TO DO
THEIR HOMEWORK."™ I REALLY DISAGREE WITH THAT. IT'S HARD TO BE
ABLE TO DO YOUR HOMEWORK WHEN YOU DON'T HAVE ANY ASSIGNMENT,
ANY INFORMATION ABOUT WHAT YOUR HOMEWORK IS. WE NEED MORE
INPUT FROM THE PEOPLE WHO ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR BRINGING THE
FACTS AND FIGURES TO THE PUBLIC AS FAR AS WHO IS BEING ELECTED
AND WHAT'S BEING -- A LITTLE BIT MORE EYE BEING ALERT TO
WHAT'S GOING ON. AND I'LL USE AS AN EXAMPLE A&B. THE MEASURE R
TRANSIT HALF CENT SALES TAX THAT THE COUNTY PASSED, THE

RESIDENTS OF THE COUNTY PASSED, BASED ON THE FACT THAT IT
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1 WOULD GENERATE A BILLION DOLLARS FOR CONSTRUCTION, 40 BILLION
2 DOLLARS IN THE NEXT 30 YEARS. THAT AND MEASURE J TO CONTINUE
3 THAT FOR 30 YEARS MORE. AND ALL ANYBODY WOULD HAVE HAD TO DO
4 TO DO THEIR HOMEWORK, ANY NEWSPAPER REPORTER, ANY TV REPORTER,
5 ANYBODY WHO IS TUNED IN TO BRINGING INFORMATION TO THE PUBLIC,
6 JUST TAKE A LOOK AT THE LAST THREE OR FOUR YEARS OF THE

7 M.T.A.'S BUDGETS, THE YEARLY BUDGETS, AND THEY WOULD HAVE

8 FOUND THAT PROP A AND PROP C WHICH ARE BOTH HALF CENT SALES

9 TAXES NEVER GENERATED MORE THAN 650,000 DOLLARS IN ONE YEAR.

10 SO WHERE IS SOMEBODY WHO'S POLITICALLY MOTIVATED COMING UP

11 WITH A BILLION THREE? ONE BILLION THREE HUNDRED THOUSAND

12 DOLLARS A YEAR WHEN THE FACTS TO DO YOUR HOMEWORK ARE NOT

13 LOOKED AT, WHEN THE FACTS THAT WOULD HELP YOU DO YOUR HOMEWORK
14 SAY WAIT A MINUTE, YOU ONLY HAVE HALF THAT AMOUNT. WHERE ARE
15 YOU COMING UP WITH A BILLION THREE? YOU NEED TO COME UP WITH
16 SEVEN BILLION DOLLARS IN SALES TAX AND SALES TO COME UP WITH
17 700 MILLION DOLLARS TO MAKE UP THE DIFFERENCE BETWEEN WHAT YOU
18 ARE GENERATING AND THE BILLION THREE THAT YOU'RE CLAIMING TO
19 MAKE. SO WHEN YOU HAVE THAT KIND OF INFORMATION THAT'S LEFT

20 OUT OF THE EQUATION, IT'S VERY DIFFICULT FOR THE PUBLIC TO DO
21 YOUR HOMEWORK. YOU NEED MORE PEOPLE TO SAY WAIT A MINUTE,

22 THESE ARE THE FACTS. THIS IS THE REALITY.

23
24 SUP. RIDLEY-THOMAS, CHAIRMAN: THANK YOU FOR YOUR TESTIMONY.

25 I'M GOING TO ASK THAT THE AUDITOR-CONTROLLER AND THE CHIEF
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1 INFORMATION OFFICER COME AND GIVE US A VERY BRIEF-- AUDITOR-
2 CONTROLLER AND THE CHIEF INFORMATION OFFICER, IF HE'D COME

3 FORWARD AND GIVE US A BRIEF-- PLEASE PROCEED.

5 WENDY WATANABE: GOOD MORNING, SUPERVISORS. WENDY WATANABE WITH
6 THE AUDITOR-CONTROLLER. YOUR BOARD INSTRUCTED US TO CONDUCTED
7 A MANAGEMENT AUDIT OF THE ASSESSOR'S OFFICE. AND WE HAVE SINCE
8 OBTAINED A CONSULTANT, MR. DAVID HOWE WITH THE STRATEGICA

9 COMPANY. AND THEY HAVE COMPLETED THE REPORT. AND WE HAVE SINCE
10 ISSUED IT LAST WEEK TO YOUR BOARD. AND THEY'RE ON STANDBY

11 TODAY IF YOU HAVE ANY QUESTIONS SPECIFICALLY ON THE REPORT.

12 OTHER THAN THAT, IT WAS SUBMITTED TO YOUR OFFICES.

13

14 SUP. RIDLEY-THOMAS, CHAIRMAN: YES. SUPERVISOR ANTONOVICH, DID
15 YOU HAVE ANY QUESTIONS?

16

17 SUP. ANTONOVICH: FIRST, THE QUESTION, LET ME ASK OUR C.E.O.

18 SINCE THE PROJECTING THE PROPERTY TAX ROLE, THIS IS

19 ESSENTIALLY A TOOL OF BUDGETING, WHY WOULDN'T WE USE DATA FROM
20 THE ASSESSOR TO PROJECT THE PROPERTY TAX ROLE AMOUNT RATHER

21 THAN KEEP THAT FUNCTION IN THE ASSESSOR'S OFFICE?

22

23 C.E.O. FUJIOKA: THE KEY IS, AS WE MOVE FORWARD, INSTEAD OF
24 HAVING IT DONE SOLELY BY THE ASSESSOR'S OFFICE IS TO HAVE THE

25 ASSESSOR'S OFFICE MAKE THE INITIAL PROJECTION BUT THEN HAVE IT
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1 VALIDATED BY YOUR AUDITOR-CONTROLLER AND THE C.E.O.'S OFFICE.
2 THE ASSESSOR'S OFFICE IS THE KEEPER OF THE INFORMATION. AND
3 I'M CONFIDENT WITH SOME OF THE MANAGEMENT CHANGES THAT ARE

4 BEING MADE AND PROBABLY WILL CONTINUE IN THE FUTURE,

5 ESPECIALLY WITH THE INTERIM PERSON WE HAVE NOW, WE HAVE A

6 HIGHER DEGREE OF RELIABILITY. BUT TO ENSURE THERE'S A PROPER
7 CHECK AND BALANCE, WE WOULD HAVE YOUR AUDITOR AND C.E.O. COME
8 IN AND BE THAT CHECK AND BALANCE AND VALIDATE THE INFORMATION.
9 WE DIDN'T REALLY HAVE THAT TYPE OF STRUCTURE IN THE PAST.

10 THERE WILL BE AN IMPROVEMENT.

11

12 SUP. ANTONOVICH: WHEN WE IMPROVE THE ADDITIONAL SIX-POSITION
13 UPGRADES TO THE PROPERTY TAX ROLL PROJECTION COMPUTER SYSTEM,
14 HOW WILL THOSE FUNDS BE USED IN LIGHT OF THE AUDIT'S FINDINGS
15 ABOUT I.T. AND PROPERTY TAX ROLL PROJECTIONS?

16

17 C.E.O. FUJIOKA: WELL, THE RECENT PREDICTION THAT IS WERE

18 APPROVED AT THE REQUEST MUCH OUR INTERIM ASSESSOR TO CREATE A
19 QUALITY ASSURANCE PROGRAM. AND I SEE SANTOS IS HERE. IF YOU
20 WANT, HE WILL SPEAK TO THAT. OR WE COULD REPORT BACK TO THE
21 BOARD IN WRITING ON THE IMPACT OF HAVING THAT Q.A. PROGRAM IN

22 PLACE. WE'LL REPORT BACK TO YOU IN WRITING.

23

24  SUP. ANTONOVICH: REPORT BACK?

25
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C.E.O. FUJIOKA: YES, SIR.

3 SUP. RIDLEY-THOMAS, CHAIRMAN: SUPERVISOR KNABE.

5 SUP. KNABE: I THINK, FIRST OF ALL, WHILE THE REPORT WAS VERY
6 THOROUGH, I THINK IT'S REALLY IMPORTANT THAT MAYBE WE HAVE

7  QUARTERLY FOLLOW-UPS, A REVIEW BY YOUR OFFICE OF THE

8 IMPLEMENTATION. NOW, AS I READ THROUGH AND THE INTERIM

9 ASSESSOR'S RESPONSE BASICALLY SAID A LOT OF THESE THINGS ARE
10 ALREADY BEING IMPLEMENTED. THE ONE QUESTION: WHAT WERE THE
11 RECOMMENDATIONS IN THIS AUDIT THAT WOULD HELP PREVENT THE

12 REDUCTIONS IN VALUE TO PROPERTIES WHERE THEY WERE NOT

13 WARRANTED? AND NOT SIGNED OFF BY MANAGEMENT?

14

15 WENDY WATANABE: THERE IS A SEPARATE STUDY THAT IS UNDERWAY.
16

17 SUP. KNABE: OUTSIDE THIS AUDIT?

18

19 WENDY WATANABE: OUTSIDE THIS AUDIT. THE 20 PERCENT OR MORE
20 REDUCTION PROPERTIES WE'RE STILL WORKING ON THAT PART.

21

22 SUP. KNABE: WE'LL GET SOMETHING BACK ON THAT, RIGHT?

23
24 WENDY WATANABE: YES, WE WILL.

25
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1 SUP. RIDLEY-THOMAS, CHAIRMAN: SUPERVISOR YAROSLAVSKY?

3 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: WHAT WAS THE ITEM THAT MR. . MR. FUJIOKA WAS

4 ASKED TO REPORT BACK ON?

6 C.E.O. FUJIOKA: THERE'S A QUESTION REGARDING THE SIX POSITIONS
7 APPROVED IN THE SUPPLEMENTAL PHASE OF THE BUDGET. THE

8 POSITIONS WERE APPROVED BY THE BOARD AT THE REQUEST OUR

9 INTERIM ASSESSOR TO CREATE A QUALITY ASSURANCE SECTION. SO

10 WHEN WE REPORT BACK ON THE EFFORTS OF THAT PARTICULAR

11  FUNCTION, IN FACT, SANTOS IS COMING TO THE TABLE NOW.

12

13 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: TURN HIS MIC ON THERE.

14

15 SUP. RIDLEY-THOMAS, CHAIRMAN: YES, SIR.

16

17 SANTOS KREIMANN: GOOD AFTERNOON. THE SIX POSITIONS WERE FOR

18 IMPLEMENTATIONS OF A QUALITY ASSURANCE SECTION THAT WE BELIEVE
19 WAS REQUIRED AS A RESULT OF SOME OF THE LAPSES IN OUR

20 SAFEGUARD SYSTEMS, IN OUR SYSTEMS IN TERMS OF APPROVALS FOR

21 REDUCTIONS IN THE VALUES THAT WE DID SEE THAT MAY HAVE BEEN

22 INAPPROPRIATE. AND ALL OF THOSE PARTICULAR EVALUATIONS THAT WE

23 FELT WERE INAPPROPRIATE HAVE BEEN REPORTED TO THE DISTRICT
24 ATTORNEY'S OFFICE. THE Q&A SECTION WILL ALSO BE REQUIRED TO

25 TAKE A LOOK AT OUR POLICIES AND PROCEDURES. NOT ONLY OUR SIGN-
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1 OFF PROCEDURES BUT THEY WILL ALSO BE INSTRUMENTAL IN HELPING
2 TO ASSIST CHANGING OUR SYSTEM SO THAT WE HAVE MORE CHECKS AND
3 BALANCES IN TERMS OF SIGN-OFFS FOR REDUCTIONS IN VALUES. AND

4 SO SOME OF THE CHALLENGES THAT WE HAD WAS MOST OF THE

5 REDUCTIONS THAT YOU SAW THAT MAY HAVE BEEN INAPPROPRIATE WAS A
6 MANUAL SYSTEM. AND HOPEFULLY WITH THE ONCE WE GET THE NEW

7 T.D.B. SYSTEM OR OUR MAIN SYSTEM IN PLACE, OUR GOAL IS TO MAKE
8 SURE THAT ALL AUTHORIZATIONS ARE DONE ELECTRONICALLY WITH

9 PASSWORD PROTECTION SO THAT WE HAVE THOSE CHECKS AND BALANCES
10 IN PLACE.

11

12 SUP. RIDLEY-THOMAS, CHAIRMAN: ALL RIGHT. SUPERVISOR? ANY OTHER
13 QUESTIONS FOR EITHER THE INTERIM ASSESSOR OR THE AUDITOR-

14 CONTROLLER AS RELATES TO ITEM NUMBER 477

15

16 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: MR. CHAIR?

17

18 SUP. RIDLEY-THOMAS, CHAIRMAN: YES, SIR.

19

20 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: ONE PROCEDURAL QUESTION. THERE ARE SOME

21 RECOMMENDATIONS, OR AT LEAST ONE IN HERE THAT I HAVE A PROBLEM

22 WITH. WE'RE GOING TO RECEIVE AND FILE THIS REPORT TODAY? IS

23 THAT THE IDEA? AND SO WHAT IS THE FOLLOW-UP GOING TO BE ON THE

24 SPECIFIC RECOMMENDATIONS THAT ARE CONTAINED IN THIS AUDIT?

25
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SUP. RIDLEY-THOMAS, CHAIRMAN: THAT'S AN EXCELLENT QUESTION.
AND I THINK, IN PART, SUPERVISOR KNABE'S INTERVENTION TO HAVE
QUARTERLY REPORTS AND UPDATES IS THE FORUM IN WHICH THAT CAN
HAPPEN, BUT THE SPECIFICS OF WHEN AND WHAT, AS SUPERVISOR
YAROSLAVSKY IS ASKING I THINK IS REALLY THE CRUX OF WHAT WE

NEED.

SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: LET ME -- MAYBE WE CAN DISPOSE OF ONE THING
TODAY. I DON'T KNOW WHERE EVERYBODY IS ON THIS. BUT THE
RECOMMENDATION THAT THE BOARD APPOINT THE, WAS IT THE CHIEF

DEPUTY?

SANTOS KREIMANN: YES, SIR.

SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: I THINK IS A BAD IDEA. IF EVERYBODY HERE
AGREES IT IS A BAD IDEA, THEN MAYBE WE OUGHT TO AT LEAST NIX
THAT IDEA TODAY SO THAT YOU DON'T SPEND ANY TIME. I'LL MOVE
THAT WE ELIMINATE THAT AND ASK FOR A REPORT BACK ON THE

REMAINDER ON A QUARTERLY BASIS.

SUP. ANTONOVICH: I WOULD LIKE TO HAVE A REPORT BACK. I AGREE
WITH YOU, BUT I'D LIKE TO HAVE A FULL REPORT BACK SO WE CAN
DISCUSS IT ALL AT ONE TIME. WE SHOULDN'T BE DISCUSSING THE

ASSESSOR'S OFFICE IN PIECEMEAL. IF WE'RE GOING TO HAVE A NEW
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1 ASSESSOR IN PLACE, HOPEFULLY IT WILL BE SOONER THAN LATER. I

2  WOULD JUST LIKE TO HAVE THIS AS PART OF THE ENTIRE DISCUSSION.

4 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: MIKE, I DON'T DISAGREE WITH YOU IN GENERAL
5 ON THIS, BUT IS THERE ANY CONCEIVABLE WAY YOU WOULD SUPPORT

6 THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS HIRING THE CHIEF DEPUTY FOR ANOTHER
7 ELECTED OFFICIAL? I DON'T THINK WE WOULD. SO LET'S JUST TAKE

8 THAT -- THAT'S THE ONLY ISSUE.

10 SUP. ANTONOVICH: IT DOESN'T SAY HIRE HIM. IT SAID REVIEW.

11

12 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: NO. I THINK IT CALLS FOR A CHARTER AMENDMENT
13 TO ALLOW US TO DO THAT.

14

15 WENDY WATANABE: THE AUTHORITY.

16

17 SUP. KNABE: THE AUTHORITY WHICH WOULD REQUIRE CHARTER

18 AMENDMENT. BUT YOU DO FEEL VERY STRONGLY THAT IT SHOULD BE

19 FROM INSIDE?

20

21 SANTOS KREIMANN: THAT'S CORRECT. WE DO BELIEVE THAT THE CHIEF

22 DEPUTY OF THE OFFICE, BASED ON MY EXPERIENCE OVER THE LAST

23 SEVEN TO EIGHT MONTHS, THAT AN INTERNAL CANDIDATE WOULD BE THE
24 MOST APPROPRIATE JUST BECAUSE OF THE COMPLEXITY OF THE

25 ORGANIZATION. BEING FAMILIAR WITH THE ORGANIZATION, ALTHOUGH I
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1 WAS NOT FAMILIAR WITH IT WHEN I FIRST GOT IN, I DID HAVE A
2 VERY HEAVY BACKGROUND IN THE COUNTY SYSTEM. AND THAT HELPED

3 GREAT DEAL. BUT AN INTERNAL CANDIDATE, QUITE FRANKLY, I HAD TO
4 RELY HEAVILY ON MY ASSISTANT ASSESSORS. AND WE'VE MADE SOME

5 SIGNIFICANT CHANGES. VERY, VERY HIGHLY COMPETENT INDIVIDUALS.
6 VERY DEDICATED STAFF. AND I DO BELIEVE THAT AN INTERNAL

7 CANDIDATE IS REQUIRED IN ORDER FOR THAT PARTICULAR DEPARTMENT
8 TO CONTINUE TO FUNCTION. ESPECIALLY WITH THE LEGACY SYSTEMS

9 PROPERLY.

10

11 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: WE'RE NOT GOING TO DEAL WITH THAT ISSUE

12 TODAY. THAT IS AN ISSUE THAT IS FAIR AMOUNT MUCH DISCUSSION WE
13 COULD HAVE ON THAT. THE ONLY THING I RAISED WAS THIS ONE ISSUE
14 OF THIS BOARD SHOULD NOT BE APPOINTING FOR YOU, IF YOU WERE

15 THE ELECTED ASSESSOR, FOR YOU, WHO YOUR CHIEF DEPUTY IS,

16 THAT'S ALL. AND I THINK THERE'S A CONSENSUS HERE TO THAT

17 EFFECT. AND THEN THE ISSUE YOU'RE RAISING, I THINK WE COULD

18 DISCUSS IN 30, 45 DAYS OR 90 DAYS WHEN THIS COMES BACK,

19 BECAUSE I'D LIKE TO HEAR MORE. I DON'T COMPLETELY UNDERSTAND
20 IT, BUT I'D LIKE TO HEAR MORE ABOUT THAT AND THERE ARE OTHER
21 THINGS LIKE THAT. SO I WOULD MAKE MY MOTION ON THAT ONE. JUST
ON THAT ONE ITEM. THE REST OF IT WOULD COME BACK AS SUPERVISOR

KNABE --
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SUP. RIDLEY-THOMAS, CHAIRMAN: SUPERVISOR MOLINA, THEN

2 SUPERVISOR KNABE.

4 SUP. MOLINA: I WOULD AGREE WITH SUPERVISOR YAROSLAVSKY. THE

5 PROBLEM I HAVE IS I DON'T EVEN KNOW WHY THESE CONSULTANTS

6 WOULD MAKE SUCH A RECOMMENDATION. THAT'S THE PART THAT'S

7 BIZARRE TO ME. AND SOMEWHERE ALONG THE WAY, SOMEBODY'S GOT TO
8 ASK THEM THIS QUESTION. SO IT'S SORT OF, I AGREE. I DON'T

9 THINK IT SHOULD EVER BE DONE. BUT WHAT IS THE RATIONALE OF

10 THESE CONSULTANTS AND MAYBE IT'S IN THE DETAILS SOMEWHERE?

11

12 SUP. RIDLEY-THOMAS, CHAIRMAN: RAISE YOUR HAND IF YOU WANT TO
13 ADMIT TO BEING THE CONSULTANT OF THIS REPORT RIGHT NOW.

14 [LAUGHTER. ]

15

16 SUP. MOLINA: I WOULD LIKE TO DISPOSE OF IT. BUT I'M NOT SURE I
17 UNDERSTAND WHY THEY WOULD DO SUCH A THING.

18

19 SUP. RIDLEY-THOMAS, CHAIRMAN: THIS IS A RELATIVELY SPECIFIC
20 AND FOCUSED QUESTION TO WHICH WE WOULD REQUEST A RESPONSE.

21 SIR? NAME, RANK AND SERIAL NUMBER, PLEASE.

22

23 DAVID HOWE: MY NAME IS DAVID HOWE. I'M THE PRESIDENT OF

24 STRATEGICA. I PREPARED THE MANAGEMENT AUDIT.

25
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1 SUP. RIDLEY-THOMAS, CHAIRMAN: THANK YOU. PROCEED.

3 DAVID HOWE: THAT PARTICULAR RECOMMENDATION IS ACTUALLY THE

4 SECOND PART OF ANOTHER RECOMMENDATION WHEREBY THE CHIEF DEPUTY
5 SHOULD BE A PERMANENT POSITION. OUR CONCERN WAS THAT DURING

6 THE 2010 TRANSITION WHEN MR. NOGUEZ WAS ELECTED, VERY SOON

7 AFTER THE LONG-STANDING CHIEF DEPUTY LEFT THE ORGANIZATION.

8 THEY APPOINTED ANOTHER CHIEF DEPUTY, THAT PERSON LEFT SOON

9 AFTERWARDS. AND THEN THAT POSITION WAS VACANT FOR A GOOD LONG
10 TIME. MR. SANTOS KREIMANN WAS THEN APPOINTED. AND WE FEEL THAT
11 THAT MECHANISM THAT WAS USED TO AN PORT MR. KREIMANN SHOULD BE
12 INSTITUTIONALIZED SO THAT IF THERE'S ANOTHER TRANSITION

13 WHEREBY THAT POSITION IS VACANT, THERE SHOULD BE A TEMPORARY
14  APPOINTMENT BY YOUR BOARD SO THAT THERE'S MANAGEMENT

15 CONTINUITY. THAT WAS THE INTENT BEHIND THE RECOMMENDATION.

16

17 SUP. RIDLEY-THOMAS, CHAIRMAN: ALL RIGHT. ANY FURTHER

18 EXPLANATION?

19

20 SUP. MOLINA: YEAH.

21

22 SUP. RIDLEY-THOMAS, CHAIRMAN: SUPERVISOR?

23
24 SUP. MOLINA: SO YOU'RE SAYING THAT IF NO ONE IS IN THAT

25 POSITION, WE SHOULD APPOINT?
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DAVID HOWE: YES. IF IT'S REMAINING, IF IT'S GOING TO BE VACANT
FOR A PERIOD OF SIX MONTHS OR CLOSE TO A YEAR, THAT THE BOARD
SHOULD STEP IN AND APPOINT A CANDIDATE. COULD BE AN INTERNAL

CANDIDATE, BUT SOMEBODY, SO THAT THERE'S MANAGEMENT CONTINUITY

DURING THIS TRANSITION PERIOD.

SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: WE WOULD HAVE THE ABILITY TO APPOINT IF

THERE'S A VACANCY FOR THE ASSESSOR.

SUP. RIDLEY-THOMAS, CHAIRMAN: PARDON ME, SUPERVISOR

YAROSLAVSKY. SUPERVISOR MOLINA?

SUP. MOLINA: THAT'S WHAT I'M TRYING TO UNDERSTAND. T
UNDERSTAND MANAGEMENT CONTINUITY. BUT THERE WASN'T A VACANCY
AT THAT PERIOD OF TIME. I DON'T UNDERSTAND HOW YOU DID THAT.

IT WASN'T VACANT FOR SIX MONTHS.

DAVID HOWE: I'M NOT SURE THE EXACT TIMING OF WHEN IT WAS
VACANT. BUT I BELIEVE THAT AFTER THE CHIEF DEPUTY GARY
TOWNSEND WHO WAS THERE, I THINK HE LEFT AFTER A SHORT PERIOD.
I THINK IT WAS TWO OR THREE MONTHS, I BELIEVE. AND THEN THERE
WAS ANOTHER APPOINTMENT, CHRIS CARLOS. AND THEN AFTER THAT I

BELIEVE IT WAS VACANT FOR A SIGNIFICANT PERIOD OF TIME.
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SUP. MOLINA: I DON'T THINK THAT'S TRUE. IF IT IS, CORRECT ME.

3 DAVID HOWE: I COULD HAVE MY DATES WRONG.

5 SUP. MOLINA: IS THAT TRUE?

7 SANTOS KREIMANN: MY UNDERSTANDING IS THAT THE CHIEF, THERE WAS
8 AN INTERIM CHIEF DEPUTY ONCE MR. CARLOS LEFT. MR. RENKE

9 ASSUMED THAT IN AN ACTING CAPACITY.

10

11 SUP. MOLINA: THAT'S RIGHT. SO IT WAS ALWAYS FILLED.

12

13 SANTOS KREIMANN: THAT'S CORRECT, RIGHT?

14

15 DAVID HOWE: OKAY. I HAVE MY FACTS WRONG ON THAT. BUT THE

16 INTENT OF THE RECOMMENDATION IS THAT THERE IS MANAGEMENT

17 CONTINUITY.

18

19 SUP. MOLINA: IT'S JUST THAT IT'S A HUGE REACH FOR US TO GO AND
20 GET THE VOTERS TO APPROVE THIS CHANGE AND ALL OF THAT. THAT'S
21 WHY I'M TRYING TO UNDERSTAND THE RATIONALE BECAUSE IT DOESN'T
22 MAKE SENSE TO ME AS TO WHY YOU WOULD ASK US TO DO IT. I
UNDERSTAND MANAGEMENT CONTINUITY. I DON'T THINK THAT WAS A

PROBLEM HERE AND THEN THE OTHER ISSUE THAT MR. KREIMANN IS
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1 RAISING IS THAT SOMEBODY FROM INSIDE. WITH ALL THE PROBLEMS

2 THAT OCCURRED, THESE WERE ALL INSIDERS.

4 SUP. RIDLEY-THOMAS, CHAIRMAN: LET ME PROCEED ON THIS. I THINK
5 SUPERVISOR MOLINA ASKED A VERY DIRECT QUESTION TO WHICH SHE'S
6 RECEIVED AN ANSWER. THE CONSULTANTS HAVE MADE THEIR

7 RECOMMENDATIONS. THE MOTION BEFORE US, ITEM NUMBER 47, IS TO

8 HAVE THE ENTIRETY OF THOSE RECOMMENDATIONS BROUGHT BACK. AND

9 TO BRING THAT BACK TO THE BOARD FOR ITS DISPOSITION.

10 SUPERVISOR YAROSLAVSKY CALLS OUT THIS PARTICULAR ONE BECAUSE
11 IT Is, IN HIS MIND, THE ONE AROUND WHICH MOST CONSENSUS CAN BE
12 WROUGHT FOR THE PURPOSE OF SAYING THIS IS IN NO WAY ANYTHING
13 THAT WE AS A BOARD MAY WISH TO DO. THERE COULD BE OTHERS. SO I
14 THINK RATHER THAN LEAP-FROGGING AND PRE-EMPTING THE ESSENCE OF
15 THE MOTION, WHICH IS TO LOOK AT ALL OF THIS, WE SHOULD TABLE
16 THIS DISCUSSION WITH THE FULL COGNIZANCE THAT THERE IS A

17 CONSENSUS ABOUT THIS MATTER. THERE HAS BEEN NOTHING THAT HAS
18 BEEN SAID BY EITHER CONSULTANT OR ANYONE ELSE THAT WOULD

19 LIKELY CHANGE OUR COLLECTIVE VIEW AND DISPOSE OF IT IN AN

20 ORDERLY WAY WHEN WE TAKE ALL OF THESE MATTERS TOGETHER. I

21 WOULD HOPE THAT WOULD BE ACCEPTABLE.

22

23 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: IF THAT'S THE WILL OF THE BOARD, THAT'S THE
24  WILL OF THE BOARD. I JUST THINK THIS IS THE KIND OF THING

25 WHICH GETS A LIFE OF ITS OWN AND NOT NECESSARILY IN OUR BEST

25 PERSONS ACTING ON BEHALF OF THE DEFENDANT. THIS YOUNG MAN WAS
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1 NOT PROTECTED. THE POLICE TOOK A REPORT AND NEVER FILED IT.
2 THE ASSATLANT IN THIS CASE WAS NEVER ARRESTED. HE WAS NEVER

3 ACCOSTED. BUT MONTHS LATER, ACTUALLY IT'S FOUR YEARS INTO THE
4 PROCESS, HE SHOOTS THE PERSON THAT HAS BEEN VICTIMIZING HIM

5 ALL THIS TIME. THAT PERSON IS IN JAIL FOR ATTEMPTED MURDER.

6 BUT THE PERSON THAT INFLICTED ALL OF THESE GRIEVOUS WOUNDS ON
7 SHAMAR WILLIAMS IS STILL FREE. WE HAD DETECTIVES WHO HAVE GONE
8 TO SEE, WE HAVE A FILM. I ACTUALLY HAVE A CD THAT I BROUGHT TO
9 YOU, MR. THOMAS, MARK RIDLEY-THOMAS, BECAUSE MOST OF THESE

10 THINGS HAPPENED IN YOUR JURISDICTION. AND I BROUGHT THIS. I'M
11 REALLY KIND OF UPSET. I WANTED TO READ A LETTER. I REALIZE T
12 DON'T HAVE THE TIME. BUT THIS YOUNG MAN HAS BEEN A VICTIM OF
13 TERRORIST THREATS AND GRAVE BODILY INJURIES OVER A PERIOD OF
14 FOUR YEARS. THE MOST SERIOUS OCCURRING IN APRIL. HE WAS

15 ACCOSTED AGAIN ON JULY 17, 2012 WHERE HE SHOT HIS ASSAILANT.

16 THE SHERIFF'S DEPARTMENT FAILED TO PROTECT SHAMAR WILLIAMS

17 ACCORDING TO THE VICTIM'S BILL OF RIGHTS GIVEN US TO BY THE

18 DETECTIVES. SHAMAR'S FIANCE WAS JAILED AT THE TIME BECAUSE SHE
19 WAS WITH HIM AT THE TIME OF HIS ARREST.

20

21 SUP. RIDLEY-THOMAS, CHAIRMAN: MA'AM, YOUR TIME HAS EXPIRED.

22 YOU CAN FEEL FREE TO SHARE THOSE DOCUMENTS WITH US THROUGH THE

23 SERGEANT. NEXT SPEAKER, PLEASE? I THINK THAT WOULD BE ERIC
24 PREVEN FOLLOWED BY THE PERSONS I DID CALL, ARNOLD SACHS,

25 ANTONIA RAMIREZ, AND THEN DAN GOTTLIEB. MA'AM, YOUR NAME?
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SUZANNE O'KEEFFE: SUZANNE O'KEEFFE.

SUP. RIDLEY-THOMAS, CHAIRMAN: YOU WERE HERE. YOU SHOULD HAVE

BEEN UP HERE EARLIER. COME ON. MA'AM, YOUR NAME?

ANNABELLA MAZAREIGOS: ANNABELLA MAZAREIGOS.

SUP. RIDLEY-THOMAS, CHAIRMAN: FINE, PROCEED. PARDON, MR.

PREVEN, THEY WERE BEFORE YOU.

ERIC PREVEN: YOU CALLED ME BEFORE THEM.

SUP. RIDLEY-THOMAS, CHAIRMAN: I'M SORRY. PROCEED.

SUZANNE O'KEEFFE: I APOLOGIZE. MY NAME IS SUZANNE O'KEEFFE. T
AM A HOMEOWNER ACTIVIST AS WELL AS A FILMMAKER. AND I WAS VERY
ENCOURAGED, SUPERVISOR MOLINA, BY WHAT YOU JUST SAID. I WAS
REALLY EXCITED. SO I THINK THAT IT'S VERY IMPORTANT THAT YOU
UNDERSTAND THE FRAUD THAT IS GOING ON. AND YOU DO HAVE A

3 CALIFORNIA BEGINS. AND THAT GIVES A LOT MORE STRICT

4 REQUIREMENTS FOR WHAT IS SUBMITTED TO THE COUNTY RECORDER'S

5 OFFICE. AND IT HAS LANGUAGE IN THERE THAT I WOULD SUGGEST TO

6 YOU GIVES YOU NOW THE AUTHORITY TO PUT IN PLACE MORE STRICT

7 REQUIREMENTS OF WHAT IS SUBMITTED TO THE COUNTY RECORDERS.

8 BECAUSE IT REQUIRES, IT SAYS "REQUIRES THAT ANY DOCUMENT

9 RELATED TO FORECLOSURE, THAT IS RECORDED BE ACCURATE, COMPLETE
10 AND SUPPORTED BY COMPETENT AND RELIABLE EVIDENCE." REQUIRED

11 THAT "THE ENTITY MUST REVIEW COMPETENT RELTIABLE EVIDENCE

12 TOWARD THE BORROWER'S DEFAULT AND THE MORTGAGE SERVICES RIGHTS
13 OR STANDING TO FORECLOSE" AND THREE IT REQUIRES "THE ENTITY

14 BRINGING FORECLOSURE MUST DEMONSTRATE THAT IT IS THE

15 BENEFICIARY, THE TRUSTEE, THE SUBSTITUTED TRUSTEE OR THE AGENT
16 DESIGNATED BY THE TRUE BENEFICIARY." THESE ARE IMPORTANT

17 REQUIREMENTS THAT ARE GOING INTO PLACE THIS MONTH. AND THERE
18 ARE ACTUALLY FUNDS AVAILABLE FROM THE CALIFORNIA DEPARTMENT OF
19 JUSTICE, A MILLION DOLLARS IN FUNDS TO IMPLEMENT HOMEOWNERS

20 BILL OF RIGHTS. SO I SUGGEST THAT THIS MIGHT BE A WAY THAT WE
21 CAN IMPLEMENT THE SAFEGUARDS IN THE COUNTY RECORDER'S OFFICE

22 THAT HAVE BEEN LACKING AND DEMAND THAT THERE BE AN AFFIDAVIT

23 THAT PROVES BY SOMEBODY WHO IS ACTUALLY TAKING RESPONSIBILITY
24 THAT THESE DOCUMENTS ARE ACCURATE THAT SUPPORTS ALL OF THE NEW

25 REQUIREMENT FOR THE HOMEOWNERS BILL OF RIGHT. I HAVE ACTUALLY

2 FORECLOSURES. WE'VE BEEN INVOLVED WITH BRIAN STEIGER AND CURT
3 SHELTON AND WE MADE A PROPOSAL. AND I CAME HERE TO EMPHASIZE
4 IT AND TO SUBMIT IT TO YOU AGAIN PERSONALLY. AND I THANK YOU

5 FOR YOUR INVESTIGATION AND YOUR SUPPORT.

7 SUP. RIDLEY-THOMAS, CHAIRMAN: THANK YOU VERY MUCH FOR YOUR

8 TESTIMONY. ALL RIGHT.

10 SPEAKER: SO I WAS GOING TO DONATE MY TIME TO HER. BUT THANK

11 YOU VERY MUCH. AND SOMETHING THAT I WANT TO KNOW, I WANT TO

12 TELL YOU GUYS THAT IT'S NOT JUST ONLY FORECLOSURE PEOPLE

13 LOSING THEIR HOMES. THEY GO AND RENT PLACES. RENTS ARE TOO

14 EXPENSIVE. THERE IS NOT AFFORDABLE HOUSING IN LOS ANGELES.

15 THAT'S RIDICULOUS BECAUSE ALL OF THESE REAL ESTATE FRAUD THAT
16 HAPPENED IN THIS CENTURY IT'S REALLY BAD. PEOPLE ARE BEING

17 HURT. PEOPLE DON'T HAVE HOMES. CHILDREN BEING DISPLACED.

18 THAT'S NOT FAIR. WE PAYING TAXES. IT'S NOT FAIR WHAT EVERYBODY
19 IS DOING TO US. THANK YOU.

20

21 SUP. RIDLEY-THOMAS, CHAIRMAN: WE THANK YOU FOR YOUR TESTIMONY.

22 NEXT SPEAKER, PLEASE.

23
24 ERIC PREVEN: YES. MY NAME IS ERIC PREVEN AND I AM THE COUNTY

25 RESIDENT FROM DISTRICT 3 AND I AM EXTREMELY UPSET THAT THERE
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1 WAS A VIOLATION OF THE BROWN ACT EARLIER TODAY WHEN AT ITEM 47
2 WHERE I CLEARLY HAD SIGNED UP NOT ONCE BUT TWICE AND RAISED MY

25 INDIVIDUALS WHO ARE ELECTED, THE ASSESSOR, OUR DISTRICT

25 SUP. RIDLEY-THOMAS, CHAIRMAN: YOUR TIME IS EXPIRED.
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ERIC PREVEN: WHAT HAPPENED TO DISCUSSION ITEMS, SIR? WE'RE NOT

DOING THAT TODAY?

SUP. RIDLEY-THOMAS, CHAIRMAN: YOUR TIME IS EXPIRED. NEXT

SPEAKER, PLEASE. THANK YOU.

18 FAMILY BACK. HOW IS THAT POSSIBLE? AFTER THE JUDGE RETURNED
19 THE KIDS TO ME. AT TAX PAYERS' EXPENSE THE D.C.F.S. APPEALED
20 THE CASE. AND ASTONISHINGLY THE APPEAL COURT PUT A STAY ON IT
21 RIGHT AWAY AFTER I SLAVED AWAY SPENT ALL MY TIME COLLECTING

22 AND SHOWING MY EVIDENCE, THE JOB THE GOVERNMENT REFUSED TO DO

23 ALTHOUGH IT IS THE DUTY DO SO, AFTER ALL THAT, THE SIMPLE
24 NOTICE OF APPEAL WAS ALL IT TOOK TO BE SEPARATED FROM MY

25 FAMILY AGAIN. AND I'LL HAVE YOU KNOW THE APPEALS STATE WAS
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1 BASED ON THE PERSONAL DECLARATION FROM COUNTY COUNSEL DAVID

9 PROBLEM BUT MY TAKING A PICTURE OF IT WAS. IT IS A YEAR LATER
10 AND THE APPEAL COURT STILL HAS NOT RULED ON MY FAMILY. THIS IS
11 THE GOVERNMENT'S ULTIMATE WAY TO SHOW YOU THE MIDDLE FINGER.

12 WHAT DOES IT ALL TELL THE PARENT: LET'S NOT TALK ABOUT

13 JUSTICE. IF THE D.C.F.S. TAKES YOUR KID AWAY DO NOT FIGHT

14 THEM. THANK YOU.

16 SUP. RIDLEY-THOMAS, CHAIRMAN: WE THANK YOU FOR YOUR TESTIMONY.
17

18 SUP. RIDLEY-THOMAS, CHAIRMAN: MISS WARD, PLEASE? MR. WALSH?

19

20 SHEILAH WARD: GREETINGS I'M HERE TO SPEAK TO YOU. I CAME HERE
21 LAST YEAR IN GOOD HONOR. I'VE BEEN COMING TO THIS BOARD FOR

22 OVER 25 YEARS, AND I'VE WONDERED WHAT HAPPENED TO THE OLD

23 SUPERVISOR THAT HAD YOUR SEAT, OKAY? BECAUSE ALL OF THEM HAD
24 PEOPLE TALKED BAD ABOUT THEM THE ONE HAD IT BEFORE YOU. YOU

25 ARE THE WORST SUPERVISOR EVER. HOW IS IT I COME DOWN HERE TO

5 INSTEAD, YOU SENT THE L.A.P.D. DOWN TO LEIMERT PARK TO ARREST
6 ANYBODY THAT CAME THERE FOR THE FESTIVAL THAT WAS

7 REQUESTED BY THE PERSON WHO HAD THE SEAT BEFORE YOU, YVONNE

8 BURKE. I DIDN'T UNDERSTAND THAT FIRST WHY GOD TOLD ME TO STOP
9 THE MARCH WE WERE GOING TO DO LAST YEAR WHICH YOU HONOR MARTIN
10 LUTHER KING UNTIL NOW. YOU CANNOT REPRESENT MARTIN LUTHER

11 KING. YOU ARE A DEFILE TO YOUR RACE AND TO YOUR PEOPLE. I'VE

17 EVERYBODY'S AREA WAS FABULOUS EXCEPT FOR US. WHAT AM I

18 SUPPOSED TO DO? NEXT YEAR ORGANIZE BUSES AND TAKE THEM THE ALL
19 YOU GUYS' DIFFERENT DISTRICTS WHERE YOU HAVE SOMETHING FOR

20  YOUR PEOPLE? AND PLUS WHOEVER IS THE SUPERVISOR OVER ORANGE

21 COUNTY, MY GOD, CHILDREN HAVE BEEN ARRESTED AND PUT INTO

22 FOSTER CARE BECAUSE THEIR MOTHER IS BLACK AND THEIR FATHER IS

23 WHITE, BECAUSE THE CHILD DREW A PICTURE THAT SAID "HE'S A
24 PROPHET AND THOSE ARE ANGELS" LET ME TELL YOU SOMETHING. THE
