15 AFTER GRADUATION FROM HARBOR, SHE PLANS TO ENROLL AT

BEFORE THIS BOARD, DO YOU SOLEMNLY AFFIRM TO TELL THE TRUTH,
THE WHOLE TRUTH AND NOTHING BUT THE TRUTH SO HELP YOU GOD?
THANK YOU. ON THIS ITEM, THIS IS THE HEARING ON THE AMENDMENTS
