5 AGE OF 17. TONY HAS HAD BRAIN AND SPINAL SURGERY TO REMOVE

6 MALIGNANT TUMORS FROM HIS BODY. HIS SPINE IS NOW DEFORMED AND
7 GETTING WORSE. HE HAS CONTRACTED ALSO DIABETES. HE HAS HAD

8§ MULTIPLE OPERATIONS. THE DOCTORS TOLD HIM THAT HE SHOULDN'T

9 EVEN BE ALIVE TODAY. THE MAKE-A-WISH FOUNDATION TOOK HIM AND
10 HIS FAMILY TO HAWAII THINKING THAT HE PROBABLY WOULDN'T

11 SURVIVE. BUT HE IS LIVING PROOF OF WHAT EXIDE HAS DONE TO

10 DOESN'T KNOW ABOUT BOUNDARIES. HE HAS PROVEN TO HIMSELF THAT
11 HE CAN BE THE BEST THAT HE CAN BE. AMELIA, PLEASE STAND AND BE
12 RECOGNIZED, ALSO. THANK YOU, MRS. VALLEJO. [APPLAUSE.] I WANT

24 PROPER PERMIT FROM THE STATE ENVIRONMENTAL AGENCY KNOWN AS THE

DEPARTMENT OF TOXIC AND SUBSTANCE CONTROL. TOXIC EMISSIONS
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1 FROM THAT FACILITY, INCLUDING LEAD, ARSENIC, BENZENE,

2 BUTADIENE AND OTHER POISONOUS CHEMICALS HAVE IMPACTED WELL
3 OVER 100,000 RESIDENTS OF LOS ANGELES COUNTY INCLUDING THOSE
4 LIVING AND WORKING IN COMMUNITIES OF VERNON, MAYWOOD, SOUTH

5 GATE, CUDAHY, HUNTINGTON PARK, COMMERCE, BOYLE HEIGHTS, BELL,
6 MONTEBELLO AND EAST LOS ANGELES. THESE MEN AND WOMEN AND

7 CHILDREN WILL LIVE THE REST OF THEIR LIVES WITH A HEIGHTENED
8 RISK OF CANCER, ESTIMATED IN SOME CASES TO BE AS HIGH AS 200
9 TIMES THE NORMAL RISK. THEIR HOMES AND YARDS ARE CONTAMINATED
10 WITH LEAD THIS CONTINUES TO PLACE THEM AT RISK EVERY SINGLE
11 DAY. CHILDREN PLAY SOCCER AND RIDE BICYCLES AND SCOOTERS IN
12 YARDS FILLED WITH LED-CONTAMINATED DIRT. THAT DIRT GETS

13 TRACKED INTO THEIR HOMES FROM THEIR SHOES. ALL AROUND THE

14 COMMUNITY I HAVE ENCOUNTERED FAMILIES WITH CHILDREN WHO HAVE
15 DEVELOPMENTAL DISABILITIES AND COGNITIVE IMPAIRMENTS. THOUGH
16 SOME OF THESE HARMS CAN NEVER BE MENDED, WE MUST DO EVERYTHING
17 THAT WE CAN TO MITIGATE PAST AND PREVENT FUTURE HARM. THESE
18 CHILDREN AND THEIR FAMILIES DESERVE TO ENJOY PLAYING OUTSIDE
19 WITHOUT PUTTING THEIR HEALTH AT RISK. IT'S TROUBLING THAT

20 D.T.5.C., WHICH HAS THE LEGAL JURISDICTION OVER ENVIRONMENTAL
21 REGULATION AND CLEANUP IN CALIFORNIA, HAS NOT MOVED WITH MORE
22 URGENCY TO RECTIFY THE SITUATION. THE SAME IS TRUE FOR EXIDE
23 OR OTHER GOVERNMENT AGENCIES WITH THE AUTHORITY TO FORCE

24 ACTION. TO DATE, ONLY 44 OF THE 216 HOMES IDENTIFIED AS
CONTAMINATED HAVE BEEN CLEARED INSIDE AND OUT. THE D.T.S.C.
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1 ADMITS THAT FURTHER TESTING IS LIKELY TO IDENTIFY BETWEEN
2 5,000 TO 10,000 MORE CONTAMINATED HOMES. THE REALITY IS THAT

3 THE MORE THAT THE SCALE OF THE DISASTER IS REVEALED, THE MORE
4 LEGAL LIABILITY THE RESPONSIBLE PARTIES FACE. THE COUNTY'S

5 EFFORTS TO DATE HAVE NOT CATALYZED THE URGENT CLEANUP THAT

6 THESE FAMILIES NEED. SINCE 2013, THE COUNTY HAS PASSED FIVE

7 MOTIONS AND SENT THE GOVERNOR A FIVE-SIGNATURE LETTER. THE

8 COUNTY AND THE PEOPLE THAT DEPEND ON IT CAN'T WAIT ANY LONGER.
9 THE TOTAL PRICE TAG FOR CLEANUP AND REMEDIATION COULD BE AS

10 HIGH AS $500 MILLION. AND IT IS THUS IMPOSSIBLE FOR THE COUNTY
11 TO UNDERTAKE THIS TASK ALONE. BUT THERE ARE ACTIONS THAT THE
12 COUNTY CAN TAKE NOW THAT WILL IMMEDIATELY HELP OUR RESIDENTS
13 WHILE D.T.S.C., EXIDE AND OTHERS MUST EVENTUALLY TAKE FULL

14 RESPONSIBILITY FOR THIS ENVIRONMENTAL DISASTER. WE CAN'T WAIT
15 FOR THAT TO HAPPEN. WE NEED TO MOVE URGENTLY TO PROTECT THE

16 HEALTH OF THESE FAMILIES. I THEREFORE MOVE THAT THE BOARD OF
17 SUPERVISORS, NUMBER ONE, DIRECT THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC

18 HEALTH, IN PARTNERSHIP WITH THE DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH SERVICES
19 AND THE DEPARTMENT OF MENTAL HEALTH TO UNDERTAKE THE FOLLOWING
20 ACTIONS: TO RETAIN ANY CONSULTANTS AND/OR CONTRACTORS

21 NECESSARY TO COMPLETE THESE ACTIONS AT A COST NOT TO EXCEED $2
22 MILLION. GIVEN THE URGENCY OF THE HEALTH NEEDS IN THE

23 COMMUNITY, SUCH CONSULTANTS AND/OR CONTRACTORS MUST BE

24 CONTRACTED ON A SOLE- SOURCE BASIS. A, FACILITATE THE
APPROPRIATE CLEANUP TO THE SATISFACTION OF THE COUNTY HEALTH
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1 OFFICER BOTH INSIDE AND OUTSIDE THE HOUSE. OF THE REMAINING
2  APPROXIMATELY 170 ALREADY IDENTIFIED HOMES BY TAKING ACTIONS

3 INCLUDING BUT NOT LIMITED TO DEPLOYING D.H.S. COMMUNITY HEALTH
4  WORKERS, KNOWN AS PROMOTORAS TO CONDUCT CULTURALLY AND

5 LINGUISTICALLY APPROPRIATE OUTREACH AND EDUCATION TO RESIDENTS
6 AND TO LIAISON BETWEEN THOSE RESIDENTS, D.T.S.C. AND EXIDE TO
7 FACILITATE COMPREHENSIVE CLEANING, LEVERAGING THE VOUCHERS

8 THAT HAVE BEEN PREVIOUSLY DISTRIBUTED FOR THE CLEANUP

9 INCLUDING ENSURING THAT THESE VOUCHERS ARE SUFFICIENT TO COVER
10 THE FULL COST OF APPROPRIATE CLEANUP. IDENTIEFY CONTAMINATED

11 AREAS BY CONDUCTING A RAPID ASSESSMENT OF POTENTIALLY AFFECTED

6 THE SHERIFF AND WHICH HE'S ACKNOWLEDGED AND AGREED TO IS THAT

15 SMALL STORY I THINK IT WAS IN "THE DAILY BREEZE" ABOUT THE

16 L.A. CITY WANTED TO TAKE SOME ACTION AND HAVING TO FACE

17 C.E.Q.A. REGULATIONS BECAUSE THEY WERE GOING TO CONSIDER USING
18 PARKING LOTS FOR PEOPLE TO PARK THEIR VEHICLES IN. AND THE USE
19 OF THOSE PARKING LOTS CREATED A SITUATION WHERE A NORMAL

23 SECONDED BY SUPERVISOR RIDLEY-THOMAS AS AMENDED WITHOUT

24 OBJECTION, SO ORDERED. NUMBER 44-B. AND COULD WE FIRST HAVE--

10 OF SERVICES AND LIFELINES. THERE ARE TWO KEY AREAS THAT WE'RE
11 CONCENTRATING ON, ONE BEING INDIVIDUAL ASSISTANCE FOR

12 HOMEOWNERS, ESPECIALLY RENTERS AND BUSINESSES, AND PUBLIC

13 ASSISTANCE FOR THE PUBLIC SECTOR AND SPECIAL DISTRICTS. FOR

14 THE COMMUNITY WE'VE BEEN ENCOURAGING RESIDENTS TO COMPLETE THE
15 DAMAGE ASSESSMENT SURVEY. IT'S A SELF-REPORTING SURVEY THAT

16 TAKES LESS THAN FIVE MINUTES TO COMPLETE. ALTHOUGH COMPLETING

11 IF THEY ARE HAVING ANY ISSUES AND 211 OPERATORS CAN ASSIST

12 THEM WITH DOING THAT. ONCE WE COLLECT THE MAJORITY OF THOSE

13 SURVEYS, WE'LL COORDINATE WITH THOSE TEAMS TO COME IN AND LOOK
14 AT ANY TYPE OF DAMAGE THAT WE ACTUALLY HAVE TO VERIFY THOSE

15 PRELIMINARY DAMAGE ASSESSMENTS. WE'RE ALSO WORKING WITH THE

17 THROUGH THE DEPARTMENT OF ARTS AND THEN IT'S A SEWER GROUND.
18 THE LANCASTER GOLF COURSE. AND I CAN'T EVEN IMAGINE HOW THEY
19 DESIGNED IT.

20

21 SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU, NICOLE.

22

23 NICOLE PARSON: AND THAT'S THE ONLY PLACE THAT IT COULD BE FOR

24 THE KIDS. AND IT WILL GIVE US HEALTHY AND ENFORCE.
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1 SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU, NICOLE. MR. SACHS. WAIVED?
2  OKAY. SO I'LL MAKE THE MOTION AS AMENDED WHERE WE WILL WAIVE
3 BUILDING PERMIT FEES FOR REPAIRING PROPERTIES DAMAGED BY THIS
4 STORM EVENT. SECOND BY SUPERVISOR SOLIS, WITHOUT OBJECTION, SO
5 ORDERED. ON ITEM NO. 2, I WANT CAPTAIN MERRILL LADENHEIM FROM
6 THE SHERIFF'S DEPARTMENT TO COME UP ON THIS ITEM. THIS IS A
7 VERY GOOD MOTION BY MY COLLEAGUES, SUPERVISOR KUEHL AND KNABE
8 WHICH CONTINUES OUR EFFORTS AS WE SEE GREATER PROTECTION FOR
9 THE VICTIMS OF CHILD SEX TRAFFICKING AND TESTIFYING AGAINST

10 THEIR TRAFFICKERS AND BY IDENTIFYING THE TRAFFICKED YOUTH AS

11 VICTIMS RATHER THAN AS CRIMINALS WHICH WE ALL SUPPORT

12 UNANIMOUSLY. AND IT SUPPORTS THE COUNTY'S EFFORTS TO ADDRESS

13 THIS PROBLEM.

14

15 CAPT. MERRILL LADENHEIM: MR. MAYOR, HONORABLE BOARD, THANK YOU

16 ON BEHALF OF SHERIFF JIM MCDONNELL, FOR GIVING US THE

17  OPPORTUNITY TO COMMENT ON THIS IMPORTANT AGENDA ITEM. WITH ME

18 IS COMMANDER ROD KUSCH FROM THE DETECTIVE DIVISION. WE ARE

19 VERY MUCH IN LINE WITH THIS BOARD MOTION. IT GOES TO STAND UP

20 AND SHOW WHAT THE SHERIFF'S DEPARTMENT HAS BEEN DOING AND

21 CONTINUES WITH ONGOING EFFORTS IN OUR WORK WITH OUR VULNERABLE

22 POPULATION. OUR GOAL IS SIMPLY NOT TO ARREST BUT TO KEEP THESE

23 YOUNG VICTIMS OF RAPE SAFE. WORK WITH THE FIRST RESPONDER

24 PROTOCOL, WITH OUR YOUNG RAPE VICTIMS AND THE WORK WE'VE BEEN

DOING WITH OUR VICTIM ADVOCATES HAS VERY MUCH ENABLED US TO
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1 SEE THE PROBLEM THROUGH A VICTIM-CENTRIC LENS. AS YOU KNOW, WE
2 HAVE THE TASKFORCE BEING COMPLETED AND BUILT UPON. WE HAVE OUR
3 FEDERAL, STATE, COUNTY PARTNERS. AND OUR GOAL IS TO NOT ARREST
4 BUT TO BRING WITH US VICTIM-CENTERED SERVICES. WE WERE JUST

5 AWARDED THE DEPARTMENT OF JUSTICE GRANT TO END HUMAN

6 TRAFFICKING WHICH WILL BE COMING BEFORE YOUR BOARD VERY

7 SHORTLY. AND WITH THAT, WE ARE UNABLE TO BRING SERVICES FROM

8§ VICTIM SERVICE PROVIDERS, SUCH AS C.A.S.P. AND SAVING

9 INNOCENCE WITH US TO ADDRESS THESE ISSUES. THE SHERIFE IS VERY
10 MUCH COMMITTED TO THIS ISSUE. AND IS STANDING UP THE TASKFORCE
11 TO ADDRESS ISSUES THAT HAVE BEEN BROUGHT FORTH WITHIN THE

12 BOARD MOTION. SO WE'RE VERY SUPPORTIVE OF IT. WE'RE IN LINE OF
13 IT AND LIKE I SAID, THE GOAL OF THE SHERIFEF IS TO NOT ARREST
14 BUT TO KEEP THESE VICTIMS SAFE.

15

16 CMDR. ROD KUSCH: IT'S CLEAR THE SHERIFF'S GOAL IS TO PUT A LOT
17 OF EFFORT TO THIS. CAPTAIN LADENHEIM HAS BEEN ASSIGNED TO BE
18 THE CAPTAIN AND OVERSEER OF THE ENTIRE TASKFORCE. SO WE ARE

19 COMMITTING A LOT OF RESOURCES TOWARD IT AND EFFORT, AND WE'RE
20 GLAD TO SEE THIS BOARD MOTION, AS WELL.

21

22 SUP. KNABE: MR. MAYOR?

23

24 SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: WE'RE HAVING MORE OF OUR JURISDICTIONS
RECOGNIZE THE SERIOUSNESS OF THIS PROBLEM, AND THESE YOUNG
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1 PEOPLE, VERY YOUNG, AVERAGE AGE AROUND 12, LIFE EXPECTANCY OF
2 NINE YEARS. THAT MEANS THEY'RE BEING KILLED, BASICALLY BY THE
3 AGE OF 21, ARE FINALLY STEPPING UP TO THE PLATE TO ADDRESS

4 THIS ISSUE AND TO GET OUR FAITH-BASED COMMUNITIES TO ALSO WORK

5 COOPERATIVELY ON THIS ISSUE?

7 CAPT. MERRILL LADENHEIM: YES, SIR. AND THIS IS A PROBLEM I

8 THINK THAT HAS VERY WELL BEEN DEMONSTRATED. LAW ENFORCEMENT

9 CANNOT HANDLE ALONE. IT'S A GLOBAL ISSUE. AND WE ARE PULLING
10 IN VICTIMS SERVICES FROM THE FAITH-BASED COMMUNITY, FROM OUR
11 VICTIM PARTNERS AND VICTIM ADVOCATES TO REALLY PROVIDE WRAP-
12 AROUND SERVICES TO ENSURE SUCCESS. ONE OF THE TENETS OF THE

13 FIRST RESPONDER PROTOCOL IS TO REMAIN WITH OUR VICTIM DURING
14 SOME OF THE MOST CRITICAL TIME, THAT FIRST 72 HOURS, SO WE CAN
15 MONITOR THE VICTIM AND ENSURE SUCCESS IN OUR PROGRAMMING. YOU
16 KNOW, THE THREE-PRONG APPROACH ON THIS IS WHAT WE'RE BASING

17 OUR SUCCESS ON. AND FIRST AND FOREMOST IS RESCUING OUR VICTIM,
18 PROVIDING WRAP-AROUND SERVICES, GIVING THAT VICTIM AN ADVOCATE
19 AS REFERENCED IN THE AGENDA, BUT THE TWO OTHER VERY IMPORTANT
20 COMPONENTS ARE ADDRESSING THE TRAFFICKING ISSUE AND ADDRESSING
21 THE BUYER ISSUE. AND WITH THE NEW TASKFORCE, THE SHERIFEF HAS
22 COMMITTED TO ADDRESSING ALL THREE PRONGS OF THIS PROBLEM. AND
23 WITH THAT, WE BRING IN OUR COMMUNITY, OUR VICTIM ADVOCATES AND

24 OUR SOCIAL SERVICES.
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1 SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: WHAT ABOUT DEALING WITH LET'S SAY THE
2 MOTEL INDUSTRY? I KNOW A LOT OF THESE ARE INDIVIDUALLY OWNED
3 OR FAMILY OWNED. BRINGING THEM TO THE PLATE TO STEP FORWARD

4 AND MAKE THESE REPORTS WHEN THIS IS TAKING PLACE.

6 CAPT. MERRILL LADENHEIM: YES, SIR, THANK YOU FOR BRINGING THAT
7 UP. WE ARE WORKING THE HUMAN TRAFFICKING TASKFORCE, THE

8 SHERIFF'S DEPARTMENT WITH THE INSURANCE PROVIDER TO THE HOTEL
9 INDUSTRY. A VERY PROGRESSIVE INSURANCE PROVIDER NAMED PETRA

10 INDUSTRIES. THEY'RE VERY CONCERNED ABOUT THE CONDUCT AND THESE
11 TYPES OF ACTIVITIES OCCURRING IN PROPERTIES THAT THEY INSURE.
12 THEY'VE INVITED THE SHERIFF'S DEPARTMENT TO ADDRESS JUST

13 RECENTLY AT INDUSTRY HILLS AT THE WESTERN HOTEL/MOTEL OWNERS'
14 CONFERENCE. THEY WERE VERY RECEPTIVE AND HAVE INVITED US TO

15 THETR NATIONAL CONFERENCE THIS YEAR IN THE MIDWEST WHERE WE DO
16 A PRESENTATION, MAKE HOTEL AND MOTEL OWNERS AWARE OF THE HUMAN
17 TRAFFICKING PROBLEM. AND PETRA, WE'RE WORKING WITH A COMPANY
18 TO POST IN EVERY HOTEL/MOTEL THAT THEY INSURE HOW TO REPORT

19 THIS, WHAT TO LOOK FOR AND HOW TO AVOID HUMAN TRAFFICKING ON
20 THEIR PROPERTIES.

21

22 SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: I UNDERSTAND THEY'RE USING PUBLIC

23 TRANSPORTATION AS A MEANS OF TRANSPORTING THESE YOUNG PEOPLE
24 TO THEIR JOHNS. ARE WE INCREASING THE-- EDUCATING OUR TRANSIT

DRIVERS TO BE AWARE AND TO MAKE THESE REPORTS?
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2 CAPT. MERRILL LADENHEIM: YES, SIR. THROUGH YOUR BOARD'S
3 EFFORTS WITH METRO, THERE'S AN INTERNAL EDUCATION CAMPAIGN TO
4 ALERT PEOPLE, EMPLOYEES AT WORK WHAT TO LOOK FOR AND VERY

5 IMPORTANTLY HOW TO REPORT SUCH ACTIVITY. THERE'S ALSO A PUBLIC
6 EDUCATION CAMPAIGN AT THE TERMINALS, THE BUS STOPS AND AT

7 SPECIFIC STATIONS TO EDUCATE THE PUBLIC AS WELL AND RAISE THE
8 AWARENESS CAMPAIGN IN OUR TRANSPORTATION SYSTEM WHERE SO MANY
9 OF THESE VICTIMS ARE FERRIED, AND BRINGING THAT LEVEL OF

10 CONSCIOUSNESS TO THE PROBLEM HAS BEEN A VERY, VERY IMPORTANT
11  TOOL IN OUR FIGHT AGAINST HUMAN TRAFFICKING.

12

13 SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: SUPERVISOR KUEHL?

14

15 SUP. SHEILA KUEHL: THANK YOU, MR. MAYOR. FIRST OF ALL, PRAISE
16 TO THE SHERIFF'S DEPARTMENT. YOU HAVE REALLY STEPPED UP AND

17 UNDERSTOOD THIS IN AN EXCEPTIONALLY SHORT TIME. AS I KNOW YOU
18 KNOW, THERE'S A BROADER CAMPAIGN IN THE COUNTRY, GENERALLY

19 CALLED THE NO SUCH THING CAMPAIGN. THAT IS NO SUCH THING AS A
20 CHILD PROSTITUTE, TREATING THE CHILDREN AS THE VICTIMS THAT

21 THEY TRULY ARE. AND THIS MOTION RECOGNIZES, REALLY, THE

22 PROGRESS THAT WE'VE MADE AND MAKES CERTAIN THAT WE CONTINUE

23 NOT ONLY THE FIRST RESPONDER PROTOCOL BUT ALSO ENCOURAGING THE
24 DISTRICT ATTORNEY TO TAKE ADVANTAGE OF A CURRENT PENAL CODE

SECTION SO THAT THESE CHILDREN AREN'T FORCED TO TESTIFY IN THE
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1 PRESENCE OF THEIR ABUSERS OR THEIR PIMPS, WHICH CAN HAVE A
2  DETRIMENTAL EFFECT. JUTS TO REMIND PEOPLE, THIS IS ALREADY THE
3 LAW. AND WE THINK IT'S A GOOD TOOL TO USE FOR OUR CHILDREN WHO
4 ARE VICTIMS. MOST IMPORTANTLY, I THINK THE SERVICES THAT ARE

5 BEING PROVIDED, THERE ARE A NUMBER OF-- MY COLLEAGUES HAVE

6 BEEN WORKING DILIGENTLY ALL THROUGH, WELL, THE YEAR THAT I'VE
7 BEEN HERE AND BEFORE, AND WE WILL SEE THE RESULTS OF SOME OF

8 THAT WORK I BELIEVE NEXT WEEK IN TERMS OF MOTIONS THAT THEY

9 WILL BRING. I SIMPLY WANTED TO BRING THIS TODAY BECAUSE THIS
10 WEEK WE'RE RECOGNIZING THE NO SUCH THING CAMPAIGN AND FIGURED
11  THIS WAS A GOOD WAY FOR THE COUNTY TO WEIGH IN AND SAY WE

12 BELIEVE IN THIS. THIS WILL BE PART OF WHAT WE WILL DO FOR

13 THESE VICTIMS. SO THANK YOU VERY MUCH.

14

15 CAPT. MERRILL LADENHEIM: YOU'RE WELCOME, MA'AM. AND WE'VE BEEN
16 WORKING COLLABORATIVELY WITH ALL FIVE BOARD OFFICES ON THIS

17 PROJECT. WE'VE COME VERY CLOSELY TOGETHER ON THE ISSUE. AND TO
18 PIGGYBACK ON THE NO SUCH THING CAMPAIGN, THE SHERIFF WILL BE
19 MESSAGING INTERNALLY TO ALL 18,000 EMPLOYEES OF THE SHERIFF'S
20 DEPARTMENT, AND SPECIFICALLY NOTING THAT THESE VICTIMS ARE

21 VICTIMS OF RAPE. AND THERE IS NO SUCH THING AS A CHILD

22 PROSTITUTE. AND THAT INTERNAL MESSAGE WILL BE PUT FORTH

23 SOMETIME TODAY OR TOMORROW. AND THAT'S THE EXPECTATIONS OF ALL

24 OUR EMPLOYEES. IT'S CHANGING THE WAY WE THINK ABOUT THESE
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1 VICTIMS INTERNALLY SO WE CAN PROPERLY REPRESENT AND DO OUR

2 JOBS AND GIVE THEM THE SERVICES THEY DESERVE.

4 SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: SUPERVISOR KNABE?

6 SUP. KNABE: I JUST WANT TO ADD, YOU KNOW, A THANK YOU FOR YOUR
7 WILLINGNESS TO WORK TOGETHER. THIS POINT CAME TO US SEVERAL

8 YEARS AGO. MANY OF US HERE AND IN THE SHERIFF'S DEPARTMENT

9 THOUGHT IT WAS IN THE THIRD WORLD COUNTRIES WHEN IT'S RIGHT IN
10 OUR OWN BACKYARD. I THINK THE IMPORTANCE OF THE ISSUE BEFORE
11 US, THOUGH, IS THAT-- AND WE CONTINUE TO CHANGE THAT

12 VOCABULARY-- THAT THERE IS NO SUCH THING AS A CHILD

13 PROSTITUTE. NO SUCH THING. THERE IS NO 12-YEAR-OLD YOUNG LADY
14 THAT MAKES A CONSCIOUS DECISION TO BECOME A PROSTITUTE. SO

15 THAT'S A HUGE ISSUE. THE COORDINATION OF THIS EFFORT, THOUGH,
16 I THINK ALSO HELPS US TO BRING THE FOCUS ON THE OTHER SIDE OF
17 IT, WHICH IS THE SCUMBAG PIMPS AND THE JOHNS. AND LIKE YOU

18 SAY, THE JOHNS, THAT'S NOT SEX, THAT'S RAPE, WITH THESE YOUNG
19 VICTIMS. SO AS WE CONTINUE TO WORK THROUGH ALL THIS, AS AN

20 EXAMPLE, THE PROTOCOL THAT THE COUNTY HAS IMPLEMENTED WITH ALL
21 THE POLICE AGENCIES AND PROBATION AND EVERYONE ELSE THROUGH

22 THE SYSTEM, THERE WAS A POINT THAT EVERY TIME THESE YOUNG

23 GIRLS WERE TURNED BACK, LIKE 78 PERCENT RAN RIGHT BACK TO

24 THEIR PIMP. NOW IT'S LIKE 1 IN 38 BECAUSE WE HAVE A DEDICATED

COURTROOM. WE HAVE A CONTROLLED WRAP-AROUND SERVICES AROUND
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1 THEM. WE HAVE A LOT TO DO, JUST TO FOLLOW-UP ON MIKE'S
2 QUESTION BECAUSE MARK WAS THERE AND OTHERS, WE DID HAVE A

3 PRESS CONFERENCE RECENTLY WITH PHIL WASHINGTON OUR C.E.O. OF

4 THE M.T.A. TRAINING EVERY METRO EMPLOYEE TO BE ABLE TO

5 RECOGNIZE AND TO BE ABLE TO IDENTIFY, JUST LIKE WE DID AFTER

6 9/11 WITH THE BLACK BAGS OR ANY BAG YOU SEE, IF YOU SEE

7 SOMETHING, SAY SOMETHING. AND I THINK THAT'S THE CRITICAL

8 ISSUE. SO, AGAIN, THE MORE WE COORDINATE, THE BETTER OFF WE'RE
9 GOING TO BE. WE STILL HAVE VICTIMS WE HAVE TO DEAL WITH. BUT I
10 THINK THE WRAP-AROUND PROTOCOL AND A LOT OF GOOD THINGS

11 HAPPENING, GIVEN THESE YOUNG VICTIMS A CHANCE AND A LIFE THEY
12 REALLY DESERVE.

13

14 SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: SUPERVISOR SOLIS.

15

16 SUP. HILDA SOLIS: THANK YOU AGAIN FOR YOUR SERVICE AND YOUR

17  WORK AND TO SUPERVISOR KUEHL AND KNABE FOR YOUR EFFORTS AND

18 ALL OF THE BOARD REALLY FOCUSING ON THIS AREA. I HAD A REALLY
19 INTERESTING CONVERSATION WITH OUR SHERIFEF A WHILE BACK

20 REGARDING WHAT WE SEE AS A TREND NOW OCCURRING IN AREAS LIKE
21 EAST LOS ANGELES. WE ACTUALLY HAVE YOUNG GANG MEMBERS WHO ARE
22 PARTAKING IN THE TRAFFICKING OF OTHER MINORS. AND THIS SEEMS
23 UNUSUAL, BUT IT'S HAPPENING. SO IT ISN'T ABOUT DRUGS NOW, IT'S
24 ABOUT MAKING MORE MONEY ON TRAFFICKING ANOTHER HUMAN BEING.

AND I REALLY WANT TO COMMEND THE SHERIFEF FOR THINKING OUTSIDE
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1 THE BOX AND HOPEFULLY BRINGING TO THE REALIZATION THAT THESE
2 THINGS ARE HAPPENING UNDER OUR NOSE. AND THEY'RE IN THE ALL
3 HAPPENING IN HOTELS. THEY'RE HAPPENING IN OUR NEIGHBORHOODS.
4 AND WE HAVE ANOTHER LINGERING GROUP OF PEOPLE THAT ARE NOW

5 INVOLVED. AND IT'S VERY HIGH LEVEL, SYNDICATED, SO TO SPEAK.
6 SO IF A CHILD CAN BE SOLD, WHAT I WAS BEING INFORMED BY OUR
7 SHERIFE AND OTHERS, IS THAT A YOUNG CHILD CAN BE USED AS A

8 TRAFFICKING VICTIM FOR A WEEK. AND IN THAT WEEK, THEY CAN--
9 THAT INDIVIDUAL THAT IS PIMPING THAT CHILD, WHO HAPPENS TO BE
10 A TEENAGER, AS WELL, CAN MAKE UPWARDS OF $600,000 IN A MONTH,
11 NOT A WEEK. LET ME TAKE THAT BACK. IN A YEAR'S TIME, ONE

12 CHILD, $600,000. BECAUSE IT'S REPEATED. AND SO IN ONE WEEK, I
13 MEAN YOU'RE TALKING THOUSANDS OF DOLLARS, $5,000, $6,000. I

14 WAS BLOWN AWAY WHEN I HEARD THIS INFORMATION. AND IT'S

15 DEVASTATING BECAUSE IT'S HAPPENING. AND WE NEED TO BE ABLE TO
16 DETECT IT AND ALSO MAKE SURE THAT TO YOUR COMMUNITY-BASED

17 GROUPS THAT ARE WORKING WITH THESE YOUNGSTERS, SOME THAT ARE
18 INVOLVED IN SPECIAL ACTIVITIES FOR YOUTH ALSO NEED TO BE AWARE
19 OF WHAT TO REPORT AND HOW TO DETECT IT. I'M FINDING THERE'S A
20 LOT OF FOLKS THAT DON'T UNDERSTAND THAT IT'S VERY PERVASIVE

21 EVEN IN OUR OWN NEIGHBORHOOD CLUBS AND ORGANIZATIONS. SO I

22 THANK YOU VERY MUCH. I TOTALLY COMMEND WHERE WE'RE GOING. AND

23 I KNOW THERE HAS TO BE MORE.

24

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: SUPERVISOR MARK RIDLEY-THOMAS?
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SUP. RIDLEY-THOMAS: THANK

ME JUST SIMPLY LEND MY VOICE. IT IS A GOOD SIGN THAT WE'VE

MADE AS MUCH PROGRESS AS WE'VE MADE OVER THE LAST FEW YEARS

ALONE. SPECIFIC REFERENCE

YOU, MR. MAYOR AND COLLEAGUES. LET

TO HOW WE TALK ABOUT THIS. THAT'S

CHANGED. THE LANGUAGE OF RAPE AS IT RELATES TO THESE

YOUNGSTERS HAS SHIFTED FROM CHILD PROSTITUTES TO VICTIMS,

SURVIVORS. AND NOW TAKE A

MUCH MORE PROACTIVE SENSE. AND I

DEEM THIS NOT SIMPLY IN TERMS OF THE SHERIFF'S DEPARTMENT

ALONE BUT D.A.'S OFFICE, THE CITY ATTORNEY'S OFFICE AND SO

FORTH. THERE HAVE BEEN A SIGNIFICANT SHIFT IN THE

UNDERSTANDING AND THE LEARNING SO THAT WE DO THIS WELL. AND I

WANT TO COMMEND MY COLLEAGUES HERE AND ELSEWHERE AT THE STATE

AND FEDERAL LEVELS FOR BRINGING LEADERSHIP TO BEAR. IT MAKES A

DIFFERENCE WHEN WE UNDERSTAND THAT THIS IS A MORALLY REPUGNANT

SET OF CIRCUMSTANCES THAT

GO ON IN VARIOUS COMMUNITIES WHERE

ADULTS EXPLOIT CHILDREN AND OTHER ADULTS THEN HAVE TO COME

FORWARD AND STAND UP FOR THESE VERY, VERY VULNERABLE YOUNG

PEOPLE. SO I WISH TO COMMEND THE SHERIFF'S DEPARTMENT. I WANT

TO ACKNOWLEDGE THE WORK OF THE COUNTERPARTS OF COUNTY SERVICE

FROM D.P.S.S. TO D.C.F.S.

AND D.A.'S OFFICE. AND THIS IS

TAKING A TOTAL EFFORT. AND WE STILL HAVE QUITE A LOT OF WORK

TO DO. I'M NOT PERSUADED THAT THE PIMPS AND JOHNS TAKE US AS

SERIOUSLY AS I HOPE THEY WILL COME TO TAKE US. THAT WILL BE

PURSUANT TO OUR VIGILANCE.

I'D LIKE TO INSPIRE THE VICTIMS TO
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1 TAKE US SERIOUSLY THAT WE ARE HERE TO SUPPORT AND TO HELP
2 RESCUE THEM FROM THOSE CIRCUMSTANCES AND MORE TO THE POINT OF
3 PREVENT THEM FROM FALLING PREY TO THESE INDIVIDUALS WHO PROPER
4 DESCRIPTION I WILL NOT SUBJECT YOU TO. THANK YOU, MAYOR AND

5 COLLEAGUES.

20 STEP IN THE RIGHT DIRECTION. WE APPLAUD THE SHERIFF'S
