TO SPEND $250,000 ON AUTHORIZING FORMS. THAT'S SOME OF THAT
MUST BE THAT FISCAL RESPONSIBILITY. I HELD ITEMS 8 AND 11,
ACTUALLY, BECAUSE THEY REFER TO SOMETHING I WANT TO SPEAK
ABOUT LATER, BUT ITEM 8 REFERS TO OFFICIAL RECORDS KEPT IN THE
COUNTY. AND ITEM 11 IS AN AMENDMENT. YOU'RE AMENDING THE
ORDINANCE IN ORDER TO CHANGE THE NAME. WE'LL TALK ABOUT THAT A
LITTLE LATER WHEN WE TALK ABOUT CIVIC LESSONS THAT OCCURRED
LAST WEEK. AND I HELD ITEMS 34, 37 AND 44. YOU KNOW, YOU HAVE
THIS LIVING WAGE ORDINANCE ON YOUR AGENDA. YOU'RE GOING TO
TALK ABOUT. AND 34 AND 37 YOU'RE OUTSOURCING POSITIONS. SO I'M

WONDERING: ARE THEY INCLUSIVE IN THE LIVING WAGE ORDINANCE?
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AND I JUST SAW AN AD IN THE LONG BEACH-- WELL ACTUALLY, THE
L.A. TIMES FOR LONG BEACH BUS DRIVERS. WOULD THEY BE SUBJECT
TO THE LIVING WAGE ORDINANCE IF THEY ARE OUTSIDE LOS ANGELES
AND DRIVE THROUGH THE UNINCORPORATED AREAS OF THE COUNTY,
WOULD THEY HAVE TO PAY THOSE DRIVERS NEW LIVING WAGE ORDINANCE
OR THE NEW $15 MINIMUM WAGE ORDINANCE OR WHATEVER YOU DECIDED
ON? AND THEN 49 REFERS TO TEMPORARY EMPLOYEES FOR THE FIRE, A
COUPLE DIFFERENT AGENCIES. WELL, YOU'RE NOT OUTSOURCING,
YOU'RE GETTING TEMP EMPLOYEES. ARE THEY UNDER THE AUSPICES OF
THIS LIVING WAGE ORDINANCE? BECAUSE THEY'RE ALWAYS BRINGING IT
BACK TO THE IN HOME HEALTHCARE WORKERS THAT ARE NOT SUBJECT TO
THE LIVING WAGE ORDINANCE THAT ARE OUTSIDE THE EXCEPTIONS TO
THE LIVING WAGE ORDINANCE, TO THE $15 AN HOUR ORDINANCE, TO
EVERYTHING EXCEPT THE ONES WHO LIVE IN RIVERSIDE COUNTY OR WAS

THAT SAN BERNARDINO COUNTY?

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: MR. PREVEN?

ERIC PREVEN: YES, GOOD MORNING, SIR, IT'S ERIC PREVEN, THE
COUNTY RESIDENT FROM DISTRICT 3. YOU PUSHED THROUGH ITEM 14
BEFORE THE PRESENTATIONS, SIR. THAT IS THE JOHN ANSON FORD
NAMING PROGRAM. AND AS YOU KNOW, THIS IS AN AREA WHERE I'VE
TAKEN SOME INTEREST. SO I WOULD RECOMMEND CALLING THE PATH,
THE MIKE ANTONOVICH PATH, AND MAYBE WE COULD CALL THE SILENCE

WALL THE DON KNABE SILENCE WALL BECAUSE THIS IS AN EXAMPLE OF
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RAISING MONEY FOR THE JOHN ANSON FORD. I'M CONCERNED FRANKLY,
JOKING ASIDE, THAT THIS IS GOING TO INHIBIT DONATING. IF YOU
NAME THE BUILDING THE ZEV YAROSLAVSKY, PEOPLE ARE NOT INCLINED
TO PUT UP A LITTLE NAME NEXT TO IT. I UNDERSTAND THE NEED, BUT
WE SHOULD DO SOMETHING MORE LIKE A BIG PLAQUE FOR EVERYBODY
MAYBE DESIGNED BY AN ARTIST, MORE OF THE MODEL LIKE A
MEMORIAL. OKAY. ITEM R-2, R-3 AND R-4, SUPERVISOR KUEHL, I
KNOW YOU HAVE TAKEN INTEREST AS OUR NEW LEGAL SCHOLAR.
WICKHAM'S GOING TO FINALLY GET ESTABROOK DOWN HERE TO MAKE A
PRESENTATION ABOUT HOW BAD IT REALLY IS. BUT WHY ARE WE
PUSHING IT TO JANUARY 5? THAT WAS THE WHOLE POINT TO DO IT BY
DECEMBER PER SUPERVISOR MOLINA, SO I JUST DON'T UNDERSTAND.
AND ESTABROOK IS NOT A TERRIBLE GUY. NOT SURE HE IS RELATED TO
AN ITEM 7 HAROLD ESTABROOK OF THE ORCHARD DALE WATER DISTRICT.
THESE GUYS, THIS IS ONE OF THE MOST HAND-CARRIED DEVELOPMENT
PROJECTS FOR 53 UNITS I'VE EVER SEEN. THIS IS NOT EVERY I IS
DOTTED, EVERY T IS CROSSED AND THESE GUYS ARE MOVING QUICKLY.
NOw, I DID NOTE THAT THERE ARE OIL WELLS IN THIS LAND, OR
THERE WERE, SO THAT D.0.G.G.R., THAT FAVORITE GROUP WE'RE
TRYING TO DRAG DOWN HERE FOR SOCAL GLASS IS INVOLVED OR WE'RE
GOING TO DO A REVIEW AT LEAST. MAYBE WE COULD ASK THEM IF
THEY'RE HERE TODAY, BUT THAT IS ASTONISHING. AND HE'S ONLY
PROVIDING A VERY SMALL AMOUNT OF PUBLIC BENEFIT TO THE TUNE IF
I'M NOT MISTAKEN MISTAKEN $127,000 TO PARKS AND REC, WHICH IS

A VERY GOOD DEAL FOR THE GUYS BECAUSE AT THE CITY THEY'RE PAID
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EVEN A LITTLE BIT MORE AND THEY ARE NOT DOING A GOOD JOB OVER
THERE. CYPRUS SECURITY IN ITEM 37 IS AN EXAMPLE OF PUBLIC
WORKS SAYING, "HAVE A LITTLE MORE." THIS IS A GIANT GROUP
BASED IN SAN FRANCISCO THAT HAS BEEN PROVIDING SECURITY FOR
THIS GROUP AND THEY JUST INCREASING THE SCOPE OF WORK. THERE
IS NO R.F.P. WHEN YOU INCREASE THE SCOPE OF WORK. SO THAT'S
WHAT THE ISSUE THERE IS. ITEM NO. 22 AND 21 ARE BOTH IN OUR
HEALTHCARE SECTOR TO TRY TO HOLD ONTO THE MONEY THAT'S GOING
OUT THE DOOR. THE ONE ITEM 21 IS H.M.S. INC. NOW THIS GROUP,
PEOPLE WHO ARE DOING FRAUD, THEY GO AND GET THEM. YOU HAVE TO
WATCH A BIG COMPANY. THAT SHOULD BE DONE IN-HOUSE OBVIOUSLY BY
A PROPER HEALTH SERVICE, BECAUSE IF YOU HAVE AN OUTSIDE GUY,
THEY ARE ALSO BUSY CREATING PROBLEMS TO SOLVE. WHO KNOWS ABOUT
HOW THAT WORKS? AND ITEM 22 IS GLOBAL HEALTHCARE EXCHANGE. I

HER CHAIR CEREMONY, IT IS $6,000 AND FREE PARKING, NOT 20
TIMES 300. WE LIKE THE MATH DONE UP FRONT SO EVERYBODY KNOWS.
THERE'S NOTHING WRONG WITH IT, BY THE WAY. AND SUPERVISOR
KUEHL, I KNOW YOU NOTED THE NEW YORK TIMES EDITORIAL ABOUT

WOMEN IN PRISON, PLEASE STAND WITH THE PUBLIC AND LET'S GO
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AGAINST THE BASIC IDEA OF SHIPPING PEOPLE UP TO LANCASTER AT

$100 MILLION.

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU. MOTION BY SUPERVISOR KUEHL.
SECONDED WITHOUT OBJECTION, SO ORDERED. ITEM NUMBER 30, WE
HAVE DANIEL GOTTLIEB. CARLA ANDRUS. NANCY VERNON MARINO. ROB

CALLEJA.

AVIANNA URIBE, ACTING ASS'T. EXEC. OFCR.: FOR CLARIFICATION,
THE ITEMS WE JUST VOTED ON WERE 1-D, 2, 4, 8, 10, 11, 17, 18,

19, 21, 22, 24, 25, 26, 29, 34, 35, 44, 67 AND 69-C.

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THAT WAS THE MOTION BY KUEHL. SECOND
WITHOUT OBJECTION, SO ORDERED. MR. GOTTLIEB? HAS ROB CALLEJA
COME UP? CARLA ANDRUS? NANCY VERNON MARINO? AND DANIEL IS
COMING. LET ME ALSO CALL UP TIMOTHY O'BRIEN AND RICHARD

WINDEBANK.

DANIEL GOTTLIEB: MY NAME IS DANIEL HENRY GOTTLIEB, PROFESSOR
OF MATHEMATICS. THE AGENDA ITEM FOR 30 DOES NOT MENTION THE
CITY, MARINA DEL REY. AND IT'S ONLY BECAUSE SOMEONE TOLD US
THAT FF WAS BEING DISCUSSED ON THIS THAT WE WERE ABLE TO COME.
SO I THINK WE SHOULD LOOK AND FIND OUT WHO IS LEAVING OFF THE
CITY NAMES IN AGENDAS BECAUSE THERE'S MILLIONS OF LITTLE

CITIES AROUND HERE THAT-- ALL RIGHT. THE LEASE FOR FEF DOES NOT
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MENTION 9 NEW WETLANDS. INSTEAD, 9-V IS USED FOR THE WETLANDS.
SO SOMEBODY IS TRYING TO COVER UP THEIR TRACKS. A RIDICULOUS
MISTAKE TO ME. THE NINE NEW WETLANDS WILL BE MOVED AND ALTERED
AND THE WETLANDS NAME HAS BEEN CHANGED TO WETLANDS PARK
UNOFFICIALLY. THE WETLANDS PARK WILL BE WORKED ON IN TWO DAYS.
THERE'S NO FUNDING. WE CAN'T FIND ANY FUNDING FOR THIS. AND
IT'S SUPPOSED TO GO ACCORDING TO SECTION 2246-1820 THROUGH THE
COASTAL IMPROVEMENT FUND. THIS CONTRADICTS THE USAGES OF THE
COASTAL IMPROVEMENT FUND ACCORDING TO SECTION 2246-1950. SO
THERE'S A CLASH THERE. AND IT LOOKS LIKE A KIND OF A FRAUD

THAT'S GOING ON.

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU.

DANIEL GOTTLIEB: BECAUSE IN ANOTHER LEASE, THERE'S TWO LEASES

INVOLVED.

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: WE'LL ASK FOR AN EXPLANATION ON THAT.

DANIEL GOTTLIEB: AM I FINISHED?

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: YES, SIR.

DANIEL GOTTLIEB: OKAY.
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SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: YES, MA'AM.

NANCY VERNON MARINO: GOOD MORNING. MY NAME IS NANCY VERNON
MARINO, AND I AM DIRECTOR OF "WE ARE MARINA DEL REY." THE
PEOPLE OF LOS ANGELES COUNTY HAVE THE RIGHT TO EXPECT OUR
ELECTED REPRESENTATIVES AND THE PEOPLE THEY APPOINT TO FOLLOW
THE LAW. WE HAVE A RIGHT TO INSIST THAT YOU HONOR AGREEMENTS
AND PROMISES THAT YOU MAKE ON OUR BEHALF. WE ARE CONCERNED
THAT THE RECENT PRIVATE DISCLOSURE THAT LEGACY PARTNERS WILL
PREPAY INTO THE COASTAL IMPROVEMENT FUND MONIES TO PROCEED
WITH THE FRANKENSTEIN WETLAND ON PARCEL 9-U BEFORE IT HAS
SECURED ITS ENTITLEMENTS SMACKS OF A BRIBE FOR YOUR APPROVAL
ON THIS ITEM TODAY. WE RESPECTFULLY ASK THAT THE THREE BOARD
MEMBERS WHO WERE NOT PARTY TO BOARD ACTIONS BETWEEN 1995 AND
2006 INSTEAD MOVE FOR AND APPROVE A CONTINUANCE OF THIS ITEM
UNTIL SUCH TIME AS EACH BOARD MEMBER HAS REVIEWED CERTAIN
DOCUMENTS AND CONTRACTS PRECEDENT TO AND PERTAINING TO PARCEL

STANDING LAW, AND BY WHAT AUTHORITY DID THE BOARD ACT WITH
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DISREGARD FOR OUR LAW? THIRD, UNTIL AN INDEPENDENT

INVESTIGATION IS MADE INTO WHETHER ANY PARTY TO THE R.F.Q. AND
THE THINGS I MENTIONED KNEW OF THE 9-U WETLAND BEFORE THE SWAP

WAS MADE THAT ROBS US OF OUR PARK.

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU.

NANCY VERNON MARINO: AND FINALLY UNTIL THEY CONSULT WITH
INDEPENDENT COUNSEL ON THEIR OWN CULPABILITY OR LIABILITY.
FAILING THIS, WE ASK FOR A ROLL CALL VOTE ON THE ITEM SO THAT
EACH SUPERVISOR EXPLICITLY CONFIRMS HIS OR HER FULL AWARENESS

AND UNDERSTANDING OF THE DUBIOUS HISTORY OF THIS.

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU. YES, MA'AM. AND THEN, SIR.

CARLA ANDRUS: HONORABLE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS, MY NAME IS CARLA
ANDRUS. I THINK YOU SHOULD KNOW THAT WE ARE GOING TO TAKE THIS
TO THE D.A.'S OFFICE. THE PARK ON FF WAS ENFORCEABLE BEFORE
THE 2012 AMENDMENT. AND I CAN ABSOLUTELY PROVE THAT, AND I
WILL SIT DOWN WITH THE D.A. OFFICE AND TALK TO THEM ABOUT
THAT. THIS WAS ENFORCEABLE. AND THEN WHEN WE GOT TO THE
COASTAL COMMISSION FOR THE AMENDMENT, THE COUNTY STAFEF AND
COASTAL COMMISSION STAFF MISLED THE COMMISSIONERS, AND WE HAVE
PROOF OF THAT. IN FACT, IT'S WHAT INSPIRED OUR STATE AUDIT OF

THE COASTAL IMPROVEMENT FUND. AND NOW YOU'RE FURTHER
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CORRUPTING THIS FUND BY ALLOWING THIS DEVELOPER TO PUT MONEY--
FUNNEL MONEY THROUGH OUR COASTAL IMPROVEMENT FUND TO PAY FOR A
WETLAND RESTORATION/CONSTRUCTION. EVEN WITHOUT ENTITLEMENTS
THEY DO NOT HOLD A VALID LEASE. THEIR LEASE RUNS OUT IN A
COUPLE OF MONTHS. IT'S OVER. WE HAVE 8 YEARS LEFT ON THE 60-
YEAR COVENANT TERM OF THIS ORIGINAL LEASE. THE ORIGINAL LEASE
WAS FOR 60 YEARS. IT WAS A COVENANT OF THE BOND THAT THAT
WOULD BE 60-YEAR TERMS. SO THERE ARE A LOT OF THINGS THAT I
THINK THE D.A. WILL BE INTERESTED IN IN REGARDS TO THIS. AND I
WOULD ACTUALLY LIKE TO SIT WITH THE SUPERVISORS AND GO OVER
WHAT I HAVE TO SHOW YOU THAT WHAT WE'RE SAYING IS SERIOUS
BECAUSE YOU HAVE SET YOURSELF UP FOR REVOCATION. AND WE'RE NOT
JUST GOING TO WALK IN THERE BLIND. WE ALREADY HAVE A STATE
AUDIT THAT SHOWS THAT THE COUNTY HAS TERRIBLY MISMANAGED THIS

FUND.

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU.

CARLA ANDRUS: YOU'RE WELCOME.

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: YES, SIR.

TIMOTHY O'BRIEN: GOOD MORNING, SUPERVISORS. MY NAME IS TIM
O'BRIEN. I'M WITH LEGACY PARTNERS. LEGACY PARTNERS IS THE

SPONSOR OF THE NEPTUNE MARINA PROJECT. WE RESPONDED TO AN
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R.F.P. IN 1998. IT'S HARD TO BELIEVE, BUT WE'VE BEEN AT THIS
FOR ABOUT 17 YEARS. WE'VE GONE THROUGH COUNTLESS NUMBERS OF
PUBLIC HEARINGS BOTH AT A LOCAL LEVEL AND HERE IN FRONT OF
THIS BOARD OF SUPERVISORS. I'M VERY HAPPY TO BE HERE TODAY.
YOUR SUPPORT AND YOUR APPROVAL TODAY IS REALLY THE FINAL
APPROVAL REQUIRED TO START CONSTRUCTION ON THIS PROJECT. AND
THIS IS A PROJECT THAT REPRESENTS OVER A $250 MILLION
INVESTMENT. IT WILL USHER IN PREVAILING WAGE RATES FOR THE
PROJECT, WHICH ARE SUBSTANTIAL. IN ADDITION, IT WILL HELP FUND
THE WETLAND PARK, WHICH HAS BEEN APPROVED BY THE COASTAL
COMMISSION. AND, FURTHER, IT WILL PROVIDE 81 AFFORDABLE
HOUSING UNITS. AND WE'RE TALKING ABOUT DEEP AFFORDABILITY
HERE. SO IT'S A VERY IMPORTANT VOTE. AND WE APPRECIATE YOUR

CONSIDERATION TODAY.

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU, SIR. YES, SIR.

ROBERT CALLEJA: I'M ROBERT CALLEJA, ALSO WITH LEGACY PARTNERS.
I JUST WANT TO ADD A COUPLE OF ITEMS TO MY COLLEAGUE, TIM,
SATID. THANK YOU VERY MUCH FOR YOUR CONSIDERATION TODAY. IT HAS
BEEN A LONG ROAD COMING HERE. I JUST WANTED TO ADD ON THE
PREVAILING WAGES THAT REALLY WHAT DROVE THE ITEM BEFORE YOU
TODAY, THOSE AS YOU PROBABLY KNOW ARE SET BY THE STATE. THEY
ARE COMING INTO FORCE ON THIS PROJECT. AND WE'RE ACTUALLY

REQUIRED TO SPEND THE MONEY ON THOSE WAGES. AND WE'RE HAPPY TO
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DO SO. AND WE THANK YOU VERY MUCH FOR YOUR CONSIDERATION.

THANK YOU.

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU, SIR. YES, SIR.

RICHARD WINDEBANK: GOOD MORNING. MY NAME IS RICHARD WINDEBANK.
AND I'M THE COMMODORE OF FATIRWIND YACHT CLUB IN MARINA DEL REY
AND I'D LIKE TO SPEAK IN FAVOR OF THE LEGACY PARTNERS PROJECT.
I'LL FIRST EXPLAIN WHO FAIR WIND YACHT CLUB IS AND THEN I'LL
DISCUSS RELEVANCE TO THE PROJECT. FAIRWIND YACHT CLUB IS A NOT
FOR PROFIT ORGANIZATION THAT PROVIDES AFFORDABLE SAILING TO
LOWER AND MIDDLE INCOME MEMBERS OF SOCIETY. THE CLUB HAS NO
PREMISES, NO EMPLOYEES AND NONE OF OUR MEMBERS OWN ANY
INDIVIDUAL BOATS. OUR CLUB OWNS ALL THE BOATS. WE OWN 26 BOATS
RANGING FROM 20 TO 40 FEET. WE HAVE 460 MEMBERS. AND WE ARE AN
AUTHORIZED SAILING CLUB WITH THE AMERICAN SAILING ASSOCIATION.
WHEN SOMEBODY JOINS OUR CLUB, THEY PAY DUES OF $115 PER
QUARTER AND THEY PAY NOTHING ADDITIONAL TO TAKE OUR BOATS OUT
NOR FOR THEIR TRAINING AND INSTRUCTION. AS FAR AS LEGACY
PARTNERS IS CONCERNED, WHEN THEY DEVELOP AN APARTMENT COMPLEX,
AS YOU'VE HEARD, THEY DESIGNATE A NUMBER OF THE UNITS TO LOWER
INCOME HOUSING. WHEN THEY DEVELOP A MARINA, THEY DEVELOP--
THEY DESIGNATE A NUMBER OF SLIPS TO LOWER INCOME BOATING. FAIR
WIND IS THE VEHICLE TO MAKE THAT HAPPEN. WE ORGANIZE AND WE

FACILITATE BROADER PUBLIC ACCESS TO THE MARINA AND ACCESS TO
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FAIR WIND BOATS SO THAT LOWER AND MIDDLE INCOME PEOPLE CAN
HAVE ACCESS TO THIS WONDERFUL GEM OF MARINA DEL REY AND THE
BOATS THAT WE PROVIDE. MOST OF MARINA DEL REY IS 50 YEARS OLD
AND IS RUN DOWN. MUCH OF IT IS IN DESPERATE NEED FOR AN
UPLIFT. THIS PROJECT WILL GIVE IT AN UPLIFT, AND I FULLY

SUPPORT THIS PROJECT AND I HOPE YOU WILL, TOO. THANK YOU.

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU, SIR. COULD WE ASK COUNTY
COUNSEL TO RESPOND TO A COUPLE OF THE POINTS THAT WERE MADE?
THE FIRST SPEAKER WAS TALKING ABOUT NOT HAVING CITIES

MENTIONED OR--

SUP. RIDLEY-THOMAS: MR. MAYOR, THERE NEEDS TO BE A POINT OF
ORDER ESTABLISHED. WHY DON'T WE HAVE THE SERGEANTS CAUSE WHAT
WE NEED TO DO TO HAVE AN ORDERLY MEETING. WE HAVE A WHOLE LOT
OF PEOPLE STANDING UP IN A LOT OF DIFFERENT PLACES. I THINK
THE SERGEANTS NEED TO DO THEIR JOB AND CAUSE PEOPLE TO TAKE

THEIR SEATS. AND THAT WOULD BE, EVERYBODY, SIR. MR. MAYOR?

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: COUNSEL?

MARY WICKHAM, COUNSEL: YES, MR. MAYOR, IS THERE ANYTHING

SPECIFIC YOU WOULD LIKE US TO FOCUS ON?
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SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THE FIRST SPEAKER ARE MENTIONED
COMMENTS RELATIVE TO NOT EVERY CITY WAS MENTIONED OR THERE WAS

COLLEAGUES, I MOVE THAT WHEN WE ADJOURN TODAY WE ADJOURN IN
MEMORY OF HILDA HESSEL STARK WHO DIED IN SANTA MONICA AT THE
AGE OF 94. IN THE 1940S, SHE WAS ONE OF ONLY 150,000 WOMEN WHO

THOUGHT FOR HOW THEY'RE GOING TO RESTART THEIR LIVES. IN
TRUTH, WE MAKE IT EXTREMELY DIFFICULT FOR THEM. HAVING A
FELONY CONVICTION MAKES IT DIFFICULT TO GET WORK, TO GET
HOUSING, TO GET SERVICES, AND TO PUT YOUR LIFE BACK TOGETHER.
SO THESE MEN AND WOMEN COME OUT OF JAIL AND FIND THEMSELVES

HOMELESS, UNTREATED AND MANY UNEMPLOYED. IS IT ANY WONDER THAT
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THEY CONTINUE TO COMMIT CRIMES? WE NEED TO BE SMARTER ABOUT
ALL OF THIS. WE NEED TO BUILD A PIPELINE THAT CONNECTS THESE
MEN AND WOMEN TO HOUSING, JOBS AND SERVICES. THIS MOTION TODAY
IS ABOUT BUILDING THAT PIPELINE. AND JUST A LITTLE BIT ABOUT
THE BACKGROUND ON PROPOSITION 47 AND THE CURRENT STATE. AS
MANY OF YOU KNOW, LAST MONTH, WE PASSED THE ONE YEAR
ANNIVERSARY OF PROPOSITION 47. PROPOSITION 47 RELEASED SEVERAL
NONSERIOUS NONVIOLENT CRIMES FROM FELONIES TO MISDEMEANORS,
THESE INCLUDED CRIMES LIKE SHOPLIFTING, POSSESSION OF DRUGS
FOR PERSONAL USE AND WRITING BAD CHECKS. 64 PERCENT OF LOS
ANGELES COUNTY VOTERS, AS YOU KNOW, SUPPORTED PROPOSITION 47,
AS DID 60 PERCENT OF CALIFORNIA VOTERS. VOTERS RECOGNIZE THAT
OUR CURRENT PATH OF OVER INCARCERATION WAS UNSUSTAINABLE. PROP
47 WAS A GOOD LAW, BUT IT NEEDS HELP TO REALIZE ITS TRUE
PROMISE. PROP 47 SHOULD HAVE APPLIED AUTOMATICALLY. BUT,
INSTEAD, IT REQUIRES THAT PEOPLE HAVE TO APPLY. THE PUBLIC
DEFENDER ESTIMATES THAT THERE ARE APPROXIMATELY 700,000
ELIGIBLE APPLICANTS IN LOS ANGELES COUNTY ALONE. FEW ARE AWARE
OF WHAT THE IMPLICATIONS ARE OF PROP 47. IN FACT, THE
CALTFORNIA ENDOWMENT DID A SURVEY RECENTLY THAT REVEALED THAT
ONLY 29 PERCENT OF THE LOS ANGELES COUNTY RESIDENTS WERE EVEN
AWARE OF WHAT PROP 47 WAS. EVEN FEWER COULD AFFORD A LAWYER TO
HELP THEM NAVIGATE THIS PROCESS. THIS IS WHERE THE COUNTY
NEEDS TO STEP IN, IN MY OPINION, AND WE NEED TO DO THREE

THINGS. ONE, WE HAVE TO MAKE SURE THAT EVERYONE WHO IS
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ELIGIBLE GETS THEIR RECORD REDUCED. NUMBER 2, WE NEED TO USE
THIS OPPORTUNITY TO LINK THEM TO JOBS AND ESSENTIAL SERVICES.
AND, THIRD, WE NEED TO INVESTIGATE HOW PROPOSITION 47 CHANGED
THE COUNTY'S BUDGET NEEDS OVERALL. SOME OF MY COLLEAGUES MIGHT
ASK IF IT'S THE COUNTY'S JOB TO DO THIS. I WANT TO CLARIFY:
INDEED, IT IS. YES, IT IS THE COUNTY'S JOB TO KEEP OUR
RESIDENTS SAFE. AND IT IS THE COUNTY'S JOB TO HELP RESIDENTS
FIND EMPLOYMENT. AND IT IS THE COUNTY'S JOB TO BUILD A
PIPELINE FROM PRISON TO PRODUCTIVE CITIZENSHIP AND
REINTEGRATION INTO OUR COMMUNITIES, OUR NEIGHBORHOODS AND OUR
THRIVING HOMES. IT DOESN'T HELP OUR CONSTITUENTS TO SPEND TIME
CRITICIZING WHAT THE STATE HAS DONE OR NOT DONE, BUT IT'S OUR
JOB TO MAKE IT WORK. BUT WE DON'T HAVE TO DO THIS ALONE AS WE
ALL KNOW. AND OUR MOTION TODAY PROPOSES AN UNPRECEDENTED
COLLABORATION. WE BELIEVE THE COUNTY SHOULD USE ITS CONVENING
POWERS TO BRING TOGETHER LEADING STAKEHOLDERS IN OUR
COMMUNITY. AND THIS MOTION BEFORE YOU TODAY BRINGS TOGETHER
THE BUSINESS COMMUNITY, THE L.A. CHAMBER OF COMMERCE, THE
LABOR, L.A. COUNTY FEDERATION OF LABOR, PHILANTHROPY,
CALTFORNIA ENDOWMENT, FAITH-BASED ORGANIZATIONS LIKE THE
ARCHDIOCESE, COMMUNITY-BASED ORGANIZATIONS LIKE THE
CALIFORNIANS FOR SAFETY AND JUSTICE AND L.A. VOICE.
EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTIONS LIKE L.A. TRADE TECH. THEY WILL ALL
HELP US DEVELOP A SERIES OF PUBLIC/PRIVATE PARTNERSHIPS TO

BUILD THIS PIPELINE OUT. AND YOU WILL HEAR SOME VERY IMPORTANT
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IDEAS FROM MANY OF THESE INDIVIDUALS IN A MOMENT. WE SHOULD
ALSO PARTNER WITH OUR GOVERNMENT INSTITUTIONS. WE'LL ALSO HEAR
SUPPORT FROM THE MAYOR'S OFFICE FOR OUR PROPOSAL, THAT WE JOIN
TOGETHER TO TAKE A REGIONAL APPROACH TO SECURING STATE FUNDING
THAT WILL BECOME ESSENTIAL AS WE REDISTRIBUTE THOSE DOLLARS.
AND IT'S IMPORTANT FOR US TO TAKE THAT FIGHT TO SACRAMENTO, AS
WELL THAT THAT FUNDING THAT IS SO SORELY NEEDED HERE STAY HERE
IN L.A. COUNTY. SOME PEOPLE MIGHT TRY TO TELL YOU THAT WE
DON'T NEED AN AUDIT BECAUSE THERE AREN'T ANY REAL SAVINGS, BUT
I BELIEVE THERE IS A COST SAVINGS, AND THERE'S NO DOUBT THAT
THERE ARE AT LEAST SOME HARD COSTS SAVINGS THAT WE KNOW ABOUT.
BEFORE PROP 47, OUR JAIL POPULATION, AS YOU MAY KNOW, WAS
ABOUT 19,000 INMATES. AFTER PROP 47, IT DROPPED TO 15,000. AT
THE VERY LEAST, 12,000 FEWER MEALS A DAY ARE NEEDED TO BE PAID
FOR NOW. 4,000 MULTIPLIED BY THREE MEALS A DAY. THERE ARE ALSO
UNDOUBTEDLY SIGNIFICANT OTHER SOFT SAVING COSTS THAT WE COULD
ACCRUE. FOR EXAMPLE, THE DISTRICT ATTORNEY'S CASELOAD DROPPED
BECAUSE THESE CASES SHIFTED TO THE CITY ATTORNEY'S OFFICE. AND
THE PROBATION DEPARTMENT'S CASELOAD DROPPED IN SIMILAR MANNER.
THESE DEVELOPMENTS ARE NOT NECESSARILY NEGATIVE, BUT THE
PUBLIC NEEDS SOME CLEAR ACCOUNTING AND NEEDS TO ALSO BE AWARE
OF HOW WE'RE GOING TO REALLOCATE THOSE DOLLARS. THE BOARD HAS
UNDERTAKEN A REMARKABLE TRANSFORMATION WITH ADDRESSING
CRIMINAL JUSTICE IN LOS ANGELES COUNTY. IN ESSENCE, THE COUNTY

IS BUILDING A PIPELINE TO CONNECT THOSE INSIDE WITH JOBS AND
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SERVICES OUTSIDE. THIS IS AN ENDEAVOR THAT COULD TAKE DECADES.
BUT OUR COMMUNITIES CAN'T WAIT LONG. WE NEED TO MOVE. AND I
ASK THAT YOU SUPPORT IN TAKING THIS NEW STEP ALONG SO THAT THE
COUNTY CAN HAVE A CLEAR PATH. MR. MAYOR, I'M FINISHED AND
WOULD LIKE TO ASK MY CO-AUTHOR, MARK RIDLEY-THOMAS, IF HE

WOULD LIKE TO MAKE A STATEMENT, AS WELL.

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: SUPERVISOR?

SUP. RIDLEY-THOMAS: THANK YOU VERY MUCH, MR. MAYOR.
ACKNOWLEDGMENT AND APPROPRIATE ACKNOWLEDGMENT TO SUPERVISOR
SOLIS FOR HER LEADERSHIP AND CONCERN ON THE MATTER THAT IS
BEFORE US, A LONG-STANDING COMMITMENT THAT IS BEING ADVANCED
TODAY. I THINK IT'S FAIR TO SAY THAT TODAY DOES MARK AN
OCCASION WHERE COLLECTIVELY WE CAN TAKE A STEP FORWARD TO
REMOVE THE SHACKLES OF INSTITUTIONALIZED JUDGMENT THAT
EFFECTIVELY IMPEDE THE PROGRESS AND THE ELEVATION OF THE
DIGNITY OF PEOPLE IN THE COUNTY OF LOS ANGELES. WE CALL IT A
MATTER OF SOCIAL JUSTICE EQUITY. THIS MOTION IS CONCEIVED IN
THE HOPE OF GIVING THOSE WHO ARE ELIGIBLE BY LAW, ELIGIBLE, A
SECOND CHANCE. THIS WAS A DIFFERENT KIND OF VENUE TODAY, I'D
ASK THE QUESTION: IS THERE ANYBODY HERE TODAY THAT BELIEVES IN

A SECOND CHANCE? [APPLAUSE.] IT IS NOT THAT VENUE. [GAVEL.]
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SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: WE DON'T ALLOW APPLAUSE. BUT IF YOU

WANT TO SHOW YOUR SUPPORT, YOU JUST LIFT THE ROOF.

SUP. RIDLEY-THOMAS: I APOLOGIZE, MR. MAYOR. IT IS NOT THAT
KIND OF VENUE. I JUST THOUGHT I'D PUT IT ON THE RECORD. IF IT
WERE, SOMEBODY OUGHT TO SAY SOMETHING. SO IT'S IN PART
INSPIRED BY THE FAITH THAT THOSE WHO ARE ELIGIBLE TO RECEIVE
PROP 47 RELIEF CAN IN FACT DO SO. WE AS A BOARD HAVE THE
RESPONSIBILITY TO ASSIST OUR CONSTITUENTS IN REMOVING BARRIERS
SO THAT INDIVIDUALS CAN RECLAIM AND INDEED REBUILD THEIR
LIVES. THAT'S WHAT THIS IS ABOUT. STATEWIDE, THIS PARTICULAR
PROPOSITION PASSED BY SOME 58.5 PERCENT. AND IN THE COUNTY OF
LOS ANGELES, IT WAS 63.4 PERCENT. IT COULDN'T BE MORE CLEAR
THAT THE VOTERS HAVE SPOKEN. AND INCREASINGLY SO, AND WE'VE
GOTTEN THAT MESSAGE IN TERMS OF CRIMINAL JUSTICE REFORM. IT IS
NOT AT ALL IRRELEVANT THAT THIS BOARD HAS MOVED FORWARD WITH
THE AGENDA OF ITS OWN IN TERMS OF THE OFFICE OF DIVERSION AND
RE-ENTRY, WHICH IS QUITE CONSISTENT IN SQUARING WITH THE
OBJECTIVES OF PROP 47. AND SO THAT YES VOTE ESSENTIALLY
DEMANDED THAT POLICYMAKERS AND LAW ENFORCEMENT OFFICIALS
PURSUE EVIDENCE-BASED ALTERNATIVES TO INCARCERATION. THIS
BOARD GETS THAT AND IS ESSENTIALLY LAUNCHING THAT. SO AGAIN
TODAY UNDERSCORES THE SIGNIFICANT EFFORT TO MOVE IN THE
DIRECTION OF REHABILITATION WHERE APPROPRIATE RATHER THAN

INCARCERATION AND TO MOVE, THAT IS TO REMOVE THE BARRIERS TO
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TRANSFORMING PEOPLE'S LIVES AND A HIGHER PURSUIT OF JUSTICE.
SO PROP 47, I THINK, IS ABOUT REDUCING PRISON WASTE AND
EXPANDING OPPORTUNITIES, INCLUDING EXPANDED ACCESS TO SERVICES
AND PROGRAMS. AND WE ARE OBLIGED TO MAKE SURE THOSE PROGRAMS
ARE IN PLACE, THAT THEY ARE REAL AND THEY ARE, IN FACT,
ACCOUNTABLE AND THAT THEY ARE RESULTS-ORIENTED. THAT IS WHAT
WE MUST DO. THAT IS OUR CHALLENGE. ANALYSTS PROJECT THAT PROP
47 WILL SAVE BOTH THE STATE PRISON SYSTEM AND THE CALIFORNIA
COUNTIES HUNDREDS OF MILLIONS OF DOLLARS ANNUALLY. WE WANT TO
KNOW THAT, WE WANT TO SEE THAT AND WE WANT TO BE RESPONSIBLE
STEWARDS OF OUR RESOURCES. THE MOTION, IN PART, SPEAKS TO
THAT. WE EXPECT THAT THE OFFICE OF THE C.E.O. AND THE AUDITOR-
CONTROLLER WILL COME BACK AND GIVE US THE KIND OF SPECIFIC
INFORMATION THAT WILL CAUSE US TO HAVE A HIGH LEVEL OF COMFORT
SO THAT WE CAN INVEST PRUDENTLY AND PROPERLY. SO I BELIEVE
THAT TODAY GIVES US A LOT OF OPPORTUNITY. WE KNOW THE DATA AS
OF SEPTEMBER OF 2015, THE PUBLIC DEFENDER'S PROPOSITION 47
DATABASE TRACKED ROUGHLY OVER 10 YEARS AND REFLECTS THAT THERE
ARE 12,000 PETITIONS AND APPLICATIONS THAT HAVE BEEN FILED AND
GRANTED. WE WANT TO MAKE SURE WE GET THROUGH THOSE BECAUSE WE
KNOW THAT THERE'S A LOT MORE TO DO. AND SO THIS MOTION IS
STRUCTURED TO IMPROVE THE PIPELINE FOR RECEIVING PROP 47
RELIEEF AND OUTCOMES FOR THOSE ELIGIBLE. WE BELIEVE THAT
EVERYBODY WHO IS ELIGIBLE OUGHT TO BE PREPARED TO BE ASSISTED.

THE MESSAGE HERE TODAY IS YOU DO YOUR PART AND WE'RE OBLIGED
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TO DO OUR PART. THIS WORK IS ESSENTIAL FOR THE COMMUNITY
BUILDING PROCESS THAT WE HAVE PARTNERED WITH AND ARE BUYING
INTO. AND WE WANT TO REMOVE LIFE LONG BARRIERS WHICH REDUCE
AND EVEN PRECLUDE ADVANCEMENT. THIS WORK IS JUST. THIS WORK IS
NECESSARY. AND I'M PLEASED TO BE THE CO-AUTHOR OF THIS MOTION
WITH MY COLLEAGUE AND TRUST THAT THE BALANCE OF THE BOARD WILL
SHARE THIS PERSPECTIVE AND MOVE THE MATTER FORWARD

UNANIMOUSLY. MR. MAYOR?

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: SUPERVISOR SHEILA KUEHL.

SUP. SHEILA KUEHL: THANK YOU, MR. MAYOR AND COLLEAGUES. I WANT
TO THANK MY COLLEAGUES, SUPERVISOR SOLIS AND SUPERVISOR
RIDLEY-THOMAS, FOR BRINGING THIS VERY, VERY IMPORTANT MOTION
WHICH I STRONGLY SUPPORT. THE IDEA THAT HAVING PASSED BY SUCH
A LARGE MARGIN, THAT PROP 47 STILL WAITS ON US TO HELP THOSE
WHO COULD CHANGE THEIR RECORDS FROM A FELONY TO MISDEMEANOR
APPROPRIATELY, NOT HAVE TO CHECK THE BOX GOING FOR WORK. AND
ALL OF THE OTHER CHANGES THAT CAN BE MADE. IT'S VERY
APPROPRIATE FOR THE COUNTY TO HELP WITH THAT. AND, INDEED,
IT'S NOT ONLY APPROPRIATE, IT'S IN OUR INTEREST. LET ME SAY,
THOUGH, BEFORE WE TAKE OUR TESTIMONY JUST TWO OTHER THINGS. I
WANT TO SPEAK ABOUT THE WOMEN WHO HAVE BEEN INCARCERATED. PROP
47 HAS HAD ACTUALLY A GREATER PROPORTIONAL IMPACT ON FEMALE

PRISONERS COMPARED TO MALE PRISONERS. APPROXIMATELY 8 PERCENT
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1 OF THE PRISONERS RELEASED UNDER PROP 47 HAVE BEEN WOMEN.
2 THOUGH WOMEN COMPRISE ONLY 4 PERCENT OF THE STATE'S OVERALL

3 PRISON POPULATION. THIS FROM THE STANFORD REPORT. THE OTHER

4 THING I WANT TO COMMENT ON IS REALLY NOT QUITE RELATED TO THIS
5 MOTION BUT IMPORTANT IN TERMS OF THE WAY WE PERCEIVE PROP 47.
6 THERE HAS BEEN A LOT OF RHETORIC ABOUT PROP 47 AND RISING

7 CRIME RATES. AND IT'S JUST THAT, RHETORIC. THERE'S NO DATA

8 SHOWING ANY CONNECTION BETWEEN PROP 47 AND ANY ALLEGED RISE IN
9 CRIME RATES. AND IF THERE'S A RISE IN CRIME RATES IN L.A.

10 COUNTY, THEN LET US ASK WHY THERE'S BEEN A DECREASE IN CRIME
11 RATES IN SAN DIEGO COUNTY, WHICH HAS A MUCH MORE ROBUST RE-

12 ENTRY PROGRAM? PERHAPS THERE'S A CONNECTION THERE, AND WE WILL
13 CONTINUE TO DO OUR PART ABOUT THAT. SO, AS TO THE ISSUE OF THE
14 CONNECTION OF PROP 47 AND CRIME, I WOULD REALLY ENCOURAGE

15 THOSE SPREADING THIS DISINFORMATION TO RECONSIDER AND BE MORE
16 RESPONSIBLE OR ELSE GIVE ME A CITE SOMEWHERE FOR THIS

17 INFORMATION BECAUSE THERE'S A LOT WE CAN DO WITH PROP 47. THIS
18 MOTION IS A TREMENDOUS START. HUNDREDS OF THOUSANDS OF PEOPLE,
19 6 TO 7 PERCENT OF THE ENTIRE COUNTY STANDS TO HAVE THEIR

20 RECORDS CHANGED. THAT'S A GREAT SEA CHANGE. SO THANKS TO MY

21 COLLEAGUES, THANKS TO ALL OF YOU HERE TO TESTIFY IN SUPPORT OF
22 THIS MOTION. THANKS FOR ALL THE WORK YOU'VE DONE ON PROP 47

23 BEFORE IT PASSED AND SINCE TO MAKE IT WORK. AND I LOOK FORWARD
24 TO TESTIMONY. THANK YOU, MR. MAYOR.

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SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU. LET ME JUST SAY FOR THE
RECORD THAT WHILE I SUPPORT PROVIDING THOSE SERVICES FOR THOSE
WHO WANT TO LEAVE THEIR LIFE OF CRIME AND BECOME PRODUCTIVE
MEMBERS OF OUR SOCIETY, IT SHOULD NEVER BE AT THE EXPENSE OF
THE VICTIMS WHO PAY THE ULTIMATE PRICE. MOST OFFENDERS,
ESPECIALLY DRUG OFFENDERS, ARE NOT EASILY INCLINED TO GO TO
THE REHABILITATIVE PROGRAMS ON A VOLUNTARY BASIS, AS THE
COURTS HAVE FOUND, AND THIS IS REALLY HARMING THOSE
INDIVIDUALS WHO REMAIN ADDICTED TO DANGEROUS DRUGS, CREATING A
LIFESTYLE OF CRIME. OUR PUBLIC DEFENDER AND ALTERNATIVE TO
PUBLIC DEFENDER ARE IN THE BEST POSITION TO SPEAK ON THIS
ISSUE. THEY ARE THE ONES WHO REPRESENT THE OFFENDERS AND
NEGOTIATE THOSE TERMS OF THEIR PLEAS. SO I WOULD LIKE RON
BROWN, OUR WONDERFUL PUBLIC DEFENDER, AND REPRESENTATIVE OF
OUR ALTERNATE PUBLIC DEFENDER'S REPRESENTATIVE TO ALSO SPEAK,

AND OTHERS. YES, SIR.

RON BROWN: THANK YOU, MR. MAYOR AND SUPERVISORS. I WAS ASKED
TO TALK A LITTLE BIT ABOUT WHAT MY DEPARTMENT HAS DONE PRIOR
TO PROP 47, WHAT WE'VE DONE SINCE THE PASSAGE, THE
OVERWHELMING PASSAGE OF PROP 47, AND WHAT WE HOPE TO DO IN THE
FUTURE. BACK IN OCTOBER OF 2014 BEFORE PROP 47 EVER PASSED,
THE PUBLIC DEFENDER'S OFFICE SENT OUR EXECUTIVE MANAGEMENT
TEAM TO MEET WITH THE SUPERIOR COURT TO PLAN FOR PROP 47. WE

DIDN'T WANT TO BE CAUGHT UNAWARES. WE REALIZED THAT THOUSANDS
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OF PEOPLE WOULD IMMEDIATELY QUALIFY UNDER THE LAW. AS A MATTER
OF FACT, THE L.A. CITY BUDGET ANALYST FOUND THAT THERE WERE
13,500 PENDING POTENTIAL CASES. THAT'S PENDING CASES, WHICH
HAD NOT YET BEEN HANDLED. WE IMMEDIATELY STARTED TRAINING OUR
PEOPLE BEFORE THE PROPOSITION ACTUALLY PASSED. AS A MATTER OF
FACT, WE HAVE A TRAINING ON ELECTION DAY. OUR FIRST ORDER OF
BUSINESS WAS TO HANDLE THOSE PENDING CASES. THOSE ARE THE MOST
IMPORTANT CASES BECAUSE THEY HAD FELONIES THAT HAD NOT YET
BEEN TRIED. WE'D FOLLOW THAT UP BY HANDLING THE CASES OF THOSE
IN CUSTODY AND THAT OF COURSE WOULD BE FOLLOWED BY CASES OF
THOSE WHO WERE NOT IN CUSTODY. AT NO TIME WOULD WE FAIL TO
RECEIVE A PHONE CALL FROM ANYBODY WHO WANTED HELP FROM OUR
DEPARTMENT, WE'RE ALWAYS THERE FOR IT. ONE OF THE PROBLEMS
THAT WE HAD WITH PROP 47 IS THAT IT HAPPENED SORT OF IN THE
MIDDLE OF THE BUDGET YEAR SO WE DIDN'T HAVE A CHANCE TO ASK
FOR THOSE RESOURCES AND WE HAD TO DO A LOT OF THINGS OUT OF
HIDE, WHICH IS WHAT WE DO. AS OF YESTERDAY, NOVEMBER 30TH, MY
DEPARTMENT HAD ACTUALLY HANDLED 16,702 PETITIONS THAT WERE
GRANTED, APPLICATIONS AND PETITIONS THAT WERE ACTUALLY
GRANTED. THAT'S 16,702 PEOPLE WHO ARE NOW VOTERS, WHO CAN NOW
GET JOBS. I MEAN, IT HAS TRANSFORMED THEIR LIVES. WE'RE NOW IN
THE PROCESS OF FILING PETITIONS AND APPLICATIONS FOR
APPROXIMATELY 695,000 ELIGIBLE CASES. NOW, PRIOR TO THE
PASSAGE OF PROP 47, THE PRISONS WERE FILLED WITH PEOPLE ON

DRUG OFFENSES. SO MUCH SO THAT THE FEDERAL GOVERNMENT HAD TO
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INTERVENE AND PUT THE STATE PRISONS UNDER FEDERAL DIRECTION.
AND ALSO THERE WERE A NUMBER OF COURT-ORDERED CHANGES. THIS
LED THE GOVERNOR TO FILE OR TO ENACT RE-ALIGNMENT, WHICH OF
COURSE SHIFTED STATE PRISONS ONTO THIS COUNTY AND FURTHER
STRAINED OUR RESOURCES. WHAT I THINK NEEDS TO BE SAID IS THAT
PRISONS DON'T ENCOURAGE INMATES TO ADDRESS THEIR DRUG
PROBLEMS. NOW, WITH THE SIGNING OF A.B.1056, THE STATE AND
COMMUNITY CORRECTIONS BOARD, THEY A NEW WAY OF ATTACKING THIS
AND HANDLING THE SAVINGS THAT WILL BE BROUGHT ON BY PROP 47.
I'M GOING THE READ DIRECTLY FROM THAT ASSEMBLY BILL, AND
FORGIVE ME FOR HAVING TO DO THAT. I READ, QUOTE, "RESEARCH HAS
SHOWN THAT PEOPLE IN THE CRIMINAL JUSTICE SYSTEM
DISPROPORTIONATELY SUFFER FROM MENTAL HEALTH ISSUES AND
SUBSTANCE USE DISORDERS. NATIONALLY, OVER ONE HALEF OF THE
PEOPLE IN PRISONS AND JAILS HAVE EXPERIENCED A MENTAL HEALTH
ISSUE WITHIN THE LAST YEAR AND OVER HALF OF THE WOMEN AND 40
PERCENT OF THE MEN IN JAIL HAVE A DRUG OR ALCOHOL DEPENDENCY.
PEOPLE IN THE CRIMINAL JUSTICE SYSTEM AND FORMERLY
INCARCERATED INDIVIDUALS HAVE DIFFICULTY SECURING HOUSING AND
EMPLOYMENT FOLLOWING THEIR INCARCERATION. THESE CHALLENGES ARE
COMPOUNDED FOR PEOPLE LIVING WITH MENTAL HEALTH DISORDERS. AS
A RESULT, MANY FORMERLY INCARCERATED PEOPLE, ESPECIALLY THOSE
WITH MENTAL HEALTH ISSUES AND SUBSTANCE ABUSE DISORDERS
EXPERIENCE HOMELESSNESS. EXPERIENCING HOMELESSNESS GREATLY

INCREASES THE LIKELIHOOD THAT A FORMERLY INCARCERATED PERSON
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WILL RECIDIVATE. OFFERING PEOPLE IN THE CRIMINAL JUSTICE
SYSTEM AND FORMERLY INCARCERATED INDIVIDUALS MEANINGEUL ACCESS
TO MENTAL HEALTH SERVICES, SUBSTANCE ABUSE TREATMENT SERVICES,
HOUSING, HOUSING-RELATED JOB SERVICES, JOBS SKILLS, TRAINING
AND OTHER COMMUNITY-BASED SUPPORTIVE SERVICES HAS BEEN SHOWN
TO DECREASE THE LIKELIHOOD OF FUTURE CONTACT WITH LAW
ENFORCEMENT AND THE CRIMINAL JUSTICE SYSTEM." SUPERVISORS,
FELONY CONVICTIONS LEAD TO UNEMPLOYMENT AND THE INABILITY TO
QUALIFY FOR THINGS LIKE STUDENT LOANS, PUBLIC ASSISTANCE.
THESE ALL CONTRIBUTE TO HOMELESSNESS. PROP 47 HAS ALLOWED AND
WILL CONTINUE TO ALLOW THOUSANDS OF OUR CLIENTS TO REMOVE
THESE BARRIERS AND BEGIN TO CHANGE THEIR LIVES. THE GRANT THAT
WILL BE ADMINISTERED BY THE B.S.C.C. WILL ALLOW THEM TO ACCESS
SERVICES THAT WOULD INCREASINGLY ASSURE THEY BECOME EMPLOYED,
TAX PAYING CITIZENS OF THIS COUNTY. MY DEPARTMENT IS CURRENTLY
UNDER A STRAIN TO HANDLE THOSE HUNDREDS OF THOUSANDS OF CASES
THAT NEED TO BE PROCESSED BY NOVEMBER 3, 2017. ALLOW ME TO
TAKE JUST A COUPLE OF MOMENTS TO TELL YOU ABOUT OUR OUTREACH
PROGRAM. OUR OUTREACH PROGRAM RIGHT NOW HAS 4 PRONGS. THERE'S
A MEDIA COMPONENT, COUNTY PARTNERS, CITY PARTNERS AND
COMMUNITY PARTNERS. AS FAR AS THE MEDIA COMPONENT, WE HAVE
DESIGNED PLACARDS AND CARDS TO BE USED ON BUSES, TRAINS AND
THE D.A.S.H. SYSTEM. IN JUNE OF 2015, METRO HAD MORE THAN
27,500,000 YOU DISTINCT BOARDINGS. WHAT BETTER WAY TO

ADVERTISE THE ADVANTAGES OF PROP 47 THAN ON A BUS? WHEN YOU
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SIT ON THAT BLUE LINE, GREEN LINE, RED LINE AND YOU'RE BORED
STIFF, YOU LOOK UP, YOU SEE THOSE PLACARDS. SO WE'RE PLANNING
TO DO THAT. ONE OF THE PROBLEMS WE'RE HAVING IS THAT M.T.A.
WANTS TO CHARGE US FOR IT. AT SOME POINT WE'LL ASK THIS
BOARD'S HELP IN GETTING A WAIVER FROM THEM. I'M SURE THERE'S
SOMEONE ON THE BOARD THAT'S ON THE M.T.A. SORRY. LEAVE THAT
ALONE. WE'VE ALSO DEVELOPED POSTERS THAT WE CAN PLACE IN
COUNTY, CITY AND COMMUNITY LOCATIONS. WE'VE PRINTED BUSINESS
CARDS WITH PROP 47 INFORMATION ON THE FRONT AND PUBLIC
DEFENDER INFORMATION ON THE BACK. WE ARE CURRENTLY WORKING
WITH THE C.E.O.'S COMMUNICATIONS DEPARTMENT, SUSAN HERMAN, TO
MAKE A PUBLIC SERVICE ANNOUNCEMENT IN ENGLISH, SPANISH AND
KOREAN. THE SECOND COMPONENT IS OUR COUNTY PARTNERS. WE ARE
PARTNERING WITH D.P.S.S. BECAUSE D.P.S.S. RECOGNIZES THAT A
CRIMINAL CONVICTION IS A BARRIER TO EMPLOYMENT. WE'RE ALSO
PARTNERING WITH THE COMMUNITY AND SENIOR SERVICES. THEY ALSO
RECOGNIZE THAT. WE WORK WITH PROBATION, REGISTRAR-RECORDER,
COUNTY MEDICAL CLINICS, COUNTY LIBRARIES, COUNTY PARKS AND
RECREATION. AND WE'RE WORKING VERY HARD TO CONVINCE THE
SHERIFE TO ALLOW US TO PLACE OUR PLACARDS IN THE JAILS AND IN
THE SUBSTATIONS. HOPEFULLY I'LL CONVINCE THE SHERIFF OF THAT
SOMETIME LATER THIS WEEK. THE THIRD COMPONENT OF OUR OUTREACH
IS OUR CITY PARTNERS. IT'S VERY SIMILAR TO OUR COUNTY
PARTNERS. WE HOPE TO PUT THOSE PLACARDS IN CITY LIBRARIES,

CITY PARKS AND RECREATIONS AND THE LOBBIES OF L.A.P.D., AS
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WELL. ONE OF THE INTERESTING THINGS ABOUT THE CITY OUTREACH IS
WE'RE TRYING TO CONVINCE THE DEPARTMENT OF WATER AND POWER TO
ALLOW US TO PLACE THOSE INFORMATION SHEETS INSIDE OF PEOPLE'S
BILLS, THEIR WATER BILL, THEIR POWER BILL. WHEN THEY GET THAT
BILL INSERT, IT'S JUST ANOTHER WAY OF GETTING THAT INFORMATION
OUT THERE. THE LAST ONE IS OUR COMMUNITY PARTNERS. I HAVE TO
GIVE A SPECIAL THANKS TO CALIFORNIA FOR SAFETY AND JUSTICE AND
THE CALIFORNIA ENDOWMENT. THEY BOTH HELPED US WITH OUR
OUTREACH AND THEY'LL CONTINUE TO DO SO. I'M VERY, VERY
THANKFUL FOR THAT. WE WILL WORK WITH THE C.B.O.S, THE F.B.O.S,
LEGAL ORGANIZATIONS, JOB FAIRS, COMMUNITY COLLEGES AND STATE
UNIVERSITIES. PROP 47 WILL CHANGE LIVES. I AM VERY PLEASED TO
BE A PART OF THIS BOARD MOTION. AND WE WILL WORK VERY HARD
WITH OUR PARTNERS, ESPECIALLY WITH THE CHIEF EXECUTIVE OFFICE.
AND I STAND READY TO ANSWER ANY QUESTIONS. MR. MAYOR, WHILE

YOU MIGHT WANT TO HEAR FROM MY COLLEAGUES FIRST.

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: LET ME HEAR FROM YOUR COLLEAGUES

FIRST.

BRUCE BRODY: MR. MAYOR, HONORABLE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS, MY
NAME IS BRUCE BRODY. I'M THE CHIEF DEPUTY FOR THE L.A. COUNTY
ALTERNATE PUBLIC DEFENDERS' OFFICE AND I'M HER REPRESENTING
JANICE FUKAI. GOOD MORNING. A.P.D .BEGAN RESPONDING TO PROP 47

CASES AND THE ISSUES IT PRESENTED BEFORE IT PASSED IN NOVEMBER
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OF 2014 AS SOON AS IT BECAME APPARENT THAT IT WAS GOING TO
PASS. A.P.D. BEGAN BY COMPILING A LIST OF PRESENT AND FORMER
CLIENTS WHOSE CASES MIGHT BE AFFECTED BY PROP 47 USING OUR
HIGHLY EFFECTIVE CASE MANAGEMENT SYSTEM. THE INITIAL SEARCH
REVEALED THAT THE TOTAL NUMBER OF CASES THAT A.P.D. HAD
HANDLED SINCE WE WERE CREATED IN 1993 WAS SOMEWHERE BETWEEN 90
AND 100,000 CASES. A.P.D. IMMEDIATELY BEGAN TO DEVELOP A
PROTOCOL TO HANDLE THESE CASES. THE PROTOCOL THAT WE DEVELOPED
CAUSED US TO PRIORITIZE THE CASES SO THAT WE COULD HANDLE THE
ONES THAT WERE MOST SERIOUS FIRST OR WHERE PEOPLE IN CUSTODY.
SO FIRST WE TRIED TO HANDLE THE CASES THAT WERE ALREADY
PENDING IN THE COURT SYSTEM, THAT ALREADY HAD COURT DATES.
SECONDLY, WE BEGAN TO HANDLE THE CASES WHERE THE CLIENT WAS IN
COUNTY JAIL AND WAS A SENTENCED PRISONER. THIRD, WE BEGAN TO
HANDLE THE CASES WHERE THE CLIENT WAS IN STATE PRISON SERVING
A STATE PRISON SENTENCE. FOURTH WE BEGAN TO HANDLE THE CASES
WHERE THE CLIENT WAS ON PROBATION OR PAROLE AND WHERE THEY HAD
THE POSSIBILITY OF BEING RETURNED TO CUSTODY IF THEY WERE TO
HAVE A VIOLATION. AND, LAST, WE STARTED HANDLING THE CASES
WHERE CLIENTS THAT ALREADY SERVED THEIR SENTENCE AND WERE NO
LONGER ON PROBATION OR PAROLE. A.P.D. SIMULTANEOUSLY BEGAN
WORKING WITH OTHER JUSTICE PARTNERS, INCLUDING THE COURTS, THE
DISTRICT ATTORNEY'S OFFICE, THE CITY ATTORNEY'S OFFICE, THE
PUBLIC DEFENDER'S OFFICE, AND THE PROBATION DEPARTMENT TO

PREPARE FOR THE MANAGEMENT OF THESE CASES IN A VERY SHORT
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PERIOD OF TIME. A.P.D. DEVELOPED A DATABASE OF CASES THAT
WOULD BE OR POTENTIALLY COULD BE AFFECTED BY PROP 47. THIS
DATABASE, WHICH IS ACCESSIBLE TO ALL STAFF AT A.P.D. ON THEIR
DASHBOARD, ALLOWS US TO TRACK EACH CASE, EACH PHONE CALL AND
EACH CONTACT THAT WE RECEIVED IN REFERENCE TO A PROP 47 CASE
AND IS EASILY ACCESSED BY ANYONE AT A.P.D. AND IS UPDATED
DAILY. A.P.D. ALSO CREATED A TEAM OF MANAGERS TO CONDUCT THE
INITIAL REVIEW OF THE CASES AND TO ASSIGN THEM A PRIORITY
STATUS AND TO BEGIN TO DETERMINE ELIGIBILITY. THE IMPACT OF
PROP 47 ON OUR DEPARTMENT HAS BEEN SUBSTANTIAL WITH EACH
CLASSIFICATION OF EMPLOYEE BEING AFFECTED IN SOME WAY.
IMMEDIATELY AFTER THE PASSAGE OF PROP 47, A.P.D .WAS RECEIVING
UPWARDS OF 500 PHONE CALLS PER WEEK WITH ENQUIRIES FROM
CLIENTS, FRIENDS, FAMILY, OR JUST GENERAL ENQUIRIES. THE TEAM
MANAGERS, OUR SECRETARIES AND SUPPORT STAFF, HANDLED THESE
CALLS AS THEY CAME IN, AND WE DEVELOPED A PROTOCOL FOR HOW THE
CALLS WOULD BE DIRECTED IN THE MOST EFFICIENT MANNER SO WE
WOULD KNOW WHERE THE CASE SHOULD GO TO BE MANAGED. EACH BRANCH
SUPERVISOR WAS MADE RESPONSIBLE FOR MANAGING THE CASES IN
THEIR RESPECTIVE BRANCH, INCLUDING HANDLING CASES THEMSELVES,
KEEPING TRACK OF THE PROGRESS OF EACH CASE IN THEIR BRANCH AND
TRAINING STAFF IN THEIR BRANCH TO MANAGE THESE CASES. THE
SUPPORT STAFE WAS ALSO RESPONSIBLE FOR THE RETRIEVAL OF MANY
HUNDREDS IF NOT THOUSANDS OF CASES AND FILES. A.P.D .ALSO

ASSIGNED A NUMBER OF PARALEGALS TO ASSIST IN THE RETRIEVAL AND
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REVIEW OF THE THOUSANDS OF CASES THAT REQUIRED REVIEW, AND WE
ALSO ASSIGNED ONE PARALEGAL SPECIFICALLY TO REVIEW THE CASES
THAT AROSE IN A POST RELEASE COMMUNITY SUPERVISION, OR A.B.109
COURT. TO DATE, A.P.D .HAS REVIEWED OVER 10,000 FILES TO MAKE
A DETERMINATION OF ELIGIBILITY. TO DATE, WE HAVE FILED
APPROXIMATELY 4,600 APPLICATIONS AND/OR PETITIONS AND HAVE HAD
ABOUT 4,000 CASES REDUCED FROM FELONIES TO MISDEMEANORS.
A.P.D. CONTINUES TO RECEIVE ABOUT 100 NEW REQUESTS EACH MONTH
FOR ASSISTANCE IN HANDLING A POTENTIAL PROP 47 MATTER. AT THIS
POINT A.P.D. HAS HANDLED ALL OF THE ELIGIBILITY CASES THAT
WERE PENDING AT THE TIME PROP 47 PASSED, INCLUDING ALL OF OUR
CLIENTS WHO WERE INCARCERATED IN COUNTY JAIL OR THE STATE
PRISON SYSTEM. A.P.D. IDENTIFIES POTENTIAL CLIENTS BY RUNNING
THETR NAMES AND IDENTIFYING INFORMATION IN THEIR CASE
MANAGEMENT SYSTEM AND THEN MAKES A DETERMINATION AS TO WHETHER
OR NOT THE CLIENT IS ELIGIBLE FOR RELIEF UNDER THE
PROPOSITION. EVEN IF THE CRIME FOR WHICH THEY WERE CONVICTED
IS AN ELIGIBLE CRIME, THERE ARE SITUATIONS WHERE THE CLIENT
MIGHT BE DISQUALIFIED BECAUSE OF A PRIOR CONVICTION. THE
PROCESS FOR HANDLING THE MATTER ONCE WE DETERMINE THAT A
CLIENT IS ELIGIBLE IS THAT WE FILE THE REQUIRED PAPERWORK IN
THE COURT WITH THE COURT CLERK WHERE THE CONVICTION TOOK
PLACE. A SEPARATE APPLICATION HAS TO BE FILED FOR EACH CASE,
FOR EACH CLIENT IN EACH SEPARATE JURISDICTION. WE ALSO, THEN,

SERVE THE PAPERWORK ON THE PROSECUTING AGENCY AT THAT POINT.
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THE COURT CLERK THEN SCHEDULES A HEARING ON THE MATTER, OFTEN
SEVERAL MONTHS AFTER THE APPLICATION IS FILED, TO GIVE THE
PROSECUTING AGENCY AN OPPORTUNITY TO RESEARCH THE MATTER IN
CASE THEY ARE GOING TO OBJECT TO THE CLIENT RECEIVING RELIEF
UNDER PROP 47. ON THE DATE OF THE HEARING IF THE CLIENT AGREES
ELIGIBLE AND THE PROSECUTOR HAS NO OBJECTIONS, THEN THE CASE
IS REDUCED FROM A FELONY TO A MISDEMEANOR. A.P.D. HAS PLACED
INFORMATION ON OUR WEBSITE SO THAT INDIVIDUALS OF THE PUBLIC
CAN GO ON OUR WEBSITE AND GET BASIC INFORMATION ABOUT
ELIGIBILITY ISSUES AND REQUIREMENTS AND HOW TO CONTACT OUR
OFFICE FOR ASSISTANCE. ADDITIONALLY, WE HAVE CREATED A MOBILE
TEAM TO PARTICIPATE IN OUTREACH EFFORTS IN THE COMMUNITY, AND
WE HAVE PARTICIPATED IN SUCH EFFORTS. A.P.D. LOOKS FORWARD TO
WORKING WITH YOUR BOARD, OUR COUNTY JUSTICE PARTNERS AND THE
COURTS IN SEEING THAT THESE MATTERS ARE HANDLED IN A MOST
EXPEDITIOUS MANNER POSSIBLE. THANK YOU FOR YOUR KIND ATTENTION
THIS MORNING. AND I'M AVAILABLE FOR ANY QUESTIONS YOU MAY HAVE

AT THIS TIME.

DR. ROBERT ROSS: GOOD MORNING. THANK YOU, MAYOR AND ALL THE
MEMBERS OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS. I'M DR. ROBERT ROSS,
PRESIDENT AND C.E.O. OF THE CALIFORNIA ENDOWMENT OUR STATE'S

LARGEST HEALTH FOUNDATION, AND WE ARE HERE IN WILDLY

47. BRIEFLY BECAUSE SO MUCH OF MY COMMENTS HAS ALREADY BEEN
MADE, I'M TEMPTED TO JUST SHUT UP AND GET OUT OF THE WAY AND
NOT SNATCH A VICTORY-- DEFEAT FROM THE JAWS OF VICTORY. BUT
LET ME JUST GIVE THIS A BIT FROM A PHILANTHROPIC AND PRIVATE
SECTOR PERSPECTIVE. NATIONALLY, THIS NATION IS IN THE THROES
OF A HYPER INCARCERATION PHENOMENON, THE LIKES OF WHICH NO
OTHER INDUSTRIALIZED NATION HAS EVER SEEN. SINCE THE LATE

430 PERCENT. 430 PERCENT INCREASE. AND IT IS THIS MEASURE,
PROP 47, THAT PROVIDES THE CLEAREST INDICATOR OF BREAKTHROUGH
REFORM-MINDED NEW WAY OF BUSINESS INNOVATION AND CRIMINAL
JUSTICE REFORM, NOT JUST RELEVANT TO LOS ANGELES. NOT JUST
RELEVANT TO THE STATE OF CALIFORNIA BUT RELEVANT AS A PACE
SETTING POLICY MATTER FOR THE NATION. WHAT IT DOES AS YOU
SPOKE TO SO BEAUTIFULLY, SUPERVISORS, IS BEGIN TO REPLACE A
PUNISHMENT AND HYPER INCARCERATION FRAMEWORK WITH A PREVENTION
AND HOPE AND OPPORTUNITY PARADIGM. YOU WILL HEAR FROM OTHER
SPEAKERS TODAY WHOSE LIVES HAVE BEEN DIRECTLY IMPACTED ALREADY
BY PROP 47, LIVES THAT HAVE BEEN TRANSFORMED. BOTH THE DATA
AND THE STORIES TELL US THAT THIS IS THE SMART AND RIGHT THING
TO DO. FROM A HEALTH FOUNDATION PERSPECTIVE, YOU ALREADY HEARD
FROM OUR PUBLIC DEFENDER'S OFFICE AND FROM YOU THE

CRITICALITY, MENTAL HEALTH, LACK OF MENTAL HEALTH SERVICES,
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MENTAL ILLNESS AND SUBSTANCE ABUSE ADDICTION PLAY IN THE
INCARCERATION PHENOMENON. BUT AT THE SAME TIME, I'LL WORK
AROUND THE STATE AND BUILDING UP THE COMMUNITY'S WORK, WE'RE
IN CONSTANT ENGAGEMENT WITH COMMUNITY LEADERS ACROSS 14
UNDERSERVED, LOW INCOME, PRIMARILY PREDOMINANTLY COMMUNITIES
OF COLOR ACROSS THE STATE. THEY TOLD US WITH A RESOUNDING
CLEAR VOICE: WE CANNOT IMPROVE THE HEALTH OF OUR COMMUNITIES
UNLESS THE PRISON PIPELINE IS DISRUPTED AND DISMANTLED AND
TRANSFORMED. AND THAT IS HOW WE AS A HEALTH FOUNDATION GOT
INTO THIS WORK, LISTENING TO THE VOICES OF COMMUNITY LEADERS,
WATCHING THE DATA ABOUT WHAT WAS HAPPENING TO OUR YOUNG
PEOPLE, AND ENDING THE INCARCERATION SUPER HIGHWAY THAT
DISPROPORTIONATELY IMPACTS A BLACK AND BROWN POPULATIONS IN
PARTICULAR BUT AMERICANS OF ALL STRIPES, MEN AND WOMEN, AROUND
THE NATION. WHAT YOU ARE DOING TODAY BEGINS TO ASSERT HOW WE
CAN MOVE INCARCERATION SAVINGS INTO PREVENTION, COMMUNITY-
BASED PREVENTION, OUR RESULTS-ORIENTED FRAMEWORK WITH
EVIDENCE-BASED SUPPORT THAT THESE KINDS OF INVESTMENTS DO
WORK. SO WE JUST LOVE WHAT YOU'RE DOING. WE APPRECIATE THE
LEADERSHIP OF SUPERVISOR SOLIS AND SUPERVISOR RIDLEY-THOMAS
FOR MAKING THE MOTION. THANK YOU VERY MUCH, SUPERVISOR KUEHL,
FOR MENTIONING THE DATA AROUND SOME OF THE UNFOUNDED
ASSERTIONS AROUND INCREASES IN CRIME. WE'VE SEEN INCREASES IN
CRIME AROUND THE NATION THAT DON'T HAVE PROP 47. WE'VE SEEN

NOT THE SAME KIND OF INCREASE IN SAN DIEGO, AS YOU MENTIONED.

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU. LET ME ASK PUBLIC DEFENDER
OR ALTERNATIVE COUNSEL, ARE YOU FINDING OUT YOUR CLIENTS ARE
MORE LIKELY TO ENROLL IN MENTAL HEALTH AND DRUG PROGRAMS POST

PROP 47?2 AND IF YOU DO, WHY IS THAT?

RON BROWN: WE DON'T HAVE THE DATA. I HAVE ANECDOTES ONE WAY OR
ANOTHER, BUT I DON'T LIKE TO LIVE BY ANECDOTES. I'D RATHER
HAVE DATA. IT'S ONE OF THE THINGS WE WOULD LIKE TO CAPTURE,
ASSUMING THE MOTION PASSES. I CAN'T ANSWER. I'M SORRY, MR.

MAYOR.

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: IT'S BEEN MY UNDERSTANDING FROM
TALKING TO MEMBERS OF THE JUDICIARY WHO IS INVOLVED WITH THIS
THAT THERE HAD BEEN A DROP. AND THE REASON THERE HAD BEEN A
DROP IS BECAUSE IF THEY DON'T WANT TO GO TO REHAB, ALTHOUGH
THEY PROMISED THE COURT THEY WILL, THEY DON'T HAVE TO AND

THEREFORE THEY DON'T SHOW UP. AND AS A RESULT, THOSE NUMBERS
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OF GOING TO REHAB HAD DECREASED. WHEREAS BEFORE THE JUDGE HAD
THE ABILITY TO PUT THEM BACK IN JAIL IF THEY FAILED THEIR
REHABILITATION AND REMOVING THAT HAMMER HAS BEEN A DISSERVICE
TO THAT INDIVIDUAL BECAUSE HE OR SHE IS GOING TO CONTINUE
DOING THE DRUGS INSTEAD OF GETTING THE HELP NECESSARY TO
BECOME A PRODUCTIVE MEMBER OF SOCIETY. WHAT IS THE PRIMARY
REASON YOU FIND THAT YOUR CLIENTS DON'T GO TO MENTAL HEALTH OR

DRUG REHAB PROGRAMS THAT ARE BEING OFFERED BY THE COMMUNITY?

RON BROWN: MANY OF MY CLIENTS HAVE SAID OVER AND OVER AGAIN
THEY'RE SIMPLY NOT READY FOR THAT. WHEN OFFERED RELEASE VERSUS
INCARCERATION, MANY OF THESE PROGRAMS ARE INCARCERATION-BASED.

THEY'LL SIMPLY SAY, "I WILL TAKE RELEASE OVER INCARCERATION."

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: DO YOUR ATTORNEYS ENCOURAGE THESE
INDIVIDUALS TO ADVOCATE FOR SERVICES THAT REQUIRE PROP 47

CLIENTS ENROLLED IN PROGRAMS? DO THEY OR DO THEY NOT?

RON BROWN: ONE OF THE FUNNY THINGS ABOUT ATTORNEYS. EACH OF
THEM ARE A SEPARATE ANIMAL. MANY OF OUR ATTORNEYS WILL
ENCOURAGE A CLIENT TO DO THAT. BUT AT THE END OF THE DAY IT'S
ALWAYS THE CLIENT'S DECISION. I CAN'T TELL YOU HOW FRUSTRATING
IT IS TO TRY AND KNOCK YOUR HEAD AGAINST THE WALL TO TRY TO

CONVINCE THE CLIENT TO DO SOMETHING THAT'S IN HIS OR HER BEST
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INTEREST. IT WILL BE THE CLIENT'S DECISION. WE WILL TRY AND

TRY AND TRY, BUT IT IS THE CLINT'S DECISION.

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: DID THE DROP FROM FELONY CHARGE TO
MISDEMEANOR CHARGE AFFECT CLIENTS' LEVEL OF INTEREST TO

ENROLLING IN THESE PROGRAMS? TO BOTH YOU GENTLEMEN.

BRUCE BRODY: AGAIN, I THINK IT'S HARD TO JUST GENERALIZE.
EVERY CASE IS DIFFERENT. SOME CLIENTS, IT'S TRUE IF THERE'S A
HAMMER, YOU CAN MAKE THEM DO SOMETHING. BUT IF WE OFFER SOME
OF THE CLIENTS A HAND, IN ADDITION TO GETTING THE REDUCTION
FROM A FELONY TO A MISDEMEANOR, IF WE CAN OFFER THEM SOME
LIGHT AT THE END OF THE ROAD IN TERMS OF HOUSING, IN TERMS OF
SOME JOB TRAINING, THAT MAY ENCOURAGE THEM. AND AS MR. BROWN
SAID, IF THE CLIENT'S NOT READY FOR TREATMENT, THEN IT'S GOING
TO BE DIFFICULT TO HAVE A SUCCESSFUL OUTCOME IN THAT REGARD,

WHETHER IT'S FORCED OR VOLUNTARY.

DR. ROBERT ROSS: YEAH, MR. MAYOR, I WOULD AGREE WITH THAT. T
THINK WE'D BE THRILLED TO WORK WITH MEMBERS OF THE JUDICIARY
TO-- THIS IS A SOLVABLE PROBLEM. IT'S NOT ROCKET SCIENCE. I
THINK WHAT WE'RE TALKING ABOUT IS A HAND UP RATHER THAN A
HAMMER DOWN. AND I THINK WHEN FOLKS HAVE A HAND UP AND THEY

SEE OPTIMISM AND HOPE, THEY ARE MORE LIKELY NOT ONLY TO ENROLL
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IN DRUG TREATMENT BUT TO STAY THERE AND GET CLEAN AND SOBER

AND BECOME A PRODUCTIVE MEMBER OF SOCIETY.

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: AS IT RELATES TO THE SENTENCING OF
YOUR CLIENTS, WHAT TYPE OF SENTENCES ARE THEY RECEIVING? IS IT
COMMUNITY SERVICE OR PROBATION OR JAIL TIME? AND WHAT

PERCENTAGES OF YOUR PROP 47 CLIENTS RECEIVE JAIL SENTENCES?

RON BROWN: MANY OF THE CLIENTS ARE RECEIVING PROBATION. SOME
ARE RECEIVING JAIL SENTENCE. IT REALLY DOES VARY DEPENDING
UPON THE NATURE OF THE CRIME. AGAIN, I'D HATE TO DEAL IN
ANECDOTES AND SAY THIS PERCENTAGE OF ALL CLIENTS. I DON'T HAVE
THAT PERCENTAGE. I KNOW THAT SOME WILL RECEIVE SERVICES. MANY
OF THEM SIMPLY WILL LOOK FORWARD TO THAT REDUCED JAIL TIME AND

GET OUT.

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: AND WHAT IS THE POLICY FOR THOSE
CLIENTS WHO REPEATEDLY CYCLE THROUGH YOUR OFFICE AND WHO
CLEARLY NEED HELP? AND DO YOU DO SOMETHING DIFFERENT IN

ASSISTING THEM OR DO YOU JUST USE STATUS QUO?

RON BROWN: MANY TIMES WHEN WE SEE SOMEONE LIKE THAT, WE HAVE A
REALLY EFFECTIVE DRUG COURT PROGRAM. AND IF I'M AN ATTORNEY
AND I KNOW THIS GUY NEEDS HELP, I'M GOING TO DIRECT MY DRUG

COURT PEOPLE TO TALK TO HIM. THEY MIGHT BE MORE SUCCESSFUL
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THAN I AM IN CONVINCING HIM OR HER THAT IT'S TIME, BUT IT HAS
TO BE THE CLIENT'S DECISION. SO YOU'RE RIGHT, WE WILL ON A

CASE BY CASE BASIS PUSH A PERSON AS HARD AS WE CAN.

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: SO WITH THAT ENCOURAGEMENT, IF THE

INDIVIDUAL STILL WALKS AWAY, THEN WHAT DO YOU DO?

RON BROWN: IF HE WALKS AWAY, HE STILL WALKS AWAY, THERE'S

NOTHING I CAN DO.

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: SO INDIVIDUALS BEFORE, THEY DIDN'T

HAVE THAT ABILITY TO WALK AWAY.

RON BROWN: NOT RIGHT NOW. IT'S ALWAYS THE CLIENT'S DECISION.
ALL I CAN DO IS TRY TO CONVINCE THE CLIENT TO DO THE RIGHT

THING.

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: I UNDERSTAND. ANY QUESTIONS?

SUPERVISOR KUEHL AND SUPERVISOR SOLIS.

SUP. SHEILA KUEHL: THANK YOU. JUST TO FOLLOW UP ON WHAT THE
MAYOR WAS ASKING. I HAVE SORT OF AN AMATEUR'S IDEA ABOUT THIS,
TOO. I'VE NOT BEEN AN ATTORNEY IN THE CRIMINAL SYSTEM ON
EITHER SIDE. BUT DOES ANYTHING PREVENT THE SYSTEM FROM

ARRESTING MISDEMEANANTS AND ASKING THE COURT TO SENTENCE THEM
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TO TREATMENT? WE'RE LOOKING AT DOING THIS. DIVERSION IS BEFORE
PROSECUTION. WE'RE SAYING TO YOU, "LOOK, YOU DON'T WANT ANY

DIVERTED. YOU WON'T HAVE A RECORD, WE ARE NOT GOING TO
PROSECUTE." THAT'S A CHOICE ISSUE. KIND OF A HEAVY HANDED ONE,
BUT A CHOICE. IF THEY SAY NO AND WE PROSECUTE, IT'S MY
IMPRESSION THAT WE'RE ACTUALLY NOT ARRESTING AND PROSECUTING

MISDEMEANANTS IN THE SAME NUMBERS AS WE WERE.

RON BROWN: ONE OF THE DIFFICULTIES, SUPERVISOR, IS THAT A
MAJORITY OF THOSE DRUG PROGRAMS WE'RE TALKING ABOUT ARE YEAR-
LONG PROGRAMS. THE MAJORITY OF THE MISDEMEANORS ARE SIX-MONTH
SENTENCES. WE ARE TRYING TO WORK WITH THE DRUG COURTS TO COME
OUT WITH A NEW PARADIGM OR A NEW MODEL WHERE THE TREATMENT
PROGRAM WILL BE LESS THAN SIX MONTHS. BECAUSE IF A CLIENT
SAYS, "LOOK, IF THE MAXIMUM I CAN RECEIVE ON THIS CASE IS SIX

MONTHS, WHY SHOULD I GO INTO A YEAR REHAB PROGRAM?"

SUP. SHEILA KUEHL: I'M INTERESTED IN THAT. WE'RE OBVIOUSLY
TALKING ABOUT A DIFFERENT POPULATION AT THE MOMENT FOR THIS
MOTION. BUT THE NEW MISDEMEANANTS, I THINK WE'RE GOING TO BE
INTERESTED IN THE COURSE OF THE NEXT SEVERAL MONTHS, AS WELL.
AND WHAT TO DO WHAT WE'RE LOOKING AT OVERALL IN TERMS OF
DIVERSION AND SEE IF THERE'S A WAY TO STRONGLY ENCOURAGE OR

EVEN SENTENCE TO A SHORTER PROGRAM.
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RON BROWN: ONE OF THE THINGS I'M CONCERNED ABOUT, SUPERVISOR,
IS THAT A LOT OF FOLKS DON'T UNDERSTAND, ESPECIALLY WITH DRUG
ADDICTION THAT RELAPSE IS A PART OF ADDICTION. AND IF THE
COURT SENTENCES THEM TO A DRUG PROGRAM AND THEY FALL OFF, MANY
OF THE JUDGES, THEIR IMMEDIATE RESPONSE IS THE HAMMER. "I GAVE
YOU A CHANCE. YOU DIDN'T WORK OUT. OFF YOU GO." ONE OF THE
REASONS WHY DRUG COURTS ARE SO SUCCESSFUL IS THAT THEY DO

UNDERSTAND THAT RELAPSE IS A PART OF RECOVERY.

SUP. SHEILA KUEHL: THANK YOU VERY MUCH.

SUP. HILDA SOLIS: YES. I HAD-- WE DIDN'T REALLY TALK ABOUT THE
PENDING OR LOOMING TERMINATION DATE WHERE THIS STOPS. AND WHAT
DOES THAT MEAN IN TERMS OF REACHING THESE 700,000 INDIVIDUALS
THAT WOULD BE ELIGIBLE? AND WHAT DOES THAT MEAN FOR YOUR

RESOURCES?

RON BROWN: IT'S A REAL PROBLEM FOR ME BECAUSE RIGHT NOW WITH
ALMOST 700,000 CASES. THE FILING DEADLINE, IF YOU WANT TO CALL
IT THAT, IS NOVEMBER 3, 2017. IF THOSE CASES ARE NOT FILED BY
THEN, PEOPLE WHO HAVE A RIGHT TO HAVE THEIR CASES REDUCED
WON'T HAVE THAT HAPPEN. THAT'S NOT FAIR. IF IT GOES AGAINST
THE SPIRIT OF THE PROPOSITION. PEOPLE WANTED TO HAVE THOSE

FOLKS HAVE THEIR CASES HANDLED. I DON'T THINK THAT STATEWIDE
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THEY UNDERSTOOD THE NUMBER OF CASES IN L.A. COUNTY. THAT'S WHY
I WAS STRONGLY URGING THIS BOARD TO USE ITS RESOURCES TO
EXTEND THAT FILING DEADLINE BECAUSE IF WE DON'T, PEOPLE WHO
COULD HAVE THEIR LIVES TRANSFORMED AREN'T GOING TO GET THAT

OPPORTUNITY. IT'S A SHAME.

SUP. HILDA SOLIS: SO I WOULD ASK OUR COLLEAGUES HERE AS WELL
AS IN THE AUDIENCE LISTENING, THAT WE NEED TO DO SOME WORK
HERE TO GET THE LEGISLATURE TO UNDERSTAND WHAT THIS IMPACT
WILL MEAN AND WILL HAVE HERE NOT JUST IN L.A. COUNTY AND
AROUND THE STATE. AND I BELIEVE OUR C.E.O.'S EVEN LOOKING AT
THAT, AS WELL. AND I'M ENCOURAGED BY THAT. BUT I STILL FEEL SO
HESITANT ABOUT HOW OUR COUNTY IS UNABLE TO REALLY PROVIDE THE
NEEDED SERVICES IMMEDIATELY TO INDIVIDUALS RIGHT NOW. I HEAR
TIME AFTER TIME INDIVIDUALS DON'T KNOW HOW TO NAVIGATE THE
SYSTEM. THEY NEED LEGAL AID ASSISTANCE. THERE ISN'T ENOUGH

ABOUT HOW WE COLLABORATE WITH OUR PARTNERS OUT IN THE FIELD TO
DO THAT AND MAKE SURE THAT WE'RE REALLY CONNECTING EVERYONE
TOGETHER, WORKING WITH THE COURTS, WORKING WITH C.B.OS,
WORKING WITH PROBATION, WORKING WITH EVERYONE THAT HAS A STAKE
IN THIS. AND OF COURSE I'M CONCERNED BECAUSE IT LOOKS AS
THOUGH THERE MIGHT BE A MOVE IN SACRAMENTO TO ASSUME THAT

WE'RE GOING TO HAVE SUCH A GREAT COST SAVINGS THAT THEY'RE

FROM THE SHERIFF'S, AND I'M THE CHIEF OF EAST PATROL DIVISION
AND ALSO GOOD MORNING TO DISTINGUISHED MEMBERS OF THE BOARD.
MR. MAYOR, THE POLICY OF THE SHERIFF'S DEPARTMENT IS WE HAVE A
DIRECTIVE THAT RELATED TO PROPOSITION 47 THAT WAS INITIATED
AFTER IT WAS PASSED. AND THAT DIRECTIVE INSTRUCTS DEPARTMENT
PERSONNEL THAT WHEN AN ARREST IS MADE FOR A PROPOSITION 47
OFFENSE, THAT THE OFFENDER WOULD BE ARRESTED, WOULD BE BROUGHT
TO THE LOCAL SHERIFF'S STATION AND WOULD BE FINGERPRINTED AND
BOOKED. AND UPON A RETURN OF THE FINGERPRINTS, WHICH ARE
NECESSARY TO DETERMINE IF THE OFFENDER HAD A PREVIOUS
CONVICTION FOR WHAT'S CALLED A PROPOSITION 47 INELIGIBLE
OFFENSE, IF THEY HAD A PREVIOUS CONVICTION FOR ONE OF THOSE
OFFENSES, THEN THE OFFENDER WOULD BE KEPT JUST LIKE ANY OTHER
OFFENDER WHERE THEY WOULD HAVE TO POST BAIL AND IT WOULD BE
BOOKED AS A FELONY. IF THEY UPON RETURN OF THE FINGERPRINTS,
THEY HAD NONE OF THOSE CONVICTIONS, THEN THEY WOULD BE ISSUED

A CITATION AND RELEASED UPON CITATION PURSUANT TO THE STATUTE.
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SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: NOW IF A PERSON'S ARRESTED FOR
SHOPLIFTING, IS IT $950 OR LESS? THEY'RE JUST ISSUED A

CITATION?

CHIEF STEVEN JOHNSON: YES. WHAT'S COME ABOUT AS PART OF THIS
STATUTE IS THE TERM SHOPLIFTING HAS BEEN INCORPORATED INTO THE
LAW. AND PREVIOUSLY SHOPLIFTING WAS IN ESSENCE A TERM THAT WAS
GENERALLY USED AMONGST EVERYONE TO REFER TO PETTY THEFT THAT
WAS COMMITTED IN SOME TYPE OF RETAIL ESTABLISHMENT. UNDER
PROPOSITION 47, THE TERM SHOPLIFTING HAS BEEN DEFINED AS
SOMEONE WHO ENTERS AN ESTABLISHMENT, A RETAIL ESTABLISHMENT
AND COMMITS A THEFT OF SOMETHING FOR UNDER $950 AND THEY
ENTERED WITH THE INTENT PRIOR TO GOING INTO THE ESTABLISHMENT,
WITH THE INTENT OF COMMITTING THE THEFT. NOW, BEFORE
PROPOSITION 47, THOSE ELEMENTS, AS I STATED, ENTERING A
COMMERCIAL ESTABLISHMENT WITH THE INTENT TO COMMIT THEFT, WAS
PREVIOUSLY DEFINED AS A BURGLARY AND WOULD BE BOOKED AS A
FELONY. AFTER THE PASSAGE OF THIS STATUTE, THE CREATION OF THE
TERM "SHOPLIFTING" UNDER 459.5 P.C. ESTABLISHES THAT THOSE
SAME ELEMENTS OF A CRIME WHICH WERE PREVIOUSLY A FELONY AND
CALLED A BURGLARY ARE NOW CALLED A SHOPLIFTING. IF SOMEONE
ENTERS THE ESTABLISHMENT AND IT CANNOT BE PROVEN THAT THEY
ENTERED WITH THE COMMITMENT TO COMMIT THE THEFT, THERE IS

STILL TRADITIONAL PETTY THEFT WHICH THEY CAN BE BOOKED FOR
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WHICH IS NOT A PROPOSITION 47 OFFENSE. THAT WOULD BE THE

TRADITIONAL PETTY THEFT WHICH IS 484-A P.C.

THEFT AND YOU HAD A CONVICTION AND YOU WERE TO OFFEND AGAIN,
YOU COULD BE ARRESTED FOR A CRIME THAT WAS KNOWN AS PETTY
