o Students develop work-readiness
skills through individualized
instruction, group seminars and
internships opportunities.
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o Partner with community employers, professionals and
schools to provide students with hands-on training,
preparation and support that culminates in a paid
internship for real work experience.

o Students move into a real apartment within a
community-based apartment building and learn
iIndependent living skills in their own environment

o Students at The Hatlen Center for the Blind are truly
living on their own: paying their own rent, choosing
and cooking their own food, and traveling to meet
real-life needs.

o Curriculums include Living Skills, Orientation and
Mobility, Technology, Social Skills, Transition
Planning, Pre-Vocational Skills, and College
Preparation.

o Comprehensive residential
program designed to help adults
who are blind or visually
Impaired increase their
independence.

o Four core classes: Bralille,
Assistive Technology,
Orientation and Mobility and
Independent Living SKkills.

o Graduates of the program attain the skills to live
Independently, attend college or secondary education,
find employment and enjoy productive and fulfilling lives
In their homes, communities and places of work.

o Students reside in our residential dormitory
and practice independent living skills while
attending a daily schedule of classes

o Students start the program in suite-style
rooms and progress to fully-equipped
training apartments

o Average program length is 6 months

o 25 students in the program at any time,
new students are added every month

o Classes are typically held 6 hours per day,
5 days per week
