JOINT RECOMMENDATION WITH THE CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER THAT
YOUR BOARD:

1. Find the repair to the Alhambra Health Center statutorily exempt under the
California Environmental Quality Act as specified in Public Resources Code
Section 21172.

2.  Approve the project total budget and authorize the Director of Public Works
to deliver the project.

3. Adopt plans and specifications for the Alhambra Health Center earthquake
repair project at an estimated construction contract cost of $1,721,280
financed from the Federal and State Disaster Aid Budget. Instruct the
Executive Officer to advertise for bids to be received and opened on
November 2, 2004, in accordance with the "Instruction Sheet for Publishing
Legal Advertisements" (Enclosure B).
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4. Authorize the Director of Public Works to execute a consultant services
agreement with the apparent lowest responsible bidder to prepare a baseline
construction schedule that conforms to the applicable contract and bid
specifications for a not to exceed fee of $3,000 funded by the existing project
budget and establish the effective date following Board approval.

PURPOSE/JUSTIFICATION OF RECOMMENDED ACTION

The Alhambra Health Center is a two-story building with a partial basement, totaling
25,300 square feet of unreinforced masonry building, constructed in the early 1930's as
an outpatient clinic and office facility. @ Because of its age and architectural
characteristics, FEMA determined it eligible for listing on the National Register of
Historic Places.

The design effort to preserve the historical character of the structure was prolonged
because of the required extensive coordination and review by FEMA and the State
Historical Preservation Officer. The historic review is now completed and all significant
character-defining features have been identified for restoration.

The proposed agreement with the apparent lowest responsible bidder to prepare a
baseline construction schedule that conforms to the County's schedule specification is
critical to successfully manage construction activities by both the contractor and the
County, and a responsible contractor must be able to produce such a construction
schedule. Bid specifications provide that if the apparent lowest bidder fails to complete
an acceptable schedule, the Director may return to your Board to recommend that the
bidder be determined nonresponsible and recommend awarding the construction
contract to the next lowest bidder, contingent on that bidder completing a baseline
schedule which conforms to the County's specifications.

Implementation of Strategic Plan Goals

These actions meet the County's Strategic Plan Goal of Service Excellence as they will
improve the seismic performance of the facility and restore its use back to the
community. Completing the Alhambra Health Center building earthquake retrofit and
repairs will give the public access to a safer building, which could prevent injuries or
loss of life from future seismic events.
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FISCAL IMPACT/FINANCING

Public Works' fair construction cost estimate for the base construction contract is
$1,721,280.

A change order contingency fund, equal to approximately 15 percent of the estimated
construction cost, and a market condition contingency of $344,000 due to current
construction market volatility are included in the project budget. No expenditures from
the fund will be made without the Chief Administrative Office's review and authorization.

Repair and retrofit of the facility is funded through the FEMA Grant Acceleration
Program and net County cost commitment, as appropriate. Sufficient funds are
available in the Federal and State Disaster Aid Budget to cover the total estimated
project cost of $3,098,000.

The Project Schedule and Budget Summary are included in Enclosure A.

FACTS AND PROVISIONS/LEGAL REQUIREMENTS

A standard contract, in the form previously approved by County Counsel, will be used.
The standard Board-directed clauses that provide for contract termination,
renegotiation, and hiring qualified displaced County employees will be included in the
contract.

The project specifications contain provisions requiring the contractor to report
solicitations of improper consideration by County employees and allowing the County to
terminate the contract if it is found that the contractor offered or gave improper
consideration to County employees.

As requested by your Board on August 12, 1997, and as a threshold requirement for
consideration of contract award, bidders will be required to attest their willingness to
consider Greater Avenues for Independence Program/General Relief Opportunity for
Work participants for future employment.

As required by your Board, language has been incorporated into the project
specifications stating that the contractor shall notify its employees, and shall require
each subcontractor to notify its employees, about Board Policy 5.135, the Safely
Surrendered Baby Law, and that they may be eligible for the Federal Earned Income
Credit under the Federal income tax laws.
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Bidders will also be required to show full compliance with Los Angeles County Code
Chapter 2.200 (Child Support Compliance Program) and Chapter 2.203 (Contractor
Employee Jury Service Program).

To ensure that the contract is awarded to a responsible contractor with a satisfactory
history of performance, bidders are required to report violations of the False Claims Act,
their civil litigation history, and information regarding prior criminal convictions. The
information reported will be considered before making a recommendation to award.

ENVIRONMENTAL DOCUMENTATION

This project is statutorily exempt pursuant to Public Resources Code Section 21172,
which allows for the repair, maintenance, or minor alteration of existing public facilities
or mechanical equipment or restoration of public facilities damaged as a result of a
declared disaster. Under DSR 02475, FEMA has determined the project qualifies as a
categorical exclusion under the National Environmental Policy Act in accordance with
Part 10 of Title 44 of the Code of Federal Regulations.

CONTRACTING PROCESS

Advertising for bids will be in accordance with the County's standard "Instruction Sheet
for Publishing Legal Advertisements" (Enclosure B). Following receipt of bids, we will
return to your Board to award a construction contract.

The State Labor Code requires contractors to pay prevailing wage rates to all persons
employed on Public Works' contracts.

As requested by your Board on February 3, 1998, this contract opportunity will be listed
on the "Doing Business with Us" website.

Public Works has evaluated and determined that the Living Wage Program (County
Code Chapter 2.201) does not apply to the recommended contract, as this contract is
for non-Proposition A services.

Participation by Community Business Enterprises in the project is encouraged through
Public Works' Capital Projects’ CBE Outreach Program and by monitoring the good faith
efforts of bidders to utilize CBEs.
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IMPACT ON CURRENT SERVICES (OR PROJECTS)

In October 2003, the Department of Health Services' staff was relocated to
10953 Ramona Boulevard, El Monte, California; therefore, there will be no impact on
current County services during construction.
