DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH SERVICES: APPROVAL OF AGREEMENT WITH
GRAEBEL COMPANIES, INC. TO PROVIDE RELOCATION
AND EQUIPMENT STAGING SERVICES FOR LAC+USC
MEDICAL CENTER REPLACEMENT FACILITY
(SUPERVISORIAL DISTRICT 1)
(3 VOTES)

IT IS RECOMMENDED THAT YOUR BOARD:

Approve and instruct the Director of Health Services, or his designee, to sign the
Agreement with Graebel Companies, Inc. (Graebel), substantially similar to the
attached Exhibit |, for relocation and equipment staging services for the LAC+USC
Medical Center (LAC+USC) Replacement Facility, effective on the date of Board
approval through September 30, 2008 with option to extend the Agreement term for
one year, at a maximum obligation of $3,505,000.

PURPOSE/JUSTIFICATION OF RECOMMENDED ACTION

In approving the recommended action, the Board is authorizing the Director of Health
Services, or his designee, to sign an agreement with Graebel, selected through an RFP
process, for timely relocation and equipment staging services to include: (1) moving
approximately 25,000 items from existing facilities to the Replacement Facility, and
(2) equipment staging services for receiving, warehousing, assembly, and delivery of
approximately 15,000 new equipment items being acquired by the County for the
Replacement Facility.

“To Enrich Lives Through Effective And Caring Service”
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Implementation of Strategic Plan Goals

The action meets the County’s Strategic Plan Goals of Fiscal Responsibility and Workforce
and Organization Excellence by effectively managing County resources and investing in
preserving and protecting the critical public infrastructure.

Consistency with DHS System Redesign
This action meets strategic goals to improve the value (quality and efficiency) of health
care provided by DHS and to enhance and protect the health of the residents of

Los Angeles County.

FISCAL IMPACT/FINANCING

The County’s maximum obligation is $3,505,000. From date of Board approval through
June 30, 2008, $1,250,349 is included for relocation services and $1,478,891 is inciuded
for equipment staging services for a total cost of $2,729,240. For FY 2008-09, $775,760 is
included as a contingency for optional relocation and optional equipment staging services.
Funding is included in the LAC+USC Healthcare Network’s Fiscal Year 2007-08 Adopted
Budget and will be requested in future fiscal years.

FACTS AND PROVISIONS/LEGAL REQUIREMENTS

Construction of the Replacement Facility is scheduled to be completed in December 2007,
with a projected move-in date of June 2008, or five months after receipt of the Certificate of
Occupancy. A transition team has been working to plan and coordinate the move from
existing facilities to the new buildings. This includes movement and placement of
equipment and furnishings, a conceptual fit-up plan, department move sequencing, and
identification of new equipment to be staged and stored. Facilities Development, Inc. (FDI)
is the occupancy planning consulting group that has been hired through an agreement
approved by the Board on November 16, 2004. FDI's role has included guiding the
Department in developing the RFP and participating in selection of a vendor for provision of
these equipment relocation and staging services. On November 8, 2006, the Board
approved Amendment No. 1 to the FDI agreement to provide management services to
ensure that Replacement Facility relocation activities are expertly performed and new
equipment staging services are synchronized with LAC+USC’s move-in schedule.

Graebel will facilitate the move to the Replacement Facility with minimal disruption of
services to patients. Graebel will provide relocation services for approximately 25,000
equipment items, including project management and coordination, supply, tracking, and
other services needed to complete tasks and deliverables. Graebel will also provide
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equipment staging services for approximately 15,000 new equipment items. While some
equipment will be received and assembled directly on-site at the Replacement Facility,
other items will be received at Graebel's warehouse for assembly and/or storage until
delivery to the Replacement Facility is required. Also included relative to equipment
staging are project management, coordination, receiving, warehousing, assembly, delivery,
and other services needed to complete the tasks and deliverables.

Under the Agreement, the Department has the authority to make minor changes to
quantities without any change in price; however, if significant changes are required, the
Department also has authority to request optional services at rates specified in the
Agreement. In addition, the Department has authority to add optional wall mounting
services, packing services, and consolidation services for remaining items within the
existing facilities, at rates specified in the Agreement.

Graebel will be required to change move-in dates as necessary, which the Department will
do as necessary after conferring and coordinating with Graebel. The Department will also
give appropriate notice to Graebel of any move-in date change.

Graebel will provide a performance bond.

Attachment A provides additional information.

CONTRACTING PROCESS

On October 13, 2006, the Department released a Request for Proposals. This RFP was
distributed to vendors on the Departmental Bidders’ list, which included FDI-identified
hospital moving firms as well as Internal Services Department (ISD) agreement vendors.
In addition, the opportunity was advertised on ISD’s internet site, Office of Small Business
Contracting internet site, as well as DHS’s own internet site. On October 25 and 26, 2006,
DHS held a mandatory proposers’ conference that was attended by 21 people,
representing 12 companies. DHS received 10 proposals on November 20, 2006 including
five for relocation services and five for equipment staging services. FDI and contract staff
together conducted the pass/fail minimum qualifications review of the proposals and
passed two proposals for relocation services and two proposals for equipment staging
services. A four-member evaluation committee met on December 19, 2006 to evaluate the
remaining proposals and unanimously recommended the selection of Graebel for both
relocation services and equipment staging services. The evaluation committee was
comprised of FDI and LAC+USC staff representing Materials Management Nursing, and
Replacement Facility planning.
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IMPACT ON CURRENT SERVICES (OR PROJECTS)

Board approval will permit the County and DHS to relocate equipment in a timely manner
with minimum disruption to patients, and to receive/assemble and warehouse/deliver all
new equipment to be able to open the Replacement Facility on schedule.

STATEMENT OF WORK

RELOCATION AND EQUIPMENT STAGING SERVICES

Objective: This Statement of Work (SOW) describes relocation services to move
equipment and furnishings from existing facilities to the replacement facility and
equipment staging services to receive/warehouse and assemble/deliver new equipment
into the LAC+USC Medical Center’s replacement facility (Replacement Facility) for the
Los Angeles County (County) Department of Health Services (DHS).

Description of New Facility, Construction Site, Existing Facilities & New Equipment: The
County is currently constructing a 600-bed hospital to replace the existing General
Hospital and Women's and Children's Hospital. A Transition planning team has been
assembled to plan and coordinate the move from the existing facilities to the new
buildings. This team is developing plans, which include Attachment A1 (Equipment and
Furnishings to be Moved from Existing Facility Areas to Replacement Facility),
Attachment A2 (LAC+USC Conceptual Fit-up Plan), Attachment A3 (Department Move
Sequence), and Attachment B1 (New Equipment to be Staged for the Replacement
Facility). Facilities Development, Inc. (FDI) is the occupancy planning consulting group,
which has been hired by LAC+USC Medical Center to direct the transition planning
process.

The new facility will operate as a tertiary-level medical center in four (4) buildings with a
600 bed, eight (8) story inpatient tower (IPT), a five (5) story diagnostic and treatment
services center (D&T), a seven (7) story outpatient specialty services clinic (OPT), and a
central plant (See Attachment D — Facility Site Plan). The Inpatient Tower, the D&T
Building, and the Outpatient Tower will be connected on four (4) levels. Access to the
dock areas is limited by dimensions of surrounding driveways and streets. Vendors will
have access to five (5) elevators in the existing Women’s and Children’s Hospital and
thirteen (13) elevators in the existing General Hospital. in the new facility, vendors will
have access to six (6) elevators in the Inpatient Tower, two (2) elevators in the D&T
Building and four (4) elevators in the Outpatient Tower.

The site of the replacement facility is located in the Southeast area of the hospital
campus. Construction excavation and other activities began in March 2003 and
construction is to be completed December 2007. The new facility is expected to be fully
operational five (5) months from receipt of the Certificate of Occupancy. Descriptive floor
and site plans for the new facility are provided in Attachments C1-C8 Replacement
Facility Floor Layouts and Attachment D- Facility Site Plan.

The Contractor will be required to make the move with minimal disruption of services to
patients. The patient move is expected to take place June 6-7, 2008 . There is a
possibility of a phased move, with the Outpatient Department (OPD) relocation taking
place three (3) months early on February 23-24, 2008. Average daily census of the
Medical Center is currently 650-700. Efforts will be made to suppress the census as
much as possible for the move. Relocation of existing departments will take plaf‘e over a
three (3) to six (6) week period.
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The LAC+USC Medical Center is composed of 50+ buildings on an 84-acre campus just
5 minutes east of downtown Los Angeles. The 4 major buildings on the campus that will
require transition activity are General Hospital (1,494,627 sq. ft.), Women's and
Children’s Hospital (391,290 sq. fi.}, Outpatient Clinic (235,480 sq. ft.) and the Interns/
Residents Dorm (142,448 sq. ft.). The remaining campus structures are a multitude of
smaller buildings and trailers that contain a broad variety of services and programs that
supports this medical center. Out of the large number of smaller buildings/trailers,
approximately only two (2) will require transition activity.

The County is procuring 15,000 equipment and furnishing items at a cost of $85.0 million
for the new 800-bed hospital as listed on Attachment B1 (New Equipment to be Staged
for the Replacement Facility). As indicated on Attachment B1, some items can be
delivered directly to the Replacement Facility. The remaining items must be staged at an
off-site warehouse facility and assembled/warehoused/delivered to the Replacement
Facility when the new facility is ready to receive the items. Off-site warehousing .
requirements are anticipated to begin in September 2007 and delivery to the on-site
Replacement Facility estimated to be in November 2007-April 2008 .

Scope of Work:

a. Relocation Services: The Contractor will provide relocation services for the
equipment and furnishings as detailed in Attachment A1 (Equipment and
Furnishings to be Moved from Existing Facility Areas to Replacement Facility), in
accordance with a schedule as detailed in Attachment A2 (LAC+USC Conceptual
Fit-up Plan) and Attachment A3 (Department Move Sequence), subject to County
Change Notices. The services to be provided by the Contractor include project
management, move coordination, move supplies, move tracking, moving and any
other services to complete the tasks and deliverables described in this Statement
of Work.

b. Equipment Staging Services: The Contractor will provide equipment staging
services for the New Equipment detailed in Attachment B1 (New Equipment o be
Staged for the Replacement Facility), with some equipment to be received directly
on-site at the Replacement Facility, and if necessary, assembled on-site, and
some equipment to be received off-site at the Contractor’'s warehouse for
storage/assembly until County schedules delivery to the Replacement Facility.
The Contractor will provide all of the services set forth in this Statement of Work.
The services to be provided by the Contractor include project management,
staging coordination, equipment receiving, warehousing, assembly, and delivery
and any other services to complete the tasks and deliverables described in this
Statement of Work.

County’s Project Manager: The County’s Project Manager will be Lori Reed, FDI, or her
designee. .

Contractor's Assistant Project Managers and Project Supervisors: The Contractor’s
Assistant Project Managers will assist Contractor's Project Manager io ensure County
requirements are being met by Contractor. The Contractor must specifically designate
in writing Assistant Project Managers and Project Supervisors {o serve as the liaison with
the County and to oversee their crews on a daily basis. The Assistant Project Managers
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will serve as the liaisons with the County. The County reserves the right to approve
and/or reject the Assistant Project Managers or Project Supervisors designated to work
with the County. During the actual move, the Contractor shall keep the same Assistant
Project Managers and Project Supervisors on the job from the beginning to the end of
each phase, except to the extent iliness or injury makes such continuity impossible.

County’'s Responsibilities:

a. Relocation Services: County will maintain a contact listing of Move Coordinators
for each existing facility area undergoing moves to the Replacement Facility. In
Contractor’'s performance of Relocation Services, the County will have its
personnel available during the move at both the existing and new locations to
assist movers in locating items and directing movers to locations during the entire
move operation of each department. Any discrepancy in the equipment items to
be relocated must be communicated to the County’s Project Manager or his/her
designee for resolution and direction.

b. Equipment Staging Services: County will maintain a contact listing of Equipment

CONTRACTOR’S OBLIGATIONS AS A “BUSINESS ASSOCIATE”

UNDER THE HEALTH INSURANCE PORTARILITY AND
ACCOUNTABILITY ACT OF 1996 (HIPAA)

Under this Agreement, Contractor (“Business Associate”) provides services (“Services”)
to County (“Covered Entity”) and Business Associate receives, has access to, or creates
Protected Health Information in order to provide those Services. Covered Entity is
subject to the Administrative Simplification requirements of the Health Insurance
Portability and Accountability Act of 1996 (HIPAA) and regulations promulgated
thereunder, including the Standards for Privacy of Individually Identifiable Health
Information (“the Privacy Regulations”) and the Health Insurance Reform: Security
Standards (“the Security Regulations”) at 45 Code of Federal Regulations Parts 160 and
164 (“together, the “Privacy and Security Regulations”).

The Privacy and Security Regulations require Covered Entity to enter into a contract with
Business Associate in order to mandate certain protections for the privacy and security
of Protected Health Information, and those Regulations prohibit the disclosure to or use
of Protected Health Information by Business Associate if such a contract is not in place.

Therefore, the parties agree as follows:

1.0  DEFINITIONS

1.1 “Disclose” and “Disclosure” means, with respect to Protected Health Information,
the release, transfer, provision of access to, or divulging in any other manner of
Protected Health Information outside Business Associate’s internal operations or
to other than its employees.

1.2 “Electronic Media” has the same meaning as the term “electronic media” in 45
C.F.R. § 160.103. Electronic Media means (1) Electronic storage media
including memory devices in computers (hard drives) and any
removable/transportable digital memory medium, such as magnetic tape or disk,
optical disk, or digital memory card; or (2) Transmission media used to exchange
information already in electronic storage media. Transmission media include, for
example, the internet (wide-open), extranet (using internet technology to link a
business with information accessible only to collaborating parties), leased lines,
dial-up lines, private networks, and the physical movement of
removable/transportable electronic storage media.  Certain transmissions,
including of paper, via facsimile, and of voice, via telephone, are not considered
to be transmissions via electronic media, because the information being
exchanged did not exist in electronic form before the transmission.

1.3 “Electronic Protected Health Information” has the same meaning as the term
“electronic protected health information” in 45 C.F.R. § 160.103. Electronic
Protected Health Information means Protected Health Information that, is (i)
transmitted by electronic media; (i) maintained in electronic media.

“Individual” means the person who is the subject of Protected Health Information, and shall

include a person who qualifies as a personal representative in accordance with 45 C.F.R. §
164.502(qg).

“Protected Health Information” has the same meaning as the term “protected health
information” in 45 C.F.R. § 164.503, limited to the information created or received by
Business Associate from or on behalf of Covered Entity. Protected Health Information
includes information, whether oral or recorded in any form or medium, that (i) relates to the
past, present, or future physical or mental health or condition of an Individual; the provision
of health care to an Individual, or the past, present or future payment for the provision of
health care to an Individual; (i) identifies the Individual (or for which there is a reasonable
basis for believing that the information can be used to identify the Individual); and (jii) is
received by Business Associate from or on behalf of Covered Entity, or is created by
Business Associate, or is made accessible to Business Associate by Covered Entity.
“Protected Health Information” includes Electronic Health Information.

“‘Required By Law” means a mandate contained in law that compels an entity to make a
Use or Disclosure of Protected Health Information and that is enforceable in a court of law.
Required by law includes, but is not limited to, court orders and court-ordered warrants;
subpoenas or summons issued by a court, grand jury, a governmental or tribal inspector
general, or any administrative body authorized to require the production of information: a

2.203.010 Findings.

The board of supervisors makes the following findings. The county of Los Angeles allows its permanent, full-time
employees unlimited jury service at their regular pay. Unfortunately, many businesses do not offer or are reducing
or even eliminating compensation to employees who serve on juries. This creates a potential financial hardship
for employees who do not receive their pay when called to jury service, and those employees often seek to be
excused from having to serve. Although changes in the court rules make it more difficult to excuse a potential
juror on grounds of financial hardship, potential jurors continue to be excused on this basis, especially from longer
trials. This reduces the number of potential jurors and increases the burden on those employers, such as the
county of Los Angeles, who pay their permanent, fuli-time employees while on juror duty. For these reasons, the
county of Los Angeles has determined that it is appropriate to require that the businesses with which the county
contracts possess reasonable jury service policies. (Ord. 2002-0015 § 1 (part), 2002)

2.203.020 Definitions.

The following definitions shall be applicable to this chapter:

A. “Contractor” means a person, partnership, corporation or other entity which has a contract with the county
or a subcontract with a county contractor and has received or will receive an aggregate sum of $50,000 or
more in any 12-month period under one or more such contracts or subcontracts. '

B. “Employee” means any California resident who is a full-time employee of a contractor under the laws of
California.
C. “Contract” means any agreement to provide goods to, or perform services for or on behalf of, the county

but does not include:

1. A contract where the board finds that special circumstances exist that justify a waiver of the
requirements of this chapter; or

2. A contract where federal or state law or a condition of a federal or state program mandates the use
of a particular contractor; or

3. A purchase made through a state or federal contract; or

4, A monopoly purchase that is exclusive and proprietary to a specific manufacturer, distributor, or
reseller, and must match and inter-member with existing supplies, equipment or systemns

maintained by the county pursuant to the Los Angeles County Purchasing Policy and Procedures
Manual, Section P-3700 or a successor provision; or ’

5. A revolving fund (petty cash) purchase pursuant to the Los Angeles County Fiscal Manual, Section
4.4.G or a successor provision; or

8. A purchase card purchase pursuant to the Los Angeles County Purchasing Policy and Procedures
Manual, Section P-2810 or a successor provision; or

7. A.non-agreement purchase with a value of less than $5,000 pursuant to the Los Angeles County
Purchasing Policy and Procedures Manual, Section A-0300 or a successor provision; or

8. A bona fide emergency purchase pursuant to the Los Angeles County Purchasing Policy and
Procedures Manual, Section PP-1100 or a successor provision.
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D. “Full time” means 40 hours or more worked per week, or a lesser number of hours if:

1. The lesser number is a recognized industry standard as determined by the chief administrative
officer, or

2. The contractor has a long-standing practice that defines the lesser number of hours as full time.

E. “County” means the county of Los Angeles or any public entities for which the board of supervisors is the
governing body. (Ord. 2002-0040 § 1, 2002: Ord. 2002-0015 § 1 (part), 2002)

2.203.030 Applicability.

This chapter shall apply to contractors who enter into contracts that commence after July 11, 2002. This chapter
shall also apply to contractors with existing contracts which are extended into option years that commence after
July 11, 2002. Contracts that commence after May 28, 2002, but before July 11, 2002, shall be subject to the

provisions of this chapter only if the solicitations for such contracts stated that the chapter would be applicable.
(Ord. 2002-0040 § 2, 2002: Ord. 2002-0015 § 1 (part), 2002)

2.203.040 Contractor Jury Service Policy.

A contractor shall have and adhere to a written policy that provides that its empioyees shall receive from the
contractor, on an annual basis, no less than five days of regular pay for actual jury service. The policy may
provide that employees deposit any fees received for such jury service with the contractor or that the contractor
deduct from the employees’ regular pay the fees received for jury service. (Ord. 2002-0015 § 1 (part), 2002)

2.203.050 Other Provisions.

A Administration. The chief administrative officer shall be responsible for the administration of this chapter.
The chief administrative officer may, with the advice of county counsel, issue interpretations of the
provisions of this chapter and shall issue written instructions on the implementation and ongoing

administration of this chapter. Such instructions may provide for the delegation of functions to other
county departments.

B. Compliance Certification. At the time of seeking a contract, a contractor shall certify to the county that it
has and adheres to a policy consistent with this chapter or will have and adhere to such a policy prior to
award of the contract. (Ord. 2002-0015 § 1 (part), 2002)

2.203.060 Enforcement and Remedies.

For a contractor’s violation of any provision‘ of this chapter, the county department head responsible for
administering the contract may do one or more of the following:

1. Recommend to the board of supervisors the termination of the coniract; and/or,

2. Pursuant to chapter 2.202, seek the debarment of the contractor. (Ord. 2002-0015 § 1 (part), 2002)
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2.203.070. Exceptions.
A Other Laws. This chapter shall not be interpreted or applied to any contractor or to any
employee in a manner inconsistent with the laws of the United States or California.
B. Collective Bargaining Agreements. This chapter shall be superseded by a collective
bargaining agreement that expressly so provides.
C. Small Business. This chapter shall not be applied to any contractor that meets all of the
following:
1. Has ten or fewer employees during the contract period; and,

2. Has annual gross revenues in the preceding twelve months which, if added to the
annual amount of the contract awarded, are less than $500,000; and,

3. Is not an affiliate or subsidiary of a business dominant in its field of operation.

‘Dominant in its field of operation” means having more than ten employees and annual gross

revenues in the preceding twelve months which, if added to the annual amount of the contract
awarded, exceed $500,000.

“Affiliate or subsidiary of a business dominant in its field of operation” means a business which is
at least 20 percent owned by a business dominant in its field of operation, or by partners, officers,

directors, majority stockholders, or their equivalent, of a business dominant in that field of
operation. (Ord. 2002-0015 § 1 (part), 2002)

2.203.090. Severability.

If any provision of this chapter is found invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, the remaining
provisions shall remain in full force and effect.

¥hain the baby was brougHt to the emengency room, he was
exarrined by o pedistrician, who determined that the beby was
healthy and doing fine. He was placed with a ioving family while the
adopfion process was started, »

her know there are other options.

It is best that women seek help to receive proper medical care and counseling while
they are pregnant. But at the same time, we want fo assure parents who choose

not to keep their baby that they will not go to jail if they deliver their babies to safe
hands in any Los Angeles County hospital ER or fire station.
