ASSIGNMENT OF CITY OF ARTESIA
FEDERAL SURFACE TRANSPORTATION PROGRAM-LOCAL FUNDS 

IN EXCHANGE FOR COUNTY OF LOS ANGELES GASOLINE TAX FUNDS

COOPERATIVE AGREEMENT AND ASSIGNMENT
(SUPERVISORIAL DISTRICT 4)

IT IS RECOMMENDED THAT YOUR BOARD:

Approve and instruct the Mayor of the Board to sign the enclosed cooperative agreement and 
assignment between the City of Artesia and the County of Los Angeles providing for the City of 
Artesia to assign $176,000 of its Federal Surface Transportation Program-Local funds in exchange 
for an equal amount of County of Los Angeles gasoline tax funds.

PURPOSE/JUSTIFICATION OF RECOMMENDED ACTION

The purpose of the recommended action is for the Board to approve the enclosed cooperative 
agreement and assignment to effect the assignment of $176,000 of the City of Artesia's (City) 
Federal Surface Transportation Program-Local (STP-L) funds in exchange for an equal amount of 
County of Los Angeles (County) gasoline tax funds.
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The Los Angeles County Metropolitan Transportation Authority has established procedures that 
permit the transfer of Federal STP-L funds between public agencies.  The approval of the enclosed 
agreement is required under these procedures. 

This exchange of funds provides the City with less restrictive funds for the improvement of its local 
streets and is mutually beneficial to, and in the general interest of, the City and the County.

Implementation of Strategic Plan Goals

The Countywide Strategic Plan directs the provision of Community and Municipal Services (Goal 3).  
By providing the City with less restrictive funds for the improvement of its local streets the motoring 
public will benefit.

FISCAL IMPACT/FINANCING

There will be no impact to the County General Fund.

The Board's approval of the enclosed agreement will result in no direct fiscal impact to the County.  
The County's payment of gasoline tax funds to the City will be offset by the Federal STP-L funds 
received by the County for use on a qualifying County road construction project that would have 
otherwise been financed with gasoline tax funds. 

The $176,000 in County gasoline tax funds to be paid to the City is available in the Fourth 
Supervisorial District's Road Construction Program in the Fiscal Year 2010-11 Road Fund Budget.

FACTS AND PROVISIONS/LEGAL REQUIREMENTS

The enclosed agreement provides for the City to assign $176,000 of the City's available Federal 
STP-L funds to the County and the County to pay to the City, following the execution of the 
agreement, $176,000 in County gasoline tax funds.

Section 1803 of the California Streets and Highways code provides that the board of supervisors of 
any county may enter into contracts or agreements with the legislative body of any city for the 
purposes of more efficient construction or repair of streets and roads within the city.  This proposal is 
also authorized and provided for by the provisions of Section 6500, et seq., of the Government Code.

The agreement has been approved by the City and approved as to form by County Counsel.

ENVIRONMENTAL DOCUMENTATION

In accordance with Section 15378(b)(4) of the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) 
Guidelines, the proposed action does not constitute a project and therefore is not subject to the 
requirements of CEQA.  The approval of the Agreement is a fiscal activity that does not involve any 
commitment to any specific project, which may result in the potentially significant impact on the 
environment.
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IMPACT ON CURRENT SERVICES (OR PROJECTS)

The County will be processing Federal-aid eligible projects in the unincorporated areas to which the 
City's assignment of Federal STP-L funds can be obligated.  The City intends to utilize the gasoline 
tax funds in accordance with Article XIX of the California State Constitution. 

CONCLUSION

Enclosed are two originals of the agreement that have been executed by the City.  Please return one 
fully executed original of the agreement along with one adopted copy of this letter to the County 
Department of Public Works, Programs Development Division, for further processing.  The 
agreement marked COUNTY ORIGINAL is to be retained for your files.
