UNINCORPORATED AREA RESIDENTS WELCOME BROCHURE
In fiscal year 1998-1999, the Board of Supervisors created the Office of Unincorporated Area Services (UAS) for the purpose of assessing unincorporated area needs and developing strategies for addressing those needs.  From its beginning budget of $800,000 dollars, UAS’s budget has grown to $1.1 million dollars and a staff of six.  

There are an estimated 1 million residents living in 140 unincorporated communities throughout Los Angeles County.  Communicating with unincorporated area residents about municipal services is important, as the Board of Supervisors is their city council and mayor. 

Approximately 12,000 new residents move into County unincorporated areas monthly, and a welcome brochure that includes useful information containing County phone numbers, websites, and general information would be a valuable community service. Many local municipalities throughout the County are already distributing A-to-Z directories and guides, in an effort to improve responsiveness to citizens.  

WE, THEREFORE, MOVE that the Chief Executive Officer:
1. Develop a process to identify and distribute welcome brochures to new unincorporated area residents; 

2. Use existing budget authority to identify funds within UAS’s current budget to pay for new unincorporated area welcome brochures; and  

3. Report back in 60 days with a plan outlining how new unincorporated area residents will be identified and receive informational brochures.
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
