1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Paramedics respond to a home where an 89-year-old male has experienced an episode of chest pain.  He states he does not want to go to the hospital but his family disagrees.  What best suggests that the patient has decision-making capacity to make the decision to decline transport to the hospital? 
3. He has no underlying dementia at baseline and is high functioning
3. He is not taking any medications that would alter is level of consciousness
3. He conveys that he knows his chest pain could be a heart attack, which could cause death, but does not want to go to the hospital because he was recently admitted for a similar event
3. He has a good relationship with his family, so disagreement would suggest that he has a clear reason for not wanting to be transported

1. It is determined that a 23-year-old male is acutely intoxicated and does not have decision making capacity.  His bicycle was struck by a vehicle and he has visible trauma to the head and torso but refuses treatment and transport.  He is verbally and physically resistant to EMS assessment.  What should EMS do?
1. Have the patient sign the AMA section of the Patient Care Record
