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Adobe Acrobat Reader  
 
Finding Words 
 
You can use the Find command to find a complete word or part of a word in the current PDF 

document.  Acrobat Reader looks for the word by reading every word on every page in the file, 
including text in form fields. 

 
To find a word using the Find command: 
 

1. Click the Find button (Binoculars), or choose Edit > Find. 
2. Enter the text to find in the text box. 
3. Select search options if necessary: 

Match Whole Word Only finds only occurrences of the complete word you enter in 
the box.  For example, if you search for the word stick, the words tick and sticky will 
not be highlighted. 
 
Match Case finds only words that contain exactly the same capitalization you enter in 
the box. 
 
Find Backwards starts the search from the current page and goes backwards through 
the document. 

4. Click Find.  Acrobat Reader finds the next occurrence of the word. 
 
To find the next occurrence of the word, Do one of the following: 
 

Choose Edit > Find Again  
 Reopen the find dialog box, and click Find Again.  
 (The word must already be in the Find text box.) 
 
Copying and pasting text and graphics to another application 
 
You can select text or a graphic in a PDF document, copy it to the Clipboard, and paste it 

into another application such as a word processor.  You can also paste text into a PDF 
document note or into a bookmark.  Once the selected text or graphic is on the Clipboard, you 
can switch to another application and paste it into another document.   

 
Note:  If a font copied from a PDF document is not available on the system displaying the 

copied text, the font cannot be preserved.  A default font  is substituted. 
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To select and copy it to the clipboard: 
1. Select the text tool T, and do one of the following: 

 To select a line of text, select the first letter of the sentence or phrase and drag to 
 the last letter.   
 
To select multiple columns of text (horizontally), hold down Ctrl+Alt (Windows) or Option 
(Mac OS) as you drag across the width of the document.  
 
To select a column of text (vertically), Hold down Ctrl+Alt (Windows) or Option+Command 
(Mac OS) as you drag the length of the document. 
 
To  select all the text on the page, choose Edit > Select All.  In single page mode, all the text 
on the current page is selected.  In Continuous or Continuous – facing mode, most of the text 
in the document is selected.  When you release the mouse button, the selected text is 
highlighted.  To deselect the text and start over, click anywhere outside the selected text.   
The Select All command will not select all the text in the document.  A workaround for this 
(Windows) is to use the Edit > Copy command.  Choose Edit > Copy to copy the selected 
text to the clipboard. 

 
2. To view the text, choose Window > Show Clipboard 
 
In Windows 95, the Clipboard Viewer is not installed by default and you cannot use the 
Show Clipboard command until it is installed.  To install the Clipboard Viewer, Choose 
Start > Settings > Control Panel > Add/Remove Programs, and then click the Windows 
Setup tab.  Double-click Accessories, check Clipboard Viewer, and click OK.

AS A CUTTING- EDGE BIOSCIENCE CLUSTER THAT COULD TRANSFORM THE 2

AREA INTO A HUB OF BIOSCIENCE INNOVATION, WITH FAMILY-3

SUPPORTING CAREERS. SEVERAL YEARS AGO, LOS ANGELES COUNTY AND 4

THE SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA BIOMEDICAL COUNCIL, PHILANTHROPIC 5

ORGANIZATIONS SUCH AS THE CALIFORNIA ENDOWMENT, AS WELL AS 6

WORKFORCE DEVELOPMENT'S PRACTITIONERS AND GOVERNMENT 7

REPRESENTATIVES OF THE COUNTY AND THE CITY OF LOS ANGELES. CAL 8

STATE L.A. HAS PROPOSED TO JOINTLY ESTABLISH AND OPERATE A 9

OPPORTUNITY ON A TIME-LIMITED BASIS WHETHER THE NEW STRUCTURE 10

INGLEWOOD, MAR VISTA AND CULVER CITY. I'M HERE IN SUPPORT OF 6

MOVING FORWARD WITH THE NEW MY HEALTH L.A. PROGRAM ON OCTOBER 7

1ST. OVER THE MANY MONTHS AND YEARS OF DEVELOPING THIS 8

PROGRAM, WE HAVE REMAINED COMMITTED TO CREATING A SYSTEM THAT 9

IMPROVES CARE FOR PATIENTS, ESTABLISHES BETTER COORDINATION 10

YOU FOR THE CREATION OF THIS PROGRAM, AND ALSO THANKING D.H.S. 9

AND C.C.A. L.A.C. FOR THEIR TIRELESS EFFORTS. AS D.H.S. 10 

CONTINUES TO MOLD MY HEALTH L.A., WE URGE D.H.S. TO EXPAND 11 

THEIR DATA COLLECTION EFFORTS IN ORDER TO INFORM ALL DECISION 12 

MAKING MOVING FORWARD. DR. KATZ HAS VERBALLY EXPRESSED A 13 

WILLINGNESS TO EXPAND THE PROGRAM IF THERE IS A DEMONSTRATED 14 

NEED TO. HOWEVER, IT ISN'T CLEAR WHAT INDICATORS D.H.S. WILL 15

SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: THANK YOU, MR. CHAIRMAN. IS THE DEPARTMENT 17 

REPRESENTATIVE HERE? MISS GHALY? DR. GHALY, SORRY.  18

TANGERINE BRIGHAM: TANGERINE BRIGHAM, DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH 20 

SERVICES.   21

SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: THANKS, TANGERINE. FIRST OF ALL, LET ME JUST 23 

START TO SAY THAT HOW I THINK ALL OF US ARE PLEASED THAT THIS 24 

GOT RESOLVED IN THE LAST COUPLE OF WEEKS IN THE WAY IT DID. I 25 
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HOPE NEXT TIME, IF THERE IS A NEXT TIME, THAT IT WON'T GO TO 1

THE LAST MINUTE AS IT DID. I THINK THERE ARE SEVERAL OF US ON 2

THIS BOARD WHO WERE HERE IN 1995 WHEN THIS COUNTY WAS IN 3

SERIOUS TROUBLE, ITS HEALTH DEPARTMENT WAS IN VERY SERIOUS 4

TROUBLE AND AS PART OF THE WAIVER THAT WE RECEIVED FROM THE 5

CLINTON ADMINISTRATION, WE MADE A COMMITMENT TO EXPAND OUR 6

AMBULATORY CARE PROGRAM. AND MANY OF THE PEOPLE WHO ARE 7

SITTING HERE REPRESENTING CLINICS WERE THE CLINICS TO WHOM WE 8

TURNED IN DESPERATION, FRANKLY, TO EXPAND OUR REACH. AND THEY 9

DIDN'T HAVE TO DO IT. THEY CAME TO OUR AID BECAUSE IT WAS THE 10 

RIGHT THING TO DO. THEY HAD NO GUARANTEES OF HOW THIS WAS 11 

GOING TO WORK OUT FINANCIALLY OR OTHERWISE AND WHETHER THEY 12 

HAD THE CAPACITY OR NOT. BUT THEY DID IT BECAUSE THEY DID WHAT 13

IT BECAME KNOWN AS THE P.P.P.'S, PRIVATE PUBLIC AND THE MOST 15 

IMPORTANT WORD WAS PARTNERSHIP. FOLKS WHO ARE PART OF THIS 16 

PROGRAM WHO MAKE UP THE BACKBONE OF THIS PROGRAM AND WHO ARE 17 

SEATED OUT HERE ARE OUR PARTNERS. THEY'RE NOT OUR EMPLOYEES. 18 

THEY'RE NOT OUR SERFS. THEY ARE OUR PARTNERS, AND WE NEED TO 19 

TREAT THEM AS PARTNERS. AND I THINK THIS AGREEMENT AND THIS 20 

CONTRACT GOING FORWARD CERTAINLY REFLECTS A PARTNERSHIP. NOT 21 

ONLY ARE THEY GETTING FOR THE FIRST TIME IN SEVEN OR EIGHT 22 

YEARS A COST OF LIVING ADJUSTMENT, WHICH I DON'T KNOW ANYBODY 23 

IN THIS COUNTY WHO HASN'T GONE WITH A C.O.L.A. IN SEVEN OR 24 

EIGHT YEARS, BUT THE CONTRACT PROVIDES FOR AUTOMATIC 25 
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ADJUSTMENTS COMMENSURATE WITH THE COST OF LIVING AND WITH WHAT 1

WE PROVIDE OUR OWN NON-REPRESENTED COUNTY EMPLOYEES SO THAT 2

THEY DON'T HAVE TO COME BEGGING HAT IN HAND TO MAKE ENDS MEET. 3

ESPECIALLY AT A TIME WHEN WE'RE GOING TO BE ASKING THEM TO 4

UNDERTAKE EVEN MORE WITH THE AFFORDABLE CARE ACT AND ALL THE 5

UNCERTAINTIES AND VICISSITUDES THAT ARE ASSOCIATED WITH THAT. 6

AND I THINK THIS IS A GOOD PATH FORWARD. I'M GLAD THAT THE 7

DEPARTMENT RECOGNIZED THIS PARTNERSHIP AND WORKED OUT A 8

MUTUALLY SATISFACTORY AGREEMENT WITH ALL OF OUR PARTNERS. THE 9

ONE THING I WANTED TO ASK YOU, MISS BRIGHAM, IS THE ONE THING 10 

THAT CONTINUES TO BOTHER ME NOT PHILOSOPHICALLY BUT 11 

FUNCTIONALLY IS THE F.Q.H.C. REQUIREMENT THAT WAS PUT IN THE 12 

R.F.P. HAS CUT OUT A NUMBER OF AGENCIES AROUND THE COUNTY. IN 13 

THE SAN FERNANDO VALLEY, IT CUT OUT A MAJOR AGENCY WHICH 14 

SERVES A LARGE SWATH OF THAT GEOGRAPHY AND ITS POPULATION. AND 15 

THERE'S NOTHING WE'RE GOING TO BE ABLE TO DO ABOUT THAT NOW. 16 

BUT DR. KATZ HAS MADE A COMMITMENT TO ME AND I WANT TO GET IT 17 

ON THE RECORD AND I WANT YOU TO VERIFY IT ON THE RECORD THAT 18 

THERE'S GOING TO BE A CONSTANT LOOK-SEE ONCE THIS THING GETS 19 

STARTED ON OCTOBER 1ST TO SEE WHAT THE IMPACTS ARE IN ALL OF 20 

THE AREAS WHERE NON-F.Q.H.C. AGENCIES WHO WERE DISQUALIFIED 21 

FROM BIDDING ON THIS R.F.P., WHAT HAPPENS TO THEIR CLIENTELE 22 

AND WHETHER THEIR CLIENTELE ARE GETTING ADEQUATELY SERVED. I 23 

CAN TELL YOU, YOU DON'T HAVE TO BE A ROCKET SCIENTIST TO KNOW 24 

THAT ONE FACILITY OR TWO FACILITIES IN THE SAN FERNANDO VALLEY 25 
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AND THE SAME WOULD APPLY TO THE SAN GABRIEL VALLEY WHICH IS 1

TWO TO THREE TIMES AS BIG, THAT CLIENTS WHO CAN'T GO TO THE 2

PLACES THAT THEY WERE USED TO GOING TO IN ONE PART OF THE 3

VALLEY NOW HAVE TO TRAIPSE 5, 6, 7, 8, 9, SOMETIMES 12 MILES 4

TO THE NEAREST CLINIC TO SATISFY THEIR NEEDS, IS NOT AN 5

INTELLIGENT WAY TO PROVIDE SERVICE AT A TIME WE'RE TRYING TO 6

INCREASE THE NUMBER OF PEOPLE WHO ARE BEING SERVED ON A 7

REGULAR BASIS. WE'RE GOING TO GUARANTEE A MORE EPISODIC 8

APPROACH, WHICH IS NOT IN THE BEST INTERESTS OF THEIR HEALTH 9

OR THE HEALTH OF THE COUNTY AS A WHOLE. SO I WANT A COMMITMENT 10 

AND I THINK THE BOARD WOULD WANT A COMMITMENT THAT YOU'RE 11 

GOING TO MONITOR THIS TO SEE WHAT HAPPENS TO THE CLIENTS WHO 12 

HAVE BEEN DISENFRANCHISED BY THIS DECISION ON THE F.Q.H.C.S TO 13 

SEE IF THEY ARE ABLE TO GET COMPARABLE HEALTHCARE IN A 14

THE BOARD. WE HAVE STARTED THE PROCESS TO WORK WITH THE 9

AFFECTED CLINICS TO START THE TRANSITION PROCESS AND WE WILL 10 

REPORT BACK TO YOU.  11

SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: OKAY. THANK YOU. THAT'S ALL I HAVE TO SAY. 13 

CONGRATULATIONS.  14

SUP. KNABE, CHAIRMAN: MIKE, GO AHEAD.  16

SUP. ANTONOVICH: IS THE SCOPE SERVICES PROVIDED UNDER THE 18 

HEALTH L.A. COMPARABLE TO THOSE PROVIDED BY MEDI-CAL?  19 

 20 

TANGERINE BRIGHAM: IN MOST RESPECTS, YES. THERE ARE SERVICES, 21 

HOWEVER, THAT ARE IN MEDI-CAL THAT ARE NOT PART OF MY HEALTH 22 

L.A. FOR EXAMPLE, IN MEDI-CAL, ONE IS ELIGIBLE FOR 23 

CHIROPRACTIC SERVICES. IN SOME INSTANCES THERE ARE VISION 24 

SERVICES THAT ARE AVAILABLE. MY HEALTH L.A. DOES NOT INCLUDE 25 
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DENTAL SERVICES, ALTHOUGH WE DO HAVE FUNDING FOR THOSE CLINICS 1

THAT PROVIDE DENTAL SERVICES FOR INDIVIDUALS TO GET THOSE 2

SERVICES OUTSIDE OF MY HEALTH L.A.  3

SUP. ANTONOVICH: WHY AREN'T THESE PARTICIPANTS THEN IN THIS 5

PROGRAM ELIGIBLE FOR MEDI-CAL UNDER THE HEALTH CARE REFORM?  6

TANGERINE BRIGHAM: THE AFFORDABLE CARE ACT DOES NOT EXTEND 8

HEALTH CARE INSURANCE TO ALL INDIVIDUALS WHO ARE CURRENTLY 9

LIVING IN THE UNITED STATES. CERTAIN POPULATIONS ARE EXCLUDED. 10 

OBVIOUSLY INDIVIDUALS WHO ARE INCARCERATED ARE EXCLUDED. 11 

INDIVIDUALS WHO DO NOT MEET CITIZENSHIP PROVISIONS ARE 12 

EXCLUDED. IN ADDITION, INDIVIDUALS BASED ON THEIR INCOME MAY 13 

BE EXCLUDED FROM ELIGIBILITY.  14 

 15 

SUP. ANTONOVICH: AND ARE THEY RESPONSIBLE FOR ANY OF THE 16 

PORTION OF THE COSTS OF THE CARE THEY RECEIVE?  17 

 18 

TANGERINE BRIGHAM: SIMILAR TO THE P.P.P. PROGRAM THAT 19 

SUPERVISOR YAROSLAVSKY REFERRED TO AND THE PRECURSOR TO MY 20 

HEALTH L.A., HEALTHY WAY L.A., THAT PROGRAM DID NOT REQUIRE 21 

INDIVIDUALS TO PAY ANY PORTION OF THEIR CARE. AND MY HEALTH 22 

L.A. IS STRUCTURED SIMILARLY, SO THAT INDIVIDUALS ARE NOT 23 

REQUIRED TO PAY A POINT OF SERVICE FEE WHEN THEY SEEK 24 

SERVICES.  25

SUP. ANTONOVICH: SO WHAT WE ARE DOING WITH THIS ACTION IS $66 2

MILLION TAKEN FROM THE GENERAL FUND WHICH OUGHT TO BE COMING 3

FROM THE FEDERAL GOVERNMENT BECAUSE IT'S PAYING FOR THOSE 4

INDIVIDUALS WHO ARE COMING HERE ILLEGALLY AND WE DON'T HAVE 5

CONTROL OVER THE BORDERS. THAT'S A FEDERAL RESPONSIBILITY. AND 6

THE FEDERAL RESPONSIBILITY OUGHT TO INCLUDE FUNDING THOSE 7

INDIVIDUALS AND NOT HAVING THE LOCAL TAXPAYERS TAKE THESE 8

FUNDS OUT OF LIBRARIES, PUBLIC SAFETY, AND OTHER VITAL 9

PROGRAMS THAT WE HAVE, AND THAT'S WHY I WOULD SAY THE PROGRAM 10

BE IN FRONT OF US HERE. I WOULD ADD TO ALL OUR PARTNERS OUT 17 

THERE, THAT I APPRECIATE THE EXTRA EFFORT AND THE EXTRA 18 

MEETINGS THAT IT TOOK TO SOLVE THIS PARTICULAR PROBLEM AND 19 

WHILE I AGREE WITH SUPERVISOR ANTONOVICH'S COMMENTS THAT IT'S 20 

A FEDERAL RESPONSIBILITY, AT THE END OF THE DAY WE STILL HAVE 21

SOME CANDIDNESS, SOME DIRECTION AND SOME INTENSE GUIDANCE IN 13

WHEN I SAY WE, THE AMERICAN PEOPLE, WE NEED AN ENVIRONMENTAL 17 

IMPACT'S REPORT. THE HISTORY OF THE MIRA LOMA LOCATION WAS 18 

ONCE A MILITARY BASE, THEN TO AN I.C.E. DETENTION-- MILITARY 19 

BASE TO A WOMEN'S JAIL FACILITY TO AN I.C.E. DETENTION CENTER 20 

AND THEN ALSO IT IS GOING TO BE ANOTHER WOMEN'S FACILITY. IT 21 

NEEDS TO BE CHECKED AGAIN BECAUSE-- EXCUSE ME I'M A LITTLE 22 

NERVOUS-- IT NEEDS TO BE CHECKED AGAIN BECAUSE IT CHANGES. AND 23 

THERE ARE FECAL MATTER, OTHER THINGS THAT ARE BEING PUMPED 24 

INTO THE GROUND FROM THE PRISONS. ALSO, IT'S ABOUT THE PEOPLE 25 
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BEING IN PRISON, THEIR SAFETY, ALSO THE PERSONNEL INSIDE THE 1

PRISON AND ALSO THE SURROUNDING COMMUNITY.  2

KIM MCGILL: GOOD MORNING, MY NAME IS KIM MCGILL WITH THE YOUTH 4

JUSTICE COALITION. WE'RE ALSO URGING A FULL IMPACT REPORT FOR 5

THE MIRA LOMA FACILITY. AFTER 40 YEARS BUILDING PRISONS 6

THROUGHOUT THE CENTRAL VALLEY, WE NOW KNOW THAT THEY HAVE 7

SIGNIFICANT IMPACTS ON LOCAL ENVIRONMENT, GREATLY EXPANDING 8

POLLUTION TO THE AIR AND GROUNDWATER, SPREADING INFECTIOUS 9

DISEASE FROM EPIDEMICS WITHIN FACILITIES TO EPIDEMICS WITHIN 10 

OUR COMMUNITIES, INCLUDING VALLEY FEVER, TUBERCULOSIS, 11 

HEPATITIS C AND STAPH INFECTION, AND THIS PROPOSAL CONTINUES 12 

ALONG THAT SAME PATH. WHEN THE FIRST ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT 13 

STATEMENT WAS DONE AT LEAST AS LONG AGO AS 1997, THERE WAS 14 

150,000 LESS PEOPLE IN THE ANTELOPE VALLEY. A NEW IMPACT 15 

REPORT IS NEEDED TO ADDRESS THE OVERPOPULATION OF THE VALLEY, 16 

THE IMPACT THAT THIS WOULD HAVE ON WATER USE. THERE'S ALREADY 17 

A LAWSUIT REGARDING WATER USAGE. EVEN IN THE INITIAL E.I.R., 18 

THE SITE WAS ACKNOWLEDGED AS HAVING MOLD, POOR AIR QUALITY AND 19 

POTENTIAL RISK FROM ITS SITING AS A FORMER MILITARY BASE. IN 20 

ADDITION, THE REGION IS IMPACTED BY HIGH RATES OF VALLEY FEVER 21 

AND INFECTIOUS DISEASE WHICH HAS SPREAD RAPIDLY THROUGHOUT THE 22 

STATE PRISON SYSTEM AND INTO OUR COMMUNITIES, WITH FAMILIES 23

DAMAGED AREA. PLEASE, WE URGE YOU TO FOLLOW THE STATE LAW AND 6

DO A FULL IMPACT, ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT REPORT. THANK YOU.  7

SUP. KNABE, CHAIRMAN: BEFORE YOU TESTIFY, I'LL ASK DAYVON 9

WILLIAMS, RALPHICA GARNETT, AND JUAN PENA TO JOIN US, PLEASE. 10 

GO AHEAD.  11

BRANDY BROWN: HI, MY NAME IS BRANDY BROWN AND I'M WITH THE 13 

YOUTH JUSTICE COALITION. I URGE YOU TO CARRY OUT THE 14 

ENVIRONMENTAL REPORT BECAUSE IN THE COUNTY JAILS AND OTHER 15 

JAILS, TUBERCULOSIS AND OTHER AIRBORNE DISEASE IS GOING 16 

AROUND. I MYSELF WAS AFFECTED BY TUBERCULOSIS, AND I CAUGHT IT 17 

OUT HERE ON THE STREETS. SO I GOT TUBERCULOSIS AND I CAUGHT IT 18 

OUT HERE ON THE STREETS. I ALMOST DIED FROM IT. I LOST OVER 80 19 

POUNDS AND THE DOCTORS TOLD MY MOM THAT IF SHE WOULD HAVE BEEN 20

COMMUNITY, ALSO THE PEOPLE WHO ARE EMPLOYED THERE, WHICH CAN 10 

ALSO SPREAD OUT TO WHEREVER THEY LIVE AND SO FORTH. THE WATER 11 

IS UNHEALTHY, THE AIR IS UNHEALTHY. YOU'RE CREATING A NEGATIVE 12 

LIVING SPACE. SO I WOULD LIKE A VERY DETAILED REPORT AND TO 13 

EVEN CONSIDER TO NOT EVEN HAVING THIS BUILT BUT CONSIDER 14 

COMMUNITY-BASED ALTERNATIVES AND HAVE REHABILITATION AND 15 

DIVERSION PLANS IN THE COMMUNITY. THANK YOU.  16

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IF THIS JAIL IS BUILT, IT WILL BE IMPACTING NOT ONLY 1

LANCASTER, BUT THE WHOLE COUNTY OF L.A. THE YOUNG PEOPLE OF 2

L.A. COUNTY DEMAND THAT YOU MUST HAVE AN ENVIRONMENTAL REPORT 3

BEFORE ANY DECISIONS ARE MADE ABOUT THIS JAIL. THERE ARE SO 4

MANY TOXIC IN THE FOUNDATIONS. THEY CAN MAKE OUR WOMEN SICK, 5

ESPECIALLY IN THE TOXINS THAT ARE GOING TO BE RELEASED OUT 6

INTO THE LANCASTER COMMUNITY THAT WILL IMPACT EVERYONE 7

INVOLVED. WE DON'T NEED ANOTHER JAIL. IT WILL JUST MAKE 8

EVERYTHING WORSE. WE ALSO WANT TO BE A PART OF THE PROCESS AND 9

REQUEST ADDITIONAL COMMUNITY MEETINGS AFTER THE DROUGHT E.I.R. 10 

IS CREATED. THANK YOU.  11

RALPHICA GARNETT: MY NAME IS RALPHICA GARNETT WITH THE YOUTH 15 

JUSTICE COALITION AND I'M HERE TO OPPOSE THE ITEM NO. 25 FOR 16 

ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT REPORT. DUE TO BECAUSE FAMILIES HAVE TO 17 

COME AND VISIT THE FACILITY WHO HAVE CHILDREN AND IT'S ALSO 18 

GOING TO BE BUILT FOR WOMEN, AND MY PERSONAL EXPERIENCE, I HAD 19 

A BROTHER WHO WAS LOCKED-- INCARCERATED IN THE COUNTY JAIL. 20 

AND HE WAS INCARCERATED FOR ABOUT A YEAR AND HE CAME OUT WITH 21 

SPOTS ON HIS BACK DUE TO POOR WATER. THE WATER STARTED 22 

DISCOLORATING HIS SKIN. SO THEREFORE I FEEL LIKE THERE NEEDS 23 

TO BE A FULL THOROUGH ENVIRONMENTAL SAFETY REPORT OR 24 
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ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT REPORT ON WHAT'S GOING ON WITH THE SITE. 1

THAT'S IT. THANK YOU.  2

SUP. KNABE, CHAIRMAN: THANK YOU. NEXT?  4

TANISHA DENARD: GOOD MORNING, MY NAME IS TANISHA DENARD. I'M 6

ALSO WITH THE YOUTH JUSTICE COALITION. I'M HERE TO URGE THAT 7

YOU PUSH THROUGH WITH THE ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT REPORT FOR THE 8

SIMPLE FACT THIS COULD BE SENDING PEOPLE TO THE PLACE WHERE 9

THERE COULD BE AIRBORNE DISEASES AND WE DON'T KNOW IT. NOT TO 10 

MENTION THAT WE'VE BEEN FIGHTING THE 15-YEAR FIGHT ON WATER 11 

RIGHTS IN LANCASTER WHERE THE JAIL PROPOSED TO BE BUILT. IN 12 

ADDITION, THIS WATER CAN BE FILLED WITH LEAD OR ANY KIND OF 13 

CHEMICALS THAT CAN HARM WOMEN, WHICH CAN ALSO HAVE AN EFFECT 14 

ON THEM IN THE LONG RUN AND THEIR CHILDREN IF THEY'RE BREAST 15 

FEEDING OR WHATEVER. AND WHAT WOULD THIS MEAN TO PREGNANT 16 

PEOPLE WHO HAVE-- OR PEOPLE WITH LOW IMMUNE SYSTEMS WHO WILL 17 

BE AFFECTED EASILY BY SUCH CONDITIONS? SO ONCE AGAIN, I'LL 18 

URGE YOU GUYS TO PASS THE ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT REPORT AND TO 19 

MAKE SURE THAT IT'S THOROUGH. THANK YOU.  20

STAFF. MY NAME'S JOSEPH MAIZLISH, REPRESENTING MYSELF , AND I 25 
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SHOULD SAY ALSO, TRYING TO REPRESENT THE CIVIC SPIRIT THAT GOT 1

MY FATHER APPOINTED AN HONORARY DEPUTY SHERIFF BY EUGENE 2

BISCAILUZ ALL THOSE YEARS AGO. I KNOW A CONCERN ABOUT THIS IS 3

KEEPING THINGS MOVING. THERE'S THAT A.B. 900 GRANT. IT'S A 4

RARE THING FOR THE STATE TO ASSIST COUNTIES IN THAT AMOUNT. 5

AND I WANT TO SEE THE COUNTY GET THAT ASSISTANCE AND MORE. THE 6

COUNTY COULD BE USING BETTER, THE RE-ALIGNMENT MONEY THAT IT 7

HAS BEEN GETTING, BUT I'M SURE WE NEED MORE. I DON'T WANT TO 8

LOSE THIS GRANT. HERE, THERE ARE TWO WAYS TO LOSE A GRANT, 9

THOUGH. ONE IS NOT TO FULFILL THE REQUIREMENTS IN A TIMELY WAY 10 

AND NOT GET THE MONEY. BUT GETTING THE MONEY AND MISUSING IT, 11 

THAT'S LOSING IT, TOO. THAT'S WORSE BECAUSE THAT'S MONEY 12 

THAT'S NOT AVAILABLE FOR OTHER PROGRAMS THAT WE NEED TO USE 13 

THE SHERIFF'S STAFF, COUNTY STAFF AND TO USE THE TIME ACTUALLY 14 

OF THE PEOPLE IMPRISONED IN A BETTER WAY. SO THAT'S THE CHOICE 15 

HERE, IS REALLY USING IT AND AGGRESSIVELY GOING AFTER THE 16 

MONEY AND SUPPORT WE NEED. HOW IS THE MIRA LOMA PLAN MISUSED? 17 

THAT'S A QUESTION. NOW WE KNOW THAT THE NUMBERS OF WOMEN THAT 18 

ARE GOING TO BE HELD THERE, THAT WAS BASED ON NOT CONSIDERING 19 

ALL THE DIVERSIONS, THE PRETRIAL THINGS, THE NEW STATE 20 

REQUIREMENT FOR SPLIT SENTENCES, ALL OF THAT, THOSE NUMBERS 21 

WERE NOT GOOD WHEN BANNER CAME UP WITH SO WE NEED SOME 22 

RETHINKING IF WE HAVE A SMALLER PLACE, A SMALLER INSTITUTION 23 

FOR CUSTODY PURPOSES, THAT COULD BE EITHER BUILT, FOUND, 24 

REFURBISHED, WHATEVER, CLOSER TO CENTRAL CITY. YOU AVOID THE 25 
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DISTANCE PROBLEMS, THE HEALTH PROBLEMS THAT HAVE BEEN 1

MENTIONED, THINGS LIKE THAT. WHAT WE NEED IS AGGRESSIVE 2

RETHINKING AND USING WHAT YOU NOW KNOW THAT THAT NUMBER OF 3

WOMEN IS UNREALISTIC. OF COURSE WE GOT TO GET THEM OUT OF 4

C.R.D.F., BUT NOT WITH SOMETHING LIKE THIS. IF WE LOSE THE 5

GRANT SO TECHNICALLY SPEAKING BECAUSE OF THESE CHANGES THAT 6

I'M ADVOCATING, YOU WILL BE IN A TERRIFIC POSITION WITH A 7

SOLID, VARIED PLAN TO BE ABLE TO GET MONEY FROM WHAT THE 8

B.S.C.C. IS SUPPOSED TO DEAL OUT NOW, ANOTHER 750 MILLION, AND 9

WORK WITH THE DEPARTMENT OF FINANCE ALSO THAT YOU'RE DOING. 10 

THANK YOU.  11

ZUNIGA TO JOIN US MARK ANTHONY JOHNSON, SIDNEY ROSS-RISDEN AND 14

SHEILA PINKEL: GOOD MORNING. MY NAME IS SHEILA PINKEL. I'M 17 

WITH C.U.R.B. AND L.A. NO MORE JAILS AND I AM EXTREMELY 18 

CONCERNED ABOUT THE ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT OF THIS PROJECT. I 19 

WENT TO THE INITIAL ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT MEETING IN LANCASTER 20 

LAST WEEK. AND IN THE BONTERRA SOMOS INITIAL STUDY, THEY 21 

STATED THAT THE LANCASTER SUBUNIT OF THE ANTELOPE VALLEY 22 

GROUNDWATER BASIN IS IN A SITE OF OVERDRAFT DUE TO GROUND 23 

WATER EXTRACTIONS THAT EXCEED THE NATURAL RATE OF GROUND WATER 24 

RECHARGE. THAT MEANS THAT THERE'S NOT ENOUGH WATER UP THERE. 25 
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AND I CAN'T IMAGINE HOW YOU MITIGATE A SITUATION LIKE THIS AT 1

A TIME WHEN SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA IS IN DROUGHT CONDITIONS AND 2

WE HAVE NO CRYSTAL BALL ABOUT HOW LONG THAT IS GOING TO LAST. 3

IN ADDITION, THIS REPORT DID STATE THAT THIS AREA'S DESIGNATED 4

BY THE U.S. E.P.A. AS BEING A SEVERE 17, NONATTAINMENT AMBIENT 5

OZONE 3 CONCENTRATIONS AREA AND THAT THE OZONE LEVELS AND 6

PARTICULATE LEVELS ARE IN DESIGNATION OF EXTREME NONATTAINMENT 7

FOR O3. THIS, TOO, NEEDS TO BE STUDIED BECAUSE THIS IS A 8

NONSUSTAINABLE ENVIRONMENT FOR HUMAN HABITATION. IN ADDITION 9

THERE HAVE BEEN NUMEROUS STUDIES ON VALLEY FEVER IN THE AREA. 10 

AND THEY, TOO, INDICATE THAT LANCASTER IS THE CENTER FOR 11 

VALLEY FEVER IN THIS AREA. SO I DO WANT TO SAY THAT IT IS 12 

CRUCIAL THAT THERE BE A C.E.Q.A. STUDY DONE BEFORE THIS MOVES 13 

FORWARD. THANK YOU.  14

FOLLOW THE C.E.Q.A. PROCESS AND CAN RESULT IN A LAWSUIT. THIS 23 

PROJECT SHOULD NOT BE EXEMPT FROM THIS PROCESS JUST BECAUSE 24 

THERE IS A PUSH TO MEET THE A.B.900 DEADLINE. THAT SHOULDN'T 25 
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BE GROUNDS TO IGNORE THE VERY SERIOUS POTENTIAL ENVIRONMENTAL 1

IMPLICATIONS FOR OUR COMMUNITY THAT WILL BE SENT OUT THERE. 2

THE NEGATIVE IMPACTS INCLUDE, LIKE MY COLLEAGUES ALREADY 3

OUTLINED, IT'S HAZARDOUS WASTE GENERATOR ABOVE GROUND AND 4

UNDERGROUND. THERE'S ISSUES OF VALLEY FEVER, THE FOUNDATION OF 5

THE BUILDINGS IS FALLING APART AND THERE'S MOLDY WALLS. AND 6

MARK ANTHONY JOHNSON: GOOD MORNING, SUPERVISORS. MY NAME IS 8

MARK ANTHONY JOHNSON WITH DIGNITY AND POWER NOW AND THE 9

COALITION TO END SHERIFF'S VIOLENCE IN LOS ANGELES JAILS. I'M 10 

HERE IN OPPOSITION TO MAKING THE MIRA LOMA PROJECT EXEMPT FROM 11 

THE E.I.P. PROCESS. AIR QUALITY, FOR EXAMPLE, IS A CRITICAL 12 

PIECE THAT WE NEED TO BE LOOKING AT. WITHOUT ASSESSING THE AIR 13 

QUALITY, WITHOUT ASSESSING HOW FOLKS WHO ARE HOUSED AT MIRA 14 

LOMA, THEIR FAMILIES, WILL BE AFFECTED BY THE ASTHMA RATES 15 

THERE. THAT PARTICULAR AREA HAS ONE OF THE HIGHEST ASTHMA 16 

RATES IN THE COUNTRY, AND I THINK WE REALLY NEED TO MAKE THAT 17 

ASSESSMENT. THE ASTHMA AND ALLERGY FOUNDATION OF AMERICA FOUND 18 

THAT 65 PERCENT OF ASTHMA MORTALITY RATES IN THE NATION ARE OF 19

SIDNEY ROSS-RISDEN: MY NAME IS SIDNEY ROSS-RISDEN. I LIVE IN 12 

SUPERVISOR KNABE'S DISTRICT AND I'M A MOTHER AND NURSE AND I'M 13 

WITH THE GLOBAL WOMEN'S STRIKE, LOS ANGELES, WHICH IS JOINING 14 

IN URGING YOU TO GO THROUGH THE C.E.Q.A. PROCESS. THE HEALTH 15 

OF AND HEALTHCARE FOR WOMEN IN L.A. COUNTY JAILS ALREADY ISN'T 16 

GOOD. ENVIRONMENTAL FACTORS AT THE LANCASTER JAIL SITE, 17 

PARTICULATE POLLUTION, TOXIC SOIL AND AIR, VALLEY FEVER AND 18 

MORE, WILL INCREASE THE VULNERABILITY OF WOMEN TO POOR HEALTH, 19 

ADDING TO AN ALREADY BAD SITUATION. THIS IS INHUMANE. SPEAKING 20 

AS A HEALTH PROFESSIONAL ABOUT VALLEY FEVER IN PARTICULAR, YOU 21 

SHOULD KNOW THAT PEOPLE WHO ARE PREGNANT, WHO ARE ELDERLY OR 22 

WHO ALREADY HAVE A COMPROMISED IMMUNE SYSTEM ARE AT INCREASED 23 

RISK OF THIS DISEASE BECOMING EITHER CHRONIC OR KILLING THEM. 24 

THE HEALTH OF WOMEN FROM LOW-INCOME COMMUNITIES OF COLOR, WHO 25 
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ARE DISPROPORTIONATELY REPRESENTED IN COUNTY JAILS, HAS 1

ALREADY BEEN IMPACTED BY EPIDEMIC LEVELS OF ASTHMA, 2

HYPERTENSION AND OTHER ILLNESSES FROM YEARS OF BEING SUBJECTED 3

TO INSTITUTIONAL RACISM, WHICH IN ITSELF HAS AN IMPACT ON 4

HEALTH. HOW CAN THE COUNTY CONSIDER EXPOSING THESE WOMEN TO 5

VALLEY FEVER WITHOUT STUDYING THE RISKS. HAVE YOU EVER CARED 6

FOR SOMEBODY WITH VALLEY FEVER? I HAVE. SOMEONE IN WHOM THE 7

THE NO MORE JAILS COALITION AND C.U.R.B., A STATEWIDE ALLIANCE 23 

OF OVER 70 ORGANIZATIONS FIGHTING PRISON AND JAIL EXPANSION 24 

ACROSS THE STATE. I'M ALSO A MEMBER OF CRITICAL RESISTANCE. WE 25 
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ARE HERE TODAY WITH OUR ONGOING DEMAND TO STOP ALL PRISON AND 1

JAIL EXPANSION IN L.A. COUNTY. L.A. COUNTY IS NOT PREPARED TO 2

TAKE ON THIS PROJECT AND WITH THE DIFFERENT DIVERSION AND 3

ALTERNATIVES COMING DOWN ON A STATE LEVEL AND A LOCAL LEVEL, 4

THROUGH D.A. LACEY AND MARK RIDLEY-THOMAS'S PROGRAM, WE ARE 5

NOT PREPARED TO MOVE FORWARD. YOU CAN GIVE UP THE $100 MILLION 6

OF A.B.900 MONEY. THE COST WILL GO FAR, FAR BEYOND THE INITIAL 7

$120 MILLION TO BUILD THE PLACE AND THEN OPERATING ALONE WILL 8

BE MILLIONS AND MILLIONS OF DOLLARS THAT THE COUNTY, IT SEEMS 9

A PLACE TO LOCK UP POOR WOMEN, WOMEN OF COLOR, WOMEN WITH 18

AROUND SERVICE CENTER, IN THE CENTER OF L.A. COUNTY, THAT IS 20

NONVIOLENT CRIMES, POVERTY CRIMES, THEY SHOULD NOT BE LOCKED 22 

UP. YOU NEED TO PUT A MORATORIUM ON ALL YOUR PLANS, WAIT FOR 23 

THE NEW BOARD OF SUPERVISORS THAT ARE IN THEIR SEATS AND LET'S 24 

HAVE A DISCUSSION WITH COMMUNITY MEMBERS BEFORE YOU MOVE ONE 25 
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STEP FURTHER. OH, AND I HAVE PACKETS WITH THE "NEW YORKER" 1

ARTICLE, A LETTER WE PRESENTED TO THE C.O. STATING THESE 2

THINGS FOR EACH BOARD AND FOR THE C.E.O.  3

SPECIFICALLY ABOUT THIS MIRA LOMA PROPOSAL. NOW, IT'S CLEAR 18 

THAT THIS MIRA LOMA PROPOSAL IS ONE IDEA TO INCARCERATE WOMEN 19

ADDITIONAL CLERICAL ITEMS. SO WHAT WE'VE DONE, SUPERVISOR, IS 8

ADDITIONAL STAFF. WE COMMITTED TO THE BOARD AS PART OF OUR 10
