SUP. KNABE: MR. MAYOR, MEMBERS OF THE BOARD, IT'S MY PLEASURE TO CALL UP A GOOD FRIEND, DEPUTY JOE LOMONACO FROM THE LOS ANGELES COUNTY SHERIFF'S DEPARTMENT ALONG WITH HIS WIFE DAWN. DEPUTY LOMONACO BEGAN HIS CAREER IN MEN'S CENTRAL JAIL IN JUNE OF 1981. IN 1985 HE WAS TRANSFERRED TO THE THE NORWALK STATION AND WAS ASSIGNED TO THE UNINCORPORATED AREA OF WHITTIER WHERE HE WORKED IN THE COMMUNITY RELATIONS UNIT. DURING THIS TIME, HE OVERSAW THE LARGEST NEIGHBORHOOD WATCH PROGRAM IN ANY UNINCORPORATED AREA AND ALSO HAD A LOCAL CABLE SHOW CALLED "ASK THE SHERIFF" WHICH ONE NUMEROUS AWARDS. IN 1995, DEPUTY LOMONACO WAS TRANSFERED TO THE WALNUT-DIAMOND BAR STATION AND WAS ASSIGNED TO THE C.R.U. THERE WHERE HE WAS RESPONSIBLE FOR THE UNINCORPORATED AREA OF ROWLAND HEIGHTS. OVER THE YEARS HE HAS SERVED ON VARIOUS COMMITTEES FOR SPECIAL EVENTS AND ACTIVITIES TO ENSURE THAT THE SHERIFF'S DEPARTMENT PARTICIPATED IN CREATING A VERY SAFE ENVIRONMENT FOR OUR COMMUNITY-BASED PROGRAMS. HE'S BEEN VERY INSTRUMENTAL IN BRINGING AN UPBEAT ATTITUDE TO OUR COMMUNITY RELATIONS EFFORT IN THE ROLAND HEIGHTS COMMUNITY AND OTHER AREAS WHERE HE SERVED. HE IS PART OF THE SHERIFF'S DEPARTMENT'S MOTOR SPORTS TEAM, WHICH IS ALWAYS A BIG HIT WITH THE KIDS AND TOUCHED A LOT OF LIVES. AND STILL TO THIS DAY IS THE FASTEST DEPUTY SHERIFF TODAY WHILE DRIVING HIS BLOWN ALCOHOL FUNNY CAR AT OVER 230 MILES PER HOUR. HE'S WORKED CLOSELY WITH THE KOREAN NATIONAL SCHOLARSHIP COMMITTEE, PROVIDING SCHOLARSHIPS FOR SHERIFF'S DEPARTMENT YOUTH. OFTENTIMES HE WOULD BRING THAT FUNNY CAR TO EVENTS AND WOULD BE THE HIT, AS I SAY, OF THE ENTIRE DAY WITH ALL THE SPECIAL ANTICS TO GET RESIDENTS TO BE MORE RECEPTIVE TO NEIGHBORHOOD WATCH EFFORTS. SO ON BEHALF OF THE BOARD, MY COLLEAGUES, THE 10 MILLION RESIDENTS AND THE MEN AND WOMEN OF THE LOS ANGELES COUNTY SHERIFF'S DEPARTMENT, IT'S MY HONOR AND PRIVILEGE TO PRESENT A SCROLL IN RECOGNITION OF HIS SERVICE AND RETIREMENT, WISH HIM THE BEST AND GOOD HEALTH TO HE AND DAWN. AND JUST SAY THANK YOU FOR ALL THAT YOU'VE DONE, JOE. AND THANK YOU FOR BEING A GOOD FRIEND. [APPLAUSE.] WANTED TO GO DRY DIDN'T WANT TO SAY ANYTHING. CONGRATULATIONS, JOE. [APPLAUSE.] 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: TODAY WE'RE GOING TO RECOGNIZE AND COMMEND THOSE COUNTY DEPARTMENTS AND PROJECT MANAGERS WHO EARNED THE CHALLENGE AND MERIT AWARD FROM THE CALIFORNIA STATE ASSOCIATION OF COUNTIES. THEIR ACHIEVEMENT HONORS OUR COUNTY AND SHOWCASES INNOVATION OF OUR EMPLOYEES. WE'LL HAVE PAUL MACINTOSH OF THE CALIFORNIA STATE ASSOCIATION OF COUNTIES HERE TO MAKE A FEW WORDS. DO YOU WANT TO SAY SOMETHING FIRST? 

PAUL MACINTOSH: THANK YOU, MR. MAYOR, MEMBERS. C.S.A.C. DEVELOPED THIS AWARD IN 1994 TO RECOGNIZE THE INNOVATIVE AND CREATIVE PROGRAMS THAT OUR COUNTIES ADMINISTRATORRING. SINCE 1994, WE'VE GIVEN OUT 203 AWARDS. HERE IN LOS ANGELES LAST YEAR I GAVE THREE CHALLENGE AWARDS. I THINK FIVE MERIT AWARDS. LAST FIVE YEARS WE'VE GIVEN OVER 20 AWARDS TO LOS ANGELES COUNTY. THIS YEAR WE'RE HERE TO PRESENT ONE CHALLENGE AWARD AND SIX MERIT AWARDS. SOME VERY FINE PROGRAMS ARE BEING RECOGNIZED AND I'M PLEASED TO JOIN THE MAYOR AND CHIEF EXECUTIVE IN AWARDING THESE AWARDS. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: WE HAVE THE DISTRICT ATTORNEY STAFF FOR THE VICTIMS IMPACT PROGRAM, V.I.P. [APPLAUSE.] 

STEVE COOLEY: VERY BRIEFLY, THE VICTIM IMPACT PROGRAM WAS SOMETHING THAT I STARTED WHEN I WAS ELECTED IN 2000. MY STAFF HAS EXECUTED IT MAGNIFICENTLY. WHAT THEY ESSENTIALLY DO IS THEY VERTICALLY PROSECUTE CASES INVOLVING VULNERABLE VICTIMS: HATE CRIMES, ELDER ABUSE, CHILD ABUSE, SEXUAL ASSAULT, THOSE TYPES OF OFFENSES FROM THE FILING STAGE ALL THE WAY THROUGH. AND ASSURING THAT VICTIMS GET VITAL SERVICES DURING THE COURSE OF A PROSECUTION AND THEREAFTER. PAM BOOTH IS HERE TODAY. SHE'S A DIRECTOR OF CENTRAL OPERATIONS. BUT OVER THE YEARS HAS PLAYED AN IMPORTANT ROLE IN DEVELOPING THE VICTIM IMPACT PROGRAM. SO, THANK YOU, PAM. AND THANK YOU TO V.I.P. AND THANK YOU C.S.A.C. [APPLAUSE.] 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THE HIGHEST AWARD WAS THE RECIPIENT WAS THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC SOCIAL SERVICES AND OUR DISTRICT ATTORNEY STAFF MEMBERS WHO RECEIVED THE CHALLENGE AWARD FOR THE INHOME SUPPORT SERVICE AND FRAUD PROGRAM. COMMUNITY AND SENIOR SERVICES FOR BE WELL SENIOR PROGRAMS, COMMUNITY PARTNERSHIPS. THE PUBLIC DEFENDER AND OUR SHERIFF'S DEPARTMENT FOR E-PITCHESS. [APPLAUSE] LOS ANGELES COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT COMISSION HOUSING AUTHORITY FOR THE GROWING EXPERIENCE URBAN FARM. [APPLAUSE.] DEPARTMENT OF PARKS AND RECREATION FOR THE PARK'S AFTER-DARK AFTER-HOURS PROGRAM WITH 10 COUNTY DEPARTMENTS. [APPLAUSE.] 

SUP. KNABE: PRETEND LIKE YOU LIKE EACH OTHER. MOVE A LITTLE CLOSER THERE. [LAUGHTER.] 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: AND THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC HEALTH FOR ITS PROJECT IMPLEMENTING THE L.A. WOMAN'S HEALTH SUMMIT RECOMMENDATIONS. I WANT TO RECOGNIZE A FORMER INTERN, DAVID TUCKMAN WHO RECENTLY RECEIVED THE AMERICA RED CROSS CLARA BARTON LIFETIME ACHIEVEMENT AWARD. DAVID'S SERVICE BEGAN AT THE AGE OF 16 AS A RED CROSS YOUTH. HE EARNED HIS EAGLE SCOUT BACKGROUND FOR HIS COMMITMENT TO COMMUNITY SERVICE AND LEADERSHIP. IN 2007 HE SPOKE BEFORE THE UNITED NATIONS, GLOBAL YOUNG ADVOCATES AWARDEE. HE SPENT EIGHT WEEKS AS A RED CROSS FAMILY SERVICE WORKER AFTER THE HURRICANES OF KATRINA AND RITA. HE'S CURRENTLY THE DISTRICT YOUTH SERVICES COORDINATOR RESPONDING TO SINGLE-FAMILY AND MULTI-FAMILY HOME AND APARTMENT FIRES PROVIDING EMERGENCY ASSISTANCE AND RED CROSS DEBIT CARDS FOR FOOD AND CLOTHING. HE'S ALSO A SHELTER SUPERVISOR RESPONSIBLE FOR THE SHELTER OPERATION FOR OVER 100 FAMILIES IN THE EVENT OF MAJOR DISASTERS AND ASSISTANCE AFTER THE METROLINK TRAIN DERAILMENT. WE WANT TO THANK YOU, DAVID, FOR YOUR GOOD LEADERSHIP FOR THE COMMUNITY. [APPLAUSE.] 

DAVID TUCKMAN: WHEN CLARA BARTON FOUNDED THE AMERICA RED CROSS, SHE ENVISIONED AN ORGANIZATION THAT WOULD AID ALL PEOPLE WITH IMPARTIALITY AND HUMANITY AT ITS CORE. WHEN THE PUBLIC THINK ABOUT RED CROSS, THEY SEE US AS THE LEADER IN BLOOD DONATIONS AND IN EMERGENCY SHELTERS AFTER MAJOR EARTHQUAKES, MASSIVE WILDFIRES, AND FLOODS. BUT WHAT MANY OF YOU DO NOT KNOW IS THAT OUR DISASTER ACTION TEAMS ACROSS THE COUNTRY RESPOND TO MORE THAN 70,000 LOCAL-LEVEL APARTMENT AND HOME FIRES EVERY YEAR. AT THE REQUEST OF THE CITY AND COUNTY FIRE DEPARTMENTS, TEAMS LIKE MY RESPONSE TEAM GO TO THE FIRE SCENE, PUT ON OUR HARDHATS AND GO INTO BUILDINGS TO COMPLETE A DAMAGE ASSESSMENT AND PROVIDE FAMILIES WITH A WARM BLANKET, SNACKS AND BEVERAGES, A COMFORT KIT AND HYGIENE KIT AND A FREE HOTEL STAY FOR A FEW DAYS, A DEBIT CARD FOR REPLACEMENT CLOTHES, SHOES AND COATS, AND ARRANGEMSMENTS FOR EMERGENCY MEDICINE REPLACEMENT. AT THE FIRE LINE DURING THE CALIFORNIA WILDFIRES, OUR CANTEEN SERVICES PROVIDES POLICE AND FIREMEN WITH HOT MEALS, SNACKS AND BEVERAGES. AS A CAPTAIN OF ONE OF OUR REGIONAL DISASTER ACTION TEAMS AND AS A MASS CARE SHELTERING SUPERVISOR, I AM PROUD OF OUR ALL-VOLUNTEER CADRE OF TRAINED RESPONDERS AND OUR DEDICATION TO MAKING OUR COMMUNITIES SAFER. THANK YOU FOR HONORING MY SERVICE AND FOR GIVING ME THE OPPORTUNITY TO SPEAK ABOUT THE WORK OF THE AMERICAN RED CROSS. [APPLAUSE.] AND NOVEMBER 16TH IS NATIONAL GEOGRAPHIC INFORMATION SYSTEMS DAY IN THE COUNTRY. GEOGRAPHIC INFORMATION SYSTEM TECHNOLOGIES ARE A POWERFUL TOOL FOR SUPPORTING EMERGENCY SERVICES, HOMELAND SECURITY, ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT, ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION, CRIME MAPPING, HEALTHCARE, AND LONG-RANGE PLANNING. THE COUNTY'S ENTERPRISE G.I.S. STEERING COMMITTEE COORDINATES EFFORTS TO ELIMINATE DUPLICATION, REDUCE COSTS, DEVELOP STANDARDS, AND FACILITATE THE SHARING AND INTERCHANGE OF G.I.S. DATA METHODS AND KNOWLEDGE. SO HERE TODAY IS MARK GRENINGER AND THE GEOGRAPHIC INFORMATION SERVICES DAY COMMITTEE TO ACCEPT THIS PROCLAMATION. 

MARK GRENINGER: SO ON BEHALF OF THE G.I.S. DATA STEERING COMMITTEE, THE ENTERPRISE G.I.S. STEERING COMMITTEE FOR THE COUNTY OF LOS ANGELES AND ALL THE G.I.S. PROFESSIONALS IN THE COUNTY OF L.A., I WANT TO THANK THE MAYOR AND THE BOARD FOR RECOGNIZING G.I.S. DAY. IT'S AN OPPORTUNITY FOR US TO SHOWCASE ALL THE AMAZING THINGS THAT WE'RE DOING IN THE COUNTY AND THE VALUE THAT GEOGRAPHY AND G.I.S. PLAYS. AS YOU KNOW WITH RECENT REDISTRICTING, MAPS ARE IMPORTANT, SO IT GIVES US AN OPPORTUNITY TO SHOWCASE WHAT THE COUNTY'S DOING. WE BELIEVE THAT THIS EVENT THAT WE HAVE IS ACTUALLY THE LARGEST EVENT IN THE WESTERN UNITED STATES AND POSSIBLY THE WORLD. AND IT'S ALL MADE POSSIBLE BY THE PEOPLE THAT YOU SEE BEHIND YOU. AND MAYBE NEXT YEAR WE'LL BE BACK ON THE MALL FOR ANOTHER EVENT AND HAVE YOU GUYS OUT. THANK YOU. [APPLAUSE.] 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: OUR LITTLE CANINE IS STUCK IN TRAFFIC SO WHEN THEY GET THROUGH THE TRAFFIC CONGESTION, WE'VE TOLD THE CITY OF LOS ANGELES THAT IT WOULD BE VERY WISE IF THEY WOULD PARK THEIR BUSES ON HOPE STREET INSTEAD OF GRAND, WHICH IMPACTS NOT ONLY THE DOG COMING HERE BUT MORE IMPORTANTLY 911 CALLS FOR PEOPLE WHO MAY HAVE A HEALTH EMERGENCY IN THAT AREA. BUT THE CITY RIGHT NOW IS STILL TONE DEAF. 

SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: MR. MAYOR, I DON'T HAVE ANY ADJOURNMENTS AND I'M NOT HOLDING ANYTHING. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: SUPERVISOR KNABE? 

SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: EXCUSE ME. I HAVE AN ADJOURNING MOTION. ONE. SORRY ABOUT THAT. I ASK THAT WE ADJOURN IN THE MEMORY OF CHRISTOPHER GUERRERO, A YOUNG CONSTITUENT OF MINE WHO RECENTLY DIED AT THE AGE OF 11 AFTER A VALIANT STRUGGLE AGAINST CANCER. HE WAS A GIFTED CHILD WHO ATTENDED RESEDA ELEMENTARY SCHOOL SINCE KINDERGARTEN. HE DEVELOPED CANCER IN THE FOURTH GRADE BUT IN SPITE OF HIS ILLNESS PUSHED HIMSELF TO ATTEND SCHOOL EVEN THOUGH IT MEANT BETWEEN SHUTTLING BETWEEN RESEDA ELEMENTARY SCHOOL AND THE HOSPITAL, HOSPITAL SCHOOL DURING HIS ENTIRE FOURTH AND FIFTH GRADES. HIS FAMILY HAD ORIGINALLY COME TO OUR OFFICE SEEKING REFERRALS FOR ASSISTANCE AND WE WERE ABLE TO CONNECT THEM WITH THE RIGHT PEOPLE IN OUR DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH SERVICES AND PUBLIC SOCIAL SERVICES. THE ROTARY CLUB ALSO STEPPED UP TO ASSIST CHRISTOPHER AND HIS FAMILY. HE WAS WELL LIKED BY HIS CLASSMATES AND HIS THIRST FOR KNOWLEDGE HELPED OVERCOME HIS MANY ABSENCES AND INSPIRED HIS FRIENDS AND TEACHERS TO INSURE THAT HE WAS ALWAYS ABLE TO CATCH UP. HE COMPLETED HIS STUDIES AND WAS ABLE TO CULMINATE FROM THE FIFTH GRADE WITH HIS FRIENDS ON SCHEDULE THIS PAST JUNE. HE LOVED SPORTS, ESPECIALLY PLAYING BASKETBALL AND WATCHING THE LAKERS. AND ALSO LOVED TO READ. HIS UNTIMELY DEATH IS A LOSS WE ALL FEEL DEEPLY IN OUR OFFICE, IN THE RESEDA COMMUNITY AND THE SAN FERNANDO VALLEY. HE WAS A BRAVE BOY AND A STRONG, CARING CHILD WHO HAD A BRIGHT FUTURE AHEAD OF HIM. HIS COURAGE CONTINUES TO BE AN INSPIRATION TO THOSE WHO KNEW AND LOVED HIM. CHRISTOPHER IS SURVIVED BY HIS PARENTS, MARCO AND MARIA GUERRERO, AN OLDER BROTHER, JONATHAN, A YOUNGER SISTER, BRIDGITTE, AND MANY OTHER FAMILY MEMBERS. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: SECOND, WITHOUT OBJECTION, SO ORDERED. SUPERVISOR KNABE? 

SUP. KNABE: MR. MAYOR, FIRST OF ALL, I'D ASK THAT WE ADJOURN IN MEMORY OF MR. DAVE OAKLEAF, A LONG-TIME LONG BEACH RESIDENT AND MOTORCYCLE ENTHUSIAST AND FORMER COUNTY EMPLOYEE WHO WAS MURDERED NOVEMBER 1ST AT THE LAKEWOOD WALMART. HE WAS 74 YEARS OLD. HE WAS KNOWN AS "DAYTONA DAVE" BECAUSE ONE OF HIS HARLEYS WAS FROM DAYTONA BEACH. HE WAS A REGULAR PARTICIPANT IN MAJOR MOTORCYCLE RALLIES. WAS A MEMBER OF THE LONG BEACH HILLTOPPERS MOTORCYCLE CLUB AND TREASURER FOR THE BIG SIX GRAND PRIX SERIES ORGANIZATION. HE WORKED FOR YEARS IN OUR CHILD PROTECTIVE SERVICES IN LOS ANGELES COUNTY. TRAGIC SITUATION. HE WILL BE GREATLY MISSED. HE IS SURVIVED BY A DAUGHTER. ALSO WE ADJOURN IN MEMORY OF JOHN WORKMAN, LONG-TIME HERMOSA BEACH TREASURER WHO FOUGHT A FIERCE POLITICAL BATTLE RECENTLY TO RETAIN HIS POST. HE LOST THAT BID FOR RE-ELECTION AND THREE DAYS LATER PASSED AWAY SUDDENLY OF A HEART ATTACK. HE WAS BORN IN RED OAK, IOWA, GRADUATED FROM REDONDO UNION HIGH SCHOOL, HERMOSA RESIDENT FOR MORE THAN FOUR DECADES, AN OWNER OF TRIANGLE HARDWARE ON P.C.H. APRIL OF 1993, HE WAS UNANIMOUSLY APPOINTED BY THE COUNCIL AFTER THE MIDTERM RESIGNATION OF THEN TREASURER. HE WOULD OVERSEE THE CITY'S INVESTMENT PORTFOLIO WHICH TODAY HOVERS AROUND 21 MILLION DOLLARS FOR THE NEXT 18 YEARS. HE WAS A MEMBER OF THE HERMOSA BEACH ROTARY CLUB FOR 33 YEARS AND WAS A PAST PRESIDENT. HE SPENT A DECADE DELIVERING MEALS ON WHEELS FOR THE SALVATION ARMY AND WAS A TWO-TIME PRESIDENT OF THE CHAMBER OF COMMERCE. HE IS SURVIVED BY A DAUGHTER, LISA, SON, JOE, AND SIX GRANDCHILDREN. TRAGIC. AND JOHN WILL BE MISSED BY ALL. ALSO WE ADJOURN IN MEMORY OF LOU MIRABILE, ONE OF THE FOUNDERS OF THE GRAND PRIX OF LONG BEACH WHO PASSED AWAY RECENTLY AT THE AGE OF 97. HE WAS BORN IN LOS ANGELES BUT A LONG-TIME RESIDENT OF LONG BEACH. INCREDIBLE CAR ENTHUSIAST AS WELL AS CO-OWNER OF KENSINGTON MOTORS AND HAD A LOTUS DEALERSHIP. HE WAS A MEMBER OF MANY LOCAL ORGANIZATIONS, INCLUDING THE LONG BEACH YACHT CLUB, CALIFORNIA HIGHWAY PATROL FOUNDATION, AND THE LONG BEACH MOTOR PATROL ASSOCIATION. HE WILL BE MISSED BY ALL. FUN GUY TO BE AROUND. FINALLY THAT WE ADJOURN IN MEMORY OF HUGH CHOATE, A LONG-TIME RESIDENT OF PLAYA DEL REY WHO PASSED AWAY RECENTLY AT THE AGE OF 87. BORN IN TEXAS, HE MARRIED DOTTY WAGNER IN SAN DIEGO AND SHE PRECEDED HIM IN HER PASSING BACK IN 2008. HE WORKED AS A SCHOOL PSYCHOLOGIST AT SOUTH BAY UNION HIGH SCHOOL FOR MANY YEARS. HE WAS A GRADUATE AND AVID FAN OF U.S.C. FOOTBALL. MR. CHOATE WAS ALSO A VETERAN OF THE UNITED STATES MILITARY. HE'S SURVIVED BY HIS BROTHER-IN-LAW DONALD WAGNER OF FLORIDA, SISTER-IN-LAW MARY JANE, ONE NEPHEW AND THREE NIECES. THOSE ARE MY ADJOURNMENTS. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: SECOND WITHOUT OBJECTION, SO ORDERED. I WOULD ALSO LIKE TO ADJOURN THAT WE MEMORIALIZE AND ADJOURN IN MEMORY OF A VERY GOOD FRIEND AND A FRIEND OF OUR COUNTY AND OUR STATE AND NATION, THAT IS A PERSONAL FRIEND, SENATOR TERESA HUGHES WHO PASSED AWAY AT THE AGE OF 80. SHE IS A FORMER STATE ASSEMBLYWOMAN AND STATE SENATOR. 

SUP. KNABE: ALL MEMBERS. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: FOR ALL MEMBERS. FOR 17 YEARS. I SERVED WITH HER IN THE STATE LEGISLATURE. SHE ALSO WAS THE AUTHOR OF THE LEGISLATION THAT WAS TO ENACT THE LOS ANGELES COUNTY HIGH SCHOOL FOR THE PERFORMING ARTS, WHICH HELPED FURTHER WITH CAROLINE AHMANSON AND AL DORSKIN AND A FEW OTHER WONDERFUL PEOPLE IN THIS COUNTY WHICH IS NOW FOCUSED AT CALIFORNIA STATE UNIVERSITY LOS ANGELES ONE OF THE TOP CHARTER SCHOOLS IN THE STATE, ONE OF THE TOP ACADEMIC ACHIEVEMENT AND COLLEGE GRADUATION ACHIEVEMENT SCHOOLS. HER MOTHER WAS A SPECIAL FRIEND. HER MOTHER WAS VERY CLOSE TO TERESA. SHE'D ALWAYS HAVE HER UP IN SACRAMENTO AND ALWAYS HAD WONDERFUL TIME TOGETHER. SHE SERVED VERY WELL. SHE WAS VERY CONSCIENTIOUS OF HER RESPONSIBILITIES. AND SHE ATTENDED THE MEETINGS AND PARTICIPATED AND WAS NOT ONE OF THOSE THAT GOES TO SACRAMENTO AND YOU FORGET ABOUT WHO THEY ARE OR WHERE THEY ARE AND NEVER SEE THEM AGAIN. SO SHE'S SURVIVED BY HER HUSBAND, HER CHILDREN, VINCENT AND L.A. COUNTY SUPERIOR COURT JUDGE HILL. SO WE ADJOURN IN HER MEMORY. CHARLENE FABER PASSED AWAY ON NOVEMBER 6TH. CHARLENE WAS A VALUED CITIZEN OF THE NORTHRIDGE AREA WITH AN ACTIVE PRESENCE IN NORTHRIDGE AND AREA HOMEOWNERS ASSOCIATION AND FOUNDING MEMBER OF THE SAN FERNANDO VALLEY CHAPTER OF M.A.R.C., MAD ABOUT RISING CRIME. SHE WAS ALSO A VITAL PART OF THE LOCAL REPUBLICAN WOMEN'S FEDERATED GROUPS AND WAS VERY ACTIVE AS A CAMPAIGN VOLUNTEER. SHE IS SURVIVED BY HER HUSBAND DONALD OF 62 YEARS AND HER CHILDREN ROBERT, KIMBERLY AND KELLY. STEPHANIE CARBO, PASSED AWAY AT THE AGE OF 41, LIFE LONG RESIDENT OF LANCASTER. TERRY LYNN GILBERT CARON, PASSED AWAY AT THE AGE OF 54, LONG TIME RESIDENT OF LANCASTER. GEORGIA BALDWIN COON PASSED AWAY AT THE AGE OF 93, ANTELOPE VALLEY RESIDENT FOR MORE THAN 50 YEARS. SERGEANT CARLO EUGENEO, PASSED AWAY AT THE AGE OF 29 IN AFGHANISTAN, MEMBER OF THE CALIFORNIA ARMY NATIONAL GUARD. HE WAS THE FIRST ARMY NATIONAL GUARD SOLDIER WHO WAS KILLED IN COMBAT OPERATIONS IN AFGHANISTAN. HE IS SURVIVED BY HIS PARENTS AND HIS FOUR SIBLINGS. AND ARTHUR ZALBA, PASSED AWAY AT THE AGE OF 69. HE WAS A DEPUTY WITH THE LOS ANGELES COUNTY SHERIFF'S DEPARTMENT. HIS LAST ASSIGNMENT WAS WITH THE COURT SERVICES DIVISION. SECONDED BY SUPERVISOR KNABE. WITHOUT OBJECTION, SO ORDERED. SUPERVISOR MOLINA, ADJOURNMENT MOTIONS? 

SUP. MOLINA: LET ME JUST SHARE THAT I THINK THAT SHE WAS ONE OF THE MOST TERRIFIC LEGISLATORS. WHEN THE LEGISLATURE WAS REALLY VERY, VERY DIFFERENT. I ALSO SERVED WITH HER. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: AND HER MOTHER. 

SUP. MOLINA: HER SPECIALTY WAS EDUCATION. SHE WAS THE GO-TO PERSON ON K-12. SHE WAS VERY, VERY DEDICATED. JUST TOP-NOTCH WHEN IT CAME TO THE ISSUES OF EDUCATION NO MATTER WHAT LEGISLATIVE BILL WE WERE CARRYING THAT DEALT WITH EDUCATION, THERESA HUGHES ALWAYS KNEW HOW TO IMPROVE IT, MAKE IT MORE EFFECTIVE AND JOIN US IN TRYING TO BE SUCCESSFUL WITH THE LEGISLATION WE CARRIED IN THAT REGARD. I WAS ALSO VERY PROUD TO JOIN WITH HER AS WE FORMED THE WOMAN'S CAUCUS, WHICH WAS A BIG PART OF WHAT WE NEEDED. IT WAS A BIPARTISAN CAUCUS, AND IT WAS GOOD FOR WOMEN TO COME TOGETHER AS LEGISLATORS AND SOMETIMES SHARE STORIES AND LEND SUPPORT EVEN THOUGH SOMETIMES WE REPRESENTED DIFFERENT PARTIES. BUT SHE WAS A REAL LEADER IN THE LEGISLATURE AND SOMEONE, I WAS HER SEAT MATE FOR A COUPLE OF YEARS. SO I HAD AN OPPORTUNITY TO REALLY OBSERVE AND LEARN FROM HER. SHE WAS A WONDERFUL WOMAN AND VERY PROUD OF HER FAMILY. HER MOM, AS YOU SAID, AND OF COURSE HER DAUGHTER AND ALL OF HER CHILDREN. BUT IN PARTICULAR SHE WAS VERY PROUD OF HER HUSBAND, AS WELL, AND ALL OF HIS ACHIEVEMENTS. 

SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: IF I COULD JUST ADD A WORD ON TERESA HUGHES. SHE WAS A CLASS ACT. SHE TREATED HER CONSTITUENTS AND HER COLLEAGUES WITH GREAT RESPECT. SHE WAS A REAL STATESPERSON IN THE WAY SHE HANDLED HER LEGISLATIVE RESPONSIBILITIES, AND POLITICAL RESPONSIBILITIES. AND ON A PERSONAL LEVEL. MY FAVORITE TERESA HUGHES STORY WAS WHEN PRESIDENT CLINTON CAME INTO TOWN ON ONE OF HIS VISITS, SHE HAD HER GRANDDAUGHTER WITH HER AT THE AIRPORT TO GREET THE PRESIDENT WHEN HE CAME IN. AND WHEN THE PRESIDENT CAME DOWN THE STEPS, SHE ASKED THE PRESIDENT IF IT WOULD BE ALL RIGHT IF SOMEBODY TOOK HER GRANDDAUGHTER UP ON THE PLANE AND GAVE HER A TOUR OF THE PLANE. AND THERE WERE QUITE A FEW OF US ADULTS WHO WERE STANDING BY WHO ALSO WANTED TO HOOK ONTO THAT TOUR. AND THE PRESIDENT SEEING OUR ANGST SAYS "ANYBODY ELSE AROUND HERE WANTS TO GO IN THE PLANE WITH SENATOR HUGHES AND HER GRANDDAUGHTER"? AND ABOUT TEN OF US WENT ON THAT TOUR. SO I THANK HER FOR GIVING ME THE ONE AND ONLY OPPORTUNITY I'VE HAD TO BE INSIDE OF AIR FORCE ONE. IT WAS A REAL THRILL. BUT THERESA WAS A GREAT FRIEND TO ALL OF US AND A GREAT LEADER AND POLITICAL FIGURE IN THE STATE'S HISTORY. IT'S A REAL LOSS. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU. SUPERVISOR MARK RIDLEY-THOMAS, ADJOURNMENT MOTIONS. 

SUP. RIDLEY-THOMAS: THANK YOU, MR. MAYOR AND COLLEAGUES. AS IT RELATES TO SENATOR TERESA HUGHES, SHE SERVED AS MY STATE SENATOR. AND DURING THE TIME OF MY SERVICE AT THE SOUTHERN CHRISTIAN LEADERSHIP CONFERENCE AS EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR, SHE MADE ANY NUMBER OF VISITS TO DISCUSS WITH US THE LEGISLATIVE ISSUES OF THE DAY. ACTIVE IN TERMS OF HER COMMITMENT TO CIVIL RIGHTS, PARTICULARLY IN THE AREA OF EDUCATIONAL EQUITY. HIGHER ED WAS OF CONCERN TO HER AS MANY OF US KNOW. SHE REACHED THE HIGHEST ACADEMIC CREDENTIAL THAT COULD BE REACHED IN TERMS OF A PH.D. FROM CLAREMONT GRADUATE SCHOOL. AND HER LEGACY ESSENTIALLY SPEAKS FOR ITSELF. ONE PARTICULAR ISSUE THAT I TOOK NOTE OF EARLY ON SHE ADVOCATED FOR BILINGUAL EDUCATION AND CHOSE TO SUGGEST TO MANY THAT THEY SHOULD EXPAND THEIR CULTURAL LITERACY BY LEARNING A SECOND LANGUAGE. SHE SPENT HER TIME TRYING TO BE MORE COMPETENT IN THE AREA OF SPANISH AND OFFERED WISDOM TO OTHERS. SO SHE WILL BE REMEMBERED FOR HER BROAD VIEW, HER SENSE OF RESPECT FOR ALL PEOPLE IRRESPECTIVE OF THEIR ETHNICITY. WE REMEMBER HER FONDLY AND WITH GREAT RESPECT. SIMILARLY, MR. MAYOR AND COLLEAGUES, WE ACKNOWLEDGE THE DEATH OF DR. WINSTON DOBY, KNOWN AS A LEADER IN THE U.C. SYSTEM, VICE CHANCELLOR EMERITUS FOR STUDENT AFFAIRS AT THE UNIVERSITY OF CALIFORNIA LOS ANGELES. HE DEDICATED A LONG, LONG CAREER OF SERVICE, SOME 40 YEARS, TO THE U.C. SYSTEM AND MADE THE ISSUE OF ADVOCATING FOR EDUCATION EQUITY AND THE ISSUE OF DIVERSITY HIS TOP PRIORITY. HE SERVED AT U.C.L.A. CLEARLY AND THE U.C. OFFICE OF THE PRESIDENT WHERE HE WAS THE VICE PRESIDENT FOR EDUCATIONAL OUTREACH AND LATER STUDENT AFFAIRS. DR. DOBY EARNED HIS STRIPES AND BECAME NATIONALLY RECOGNIZED FOR HIS COMMITMENT TO QUALITY EDUCATION FOR ALL PEOPLE, HIS PRESENCE AND HIS LOVE FOR LOS ANGELES WAS HARDLY INSIGNIFICANT. HIS SERVICE TO THE LOS ANGELES URBAN LEAGUE AND SEVERAL OTHER ORGANIZATIONS THAT WERE FOCUSED ON EDUCATION OUTCOMES AND EDUCATION EQUITY WAS WHERE HE WILL BE REMEMBERED MOST. IT IS DOCUMENTED THAT HE CREDITED HIS LIFE LONG COMMITMENT TO OTHERS TO HIS MOTHER, WHO HAS WRITTEN THAT SHE PROVIDED HIM WITH HIS LIFE'S CRADLE, AND I QUOTE "YOU PASS THIS WAY BUT ONCE, IF THERE'S ANY KINDNESS YOU CAN SHOW, ANY GOODNESS YOU CAN DO, DO IT NOW, FOR YOU SHALL NOT PASS THIS WAY AGAIN." WINSTON DOBY, A FRIEND TO MANY. AND, FINALLY, MR. MAYOR AND COLLEAGUES, JACK DAVENPORT, JR. BORN ON THE 30TH OF AUGUST, 1955, IN PHOENIX, ARIZONA AND PASSED AWAY ON NOVEMBER THE SEVENTH. HE WAS 56 YEARS OF AGE. HE RELOCATED TO LOS ANGELES IN 1958 AND GRADUATED FROM CRENSHAW HIGH SCHOOL IN 1973. HE SERVED IN THE UNITED STATES ARMY FROM 1973 TO 1976. AND AS AN 82ND AIRBORNE RANGER AND JOINED THE LOS ANGELES POLICE DEPARTMENT IN 1977 WHERE HE RETIRED AFTER 26 YEARS AS A MOTOR SERGEANT. HE IS SURVIVED BY HIS FATHER, JACK SENIOR, MOTHER BETTY, HIS DAUGHTER AND THREE SONS, BROTHERS AND TWO SISTERS. JACK DAVENPORT, JR. THAT CONCLUDES MY ADJOURNING MOTIONS, MR. MAYOR. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: SECOND, WITHOUT OBJECTION. SUPERVISOR YAROSLAVSKY? 

SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: I'D LIKE TO JOIN ON WINSTON DOBY. WINSTON WAS A FRIEND OF MINE FOR OVER 40 YEARS. WE MET JUST AS I WAS GRADUATING U.C.L.A. AND REMAINED VERY CLOSE FRIENDS REALLY RIGHT UP TO HIS DEATH LAST FRIDAY OR THURSDAY. WINSTON WAS A GIANT AT U.C.L.A. AND THE U.C. SYSTEM, A GIANT BY THE SHEER FORCE OF HIS INTELLECT AND HIS GENEROUS PERSONALITY. HE IS PART OF A GROUP OF FOLKS WHO USED TO GET TOGETHER A COUPLE TIMES A YEAR, TWO OR THREE TIMES A YEAR FROM MY DAY AT U.C.L.A. AND CHANCELLOR YOUNG AND A WHOLE HOST OF OTHER PEOPLE. AND EVEN WHEN HE WAS SICK, AND HE'S BEEN SICK FOR SEVERAL YEARS, BATTLING VALIANTLY AGAINST PROSTATE CANCER, HE WOULD MAKE IT HIS BUSINESS TO SHOW UP AT THESE EVENINGS AND PARTICIPATE FULLY AND AS ROBUSTLY AS HE EVER DID. AND HE IS A GREAT LOSS TO THE U.C.L.A. COMMUNITY, THE U.C. COMMUNITY, AND TO OUR CITY AND COUNTY. I'D LIKE TO JOIN ON THAT. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: LET ME JUST SAY, WINSTON AND I WENT TO SCHOOL TOGETHER. WE WERE CLASSMATES AT EDISON JUNIOR HIGH SCHOOL. THE KIDS THAT WENT TO RUSSELL AND THEN THOSE WHO WENT TO EDISON, WE HAD A GROUP GO TO FREEMONT HIGH SCHOOL AND THE OTHERS WENT TO HUNTINGTON PARK HIGH SCHOOL. WE HAVE A LUNCH HERE QUARTERLY. AND WINSTON WAS AT THE PREVIOUS LUNCHEON WITH OUR CLASSMATES BUT THIS IS REALLY A SHOCK THAT HE'S PASSED AWAY. SO I'D SAY ALL MEMBERS ON THAT. HE WAS QUITE INVOLVED WITH THE SCHOOL ACTIVITIES AT EDISON. WENT ON WITH DISTINCTION AND SERVED AS YOU STATED THE VICE CHANCELLOR AT U.C.L.A. THAT'S REALLY A SHOCK. SO WITHOUT OBJECTION, SO ORDERED. OKAY. SUPERVISOR YAROSLAVSKY, DO YOU HAVE MOTIONS? 

SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: NO. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: DO YOU HAVE AGENDA ITEMS? 

SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: NO. DO YOU WANT ME TO TAKE UP THE PUBLIC? 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: OKAY. DR. GENEVIEVE CLAVREUL, ERIC PREVEN AND ARNOLD SACHS. 

ERIC PREVEN: WHICH ITEM ARE WE ON? 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: MR. PREVEN YOU GET TO BE ON 1, 3, 6, 8, 12, 13, 17, 18, 25, 26, 39 AND CS-1. MR. SACHS? DR. CLAVREUL? 

ERIC PREVEN: THAT'S GOING TO BE CHALLENGING. I'LL DO MY BEST, OKAY. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: DO YOUR BEST. 

ERIC PREVEN: OKAY. ITEM NUMBER 1, I WILL START WITH ITEM NUMBER 1, WHICH IS THE USUAL ITEM IN WHICH WE EXTEND THE-- MY NAME IS ERIC PREVEN, THE COUNTY RESIDENT FROM DISTRICT 3. ITEM 1 DEALS WITH THE EXTENSION OF SERVICE REQUIREMENTS FOR A COUPLE OF DIFFERENT INDIVIDUALS, ONE FROM THE CONSUMER AFFAIRS ADVISORY COMMISSION, WHICH CAUGHT MY ATTENTION BECAUSE I WAS UNDER THE IMPRESSION THAT CONSUMER AFFAIRS IS BEING LUMPED INTO SENIOR SERVICES, SO IT SEEMS LIKE KEEPING THAT COMMISSION ON SEEMS ODD. AND ITEM NUMBER 17, IS SUPERVISOR KNABE, AN IBM CONTRACT, IN PART, AND EMC, ANOTHER 17 BILLION DOLLAR CORPORATION, FOR SOME DATA STORAGE WHICH WE NEED, WHICH BY THE WAY IS AN INTERESTING NOTE, MISS MOLINA, AS WE RECALL WE HEARD IT WAS A 2 MILLION DOLLAR CHARGE TO GET STORAGE, DATA STORAGE, TO COVER THE CAMERAS FOR THE JAIL. SO I WAS WONDERING IF THERE WAS SOME WAY TO CONSIDER THAT PRIORITY, WHICH I KNOW IS ONE OF THE STUMBLING BLOCKS FOR SHERIFF BACA ABOUT GETTING THAT GOING QUICKLY. AND AGAIN 7 MILLION. THIS IS A SAVINGS THAT MR. FUJIOKA HAS CAREFULLY NEGOTIATED FOR US. WE'LL BE SAVING 900,000 DOLLARS A YEAR IN MAINTENANCE FEES, BUT THE QUESTION BECOMES WHY WERE WE PAYING THEM IN THE FIRST PLACE? AND MISS MOLINA ONE MORE TIME NET SMART A FEW YEARS AGO WAS A 93 MILLION DOLLAR CONTRACT FOR IT SEEMS LIKE THE KIND OF MAINTENANCE SERVICES THAT WE DON'T REALLY NEED FOR THOSE MENTAL HEALTH RECORDS. SO ONCE AGAIN, BOTH MS. CLAVREUL AND I ARE CONCERNED ABOUT THIS I.T. EXPENDITURE THAT SEEMS OUT OF CONTROL. ITEM NUMBER 2 HAS ALREADY BEEN APPROVED, BUT WHAT IS THE SATURDAY NIGHT BATH CONCERT FUND FOR 1600 DOLLARS, SUPERVISOR YAROSLAVSKY? IT JUST DOESN'T, I MEAN WE'RE FINE WITH IT, BUT WHAT IS THAT? ITEM NUMBER 5 AND 6 ARE IMPORTANT. THIS IS THE VOLUNTEER AMERICA HEROES DAY. IT'S ITEM NUMBER 6 AND IT'S ABOUT A 40,000 DOLLAR CHARGE. ITEM NUMBER 5 IS A REQUEST BY SUPERVISOR ANTONOVICH TO GIVE SOME MONEY TO THE SALVATION ARMY FOR THE FLOOD VICTIMS IN CENTRAL AMERICA. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU. 

ERIC PREVEN: I WAS WONDERING IF WE COULD FIND A WAY TO SHAVE DOWN THE BIG CONGRATULATIONS-- 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU. ALSO, MR. SACHS AND THEN DR. CLAVREUK. 

ERIC PREVEN: LET ME FINISH UP? 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU, THANK YOU, THANK YOU. ALSO LET ME CALL UP RAPHAEL LEIB. 

DR. GENEVIEVE CLAVREUL: IT IS NOT A GOOD MORNING IN THE STATE OF CALIFORNIA ESPECIALLY IN THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS. THIS IS DR. GENEVIEVE CLAVREUL. ITE SPEAK TO ITEM S-1. IT IS A JOKE. YOU HAVE THE DEPARTMENT OF D.H.S. WITH DR. MITCH KATZ WHO HAS POSTPONED THAT ITEM SINCE MARCH THE 22ND. HE WAS SUPPOSED TO PRESENT US WITH HIS STAFFING MODEL TO SHOW US SEVEN MODEL AND SO ON WITH A NEW DESCRIPTION OF C.M.A. YOU HAVE ALREADY APPROVED 36 MILLION DOLLARS FOR THE PROJECT. WE ARE BEING CITED RIGHT AND LEFT FOR STAFFING VIOLATIONS. THAT'S VERY SCARY. ON ITEM 17, YOU HAVE AGAIN AN INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY APPROVAL OF 7 MILLION DOLLARS FOR IBM FOR THE INTERNAL SERVICES. I HAVE REQUESTED INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY FOR FIVE YEARS NOW. THIS IS A SERVICE WE CAN APPROVE AND MAKE A CHECK OF 1 MILLION DOLLARS NOVEMBER ALONE. I STILL CANNOT BELIEVE WE CAN WRITE A CHECK OF 1 MILLION DOLLARS. I GUESS ONLY IN L.A. COUNTY ALONE. I WILL NOT SPEAK TO ITEM 20, 21 AND 24 BECAUSE YOU VIOLATED THE BROWN ACT. YOU'RE NOT GIVING TIME TO INTELLIGENTLY SPEAK TO THOSE ITEMS. YOU ARE BEING CITED FOR VIOLATION OF THE BROWN ACT. YOU ARE A DISGRACE TO POLITICAL PROCESS. YOU SHOULD BE ASHAMED OF YOURSELVES. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: IS RAPHAEL HERE? MR. SACHS? 

ARNOLD SACHS: YES, THANK YOU. GOOD MORNING, ARNOLD SACHS. DO YOU HAVE A TOP HAT AND A WHIP YOU COULD WEAR LIKE FOR THE CIRCUS HERE? I REALLY WANTED TO SPEAK-- ITEM NUMBER 2, OR ITEM NUMBER 1 WAS REGARDING A BOARD APPOINTEES. AND I KNOW THAT SINCE THIS IS THE LAND OF OPENNESS AND TRANSPARENCY, YOU WOULD NOT HAVE ANYBODY APPOINTED LIKE THE STORY REGARDING THE WATER BOARD WHERE THE MAN WAS ON THE WATER BOARD BUT HE WAS ALSO SITTING ON THE COUNCIL THAT DID THE BIDDING WITH THE WATER BOARD. BUT THAT WOULDN'T HAPPEN IN L.A. LAND OF OPEN AND TRANSPARENCY. UNFORTUNATELY I COULDN'T MAKE IT HERE LAST WEEK BECAUSE I WAS WORKING THE ELECTION, BUT I DID WANT TO SPEAK A LITTLE BIT ABOUT ON ITEM 2-D REFERS TO AN E.I.R. SO I'M WONDERING HOW APPROPRIATE THEY ARE. YOU KNOW, THE PROJECT YOU HAD LAST WEEK FOR THE HOUSING AT THE GREEN LINE STATION AT AVIATION, AN E.I.R. WAS REQUESTED. BUT WHAT'S REALLY WEIRD IS THAT THERE WAS AN E.I.R. REQUESTED FOR THE CRENSHAW LINE ON MARCH 24TH, THE AVIATION STATION WOULD HAVE BEEN INCLUDED THAT IN 2011, THERE WAS AN E.I.R. OF 4 MILLION DOLLARS, OVER 4 MILLION DOLLARS FOR THE GREEN LINE TO L.A.X. PROJECT. SO IF THOSE E.I.R.S WERE DONE PRIOR TO THIS DEVELOPMENT, HOW APPROPRIATE IS E.I.R. BEING DONE FOR THE DEVELOPMENT. AND IF THOSE THIS E.I.R. IS DONE WITHOUT THE DEVELOPMENT, HOW- WHAT DO YOU GOT HERE? YOU GOT THREE E.I.R.'S FOR THE SAME AREA AND TWO OF THEM ARE WITHOUT THE DEVELOPMENT. SO THAT'S JUST MOVING RIGHT ALONG THERE. THE SHERIFF IS DOING BACKGROUND CHECKS ON EMPLOYEES. BUT EVIDENTLY THEY BREAK DOWN ONCE THEY GET TO THE JAIL. ITEM 46, THE DEFINITION OF CONSTRUCTION. COULD YOU EXPAND THE DEFINITION OF CONSTRUCTION? BECAUSE OF RECENT CHANGES IN STATE LAW. MAYBE YOU OUGHT TO EXPAND THE DEFINITION OF STATE LAW BECAUSE YOU DON'T FOLLOW THAT, EITHER. OH THE WITNESS ASSISTANCE PROGRAM. THAT'S AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE D.A. AND THE CITY OF L.A. THE CITY WILL RECEIVE APPROXIMATELY 33 PERCENT OF 2.4 MILLION DOLLARS. SO WHY IS THE CITY BEING SHUT OUT IN THE RE-ALIGNMENT PROGRAM WHEN YOU HEAR STORIES THAT THE CITY'S NOT GETTING MONEY, IT WANTS MONEY FROM THE STATE? HOW IS THAT REALIGNMENT PROGRAM AND THE COMPLAINTS FROM THE COUNTY THAT THEY HAVE TO HIRE ALL THESE PEOPLE IF ALMOST HALF THE PAROLEES THAT ARE GOING TO BE COMING OUT OF THE STATE PRISON ARE GOING TO END UP IN THE CITY AND THE CITY IS BEING TOLD THAT THEY HAVE TO OVERSEE THEM, WHAT EXACTLY IS THE BREAKDOWN IN THE FUNDING HERE? 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU. 

ARNOLD SACHS: AND COULD WE GET A CLEAR ANSWER SOMETIME? MAYBE THE OUTGOING COUNTY COUNSEL. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: BUT THE PROBATION IS OVERSEEING THEM. MR. SACHS, THE PROBATION DEPARTMENT'S OVERSEEING THEM NOT THE CITY, THAT'S A COUNTY FUNCTION. THANK YOU. MR. RAPHAEL? 

RAPHAEL LEIB: GOOD MORNING. MY NAME IS RAPHAEL LEIB, AND I'M A SENIOR ORGANIZER WITH S.E.I.U. UNITED SERVICE WORKERS WEST. ON BEHALF OF THE 1500 CONTRACTED COUNTY WORKERS AND 40,000 SERVICE WORKERS THAT WE REPRESENT, I'M HERE TO EXPRESS OUR OUTRAGE THAT THE COUNTY HAS DECIDED TO EXTEND THE HOUSEKEEPING CONTRACT ONCE AGAIN AT THE COUNTY HOSPITALS. DURING THE MAY 24, 2011 BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING, SUPERVISOR YAROSLAVSKY MADE IT CLEAR THAT D.H.S. WAS TO EXPEDITE THEIR PROTEST PROCESS IN ORDER TO AVOID HAVING THE WORKERS SUFFER ANY LONGER. IT IS APPARENT THAT D.H.S. HAS ONCE AGAIN FAILED TO MEET THAT GOAL. IT HAS NOW BEEN OVER TWO YEARS SINCE THE HOUSEKEEPING R.F.P. ORIGINALLY WENT OUT TO BID AND OVER SEVEN YEARS SINCE THESE WORKERS HAVE HAD A WAGE INCREASE. EVERY EXTENSION MADE BY THE COUNTY DIRECTLY IMPACTS THE LIVELIHOOD OF THESE WORKERS AND THEIR ABILITY TO PROVIDE FOR THEIR FAMILIES. WE ARE CURRENTLY WORKING WITH A CONTRACTOR TO AMEND THE COLLECTIVE BARGAINING AGREEMENT TO REQUIRE THEM TO MAKE THE LIVING WAGE. IF THE COUNTY PASSES AN ADDITIONAL THREE MONTH EXTENSION, WE INSIST THAT WORKERS RECEIVE THE 2007 LIVING WAGE INCREASE THAT THEY DESERVE. OVER THE PAST YEARS OF EXTENSIONS, THESE WORKERS HAVE SAVED THE COUNTY MILLIONS. AND ALTHOUGH WE UNDERSTAND THE COUNTY'S NEED FOR COST SAVINGS, THESE WORKERS ARE TIRED OF HAVING THAT SAVINGS BE AT THE EXPENSE OF THEIR LIVELIHOOD. WE ASK THAT THE EXTENSION EXPLICITLY INCLUDE FUNDING FOR INCREASES THAT WOULD BRING ALL WORKERS' WAGES UP TWO DOLLARS AND THIRTY-EIGHT CENTS AN HOUR. IT WILL COST THE COUNTY LESS THAN 1,200 DOLLARS PER WORKER TO COMPLY WITH THE 2007 LIVING WAGE. IN ADDITION, THE CONTRACT WILL STILL YIELD A HEALTHY 23 PERCENT SAVINGS TO THE COUNTY. FOR THE WORKERS, THESE AREN'T JUST NUMBERS ON A SPREADSHEET; IT'S THEIR ABILITY TO PAY THEIR BILLS, AFFORD THEIR RENTS, SEND THEIR CHILDREN TO COLLEGE OR UNIVERSITY AND SAVE A LITTLE BIT OF MONEY FOR AN EMERGENCY. ENOUGH IS ENOUGH. IT'S TIME TO BE FAIR. THANK YOU. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU, RAPHAEL. 

CLERK SACHI HAMAI: MR. MAYOR, IF WE COULD APPROVE THESE ITEMS. ITEM NUMBER S-1 WAS CONTINUED TWO WEEKS TO NOVEMBER 29TH. ITEMS NUMBER 2-D, 1, 3, 6, 8, 12, 13, 17, 18, 20, 21, 24, 25, 26, 39, 40, 43 AND 46 ARE BEFORE YOU. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: MOTION BY SUPERVISOR KNABE. SECONDED WITHOUT OBJECTION, SO ORDERED. 

CLERK SACHI HAMAI: THANK YOU. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: OKAY. 52? OKAY. IF WE COULD HAVE THE SHERIFF'S DEPARTMENT, PROBATION, MENTAL HEALTH, C.C.J.C.C., MARK? THIS WILL BE THE REVIEW OF THE COUNTY-WIDE CRIMINAL JUSTICE COORDINATING COMMITTEE'S PUBLIC SAFETY REALIGNMENT IMPLEMENTATION STATUS REPORT INCLUDING EMERGENCY ISSUES AND SIGNIFICANT DEVELOPMENTS SINCE THE ISSUANCE OF THIS REPORT. CAL? IF WE COULD HAVE A REPORT FIRST? THE RE-ALIGNMENT REPORT STATUS. 

SPEAKER: GOOD MORNING, MR. MAYOR, HONORABLE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS. LAST WEEK C.C.J.V. ISSUED ITS SECOND REALIGNMENT PROGRESS REPORT THE FIRST SINCE THE OCTOBER 1ST START DATE. AND HERE TODAY ARE REPRESENTATIVES FROM PROBATION DEPARTMENT, D.M.H., SHERIFF'S DEPARTMENT TO ADDRESS QUESTIONS THAT YOU HAVE RELATED TO THAT REPORT AND THE FIRST MONTH'S ISSUES THAT HAVE EMERGED. SO I WOULD-- I CAN BRIEFLY PRESENT AN OVERVIEW OF THE REPORT OR, CHIEF, IF YOU'D LIKE TO PRESENT AN OVERVIEW? EITHER WAY? 

CAL REMINGTON: YES, MR. MAYOR, AND MEMBERS OF THE BOARD, WOULD YOU LIKE A BRIEF OVERVIEW? 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: YES. 

CAL REMINGTON: OKAY. WELL WE COMPLETED THE FIRST FULL MONTH OF A.B.109. DURING THAT PERIOD OF TIME, WE HAD OVER 1,000 PEOPLE SHOW UP. 92 PERCENT OF THE PEOPLE THAT WERE TO SHOW UP DID SHOW UP. OUT OF THAT, WE HAD 65 ABSCONDERS WHO DID NOT SHOW UP WITHIN THE REQUIRED FIVE-DAY PERIOD OF TIME AND AT THIS POINT, THOSE INDIVIDUALS WE'RE REQUESTING WARRANTS. AS OF YESTERDAY, MR. MAYOR, THERE WERE 59 OF THOSE CASES HAD BEEN PROCESSED FOR WARRANTS. WHEN THOSE WARRANTS ARE ISSUED, AS YOU KNOW, THEY WILL GO TO THE SHERIFF'S OFFICE. AND THE COMPLIANCE TEAM WILL-- AS WELL AS SOME OF THE OTHER POLICE DEPARTMENTS, INCLUDING L.A.P.D. WHO HAS A NUMBER OF THOSE FOLKS IN THEIR JURISDICTION, WE'LL BE LOOKING FOR THOSE FOLKS. WE'VE HAD SOME PROBLEMS DURING THIS PERIOD OF TIME. GIVEN THE FACT THAT IT'S A BRAND NEW PROGRAM AND IT'S REALLY COMPLETELY DIFFERENT THAN WHAT EITHER THE STATE OR THE COUNTY SYSTEM HAS DEALT WITH IN THE PAST, I THINK THE PROBLEM'S BEEN FAIRLY MINIMAL. BUT THERE HAVE BEEN SOME PROBLEMS. TO HELP RECTIFY THAT, MAYOR, C.D.C.R. HAS AGREED TO SEND STAFF DOWN TO ASSIST US WITH THOSE ISSUES. IN ADDITION, MR. BINGHAM, WHAT ELSE COULD WE HIGHLIGHT FOR THE BOARD AT THIS TIME? 

SPEAKER: I THINK ONE OF THE THINGS THAT WE SHOULD CONTINUE TO HIGHLIGHT IS THE VERY SYNERGISTIC WORK AND RELATIONSHIP THAT WE CONTINUE TO HAVE WITH THE SHERIFF'S DEPARTMENT, THE DEPARTMENT OF MENTAL HEALTH, THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC SOCIAL SERVICES RELATIVE TO PROVIDING SERVICES TO THESE INDIVIDUALS. AND ONE OF THE THINGS THAT ACTING CHIEF REMEMBERINGTON SPOKE OF WAS THOSE 65 INDIVIDUALS THAT WERE CONSIDERED ABSCONDERS. AND WHAT I'D LIKE TO GIVE YOU IS JUST SOME UPDATE ON SOME OF THE STATISTICS THAT WE HAVE RELATIVE TO THOSE INDIVIDUALS. AS OF YESTERDAY, 59 OF THOSE CASES HAVE BEEN SUBMITTED FOR AN ARREST WARRANT. AND WE HAVE SOME PROFILE, OR SOME DEMOGRAPHIC INFORMATION THAT I COULD SHARE WITH YOU. OF THOSE 59, 49 WERE MALES, 10 WERE FEMALES. MOST OF THEM WERE DRUG-RELATED TYPE OF OFFENSES. AND THEY FELL WITHIN VARIOUS AGE RANGES. THERE WAS NOT A VERY DISCERNIBLE-- ONE WOULD EXPECT THAT MOST OF THEM WOULD FALL WITHIN THAT EMERGING ADULT CATEGORY BETWEEN THE AGES OF 18 TO 25. BUT WE FOUND THEM ALL OVER THE MAP AS IT RELATED TO THE AGE GROUP. AS A MATTER OF FACT, WE HAD THREE OF THEM THAT WERE 60 OR ABOVE THAT WERE WITHIN THAT AGE GROUP. SO ONE OF THE THINGS, THERE HAD BEEN SOME CONCERN AS IT RELATES TO THE TIMING OF THE BENCH WARRANTS. AND A LOT OF THAT HAD TO DO WITH THE FINALIZING OF THE COURT RULES AND THE COURT PROCESSES AS IT RELATES TO THE BENCH WARRANT PROCESS. ONE OF THE THINGS THAT WE HAD TO BE ABLE TO DEMONSTRATE WAS THE FACT THAT THE COURTS COULD HAVE LEGAL JURISDICTION OVER THOSE CASES. AND ONE OF THOSE PIECES OF INFORMATION THAT THE COURT NEEDED WAS A SIGNED 15 FORM, WHICH IS THE FORM THAT PROVIDES THE REPORTING INSTRUCTIONS. WE DID HAVE SOME DIFFICULTY GETTING THAT INFORMATION FROM C.D.C.R. AND RECENTLY WAS ABLE TO SECURE THAT. ALONG WITH THE TIMING OF THE COURT RULES BEING FINALIZED AND THUS THE WARRANTS ISSUED. SO THE PROCESS IS NOW IN PLACE. AND YOU SHOULD NOT FIND A DELAY IN OUR HANDLING OF THAT ABSCONDERS GOING FORWARD. 

MARVIN SOUTHARD: MAYOR ANTONOVICH, FROM A MENTAL HEALTH PERSPECTIVE, THIS IS MARVIN SOUTHARD, DIRECTOR OF MENTAL HEALTH, THERE ARE FOUR ISSUES THAT ARE ONGOING THAT I WANTED TO HIGHLIGHT AND TWO POSITIVE THINGS THAT I WANTED TO ALSO BRING ATTENTION TO. THE FOUR ISSUES THAT ARE ONGOING, IS FIRST WE ARE CONTINUING TO HAVE TO WORK VERY HARD WITH C.D.C.R. TO GET THE PROPER INFORMATION FOR INMATES AS THEY ARE RELEASED. SOMETIMES THE INFORMATION THAT WE GET IN THE SCREENING PACKET REQUIRES THAT WE GET MORE TREATMENT INFORMATION FROM THE PRISONS. AND SOMETIMES THAT INFORMATION IS FORTHCOMING AND SOMETIMES WE HAVE TO WORK VERY HARD TO ACTUALLY GET AHOLD OF THE INFORMATION AVAILABLE. THE SECOND ISSUE IS THAT THERE ARE INDIVIDUALS THAT ARE SOMETIMES RELEASED AT A HIGHER DEGREE OF MENTAL HEALTH ACUITY THAN WE THINK IS PROPER. AND IT HAS BEEN DIFFICULT SOMETIMES TO ARRANGE A PROPER RELEASE PLAN FOR THOSE INDIVIDUALS SO THAT THEY CAN BE RELEASED IN A WAY THAT IS IN ACCORD WITH THE PUBLIC SAFETY NEEDS. THE THIRD ISSUE IS THAT WE HAVE GENERALLY GOOD COOPERATION FROM C.D.C.R. CENTRAL OFFICE BUT NOT ALWAYS FROM THE INDIVIDUAL PRISONS. SO WHAT WE'RE TRYING TO EVOLVE IS A STRUCTURE WHERE THERE'S SOME AUTHORITY FROM C.D.C.R. CENTRAL AUTHORITY SO THAT WE CAN GET BETTER RESPONSIVENESS FROM INDIVIDUAL PRISONERS AS THEY RELEASE PEOPLE WITH MENTAL HEALTH NEEDS. AND THE FOURTH THING IS THE HOUSING OF INDIVIDUALS WHO REQUIRE SHELTER BUT NOT TREATMENT, RESIDENTIAL TREATMENT, REMAINS AN ISSUE THAT HAS NOT YET FULLY BEEN RESOLVED. THE TWO POSITIVES I WANTED TO HIGHLIGHT ARE, FIRST OF ALL, AS MR. BINGHAM POINTED OUT, I THINK THE COUNTY TEAM HAS WORKED REALLY WELL TOGETHER TO PICK UP THOSE DANGEROUS AND CONCERNING CASES AS THEY ARE RELEASED SO THAT THE RIGHT THINGS HAPPEN WITH THOSE. AND THE SECOND THING IS THAT THERE MAY BE AN OPPORTUNITY FOR US TO INTERVENE WITH AN INJECTABLE MEDICATION THAT REDUCES CRAVING TO REDUCE THE RELAPSE FOR HEROINE USE FOR INDIVIDUALS WHILE THEY'RE IN PRISON AND THEN CONTINUE THAT MEDICATION UPON RELEASE. THE DATA SEEMS TO SHOW THAT THAT REDUCES THE AMOUNT OF RELAPSE TO HEROINE ADDICTION BY 30 PERCENT. IF WE WERE ABLE TO ACCOMPLISH THAT, THAT WOULD BE A VERY GOOD THING THAT WOULD COME OUT OF THIS PROGRAM. 

CAL REMINGTON: I THINK, MR. MAYOR, AS FAR AS OUR EXPECTATIONS AND PRIOR TO RECEIVING THESE INDIVIDUALS, WE EXPECTED SO FAR OF THE INDIVIDUALS 57 PERCENT ARE CONSIDERED BASED ON THE ASSESSMENT TO BE HIGH RISK. THAT'S A LITTLE HIGHER THAN WE EXPECTED. LOW RISK IS 4 PERCENT. AND THEN MEDIUM RISK IS 39 PERCENT. THAT REALLY RELATES TO WHEN WE TALK ABOUT RISK, IT'S A WAY OF ASSESSING THE INDIVIDUAL'S PROPENSITY TO REOFFEND. SO THE HIGHER THE RISK, THE HIGHER THE, AGAIN, PROPENSITY TO REOFFEND. WHAT WE'RE FINDING IS A LOT OF THESE HIGH RISK INDIVIDUALS ARE IN NEED OF A HECK OF A LOT OF SERVICES. WE WILL BE COMING BACK TO YOUR BOARD IN A COUPLE WEEKS WITH A REQUEST FOR A SOLE SOURCE CONTRACT TO PROVIDE A NUMBER OF SERVICES, FROM BUS TOKENS TO ASSISTANCE WITH HOUSING, MENTAL HEALTH ISSUES ARE REALLY HANDLED, FOR THE MOST PART, BY OUR COUNTY PARTNERS. BUT AT THIS POINT, IT'S GOING TO TAKE US A NUMBER OF MONTHS TO GET R.F.P.'S OUT AND HAVE THOSE INDIVIDUALS SELECTED. WE ARE ALSO EXPECTING THAT NEXT YEAR THERE WILL BE ADDITIONAL MONEY FOR TREATMENT. BUT IN THE MEANTIME, WE HAVE THE SOLE SOURCE CONTRACT WILL BE A STOP GAP MEASURE. AND WE'RE HOPING BY NEXT FISCAL YEAR, WE SHOULD HAVE ADDITIONAL COMMUNITY-BASED ORGANIZATIONS INVOLVED IN THIS PROCESS. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: HAVE YOU RECEIVED CLARIFICATION FROM THE STATE AS TO WHY THE PRISONERS RELEASED IN OCTOBER FOR THE PRERELEASE PACKETS AND THEIR AUTOMATED DATA SYSTEM DON'T MATCH? 

CAL REMINGTON: YOU KNOW, WE'VE TALKED TO THEM ABOUT THAT. I'M NOT SURE WE CAN SAY WE HAVE THE ANSWER TO THAT. BUT WE ALSO KNOW A NUMBER OF THESE PEOPLE, THEIR PAROLE DATE MAY BE EXTENDED. WE HAVE A NUMBER OF INDIVIDUALS WHO ARE GOING TO BE DETAINED. IN MOST CASES IT'S GOING TO BE WITH IMMIGRATION SERVICES. BUT WE WILL ALSO HAVE SOME INDIVIDUALS UPON THEIR PAROLE RELEASE WILL BE DETAINED BY ANOTHER COUNTY OR JURISDICTION WHO MAY STILL HAVE SOMETHING PENDING. SO WE'RE GETTING DIFFERENT NUMBERS. AND AS DR. SOUTHARD SAID IN RELATION TO CENTRAL C.D.C.R., WE'RE GETTING A LOT OF COOPERATION. AS I SAID, THEY ARE GOING TO SEND SOME STAFF DOWN TO REALLY LOOK AT SOME OF THESE ISSUES, BUT WE'RE TALKING ABOUT 33 PRISONS. AND WE WOULD LIKE IF AT ALL POSSIBLE TO BE ABLE TO GET A LITTLE MORE CONSISTENCY BETWEEN THE PRISONS. 

SPEAKER: AND IF I COULD JUST ADD SOMETHING TO THAT, MR. MAYOR. ONE OF THE REASONS TO THAT HAS BEEN EXPLAINED BY THE STATE AS JUST A SIMPLE ISSUE OF THE DELAY IN DATA ENTRY. BECAUSE THEY'RE ENTERING INTO THEIR LEAD SYSTEM. AND SO IT'S BEEN A VERY SMALL DIFFERENCE BETWEEN THE NUMBER OF PACKETS THAT HAVE BEEN PROVIDED OR THE NUMBER OF RELEASES THAT WE'VE NOTED BETWEEN THE NUMBER OF RELEASES THAT LEADS ACTUALLY COMMUNICATES. AND THEY HAVE CLERICAL STAFF THAT ARE DOING THIS. SO BY THE TIME THEY GET THAT INFORMATION TO A CLERK AND THEY DO THE DATA ENTRY, THERE'S THIS OVERLAP THAT CAUSES THAT DISPARITY BETWEEN THE NUMBERS. 

CAL REMINGTON: AND AS AN EXAMPLE, MR. MAYOR, WE RECEIVED 1036 PACKETS FROM THE STATE. BUT WHEN WE LOOKED AT THEIR AUTOMATED SYSTEM, LEADS, AS MR. BINGHAM POINTED OUT, IT SHOWED THAT THERE WOULD BE 1,019, SO IT'S NOT A HUGE VARIANCE, BUT THERE IS A VARIANCE. AND THOSE ARE SOME OF THE ISSUES THAT WE HOPE TO GET RESOLVED, PARTICULARLY WHEN THEY SEND OUR STAFF DOWN TO LOOK AT OUR SYSTEM. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THE REPORT STATES THAT THE PROBATION PLANS TO MAKE SUPERVISION MODIFICATION TO REQUIRE PARTICIPATION TREATMENT AS ALLOWED BY LAW. COULD YOU GIVE EXAMPLES OF THIS? BECAUSE YOUR REPORT ALSO INDICATES THAT 189 PEOPLE ASSESSED BY THE DEPARTMENT OF MENTAL HEALTH, 88 OF THOSE, APPROXIMATELY HALF, REFUSED TREATMENT SERVICES. 

CAL REMINGTON: AND WHAT WE'RE FINDING IS-- YOU KNOW THE LAW-- AND SOME OF IT WILL PROBABLY BE TESTED. WE FEEL THAT THE LAW ALLOWS US TO IMPOSE CONDITIONS LOCALLY IF THERE IS A NEXUS BETWEEN WHAT WE'RE ASKING FOR AND WHAT THE PRIOR HISTORY SUGGESTS. SO IT'S OUR POSITION AT THIS POINT, UNLESS SOMETHING CHANGES, THAT WE CAN IMPOSE THOSE CONDITIONS. AND ONCE THOSE CONDITIONS ARE IMPOSED BY THE PROBATION OFFICER, WE FEEL THAT FAILURE TO FOLLOW THOSE WOULD ALLOW US TO VIOLATE THAT INDIVIDUAL. MR. BINGHAM, ANYTHING ELSE TO ADD TO THAT QUESTION? 

SPEAKER: NO. I THINK ALL OF THAT HOLDS TRUE. THE LAW DOES ALLOW FOR US TO IMPOSE ADDITIONAL CONDITIONS. AND WHEN WE DO OUR PRERELEASE PROCESS, WE'RE GOING THROUGH THE FILES AT THAT POINT TO TRY TO DETERMINE WHAT ADDITIONAL SUPERVISION CONDITIONS THESE INDIVIDUALS NEED SO THAT WE CAN GET THEM SIGNED OFF ON BEFORE THE INDIVIDUAL'S RELEASED. ONCE THEY ARE RELEASED, WE STILL HAVE THE AUTHORITY TO BE ABLE TO ADD CONDITIONS OF SUPERVISION ONCE WE DO OUR ASSESSMENTS AND DETERMINE THAT A PERSON MAY NEED SUBSTANCE ABUSE COUNSELING OR ANGER MANAGEMENT OR WHATEVER THE TREATMENT MIGHT BE, WE HAVE THE ABILITY TO ADD IT, EVEN POST-RELEASE. AND THE INTERMEDIATE SANCTIONS TO ADDRESS THEM WITH-- ASSUMING THAT THEY DO NOT COMPLY. NOW, WE HAVE HAD A NUMBER OF PEOPLE THAT HAVE REFUSED. AND THOSE INDIVIDUALS, SOME OF-- MOST OF THEM HAVE NOT HAD A CONDITION IMPOSED UPON THEM THAT THEY MUST COMPLY WITH WHATEVER THE TREATMENT MODALITY IS. WE'RE WORKING TO CLOSE THAT LOOP AT THIS TIME AND TO ADD THE CONDITION AND TO ENCOURAGE THE INDIVIDUAL AND TO TRY TO HELP THEM UNDERSTAND THAT THEY NEED TO COMPLY WITH THIS. AND IF THEY DON'T AT SOME POINT, THERE WILL BE THE-- TREATMENT IS NORMALLY DONE WHEN IT'S MOST VOLUNTARILY, WHEN IT'S DONE VOLUNTARILY. BUT WHEN THEY DON'T UNDERSTAND AT THAT JUNCTURE, WE'RE GOING TO USE THE TOOLS MADE AVAILABLE TO US TO HELP THEM UNDERSTAND THAT IT'S IN THEIR BEST INTEREST. 

CAL REMINGTON: AND MR. MAYOR, THE LAW DOES PROVIDE FOR US TO BE ABLE TO PLACE AN INDIVIDUAL IN CUSTODY FOR UP TO 10 DAYS. THAT'S CONSIDERED FLASH INCARCERATION. AND IT REALLY IS A TOOL THAT CAN OFTENTIMES BE HELPFUL IN RELATION TO REHABILITATIVE SERVICES OR TREATMENT. IT CAN BE A STRONG MESSAGE WHEN INDIVIDUALS ARE NOT COMPLYING. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: IN YOUR NEGOTIATIONS WITH WALDEN HOUSE WITH YOUR SOLE-SOURCE CONTRACT, WOULD THAT ENSURE THE ABILITY TO SUBCONTRACT? FOR EXAMPLE, SUBCONTRACT FOR SERVICES IN THE NORTH COUNTY OR OTHER AREAS? 

CAL REMINGTON: YES, IT WILL ALLOW FOR-- WALDEN HOUSE CURRENTLY HAS ABOUT 60 PROVIDERS WITHIN THEIR NETWORK. SO THEY ARE ALL OVER THE COUNTY. BUT IF WE LEARN THAT THERE WAS A NEED-- 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: SAY THE ANTELOPE VALLEY? THE SANTA CLARITA VALLEY? 

SPEAKER: RIGHT. THERE WOULD BE THE ABILITY TO SUBCONTRACT WITH INDIVIDUALS IN THAT AREA, YES, SIR. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: I DON'T KNOW IF THIS, BUT THE SHERIFF OR PROBATION, HOW MANY OF THE ABSCONDERS HAVE BEEN CONTACTED BY THE SHERIFF'S DEPARTMENT? AND THOSE HAVE ANY COMPLIED WITH THE TERMS OF PROBATION SINCE MAKING THAT CONTACT? 

SPEAKER: SIR, GOOD MORNING, MR. MAYOR AND MEMBERS OF THE BOARD. AS OF THIS TIME, WE HAVE AND PERHAPS IF I RUN THE NUMBERS FROM IF BEGINNING. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: SURE. 

SPEAKER: THAT MAY BE HELPFUL. CURRENTLY ACCORDING TO LEADS AS OF 8:00 THIS MORNING, THE LAW ENFORCEMENT AUTOMATED DATA SYSTEM, IN THE COUNTY OF LOS ANGELES WE HAVE 1,495 P.S.P.S POST-RELEASE SUPERVISED PERSONNEL WHO HAVE BEEN RELEASED TO THE COUNTY OF LOS ANGELES. THE WAY THE STATISTICS OR THE PERCENTAGES HAVE BROKEN OUT, 30 PERCENT OF THOSE THAT HAVE BEEN RELEASED RESIDE WITHIN THE CITY OF LOS ANGELES JURISDICTION. APPROXIMATELY 21 PERCENT RESIDE WITHIN THE COUNTY OF LOS ANGELES. ABOUT 19 PERCENT RESIDE WITHIN THE MUNICIPALITIES WITHIN LOS ANGELES COUNTY, THE INDEPENDENT CITIES NOT SERVICED BY THE COUNTY OF LOS ANGELES, BY THE SHERIFF'S DEPARTMENT. 9 PERCENT ARE OUTSIDE OR HAVE BEEN ASKED TO HAVE THEIR P.S.P. STATUS TRANSFERRED. ONE DIFFICULT PORTION IN A MAJORITY OF OR A SIGNIFICANT PORTION OF THAT POPULATION, 25 PERCENT ARE ACTUALLY TRANSIENT POPULATION. WE DO NOT HAVE AN ADDRESS FOR THEM AND HAVE NOT BEEN ABLE TO VERIFY THAT NUMBER. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: WHAT PERCENT IS THAT? 

SPEAKER: 25 PERCENT, SIR. APPROXIMATELY 25 PERCENT. THAT PERCENTAGE AND THOSE PERCENTAGES THAT I'VE PRESENTED TO YOU THIS MORNING TO HAVE HELD ABOUT STEADY THROUGHOUT FROM THE INCEPTION OF THE RELEASE AND BEGINNING OCTOBER 1. AT THIS POINT, WE HAVE, AS MR. REMINGTON AND MR. ______ MENTIONED, WE HAVE 16 WARRANTS IN THE SYSTEM FOR ACTUAL UNDER THE JURISDICTION 3455 OF THE PENAL CODE WHICH HAS ALLOWED US TO SEEK OUT THOSE PERSONS AND RE-ARREST THEM. OF THAT 16, 3 OF THEM ARE CURRENTLY IN CUSTODY. WE HAVE 13 ACTIVE WARRANTS THAT ARE WE ARE PURSUING AT THIS TIME. 

SUP. KNABE: THEY WERE ALREADY IN CUSTODY? 

SPEAKER: THREE ARE IN CUSTODY ALREADY. 2 WITHIN LAPD'S JURISDICTION AND ONE WITHIN THE SHERIFF'S DEPARTMENT JURISDICTION. THE STACK OF PAPERS THAT I HAVE HERE REPRESENT OUR RESEARCH OF INFORMATION OF THE 16, INCLUDING THE THREE THAT ARE ALREADY IN CUSTODY. BUT OF THE 16 THAT WE HAVE WARRANTS FOR. AND I BELIEVE YOUR QUESTION WAS REGARDING HOW MANY HAVE BEEN-- I BELIEVE THE NUMBER IS APPROXIMATELY 200. 225 LOCATIONS HAVE BEEN CHECKED FOR ADDRESS VERIFICATION OR COMPLIANCE CHECKS. 

SUP. KNABE: FOLLOWUP QUESTION. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: JUST TO FOLLOW UP. SUPERVISOR KNABE? 

SUP. KNABE: GO AHEAD. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: HOW DO ANY OF THESE TRENDS RELATE TO THE SUBGROUP THAT YOU HAVE IDENTIFIED? 

SPEAKER: THE SUBGROUP MEANING THE TRANSIENT POPULATION, THE UNKNOWNS? AGAIN THAT NUMBER SEEMS TO BE STEADY BEGINNING OCTOBER 1. WE BELIEVE THAT WILL BE THE MOST CHALLENGING PART, OBVIOUSLY, AS WE HAVEN'T BEEN ABLE TO GET A PERMANENT LOCATION, A RESIDENCE LOCATION, WHERE WE COULD FIND THEM SHOULD THEY ABSCOND. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: DON? 

SUP. KNABE: A LOT OF THESE THINGS YOU'RE TRYING TO DEAL WITH THIS IS FIRST TIME FOR EVERYONE. 

SPEAKER: YES, SIR. 

SUP. KNABE: OUT OF THIS, HAVE THERE BEEN ANY SIDE ISSUES THAT DEVELOPED THAT PRESENT CONCERNS EITHER PROBATION OR THE DEPARTMENT AS IT RELATES TO THIS WHOLE RE-ALIGNMENT SITUATION THAT SORT OF THE BIGGER ISSUES WE'RE TALKING ABOUT, BUT BECAUSE OF THAT, HAVE THERE BEEN OTHER ISSUES THAT HAVE COME UP THAT STILL CONTINUE TO BE A CONCERN THAT WE HAVEN'T BEEN ABLE TO DEAL WITH? 

SPEAKER: YOU KNOW, FROM OUR STANDPOINT, SUPERVISOR, MOST OF THEM HAVE BEEN FAIRLY SMALL ISSUES. CLEARLY THIS POPULATION IS GOING TO TAKE RESOURCES ON THE LOCAL LEVEL. AND THEY'RE GOING TO BE A FAIRLY NEEDY POPULATION. THAT DIDN'T COME AS A COMPLETE SURPRISE. BUT CLEARLY THAT IS GOING TO BE AN ISSUE FOR US. OTHER THAN THAT, IT'S REALLY KIND OF SMALL THINGS. AGAIN LIKE THE CONSISTENCY BETWEEN THE 33 PRISONS. WE'D LIKE TO SEE MORE OF THAT. INITIALLY, I THINK THE WARRANT PROCESS NOW IS IN MUCH BETTER SHAPE THAN EVEN A WEEK AGO. WE HAD TO WORK OUT A PROCESS THROUGH THE COURTS, THE JUDICIARY. WE FOUND SOME OF THESE INDIVIDUALS THAT DIDN'T SHOW AFTER FIVE DAYS. WHAT WE INITIALLY SUBMITTED FOR WARRANTS. AND THEY DIDN'T HAVE A FORM IN THE FILE THAT REALLY ALLOWED THE COURT TO LOOK AT IT AND SAY YEAH, THE PERSON AGREED TO SHOW UP WITHIN FIVE DAYS. THE PERSON AGREED TO A NUMBER OF THINGS. SO SOME OF THOSE WE HAD TO ASK C.D.C.R. WE DIDN'T GET THEM IN THE PACKET. WE HAD TO GET THAT LATER. AND SO I THINK AT THIS POINT, WE UNDERSTAND WHAT THE COURT NEEDS TO ISSUE THE WARRANTS. AND I THINK THE PROCESS SHOULD, FROM THIS DATE ON, BE MUCH SMOOTHER. AS YOU SAID EARLIER, THIS IS REALLY ALMOST LIKE A NEW SYSTEM, A HYBRID BETWEEN THE COUNTY AND THE STATE. IT USED TO BE VERY CLEAR WHOSE RESPONSIBILITY WAS WHAT AND HOW THE SYSTEM WORKED. SO THERE'S GOING TO BE A NUMBER OF ISSUES, I THINK, AND PROBLEMS THAT WE WORK OUT AND MAYBE COURT DECISIONS RELATED TO SOME OF THIS OVER THE NEXT YEAR OR SO. BUT I THINK ALL IN ALL WHEN YOU LOOK AT IT, WHEN YOU LOOK AT OUR COUNTY PARTNERS, EVERYONE'S WORKING WELL TOGETHER, THE STATE IS SEEMING-- THUS IS TRYING TO BE REAL COOPERATIVE, MAKE THIS WORK. YOUR BOARD KNOWS IT'S IMPORTANT TO THE GOVERNOR BECAUSE L.A. COUNTY IS SO LARGE AND SO IMPORTANT TO THIS WHOLE PROCESS. BUT I THINK, YOU KNOW, GIVEN SUCH A HUGE CHANGE, I THINK WE'VE REALLY EXPERIENCED FEWER PROBLEMS THAN WE CERTAINLY COULD HAVE. 

SUP. KNABE: WHAT ABOUT THE MENTAL HEALTH PIECE? 

MARVIN SOUTHARD: SUPERVISOR, I THINK THAT THE MAIN ISSUE WE FACE ON THE MENTAL HEALTH PIECE IS THAT WE HAVE RECEIVED A NUMBER OF INDIVIDUALS WHO, UNDER THE TECHNICALITY OF THE LAW ARE NON, NON, NON BUT ARE IN ACTUAL FACT FAIRLY SERIOUSLY IMPAIRED INDIVIDUALS. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: WHAT IS YOUR DEFINITION OF THE NON, NON, NON'S IN MENTAL HEALTH? WE WERE TOLD THAT WE WERE NOT GOING TO BE RECEIVING THE HIGH PROFILE INDIVIDUAL THAT YOU'RE RECEIVING ON NOVEMBER 18TH OF THIS WEEK WHO HAS BEEN TRANSFERRED BY THE STATE TO OLIVE VIEW-U.C.L.A. MEDICAL CENTER WHOSE HISTORY INCLUDES VIOLENT FELONIES, ASSAULT ON A PEACE OFFICER, ROBBERY, PRISONER IN POSSESSION OF A WEAPON, ARSON, ARRESTS FOR RAPE IN CONCERT WITH FORCE AND VIOLENCE, ASSAULT TO COMMIT RAPE, INDECENT EXPOSURE, AND SEXUAL BATTERY. THIS WAS NOT THE PROFILE THAT THE GOVERNOR WAS TELLING THE COUNTIES WE WOULD BE RECEIVING AND RESPONSIBLE FOR. OUR FACILITIES ARE NOT-- AND OUR PERSONNEL ARE NOT EQUIPPED TO HANDLE THIS TYPE OF AN INDIVIDUAL. THEY BELONG UNDER STATE SUPERVISION AND CONTROL, PAID FOR BUY THE STATE, NOT BY LOCAL TAXPAYERS, BE IT LOS ANGELES COUNTY OR ANY OTHER COUNTY. 

MARVIN SOUTHARD: SUPERVISOR, I THINK THAT PARTICULAR CASE IS A PERFECT ILLUSTRATION OF WHAT I WAS TRYING TO DESCRIBE, WHICH IS THAT WE BECAME AWARE OF THAT INDIVIDUAL ON OCTOBER THE 20TH AND HAVE BEEN WORKING WITH C.D.C.R. TO FIND AN APPROPRIATE WAY OF HANDLING THE PUBLIC SAFETY ISSUES REGARDING THAT PERSON BECAUSE AS WE UNDERSTAND IT THROUGH A TECHNICALITY, THEY ARE CONSIDERED UNDER THE PURPOSES OF THE LAW AS IT IS CURRENTLY WRITTEN AS A NON, NON, NON. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: HOW CAN THEY BE NON, NON, NON UNDER THAT TECHNICALITY UNLESS THAT WAS A PARTICULAR LOOPHOLE BY DESIGN TO FORCE THIS BURDEN ON LOCAL GOVERNMENT? 

MARVIN SOUTHARD: I AGREE, MAYOR. IT DOES NOT SEEM TO BE IN LINE WITH COMMON SENSE. HOWEVER, IN THIS PARTICULAR CASE. WE ARE HAVING THAT INDIVIDUAL REVIEWED AS WE SPEAK FOR POTENTIAL REFERRAL BACK TO ATASCADERO STATE HOSPITAL RATHER THAN TO OLIVE VIEW. AND WE HAVE A COMMITMENT FROM C.D.C.R. THAT IF THEY AREN'T ADMITTED TO ATASCADERO ALTERNATE PLANS WILL BE MADE THAT DO NOT INCLUDE AN ADMISSION TO OLIVE VIEW. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: PERHAPS THEY OUGHT TO FIND A PLACE IN THE STATE LEGISLATURE OR THE GOVERNOR'S OFFICE FOR THIS INDIVIDUAL BECAUSE THEY'RE THE ONES THAT CREATED THE LAW. 

MARVIN SOUTHARD: SO I THINK THAT CASE ILLUSTRATES THE KINDS OF ISSUES THAT WE HAVE BEEN FACING AND THAT EVERYBODY HERE HAS BEEN WORKING TOGETHER TO MITIGATE SO THAT THERE AREN'T TRAGEDIES THAT OCCUR AS A RESULT OF THOSE KIND OF SITUATIONS. 

SPEAKER: AND IF I COULD ADD TO THAT, MR. MAYOR, ONE OF THE ISSUES, AGAIN, WITH ALL OF THESE CASES, THE ONES THAT SEEM SO EXTREME, SUCH AS THE ONE THAT DR. SOUTHARD JUST DESCRIBED AS THE FACT THAT WHEN THEY DEFINE NONSERIOUS, NONSEX, NONVIOLENT, AGAIN, IT'S VERY SPECIFIC TO THE COMMITTING THE OFFENSE, THE OFFENSE FOR WHICH THE INDIVIDUAL WENT TO STATE PRISON ON AT THAT TIME. SO YOU COULD HAVE ALL THESE OTHER CIRCUMSTANCES, ALL THESE OTHER HISTORIES, AND THEY COULD STILL QUALIFY FOR THIS PROGRAM. NOW, ONE OF THE THINGS THAT WE ARE WORKING ON WITH THIS PARTICULAR CASE IS TO TRY TO DETERMINE WELL WHY ISN'T THIS INDIVIDUAL ONE OF THE MENTALLY DISORDERED OFFENDERS THAT ARE DISQUALIFIED FROM THIS PROGRAM? SO THAT WOULD BE ONE OF THE EFFORTS THAT WE'LL PURSUE, AS WELL. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: WHAT CAN THE BOARD DO TODAY TO ASSIST YOU IN THAT EFFORT? 

SPEAKER: DR. SOUTHARD, DO YOU WANT TO TAKE A STAB AT THAT FIRST? 

MARVIN SOUTHARD: MAYOR ANTONOVICH, ON THIS PARTICULAR CASE, I THINK WE BELIEVE WE'VE ARRIVED AT A SOLUTIONS. I THINK WHAT THE BOARD MAY BE ABLE TO ASSIST US WITH IS THE DEVELOPMENT OF A TEMPLATE BY WHICH FUTURE CASES OF THIS SORT CAN BE DEALT WITH FROM A SINGLE POWER AUTHORITY WITHIN C.D.C.R. I THINK THAT PART OF OUR DIFFICULTY IN DEALING WITH THIS CASE WAS WHEREAS WE COULD GAIN SOME TRACTION WITH CENTRAL AUTHORITY, THE PARTICULAR PRISON WOULD SAY THEIR RELEASE DATE IS X, AND THAT'S WHEN WE'RE RELEASING THEM. AND SO WE HAD TO DEVELOP PLANS CONSISTENT WITH PUBLIC SAFETY TO DEAL WITH THE FACT THAT THAT INDIVIDUAL MIGHT BE RELEASED. ULTIMATELY WE WERE ABLE TO GET GRATER ATTENTION FROM CENTRAL C.D.C.R. AND THE INDIVIDUAL IS BEING EVALUATED FOR ATASCADERO BUT- 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: SO YOU'RE SAYING THE BOARD RECOMMENDS TO THE GOVERNOR THAT HIS DEPARTMENT OF CORRECTIONS HAVE A- 

MARVIN SOUTHARD: CREATE A MECHANISM BY WHICH- 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: WE WERE TOLD THEY HAD A MECHANISM THAT WENT THROUGH ALL THESE PASSPORTS BEFORE THEY WERE RELEASED, ALL THEIR FILES, THEIR PACKETS. SO WHAT WERE THEY TALKING ABOUT? AND WHAT ARE YOU ASKING FOR US TO ASK THEM TO IMPLEMENT? 

MARVIN SOUTHARD: MAYOR ANTONOVICH, THE DESCRIPTION OF-- THE PROBLEM THAT WE FACE IS THAT THE LAW SAYS THAT THE NON, NON, NON APPLIES FOR THE OFFENSE FOR WHICH THEY ARE CURRENTLY BEING RELEASED AND DOES NOT REFER TO THEIR PREVIOUS HISTORY. WHEN WE REVIEW THEIR PACKET- 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: WE WERE TALKING ABOUT PREVIOUS HISTORY. WE RAISED THESE QUESTIONS AND THEY B.S.'D US. AND THE QUESTION IS: ARE THEY THAT STUPID THAT THEY DON'T HAVE A POINT PERSON IN PLACE FOR THIS TYPE OF INDIVIDUAL? THIS IS ONLY THE TIP OF THE ICEBERG. HE'S NOT THE ONLY ONE IN STATE PRISON WITH THIS TYPE OF A PROFILE. HE'S NOT THE ONLY ONE THAT'S GOING TO BE RELEASED TO THE 58 COUNTIES. AND RIGHT NOW WE ARE TRYING TO DESIGN THE TITANIC AFTER IT SUNK 

SPEAKER: THEY HAVE A POINT PERSON THEY WOULD TELL US. AND WHENEVER WE WERE TO COME TO CASES SUCH AS THIS, WE WERE TO RAISE THE RED FLAG WITH INDIVIDUALS SUCH AS TERRY MCDONALD AND OTHERS WHO WE ARE IN CONVERSATION WITH ABOUT THESE MATTERS AND THEN WE WOULD TRY TO COME TO SOME AGREEMENT. IF WE CAME TO AN IMPASSE, THAT MAY BE WHERE THERE WOULD BE SOME LEGAL INTERVENTION, PERHAPS, ON BEHALF OF COUNTY COUNSEL, SOME INTERVENTION BY THE BOARD. BUT THE PROCESS IS TO RAISE THE CONCERN FIRST AND SEE IF IT COULD BE WORKED OUT. WITH THIS ONE, IT SEEMS LIKE WE MIGHT HAVE A RESOLUTION. WE'LL KNOW MORE LATER TODAY BUT THAT IS THE PROCESS. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: DO WE HAVE GROUNDS, MR. FUJIOKA AND ANDREA, TO SUE FOR THIS TYPE OF INMATE THAT'S BEING RELEASED? POTENTIAL RELEASE? 

C.E.O. FUJIOKA: I'LL LET ANDREA ANSWER THAT, BUT THERE'S ONE THING. WHEN WE HAD THE MEETING WITH THE STATE REPRESENTATIVES PRIOR TO THIS PROGRAM STARTING, THERE'S AN AGREEMENT THAT WE WOULD DOCUMENT PROBLEMS SUCH AS THIS, AND WE'D BRING IT TO THE STATE. AND THE INTENT IS TO HAVE THE MEETING THE FIRST WEEK IN DECEMBER WITH SOME OF THIS INFORMATION. SAY THIS IS HARD EVIDENCE. INSTEAD OF SAYING OUR CONCERN, BUT WE GO FROM CONCERN TO HIS HARD EVIDENCE, THE TYPE OF PERSON WE'RE RECEIVING IN OUR COUNTY. THAT CLEARLY DOES NOT MEET THE CRITERIA FOR A.B.109. SO WE WERE GOING TO MEET THE MIDDLE PART OF NOVEMBER. WE THOUGHT WE'D GET A COUPLE OF MONTHS IN BECAUSE THEY WERE JUST STARTING TO TRICKLE IN IN OCTOBER. AND WE HAVE A MEETING-- WE'RE TRYING TO FIND-- WE HAVE A DATE. WE'RE TRYING TO GET THE RIGHT TIME FOR I THINK THE FIRST WEEK OF DECEMBER, IF NOT THAT THE SECOND WEEK. AND WE NEED TO BRING THAT TO THEM AND SAY THIS IS IT. THIS IS WHAT WE CANNOT ACCEPT. WITH RESPECT TO LEGAL ACTION-- 

ANDREA ORDIN, COUNSEL: WITH RESPECT TO LEGAL ACTION, IF THIS NEGOTIATION FAILS, CERTAINLY WE CAN BRING LEGAL ACTION AGAINST THE STATE FOR ITS FAILURES IN FOLLOWING THE PROCEDURES. BUT EVEN AS TO THIS ONE, IT SEEMS TO ME THAT WE REALLY SHOULD NOT EVEN WAIT UNTIL DECEMBER FOR THIS TYPE OF MEETING. THIS INDIVIDUAL EXAMPLE IS SO GRAPHIC AND SO IMPORTANT I WOULD THINK TO THE STATE, AS WELL, THAT THEY WOULD WANT TO HAVE A SYSTEM, A 24/7 KIND OF SYSTEM WITH THE RIGHT CONTACT PERSON TO BE ABLE TO DO SOMETHING ABOUT IT. SO PERHAPS AT THE END OF TODAY, WE CAN GET TOGETHER AND MAKE THE CALLS TO THE RIGHT PEOPLE AND BE SURE THAT WE ARE WORKING ON THIS CONTACT SYSTEM. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: I WOULD SAY WE JUST HAVE A MOTION GIVING YOU FULL AUTHORITY TO DO WHAT IS NECESSARY TO ENSURE THAT THIS PROBLEM IS CORRECTED. 

SUP. KNABE: I SECOND THAT. 

CAL REMINGTON: AND MR. MAYOR, I CAN TELL YOU THAT WHEN WE SCREEN THOSE CASES, THERE'S JUST BEEN LESS THAN A HANDFUL THAT DIDN'T MEET THE CRITERION IN THE LAW. AND THOSE WERE SENT BACK TO C.D.C.R. BUT THERE'S GOING TO BE OTHER PROBLEMS IN THE FUTURE BECAUSE OF THE SPECIFIC LANGUAGE RELATED TO THE INSTANT OFFENSE OR THE COMMITTING OFFENSE. AND SO WE CAN HAVE SOMEONE WHO YOU'VE DESCRIBED EARLIER COMMIT A LOT OF OFFENSE. THAT'S NOT THE COMMITTING OFFENSE. AND THAT'S GOING TO BE THE RUB. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THE SAD PART IS, THE COUNTY TAXPAYERS IN EVERY COUNTY IS RESPONSIBLE FOR THE ACTIONS OF THIS INDIVIDUAL COULD DO. THEY COULD INJURE ANOTHER PATIENT THAT'S BEING TREATED IN A MENTAL HEALTH FACILITY, AND WE ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR THAT. AND THAT'S A PANDORA'S BOX THAT'S GOING TO HAVE LITIGATION AFTER LITIGATION. 

SUP. KNABE: CAN WE MAKE AN ORAL MOTION TO HAVE OUR LEGISLATIVE ADVOCATES IN SACRAMENTO FIND AN AUTHOR? 

C.E.O. FUJIOKA: I WAS GOING TO SUGGEST THAT, LOOKING AT A LEGISLATIVE CHANGE SO THAT IT'S NOT JUST THE LAST OFFENCE. 

SUP. KNABE: I MAKE THAT MOTION. 

C.E.O. FUJIOKA: BUT IT'S THE HISTORY OF OFFENSES WHETHER OR NOT THEY MEET THE ENTRY REQUIREMENTS. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: AND THE LEGISLATURE BEGINS IN JANUARY. SO WE'RE TALKING ABOUT TWO MONTHS. AND THERE IS NO BILL THAT'S INTRODUCED IN JANUARY PASSED IN JANUARY, SO YOU'RE LOOKING AT SIX MONTHS OR SO. BUT, ANYWAY, ON THE ISSUE, ACCORDING TO THE DETAIL ATTACHED ON THE NOVEMBER 7TH REPORT, 86 REFERRALS FOR TREATMENT OF SERVICES, ALL BUT 10 REQUIRED INTENSIVE OUTPATIENT SERVICES. COULD YOU ELABORATE ON THAT? AND HOW DOES THAT COMPARE TO WHAT YOU WERE ANTICIPATING? 

MARVIN SOUTHARD: MAYOR ANTONOVICH, WE HAD BEEN IMPRESSED BY, AS THIS PROGRAM HAS BEGUN, THAT THE LEVEL OF ACUTE OF MENTAL HEALTH NEED IS GREATER THAN WE HAD INITIALLY PROJECTED THAT IT MIGHT BE. AND WE FOUND THAT, FOR EXAMPLE, THE TRIPLE C.M.S., WHICH IS DESCRIBED IN PEOPLE WHO WOULD HAVE BEEN REFERRED TO THE PAROLE OUTPATIENT CLINIC FOR MEDICATION-ONLY SERVICES ONCE A QUARTER ARE PEOPLE WHO IN OUR PUBLIC MENTAL HEALTH SYSTEM ARE FIELD-CAPABLE, CLINICAL SERVICES OR FULL SERVICE PARTNERSHIP-LEVEL CLIENTS. CLIENTS THAT NEED A LOT MORE SERVICES THAN MEDS-ONLY. SO WE'RE SEEING NEWER DATA THAN THAT AVAILABLE NOW, BUT WE'RE STILL SEEING A VERY SMALL MINORITY WHO REQUIRE ONLY MEDICATION SERVICES. THE VAST MAJORITY REQUIRE INTENSIVE OUTPATIENT SERVICES. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: TO THE SHERIFF AS IT RELATES TO THE CUSTODY, THE REPORT STATED THAT THERE WERE 948 PEOPLE SENTENCED TO LOCAL CUSTODY WITH AN AVERAGE OF 742 DAYS. BUT ONE INDIVIDUAL IS SENTENCED UP TO EIGHT YEARS IN OUR COUNTY JAIL. EIGHT-YEAR PRISON SENTENCE IN OUR COUNTY JAIL. IS THAT ACCURATE? AND HOW MANY MORE HIGH-END INMATES ARE YOU RECEIVING? 

CECIL RAMBO: THAT'S ACCURATE. WE ACTUALLY HAVE OUR LONGEST-TERM SENTENCE WAS 12 YEARS. WE HAVE ONE OF THOSE. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: ONE EIGHT-YEAR AND ONE 12-YEAR? 

CECIL RAMBO: I BELIEVE THE EIGHT-YEAR SENTENCE I BELIEVE THEY'RE LESS THAN SIX. BUT IT'S A VERY SMALL NUMBER. THE AVERAGE SENTENCE WE'RE GETTING IS ABOUT TWO YEARS. IN FACT, WE'RE NOT GETTING ENOUGH OF THE LONGER TERM SENTENCED INMATES TO START OUR FIRE CAMP PROGRAMS BECAUSE WE NEED AT LEAST THREE-YEAR SENTENCES. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: BUT THEY'RE NOT ALL GOING TO BE ABLE TO FIGHT FIRES SO THAT'S NONSENSE TO BEGIN WITH. 

CECIL RAMBO: CORRECT. SO THE NUMBER OF LONGER-TERM SENTENCED INMATES TEND TO BE A VERY SMALL MINORITY POPULATION. AND WHAT SEEMS TO BE PLAYING OUT IS THE PREDICTION THAT THE STATE INITIALLY STATED WHERE THEY WOULD SEND-- THE AVERAGE SENTENCE WOULD BE ABOUT 24 TO 36 MONTHS. THAT'S WHAT WE'RE SEEING RIGHT NOW. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: DOES YOUR FIRST MONTH OF A RE-ALIGNMENT EXCEED THE ASSUMPTION BY 264 INMATES? 

CECIL RAMBO: YES, IT DID. WE ANTICIPATED A SPIKE IN THE BEGINNING ANTICIPATION. AND THAT WAS FROM CONVERSATIONS THAT WE HAD WITH THE LOCAL JUDICIAL OFFICERS. THEY REALIZED THAT A LOT OF THE CLIENTS THAT WERE AWAITING SENTENCING WERE HOLDING OFF ON THOSE UNTIL THE RE-ALIGNMENT. SO, YES, WE DID SEE A NUMBER COME TO US HIGHER THAN WHAT WE ANTICIPATED. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: AND HAVE YOU OPENED ANY CLOSED BEDS? AND IF YOU HAVE, HOW MANY HAVE YOU OPENED? 

CECIL RAMBO: YES, SIR, WE HAVE. WE'VE OPENED SO FAR 316 BEDS. 242 OVER AT TWIN TOWERS. AND THEN THREE BARRACKS, OR 252, I'M SORRY 64 BEDS AT TWIN TOWERS AND 252 BEDS AT SOUTH FACILITY. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: AND THEN OF THE N3'S, YOU'VE GIVEN 65 OF THEM ELECTRONIC MONITORING DEVICES. AND THEN YOU PLACE OTHERS AS TRUSTEES AT YOUR STATIONS AND 17 ARE HOME ON HOME DETENTION. 

CECIL RAMBO: YES, SIR. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: WHAT TYPES OF CRIMES WERE THESE 48 STATION TRUSTEES AND HOME ARRESTS CONVICTED OF? 

CECIL RAMBO: WHAT WE'RE FINDING ARE THE VAST MAJORITY OF THE OFFENDERS ARE EITHER DRUG OFFENDERS OR THEFT OR BURGLARY OFFENDERS. RIGHT NOW LOOKING AT THE NUMBERS, 36 PERCENT OF THE PEOPLE THAT WE HAVE THAT ARE IN THREE SENTENCES ARE FOR DRUG POSSESSION. 53 PERCENT ARE FOR BURGLARY. THEN A VERY SMALL NUMBER, 11 PERCENT, ARE FOR AUTO THEFT. THE VAST MAJORITY OF THE FOLKS THAT ARE RELEASED-- IN FACT, ALL THE ONES RELEASED TO THE COMMUNITY HAVE RESIDENCES. THEY HAVE JOBS, THEY HAVE FAMILY TIES. THEY PAY FOR THEIR OWN MONITORING. SO THEY UNDERGO A RELATIVELY RIGOROUS ASSESSMENT BEFORE THEY'RE RELEASED OUT. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: DO YOU HAVE OTHER STATION TRUSTEES WITH ELECTRONIC MONITORING? OR IS IT JUST BEING DONE FOR THE N3 POPULATION? 

CECIL RAMBO: RIGHT NOW, SIR, WE'RE JUST DOING IT FOR THE N3 POPULATION. THAT IS DUE IN LARGE PART BECAUSE THIS IS A NEW POPULATION TO US. AND WE WANTED TO INSURE AN ADDITIONAL LAYER OF SAFETY FOR THE COMMUNITY. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: AND HAVE ANY OF THE 65 VIOLATED THEIR TERMS OF ALTERNATIVE PROGRAMS AND MOVED BACK INTO CUSTODY? 

CECIL RAMBO: AS OF THIS DATE, NO. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: AND THE REPORT STATED THAT 17 ARE ON HOUSE ARREST WITH ELECTRONIC MONITORING BY THE PROBATION DEPARTMENT. WHY ARE THEY UNDER THE PROBATION DEPARTMENT UNLESS THEY WERE GIVEN SPLIT SENTENCES BY THE JUDGES? 

CECIL RAMBO: THAT IS A CURRENT PROCEDURE THAT WE USE WHERE THE PROBATION DEPARTMENT DOES AN ASSESSMENT FOR THEIR COMMUNITY-BASED ALTERNATIVE PROGRAM. THEY ACTUALLY SUPERVISE AND MANAGE THE PAID ELECTRONIC MONITORING PROGRAM. ONCE THE ASSESSMENT IS COMPLETED, THEN IT IS UP TO OUR CLASSIFICATION STAFF AND LIEUTENANT TO MAKE A FINAL DETERMINATION OF WHO WILL GO OUT TO THE COMMUNITY UNDER THAT MONITORING ASSESSMENT. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THE CUSTODY REPORT THAT I HAD ASKED FOR TO MAXIMIZE THE FUNDING THROUGH COMBINED USE OF OUR JAIL BEDS, CAMPS AND CONTRACTED COMMUNITY CORRECTIONAL FACILITIES, WHEN IS THAT REPORT GOING TO BE DONE? 

CECIL RAMBO: WE ANTICIPATE GETTING THAT TO YOU WITHIN THE NEXT TWO WEEKS, TWO TO THREE WEEKS. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: AND IS IT YOUR UNDERSTANDING THAT ELECTRONIC MONITORING DOES NOT WORK IN HIGH-RISE BUILDINGS? 

CECIL RAMBO: THERE'S SOME AREAS IN WHICH, BECAUSE IT'S A G.P.S. AND COMPUTER-BASED SYSTEM, THAT THERE ARE SOME DEAD ZONES AS PART OF THESE SYSTEMS. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: AND THEY REALLY AREN'T 100 PERCENT EFFECTIVE? 

CECIL RAMBO: THEY'RE NOT 100 PERCENT EFFECTIVE, NO. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: BECAUSE THIS WEEKEND, YOU ARRESTED A CAR JACKER IN ANTELOPE VALLEY WHO WAS WEARING ONE. 

CECIL RAMBO: CORRECT. TO MY KNOWLEDGE, I HAVEN'T HEARD OF THAT ARREST BUT THAT'S AN ACCURATE STATEMENT. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: SO THE QUESTION IS: IF YOU WANT TO COMMIT A CRIME, YOU HAVE ELECTRONIC MONITORING, YOU CAN DO IT OR GET LOST IN A HIGH-RISE URBAN AREA. 

CECIL RAMBO: THE ELECTRONIC DEVICE DOESN'T PREVENT YOU FROM COMMITTING THE CRIME. WHAT IT DOES IS ALLOW US TO MONITOR YOUR WHEREABOUTS OR GIVE YOU A LAST KNOWN LOCATION. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: BUT THERE IS A TIME DELAY IN FINDING THAT PERSON. 

CECIL RAMBO: CORRECT. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: SO IF THEY'RE COMMITTED ON DOING A CRIME. 

CECIL RAMBO: YES. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: SO IT'S REALLY A FALSE SENSE OF SECURITY TO THE COMMUNITY THAT THEY'RE GOING TO BE SAFE. REALLY, WHAT WE JUST TALKED ABOUT ON MENTAL HEALTH AND OTHERS, I THINK YOU'RE GOING TO FIND A SPIKE IN CRIME IN THE MONTHS AHEAD STATEWIDE WITH THIS TYPE OF POPULATION BEING RELEASED. TO THE C.E.O., OUR STAFF RECEIVED AN EMAIL FROM YOUR STAFF ON THE STATE FUNDING. ARE THERE CONCERNS TO THAT END, THAT WE SHOULD KNOW ABOUT? 

C.E.O. FUJIOKA: YES, WE'RE TRACKING IT RIGHT NOW. AND I HAVE SOME UPDATED INFORMATION WE RECEIVED TODAY FROM THE AUDITOR-CONTROLLER. AS OF TODAY, WE RECEIVED 16.5 MILLION FROM THE STATE. AND WHAT WE SHOULD HAVE RECEIVED WAS 25 MILLION DOLLARS. SO RIGHT NOW, TECHNICALLY WE'RE SHORT ABOUT 8.5 MILLION. WE'RE TRACKING THIS RIGHT NOW. THIS IS ANOTHER ISSUE THAT WE WILL BE RAISING WITH THE STATE. I WANTED TO GET THE NOVEMBER'S FIGURES THAT I JUST RECEIVED TODAY. AND IT'S MY INTENT TO REACH OUT TO THE HEAD OF THE DEPARTMENT OF FINANCE AND SHARE THIS CONCERN. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: AND I WOULD ASSUME THE OTHER 57 COUNTIES HAVE SIMILAR? 

C.E.O. FUJIOKA: WELL AFTER TODAY'S MEETING, I STAY IN CONTACT WITH OUR TOP 12 LARGE URBAN COUNTIES, MY COUNTERPARTS. SO I WAS GOING TO SEND THEM AN EMAIL SHARING THE INFORMATION THAT WE HAVE AND FIND OUT IF EVERYONE ELSE IS EXPERIENCING THE SAME PROBLEMS. AND, IN FACT, GIVEN ON THE EARLIER SUBJECT ABOUT THE LEGISLATIVE CHANGE, I WAS ALSO GOING TO SHARE THAT INFORMATION WITH MY 12 COUNTERPARTS BECAUSE I THINK WHAT I LIKE TO SEE IS THAT THE 12 OF THE LARGEST URBAN COUNTIES OF THE STATE OF CALIFORNIA JOIN IN ASKING FOR THE CHANGE IN LEGISLATION. BUT I WILL BE SENDING OUT THE FINANCIAL INFORMATION TO THEM AND ALSO TALKING TO THEM ABOUT THE LEGISLATIVE CHANGE. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: AND THEN SHARE THAT INFORMATION WITH THE BOARD? 

C.E.O. FUJIOKA: YES, SIR. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: AND THEN, MARK, I WANT TO THANK YOU FOR YOUR WORK, BUT I WOULD SUGGEST YOU ADD COUNTY COUNSEL TO THE LIST OF DATA COLLECTIONS FOR ANY CLAIMS OR LAWSUITS INVOLVING ANY ASPECTS OF RE-ALIGNMENT SO THAT WE COULD TRACK THOSE COSTS AND ISSUES, AS WELL. 

SPEAKER: WILL DO THAT, MR. MAYOR. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: QUESTIONS, SUPERVISOR MOLINA? 

SUP. MOLINA: [OFF MIC] LITTLE BIT BETTER. WHEN WE ARE DOING-- AND IN YOUR REPORT THAT YOU GAVE US, WHEN WE DO THE ASSESSMENT, YOU SAID BECAUSE THESE ARE TECHNICAL THINGS, THE RISK LEVELS. IN PLAIN ENGLISH, WHAT IS A HIGH RISK LEVEL? I DON'T KNOW WHAT IT IS UNDER THIS. 

SPEAKER: THE RISK LEVELS ARE AGAIN BASED ON THE PROBATION DEPARTMENT'S LEVEL OF SERVICE CASE MANAGEMENT INVENTORY THAT WE DO. AND THAT'S A RISK ASSESSMENT. 

SUP. MOLINA: I UNDERSTAND. IT'S RIGHT HERE. WHAT IS IT IN PLAIN LANGUAGE? WHAT DOES THAT MEAN? 

SPEAKER: IT AGAIN IS HIGH RISK FOR REOFFENDING. AND WHAT WE DETERMINED, WHAT WE HAD INITIALLY PROJECTED, IT WAS THAT PROBABLY ABOUT 50 PERCENT OF THESE INDIVIDUALS WOULD BE HIGH RISK. ANOTHER 24 MEDIUM RISK. 

SUP. MOLINA: I UNDERSTAND THAT. SO OF THE, AGAIN, THE 426 THAT ARE HIGH RISK, YOU'RE SAYING THAT ONE OF THE FACTORS THAT CONSIDER THEM HIGH RISK IS THAT MORE THAN LIKELY THEY WILL OFFEND AGAIN? 

SPEAKER: EXACTLY. AND THAT COULD BE BECAUSE OF A NUMBER OF HITS OR SCORING HIGH IN PARTICULAR AREAS. IT COULD BE ANTISOCIAL PEER GROUPS. IT COULD BE ONGOING CONTINUAL CRIMINAL THINKING PATTERNS. ANTISOCIAL BEHAVIOR THAT HAS BEEN DEMONSTRATED. SO WHEN WE DID THE ASSESSMENT, THEY HIT HIGH ON THESE CATEGORIES, WHICH RENDERED THEM HIGH RISK. 

SUP. MOLINA: SO WHEN YOU DO THE CASE MANAGEMENT, AND I WAS NOTICING ON THE WITH THE SCREENING WITH REGARD TO CASE MANAGEMENT, OF THE 426, THESE ARE THE ONES THAT ARE ASSIGNED TO D.P.O. THAT THE CASE MANAGEMENT IS 50 TO 1, CORRECT? 

SPEAKER: YES. FOR THE FIRST MONTH, THEY ALL ARE TREATED AS HIGH RISK. BUT, YES, THOSE THAT ARE ULTIMATELY ASSESSED AT OUR HUBS. 

SUP. MOLINA: I LOST YOU. ALL OF THEM ARE TREATED AS HIGH RISK? 

SPEAKER: FOR THE FIRST 30 DAYS, ALL P.S.P.'S ARE TREATED AS HIGH RISK. BUT POST ASSESSMENT, THE NUMBER THAT YOU'RE SPEAKING OF WILL BE ON THE 50 TO 1 CASELOAD, YES, MA'AM. 

SUP. MOLINA: SO OF THE 426 THAT'S BEEN ASSESSED AS HIGH RISK? 

SPEAKER: YES, CORRECT. 

SUP. MOLINA: RIGHT NOW YOUR CASELOAD IS 50 TO 1. 

SPEAKER: CORRECT. 

SUP. MOLINA: SO IN THE NATURE OF CASE MANAGEMENT, WHAT WOULD BE THE DIFFERENCE BETWEEN AS FAR AS CASE MANAGEMENT SERVICES FOR A HIGH RISK AS COMPARED TO A MEDIUM RISK? 

SPEAKER: THE NUMBER OF TIMES THAT THEY WOULD BE REQUIRED TO-- 

SUP. MOLINA: WHICH IS WHAT? 

SPEAKER: COME INTO THE OFFICE. RIGHT NOW, THE HIGH RISK INDIVIDUALS REQUIRE AT LEAST TWO CONTACTS. ONE COULD BE IN THE OFFICE. ONE IS IN THE FIELD. AND WHEN I SAY I SHOULD SAY THAT THOSE CONTACTS ARE- 

SUP. MOLINA: A WEEK, A MONTH, WHEN? 

SPEAKER: DURING THE MONTH. AND THOSE ARE MINIMAL REPORTING REQUIREMENTS. IT COULD BE MORE THAN THAT. WE SAY THAT A MINIMUM REPORTING STANDARD IS ONE FIELD CONTACT AND ONE OFFICE CONTACT. IT COULD BE THAT WE HAVE INDIVIDUALS TO REPORT WEEKLY IF THE CASE PLAN WARRANTS THAT. FOR THE OTHERS, THE MEDIUM RISK, THE REPORTING REQUIREMENT WOULD BE JUST ONE CONTACT A MONTH. AND IT COULD REQUIRE A FIELD CONTACT. FOR OTHERS, IT COULD BE A QUARTERLY KIND OF CONTACT. 

SUP. MOLINA: THE REASON WHY I'M ASKING THIS QUESTION IS THAT AS WE FOLLOW THROUGH IN THE CASE MANAGEMENT, IN THE REPORTING REQUIREMENTS THAT YOU HAVE FOR US, I'M TRYING TO FIGURE OUT HOW WILL I BE ABLE TO TRACK THE 428? WILL IT BE THE OCTOBER 428? IS THAT HOW THEY WILL BE ENUMERATED? SO LET'S SAY IN DECEMBER, OF THE 428, YOU FIND 25 ABSCONDERS OF THE HIGH RISK, LET'S SAY. WILL WE BE ABLE TO KNOW THAT UNDER THE DATA COLLECTION MECHANISM THAT YOU HAVE, OR NOT? 

SPEAKER: YES, WE'LL BE ABLE TO DISTINGUISH THAT- 

SUP. MOLINA: IS THAT THE REPORT THAT YOU'RE PREPARING, MARK? YOU WILL KNOW THAT? 

SPEAKER: SUPERVISOR, WE'RE WORKING THE DEPARTMENT TO REFINE THAT. 

SUP. MOLINA: A DIFFERENT ISSUE, OKAY. I UNDERSTAND THAT. THEY WILL KNOW. BUT I WANT TO MAKE SURE YOU WILL KNOW AND HOW YOU'LL REPORT IT TO US. BECAUSE I TAKE IT THAT THEIR CASE MANAGEMENT FILES WILL ALWAYS BE ONGOING. 

SPEAKER: RIGHT. 

SUP. MOLINA: AND I DON'T KNOW HOW THEY'RE GOING TO MANAGE THE PROBATION OFFICERS THAT WILL BE ASSIGNED THOSE 50. BUT I WANT TO KNOW OF THE 426, IN OCTOBER THAT ARE HIGH RISK, I WANT TO BE ABLE TO TRACK DOWN THE LINE IN A CASE MANAGEMENT REPORT AS TO WHERE THEY WOULD BE. THE MOST CRITICAL COMPONENT WOULD BE WHETHER THEY HAD NOT MADE THEIR PROBATION RESPONSIBILITY, WHICH IS CLOSE TO BEING ABSCONDER, RIGHT? NOT TOTALLY. BECAUSE YOU COULD HAVE SOMEBODY THAT'S SUPPOSED TO COME IN ONCE A WEEK AND THEY DON'T DO IT. THAT DOESN'T NECESSARILY MAKE THEM AN ABSCONDER. THAT JUST MAKES THEM KIND OF IN VIOLATION OF THAT. SO WE WOULD NEED TO KNOW THAT. AND THAT'S WHY I'M WONDERING IF YOU'RE GOING TO BREAK THIS DOWN. SECOND OF ALL, THERE MIGHT BE A POINT IN TIME, AND I DON'T KNOW WHEN YOU'D DETERMINE THAT. LET'S SAY HE'S NOT SHOWING UP AT ALL FOR HIS VISITS. BUT YOU KNOW HE'S STILL AT THE HOUSE. AND SO ON. IS HE CONSIDERED AN ABSCONDER? I THINK WE NEED TO KNOW AT WHAT LEVEL ARE THEY MEETING THEIR PROBATION RESPONSIBILITIES? IN OTHER WORDS, THEIR RESPONSIBILITIES TO THE DEPARTMENT. AND THEN, FINALLY, THE ISSUE IS WHEN THEY BECOME ABSCONDERS, THAT OCTOBER GROUP, BECAUSE IF IN JANUARY I GET A LIST AND NOW THERE ARE 45 ABSCONDERS BUT I DON'T KNOW FROM WHAT GROUP, SO I THINK YOU ALMOST NEED TO BREAK DOWN, SINCE WE HAVE THE OCTOBER DATA, OF THAT DATA, WHERE THAT'S AT. SO DO YOU UNDERSTAND THAT IT'S NOT IN BIG CHUNKS, BUT IT'S IN THE INDIVIDUAL? RIGHT NOW WE HAVE THE BREAKDOWN FOR OCTOBER, I TAKE IT. SO AS YOU KEEP REPORTING, YOU'RE GOING TO BE COMPOUNDING THOSE NUMBERS. BUT IT'LL BE CONFUSING TO US IF WE DON'T KNOW WHICH GROUP IT WAS. SO I'M SAYING THAT THE OCTOBER DATA AND THE OCTOBER RELEASES SHOULD BE TREATED AS ONE ONGOING RECORD, RIGHT? THAT WAY WE WILL KNOW HOW MANY HAVE ABSCONDED, HOW MANY MAY NOT HAVE MET THEIR RESPONSIBILITIES, HOW MANY HAVE REFUSED TO HAVE A MENTAL HEALTH SERVICES OR SUBSTANCE ABUSE SERVICES. AND, FINALLY, HOW MANY ARE TRULY REOFFENDING? I THINK THAT IN ORDER FOR US TO HAVE A BETTER UNDERSTANDING, I THINK THERE'S ALWAYS THE FEAR THAT A HIGH RISK PERSON, SINCE I DON'T KNOW WHAT A HIGH RISK PERSON IS, I MEAN YOU'RE SAYING A HIGH RISK PERSON IS SOMEONE WHO MAY REOFFEND AGAIN. AND I UNDERSTAND THAT. BUT IN ORDER FOR US TO UNDERSTAND IT, WE NEED TO BE ABLE TO TRACK IT DOWN THE LINE. SO IF WE SEE THAT, AND HOPEFULLY YOU AND PROBATION WILL HAVE TO DETERMINE IF THAT'S THE SAME PROBATION OFFICER IS GOING TO BE IN CHARGE OF THIS, I TAKE IT WITH 426 THAT YOU HAVE 17 OFFICERS THAT ARE TAKING CARE OF THIS. BECAUSE IF YOU DO THAT BREAKDOWN. BUT IF RIGHT NOW YOU HAVE 40 OFFICERS AND EACH ONE IS ASSIGNED 10 OF THEM, THEN I DON'T KNOW HOW THAT DISTRIBUTION WORKS AND I'M NOT GOING TO GET INVOLVED IN THAT. BUT I DO WANT TO KNOW THAT AT THE END OF THE MONTH WHEN YOU TALLY THESE FOLKS UP, THAT THE OCTOBER GROUP IS NOT GOING TO GET LOST WITH THE NOVEMBER GROUP. AND THE NOVEMBER GROUP'S NOT GOING TO GET LOST WITH THE JANUARY GROUP. IT'S ALMOST LIKE WE NEED TO BE TRACKING THEM WITHIN THAT'S FOR YOUR REPORTING PURPOSES, WHICH YOU'RE REPORTING TO US. I MEAN HOW THE SHERIFF AND HOW YOU ALL HANDLE THE INNER WORKINGS OF IT IS YOUR RESPONSIBILITY. BUT IN ORDER FOR US TO APPRECIATE HOW IT'S BEING TRACKED, WE NEED THAT BREAKDOWN ALMOST FOR THAT MONTH OF PEOPLE THAT WE RELEASE. IT'S LIKE I KNOW THAT YOU RECEIVED THE 3,600 PACKETS. BUT WE DON'T KNOW HOW MANY OF THOSE ARE-- WE KNOW THAT 1,000 SO MANY ARE OCTOBER RELEASES. BUT RIGHT NOW YOU MIGHT BE GETTING PACKETS FOR SOMEBODY THAT'S GOING TO BE RELEASED IN MARCH. MY ISSUE IS TO TRY TO TRACK THEM WITHIN THE FRAMEWORK OF ONCE THEY COME INTO OUR JURISDICTION AND OUR COMMUNITY AND THEN TRACK THE SERVICES OR LACK THEREOF, THAT THEY'RE TAKING ADVANTAGE OF OR THAT THEY ARE NOT TAKING ADVANTAGE OF. AND SO THAT WE HAVE A BETTER UNDERSTANDING AS TO HOW THIS PROGRAM IS WORKING. I THINK THAT DOWN THE LINE, ONE OF THESE GUYS IS GOING TO BE A MAJOR REOFFENDER, WE KNOW THAT, AND IS GOING TO MAKE IT ALL LOOK CRAZY. BUT THAT'S THE NATURE OF ANYBODY WHO COMES OUT OF OUR STATE PRISONS. I MEAN, THAT'S NORMAL. EXCEPT THAT THIS GUY IS GOING TO BE TAGGED UNDER THIS PROGRAM AS AND THERE SHOULD BE SOME FAULT WITHIN THE FRAMEWORK OF WHAT WE'RE DOING. AND I DON'T KNOW THAT THAT'S EYE NECESSARILY THE CASE JUST YET. I KNOW THERE ARE A LOT OF PEOPLE THAT ARE PAINTING THIS WILL BE AN UNSUCCESSFUL PROGRAM, AND IT MAY BE, I DON'T KNOW. BUT WE CAN'T MAKE THAT DETERMINATION UNTIL WE KNOW HOW WE'RE TRACKING IT. SO I'M HOPING THAT AS YOU LOOK AT THESE NUMBERS, THAT THEY'RE NOT GOING TO BE DONE SO THAT IN DECEMBER, I NOW HAVE THIS HUGE NUMBER. I ALMOST NEED IT TO BE BROKEN DOWN AND TRACKED WITHIN THE SAME FRAMEWORK. SO I'M GOING TO BE ASKING THOSE QUESTIONS. IS THIS AN OCTOBER PERSON? IS THIS A JANUARY PERSON? AND HOPEFULLY YOU'LL BE ABLE TO TELL ME THAT. SO I GUESS, MARK, WHAT I'M ASKING YOU IS THAT AS YOU WORK WITH THEM, THAT YOU KEEP IT WITHIN THE FRAMEWORK OF THESE NUMBERS. BECAUSE LATER ON IF YOU TELL ME THERE ARE 55 ABSCONDERS OR 355 ABSCONDERS BUT I DON'T KNOW WHERE THEY COME FROM, IS IT SOMEBODY THAT HAS BEEN GONE FOR 90 DAYS OR 120 DAYS? OR IS IT SOMEONE THAT JUST LEFT? SOMEWHERE ALONG THE WAY SOMEBODY IS GOING TO COMMIT SOME HORRIBLY MAJOR CRIME AND VICTIMIZE. AND SO CONSEQUENTLY EVERYBODY IS GOING TO GO BACK AND POINT THE FINGER AT THIS PROGRAM AND SAY HERE. AND IT'S A FAILED PROGRAM BECAUSE THIS DIDN'T HAPPEN. BUT I THINK IF WE COULD TRACK IT IN SUCH A WAY THAT WE MONITORED THEM, WE ASSESSED THEM, WE PROVIDED SERVICES. ONCE THEY ABSCONDED OR THEY'VE DONE ALL OF THESE THINGS, I MEAN THERE'S A POINT IN TIME, THERE'S LIKE THIS GUY WHO WENT OUT WITH A BRACELET OUT AND WENT AND CAR- JACKED A TAXI. I MEAN WHAT CAN YOU DO ABOUT THAT? RIGHT? I DON'T KNOW WHAT YOU CAN DO ABOUT THAT. OTHER THAN NOT REAL SMART, OBVIOUSLY. BUT THE POINT IS IS THAT FOR US TO TRACK IT, FOR US TO GET AN APPRECIATION, LET'S SAY A YEAR DOWN THE LINE, WE NEED TO KNOW FROM THAT GROUP LIKE AS YOU'VE DONE WHAT ARE THE RISK FACTORS. I'M NOT SURE I UNDERSTAND THEM CLEARLY, BUT YOU ALL DO, WHICH IS GOOD. BUT AT THE END OF THE DAY, HOW MANY OF THEM AND WHAT ARE WE DOING? ARE WE PROVIDING THOSE SERVICES? HOW MANY OF THEM ARE TURNING THEM DOWN? HOW MANY ARE NOT COMING IN AND TAKING ADVANTAGE OF THE SERVICES THAT WE PROVIDE? I MEAN I'M NOT DOING A SURVEY TO UNDERSTAND IF THEY LIKE OUR SERVICES OR NOT. BUT I THINK WE HAVE A DUTY TO MAKE SURE THAT AT LEAST WE ARE OFFERING UP EVERYTHING FROM EMPLOYMENT TRAINING TO SOCIAL SERVICES TO SOME LEVEL OF HOUSING TO AN EXTENT THAT IT'S POSSIBLE TO AN IDEA TO HAVE ACCESS TO SOCIAL SERVICE PROGRAMS INCLUDING, I GUESS, WELFARE, G.R. AND OTHER KINDS OF THINGS THEY MAY BE ENTITLED TO, CORRECT? SO I WANT TO MAKE SURE THAT WE ARE DOING OUR END OF IT. AT THE END OF THE DAY THESE GUYS WHO OBVIOUSLY, AND GALS, WHO HAVEN'T OBVIOUSLY FIGURED OUT HOW TO FOLLOW LAWS, WE CAN'T MAKE THAT CHANGE FOR THEM AT ALL. SO WE KNOW THEY'RE ALREADY HIGH RISK FOR NOT FOLLOWING THE LAW. SO TO WHAT EXTENT IS IT THAT WE NEED TO KNOW? THAT'S WHY I'M SAYING, MARK, AS YOU TRACK IT, WE NEED TO UNDERSTAND THAT, OKAY? 

SPEAKER: I UNDERSTAND, SUPERVISOR. DEFINITELY WE'LL WORK WITH PROBATION ON CARVING OUT THAT DATA AS MUCH AS WE CAN IN THOSE WAYS TO GET THOSE KINDS OF CATEGORIES AND PROVIDE THAT IN THE REPORT. 

SUP. MOLINA: WE DON'T WANT TO GO BACK LATER ON AND SAY WHICH ONE OF THESE WERE THE OCTOBER GUYS? RIGHT IF WE KNOW CLEARLY. 

CAL REMINGTON: SUPERVISOR, WE'LL WORK CLOSELY WITH MARK. THE OTHER THING YOU'RE GOING TO WANT TO KNOW IS WE DO HAVE SOME STATS FROM C.D.C.R. AND IS HAVING A COUNTY APPROACH, THERE'S SOME PRESUMPTIONS THAT WE SHOULD BE ABLE TO DO A BETTER JOB BECAUSE WE'RE A GREATER PART OF THE COMMUNITY. ARE WE GOING TO HAVE BETTER RESULTS? AND SO THAT'S ANOTHER THING YOUR BOARD'S GOING TO WANT TO KNOW AND WE'RE GOING TO WANT TO KNOW. 

SUP. MOLINA: ALL RIGHT. AND THEN IN YOUR REPORT, THERE WAS SOMETHING ABOUT THIS UNEVEN DISTRIBUTION OF P.S.P.S. THAT'S ALWAYS GOING TO BE THE CASE. I MEAN NOBODY KNOWS THAT YOU'RE GOING TO POMONA. NOBODY KNOWS WHEN YOU ARRIVED THAT YOU'RE GOING TO DECIDE I WOULD RATHER LIVE IN BEVERLY HILLS. WE KNOW THAT THAT IT'S GOING TO BE UNEVEN. BUT WHAT YOU CONCLUDED FROM THAT IS IT HAS LED TO UNEVEN REPORTING. WHY IS THAT? I'M TROUBLED BY THAT. THAT SHOULDN'T BE THE CASE. CAN YOU TELL ME RIGHT NOW WITH SUCH A SMALL AMOUNT? THIS IS ON PAGE 3 OF 5. WHY YOU MAKE THAT CONCLUSION AND WHAT WE'RE GOING TO DO TO FIX THAT. BECAUSE IF YOU ONLY HAVE 400. OR I MEAN 1,000 OF THE POTENTIALLY FOUR TO 14,000 THAT MAY ARRIVE, I'M WORRIED ABOUT UNEVEN REPORTING NOW AND WE'VE JUST BEGUN. 

SPEAKER: SUPERVISOR, MY INTENT THERE WAS NOT TO SUGGEST THAT THERE IS A LOWER RATE OF REPORTING AT ANY OF THE HUBS. JUST TO POINT OUT THAT AS YOU MENTIONED THE VOLUME OF REPORTING AT SOME HUBS IS SIGNIFICANTLY HIGHER THAN AT OTHER HUBS. 

SUP. MOLINA: THE VOLUME? BUT YOU HAVE A VERY LOW VOLUME. 

SPEAKER: I'M SORRY? 

SUP. MOLINA: YOU HAVE A VERY LOW VOLUME. 

SPEAKER: RIGHT. AND SOME OF THE REPORTING, LIKE THE DAILY REPORTLING CENTER, I THINK, IS A HIGHER REPORTING, I MEAN IT'S A HIGHER VOLUME LOCATION FOR THE POST RELEASE INDIVIDUALS WHO ARE COMING. THAT'S WHAT THE POINT-- 

SUP. MOLINA: I UNDERSTAND. BUT DO YOU UNDERSTAND WHAT I'M SAYING? YOU'VE JUST BEGUN. YOU GOT ONE MONTH'S WORTH. AND YOU'RE ALREADY AT HIGH VOLUME? I CAN'T BELIEVE THAT. AND IF YOU KNOW THAT TO BE THE CASE, LET'S SAY EVERYBODY IS COMING INTO THE ALHAMBRA LOCATION, THEN WHAT DO YOU DO IN ALHAMBRA? 

SPEAKER: WELL AND ULTIMATELY THAT MEANS WE MAY HAVE TO MOVE STAFF, REALLOCATE STAFF. ONE OF THE THINGS THAT- 

SUP. MOLINA: I UNDERSTAND BUT I'M HOPING YOU WILL DO THAT BECAUSE THE UNEVEN REPORTING IS NOT GOING TO HELP US. SO I TAKE IT THIS WOULD BE A MANAGEMENT ISSUE THAT YOU WOULD HAVE TO RESOLVE. 

SPEAKER: YES. 

SUP. MOLINA: AND NOT ONE THAT'S GOING TO-- BECAUSE THE VOLUME IS LOW NOW. BY COMPARISON TO WHAT IT WILL BE, SO CONSEQUENTLY, THAT SHOULD NOT DISRUPT THE ABILITY TO GET EVERYTHING IN PLACE. IT SHOULDN'T. 

SPEAKER: NO. IT MAY BE A LITTLE EARLY, BUT WE COULD MAKE SOME ASSUMPTIONS ABOUT NOT JUST THE RAW NUMBERS BUT THE PERCENTAGES SO AS YOU SAID WHEN WE START GETTING MORE AND MORE- 

SUP. MOLINA: PERCENTAGES ARE LOUSY. 30 PERCENT OFF OF SOMETHING DOESN'T MEAN ANYTHING TO ME NOWADAYS. I'D RATHER KNOW RAW NUMBERS AND HAVE A BETTER UNDERSTANDING. 

SPEAKER: WE'LL CERTAINLY GIVE YOU THAT. THE OTHER THING THAT THAT POINTS OUT IS A GREATER NEED IN THE ANTELOPE VALLEY THAN WE EXPECTED. SO WE'RE NOW DEVELOPING A HUB THERE TO HANDLE THOSE INDIVIDUALS, TOO, RATHER THAN HAVE THEM HAVE TO COME IN, DRIVE A NUMBER OF MILES TO REPORT IT. 

SUP. MOLINA: THE ISSUE IS WHEN YOU SAY REPORTING, DOES THAT MEAN REPORTING TO THE OFFICE? MAYBE I MISUNDERSTOOD IT. I THOUGHT IT WAS REPORTING TO US. UNEVEN REPORTING WAS WHAT? 

SPEAKER: OH, I'M SORRY. 

SUP. MOLINA: THEN MAYBE I MISUNDERSTOOD. 

SPEAKER: I MISSED THAT. 

SPEAKER: SUPERVISOR, THIS IS RELATED JUST TO THEIR FIRST APPEARANCE AT THE HUBS FOR THE ASSESSMENT. 

SUP. MOLINA: OH, I MISUNDERSTOOD. I APOLOGIZE. SO IT'S NOT UNEVEN REPORTING FOR STATISTICAL DATA, IT'S UNEVEN REPORTING OF THEM SHOWING UP? 

SPEAKER: NO. 

SUP. MOLINA: OKAY. GOT IT UNDERSTOOD ALRIGHT, MAKES SENSE TO ME NOW. AND THE LAST THING I HAVE HERE ON THIS IS I WANT TO HAVE A BETTER UNDERSTANDING ON THE REVOCATION PROCESS. SO THIS IS AGAIN HANDLED BY WHAT? THE D.A., THE PUBLIC DEFENDER, THE ALTERNATE PUBLIC DEFENDER, THOSE ARE ALL THE SERVICES THAT WE'RE INVOLVED IN, RIGHT? IS THAT A NORMAL KIND? I MEAN THIS IS A NORMAL PROCESS. WHY IS IT THAT WE'RE HAVING. IS IT BECAUSE THEY CREATED A WHOLE DIFFERENT HEARING MECHANISM UNDER THE PROBABLE CAUSE AND REVOCATION, IS THAT WHAT? 

CAL REMINGTON: I THINK SO, SUPERVISOR. BEFORE THIS RE-ALIGNMENT OCCURRED, YOU HAD PAROLE BOARDS THAT REALLY HANDLED ALL THE DUE PROCESS ISSUES AND REALLY ACTED VERY MUCH LIKE A COURT. IF FOR COUNTY PROBATION WE HAVE THE COURTS WITH THE PUBLIC DEFENDERS AND ALTERNATES AND SO THAT WAS REAL CLEAR. NOW WHAT WE HAVE IS THIS HYBRID AND IT'S BEEN CONFUSING TO THE WHOLE SYSTEM. 

SUP. MOLINA: THAT'S WHAT IT LOOKS LIKE IN THIS REPORT AND I'M TROUBLED BY THAT BECAUSE I DON'T KNOW WHO AT THE TABLE HERE WILL BE FIXING THAT. IS THAT SOMETHING THAT THE C.A.O. IS GOING TO FIX? IS THAT SOMETHING THE D.A. IS GOING TO FIX? BECAUSE I WANT TO HAVE A BETTER UNDERSTANDING BECAUSE LATER ON YOU TALK ABOUT SOMETHING AS BASIC AS SUBPOENA AUTHORITY. I MEAN, WHY DO YOU HAVE TO HAVE SPECIAL AUTHORIZATION, WHETHER A DISTRICT ATTORNEY, A PUBLIC DEFENDER WOULD NOT HAVE SUBPOENA AUTHORITY? HOW WAS THAT DETERMINATION MADE? BECAUSE THIS IS A TOTALLY DIFFERENT ANIMAL, IS THAT WHY? 

CAL REMINGTON: I THINK A LOT OF IT IS THAT. WE WILL HAVE TO PROVIDE PROBABLE CAUSE HEARINGS WITHIN PROBATION. AND OF COURSE WITH COUNTY PROBATIONERS, THAT SORT OF THING DOESN'T HAPPEN. IT'S CLEARLY ALL A COURT FUNCTION. SO I THINK PART OF IT IS JUST KIND OF WORKING OUT THE DIFFERENCES BETWEEN THIS. AND WE HAVE A HYBRID SYSTEM. 

SUP. MOLINA: WHO WILL BE LEADING THIS WORKOUT? RIGHT HERE AT THE TABLE WE DON'T HAVE ANYONE REPRESENTING THAT. 

SPEAKER: RIGHT. AND SUPERVISOR, THERE'S ACTUALLY A LEGAL GROUP MEETING WEEKLY TO REFINE THIS PROCESS WITH THE COURT, DISTRICT ATTORNEY, PUBLIC DEFENDER, ALTERNATE PUBLIC DEFENDER AND PROBATION AS WELL AS THE SHERIFF'S DEPARTMENT TO MAKE SURE THAT THAT PROCESS IS IN PLACE. AND SOME OF THE ISSUES THAT YOU'RE POINTING OUT AND CALLING OUT FROM THE MEMO I THINK ARE JUST RELATED TO AS THE CHIEF'S MENTIONING, THE FACT THAT THIS IS A NEW PROCESS THAT IS SIMILAR IN SOME WAYS TO EXISTING PROCESSES BUT IN OTHER WAYS IT'S COMPLETELY DIFFERENT. SO IT'S REALLY JUST THE MECHANISM THAT ALL THE PLAYERS ARE AT THE TABLE, JUST REFINING FOR WHEN THOSE VIOLATIONS AND REVOCATIONS NEED TO HAPPEN THAT EVERYBODY KNOWS WHAT THE PROCESS IS GOING TO BE TO INITIATE THAT. 

SUP. MOLINA: OKAY. AND IN YOUR REPORT AS YOU WENT THROUGH IT ALL, ONE OF THE THINGS THAT WHILE THERE IS ASSESSMENTS THAT ARE BEING DONE, I THINK IT WOULD BE HELPFUL TO US TO HAVE A SUMMARY OF THINGS THAT-- LIKE THIS ISSUE. AND WHAT ARE THE WORKING STAGES OF IT? SO THAT WE HAVE A BETTER UNDERSTANDING. IF THERE IS CONFUSION AS TO WHAT IS A PROCESS FOR REVOCATION AND SO ON AND UNDER THIS NEW THING, WHAT THE STATUS OF IT IS. BECAUSE SOME OF IT IS SAYING WE GOT TO GO BACK TO THE LEGISLATURE TO FIX THIS. THAT'S TROUBLING. AND IF THAT IS THE CASE, WHAT KIND OF PROCESS IS IT IN SO IT QUICKLY GETS DONE. AND WHAT WILL WE BE DOING IN THE INTERIM WHILE WE'RE WAITING FOR THE LEGISLATURE TO MAKE A DETERMINATION OF THIS? IF IT REACHES THAT LEVEL OF IT. SO THE REASON I SAY IS THAT THIS PROGRAM IS GOING TO MOVE THROUGH A PROCESS THAT HAS BEEN CREATED. AND WE KNOW THERE'S GOING TO BE AREAS WHERE THIS IS NOT-- WE'RE IN THE BEGINNING OF THAT MANAGEMENT OF THESE OFFENDERS. SO HOPEFULLY, WITH PROBATION, I WORRY, THAT THE STRENGTH OF MANAGEMENT IS CRITICAL ON THESE, IN EVERY ONE OF THESE COMPONENTS AS WE MANAGE THESE OFFENDERS. SO GETTING THE DATA AND UNDERSTANDING AND MANAGING THOSE ISSUES ARE IMPORTANT. BUT MAYBE SOME SUMMARY OF ISSUES THAT WE NEED TO CONQUER NEXT MONTH, TIME FRAME TO GET THEM DONE, WOULD BE GOOD IN THE REPORT FOR US TO GET A BETTER UNDERSTANDING AND APPRECIATION. WE KNOW THAT THE SHERIFF'S DEPARTMENT AND THE WHOLE CUSTODY DIVISION IS GOING TO HAVE A WHOLE SERIES OF ISSUES TO DEAL WITH THE NEW OFFENDERS THAT WE'RE GOING TO NOW HAVE TO ADDRESS AND DEAL WITH AND HOUSE, WHICH IS GOING TO BE PROBABLY A WHOLE SEPARATE REPORTING MECHANISM BECAUSE IN YOUR AREA, CORRECT? 

SPEAKER: YES. 

SUP. MOLINA: AND SO HOPEFULLY WE'LL SEE THAT. AND MAYBE SOME OF THE PROBLEMS THAT ARE COMING UP, TO TREAT IT ALL AS ONE BIG PROBLEM WOULD BE FINE, I GUESS, IF YOU WANT TO, BUT IT DOESN'T MEAN ANYTHING AT THE END OF THE DAY. SO WE NEED TO SEE IT BROKEN DOWN IN SOME KIND OF A FASHION WHETHER IT'S A CUSTODY ISSUE WITH THE NEW OFFENDERS, OR HOUSING ISSUES WITH REGARD TO THESE NEW NON, NON, NONS THAT WE'RE HAVING TO TO NOW HOUSE. BUT ALSO THE STATUS OF THOSE THAT ARE COMING BACK. SO IN A SENSE WE HAVE AN OPPORTUNITY TO DO SOMETHING THAT HAS NEVER BEEN DONE BEFORE UNDER THIS MECHANISM. THESE GUYS WERE BEING THESE FOLKS WERE BEING RELEASED ANYWAY INTO THE COMMUNITY WITH NOTHING OTHER THAN SHOWING UP AT A PROBATION OFFICE FROM TIME TO TIME. SO NOW THERE'S MUCH MORE SUPPLEMENTAL SERVICES AVAILABLE. I WANT TO BE ABLE TO SEE IN EACH MONTH THAT WE'RE TRYING TO REACH A-- IT'S JUST LIKE RIGHT NOW THERE'S A WHOLE SERIES OF THEM THAT HAS BEEN ASSESSED AS NEEDING MENTAL HEALTH SERVICES, AND THEY SAID NO THANKS, SO THEY MOVED ON. I HAVEN'T YET FOUND OUT HOW MANY OF THEM WOULD BE WORTH FINDING OUT. AND I'M SURE THAT PROBATION WOULD KNOW. HOW MANY OF THEM ARE IN THIS HIGH RISK FACTOR? BECAUSE LATER ON, WE'RE GOING TO FIND OUT THAT THIS MENTALLY DERANGED PERSON WALKED INTO SOME MAJOR RETAIL STORE AND JUST SHOT ALL THESE FOLKS. AND THE BLAME IS GOING TO BE THAT WE DIDN'T PROVIDE MENTAL HEALTH SERVICES, RIGHT? AND THE WHOLE RE-ALIGNMENT THING. I WOULD HOPE THAT WE WOULD BE ABLE TO TRACE AND SAY: WE MADE THE ASSESSMENT. WE OFFERED THE SERVICES. WE HAD A PROBATION OFFICER THAT ENCOURAGED IT. AT THE END OF THE DAY, YOU CAN'T FORCE A MENTALLY ILL PERSON TO TAKE ADVANTAGE OF THOSE SERVICES. AND SO CONSEQUENTLY, ACTING OUT WILL BE PART OF THE NORMAL COURSE. SO THAT'S WHY I THINK IT'S IMPORTANT THAT AS WE TRACK IT IN THIS REPORT, BESIDES THE NARRATIVE, WHICH I THINK IS HELPFUL, THERE IS KIND OF AN OVERALL, I DON'T KNOW HOW TO SAY IT, REVIEW OF WHAT THINGS ARE WORKING, WHAT THINGS NEED TO BE DONE, WHAT ARE THE ISSUES THAT WE'RE GOING TO WORK ON? AND THAT'S PROBABLY TRUE OF CUSTODY FOR THE NEW NON, NON, NONS AS WELL AS THE ONES THAT WE'RE RECEIVING. SO THE REPORT WAS VERY HELPFUL. THERE ARE JUST ISSUES THAT I THOUGHT NEEDED CLARITY. BUT I REALLY HOPE THAT SINCE IT'S THE BEGINNING OF A MANAGEMENT TOOL, THAT WE'RE GOING TO TAKE ADVANTAGE AND MAKE SURE WE'RE CONSISTENT ON A MANAGEMENT LEVEL, PARTICULARLY CASE MANAGEMENT, THAT WE KNOW CLEARLY SO IF ONE OF THESE FOLKS COMMIT A MAJOR CRIME, WE CAN PULL THIS FILE AND WE KNOW WE PROVIDED THESE SERVICES, WE ASKED THEM TO REPORT, HE ABSCONDED ON SUCH AND SUCH A DATE, WE'VE DONE THIS KIND OF TRACKING AND SO ON. IN OTHER WORDS, WE'VE DONE OUR PART, RIGHT? INSTEAD OF JUST LOST IN THE SYSTEM, OH WE CAN'T FIND THE FILE, THE GUY NEVER SHOWED UP OR WHATEVER. I HOPE THAT WILL BE THE CASE. BUT I APPRECIATE THE INFORMATION. I APPRECIATE THE REPORT. BUT I DO THINK THERE ARE CERTAIN TWEAKING THAT NEEDS TO BE DONE IN ORDER FOR US WHO HAVE TO EVALUATE WHETHER THIS IS FUNCTIONING OR NOT. THAT WAS HELPFUL. BUT IT NEEDS A LITTLE BIT MORE. 

SPEAKER: I UNDERSTAND. THANK YOU, SUPERVISOR. 

SUP. MOLINA: THANK YOU. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: OKAY. RECEIVE THE REPORT AND TO THE RECOMMENDATIONS TELL US TODAY AUTHORIZING COUNTY COUNSEL, C.E.O., SHERIFF, MENTAL HEALTH AND PROBATION TO DO WHATEVER IS NECESSARY TO PROTECT US FROM THIS TYPE OF INDIVIDUAL BEING RELEASED AND ALSO THE LEGISLATION, FINDING AN AUTHOR FOR THE LEGISLATION. 

SUP. KNABE: FIND THE AUTHOR. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: WITHOUT OBJECTION, SO ORDERED. THANK YOU VERY MUCH. 

SPEAKER: THANK YOU, MR. MAYOR. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: AND GOOD LUCK. EXCUSE ME. MOTION BY SUPERVISOR YAROSLAVSKY. SECOND TO RECONSIDER THAT MOTION. WE HAVE THREE PUBLIC SPEAKERS. AND THEN WE'LL DO THE MOTION. SO LET ME CALL UP MARY SUTTON, ARNOLD SACHS AND ERIC PREVEN. THANK YOU, AGAIN, VERY, VERY MUCH. MISS SUTTON, DO YOU WANT TO GO FIRST AND MR. PREVEN? 

MARY SUTTON: YEAH, GLORIA MOLINA, WHERE ARE YOU GOING? 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: SHE'LL BE BACK. 

MARY SUTTON: MY COMMENTS DIRECT- 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: WHY DON'T YOU LET MR. PREVEN YOU GO FIRST AND THEN. 

MARY SUTTON: EXCUSE ME? 

ERIC PREVEN: SHE WAS VERY ENGAGED- I'D LIKE TO CAN WE WAIT FOR HER TO COME BACK? 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: NO WE HAVE TO-- MR. PREVEN, YOU GO FIRST AND THEN- GO FIRST, MR. PREVEN. 

ERIC PREVEN: BUT I WOULD REALLY LIKE TO SPEAK TO MS. MOLINA. SHE WAS THE ONE WHO WAS- 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: HOLD ON FOR ONE LITTLE SECOND. THE LITTLE DOG THAT WAS CAUGHT IN TRAFFIC IS BAMBI AND YOU CAN SEE WHY SHE GOT CAUGHT BECAUSE EVERYBODY COULDN'T SEE HER. SO SHE'S LOOKING FOR A HOME. SHE'S THREE YEARS OLD. AND HER NAME IS BAMBI. CALL 562-728-4644. 

MARY SUTTON: IF ONLY WE TREATED EACH RELEASED PERSON FROM THE STATE PRISON- 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: IT'S A LITTLE PUPPY LOOKING FOR A LITTLE HOME. I'M SURE MR. PREVEN WOULD LIKE TO HAVE A LITTLE PUPPY. SHE'S ONLY THREE YEARS OLD. START WITH MR. SACHS. ARNOLD, GO FIRST. 

ARNOLD SACHS: GOOD AFTERNOON. ARNOLD SACHS. I HAD A QUESTION AND I WAS JUST SPEAKING TO CAPTAIN RAMBO REGARDING THE ABSCONDERS WHEN A NO WARRANT IS ISSUED. NOW THE PRISONERS THAT ARE COMING OUT OF THE STATE BASICALLY ARE GETTING A CARROT BY BEING PUT ON PAROLE PROBATION IN THE COUNTY. YOU ASKED WHAT YOU CAN DO AND I SAID MAYBE YOU CAN QUIT. BUT WHAT YOU COULD ASK IS THAT PRISONERS WHO ARE OFFERED THAT CARROT TO BE PUT ON COUNTY PROBATION, IF THEY VIOLATE THEIR COUNTY PROBATION, SHOULD BE SENT BACK TO STATE PRISON TO FINISH THEIR SENTENCE OUT. THAT WAY THEY HAVE TO KNOW THAT IF THEY DO SOMETHING WRONG, THEY'RE GOING BACK TO STATE PRISON TO FINISH THE REMAINDER OF THEIR SENTENCE. NOW HERE'S A COUPLE STORIES BECAUSE I'M SOMEWHAT A LITTLE BIT CONFUSED. THE 11TH OF NOVEMBER, THERE WAS A STORY, THE D.A. WORRIES ABOUT RELEASES. AND IN THIS STORY, IT SAID BETWEEN 2002 AND 2006, THE COUNTY OF LOS ANGELES RELEASED 150,000 INMATES BECAUSE THEY HAD OVERCROWDING IN THE JAIL. SO AS FAR AS THIS RECIDIVISM PROGRAM OR THIS WHY DON'T YOU COME UP WITH SOME OF YOUR IDEAS THAT HELP TO REDUCE THE RELEASE OF 150,000 INMATES? IT ALSO STATED ON THE FIFTH OF OCTOBER THAT PROBATION SUPERVISED 60,000 ADULTS, 20,000 JUVENILES AND 4,000 JUVENILES IN JUVENILE HALL. SO THE REASON I ASK IS THIS IS BECAUSE ON THE 12TH OF OCTOBER OR THE THE 11TH, THE BOARD TOOK ACTION TO OKAY HIRING. PROBATION IS NOW GOING TO HAVE 172 WORKERS EXPECTING TO SUPERVISOR 3,500 PAROLEES. THE SHERIFF IS HIRING 234 DEPUTIES FOR THE JAIL AND 44 TO PURSUE ABSCONDING PAROLEES. THE NUMBERS JUST DON'T MAKE SENSE. FIRST THE SHERIFF SAID HE'S GOING TO HIRE A CERTAIN AMOUNT OF PEOPLE. SECOND, THEN MY QUESTION WOULD BE WHAT'S GOOD FOR THE GOOSE IS GOOD FOR THE GANDER, SIR. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU. MISS SUTTON. 

MARY SUTTON: MY NAME IS MARY SUTTON. I'M REPRESENTING C.U.R.B., CALIFORNIANS UNITED FOR A RESPONSIBLE BUDGET WHICH IS AN ALIANCE OF OVER 40 ORGANIZATIONS ACROSS THE STATE FIGHTING JAIL AND PRISON EXPANSION. I'M REALLY CONCERNED AND CONTINUALLY SHOCKED AT HOW THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS, GLORIA MOLINA AND MAYOR ANTONOVICH, SPEAK ABOUT THIS POPULATION BEING RELEASED INTO THE COUNTY. FOR ONE THING, THESE PEOPLE ARE NOT EARLY RELEASES. THEY WOULD BE RELEASED INTO THE COUNTY REGARDLESS. THEY ARE JUST UNDER THE COUNTY JURISDICTION RATHER THAN STATE PAROLE. THIS POPULATION IS INCARCERATED DUE TO THE LAST 30 YEARS OF HARSH SENTENCING POLICY, BAD PUBLIC POLICIES AND DRUG SENTENCING LAWS. OTHER COUNTRIES DON'T INCARCERATE THESE SAME KINDS OF PEOPLE. THEY PUT PEOPLE IN-- GIVE PEOPLE MENTAL HEALTH SERVICES. THEY GIVE PEOPLE DRUG REHAB SERVICES. WE NEED TO TALK ABOUT THIS GROUP OF PEOPLE WITH A SENSE OF HUMANITY. YOU'RE SO CONCERNED ABOUT MAKING SURE THE ONE OR SIXTY PEOPLE GET RELOCKED UP, YOUR BIGGEST CONCERN SHOULD BE: WHAT ARE WE GOING TO DO TO HELP THESE PEOPLE SURVIVE AND MAKE IT BACK IN THE COMMUNITIES THAT THEY CAME FROM? WE NEED TO FUND SERVICES, SOCIAL SERVICES. WE NEED TO GIVE THESE PEOPLE THEIR BUS TOKENS SO THEY CAN GET TO THEIR REPORTING DATES. THEY'RE NOT EVEN COMING OUT OF THE PRISONS WITH THEIR 200 DOLLARS IS MY UNDERSTANDING. THEY'RE HAVING A HARD TIME GETTING THEIR MEDS. WE NEED TO START TALKING ABOUT PREVENTATIVE MEASURES. WE NEED TO START TURNING THE WHOLE MINDSET OF HOW WE THINK AROUND THIS IS NOT RIGHT. OTHER COUNTRIES DO NOT INCARCERATE PEOPLE FOR THESE KIND OF INFRACTIONS. YOU'RE CONCERNED ABOUT THE ONE PERCENT OF ALL THESE EIGHT THOUSAND PEOPLE COMING HOME, YOU'RE NOT-- IT'S NOT A RESPONSIBLE THING THAT YOU'RE DOING. WE NEED TO BEG FOR NEXT YEAR'S FUNDING FOR THIS GROUP OF PEOPLE TO BE PUT INTO THE SERVICES. AND WE MUST ALL VIEW-- I'D LOVE TO HAVE YOU TALK ABOUT HELPING THEM SUCCEED, GLORIA MOLINA, RATHER THAN LOCKING THEM UP. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU. MR. PREVEN? 

ERIC PREVEN: YES. MY NAME IS ERIC PREVEN AND I AM THE COUNTY RESIDENT FROM DISTRICT 3. I MUST CONCUR THAT THERE DOES SEEM TO BE A KIND OF AN EFFORT BY MEMBERS OF THE BOARD TO AMPLIFY THE ANXIETY AND THE CONCERN ABOUT THIS RELEASE, WHICH OF COURSE WE ALL ARE TAKING VERY SERIOUSLY. I KNOW MR. YAROSLAVSKY IS TAKING IT EXTREMELY SERIOUSLY. AND ONE OF THE PARADIGMS THAT I THINK THE PUBLIC MIGHT BE ABLE TO UNDERSTAND IS THE NOTION OF THESE PEOPLE COMING INTO THE COMMUNITY, WE NEED TO ENSURE THAT WE HAVE A VERY GOOD ZONE DEFENSE AGAINST FUTURE CRIMES BEING COMMITTED AS OPPOSED TO A MAN-TO-MAN APPROACH. SIXTY-FIVE ABSCONDERS IS UPSETTING, OF COURSE, OUT OF FOURTEEN HUNDRED BUT I DID NOT HEAR ONE YET, KNOCK ON WOOD, CASE OF AN EGREGIOUS CRIME BEING COMMITTED BY ONE OF THESE PEOPLE. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: WE HAD A CARJACKING. 

ERIC PREVEN: THERE WAS A CARJACKING OKAY WELL THAT IS UPSETTING, WE CAUGHT THE GUY. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: WITH ELECTRONIC MONITORING. 

ERIC PREVEN: HE WAS WEARING A BRACELET THAT WAS YOUR EXAMPLE OF NOT ONE HUNDRED PERCENT EFFECTIVE, WHICH OF COURSE IS TRUE BECAUSE NOTHING IS ONE HUNDRED PERCENT EFFECTIVE. BUT I STILL THINK THAT THE NUMBERS, THERE IS SOME ROOM FOR ENCOURAGEMENT. AND I DO BELIEVE THAT WE DO NEED TO THINK ABOUT HOW THE POLICIES THAT HAVE PUT US IN THIS POSITION, YOU KNOW, MAY NEED TO BE RETHOUGHT. AND IMMEDIATELY GOING OUT TO ARREST SOME OF THESE CHARACTERS WHO WOULD HAVE BEEN RELEASED INTO THE STATE, ANYWAY, IT SHOULD BE ON A CASE BY CASE BASIS. THAT WHEN THERE ARE CRIMES COMMITTED, NATURALLY WE NEED TO ACT QUICKLY, LIKE MR. RIDLEY-THOMAS, AND JUMP UP AND TAKE THE APPROPRIATE ACTION. ONE OF THE CONCERNS I HAVE IS IF WE CAN GET THEM SOME JOBS AND THINGS LIKE THAT, THERE WAS AN ITEM TODAY, ITEM 26, IN WHICH WE'RE COMING UP WITH 539,000 DOLLARS AND I WAS VERY ENCOURAGED TO SEE IT TIED TO A YOUTH EMPLOYMENT PROGRAM. WHEN YOU LOOK AT IT, IT HAS TO DO WITH SOME SAFE NEIGHBORHOOD PARKS, 1,000 OF THOSE 539,000 DOLLARS WILL BE EARMARKED FOR THE YOUTH EMPLOYMENT PROGRAM. WHEREAS, DON, 4,000 DOLLARS WILL GO TO THE GORDIAN GROUP THAT I WAS ON LAST WEEK, WHICH IS THAT GROUP THAT OFFERS SOME CONSULTING SERVICES TO HELP PUBLIC WORKS. I THINK THAT IT WOULD BE A GREAT EFFORT IF WE COULD DEPLOY, FOR EXAMPLE, THE 139,000 ON ITEM- I BELIEVE IT'S ITEM 27 WHICH IS FOR SOME CONTRACTING AT THE LOCAL ARBORETUM, IT'S BASICALLY LANDSCAPING. NOW THAT'S [OFF MIC]. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU. ON THE MOTION, MOVED AND SECONDED BY SUPERVISOR KNABE. WITHOUT OBJECTION, SO ORDERED. OKAY ON PUBLIC COMMENT. DELOREZ RAMOS. W. JOHN MARTIN. KRYSTINA MARRISON. AND FRED CRUZ? WE'LL CALL YOU BACK ON, OKAY. 

SPEAKER: WE ARE HERE TO TALK ABOUT MORINGA TEA AND THE AND THE MIRACLE IT HAS CAUSED IN OUR LIVES. I HAD A BACTERIAL INFECTION FROM LIVING IN PHOENIX, ARIZONA FOR SEVEN YEARS AND IT'S GONE. I'M HYPOGLYCEMIC. WHEN I DRINK MY TEA, MY BLOOD SUGAR DOESN'T GET LOW. I DON'T GET SHAKY AND DOESN'T EAT AS MUCH. IT ACTUALLY HEALS THE BODY FROM THE INSIDE OUT. WE HAVE A LIST OF TESTIMONIES THAT WE CAN'T GO INTO TODAY. WE'VE PROVIDED EVERYONE WITH SOME BASIC INFORMATION. PETER SMITH IS THE HEAD OF OUR LITTLE GROUP. AND I'VE PUT HIS NAME AND PHONE NUMBER AND OUR ADDRESS ON THE BACK IF YOU WOULD LIKE TO CONTACT HIM AND HAVE ANY MORE QUESTIONS ABOUT ANY AND ALL. IT'S RELATIVELY CHEAP. IT'S ABOUT 60 CENTS A DAY. IT TASTES VERY GOOD. IT HAS EVERY VITAMIN, MINERAL, AMINO ACID AND PROTEIN THAT YOUR BODY NEEDS TO FUNCTION PROPERLY. YOU CAN ACTUALLY LIVE OFF OF OUR TEA. A MAN LIVED OFF OF IT NINE MONTHS, THE ONLY PROBLEM HE HAD WAS HE ACTUALLY MISSED FOOD. I SLEEP BETTER AT NIGHT. I DON'T WAKE UP IN THE MIDDLE OF THE NIGHT. WHEN I LAY DOWN TO GO TO SLEEP, I'M ASLEEP UNTIL I WAKE UP IN THE MORNING. I WAKE UP BETTER RESTED. PEOPLE, THEY'RE YOUNGER, THEY'RE STRONGER, THEY HAVE MORE ENERGY. THEIR BODIES ARE ACTUALLY HEALING. PEOPLE WHO ARE DIABETIC NO LONGER NEED INSULIN. THEIR BLOOD SUGAR IS STABLED. PEOPLE WHO HAVE CANCEROUS TUMORS WHO ARE INOPERABLE AFTER DRINKING OUR TEA FOR SIX WEEKS, THEIR CANCER TUMORS ARE GONE. IT IS MEDICALLY DOCUMENTED. IT'S VERY IMPORTANT TO GET THIS INFORMATION TO THE PUBLIC AS EFFECTIVELY AS WE CAN BECAUSE IF EVERYONE CAN BE HEALTHY FROM DRINKING A SIMPLE TEA, IMAGINE THE BENEFITS OF IT. NO MORE DOCTORS, NO MORE PILLS. NO MORE SICKNESS. THE WORLD WILL JUST BE A LOT HEALTHIER. THANK YOU VERY MUCH FOR YOUR TIME AND ALLOWING US TO COME HERE TODAY. I APPRECIATE IT. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU VERY MUCH. YES, SIR. 

W. JOHN MARTIN: I'M DR. W. JOHN MARTIN, MEDICAL DIRECTOR OF M.I. HOPE, MENTAL ILLNESS HOPE, A NONPROFIT PUBLIC CHARITY. I'VE BEEN STUDYING VIRUSES FOR MANY YEARS WITH PARTICULAR FOCUS ON THOSE VIRUS OR STEALTH-ADAPTED VIRUSES. THE TERM "STEALTH" REFERS TO THE FACT THAT THESE VIRUSES BYPASS THE IMMUNE SYSTEM. FORTUNATELY, THE BODY HAS AN ALTERNATIVE CELULAR DEFENSE SYSTEM THAT CAN SUPPRESS THESE VIRUSES. WHOLESOME NUTRITION AS WELL AS GOOD POSITIVE MENTAL ATTITUDE CAN SUPPORT THIS ALTERNATIVE CELLULAR ENERGY, OR ACE PATHWAY. GROWING MORINGA TREES AND EATING THE LEAVES FROM THIS EDIBLE TREE CAN STRENGTHEN THE ACE PATHWAYS NOT ONLY IN THOSE PEOPLE WITH ILLNESSES BUT VIRTUALLY IN ANYBODY. OVER THE LAST COUPLE OF YEARS, M.I. HOPE, THIS NONPROFIT PUBLIC CHARITY HAS SUPPORTED THE AVAILABILITY OF MORINGA LEAF POWDER IN ACTUAL MORINGA TREES IN VARIOUS FARMERS MARKETS IN LOS ANGELES COUNTY. IT'S BEEN PARTICULARLY GRATIFYING AND HEARTFELT TO SEE THE RESPONSE. JUST TO REFER TO ONE, CHILDREN WHO WILL TAKE AND NURTURE A MORINGA TREE, KNOWING THAT THAT TREE WILL SUPPORT THAT INDIVIDUAL LATER IN LIFE IS VERY HEARTENING. SO OUR GOAL IS TO PROCEED WITH EXPANDING THE AVAILABILITY OF MORINGA TREES. SPECIFICALLY WE WOULD LIKE TO ASK THE COUNTY TO PROVIDE SOME OF THEIR AVAILABLE LANDS FOR THE GROWING OF MORINGA TREES. WE WOULD LIKE THE COUNTY TO HELP IN THE DISTRIBUTION OF THE MORINGA LEAF POWDER TO SCHOOLS, FOSTER HOMES, NURSING HOMES, HOSPITALS, AND THE PRISON SYSTEM. WE'D ALSO LIKE THE COUNTY TO PROVIDE THE OPPORTUNITY FOR PEOPLE TO DISCUSS THEIR EXPERIENCES GROWING MORINGA TREE, THE HEALTH BENEFITS OF TAKING MORINGA, DEVISE NEW RECIPES AND, FINALLY, I GUESS, TO MAKE MORINGA AVAILABLE TO MANY MORE PEOPLE WHO COULD BENEFIT FROM IT. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: WE'RE NOT IN THE MARKETING AREA, BUT WHAT WE COULD DO IS PUT YOU IN TOUCH WITH LAND, IF THERE'S ANY COUNTY LAND THAT IS AVAILABLE. THE EXECUTIVE OFFICE WILL SEND YOU THE CONTACT PERSON FOR THAT INFORMATION. 

SPEAKER: THANK YOU, SIR. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU, SIR. 

DELOREZ: GOOD AFTERNOON, BOARD OF SUPERVISORS. MY NAME IS DELOREZ RAMOS, MY COMPLAINT, D.C.F.S. SINCE 2008 UNCONSTITUTIONALLY AND UNLAWFULLY CONTINUE TO MAKE MY CHILDREN WARDS OF THE COURT. TWO SOCIAL WORKERS, JOCELYN PEELING, WEST L.A. OFFICE, TOMIRA SHORT, LOS ANGELES OFFICE RSO FULL OF THEMSELVES, PUBLICLY BOASTED TO MY CHILDREN "WE DON'T WANT YOU TO GO BACK TO YOUR MOTHER. JOT JOCELYN PEEL AND THE, YOU'RE NOT GETTING YOUR CHILDREN ANY TIME SOON." THAT'S FROM AT THAT'S FROM TOMIRA SHORT. WHAT CIVIL CODE SECTION STATES IF A SOCIAL WORKER DOESN'T LIKE A VIGILANT MOTHER WHO FIGHTS FOR HER CHILDREN TO KEEP THEM IN THE SYSTEM? IT DOESN'T EXIST. GOD HAS TAKEN MY FAMILY FROM ZERO TO ONE HUNDRED IN TERMS OF PROVIDING FOR MY CHILDREN. D.C.F.S. KNOWS IT HAS NO LEGAL GROUNDS TO WITHHOLD MY CHILDREN. COUNTY COUNSEL, JASON SCOTT, DOESN'T SPEAK AT THE HEARINGS ANYMORE. HE DOESN'T HAVE ANYTHING TO SAY. INITIALLY D.C.F.S. WAS CREATED TO RESCUE CHILDREN WHO TRULY WERE IN ABUSIVE SITUATIONS. NOW IT BOILS DOWN TO MONEY. AND ON THE PART OF SOCIAL WORKERS, WHETHER OR NOT THEY LIKE THE PARENT. AS IN MY CASE, I WAS LIED ON. AFTER A WHILE, THE ADJECTIVE USED TO DESCRIBE MY PERSONALITY ACCORDING TO SOCIAL WORKERS SOON EVAPORATED. SOCIAL WORKER JOSHUA PEEL, YOURS IS HARD BECAUSE DRUGS ARE NOT INVOLVED. SEPARATING CHILDREN FROM TWO PARENT HOUSEHOLDS ARE CRIMINAL ENOUGH. SEPARATING CHILDREN FROM SINGLE MOTHERS IS REPREHENSIBLE. LAST WEEK AT ELEMENTS A YOUNG MOTHER MENTIONED GIVING BIRTH TO A BABY GIRL. THREE DAYS LATER HER BABY WAS RIPPED FROM HER ARMS. STILL IN STITCHES, THIS MOTHER WAS REQUIRED TO GO TO COURT. WHEN WILL THIS 21ST CENTURY SLAVERY STOP? I AM AN EX-STATE CERTIFIED PRESCHOOL TEACHER, NO HISTORY OF ABUSE, MY CHILDREN OR MY FORMER STUDENTS. MAY OF 2011 HEARING, COUNTY COUNSEL, MY COURT-APPOINTED CHILDREN'S COURT APPOINTED HAD NO QUALMS OF CHILDREN BE RETURNED TO ME. CHILDREN STILL ARE WARDS OF THE COURT. TO GIVE AN EXAMPLE OF THE MAGNITUDE OF PATHOLOGICAL LIARS SOCIAL WORKERS ARE WHILE REPRESENTING MYSELF- 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU. IF YOU GIVE THE REPORT TO THE EXECUTIVE OFFICE, GIVE IT TO THE BOARD MEMBERS. THANK YOU, YES, SIR. 

RON HAYES: GOOD MORNING. MY NAME IS RON HAYES. I'M HERE REPRESENTING GOD'S GREEN ACRE, A DIVISION OF M.I. HOPE, DR. W. JOHN MARTIN JUST GONE DONE SPEAKING ON BEHALF OF OUR FOUNDATION, NONPROFIT FOUNDATION. WE'RE HERE THIS MORNING IMPLORE THE LOS ANGELES COUNTY TO GIVE SUPPORT TO THIS GROUND REACH MOVEMENT, THE MOVEMENT TO EMPOWER PEOPLE. (CELL PHONE RINGING). A MOVEMENT TO EMPOWER PEOPLE TO HAVE CONTROL OVER THEIR HEALTH. I MANAGE THE FARMERS MARKET PORTION OF OUR PROJECT. SO I'M ON THE FOREFRONT OF EDUCATING PEOPLE ABOUT THE POTENTIALITY FOR MORINGA, THE MIRACLE TREE. THIS TREE DIDN'T JUST COME AROUND. IT'S ACTUALLY BEEN AROUND FOR THOUSANDS OF YEARS. AS A MATTER OF FACT, THERE'S A BIBLICAL STORY. WHEN MOSES LED THE ISRAELITES OUT OF EGYPT AND THE LORD PARTED THE RED SEA, AFTER THAT THEY FOUND THEMSELVES IN A LAND CALLED MARAH, WHERE THEY WERE SURROUNDED BY PUT RID WATER AND THEY STARTED COMPLAINING, "MOSES, MOSES, WHAT ARE YOU DOING BRINGING US OUT HERE? SO THE PROMISE, DOESN'T LOOK LIKE A PROMISE LAND TO US." MOSES HEARD THIS, BEING SENSITIVE, HE SAID "OH MY GOD, LORD, WHAT AM I GOING TO DO?" IN EXODUS CHAPTER 15, VERSE 25, AND HE CRIED UNTO THE LORD AND THE LORD SHOWED HIM A TREE. WHEN HE HAD CAST INTO THE WATERS. THE WATERS WERE MADE SWEET. THE BOTTOM PORTION OF THIS-- 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: I'M GOING TO ASK YOU ALSO TO GIVE A COPY OF YOUR TESTIMONY AND WE'LL DISTRIBUTE IT TO THE BOARD. THANK YOU. 

RON HAYES: OKAY. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: CHERYL HILTON? PETER SMITH. AND RON HAYES. 

SPEAKER: LADIES AND GENTLEMEN, I'M ONE OF THE OFFICERS OF THE FOUNDATION. WE WE ARE PART OF A MOVEMENT THAT INVOLVES 100 WORLD GOVERNMENTS, THE POPE, THE DALAI LAMA, THE WORLD RELIEF ARM OF THE NATIONAL COUNCIL OF CHURCHES, AND YOU TALKED ABOUT A PANDORA'S BOX THIS MORNING. WE'RE HERE TO CLOSE THE LID. AND WE'RE NOT JUST AN ORDINARY VEGETABLE. WE ARE THE TREE OF LIFE MANDATED BY GOD IN ITS USE BY COUNTRIES ALL OVER THE WORLD. WE NEED YOUR HELP. YOU WORRY ABOUT THE INMATES. YOU WORRY ABOUT THE JAILS. YOUR BUDGETS ARE OVERRUN. WE SAY THIS THIS TEA, IS GOING TO SOLVE AS MUCH AS 50 PERCENT OF ALL YOUR ECONOMIC AND CUSTODY PROBLEMS IN THE JAILS AND PRISONS. HOW IS IT THAT EVERY COUNTRY IN ASIA AND EUROPE EMPLOYS MORINGA ALL THE WAY FROM SWEDEN, THE STATE OF ISRAEL, ALL THE COUNTRIES IN ASIA USE IT TO CONTROL INMATES. WE HAVE MET WITH SHERIFF BACA. HE'S TOLD DR. MARTIN WE SHOULD TRY TO APPROACH IT THROUGH _____. THE TRUTH IS WE NEED TO MAKE THIS TEA AVAILABLE TO EVERYONE. THE STATE ISSUES SOME VOUCHERS FOR FIVE DOLLARS TO PEOPLE AT FARMERS MARKETS. YES, WE HAVE BEEN APPROVED TO RECEIVE W.I.C. THE PROBLEM IS WE NEED HELP. FOR 60 CENTS A DAY WE CAN REVERSE CANCER. WE CAN CONTROL ALL THE OTHER DISEASES. THIS IS NOT A JOKE. ALL I HEARD TODAY SO FAR WHEN I WAS HERE WAS A MILLION EXCUSES ABOUT THIS AND THAT. LET'S GET THE JOB DONE. WE'RE HERE TO HELP YOU. WE'RE HERE TO MAKE YOU LOOK GOOD. WE'RE NOT HERE TO CRITICIZE YOU FOR ANYTHING. WE SAY WE GOT TO GET THIS TEA OUT THERE. IT'S ALL OVER THE WORLD. IT'S RECOGNIZED IN EVERY COUNTRY IN THE WORLD EXCEPT THIS ONE. AND YOU ONLY HAVE TO ANSWER TO GOD. IT'S NOT GOD'S FAULT, IT'S YOUR FAULT. WE NEED YOUR HELP. AND WE WANT TO MEET WITH YOU AND TALK TO YOU AGAIN. WE'VE GOT CONCRETE PROPOSALS. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU. 

SPEAKER: THANK YOU VERY MUCH. LET'S GET THE JOB DONE. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: ALSO JOHN MARTIN? 

SPEAKER: YES, HE'S OUR LOCAL DIRECTOR. HE SPOKE.RISON? 

SPEAKER: SHE SPOKE. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: AND FRED CRUZ SPOKE. OKAY. AND LET ME ALSO CALL UP RON HAYES? 

SPEAKER: HE SPOKE ALREADY. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: HE ALREADY SPOKE. AND CHERYL IS HERE. CHERYL HILTON. AND THEN LET ME CALL UP DAVID SERRANO AND ARNOLD SACHS AND MR. PREVEN. YES, MA'AM. 

SPEAKER: ALL RIGHT, THANK YOU. WE'LL BE SEEING YOU AGAIN EVERY WEEK IF NECESSARY TO GET THIS JOB DONE. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: GOOD. 

SPEAKER: WE WANT TO HELP YOU. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU. 

SPEAKER: THANK YOU FOR YOUR TIME. YOU HAVE A BEAUTIFUL DAY. 

CHERYL HILTON: HELLO. MY NAME IS CHERYL HILTON AND I'M SORRY THAT I HAVE TO COME BEFORE THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS FOR THIS MATTER, BUT I AM DEVASTATED AND TOTALLY IMPACTED EMOTIONALLY AND MENTALLY BECAUSE OF HOW MY JOB WAS TAKEN AWAY FROM ME. FIRST I WOULD LIKE TO SAY I DO RESPECT THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS. AND I WOULD GIVE THEM THE UTMOST RESPECT BECAUSE THAT IS WHAT I'VE LEARNED TO DO WITH MY PEERS. BUT I WOULD LIKE TO SAY THAT THE COUNTY HAS FAILED ME. THEY HAVE TAKEN MY ONLY SOURCE OF INCOME BY DISCHARGING ME WITH NO BASIS. I WOULD LIKE TO KNOW WHY WOULD THE L.A. COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS, THE PILLAR OF THE COMMUNITY, COLLECTIVELY AGREE WITH NEARLY 100 COUNTY MANAGEMENT AND STAFF AND OFFICIALS TO VIOLATE STATE, FEDERAL AND COUNTY LAWS? AND THOSE LAWS WERE DEFAMATION OF MY CHARACTER, CONSPIRACY, PENALTY OF PERJURY IN THE PROCESS AND SCOPE OF HAVING THEIR DEPOSITIONS TAKEN. FALSIFICATION OF TIME CARDS. D.H.S. E.E. AND D.G. MULTIPLE FALSIFICATIONS OF DOCUMENTS VIOLATING AGAINST ME. LOS ANGELES COUNTY S.E.I.U. LOCAL 721 BARGAINING UNIT 111 CLERICAL AND OFFICE SERVICE M.O.U. AND FRINGE BENEFIT AGREEMENT. MULTIPLE CODES OF COMPLIANCE VIOLATIONS. ORDERED ABSENCE POLICY NUMBER 810 EFFECTIVE 10/1/04 STATES "THIS LEVEL IS NOT TO EXCEED 30 CALENDAR DAYS INCLUDING WEEKENDS." HOWEVER, THE COUNTY EXCEEDS THIS POLICY BY 16 MONTHS, TOTALLY EXCESSING AND OVERKILL. I WAS NEVER ALLOWED TO RETURN TO WORK. COUNTY CODE MISDEMEANOR VIOLATION CODE 132-A. THOSE STATE, FEDERAL AND COUNTY VIOLATIONS ARE LISTED AS FOLLOWS: WHY WAS I NEVER GIVEN THE OPPORTUNITY TO TRANSFER FROM RANCHO? I ONLY WANTED TO LEAVE RANCHO. I NEVER WANTED TO FILE A LAWSUIT. WHY WOULD THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS ACKNOWLEDGE MY LOST DAMAGES CONTRACT IN 2007 WITH MY FIRST ATTORNEY FOR A MILLION DOLLARS AND SIGN OFF ON IT WITH THE L.A. BOARD OF SUPERVISORS DATE STAMPED? AND NOW THEY HAVE SABOTAGED MY CASE FROM GOING TO TRIAL, WHICH WAS FOUR WEEKS AFTER THE COUNTY'S MEDIATION MANDATED MEDIATION HEARING. WHY WAS IT NECESSARY FOR YOU, THE BOARD MEMBER GLORIA MOLINA, TO HAVE ME INVESTIGATED BEGINNING DECEMBER 2006 UNTIL NOW? WHEN I CAME TO YOU BELIEVING THAT I COULD TRUST AND FEEL SAFE AND KNOWING THAT YOU WOULD HELP ME BY RESOLVING THE ISSUES TO THE POINT OF HELPING ME TO LEAVE THE FACILITY WITH MY CAREER AND MY ONLY SOURCE OF INCOME INTACT. I CONTACTED YOU, BOARD MEMBER DON KNABE, PLEADING WITH ALL OF YOU TO HELP ME KEEP MY JOB. BY REMOVING ME FROM RANCHO AND ESPECIALLY INFORMATION SYSTEMS. BUT INSTEAD YOU AND YOUR HOST OF COUNTY COUNSELS PLAYED A MAJOR AND PIVOTAL ROLE IN HAVING ME FIRED. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU. THANK YOU, MA'AM. MR. SERRENO? AND MR. SACHS? 

SPEAKER: YOUR CALL, DUDE. 

DAVID SERRENO: YEAH, I CAN GO, NO PROBLEM. GOD IS THE FATHER AND THE SON AND THE HIGH HOLY SPIRIT, ONE GOD FOREVER AND EVER, AMEN. THE CHRISTIAN GOD IS THE ONE AND ONLY TRUE LIVING GOD, THE CREATOR OF HEAVEN AND THE UNIVERSE, AMEN. JESUS CHRIST IS GOD. JESUS CHRIST IS THE SON OF GOD. JESUS CHRIST IS LORD, AMEN. JESUS CHRIST WAS BEGOTTEN, NOT CREATED. JESUS WAS CONCEIVED BY THE HOLY SPIRIT AND BORN OF THE VIRGIN MARY. THE LORD JESUS CHRIST NEVER SINNED. ALL PEOPLE ARE SINNERS AND THE WAGES OF SIN ARE DEATH AND HELL. THE SINLESS LAMB OF GOD WAS THE ATONING SACRIFICE FOR THE SINS OF THE WORLD. OUR GOOD LORD AND SAVIOR JESUS CHRIST WAS CRUCIFIED, DIED IN OUR PLACE FOR OUR SINS, WAS ENTOMBED AND ON THE THIRD DAY HE RESURRECTED, AMEN. THEN THE LORD JESUS CHRIST APPEARED TO HUNDREDS OF HIS DISCIPLES OVER THE COURSE OF 40 DAYS SHOWING THEM HE IS ABSOLUTELY ALIVE. AND THEN HE ASCENDED INTO HEAVEN, THE SON OF GOD IS SEATED AT THE RIGHT HAND OF GOD THE FATHER ALMIGHTY. AND FROM HEAVEN, LORD GOD ALMIGHTY JESUS CHRIST WILL COME AGAIN IN ALL OF HIS GLORY AND IN THE GLORY OF THE FATHER AND WITH THE HOLY ANGELS TO JUDGE THE LIVING AND THE DEAD ON THE GREAT DAY OF GOD, THE ALMIGHTY, AMEN. WE ARE SAVED BUY THE GRACE OF GOD THROUGH FAITH. BELIEVE IN THE LORD JESUS CHRIST AND YOU WILL HAVE LIFE EVERLASTING IN THE KINGDOM OF GOD, AMEN. THINK OF IT LIKE THIS. IF YOU WERE ABOUT TO CROSS THE STREET OR IN THE PROCESS OF CROSSING THE STREET AND A GIANT BUS WAS ABOUT TO HIT YOU AND KILL YOU, THINK OF IT LIKE THIS. IF SOMEONE GRABBED YOU AND THREW YOU OUT OF THE WAY AND TOOK THAT HIT FOR YOU, WOULDN'T YOU BE THANKFUL? WOULDN'T YOU THANK THAT PERSON FOR SAVING YOUR LIFE? THE LORD JESUS CHRIST TOOK THAT HIT FOR US. HE TOOK THE PUNISHMENT WE DESERVE AND THEN ON THE THIRD DAY HE CAME BACK TO LIFE BECAUSE HE IS LORD, AMEN. GOD BLESS AMERICA! 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: MR. SACHS AND SHANEY ROLLON. MR. PREVEN. 

ERIC PREVEN: MY NAME IS ERIC PREVEN AND I AM THE COUNTY RESIDENT FROM DISTRICT 3. SUPERVISOR ANTONOVICH EARLIER IN ITEM 1 BECAUSE I WAS PRESSED FOR TIME, I WASN'T ABLE TO APPLAUD THE CHOICE OF GERALDINE TREVISIAN WHO IS BEING EXTENDED HER SERVICE FOR THE HOSPITAL AND HEALTHCARE DELIVERY COMMISSION AND I WAS CURIOUS IF SHE IS RELATED TO THE JUDGE FROM THE CITIZEN'S COMMISSION ON JAILS. IT IS NOT SUPER RELEVANT BUT IT IS INTERESTING TO THE RESIDENTS AND I WAS CURIOUS ABOUT THAT. MS. ORDIN, I KNOW YOU'RE LEAVING THE COUNTY AS SUPERVISOR ANTONOVICH INFORMED US LAST WEEK, BUT THERE WAS A REPORT OF FINAL APPROVAL OF A SETTLEMENT AGREEMENT, THIS WAS ITEM CS-1, AT THE VERY BACK OF THE AGENDA TODAY, THAT HAD BEEN AUTHORIZED IN THE CLOSED SESSION ON JULY 12 IN 2011. NOW OF COURSE IT'S NOVEMBER 15TH. AND I'M AT A TEENY BIT OF A LOSS AS TO WHY THIS LAWSUIT, WHICH WAS SETTLED FOR 6.5 MILLION DOLLARS, YOU KNOW I'M WORRIED BECAUSE LAST WE CAN THERE WAS SOMETHING SIMILAR. AND I FEEL LIKE THEY'RE CAREFULLY PLACED AT THE END OF THESE MEETINGS WHEN PEOPLE ARE FOCUSED ON OTHER THINGS IN AN ATTEMPT TO KIND OF KEEP IT ON THE DOWN LOW, TO USE A HIP TERM. I THINK WE NEED TO KEEP IT ON THE UP LOUD SO THAT THE LIGHTS CAN SERVE. AND I KNOW MISS MOLINA AGREES ON THIS ONE AS A KIND OF DISINFECTANT FOR FUTURE PROBLEMS. I KNOW WE'VE SEEN IN THE COUNTY JAILS, SUPERVISOR YAROSLAVSKY, THESE PROBLEMS HAVE METASTASIZED, GONE ON FOR A LONG TIME, WE'RE FINALLY DEALING WITH THEM, GREAT, HOPEFULLY. BUT WE SHOULDN'T BE DOING SO TO THE TUNE OF 300 AND SOMETHING THOUSAND DOLLARS TO PAY FOR THAT COMMISSION. THAT TO ME IS OUT OF LINE. IF THEY'RE GETTING PAID, WHICH IT WASN'T UTTERLY CLEAR, YOU KNOW, I COULD UNDERSTAND SORT OF, IF IT WAS NEEDED. BUT TO SPEND 140,000 DOLLARS RENTING A PLACE TO PUT-- I MEAN THIS BUILDING IS ONE OF THE LARGEST BUILDINGS I'VE EVER BEEN IN. THERE'S CERTAINLY ROOM HERE FOR THIS ESTEEMED CITIZENS JAILS COMMISSION TO MEET. I'M AT A LOSS AS TO WHY WE'RE GOING IN THAT DIRECTION. I MEAN I SAID THAT BEFORE. THE FINAL PIECE, AND I WILL MAKE IT EXCEPTIONALLY BRIEF SINCE WE'RE INTO THE PUBLIC COMMENT BONUS ROUND-- 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU. MR. SACHS? 

ARNOLD SACHS: THANK YOU. GOOD AFTERNOON. ARNOLD SACHS. IMAGINE MY SURPRISE WHEN I READ IN THE NEWSPAPER LAST WEEK ABOUT THE COLISEUM BOARD SUES EX OFFICIALS OVER RAVE FUNDS. I'M TELLING YOU, I'M A GOG. IN THIS ARTICLE, IT SAYS THE SUIT SEEKS TRIPLE COMPENSATORY DAMAGES UNDER THE STATE'S FALSE CLAIMS ACT. IT'S A GOOD THING I WAS SITTING DOWN ON THE FLOOR, OTHERWISE I WOULD HAVE FALLEN ON MY BUTT LAUGHING SO HARD. THE FALSE CLAIMS ACT IS BEING THE SOURCE OF THIS SUIT BROUGHT BY THE COLISEUM BOARD OF DIRECTORS. IT'S AMAZING WHEN YOU HAVE CROOKS THAT ARE BIGGER CROOKS THAN THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS. MAYBE YOU SHOULD TAKE A CLASS FROM THEM. BECAUSE I BELIEVE SOME OF THOSE BOARD DIRECTORS ON THE COLISEUM BOARD ARE ALSO M.T.A. DIRECTORS. SO LET'S SEE FALSE CLAIM ACT. BECAUSE HERE I HAVE ASSEMBLY BILL NUMBER 706 WHICH WAS APPROVED OCTOBER 7, 2011, REGARDING, GUESS WHAT? THE METRO GOLD LINE FOOTHILL EXTENSION CONSTRUCTION AUTHORITY. AND THEN I HAVE AN AMENDMENT INSERTED MAY 11, 2011, FOR AN ACT AMENDING SECTIONS 132400132410 AND 132425 OF THE PUBLIC UTILITIES CODE RELATING TO THE PASADENA METRO BLUE LINE CONSTRUCTION AUTHORITY WHICH ALLOWS THE AUTHORITY TO USE THE METRO GOLD LINE FOOTHILL EXTENSION CONSTRUCTION AUTHORITY NAME. THAT BEING SAID, THEN THESE CLAIMS BY METRO WHEN IN AUGUST OF 2010 WHEN THE METRO GOLD LINE FOOTHILL EXTENSION CONSTRUCTION AUTHORITY WAS MEETING, IN SEPTEMBER WHEN THE METRO GOLD LINE FOOTHILL CONSTRUCTION AUTHORITY WAS MEETING, IN NOVEMBER OF 2010, AGAIN, WHEN THE SAME CONSTRUCTION AUTHORITY WAS MEETING, WELL THEY WOULD BE FALSE CLAIMS, WOULD THEY NOT BE? YEAH. BUT THAT'S METRO AND THIS IS THE COLISEUM. AND WE'RE JUST LYING THROUGH OUR TEETH. SO GO AHEAD AND SUE, SUE, SUE, FALSE CLAIMS ACT. 

SPEAKER: ANYWAY, HOW ARE YOU GUYS DOING? 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: HOW ARE YOU? 

SPEAKER: A COUPLE MONTHS AGO I BROUGHT YOU SOME PICTURES WITH MY BLUE TOOTH ON THEM. I'M HERE TO LET YOU GUYS KNOW THAT THAT'S WHY I BELIEVE THE BASKETBALL LOCKOUT IS THIS TODAY. THESE PARTICULAR INDIVIDUALS WANT TO LEAVE ME OUT OF MY OWN INVENTIONS. THEY DO NOT WANT TO SETTLE. THIS REALITY SHOW HAS BEEN GOING ON FOR LIKE 12 YEARS WITHOUT ME BEING AWARE OF IT. AND BECAUSE OF MY DISABILITY AND BECAUSE THEY'RE SAYING OH SHE'S SICK, I AM NOT THAT ILL AT ALL, MR. THOMAS. THIS IS INSANE. THESE PEOPLE WILL NOT ALLOW ME TO LIVE MY LIFE. THEY WANT ME TO BE STUCK ON SECTION 8 SO I COULD BE FINE-TUNED BY THEIR SETUP. THEIR SETUP HAS BEEN GOING ON AGAINST ME FOR 24 YEARS. AND WHEN I FOUND OUT ABOUT IT, I'M FURIOUS. I HAVE NOT SEEN MY KIDS IN THREE YEARS. EACH TIME I COME DOWN HERE, THEY'RE ALWAYS SENDING THESE ACTORS TO ME WHEN I'M DEAD SERIOUS. I HAVE TO LAUGH IT OFF AT TIMES BUT I'M VERY ANNOYED AT IRRITATED BY THEM. THEY WANT TO LEAVE ME SCORNED LIKE I'M STILL IN LOVE WITH PAUL WHEN I'M NOT. HE WAS ROTTEN TO ME AS WELL AS RONALD NELSON TO HURT ME AND TO HINDER ME, TO BREAK MY SPINE. THEY WANTED ME IN A WHEELCHAIR. WE CAN ALL TELL. MY FOOT WAS BROKE AT ONE TIME AND THEN THEY HAD ME JUMPED. I SEE HE IS A DIRTY PRODUCER. I DON'T CARE FOR HIM BECAUSE HE KNEW HE WAS SETTING ME UP AND HE KNEW HE WAS SETTING ME UP WITH THE REST OF THESE PEOPLE AS WELL AS THIS BABY DADDY AND THESE FAMILY MEMBERS AND THEY DIDN'T CARE. THEY DID NOT CARE AT ALL. I'M SIMPLY SICK OF THEM. THEY NEED TO SETTLE AND GET MY KIDS BACK HOME. IT IS A HUMANITARIAN SITUATION WHERE THEY'RE TAKING ADVANTAGE OF ME, MY HUMAN RIGHTS, AS WELL AS MY KIDS. MY KIDS ARE NOT SPECIAL. THEY'RE NOT DISABLED. HE LIED BECAUSE THEY WANTED TO COME UP WITH AN EXCUSE TO KEEP JUSTIFYING THE FACT THAT THEY USED ME IN AN ENTRAPMENT GAME WHICH WAS FOR SEX, YES. IT WAS FOR SEX, FOR YEARS. THIS IS ABUSE AT EVERY LEVEL AND IT'S SAD THAT OUR ENTIRE GOVERNMENT HAS OVERLOOKED IT. AND I HAVE BROUGHT THIS TO THEIR ATTENTION YEARS AGO. NO ONE WILL LISTEN. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU. 

SPEAKER: I WAS MUTE FOR THE FIRST FIVE YEARS BECAUSE I COULDN'T UNDERSTAND WHY THEY COULD NOT STEP UP. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: THANK YOU, THANK YOU. THANK YOU. VERY SAD. THANK YOU. 

CLERK SACHI HAMAI: IN ACCORDANCE WITH BROWN ACT REQUIREMENTS, NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN THAT THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS WILL CONVENE IN CLOSED SESSION TO DISCUSS ITEM NUMBER CS-1, CONFERENCE WITH LEGAL COUNSEL, REGARDING SIGNIFICANT EXPOSURE TO LITIGATION; ITEM NUMBER CS-2, CONFERENCE WITH LEGAL COUNSEL REGARDING INITIATION OF LITIGATION ONE CASE, ITEM NUMBER CS-3, DEPARTMENT HEAD PERFORMANCE EVALUATION AND ITEM NUMBER CS-4 CONFERENCE WITH LABOR NEGOTIATOR WILLIAM T FUJIOKA AND DESIGNATED STAFF AS INDICATED ON THE POSTED AGENDA. OUR THOUGHTS AND PRAYERS ARE WITH HER FAMILY. SHE IS SURVIVED BY HER HUSBAND JOE, THREE SONS, SHANE, AUSTIN AND LOGAN. HER PARENTS JACINTO, AND LENIA, HER FOUR SIBBINGS, MARIA, LIZ, JOHN, AND TONY. 

SUP. ANTONOVICH, MAYOR: SECOND WITHOUT OBJECTION. SO ORDERED. 
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
