THE OUTSTANDING WORK THAT SHE HAS DONE AS PRESIDENT AND
GENERAL COUNSEL OF THE MEXICAN-AMERICAN LEGAL DEFENSE AND
EDUCATION FUND. I CAN'T BELIEVE IT'S BEEN 35 YEARS THAT SHE
HAS SERVED AT MALDEF, WHICH IS, OF COURSE-- IT'S NOT 35 YEARS,

I'M SORRY...

ANTONIA HERNANDEZ: 23.

SUP. MOLINA: 23 YEARS. I KNEW THAT WAS WRONG. THERE'S
SOMETHING WRONG THERE. SHE HAS SERVED THERE FOR 23 YEARS, BUT
MALDEF HAS BEEN FOR 35 YEARS THE NATIONAL PREMIER CIVIL RIGHTS
ORGANIZATION FOR THE MEXICAN-AMERICAN LEGAL, FOR OUR
COMMUNITY. IT HAS WORKED ON MANY ISSUES, PARTICULARLY THE
ISSUES OF COMMUNITY EDUCATION, THE ISSUES OF CIVIL RIGHTS AND

LEGAL RIGHTS AND VARIOUS OTHER POLICY INITIATIVES. I MET
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1 ANTONIA MANY YEARS AGO IN THE EAST SIDE COMMUNITY WHEN SHE HAD
2 JUST GRADUATED FROM U.C.L.A. LAW SCHOOL AND WAS WORKING AT

3 LEGAL AID. AND SHE CAME TO ME AND WE STARTED TALKING ABOUT A

4 CASE THAT SHE WAS HANDLING AND IT WAS A LAWSUIT AGAINST THE

5 COUNTY OF LOS ANGELES. AT THAT TIME, THERE WERE ISSUES AS TO

6 THE FORCED STERILIZATION OF MEXICAN/AMERICAN WOMEN IN LOS

7 ANGELES AND SHE WAS REPRESENTING AND WANTED TO PUT TOGETHER A
8 CLASS ACTION LAWSUIT AGAINST THE COUNTY. I, AT THAT TIME, WAS
9 HEADING UP AN ORGANIZATION OF CHICANAS, OF LATINAS, A FEMINIST
10 ORGANIZATION, AND WE JOINED IN THE LAWSUIT. ANTONIA WAS AN

11 UNBELIEVABLE ADVOCATE ON BEHALEF OF THOSE WOMEN AND,

12 UNFORTUNATELY, WHILE WE DIDN'T WIN THE DIRECT LAWSUIT AGAINST
13 THE COUNTY OF LOS ANGELES, WE WON CERTAINLY THE PROTECTION AND
14 THE RIGHTS OF MANY LATINAS IN THE ISSUES OF STERILIZATION AND
15 CHANGED MANY OF THE LAWS AND POLICIES. AND, SINCE THEN, I'VE
16 SEEN THIS WOMAN DO UNBELIEVABLE THINGS IN MAKING DRAMATIC

17 CHANGES ON BEHALF OF THE RIGHTS OF WOMEN, ON BEHALFEF OF THE

18 RIGHTS OF CHILDREN, AND ON BEHALF OF THE RIGHTS OF THE LATINO
19 COMMUNITY. SHE'S AN OUTSTANDING INDIVIDUAL. I WAS LUCKY TO GET
20 HER TO MAKE CONTACT WITH SENATOR KENNEDY MANY YEARS AGO AND HE
21 ASKED HER TO JOIN HER ON THE SENATE JUDICIARY COMMITTEE, WHICH

22 SHE SERVED ON FOR A NUMBER OF YEARS, PROVIDING ADVICE AND

23 COUNSEL ON THAT COMMITTEE. AND SHE DID AN AWEFUL LOT IN THE
24 AREA OF IMMIGRATION WHILE SHE WAS SERVING AS A STAFF MEMBER TO

25 THE JUDICIARY COMMITTEE. SHE JOINED MALDEF IN 1981, ORIGINALLY
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1 AS REGIONAL COUNSEL IN WASHINGTON, D.C., AND LATER SHE JOINED
2 ON AS THE PRESIDENT AND GENERAL COUNSEL OF THE ORGANIZATION.
3 UNDER HER LEADERSHIP, MALDEF HAS EXCELLED AND SUCCEEDED IN

4 MANY LANDMARK DECISIONS, INCLUDING VARIOUS ISSUES: IMMIGRATION
5 POLICY, VOTING RIGHTS, VOTING PARTICIPATION, EQUITY FOR ALL

6 STUDENTS IN PUBLIC EDUCATION. MALDEF HAS WON MANY LATINO

7 MAJORITY VOTING DISTRICTS INCLUDING THE GARZA VERSUS COUNTY OF
8 LOS ANGELES, WHICH WE ALL KNOW ABOUT HERE IN L.A. COUNTY,

9 WHICH LED TO OPENING UP AND CREATING MORE EQUITABLE DISTRICTS
10 FOR PEOPLE THROUGHOUT LOS ANGELES COUNTY. ON A PERSONAL NOTE,
11 ANTONIA IMMIGRATED INTO THIS COUNTRY AS A CHILD. SHE WAS

12 IMMIGRATED BY HER PARENTS, WHO ARE HERE AND JOINING US.

13 THEY'RE OUT IN THE AUDIENCE, NICHOLAS AND MANUELA, IF THEY

14 WOULD PLEASE STAND. THE ENTIRE FAMILY IS HERE. [ APPLAUSE ]

15

16 SUP. MOLINA: WE'RE VERY PROUD OF THEM. [ APPLAUSE ]

17

18 SUP. MOLINA: SHE WORKED HER WAY ALL THE WAY THROUGH LAW SCHOOL
19 AND DID AN OUTSTANDING JOB, ALWAYS AN OUTSTANDING STUDENT, AS
20 I AM TOLD BY MANY OF THE INSTRUCTORS AND PROFESSORS WHO KNEW
21 HER. SHE'S MARRIED TO ONE OF OUR SUPERIOR COURT JUDGES,

22 MICHAEL STERN. WE'RE VERY PROUD OF HIM. THEY HAVE THREE

23 CHILDREN, BENJAMIN, MARISA, AND MICHAEL. WE ARE VERY PROUD
24 THAT NOW ANTONIA IS GOING TO BE GOING INTO A WHOLE NEW KIND OF

25 OPPORTUNITY. I WAS VERY DISAPPOINTED, OF COURSE, INITIALLY,
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WHEN I HEARD ABOUT HER LEAVING MALDEF. I CAN'T IMAGINE ANYONE
ELSE AT THE HELM OF THIS ORGANIZATION. IT'S A TOUGH WAY TO GO,

HAVE REPRESENTATIVES OF OUR DOZER AND HEAVY EQUIPMENT
OPERATION, WHICH ARE SO SIGNIFICANT IN THESE TYPES OF
EMERGENCIES. WE HAVE OUR REPRESENTATION FROM FIRE DISPATCH WHO

11 DR. GARTHWAITE: I JUST WANT TO SAY THANK YOU AND WISH THE VERY
12 BEST TO JIM HAUGHTON. AS MEDICAL DIRECTOR, HE BROUGHT-- IN

13 PUBLIC HEALTH, HE BROUGHT A WEALTH OF EXPERIENCE FROM AROUND
14 THE COUNTRY, FROM NEW YORK TO CHICAGO TO HOUSTON AND BROUGHT
15 THAT TO LOS ANGELES AND SERVED WITH DISTINCTION IN MANY ROLES.
16 ONE OF HIS KEY PIECES IS WITH ACUTE COMMUNICABLE DISEASES,

17 WHERE HE HAS HAD TO DEAL WITH SUCH DIVERSE ISSUES AS S.A.R.S.,
18 WEST NILE VIRUS, AND THE ANTHRAX SCARES OVER THE LAST SEVERAL
19 YEARS. SO HE'S ALWAYS IN THE LIMELIGHT WITH VERY CHALLENGING
20  AND VERY IMPORTANT PUBLIC HEALTH ISSUES, AND WE'RE GOING TO

21 MISS HIM BUT HE DELAYED HIS RETIREMENT TO SERVICE WHILE WE PUT
SOME THINGS INTO PLACE AND WE REALLY APPRECIATED THAT AS WELL.

SO, JIM, GREAT LUCK AND THANKS FOR EVERYTHING. [APPLAUSE]

DR. JAMES HAUGHTON: THANK YOU. [APPLAUSE]
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1 SUP. BURKE: I KNOW THAT EVERYONE REMEMBERS, PARTICULARLY IN
2 THE LAST FEW DAYS WHEN WE'VE HAD RAIN, BUT WE HAVEN'T SEEN THE
3 KIND OF RAIN WE SAW ON NOVEMBER 12, 2003. YOU MAY REMEMBER

4 SOMETHING LIKE FIVE INCHES OF RAIN FELL IN A VERY SMALL AREA.
5 AS A RESULT, WE HAD A FREAK RAIN/SNOW/HAIL. I HAVE THE

6 PICTURES WHERE HAIL WAS STILL THERE SOME TWO OR THREE DAYS

7 LATER. WELL, ONE OF THE THINGS THAT WAS NECESSARY BECAUSE, OF
8 COURSE, THERE WAS LOSS OF ELECTRICITY, THERE WERE PEOPLE WHOSE
9 HOMES WERE DAMAGED, BUT TWO DAYS LATER, THE EMERGENCY ONE-STOP
10 CENTER WAS OPENED AT THE D.P.S.S. BUILDING AT IMPERIAL HIGHWAY
11 AND NORMANDIE AVENUE. WE ALSO HAD AN EMERGENCY FOOD BANK AT MY
12 FLORENCE FIRESTONE SERVICE CENTER THAT WAS STAFFED BY PEOPLE
13 FROM THE COMMUNITY AND SENIOR SERVICES DEPARTMENT. AND FIRST,
14 I'D LIKE TO ASK BRYCE YOKOMIZO, THE DIRECTOR, TO COME FORWARD
15 AND TO SAY TO HIM HOW MUCH WE APPRECIATED THE FACT THAT HE GOT
16 THIS STARTED SO FAST. AND I WAS AMAZED THAT, WITHIN TWO DAYS,
17 HE HEADED UP SOME 7,000 PEOPLE WERE STANDING OUT THERE WHEN I
18 ARRIVED, ALL IN LINE IN THE WHOLE PARKING LOT, AND IF YOU SEE

GETTING IT STARTED AND TO HIM FOR HIS LEADERSHIP. [APPLAUSE].

16 SUP. ANTONOVICH: I HAVE A MOTION. THE APPLICANT IS PROPOSING
17 TO DEVELOP A MODEST ONE-STORY INDUSTRIAL BUILDING AT 5144

18 WALNUT GROVE AVENUE IN EAST SAN GABRIEL. A PORTION OF THE

19 BUILDING WILL BE OCCUPIED BY A MOVING AND STORAGE COMPANY AND
20 THE REMAINDER BY LIGHT INDUSTRIAL USES. THE OWNER OF THE

21 SUBJECT PROPERTY IS ALSO THE OWNER AND OPERATOR OF THE MOVING

22 AND STORAGE BUSINESS WHICH IS RELOCATING FROM AN ADJOINING

23 COMMUNITY. THIS COMPANY IS A LOCAL SELF-SERVING BUSINESS WITH
24 CLIENTS IN EAST SAN GABRIEL, ADJOINING COMMUNITIES, INCLUDING

25 PASADENA, SAN GABRIEL, AND SAN MARINO. THIS PROPERTY IS
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SURROUNDED BY INDUSTRIAL USES TO THE SOUTH AND WEST. TO THE
EAST OF THE PROPERTY IS A COMMERCIAL NURSERY WITH SEVERAL TALL
TOWERS AND OVERHEAD HIGH POWER ELECTRICAL TRANSMISSION LINES.
ALTHOUGH THERE ARE RESIDENTIAL USES TO THE NORTH, THE
PREDOMINANT LAND USE IN THE AREA IS INDUSTRIAL. IN THE COURSE
OF REVIEWING THE PROJECT, WE HAVE IDENTIFIED TWO ISSUES OF
CONCERN. FIRST IS THE POTENTIAL OF TRUCKS ENTERING OR LEAVING

13 SUP. KNABE, CHAIR: OKAY. MOVE IN ADJOURNMENT OF OF SYBIL

14 BRAND, ALL MEMBERS, OBVIOUSLY, WHO PASSED AWAY LAST TUESDAY AT
15 HER HOME. SHE WAS 104 YEARS OLD. FOR DECADES, AS WE ALL KNOW,
16 SHE WAS INVOLVED IN THE SYBIL BRAND COMMISSION FOR

17 INSTITUTIONAL INSPECTIONS WHICH INSPECTS OUR COUNTY JAILS,

18 PROBATION FACILITIES, ADVISES OFFICIALS ON EDUCATIONAL

19 PROGRAMS FOR THE INMATES, AND, UP UNTIL SEVEN YEARS AGO, SHE
20 WAS VERY ACTIVELY INVOLVED IN MEETINGS AND REMAINED

21 TECHNICALLY THE COMMISSION'S CHAIRWOMAN. ONE OF HER LASTING

22 ACHIEVEMENTS WAS THE MILLIONS OF DOLLARS SHE HELPED RAISE TO
BUILD A COUNTY WOMEN'S JAIL. COMPLETED IN 1963, IT WAS
DEDICATED IN HER HONOR AS THE SYBIL BRAND INSTITUTE FOR WOMEN.

SYBIL ENDOWED THE JAIL WITH TWO BEAUTY PARLORS WHICH SHE SAID
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1 INTENDED TO FOSTER INMATE'S SELF-RESPECT AND DIGNITY. SHE
2 MOVED TO SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA WITH HER FAMILY AS A TODDLER. SHE
3 SPENT HER LIFE RAISING MONEY FOR VARIOUS CHARITIES, INCLUDING
4 THE AMERICAN CANCER SOCIETY, THE BRAILLE INSTITUTE AND THE

5 MARCH OF DIMES. SHE WILL CERTAINLY BE MISSED BY HER COUNTY

6 FAMILY. SHE WAS AN INSTITUTION AT VARIOUS EVENTS THROUGHOUT

7 THE COUNTY, INCLUDING ALL OF US AS SUPERVISORS AND WAS A DEAR,

8 SWEET LADY AND WILL BE MISSED BY THE ENTIRE COUNTY FAMILY.

10 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: IF I CAN JUST ADD ON SYBIL BRAND, I THINK

11 IT'S APPROPRIATE THE CHAIRMAN MAKE THAT MOTION AND THAT WE ALL
12 JOIN. SHE WAS A CONSTITUENT OF MINE AND A LOT OF YOU KNEW HER
13 A LOT LONGER THAN I DID, BUT I KNEW HER A LONG TIME, AND I

14 USED TO JOKE WITH HER THAT I THOUGHT HER LAST NAME WAS

15 "INSTITUTE," SYBIL BRAND WAS HER FIRST AND MIDDLE NAME AND

16 "INSTITUTE" WAS HER LAST NAME. BUT THAT'S HOW MUCH OF AN

17 INSTITUTION, NO PUN INTENDED, SHE HAD BECOME IN THIS TOWN BUT
18 SHE WAS A LOT MORE TO THIS CITY AND COUNTY THAN SYBIL BRAND

19 INSTITUTE. SHE WAS AS GIVING AN INDIVIDUAL AS THERE WAS AND AS
20 CIVIC- MINDED A PERSON AS I THINK ANY OF US HAVE EVER MET.

21 AND, AS I SAID LAST WEEK, SOMEBODY ASKED. I SAID, WE'RE LUCKY
TO HAVE HAD HER FOR A CENTURY AND PEOPLE OF THIS COUNTY IN
FUTURE GENERATIONS WHO ARE FORTUNATE TO HAVE HAD HER FOR 104

YEARS. SO I JOIN IN THAT ADJOURNING MOTION.

3 SUP. BURKE: I'D LIKE TO ALSO JOIN. SHE WAS ALWAYS A VERY

4 THOUGHTFUL PERSON AND ALWAYS REMEMBERED EVERYONE AND SO KIND
5 TO EVERYONE. IN ADDITION TO THE FACT THAT SHE CERTAINLY WAS A
6 PERSON WHO, AS I UNDERSTAND IT FROM HER VERY YOUNG YEARS, HAD
7 BEEN GIVING PUBLIC SERVICE. FROM AGE 10, I READ SOMEWHERE THAT
8 SHE STARTED WORKING IN A HOSPITAL HELPING AND SHE, OVER HER

9 ENTIRE LIFE, IT WAS ONE OF SERVICE AND COMMUNITY SERVICE,

10 GIVING TO PEOPLE, WHETHER IT WAS INDIVIDUALS OR GROUPS OR

11 ORGANIZATIONS OR THE COUNTY OF LOS ANGELES. AND SHE WILL BE
12 SORELY MISSED BUT SHE HAS LEFT AN INDELIBLE IMPRESSION AND

13 MEMORY ON ALL OF US.

17 SUP. ANTONOVICH: SUPERVISOR KNABE, I HAD THE OPPORTUNITY OF
18 WORKING WITH SYBIL GOING BACK TO THE '70S WHEN I WAS AT THE
19 STATE LEGISLATURE AND SID GILBER, HIS SON AND I WERE

20 CLASSMATES IN HIGH SCHOOL, WAS ON HER COMMISSION, AND WE

21 WORKED ON LEGISLATION DEALING WITH THE CHILDREN AND THE CAMPS,
22 VOCATIONAL EDUCATIONAL PROGRAMS, AND THOSE WERE SIGNED INTO
LAW BY GOVERNOR REAGAN AND GOVERNOR BROWN DURING THOSE TIMES.
SHE WAS A REAL INSPIRATION. SHE PERSONALLY WOULD GO WITH ME

WHEN I WAS RUNNING FOR OFFICE AND, AT TIMES, SHE SERVED AS MY
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1 CHAIRMAN, BUT WOULD GO TO THE DEBATES AND SHE ENJOYED GOING
2 OUT TO THE ANTELOPE VALLEY AND THE OTHER PLACES. SHE USED TO

3 HOST THE ANNUAL CHRISTMAS PARTY AT HILLCREST COUNTRY CLUB WITH
4 CARDINAL MACINTYRE AND RABBI EDGAR MAGNIN EACH YEAR. AND THEN
5 SHE WOULD HOST EVERYBODY OVER AT 20TH CENTURY FOR A MOTION

6 PICTURE BECAUSE HARRY, HER HUSBAND, WAS WITH 20TH CENTURY. BUT
7 SHE WAS A REAL POSITIVE ROLE MODEL. SHE HAD EVERYTHING BUT SHE
8 GAVE IT ALL BACK TO THE COMMUNITY THROUGH PUBLIC SERVICE AND

9 WAS NOT ONE ABUSING HERSELF, AS SOME OF THOSE WHO HAVE A LOT
10 OF MATERIAL BLESSINGS DO, BUT SHE WAS QUITE INVOLVED IN OUR

11 PROBATION CAMPS, ENRICHING THEIR SPIRITUAL LIVES, THAT THOSE
12 RELIGIOUS ORGANIZATIONS THAT PROVIDE SERVICES TO OUR CAMPS,

13 SHE WAS AN AVID SUPPORTER OF, AND MADE DONATIONS TO THEIR

14 EFFORTS. SO SHE WAS A REAL INSPIRATION AND ROLE MODEL FOR ALL
15 PEOPLE AND SHE TOOK HER BLESSINGS IN LIFE AND TURNED THEM BACK
16 TO THE SERVICE THROUGH PUBLIC SERVICE AND AN EXAMPLE. SHE WAS
17 A GREAT LADY.

19 SUP. MOLINA: MR. CHAIRMAN, I'D LIKE TO JOIN WITH MY COLLEAGUES
20 IN PAYING TRIBUTE TO SYBIL BRAND. CERTAINLY A VERY KIND AND

21 GENTLE WOMAN. I WAS PARTICULARLY IMPRESSED WITH THE KIND OF
PASSION THAT SHE HAD AND THE ADVOCACY THAT SHE LED IN AN AREA
WHICH MOST PEOPLE OVERLOOK, AND THAT IS THE ISSUE OF CONVICTED
FELONS, PARTICULARLY WOMEN AND THEIR CONDITIONS AS THEY SERVE

THEIR SENTENCES. AN INSPIRATIONAL LADY. CERTAINLY SOMEONE THAT
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WE ALL BENEFITED FROM AND THAT THIS COUNTY IS BETTER BECAUSE
OF WHAT HER CONTRIBUTIONS WERE, NOT ONLY IN PUBLIC SERVICE,
BUT IN THE LIFE THAT SHE LED AND THE ISSUES THAT SHE PURSUED.

POLICE SERGEANT. HE DIED FEBRUARY 18TH AFTER AN OFF-DUTY
TRAFFIC COLLISION IN WESTMINSTER THAT WAS CAUSED BY AN UNKNOWN
MEDICAL CONDITION. A LONG BEACH NATIVE, TIMOTHY BEGAN A CITY
CAREER AS A MARINE PATROL OFFICER BEFORE JOINING THE POLICE
FORCE IN '92. HE WAS PROMOTED TO SERGEANT IN 2001 AND WORKED
IN PATROL, THE TRAINING DIVISION, AND IN AN ADMINISTRATIVE

VOLUNTEERED AT THE Y.M.C.A. IN SAN PEDRO, WHERE HE PLAYED

8§ AND THE JUDICIAL BRANCH OF GOVERNMENT. MEMBERS OF THE

9 EXECUTIVE BRANCH OF GOVERNMENT, LIKE MEMBERS OF THE COUNTY

10 BOARD OF SUPERVISORS, SIT IN PUBLIC AND DELIBERATE UPON THE

11 GREAT POLICY ISSUES THAT COME BEFORE THEM AS MEMBERS OF THE

12 EXECUTIVE BRANCH OF GOVERNMENT. THE STRENGTH OF THE

13 GOVERNMENT, AS A WHOLE, RESTS UPON EACH BRANCH OF GOVERNMENT
14 PERFORMING ITS OWN DUTIES ACCORDING TO THE LAWS WHICH ARE

15 ARTICULATED AND UPHELD BY MEMBERS OF THE JUDICIAL BRANCH OF

16 GOVERNMENT. THE INDEPENDENCE OF THE JUDICIARY, AS AN

17 INTELLECTUAL AND FAITHFUL RECOGNITION OF OUR LAWS, IS THE

18 IDEAL TO WHICH MEMBERS OF THE JUDICIARY STRIVE TO REACH. A

19 JUDGE WHO ENTERS A COURTHOUSE WHICH IS NAMED FOR A MEMBER OF
20 THE EXECUTIVE BRANCH OF GOVERNMENT IS PUBLICLY REPUDIATING THE
21 IDEAL OF SEEKING TO PRESERVE AN INDEPENDENT JUDICIARY. NAMING
22 A COURTHOUSE IS AT ODDS WITH THE CONSTITUTIONS OF THE STATE OF
CALIFORNIA AND THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA. IT IS AN AFFRONT
TO THE DIGNITY AND THE MAJESTY OF THE SOVEREIGN, THE

CONSTITUTION OF THE STATE OF CALIFORNIA AND THE CONSTITUTION
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1 OF THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA. NOW, I'M SURE THAT MICHAEL D.
2 ANTONOVICH, AS A SUPERVISOR, IS MOTIVATED BY THE HIGHEST OF

3 IDEALS. IT'S JUST, YOU CANNOT NAME A COURTHOUSE WHICH HAS TO

4 DEAL WITH CRIMINAL LAW AND FOR A PERSON WHO HAPPENS TO CONTROL
5 MONEY. MR. ANTONOVICH, HIS POWER, LIKE THE BOARD OF

6 SUPERVISORS, RESTS ON THE ALLOCATION OF THE BUDGET FUNDS THAT
7 COME TO THIS BOARD, NOT ON THE BASIS OF INTELLECTUAL ABILITY

18 HAS BEEN FORCED TO REMOVE CHILDREN FROM THE HOME TO RECEIVE
19 FUNDING TO SERVICE THE FAMILY. THAT IS A DIRECT CONFLICT OF
20 INTEREST, AS I HAVE, BY LEGAL COUNSEL, DISCOVERED THAT ANY

21 COUNTY ENTITY HAS TO REMAIN AT ARMS DISTANCE, THEY HAVE TO

22 REMAIN NEUTRAL OR ELSE IT'S AN ILLEGAL CONFLICT OF INTEREST.

23 AND I QUOTE, "COUNTY AND STATE MUST NOT STAND TO GAIN FROM
24  ADOPTION OR ANY TRANSACTION IN ORDER TO", LIKE I SAID, HAVE AN

25 HONEST TRANSACTION. "THEY CANNOT ACCEPT ANY MONEY AND, AT THE
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1 SAME TIME, RULE IN FAVOR OF OR IN OPPOSITION OF ADOPTION."

2 THAT'S VERY, VERY CLEAR. WE ARE BRINGING THIS TO YOUR

3 ATTENTION. WE HAVE THE ARTICLES. AGAIN. THANK YOU. THANK GOD.
4 THANKS TO TROY ANDERSON DOCUMENTING THAT THESE SOCIAL WORKERS,
5 ATTORNEYS, AND JUDGES ARE BEING COMPENSATED BY THE FEDERAL

6 GOVERNMENT TO ENCOURAGE THE ADOPTION. I HAVE THIS

7 INCRIMINATING STATEMENT, AGAIN. THIS MAKES YOU ALL

8 RESPONSIBLE, MR. PELLMAN, FOR THIS INFORMATION BECAUSE IT'S ON
9 THE RECORD, HOPEFULLY-- I MEAN, YOU'LL BE LIABLE FOR MORE

10 SUITS, BUT WE'RE TRYING TO ENCOURAGE YOU TO RETURN CHILDREN TO
11 INNOCENT PARENTS WHO ARE BEING INCRIMINATED. AND, WHILE IVAN
12 M. UNFORTUNATELY LOST HIS LIFE, MR. ANTONOVICH AND MS. MOLINA,
13 YOU CONTINUE TO FOCUS ON BIOLOGICAL PARENTS WHO MIGHT HAVE

14 ABUSED THEIR CHILDREN. I THINK THAT'S TO DIVERT ATTENTION FROM
15 THE FOSTER PARENTS WHO ARE ABUSING AND MURDERING THEIR

16 CHILDREN. AND, FINALLY, I'D LIKE TO STATE THAT-- WELL, I JUST
17  WANTED TO BRING YOUR ATTENTION, AGAIN, THAT THE MONEY SHOULD
18 BE USED TO REUNIFY THE FAMILIES. IN MY CASE, THE COUNTY

19 FORCIBLY AND ILLEGALLY EJECTED ME, EVICTED ME FROM MY MOTHER'S
20 HOME, AGAIN, ON FALSIFIED CHARGES, ON HEARSAY THAT HAS NEVER
21 BEEN PROVEN, AND MY CHILD IS IN A HOME NOW WHERE I DON'T HAVE
ACCESS, I DON'T GET TO SEE MY CHILD, I DON'T GET TO SPEAK TO
HIM, ALL ON FALSIFIED CHARGES. YOU CANNOT JUDGE SOMEONE BY THE
WAY THEY SPEAK. YOU CANNOT JUDGE SOMEONE BY THE WAY THAT THEY

APPEAR. THAT'S CALLED DISCRIMINATION. AGAIN, YOU'RE LIABLE FOR
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THAT, AND IT'S ILLEGAL. AND, AGAIN, IT'S NOT JUST THE

LIABILITY. I WANT TO ENCOURAGE MORE PARENTS TO COME HERE SO
THAT THEY CAN BE REUNIFIED WITH THEIR CHILDREN, SO THEIR
CHILDREN ARE NOT EXPERIMENTED ON, THEY'RE NOT BEING
TRAUMATIZED, ABUSED, AND THEY'RE NOT SUFFERING THE EMOTIONAL
DAMAGE THAT WILL LEAD THEM TO ABUSE DRUGS OR ALCOHOL IN THE
FUTURE. AND THAT IS WHAT GENERATES REVENUE FOR AMERICA,
ACTUALLY. THEN THEY GO INTO PRISONS, NOT TO MENTION WHAT THE
MASONS ARE DOING WITH THE SACRIFICIAL RITUALS OF MOST OF THE
CHILDREN WHO HAVE BEEN MISSING. AGAIN, I'D LIKE TO ADJOURN IN
HONOR AND MEMORY OF THE CHILDREN WHO HAVE BEEN MURDERED AND
MISSING AND THIS OCCURRENCE HAS BEEN BROUGHT TO YOUR ATTENTION
FOR ABOUT A YEAR NOW AND YOU'VE DONE NOTHING. WARREN WILLIAMS
IS RUNNING FOR SUPERVISOR BURKE'S POSITION. I ENCOURAGE YOU TO
VOTE FOR HIM, AS WE WILL HOPEFULLY ELECT OTHER MEMBERS OF THE
COMMUNITY TO REPLACE ALL OF YOU. HE WILL TAKE ACTION IN OUR

FAVOR. ..

SUP. KNABE, CHAIR: ALL RIGHT. THANK YOU.

YVONNE AUTRY: FAVOR OR AT LEAST TO REMEDY THE SITUATIONS THAT

WE DRAW TO YOUR ATTENTION.

SUP. KNABE, CHAIR: OKAY. THANK YOU. ITEM 13 IS BEFORE US.

MOVED BY SUPERVISOR BURKE, SECONDED BY SUPERVISOR YAROSLAVSKY.
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WITHOUT OBJECTION, SO ORDERED. ITEM NUMBER 15, MOVED BY
SUPERVISOR MOLINA, SECONDED BY SUPERVISOR BURKE. WITHOUT

OBJECTION, SO ORDERED. NEXT IS ITEM NUMBER 16. GENEVIEVE?

GENEVIEVE CLAVREUL: GOOD MORNING, BOARD OF SUPERVISORS. YOU
KNOW, EVERY YEAR WE ARE AT THE SAME TERM ABOUT RENEWING THE
CONTRACT FROM O.A.P.P. AND I'M FINDING OUT THAT, USUAL, THEY
ARE NOT PRESENTED IN TIME SO NOBODY CAN REVIEW THEM FOR YOU TO
REVIEW THEM AND TO VOTE ON. ON THIS ITEM 16, WHEN I ASKED FOR
THE SUPPORT DOCUMENT, AS USUAL, I RECEIVED DOCUMENT WITHOUT
THE APPENDIX, THE ATTACHMENT (A) AND (B). YOU KNOW, I HAVE
COME TO THIS BOARD QUITE OFTEN, AND MANY TIME THE SUPPORT
DOCUMENTS OR ATTACHMENTS ARE MISSING. THE PUBLIC HAS THE RIGHT
TO LOOK AT THE ATTACHMENTS. AND ON THAT SPECIFIC ISSUE I AM
VERY CONCERNED BECAUSE I TALK TO A LOT OF PATIENTS WHO HAD
H.T.v. AND A.I.D.S. AND ANGEL FOOD IS ONE OF THE GROUPS
RECEIVING MONEY, WHICH I HAVE NO PROBLEM OF THEM RECEIVING
MONEY, BUT I AM CONCERNED THAT, DAY AFTER DAY AFTER DAY, THEY
PROVIDE THE SAME FOOD FOR THE PEOPLE WHO HAVE H.I.V. AND
A.TI.D.S. AND I DON'T KNOW ABOUT YOU, BUT I DON'T CARE HOW POOR
I AM, I DON'T THINK I COULD EAT THE SAME THING EVERY DAY, 365
DAYS. AND I THINK, YOU KNOW, IF WE HAD THE ATTACHMENT, WE
COULD LOOK AT SPECIFIC ISSUE. AND I THINK, YOU KNOW, WE HAVE
THE RIGHT TO HAVE THOSE ATTACHMENTS. MANY TIMES, ON MANY

OCCASIONS, YOU PROMISED ME THAT YOU WILL PROVIDE ME WITH THE
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1 ATTACHMENT AND YOU DO NOT COME THROUGH WITH THAT PROMISE. YOU
2 KNOwW, I KNOW, MANY TIME, YOU ARE RECEIVING, YOU KNOW, A LOT OF
3 ATTACKS, BUT I THINK, IN MY CASE, IT'S VERY JUSTIFIED. I'VE

4 BEEN PROMISED THAT I WILL RECEIVE A RESPONSE IN WRITING, WHY

5 L.A. COUNTY HUMAN RIGHT COMMISSION BECAME INVOLVED IN LAS

6 MEMORIA WALL. I'M STILL WAITING FOR THAT LETTER. WE'RE TALKING
7 MONTHS AGO. THE SAME, YOU KNOW, YOU WROTE THE LETTER TO THE

8 D.H.S. ABOUT THE NURSE/PATIENT RATIO. DID YOU RECEIVE A

9 RESPONSE FROM THE GOVERNOR? AND, IF SO, CAN THE PUBLIC, YOU

10 KNOw, SEE IT? YOU KNOW, PLEASE, WHEN ITEM ARE PRESENTED TO

11 YOU, HAVE ONE OF YOUR PEOPLE CHECK IF INDEED THE ATTACHMENT

12 ARE PROVIDED. AND, AS A RULE, THEY ARE NOT PROVIDED. SO I

13 WOULD REALLY APPRECIATE IT, AND I WILL EXPECT BY NEXT WEEK TO
14 HAVE A COPY OF THOSE ATTACHMENTS AND I WILL APPRECIATE IF, FOR
15 ONCE, YOU DID NOT VOTE WITHOUT THE DOCUMENT. THANK YOU VERY

16 MUCH.

18 SUP. KNABE, CHAIR: OKAY. I MEAN, I THINK THAT'S A VERY SIMPLE
19 REQUEST, THE FACT THAT ATTACHMENTS SHOULD BE PROVIDED. MAYBE

20 WE CAN HAVE SOMEBODY FROM THE DEPARTMENT RESPOND TO THAT.

JOHN SCHUNHOFF: WELL, THE ATTACHMENTS ARE ATTACHED TO THE
BOARD LETTER. I DON'T KNOW WHETHER THEY WERE ON THE COPY THAT

WAS ON THE WEB SITE. WE'LL LOOK AT THAT, BUT WE'D BE HAPPY, IF
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1 SHE WOULD CALL US, TO GIVE HER A COPY OF THE ATTACHMENTS ANY

4 SUP. KNABE, CHAIR: OKAY. THE ITEM IS BEFORE US. ANY OTHER
5 QUESTIONS OR DOES ANYONE-- LIKE TO CONTINUE IT A WEEK? CAN WE

6 GET THE INFORMATION TO HER?

8 SUP. ANTONOVICH: CAN WE GET THAT INFORMATION TO HER? CAN WE

9 GET THAT INFORMATION TO GENEVIEVE?

10

11 JOHN SCHUNHOFF: YES. CERTAINLY.

12

13 SUP. KNABE, CHAIR: AND IF YOU'LL GET BACK TO US TO MAKE SURE
14 SHE GOT THAT SO WE'RE AWARE OF THAT SO GENEVIEVE DOESN'T HAVE
15 TO LOOK ME IN THE EYE AND YELL AT ME AGAIN. OKAY? ALL RIGHT.
16 THE ITEM...

18 GENEVIEVE CLAVREUL: (INDISTINCT).

19

20 SUP. KNABE, CHAIR: OKAY. WELL, WHAT MY CONCERN IS, GENEVIEVE,
21 IS WE HAVE THE ATTACHMENTS. WE DON'T KNOW WHY YOU DIDN'T GET
THEM. OKAY. THE ITEM IS BEFORE US. MOVED BY SUPERVISOR
YAROSLAVSKY, SECONDED BY SUPERVISOR MOLINA. ANY FURTHER
DISCUSSION? ANY OBJECTION? SO ORDERED. AND I THINK WE REALLY

NEED TO WORK AT THAT. CERTAINLY, THAT'S A FAIR REQUEST. IF
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1 IT'S A BOARD LETTER, IT'S A PUBLIC DOCUMENT AND THE ATTACHMENT
2 SHOULD BE PROVIDED, IT SHOULD BE PART OF IT, AND I'M NOT SURE
3 WHETHER SHE GOT IT DIRECTLY OR SHE GOT IT ON THE WEB PAGE. I

4 MEAN, THAT MAY BE THE SEPARATE ISSUE, BUT WE'LL DEAL WITH

5 THAT. OKAY? THANK YOU. THAT IS ALL THE HELD ITEMS. WE WILL GO
6 TO ITEM S-1. WELL, WE WILL BUT WE HAVE TO DO S-1, IT'S

7 SCHEDULED AT 11:00 SO... SO ASK STAFF. WE DO HAVE SOME PEOPLE
8 SIGNED UP ON S-1. WE CAN DO THAT-- DO WE WANT TO DO THAT

9 BEFORE OR AFTER? NO, THE PUBLIC COMMENTS ON S-1 SINCE IT'S

10 YOUR...

11

12 SUP. ANTONOVICH: WE CAN HAVE-- THIS IS THE CASE OF THE YOUNG
13 CHILD THAT WAS MURDERED BY THE BOYFRIEND OF THE MOTHER BUT IN
14 A HOME THAT THE CHILD OUGHT TO HAVE BEEN REMOVED FROM AND THE
15 DEPARTMENT ALLOWED THE CHILD TO REMAIN IN AN UNSAFE HOME AND
16 THAT CHILD ENDED UP BEING MURDERED. SO WE'VE ASKED FOR A FULL
17 INVESTIGATION AND THOSE INDIVIDUALS RESPONSIBLE TO BE HELD

18 ACCOUNTABLE AND RESPONSIBLE AND THE DEPARTMENT IS WORKING ON
19 THAT BUT THERE ARE PEOPLE FROM THE COMMUNITY WANT TO SPEAK ON
20 THAT ISSUE AND THEY CAN SPEAK AT THIS TIME AND THEN WE'LL TALK

21 TO DR. SANDERS.

SUP. KNABE, CHAIR: OKAY. WE WILL CALL MELANA LUKE ELIAS,
MICHAEL BAUER, SHIRLEY FARRIOR AND MARY SUE LEWIS. IF THOSE

FOUR WOULD COME UP, PLEASE. I THINK WE NEED ANOTHER CHAIR
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THERE. OKAY. IF YOU'LL PROCEED. IDENTIFY YOURSELF FOR THE

RECORD AND...

MELANA LUKE ELIAS: MY NAME IS MELANA LUKE ELIAS. GOOD
AFTERNOON. WHAT IS THE ROLE OF THE SOCIAL WORKER? IS IT TO
WORK TOWARDS FORTIFYING AND AIDING FAMILIES IN NEED? IS IT TO
INTERVENE WHERE NECESSARY AND THEN TO WORK WITH THE FAMILIES?
THIS IS CERTAINLY WHAT WE'D ALL LIKE TO IMAGINE. HOWEVER,
REALITY DEALT ME A VERY DIFFERENT KIND OF A SOCIAL WORKER.
MINE CONFINED HER PURPOSE TO FINDING CAUSES FOR THE REMOVAL OF
MY CHILDREN FROM OUR HOME. WHAT THE SOCIAL WORKER WRITES
BECOMES FACT. TRUE OR FALSE, THE ALLEGATIONS WRITTEN BY THE
SOCIAL WORKER IN HER PETITION TO THE COURT ARE READ AT THE
START OF EACH AND EVERY HEARING AND THOSE FACTS ARE VERY HARD
TO REFUTE, EVEN WHEN THEY ARE FICTION. TAKE MY CASE. THERE ARE
JUST A COUPLE OF EXAMPLES HERE. IN HER DETENTION REPORT AS A
REMOVAL REASON, SHE ASSERTS THAT THERE'S GENERAL NEGLECT, YET
SHE DOES NOT SPECIFY WHAT THAT NEGLECT CONSISTS OF. GENERAL
NEGLECT AS A REASON FOR REMOVAL MUST BE CLEARLY OUTLINED AND
DEFINED. CONCRETE EXAMPLES MUST BE PROVIDED. SHE STATES THAT
REASONABLE EFFORTS WERE MADE TO PREVENT OR ELIMINATE THE NEED
FOR THE CHILDREN'S REMOVAL FROM THE HOME ON PAGE 6 OF HER
DETENTION REPORT. ON PAGE 5, SHE CLAIMS THAT CASE MANAGEMENT
WAS INSTITUTED AS A PREVENTIVE MEASURE. THE CLAIM IS THAT

THESE EFFORTS AND MEASURES FAILED, THUS RESULTING IN THE
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1 REMOVAL. THE DEPARTMENT BECAME INVOLVED ON JANUARY 27TH OF
2 2003. THE CHILDREN WERE REMOVED ON JANUARY 28TH OF 2003, LESS
3 THAN 24 HOURS LATER. I NEVER DETERMINED WHAT EFFORTS WERE MADE
4 AND, IF SUCH A THING AS CASE MANAGEMENT WAS INSTITUTED, HOW IS
5 IT POSSIBLE TO IMPLEMENT AND EFFECTIVELY EVALUATE IN SUCH A

6 SHORT TIME FRAME? IN HER 300TH PETITION TO THE COURT, SHE ALSO
7 STATES AS TO THE MOTHER'S STATEMENT REGARDING HER

8 RECOMMENDATION THAT SHE PLACED A PHONE CALL TO ME TO ADVISE ME
9 THAT SHE WAS ADVOCATING THE REMOVAL. SHE SAYS THE PHONE NUMBER
10 WAS DISCONNECTED. MY PHONE HAS NOT BEEN DISCONNECTED IN THE

11 LAST FIVE YEARS. THE NUMBER ON THE REPORT IS THE SAME AND

12 ALWAYS HAS BEEN THE SAME. FURTHERMORE, THE SOCIAL WORKER KNEW
13 EXACTLY WHERE TO REACH ME AS SHE HAD JUST CONDUCTED HER FIRST
14 AND ONLY INTERVIEW WITH ME IN THE HOSPITAL THE DAY BEFORE.

15 TWISTING TRUTHS AS THIS SOCIAL WORKER DID IS NOT UNCOMMON.

16 I'VE LEARNED THIS AS I'VE BECOME ACQUAINTED WITH OTHER PARENTS
17 WHO HAVE FALLEN VICTIM TO THIS INSIDIOUS SYSTEM. THE SOCIAL

18 WORKERS' ALLEGATIONS, WHICH, IN TURN, ARE REPRESENTED AS FACT
19 IN COURT, MAKE COMPELLING CASES FOR REMOVALS AND FILINGS.

20 CERTAINLY LOOKS AS THOUGH THEY'RE DOING THEIR JOBS.

21 UNFORTUNATELY, ONCE A PETITION LIKE THIS IS FILED, IT'S
EXTREMELY HARD TO REVERSE. LIKEWISE, ONCE ONE FINDS ONESELEF IN
THE SYSTEM, IT'S EXTREMELY DIFFICULT TO GET OUT. COMMISSIONERS
AND JUDGES, BASED ON THESE SOCIAL WORKERS' FILINGS, SEEM TO BE

QUICK TO REMOVE CHILDREN FROM THEIR HOMES AND VERY RELUCTANT
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TO RETURN THEM. THERE IS A MORE FUNDAMENTAL ISSUE HERE,
HOWEVER, AND THAT IS THAT WE KNOW THAT THE COUNTY RECEIVES
FUNDS FOR EACH CHILD IN THE SYSTEM AS LONG AS THEY REMAIN
WARDS OF THE COURT. WE KNOW THAT, AT THE 18-MONTH MARK, THESE
CHILDREN BECOME ELIGIBLE FOR ADOPTION. WE KNOW THE COUNTY
RECEIVES FROM 15 TO 30,000 DOLLARS FOR EACH CHILD THAT IS
ADOPTED OUT. WE KNOW THAT, BASED ON SOCIAL WORKERS' REPORTS,
JUDGES MAKE INCREASING DEMANDS UPON PARENTS TO DEMONSTRATE
THEIR WORTHINESS, THEREBY PROLONGING THE PERIOD OF TIME THAT
THE CHILDREN ARE IN THE SYSTEM. WE KNOW THAT ALL INVOLVED ARE
COUNTY-PAID INDIVIDUALS. IT WOULD SEEM TO ME THAT HERE WITHIN
THERE EXISTS A TREMENDOUS CONFLICT OF INTEREST. IT APPEARS
THAT, CONTRARY TO WHAT HAS BEEN WRITTEN AND AVOWED TO BY

SUPERVISING JUDGE MICHAEL NASH...

SUP. KNABE, CHAIR: OKAY, IF YOU COULD WRAP IT UP, YOUR TIME...

MELANA LUKE ELIAS: FOCUS IS NOT ON THE REUNIFICATION OF
FAMILIES. INSTEAD, IT SEEMS TO THRIVE ON FINDING NEW CAUSE TO
KEEP THEM DIVIDED. CONVENIENTLY, THE MAJORITY OF PARENTS DO
NOT SPEAK OUT AND THIS PERPETUATES THE MISDEEDS OF THE
DEPARTMENT. THEY HAVE BECOME CARELESS. LET'S MAKE THEM

ACCOUNTABLE. IT'S MY HOPE THAT WE'LL BEGIN TO SEE GENUINE

COMPREHENSIVE INVESTIGATION INTO SOME OF THESE CLAIMS. AS LONG

AS WE ALLOW SOCIAL WORKERS TO FALSIEFY REPORTS WITHOUT
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1 CONSEQUENCE, DO YOU REMAIN AN ACCOMPLICE TO CRIMINAL ACT,
2 PENAL CODE SECTION 134, PREPARING FALSE DOCUMENTARY EVIDENCE.

3 THANK YOU.

5 SUP. KNABE, CHAIR: THANK YOU. (SINGLE APPLAUSE)

7 SUP. KNABE, CHAIR: SHIRLEY, OR, SEE, I CALLED MICHAEL BAUER

8§ NEXT AND THEN SHIRLEY AND THEN MARY. AND I WOULD ASK WARREN

9 WILLIAMS, IF YOU'D COME UP AND TAKE A SEAT AS WELL, TOO.

11 MICHAEL BAUER: YES. FOR THE RECORD, MY NAME IS MICHAEL BAUER,
12 PARALEGAL STUDENT AT LOS ANGELES CITY COLLEGE. MY SON WAS

13 TAKEN AT BIRTH IN NOVEMBER 25TH, 2001, FOR A MENTAL

14 DISABILITY. WELL, ACTUALLY, LET ME BRING UP A SECTION NUMBER
15 IN THE WELFARE AND INSTITUTION CODES THAT STATES, 16509.2,

16 WHERE MENTAL OR PHYSICAL INCAPACITY SHALL NOT BE A NEED OR

17 PRESUMPTION FOR CHILD WELFARE SERVICES. I ALSO WOULD LIKE TO
18 STATE THAT, AT THE TIME THE CHILD WAS TAKEN AWAY AND HER

19 SIGNING OVER OF HER PAPERS, SHE WAS ON 500 MILLIGRAMS OF

20 TYLENOL AND A HUNDRED MILLIGRAMS OF CODEINE. ACCORDING TO TORT
21 LAWS, WHICH I'M VERY FAMILIAR WITH, A CONSENT CANNOT BE
EFFECTIVE UNLESS THE PERSON HAS CAPACITY. SO YOU'RE VIOLATING
THE LAW RIGHT THERE, LETTING THIS HAPPEN. I WOULD ALSO LIKE TO
BRING SOMETHING ELSE AND I WOULD LIKE TO BRING THIS UP BECAUSE

I ACTUALLY HAVE A 175-MILLION-DOLLAR LAWSUIT PENDING A RE-
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1 FILING. YOU CAN SEE OVER AT THE L.A. COURTHOUSE NEXT DOOR,
2 STARTED IT OFF WITH 95 MILLION BUT I HAD IT DISMISSED, THE

3 CASE IN PRO PER, AND, YES, I'M REPRESENTING MYSELF. THIS CASE
4 IS ACTUALLY IN APPELLATE COURT ON MY KID. MY APPELLATE

5 ATTORNEY AND HER APPELLATE ATTORNEY IS FORCING IT BACK TO

6 CHILDREN'S COURT AND SAYING CHILDREN'S SERVICES IS IN THE

7 WRONG. I ALSO WOULD LIKE TO STATE THAT I HAVE RAN THE LOS

8 ANGELES COUNTY DEPARTMENT, CHILDREN FAMILY SERVICES WITH THE

9 STATE OFFICE OF CONSUMER AFFAIRS, AND I DON'T THINK YOU GUYS
10 WANT TO KNOW WHAT'S COMING BACK. THERE IS NO RECORDS COMING

11 BACK. YOU GUYS ARE RUNNING THAT COMPANY ILLEGALLY. IF I HAVE
12 TO BRING YOU GUYS IN THERE FOR NOT INVESTIGATING THIS,

13 INCLUDING YOU, GLORIA MOLINA, INCLUDING YOU, MIKE, INCLUDING
14 YOU, ANYBODY THAT'S SITTING AT THIS TABLE, I WILL. I HAVE

15 ALREADY FOUND OUT THERE'S FRAUDULENT THINGS HAPPENING. HOW

16 ABOUT-- LET ME BRING THIS UP. I'M NOT EVEN ON THE BIRTH

17 CERTIFICATE AND I'M $8,000 IN DEBT ON MY COLLECTIONS REPORT

18 FOR CHILD SUPPORT. HOW CAN THE HELL THAT HAPPEN? I'VE GIVEN

19 YOU GUYS UNTIL THE END OF NEXT WEEK TO INVESTIGATE THIS SYSTEM
20 OR I'LL GO ALL THE WAY TO THE TOP, TO THE GOVERNOR, MAYBE EVEN

21 TO THE PRESIDENT. I AIN'T PLAYING AROUND.

3 SUP. KNABE, CHAIR: THANK YOU.

5 SHIRLEY DIXON FARRIOR: MY NAME IS SHIRLEY DIXON FARRIOR.

6 SUPERVISOR MOLINA, DID I HEAR YOU SAY THE C.S.W'S WHO PREPARE
7 AND PRODUCE FALSE EVIDENCE ARE IN CAHOOTS WITH SOMEONE? ARE

8 YOU SUGGESTING THAT THEY ARE IN CAHOOTS WITH COUNTY COUNSEL,
9 SUPERVISORS, COURT-APPOINTED ATTORNEYS, JUDGE NASH, JUDGE

10 EMILY STEVENS AND OTHER JUDGES, COMMISSIONERS, AND REFEREES? I
11 TALKED WITH, MORE OR LESS INTERVIEWED, ATTORNEY L. ERNESTINE
12 FIELDS CONCERNING SOME INFORMATION THAT I HAD ABOUT SOCIAL

13 WORKERS WHO WERE FALSIFYING EVIDENCE, AND I SAID TO ATTORNEY
14 L. ERNESTINE FIELDS, I CERTAINLY HOPE THAT ALL SOCIAL WORKERS
15 DO NOT FUNCTION LIKE THIS. HER RESPONSE WAS, "OH, YES, THEY
16 DO, THEY ARE TERRIBLE PEOPLE AND THEY DO STUFF LIKE THIS ALL

22 DID NOT HEAR ANY PUBLIC REPRIMAND OF DR. SANDERS. AND WHAT

23 ABOUT THE TWO CHILDREN WHO DIED IN THE HOT CAR? DID THAT

24 HAPPEN ON HIS WATCH? WHY WAS IT THAT HE WAS REPRIMANDED FOR

25 ONE CHILD BUT NOT ANOTHER? DID I HEAR YOU MAKE A DIFFERENCE
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BETWEEN CHILDREN WHO DIE WHILE IN FOSTER CARE AND THOSE WHO
DIE WHILE IN THEIR BIOLOGICAL PARENTS' CARE? DID I HEAR THOSE
THINGS? AND, LAST BUT NOT LEAST, IT APPEARS THAT EVERY TIME
SUPERVISOR YAROSLAVSKY SPEAKS TO CHILDREN'S ISSUES, HE STARTS
TO VIOLATE BOARD RULE SECTION 10-A. HE STARTS TO SAY A BAD
WORD. I WANT YOU TO STOP SAYING THAT BAD WORD. MY MOTHER

THERE? IF YOU'D COME FORWARD, PLEASE.
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1 MARY SUE LEWIS: MY NAME IS MARY SUE LEWIS AND I REPRESENT THE
2 COMPTON COMMUNITY CITYWIDE FOSTER PARENT ASSOCIATION. MY HEART
3 IS REALLY HEAVY TODAY AS I SIT HERE IN THE CHAIR. I DON'T HAVE
4 A LOT OF PAPERS BUT I'VE HAD A LOT OF EXPERIENCE WORKING WITH
5 FOSTER CHILDREN DOWN THROUGH THE YEARS. MY-- ONE OF MY

6 CONCERNS IS THAT NOT ONLY AM I THE PRESIDENT OF THE

7 ASSOCIATION, BUT WE ALSO ADVOCATE FOR PARENTS AS WELL AS FOR

8 OUR CHILDREN. WE HAVE OVER 40 ALLEGATIONS, DR. SANDERS, IN THE
9 COMPTON CITYWIDE. IT DOES NOT MEAN THAT THEY ALL LIVE IN

10 COMPTON BECAUSE WE REPRESENT, BY BEING A CITYWIDE ASSOCIATION,
11 PARAMOUNT, DOWNEY, BELLFLOWER, CARSON, JUST ANY NUMBER OF

12 FOSTER PARENTS THAT COME FROM ALL OVER BECAUSE THEY THINK THEY
13 CAN GET HELP FROM OUR ASSOCIATION. WE DO HAVE QUITE A FEW

14 FOSTER PARENTS THAT HAVE ALLEGATIONS THAT ARE FOUNDED, SOME

15 ARE NOT FOUNDED, AND WE ARE REALLY CONCERNED ABOUT SOME RED

16 FLAGS BEING BESIDE FOSTER PARENTS' NAMES FOR A YEAR OR TWO

17 YEARS AND THE FOSTER PARENTS HAVE ASKED ME TO ASK THE COUNTY
18 IF THEY WOULD PLEASE CONSIDER, IF THEY'RE NOT GOING TO USE THE
19 FOSTER PARENTS SERVICES ANYMORE, JUST TELL THEM STRAIGHT OUT,
20 "WE'RE NOT GOING TO USE YOU, TAKE THE FLAG DOWN OFF THEIR

21 NAME, AND THEY CAN GO ON ABOUT THEIR BUSINESS." THEY HAVE

22 HOMES THAT ARE OPEN. SOME HAVE THREE BEDROOMS, FOUR BEDROOMS.

23 BECAUSE OF SOME ALLEGATIONS FOR GOD KNOWS WHATEVER, AND IT'S
24 MANY OF THEM, BUT I WOULD REALLY LIKE FOR YOU TO CONSIDER, IF

25 YOU'RE GOING TO USE THE FOSTER PARENTS, FINE. IF THERE IS A
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1 CORRECTIVE ACTION, LET'S DO IT AND LET'S GET ON WITH IT AND
2 THEY CAN FILL THAT VACANCY. MY THING IS ALL ABOUT KEEPING THE
3 CHILDREN SAFE, JUST LIKE I'M SURE ALL THE SUPERVISORS AND

4 EVERYBODY ELSE HERE IN THIS MEETING IS CONCERNED ABOUT KEEPING
5 THE CHILDREN SAFE. ONE THING WE'RE REALLY CONCERNED ABOUT, AND
