3 THEIR LIVES AND ACHIEVE THEIR FULL POTENTIAL. FOUNDED IN 1988,
4 THE PROGRAM HAS BEEN A PROVEN SUCCESS IN PUBLIC SCHOOLS IN SIX

4 JUVENILE OFFENDER AND IMPOSE AN APPROPRIATE SENTENCE. AND, AT
5 THE COMPLETION OF WHICH, THE YOUTHFUL OFFENDER'S ARREST AND

6 RECORDS ARE EXPUNGED. JUDGE WESLEY IS COMMITTED TO THE

7 EXPANSION OF THE TEEN COURT PROGRAM, HELPING TO ESTABLISH TEEN
8 COURTS AT WILSON, DORSEY, CARSON, MANUAL ARTS AND TAFT HIGH

9 SCHOOLS. HIS PERSONAL INVOLVEMENT AND SUSTAINED COMMITMENT HAS
10 EMPOWERED MANY STUDENTS TO MAKE POSITIVE DECISIONS AFFECTING
11 THEIR FUTURE AND THEIR COMMUNITIES. HIS PARTICIPATION IN THE

17 DISTRICT OF LOS ANGELES SUPERIOR COURT AND RECENTLY COMPLETED
18 HER FIRST YEAR OF SERVICE AS THE PRESIDING JUDICIAL OFFICER AT
19 THE NEWLY OPENED TEEN COURT PROGRAM AT TAFT HIGH SCHOOL IN THE
20 SAN FERNANDO VALLEY. COMMISSIONER SERIO SERVES WITHOUT PAY AS
21 A VOLUNTEER JUDICIAL OFFICER FOR THE COUNTY'S TEEN COURT,

22 AGAIN, I WON'T REPEAT WHAT THIS PROGRAM IS, AND SHE, TOO, HAS

23 BEEN COMMITTED TO THE EXPANSION OF THIS PROGRAM AND THE HOPE
24 IS, AS I UNDERSTAND IT NOW, THAT THREE MORE HIGH SCHOOLS WOULD

25 RECEIVE DESIGNATION FOR TEEN COURTS AND THOSE PROGRAMS WOULD
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1 GO-- THE SCHOOLS THAT HAVE INDICATED INTEREST ARE GRANT HIGH
2 SCHOOL, MONROE HIGH SCHOOL, MY SON'S ALMA MATTER, AND VAN NUYS
3 HIGH SCHOOL, WHICH WILL BE STARTING THIS FALL, ALL IN THE SAN
4 FERNANDO VALLEY. THE TEEN COURT PROGRAM IS UNIQUE. TEENS SIT

5 IN JUDGMENT OF THEIR PEERS. THE COURTS ARE HELD AT THE SCHOOL
6 AND IT'S FOR FIRST-TIME OFFENDERS AND IT'S A WAY TO ADDRESS

7 PROBLEMS OF FIRST-TIME OFFENDERS AND KEEP THEM OUT OF THE

8 JUDICIAL SYSTEM, WHICH IS GOOD FOR THEM AND WHICH IS ALSO GOOD
9 FOR US IF THEY CAN KEEP THEIR NOSES CLEAN AFTER THAT FIRST

10 EXPERIENCE. IT'S A GREAT OPPORTUNITY FOR TEENS TO LEARN A

11 LITTLE BIT ABOUT RESPONSIBILITY AND ALSO ABOUT OUR JUDICIAL

12 WAY OF LIFE. IT'S REALLY A GREAT PROGRAM AND ONE WHICH I HOPE
13 ONE DAY WILL EXPAND EVEN BEYOND THE SCHOOLS THAT WE HAVE NOW
14 AND THE THREE HIGH SCHOOLS THAT ARE SCHEDULED TO RECEIVE THIS
15 SERVICE. COLLETTE AND DAVID, I WANT TO THANK YOU BOTH FOR YOUR
16 LEADERSHIP, FOR YOUR VISION. THIS IS LITERALLY THINKING

17 OUTSIDE THE BOX IN TERMS OF THE RISK THAT IS INVOLVED. I CAN
18 IMAGINE THAT IT WAS NOT EASY TO SELL THIS IDEA AT FIRST BUT

19 IT'S AN IDEA THAT HAS TAKEN HOLD AND IS HAVING A POSITIVE

20 IMPACT ON OUR JUDICIAL SYSTEM AND, MORE IMPORTANTLY, ON THESE
21 PARTICULAR KIDS, THESE TEENS WHO FIND THEMSELVES IN A BIT OF A

22 PROBLEM FOR THE FIRST TIME. SO WE WANTED TO RECOGNIZE YOU,

23 DAVID, I'LL GIVE YOU THIS RESOLUTION, AND COLLETTE, THIS IS
24 FOR YOU, AND I'D LIKE TO ASK YOU TO SAY A COUPLE OF WORDS, IF

25 YOU WILL.
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COLLETTE SERIO: THANK YOU, SUPERVISOR, AND THANK YOU, MEMBERS
OF THE BOARD, FOR THIS RECOGNITION. TAFT HIGH SCHOOL STARTED
THEIR TEEN COURT PROGRAM THIS YEAR AND THEY ARE ENERGIZED. NOT
ONLY DOES IT BENEFIT JUVENILE MINORS BUT IT IS A GREAT
OPPORTUNITY FOR STUDENTS AT TAFT HIGH SCHOOL. IT IS AN

JONATHAN RIGHT NOW BUT HE'S ALREADY HERE. JONATHAN SEDANO, WHO
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1 IS ACCOMPANIED BY MR. AND MRS. DAVID SEDANO, AND ANDREA LUZ,
2 AND WE HAVE A WHOLE BUNCH OF FOLKS HERE. WE HAVE BATTALION

3 FIRE CHIEF MICHAEL SAENZ AND ASSISTANT FIRE CHIEF JOHN NIETO

4 AND CAPTAIN BILL BORGEO AND OTHER MEMBERS OF THE FIREFIGHTERS,
5 BOB PEGLER, DAVID WALLENDER, JULIO MERIMONTEZ JASON VASQUEZ

6 AND LEONARD CRUZ. TODAY WE ARE HONORING JONATHAN FOR HIS QUICK
7 AND DECISIVE THINKING AND LIFESAVING ACTIONS OF JULY 23RD. ON
8 JULY 23RD, AT HIS UNCLE'S HOME IN HACIENDA HEIGHTS, JONATHAN

9 FOUND HIS 48-YEAR-OLD UNCLE, LARRY FRANCO, LYING ON THE POOL

5 FOR YOUR QUICK THINKING AND I KNOW THAT YOUR UNCLE THANKS YOU

7 HIS COLLEAGUES IN THE DEPARTMENT. OKAY. YOUR PRESENTATION IS

10 SUP. ANTONOVICH: AT 11:00. THEY'RE COMING FROM CITY HALL.

12 SUP. KNABE, CHAIR: ALL RIGHT. YOU'RE UP FIRST ON SPECIALS SO
13 WE'LL PROCEED.

14

15 SUP. ANTONOVICH: FIRST, I'D LIKE, FOR NEXT WEEK, TO INTRODUCE
16 THIS FOLLOWING MOTION. FOR MORE THAN 40 YEARS, A PRIVATE AIR
17 PARK HAS BEEN LOCATED IN AGUA DULCE. IT WAS AUTHORIZED IN THE
18 LATE 1950S BY A COUNTY PERMIT WHICH, DUE TO ITS AGE, DOES NOT
19 INCLUDE THE LAND USE CONTROLS TYPICAL OF MODERN DAY ZONING

20 APPROVALS. RECENTLY, THERE'S BEEN A NEW OPERATOR OF THE AIR
21 PARK AND A SERIES OF CONSTRUCTION PROJECTS AND MANAGEMENT

22 CHANGES HAS CAUSED A NEW AND UNFORESEEN IMPACTS UPON THE

23 SURROUNDING COMMUNITY. FOR SEVERAL MONTHS, RESIDENTS IN THE
24 COMMUNITY HAVE VOICED CONCERNS ABOUT POTENTIALLY ADVERSE

25 IMPACTS ASSOCIATED WITH THE TRAFFIC NOISE, STORM WATER RUN-
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1 OFF, AND DUST. MANY BELIEVE THAT THESE IMPACTS INTRUDE UPON
2 OTHERWISE LOW DENSITY, QUIET, EQUESTRIAN COMMUNITIES. OF

3 PARTICULAR CONCERN ARE THE IMPACTS ASSOCIATED WITH FILMING BY
4 THE ENTERTAINMENT INDUSTRY WHICH IS PERMITTED SEPARATELY BY

5 THE E.I.D.C. ENTERTAINMENT INDUSTRY DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION.

6 INVESTIGATIONS BY COUNTY COURT ENFORCEMENT STAFE HAVE

7 IDENTIFIED A SERIES OF VIOLATIONS OF PERMIT CONDITIONS. AS A

8 RESULT, THE COUNTY HAS ISSUED SEVERAL NOTICES OF VIOLATION TO
9 THE OPERATOR OF THE AIR PARK. AS AN ADDITIONAL PRECAUTION, THE
10 DEPARTMENT OF REGIONAL PLANNING RECENTLY RETAINED AN OUTSIDE
11 MONITOR TO INSPECT THE AIR PARK ON A REGULAR BASIS AND ISSUE
12 WRITTEN REPORTS CONCERNING COMPLIANCE WITH COUNTY CONDITIONS,
13 CODES, AND PROCEDURES. GIVEN THE CHANGE OCCURRING AT THE AGUA
14 DULCE AIR PARK THAT MAY ENDANGER PUBLIC HEALTH AND SAFETY TO
15 THE COMMUNITY, THE LACK OF ADEQUATE CONTROLS IN THE UNDERLYING
16 PERMIT, THE PENDING NOTICES OF VIOLATION, THE STEADY COURSE OF
17 CONCERNS EXPRESSED BY THE RESIDENTS THAT THE USE OF THE

18 A.D.A.P. MAY CONSTITUTE A NUISANCE, IT'S CLEARLY TIME FOR

19 COUNTY DECISION MAKERS TO CONDUCT A PUBLIC HEARING TO REVIEW
20 THESE MATTERS AND DETERMINE IF ADDITIONAL CONDITIONS ARE

21 WARRANTED. SO I'D MOVE THAT THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS NEXT WEEK

22 DIRECT THE DIRECTOR OF REGIONAL PLANNING TO TAKE THE NECESSARY

23 STEPS TO CONDUCT A MODIFICATION REVOCATION HEARING FOR THE
24 AGUA DULCE AIRPORT, DIRECT THE REGIONAL PLANNING COMMISSION TO

25 HOLD A NOTICE PUBLIC HEARING IN OR NEAR THE AGUA DULCE
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1 COMMUNITY AT THE EARLIEST POSSIBLE DATE. THE HEARING SHALL BE
2 CONDUCTED AT LOCATION AND TIME CONVENIENT TO RESIDENTS AND

3 REGIONAL PLANNING STAFF SHALL CONSULT ON THESE DETAILS WITH

4 REPRESENTATIVES OF THE AGUA DULCE TOWN COUNCIL IN THE FIFTH

5 DISTRICT, DIRECT THE COUNTY COUNSEL AND DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC
6 WORKS TO ASSIST THE DEPARTMENT OF REGIONAL PLANNING IN

7 RESEARCHING ALL PERMIT CODE COMPLIANCE ISSUES RELATIVE TO THE
8 AGUA DULCE AIR PARK AND TO FURTHER ASSIST REGIONAL PLANNING IN
9 THE PREPARATION OF A STAFF REPORT FOR THIS HEARING. REQUEST

10 THAT THE ENTERTAINMENT INDUSTRY DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION REVIEW
11 THE IMPACTS ASSOCIATED WITH FILM SHOOTS AT THE AGUA DULCE AIR
12 PARK AND SUGGEST POTENTIAL CORRECTIVE CONDITIONS THAT THE

13 REGIONAL PLANNING COMMISSION CAN CONSIDER DURING A

14 MODIFICATION REVOCATION HEARING. SO THAT WILL BE FOR NEXT

15 WEEK, MR. CHAIRMAN. I WOULD LIKE TO CALL UP NUMBER 21. WE HAVE
16 PEOPLE FROM THE AUDIENCE WHO HAVE SIGNED UP ON THIS.

22 PUBLIC.

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SUP. KNABE, CHAIR: OKAY. WE'LL GET THE DEPARTMENT. ARE THEY
2 HERE? OKAY. DO WE HAVE ANYONE HERE FROM... HERE WE GO. OKAY.

11 SUP. KNABE, CHAIR: OKAY. DO YOU HAVE SPECIFIC QUESTIONS, MR.
12 ANTONOVICH, OF THE DEPARTMENT OR...

14 SUP. ANTONOVICH: WELL, WHY DON'T-- WE CAN HAVE THE PUBLIC WHO
15 HAS SIGNED UP SPEAK AND THE DEPARTMENT CAN RESPOND.

16

17 SUP. KNABE, CHAIR: OKAY. WE HAVE JANIE PLUMB AND VANESSA

18 WATTERS. IF THEY'D COME FORWARD, PLEASE. OKAY. EITHER ONE OF
19 YOU. JUST BE SURE YOU IDENTIFY YOURSELEF FOR THE RECORD AND

20 THEN PROCEED.

22 VANESSA WATTERS: MY NAME IS VANESSA WATTERS. I LIVE AT 21322

23 SEQUOIA DRIVE IN CHATSWORTH. I HAVE A VERY BRIEF STATEMENT ON
24 BEHALF OF SAVE CHATSWORTH, INC. IN THE LETTER ADDRESSED TO

25 SUPERVISOR ANTONOVICH DATED AUGUST 9TH, 2004, SAVE CHATSWORTH
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1 EXPRESSED THE OPINION THAT, IF ADDITIONAL MITIGATION MEASURES
2 REQUESTED BY THE M.R.C.A. WERE INCORPORATED INTO THE FINAL

3 SETTLEMENT AND EASEMENT AGREEMENTS REGARDING THE NORTHERN

4 PROPERTY OWNERS' ACCESS RIGHTS IN THIS CASE, DEVELOPMENT TO

5 THE NORTH WOULD BE EFFECTIVELY LIMITED. WE WOULD LIKE TO SEE
6 YOUR APPROVAL OF THIS PROJECT TAKE NOTE THAT A PROMISED REVIEW
7 OF THE FINAL DOCUMENTS IS PENDING BUT WE BELIEVE THAT, WITH

8 THIS REVIEW, THIS ISSUE CAN BE COMPLETELY RESOLVED. THANK YOU.

10 JANIE PLUMB: JANIE PLUMB, 10755 DESOTO AVENUE, CHATSWORTH,

11 LIVING SOUTH OF THIS ENTIRE PROJECT. I BELIEVE THAT THE ISSUES
12 OF THE CORE RIDGE PROPERTIES LINKING THE NUMBER OF DWELLINGS
13 TO A LIMITATION ON THIS SITE, AS WELL AS THE DEER LAKE

14 ADDITION, CAN BE ADEQUATELY ADDRESSED DURING PUBLIC REVIEW BY
15 GROUPS, BY THE M.R.C.A., BY PRESIDIO, THE SANTA MONICA

16 MOUNTAINS CONSERVANCY AND COMMUNITY MEMBERS, AND I AM LOOKING
17 FORWARD TO PARTICIPATING IN THIS. SECONDLY, THE CAREFUL

18 ROUTING OF THE COUNTY MULTIUSE TRAIL SYSTEMS FROM CHATSWORTH
19 THROUGH THE PRESIDIO DEVELOPMENT, AROUND AND PAST THE CORE

20 RIDGE PRESIDIO PARCELS SHOULD BE SECURED THROUGH THE DOCUMENTS
21 BEFORE YOU TODAY, AND WE'LL CONTINUE AND GREATLY CONTRIBUTE TO

22 BRINGING WE WHO LIVE ON THE CHATSWORTH FLATS SOUTH OF THIS

23 PROJECT EVER CLOSER TO OUR GOAL OF GALLOPING OFF INTO THE
24 SUNSET TOWARD THE MICHAEL D. ANTONOVICH REGIONAL PARK. THANK

25 YOU, SIR.
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SUP. ANTONOVICH: THANK YOU. LET ME SAY, TO REFRESH THE BOARD'S
MEMORY AT THE LAST PUBLIC HEARING THAT WE HELD ON DEER LAKE,
THERE WERE PROPERTY OWNERS WHO HAD VOICED OBJECTIONS ABOUT
BEING THE POTENTIAL FOR BEING DENIED ACCESS TO THEIR PROPERTY.
ADDITIONALLY, SEVERAL OF THE RESIDENTS FROM CHATSWORTH
EXPRESSED CONCERN ABOUT FUTURE DEVELOPMENTS NORTH OF THE DEER
LAKE PROPERTY AND, SINCE THAT TIME, THE PARTIES HAVE COME
TOGETHER WITH THE MOUNTAINS RECREATION AND CONSERVATION
AUTHORITY TO RESOLVE THOSE OUTSTANDING ISSUES. THE RECREATION
CONSERVATION AUTHORITY HAS ALREADY TAKEN STEPS TO APPROVE

3 COMBINED ACTIONS ENSURE THAT THE RIGHTS OF INDIVIDUAL PROPERTY
4 OWNERS ARE NOT BEING ABRIDGED BY THE ACTION THAT THE COUNTY IS
5 UNDERTAKING TODAY AND NOTHING THAT THE COUNTY IS DOING IN

6 APPROVING THIS PROJECT PROHIBITS ACCESS TO ADJOINING PROPERTY
7 OWNERS. SIMILARLY, I'M CONFIDENT THAT THE CONCERNS OF

8 CHATSWORTH RESIDENTS ARE BEING INCORPORATED AS MITIGATION

9 MEASURES INTO THE AGREEMENTS AS NEGOTIATED BY THE MOUNTAIN

10 RECREATIONAL CONSERVATION AUTHORITY, AND I COMMEND THE STAFF
11 OF THE M.R.C.A. AND THE INDIVIDUAL PROPERTY OWNERS TO THE

12 NORTH, MISS LINDA COREBRIDGE AND MICHAEL ANGELO AND MR. ED

13 PETERS FOR WORKING TO A REASONABLE ACCOMMODATION. ALSO, I'D

14 LIKE TO PRAISE THE CHATSWORTH RESIDENTS, INCLUDING MEMBERS OF
15 SAVE CHATSWORTH, MARK AND VANESSA WATTERS, JEAN PLUMB, MARTY
16 WOHO AND ANNA COX, WHO VOLUNTEERED MANY HOURS TO WORK WITH THE
17 COUNTY TO RESOLVE THESE AND OTHER ISSUES PERTAINING AND ALSO
18 TO COUNTY STAFEF AND TO PAUL NOVAK FROM MY STAFEF AND PATTY

19 FRIEDMAN. SO, WITH THAT, I'D MOVE THE MOTION, MR. CHAIRMAN.

21 SUP. KNABE, CHAIR: OKAY. ITEM NUMBER 21 MOVED BY SUPERVISOR

22 ANTONOVICH. THE CHAIR WILL SECOND. WITHOUT OBJECTION, SO

15 ARMY VETERAN, WHERE HE RAISED TO THE RANK OF MAJOR. HE WAS

16 ALSO RECOGNIZED THROUGHOUT MANY OF THE DENTAL AND EDUCATIONAL
17 ORGANIZATIONS FOR HIS OUTSTANDING LEADERSHIP TO THE COMMUNITY.

3 CAR TO THE END. HER HUSBAND'S UNCLE IS THE MAN WHO DEVELOPED

4 GLENDALE, BRAND BOULEVARD, AND BRAND LIBRARY, EVERYTHING IS

5 NAMED AFTER BRAND. WELL, SHE HAPPENED TO BE THE OLDEST ROSE

6 QUEEN LIVING. SHE WAS A GRADUATE OF U.C.L.A., WORKED AS A

16 RELTANCE ON IMPORTED WATER SUPPLIES AND WATER TREATMENT

11 DR. THOMAS GARTHWAITE: WE'RE WORKING WITH DREW UNIVERSITY NOW
12 TO HAVE THAT DISCUSSION. WE HAD ENTERTAINED THAT DURING OUR

13 NEGOTIATION PROCESS, HAD LEFT ROOM TO DO THAT BUT, IN RESPONSE
14 TO SEVERAL BOARD MEMBER QUESTIONS AND CONCERNS, WE'VE GONE

15 BACK TO DREW AND WE'RE WORKING WITH THEM NOW TO HAVE THAT

16 DIALOGUE.

17

18 SUP. ANTONOVICH: FACULTY COMPETENCY EVALUATIONS TO FIX THOSE
19 CLINICAL PROBLEMS, WOULD IT NOT BE OBVIOUS THAT WE EVALUATE

20 THE FACULTY TO MAKE SURE THAT THEY'RE COMPETENT? WE WERE TOLD
21 THAT 30% WERE NOT. AND WHY DOES THE PROPOSED AGREEMENT NOT

22 ADDRESS THOSE SPECIFICS ON EVALUATION?

23
24 DR. THOMAS GARTHWAITE: THE EVALUATION OF CLINICAL COMPETENCE,

25 NOT ACADEMIC COMPETENCE OR TEACHING COMPETENCE, CLINICAL
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1 COMPETENCE IS REALLY THE RESPONSIBILITY OF THE MEDICAL CENTER.
2 IN A MEMO TO THIS BOARD A COUPLE WEEKS AGO, I OUTLINED SOME

3 ADDITIONAL AUGMENTATIONS TO OUR QUALITY ASSURANCE PRACTICES

4 THAT OUR DEPARTMENT WILL PURSUE. ONE OF THOSE-- ONE OF THE KEY
5 ASPECTS OF THAT IS AN ENHANCEMENT AND ASSESSMENT OF THE

6 EFFECTIVENESS OF OUR CREDENTIALING AND PRIVILEGING PROCESS,

7 OUR CREDENTIALING AND PRIVILEGING PROCESS IS THE WAY IN WHICH
8 A HOSPITAL ASSESSES THE ONGOING CURRENT CLINICAL COMPETENCE OF
9 ITS MEDICAL STAFF. SO WE ANTICIPATE WE'LL HAVE THAT ASSESSMENT
10 AVAILABLE WITHIN THE NEXT SIX MONTHS. I LAID OUT A TIME FRAME
11 IN THAT DOCUMENT.

13 SUP. ANTONOVICH: IF-- THAT SHOULD BE SPELLED OUT IN THE

14 CONTRACT?

16 DR. THOMAS GARTHWAITE: THE CONTRACT VERY CLEARLY SPELLS OUT

17 THAT ALL FACULTY MEMBERS AND EVERYONE WHO SATISFIES THE

18 CONTRACT FROM DREW UNIVERSITY MUST ADHERE TO ALL HOSPITAL AND
19 COUNTY POLICIES. THE COUNTY POLICIES AND HOSPITAL POLICIES

20 REQUIRE THAT ALL PHYSICIANS ARE CREDENTIALED AND PRIVILEGED

21 AND THEN REPRIVILEGED EVERY TWO YEARS. AND SO THERE IS AN

22 ONGOING PROCESS TO ASSESS THE CURRENT CLINICAL COMPETENCE OF

23 STAFEF. I THINK THAT YOU COULD MAKE THE ARGUMENT THAT MANY

24 HOSPITALS THROUGHOUT THE UNITED STATES DON'T DO THAT PROCESS

SUP. ANTONOVICH: YOU SAID THE 30% THAT WERE NOT AS COMPETENT

DR. THOMAS GARTHWAITE: WELL, I HAVE TO GO BACK AND LOOK EXACT-
- THE QUOTATION ABOUT 30%. WHAT I WOULD SAY IS THAT WE HAVE
SEEN, IN MANY OF THE REPORTS BACK FROM THE AMERICAN-- THE
A.C.G.M.E., THE INDIVIDUAL THAT OVERSEES THE GRADUATE MEDICAL
EDUCATION, WE'VE SEEN-- THEY HAD CONCERNS ABOUT THE ACADEMIC

TO MAKE THE CORRECTION, THE REPLACEMENT?

DR. THOMAS GARTHWAITE: YEAH, ABSOLUTELY BELIEVE THAT. IT'S
VERY CLEAR THAT WE HAVE THE ABILITY TO EXCLUDE FROM THE

HOSPITAL ANYONE WE DON'T BELIEVE IS CLINICALLY COMPETENT AND
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1 WE HAVE SIGNIFICANT NEW MEASURES AND INCENTIVES WITHIN THE

2 CONTRACT TO ASSURE THE ACADEMIC QUALITY.

4 SUP. ANTONOVICH: RELATIVE TO PARITY AND STIPENDS AND PAY FOR
5 THE DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH SERVICE PHYSICIANS COUNTYWIDE, YOU

6 HAVE ONE PHYSICIAN, DR. LOCKE, WHO MAKES $600,000 A YEAR IN

7 TAXPAYER MONEY BUT HE ONLY PERFORMED SEVEN SURGERIES LAST

8 YEAR. WOULD IT NOT BE TIME NOW, WITH LEVERAGE FROM THE COUNTY
9 PERSPECTIVE IN THE NEGOTIATIONS OF THE CONTRACT, THAT WE

10 ADDRESS THESE ISSUES BECAUSE DOCTORS AT DREW ARE MAKING MORE,
11 ON AVERAGE, THAN OTHER DOCTORS?

13 DR. THOMAS GARTHWAITE: YEAH, WE ARE CURRENTLY UNDERGOING A

14 VERY CAREFUL EVALUATION OF THAT IN RESPONSE TO SOME OF THE

15 QUESTIONS, I THINK, YOUR OFFICE HAS PREVIOUSLY ASKED ME. WE
16 WENT BACK AND ASKED ABOUT SALARY, AND I WAS TOLD THAT HIS

2 THAT ON TOP OF MY-- OFF THE TOP OF MY HEAD BUT...

4 SUP. ANTONOVICH: AND ALSO THE NUMBER OF SURGERIES THAT THEY

5 PERFORM A YEAR.

7 DR. THOMAS GARTHWAITE: RIGHT. YOUR QUESTION, THOUGH, IS A

8§ VALID ONE AND WE HAVE BEEN UNDERGOING AN ANALYSIS. IN FACT, WE
9 ASKED THE AUDITOR-CONTROLLER TO GIVE US A SENSE OF HOW THE

7 SYSTEM, CHAIRS AN OVERSIGHT COMMITTEE ON GRADUATE MEDICAL

16 AGREEMENT, YOU DON'T HAVE ANY SUBSTANTIVE CHANGES IN HOLDING
17 DREW ACCOUNTABLE FOR THEIR PERFORMANCE.

18

19 DR. THOMAS GARTHWAITE: WELL, I RESPECTFULLY DISAGREE THAT

20 THERE AREN'T SUBSTANTIVE CHANGES. WE CLEARLY HAVE PROVIDED, IN
21 THIS AGREEMENT, FOR PAYMENT FOR SERVICES RENDERED. WE HAVE

22 INSTITUTED A NEW TIMECARD MECHANISM. WE HAVE MADE SIGNIFICANT

12 CONTRACT FOR CONSIDERABLE NUMBERS OF CLINICAL SERVICES. AT

13 HARBOR U.C.L.A., WE DON'T HAVE THE SAME NUMBER OF DIRECT

14 CONTRACTS FOR CLINICAL SERVICES. AND OLIVE VIEW IS QUITE

15 DIFFERENT IN THEIR ACADEMIC RELATIONSHIP BECAUSE MOST OF THOSE
16 RESIDENTS ARE PRIMARILY U.C.L.A. RESIDENTS WHO ROTATE THROUGH

19 SUP. ANTONOVICH: WHY DOES THE DEPARTMENT PAY DREW UNIVERSITY'S
20 DEAN SALARY AND LIBRARY COSTS, WHEREAS OTHER MEDICAL

21 AFFILIATION AGREEMENTS DON'T HAVE THIS TYPE OF ENHANCEMENT?

22

23 DR. THOMAS GARTHWAITE: WELL, IT TURNS OUT THAT I THINK I
24 PRESENTED THE DATA INCOMPLETELY IN THE PAST. AND, FOLLOWING

25 SOME OF THE DISCUSSIONS I'VE HAD WITH YOUR OFFICE, GONE BACK
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1 AND HAVE LOOKED AT OUR LIBRARY COSTS AND SOME OF OUR OTHER
2 ADMINISTRATIVE COSTS ACROSS OUR DIFFERENT AGREEMENTS. IT TURNS
3 OUT, FOR INSTANCE, AT COUNTY U.S.C. MEDICAL CENTER, WE HAVE

24 SUP. ANTONOVICH: WHY DOES THE KING DREW MEDICAL AFFILIATION

25 NOT HAVE SPECIFIC LANGUAGE ON ACADEMIC PHYSICIAN DISCIPLINES,
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1 THE PROCESS OF MEASURING PERFORMANCE OF QUALITY CARE? BECAUSE,
2 IN THE AGREEMENT, THERE IS NO ACCOUNTABILITY SPECIFICALLY
3 STIPULATED. YOU DO REFERENCE PERFORMANCE MEASUREMENT TOOLS BUT

4 THOSE ARE NOT IN THE CONTRACT, THEY'RE ONLY AS EXHIBITS.

6 DR. THOMAS GARTHWAITE: GENERALLY, THE ASSESSMENT OF ACADEMIC
7 PERFORMANCE AND THE ACTIONS TO BE TAKEN WOULD BE BY THE

8 EMPLOYER AGAINST THE EMPLOYEE, WHICH WOULD BE DREW AGAINST--
9 VERSUS-- WOULD BE DREW ACTIONS TAKEN AGAINST THEIR FACULTY.

10 MOST MEDICAL SCHOOLS ARE FATIRLY STRICT AND I KNOW AT LEAST IN
11 THE FACULTY THAT ADHERES TO THE U.C.L.A. PROMOTION AND TENURE
12 PROCESS, THAT THE REVIEW OF THOSE INDIVIDUALS HAS BEEN FAIRLY
13 RIGOROUS IN THE PAST. WHETHER OR NOT THAT APPLIES-- I DON'T
14 BELIEVE THAT HAS APPLIED TO ALL PHYSICIANS AT DREW BUT ALL

5 CONTRACT BEFORE US ARE LACKING IN THAT THE SANCTIONS INCLUDED
6 CANNOT REASONABLY BE TRIGGERED SINCE THERE ARE NO CLEAR-CUT

7 CRITERIA, BENCHMARKS, OR MONITORING. THIS APPROACH IS

8 SHORTSIGHTED AND PUTS THE COUNTY AND OUR PATIENTS AT RISK. IT
9 FALLS SHORT OF A RADICAL OVERHAUL OF THE RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN
10 DREW AND THE COUNTY AND OFFERS NO EVIDENCE OF THE REASSESSMENT
11 OF THE ENTIRE ACADEMIC PROGRAM, INCLUDING THE STREAMLINING AND
12 RECONFIGURATION OF SPECIALTY PROGRAMS AND RESIDENCIES THAT WAS
13 CALLED FOR BY DR. SATCHER'S TASK FORCE ON GRADUATE MEDICAL

14 EDUCATION. THESE ISSUES THAT ARE MENTIONED ARE SIMPLY

15 AGREEMENTS TO WORK ON IN THE FUTURE. THIS IS TOO VITAL TO NOT
16 ESTABLISH A CLEAR DIRECTION FOR CHANGE. I WOULD MOVE THAT THE
17 BOARD ACCEPT THE DEPARTMENT'S RECOMMENDATIONS ON THE GREEN

18 SHEET AND AMEND TO ADDRESS THE CONCERNS RELATED TO THE

19 FOLLOWING: ESTABLISHMENT OF CRITERIA TO EVALUATE COMPETENCY OF
20 FACULTY IN TERMS OF CLINICAL CARE AND ACADEMIC PERFORMANCE,

21 ESTABLISHMENT OF REASONABLE ACCOUNTABILITY STANDARDS AND

22 ASSOCIATED SANCTIONS BASED ON BENCHMARKS AND PLANS TO ENSURE

23 APPROPRIATE MONITORING, IMMEDIATELY INITIATE ACTION TO RETURN
24 SPONSORSHIP OF ACADEMIC PROGRAMS TO THE COUNTY FROM DREW, AS

25 IS IN THE PRACTICE AS LOS ANGELES COUNTY'S U.S.C. AND HARBOR'S
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1 U.C.L.A. MEDICAL CENTERS, ESTABLISHMENT OF A DETAILED PLAN AND
2 TIME LINE TO ASSESS AND RECONFIGURE RESIDENCY PROGRAMS AS

3 OUTLINED IN THE SATCHER TASKFORCE REPORT, ESTABLISH A SPECIFIC
4 RATIONAL ALLOCATION METHODOLOGY FOR STIPENDS FUNDED THROUGH

5 THE CONTRACT TO ADDRESS PARODY AND EQUITY ISSUES ACROSS THE

6 DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH SERVICES FACILITIES, AND PROVIDE AN

7 ANALYSIS ON THE ADMINISTRATIVE COSTS INCLUDED IN THE AGREEMENT
8 AND COMPARISON OF THESE COSTS IN RELATIONS TO THE COUNTY'S

9 AGREEMENTS WITH THE UNIVERSITY OF SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA AND

10 UNIVERSITY OF CALIFORNIA AT LOS ANGELES.

11

12 SUP. KNABE, CHAIR: OKAY. SUPERVISOR BURKE?

13

14 SUP. BURKE: YES, DR. GARTHWAITE, I'VE GONE THROUGH SOME OF

15 THESE WITH YOU WITH YOU. I DON'T THINK IT'S NECESSARY FOR ME
16 TO GO BACK OVER THERE. I MET WITH YOU INDIVIDUALLY AND POINTED
17 OUT ALL OF THE THINGS IN THE CONTRACT THAT ARE OF CONCERN TO
18 ME AND THERE ARE A NUMBER OF THEM THAT I THINK, AND THAT'S WHY
19 IT'S BEING CONTINUED, SO THAT YOU HAVE AN OPPORTUNITY TO REPLY
20 TO THEM. HOWEVER, I WOULD LIKE TO ASK ONE QUESTION, AND THAT
21 IS, WHEN ARE WE GOING TO HAVE AN ADMINISTRATOR AT MARTIN

22 LUTHER KING HOSPITAL? NOW, WE HAD A PROPOSED CONSULTANT

23 CONTRACT FOR A PERSON TO COME IN WHO WOULD FULL TIME BE
24 STATIONED THERE AT THE HOSPITAL TO LOOK AT ALL THE ISSUES

25 THERE, AND I WAS REALLY JUST ABSOLUTELY JUST AMAZED IF AN
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1 ADMINISTRATOR DIDN'T KNOW IF THERE WAS A HOLE IN THE BUILDING.
2 AND, WHEN I READ THAT, WHEN THEY CAME THROUGH-- AND IT WAS THE
3 CcC.M.S., CAME THROUGH, THEY FOUND SOME OF THESE THINGS THAT

4 WERE PROBLEMS WITH THE FACILITY. NOW, I GET THESE LETTERS FROM
5 PEOPLE SAYING, "WE DON'T HAVE A FULL-TIME ADMINISTRATOR

6 THERE," THAT THE PRESENT ADMINISTRATOR IS DOING TWO JOBS. HE'S
7 AT MARTIN LUTHER KING HOSPITAL BUT HE'S ALSO ASSIGNED TO

8§ ANOTHER HOSPITAL, SO THAT, IN FACT, WHAT WE HAVE AT A VERY

9 TROUBLED HOSPITAL IS SOMEONE PART TIME. NOW, I WANT TO FIND

10 OUT, WHAT ARE WE DOING? WHERE ARE WE GOING? WE NEED AN

11 ADMINISTRATOR THERE IN ORDER TO LOOK AT SOME OF THESE

12 PROBLEMS. WE CANNOT CONTINUE TO HAVE PROBLEMS WITH THE ACTUAL
13 FACILITY. YOU KNOW, WHEN WE TALK ABOUT DREW AND SOME OF THE

14 PHYSICIANS AND THE ACADEMICS, THAT IS WITHIN THE MEDICAL

15 SCHOOL, BUT THE ISSUES AS IT RELATES TO THE HOSPITAL ARE OUR
16 ISSUES, AND THEY HAVE TO BE ADDRESSED.

17

18 DR. THOMAS GARTHWAITE: IF I COULD JUST TO ADDRESS THE HOLES.

19 THE IMPRESSION THAT'S LEFT IS, IF YOU'RE WALKING AROUND, YOU
20 WOULD SEE A HOLE IN THE CEILING OR A HOLE IN THE WALL. THESE
21 ARE NOT WHAT WAS FOUND. IF YOU LOOK UP UNDER SUSPENDED

22 CEILINGS OR IN ELEVATOR SHAFTS, WHEN CONTRACTORS GO INTO THOSE

23 AREAS AND PULL NEW PIPES OR PULL NEW WIRES, THEY DRILL HOLES
24 AND BECAUSE-- IN THOSE WALLS, THOSE HOLES PRESENT A FIRE

25 HAZARD IF THEY'RE NOT CLOSED UP. SOME CONTRACTORS DID NOT
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1 CLOSE THOSE UP. THERE'S NO EXCUSE FOR NOT FINDING THOSE BUT

2 IT'S NOT QUITE AS OBVIOUS AS IT SOUNDS ON PAPER.

4 SUP. BURKE: WELL, IF IT WAS OBVIOUS TO A PERSON WHO JUST CAME

5 THROUGH TO MAKE A SURVEY...

7 DR. THOMAS GARTHWAITE: NO, THEY LOOK UP UNDER THE TILES. THEY
8 LIFT THE-- THE INSPECTION IS TO LOOK UP THERE. NOW, WE SHOULD
9 HAVE FOUND THOSE.

10

11 SUP. BURKE: BUT DON'T WE KNOW-- DON'T WE KNOW THEY'RE GOING TO
12 DO THAT?

13

14 DR. THOMAS GARTHWAITE: RIGHT. I'M NOT IN ANY WAY SUGGESTING WE
15 SHOULDN'T HAVE FOUND THAT OURSELVES BUT THE IMPRESSION WAS

16 LEFT. ..

17

18 SUP. BURKE: AND MATTRESSES THAT ARE DIRTY, SHOULDN'T WE KNOW
19 THAT?

20

21 DR. THOMAS GARTHWAITE: YEAH, ABSOLUTELY, THERE'S NO EXCUSE.

22

23 SUP. BURKE: THE FOOD THAT'S BEING PREPARED, IF IT'S NOT BEING
24 KEPT AT THE RIGHT TEMPERATURE? IT SEEMS YOU HAVE A PERSON

25 WHO'S IN CHARGE OF THE CAFETERIA, EVEN IF YOU CONTRACTED OUT
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1 FOR THE CAFETERIA, YOU HAVE SOMEONE WHO IS RESPONSIBLE. BUT AN
2 ADMINISTRATOR OF A HOSPITAL LOOKS AT ALL OF THOSE THINGS. ALL

3 OF THOSE THINGS.

5 DR. THOMAS GARTHWAITE: CORRECT.

7 SUP. BURKE: AND MY QUESTION, AGAIN, IS WHERE ARE YOU ON

8 FINDING AN ADMINISTRATOR?

10 DR. THOMAS GARTHWAITE: WE HAVE-- WE'RE WORKING WITH A

11 HEADHUNTER GROUP TO IDENTIEFY CANDIDATES NOW.

12

13 SUP. BURKE: WHEN DO YOU EXPECT TO HAVE A LIST OF PEOPLE WHERE
14 YOU CAN REPORT BACK TO US AND SAY THAT YOU HAVE A CERTAIN DATE
15 THAT YOU THINK YOU'LL HAVE AN ADMINISTRATOR?

16

17 DR. THOMAS GARTHWAITE: I DON'T WANT TO PROMISE YOU A TIME BUT
18 I'LL GET YOU THAT AS SOON AS WE GET...

19

20 SUP. BURKE: AND I HAVE TO TELL YOU, I CALLED LARRY KIDD WHEN I
21 READ, IN TERMS OF 22 PEOPLE, THAT ONE NURSE IS LOOKING AT IN

22 PSYCHIATRIC, WHEN WE'RE PAYING THEM A LOT OF MONEY, AND CAMDEN

23 GROUP IS RESPONSIBLE. THEY ALSO SHOULD BE RESPONSIBLE FOR ALL
24 THESE POLICY ISSUES. AND, BEFORE WE EXTEND THEIR CONTRACT, I

25 THINK WE SHOULD GET SOME DEFINITE UNDERSTANDING THAT THEY ARE
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1 PERFORMING. YOU KNOW, IT'S NOT ONLY THE MATTER OF THE NUMBER
2 OF NURSES ASSIGNED IN PSYCHIATRIC. IT'S THIS OTHER THING IN

3 TERMS OF POLICY AS FAR AS COUNTING SPONGES AND ALSO COUNTING
4 CLAMPS. THAT SORT OF POLICY ISSUE IS SOMETHING, WHEN YOU PAY A
5 COMPANY THE KIND OF CONSULTING FEES WE'RE PAYING, THEY SHOULD

6 BE ABLE TO HAVE THAT POLICY AND KNOW WHETHER OR NOT IT'S BEING
7 CARRIED OUT, BECAUSE THAT'S SO JUST MINOR-- I MEAN, IT'S NOT

8 MINOR, BUT IT'S SO ROUTINE THAT I WOULD THINK IMMEDIATELY

9 ANYONE WHO COMES IN AS A CONSULTANT, THEY'D LOOK AT THOSE

10 THINGS. SO, SOMEONE HAS TO REALLY GET ON THE BALL HERE, AND WE
11 CANNOT KEEP SHIFTING THE RESPONSIBILITY. THE DEPARTMENT OF

12 HEALTHCARE SERVICES HAS RESPONSIBILITY THAT MUST BE ADDRESSED.
13 IT HAS TO BE ADDRESSED, BECAUSE IT COMES RIGHT BACK HERE.

14

15 DR. THOMAS GARTHWAITE: I AGREE.

16

17 SUP. KNABE, CHAIR: AND THIS IS NOT AN ISSUE OF WEEKLY REPORTS.
18 DAILY. SUPERVISOR MOLINA, THEN SUPERVISOR YAROSLAVSKY.

19

20 SUP. MOLINA: DR. GARTHWAITE, I'M GOING TO HAVE TO JOIN WITH

21 MIKE IN HIS MOTION HERE AND GIVE HIM A SECOND BUT, MORE

22 IMPORTANTLY, I AM JUST TOTALLY DISMAYED, AND YOU AND I HAVE

23 TALKED AS WELL. I DON'T THINK YOU UNDERSTAND THE SERIOUSNESS
24 OR HOW SERIOUSLY WE ARE TAKING THIS. I AM REALLY-- YOU KNOW,

25 THE COMMUNITY OUT THERE THINKS WE WANT TO CLOSE M.L.K., AND
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1 WE'VE BEEN TRYING TO DO, AT LEAST I THINK THIS BOARD, HAS BEEN
2 MORE THAN SUPPORTIVE OF TRYING TO FIND THOSE WAYS, THOSE

3 RESOURCES, EVERY MECHANISM BY WHICH TO NOT ONLY KEEP THIS

4 HOSPITAL GOING, BUT TO REALLY UPGRADE IT AT EVERY LEVEL

5 POSSIBLE. AND I HAVE TO TELL YOU THAT I DON'T FEEL THAT THE

6 DEPARTMENT IS WORKING IN CONCERT WITH US IN THAT REGARD. I

7 DON'T THINK YOU UNDERSTAND THE SEVERITY OF THESE KINDS OF

8 ISSUES AND THE IMPORTANCE OF THE PUBLIC ASPECT OF WHAT WE'RE
9 DOING. I REMEMBER DECEMBER OF LAST YEAR WHEN THIS WAS, FOR ME,
10 JUST SHOCKING. I'VE BEEN TRYING TO STAY OUT OF IT, WE'VE

11 ALWAYS HAD COMPLAINTS AND HEARD COMPLAINTS ABOUT M.L.K., BUT
12 THESE FACTS NOW ARE EVEN MORE STAGGERING. BESIDES THE FACT

13 THAT I DON'T SEE HOW THIS BOARD CAN SUPPORT THE AFFILIATION
14 AGREEMENT THAT YOU PRESENTED TO US THE OTHER DAY. IT IS

15 WOEFULLY LACKING IN SO MANY ASPECTS, IT JUST DOESN'T EVEN-- I
16 DON'T THINK YOU'RE LISTENING TO US. I REALLY DO NOT. AND THE
17 COMMUNITY HAS A RIGHT TO BE CONCERNED. IF YOU DON'T PAY

18 ATTENTION TO US AS SUPERVISORS WHO ARE IN CHARGE OF THIS, I
19 HATE TO SAY WHAT IS GOING ON AT THE COMMUNITY LEVEL. MAYBE

20 THAT'S WHAT THEY'RE FEELING. MY FRUSTRATION IS TREMENDOUS

21 HERE. THIS LAST ISSUE THAT I'VE GOTTEN ABOUT THESE

22 COMPENSATIONS ARE JUST SO FAR OUT OF LINE, SO FAR OUT OF LINE.

23 IF YOU CAN'T CONTROL IT IN AN AFFILIATION AGREEMENT, YOU'LL
24 NEVER CONTROL IT, EVER. YOU HAVE AT M.L.K. HOW MANY BEDS? I

25 WAS TOLD EARLIER. 200 BEDS. YOU HAVE 180 DOCS ON PAYROLL
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1 THERE. PRACTICALLY A DOC PER BED. HARBOR HAS 330 BEDS AND YOU
2 HAVE 131 DOCS. A LOT LESS. THE PAYROLL, I COULDN'T ADD ALL OF
3 THESE NUMBERS QUICKLY ENOUGH, IT HAS GOT TO BE 10 TIMES LESS

4 THAN WHAT IT IS AT M.L.K.

6 DR. THOMAS GARTHWAITE: RIGHT, AND I BELIEVE THOSE NUMBERS ARE
7 BECAUSE OF THE STUDIES THAT WE'VE DONE IN DOING THAT

8 COMPARISON AND WE'RE IN THE PROCESS OF TRYING TO MAKE THOSE

9 ADJUSTMENTS OF DOCTORS PER WORKLOAD...

10

11 SUP. MOLINA: I KNOW, BUT EVERYTHING-- DR. GARTHWAITE, LET ME
12 UNDERSTAND. EVERYTHING IS IN PROCESS AND I'M IN THE POINT OF
13 BEING VERY FRUSTRATED ABOUT THIS PROCESS. EVERYTHING IS GOING
14 TO COME BACK TO US, EVERYTHING IS WE'RE GOING TO DO THIS,

15 WE'RE GOING TO DO THAT. I WANT TO BE PART OF A GROUP OF PEOPLE
16 THAT WANT TO HELP THIS HOSPITAL GET BACK IN STEP AND-- SO THAT
17  WE CAN STAND UP AND BE CHEERLEADERS. I DO NOT WANT TO BE

18 READING ABOUT THESE ISSUES PIECE BY PIECE BY PIECE. AND EVERY
19 TIME, WHEN WE ASK FOR ACCOUNTABILITY, IT'S SOMEWHERE IN THE

20 FUTURE. AND, YES, WHETHER IT BE WE'RE LOOKING AT HEADHUNTERS
21 FOR AN ADMINISTRATOR. PLEASE. COME ON! AND IT ISN'T A MATTER

22 OF BRINGING IN A CONSULTANT FROM ATLANTA TO HELP US, EITHER. I

23 JUST DON'T THINK IT'S THAT HARD TO FIND A PERSON WHO IS GOING
24 TO TAKE CONTROL OF ALL OF THE IRREGULARITIES THERE, TO REALLY

25 FOCUS A HUNDRED PERCENT ATTENTION ON THIS AFFILIATION
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1 AGREEMENT AND BRING IT INTO A LEVEL THAT ALL OF US ARE GOING
2 TO HAVE CONFIDENCE TO SIGN OFF ON. AND THEN THESE SALARIES

3 THAT ARE OUTRAGEOUS FOR DOCTORS THAT MAY OR MAY NOT BE THERE.
4 SOME OF OUR MALPRACTICE PROBLEMS HAVE COME FROM THE FACT THAT
5 THESE DOCTORS ARE NOT THERE WHEN THEY'RE SUPPOSED TO BE THERE,
6 THAT CALL IN WHEN THEY'RE SUPPOSED TO BE PHYSICALLY THERE. AND
7 THESE SALARIES, BY COMPARISON TO HARBOR U.C.L.A., IS-- IT'S

8 NOT. AND I DON'T KNOW WHAT TO SAY TO THE DREW UNIVERSITY

9 PEOPLE. I WANT TO BE SUPPORTIVE BUT I AM NOT GOING TO SUPPORT
10 AN AFFILIATION AGREEMENT THAT HAS THIS DISPARITY IN SALARIES,
11 AND I DON'T KNOW WHAT COMPARISON THAT IS TO L.A. COUNTY

12 U.s.C., BUT I'M GOING TO FIND OUT AS WELL. BUT 180 DOCTORS ON
13 PAYROLL FOR 200 BEDS DOES NOT MAKE SENSE TO ME. AND I JUST

14 DON'T FEEL THAT YOU UNDERSTAND THE SEVERITY OF THIS SITUATION.
15 I DON'T KNOW WHAT ELSE TO SAY. LAST TIME I ASKED FOR WEEKLY

16 REPORTS, WE WERE GETTING THE WEEKLY REPORTS, BUT I DON'T SEE
17 PROGRESS. I REALLY WISH I COULD SAY THAT. YOU MIGHT SEE

18 PROGRESS BUT WE ONLY SEE WHAT'S PRESENTED TO US, AND WHAT'S

19 PRESENTED TO US ARE THE L.A. TIMES, AUDITOR REPORTS, THINGS

20 THAT ARE GOING TO GET DONE SOMETIME IN THE FUTURE, AND THEN,
21 WHEN YOU LOOK AT THE HARD, COLD FACTS, THE NUMBERS ARE SCARY.

22 I REALLY THINK YOU'VE GOT TO FIND SOMEBODY THAT'S GOING TO BE-

23 - HAVE SOME COMMANDING LEADERSHIP IN THAT HOSPITAL, THAT IS
24 GOING TO UNDERSTAND FROM FACILITY TO DOCTORS TO AFFILIATION

25  AGREEMENT, THAT'S GOING TO ROLL UP THEIR SLEEVE, PUT IN,
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1 UNFORTUNATELY, THE MAYBE 15 TO 20 HOURS A DAY THAT IT MAY
2 TAKE, SEVEN DAYS A WEEK, BUT I DON'T THINK-- I MEAN, WHEN T

3 LOOK AT THESE THINGS, I JUST CAN'T CONTINUE. IT'S BEEN-- AND

4 DAVID KNOWS, I WAS ON THE PHONE WITH HIM LAST DECEMBER WHEN WE
5 SAW THE DEATHS THAT WERE GOING ON AT M.L.K., AND I WANT TO

6 SAVE THIS HOSPITAL. I WANT TO BE PART OF THE CHEERLEADERS THAT
7 ARE GOING TO CREATE A MECHANISM TO GET THIS HOSPITAL BACK ON

8 ITS FEET. BUT EVERY TIME I COME ACROSS ONE OF THESE THINGS, IT
9 IS JUST VERY DISCOURAGING AND I HAVE A FEELING THAT THE--

10 PROBABLY THE PART THAT'S MOST BOTHERSOME IS THAT YOU DON'T

11 SEEM TO BE LISTENING TO SOME OF US AND YOUR PEOPLE DON'T SEEM
12 TO UNDERSTAND HOW CRITICALLY IMPORTANT IT IS. EVERY TIME I GET
13 SOMETHING, IT'S LIKE, "OH, WE'LL GET THAT TO YOU" OR "WE'RE

14 GOING TO GET YOU THAT INFORMATION" OR "WE'RE IN THE PROCESS OF
15 DOING IT."™ AND THAT'S WHY THE AFFILIATION AGREEMENT ISN'T

16 BEING APPROVED TODAY. NOW, I DON'T THINK ONE MEMBER ON THIS

17 BOARD HAD ANY CONFIDENCE IN THAT AGREEMENT. SO, WHEN YOU BRING
18 AN AGREEMENT THAT SATISFIES YOU AND SATISFIES DREW, WELL,

19 GUESS WHAT? THIS IS THE GROUP THAT HAS TO APPROVE IT. SO I'D
20 REALLY SUGGEST THAT YOU TAKE US INTO CONSIDERATION ON SOME OF
21 THE ISSUES THAT WE'RE RAISING.

22

23 SUP. KNABE, CHAIR: ALL RIGHT. WE JUST CAN'T CONTINUE TO
24 OPERATE WITH DIFFERENT STANDARDS HERE.

25
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1 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: MR. CHAIRMAN, MR. CHAIRMAN, I HAVE ONE
2 SPECIFIC QUESTION, BUT I WASN'T GOING TO GET INTO THE MACRO

3 ISSUE BUT I WILL. I HAD A LONG MEETING WITH YOU YESTERDAY--

4 NOT THAT LONG, BUT LONG ENOUGH YESTERDAY, AND I WON'T REPEAT

5 EVERYTHING I TOLD YOU YESTERDAY BUT I WILL SAY THIS, THAT IT'S
6 HARD TO FATHOM SOMETIMES WHAT THIS BOARD DIRECTION IS, AND I

7 WOULDN'T PUT ALL THE ONUS ON DR. GARTHWAITE. THERE'S BEEN AN

8§ ATTEMPT, AND I UNDERSTAND WHY, TO RESCUE THE SCHOOL. CERTAINLY
9 THE HOSPITAL IS NUMBER ONE IN OUR SIGHTS BUT THERE'S BEEN AN
10 ATTEMPT TO RESCUE THE SCHOOL, EVEN THOUGH ALL THE EVIDENCE IS
11 THAT WE HAVE PROBLEMS AT THE SCHOOL. I RAISED THIS ISSUE LAST
12 JANUARY, EIGHT MONTHS AGO, WHEN I ASKED WHAT IS THE DROP DEAD
13 DATE IN TERMS OF EXECUTING, PULLING THE TRIGGER ON THE

14 TERMINATION OF THE AFFILIATION AGREEMENT SO THAT WE COULD GO
15 IN ANOTHER DIRECTION, WHATEVER THAT DIRECTION WOULD BE,

16 WHETHER IT'S WITH THE OTHER TEACHING HOSPITALS IN TOWN, S.C.

17  AND U.C.L.A., OR TO TAKE IT IN-HOUSE AND PAY THE CONSEQUENCES
18 ACCORDINGLY. THIS BOARD DIDN'T WANT TO DO THAT. I COULDN'T

19 EVEN GET A SECOND, IF MY MEMORY SERVES ME CORRECTLY, ON A

20 RELATIVELY MILD MOTION. TODAY, I'D BE PREPARED TO PULL THE

21 TRIGGER BECAUSE I DON'T THINK THIS IS GOING ANYWHERE. IT'S
TAKEN US EIGHT MONTHS TO GET TO THIS PLACE AND I DON'T KNOW

TERMINATED, BUT YOU HAVE ALL THESE OTHER 18 PROGRAMS THAT HAVE
HAD PEOPLE FROM A.C.G.M.E. WHO HAVE GONE THROUGH THEM. SOME OF
THEM HAVE BEEN ACCREDITED SINCE WE LAST DISCUSSED IT. SO I DO
THINK YOU CAN'T JUST TAKE THIS BRUSH AND TRY TO APPLY TO A
WHOLE 18 PROGRAMS UNLESS YOU'VE GONE THROUGH EACH ONE OF THOSE
AND YOU HAVE DISSECTED AND SAID, "THIS PROGRAM IS NOT MEETING
THE CRITERIA, THIS PROGRAM IS NOT GOING TO BE ACCREDITED, THIS
PROGRAM IS ON PROBATION." SO YOU'RE GOING TO HAVE TO LOOK AT
IT A LITTLE BIT MORE THAN JUST A GENERAL, SAY, "WE NEED TO GET
ANOTHER-- A WHOLE NEW-- 18 NEW RESIDENTS PROGRAMS WITH ANOTHER

INSTITUTION." WE NEED TO LOOK AT THOSE AND, DR. GARTHWAITE,
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1 WHEN YOU COME BEFORE US AND YOU START TALKING ABOUT THIS
2  AGREEMENT, YOU'RE GOING TO HAVE TO LET THIS BOARD KNOW ALL OF

3 THOSE PROGRAMS THAT ARE RESIDENCY PROGRAMS, THAT ARE VITAL AND
4 THAT ARE GOING ON, THAT THEY HAVE RESIDENTS, SOME OF WHOM I

5 UNDERSTAND MORE OF THEM NOW ARE PASSING. SO SOME OF THOSE

6 THINGS, WE DON'T KNOW THEM UNLESS WE'RE TOLD AND I UNDERSTAND

7 MR. YAROSLAVSKY'S POSITION. HE THINKS THAT EVERYTHING IS JUST

8 LIKE IT WAS SIX MONTHS AGO. HE PROBABLY HAS NOT EVEN HAD AN

9 UPDATE ON SOME OF THOSE OTHER RESIDENCY PROGRAMS. HE JUST GETS
10 WHAT HE READS IN THE L.A. TIMES. TWO OF THEM WERE CANCELED SIX
11 MONTHS AGO BUT THE DEADLINE DATE CAME JUNE 30TH. SO THESE ARE

12 THINGS THAT HAVE TO COME UP. NOW, YOU KNOW, IT'S ALL GOOD AND

13 WELL TO SAY, "WE'RE GOING TO TERMINATE THE WHOLE THING BECAUSE
14 THOSE TWO WERE TERMINATED."™ AT THE SAME TIME, MY UNDERSTANDING
15 IS THAT THOSE WOULD BE REINSTATED AT SUCH TIME AS THE REST OF

16 THE PROGRAMS RECEIVED FAVORABLE FROM A.C.G.M.E. WHAT YOU NEED

17 TO BE TELLING US AND WHAT YOU NEED TO BE DOING IS MAKING SURE

18 THAT THEY MOVE FORWARD TO GET THOSE FAVORABLE RATINGS WITH

19 A.C.G.M.E. SO THOSE TWO CAN BE REINSTATED. SO, YOU KNOW, FINE,
20 YOU CAN SAY, WE'RE GOING TO TERMINATE THIS ON OCTOBER 1ST, NOT
21 KNOWING WHAT YOU'RE GOING TO DO IN TERMS OF RESIDENTS, NOT

22 KNOWING WHERE YOU'RE GOING, HOW YOU'RE GOING TO EVEN OPERATE A

23 HOSPITAL, AND IT SOUNDS GOOD, BUT IT'S NOT PRACTICAL. IT'S NOT
24 APPLICABLE. SO, YOU KNOW, THE ONLY THING I'D SAY TO YOU IS,

25 BEFORE YOU START TALKING ABOUT HOW YOU'RE GOING TO TERMINATE
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1 AND PUT A NEW INSTITUTION IN THERE, AND HAVE 18 MORE NEW
2 RESIDENTS, 224 RESIDENTS ARE GOING COME IN THE NEXT DAY, THAT
3 YOU STARTED LOOKING AT HOW EACH ONE OF THOSE PROGRAMS IS

4 FUNCTIONING AND LOOK AT THE SCHOOL AS A WHOLE. SO-- AND THAT'S

5 BASICALLY WHAT MY POSITION IS ON THIS.

7 SUP. KNABE, CHAIR: OKAY. WE HAD A COUPLE MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC

8 SIGN UP. GENEVIEVE...

10 >DR. THOMAS GARTHWAITE: MR. CHAIRMAN, COULD I JUST MAKE A

11 COUPLE COMMENTS?

12

13 SUP. KNABE, CHAIR: SURE.

14

15 DR. THOMAS GARTHWAITE: FIRST OF ALL, I DO BELIEVE WE'VE TRIED
16 EXTREMELY HARD TO ADDRESS THE ISSUES AND I REGRET THE BOARD
17 DOESN'T FEEL THAT WAY. I WOULD POINT TO THE COMMENTS OF THE
18 REVIEWERS FROM CMS WHO DID FIND AMAZING PROGRESS AND I THINK
19 THEY'RE THE MOST OBJECTIVE FOLKS THAT COULD SAY THAT SOME

20 PROGRESS IS BEING MADE. I WOULD ALSO POINT OUT THAT

21 ABSENTEEISM AT THE HOSPITAL IS DOWN DRAMATICALLY, THAT THE

22 MORALE OF THE FRONTLINE STAFE IS SIGNIFICANTLY IMPROVED. WE

23 HAVE PLENTY OF WORK TO DO AND I DON'T IN ANY WAY UNDERESTIMATE
24 IT, AND I DO BELIEVE WE THINK IT'S A CRISIS. I'M THERE TWO OR

25 THREE TIMES A WEEK, AS IS FRED, AND WE'RE SPENDING AN ENORMOUS
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1 AMOUNT OF OUR EFFORT IN TRYING TO MAKE THIS BETTER. WITH
2 REGARDS TO GETTING BACK THE INSTITUTIONAL ACCREDITATION FOR

3 A.C.G.M.E., WE'RE WORKING VERY HARD ON THAT. THERE HAVE BEEN

4 OUTSIDE PEOPLE THAT HAVE BEEN VERY INVOLVED IN THAT IN GETTING
5 THE EDUCATIONAL PIECES IN PLACE. WE'VE HIRED ADDITIONAL STAFF
6 TO MAKE THAT OFFICE STRONGER AND I THINK THAT WILL BE HELPFUL.
7 WITH REGARDS TO RADIOLOGY, WHICH WE'VE LOST THE ACCREDITATION
8 ON. I HAVE BEEN VERY UP FRONT WITH DREW THAT I WOULD NOT

9 RECOMMEND THAT WE LOOK TO ESTABLISH-- REESTABLISH A RADIOLOGY
10 PROGRAM, BUT THAT WE'RE LOOKING AT CONSOLIDATING RADIOLOGY

11 AMONGST DHS FACILITIES IF WE'RE GOING TO BRING ACADEMIC

12 RADIOLOGY TO KING DREW MEDICAL CENTER. AND THAT'S SIMPLY

13 BECAUSE WE CANNOT AFFORD ALL THE TYPES OF RADIOLOGY

14 SPECIALISTS IN ALL OF OUR FACILITIES THAT WE WOULD OTHERWISE
15 HAVE TO HAVE FOR THAT. SO WITH THOSE REMARKS, I HOPE TO COME
16 BACK WITH SOME PROGRESS AND WE'LL KEEP YOU INFORMED. THANK

17 YOU.

19 SUP. KNABE, CHAIR: GENEVIEVE, AND THEN ETHEL LEE JOHNSON.

20

21 GENEVIEVE CLAVREUL: GOOD MORNING, BOARD OF SUPERVISORS.

22 GENEVIEVE CLAVREUL. YOU KNOW, I'M TORN. YOU KNOW, IN A WAY,

23 I'M VERY PLEASED THAT MANY OF YOU ARE TAKING IT SERIOUSLY, THE
24 REPEATED COMPLAINTS I HAVE HAD ABOUT DREW AND M.L.K. BUT I AM

25 SPEECHLESS WHEN I SEE YOU ARE GOING TO CUT OUT DREW WHEN YOU
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1 GOT A LOUSY CONTRACT FROM D.H.S. I MEAN, WHY NOW THE PERSON
2 WHO IS TO BE CUT OFF IS D.H.S.? DR. GARTHWAITE HAS HAD SEVEN

3 MONTHS TO COME UP WITH AN APPROPRIATE CONTRACT. THIS CONTRACT
4 WAS NOT WRITTEN BY DREW. THIS CONTRACT WAS WRITTEN BY DR.

5 GARTHWAITE FROM D.H.S. THIS MORNING, HE WAS UNABLE TO ANSWER A
6 LOT OF YOUR QUESTIONS. AS USUAL, HE HAS NOT DONE HIS HOMEWORK.
7 HE HAS HAD MORE THAN SEVEN MONTHS TO COME UP WITH A SOLID

8 CONTRACT TO SOLVE THE PROBLEMS WITH DREW AND ALSO WITH M.L.K.
9 HE HAS BROUGHT CONSULTANTS OVER AND OVER AGAIN. THE CAMDEN

10 GROUP SHOULD HAVE BEEN FIRED A LONG TIME AGO. THINGS ARE OUT
11 OF CONTROL AND MANY OF YOU-- AND, TODAY, LIKE I SAID, I WAS

12 VERY PLEASED. YOU SEEMED TO REALLY CARE BUT MAYBE BECAUSE, AT
13 OFFER, YOU, YOU CAN NO LONGER HAVE PLAUSIBLE DENIABILITY

14 BECAUSE I FILE A GRAND JURY REQUEST FOR INVESTIGATION. IT'S

15 TIME PEOPLED LOOK AT THE PROBLEM AND DO NOT, YOU KNOW, ACCUSE
16 SOMEBODY ELSE. TO CUT DREW IS UNFAIR. THE PROBLEM HAS BEEN

18 YOU NEED TO REVIEW THAT BEFORE YOU THINK ABOUT ANYTHING ELSE.
19 AND I THINK SUPERVISOR ANTONOVICH'S MOTION IS GREAT. I MUST

6 ETHEL JOHNSON: HELLO. MY NAME IS ETHEL JOHNSON, AND I'M IN THE
7 DISTRICT OF YVONNE BURKE, DISTRICT 2, IN COMPTON, AND ALSO IN
8§ WATTS AREA. I AM A MIRACLE OF MARTIN LUTHER KING HOSPITAL. MY
9 DOCTOR WAS MAJOR COIN. I'VE BEEN THROUGH MARTIN LUTHER KING

10 HOSPITAL. WE ALSO HAVE A FIVE-YEAR LEASE ON MARTIN LUTHER KING
11 HOSPITAL. AND THE REASON I'M A MIRACLE, BECAUSE MY DOCTOR

12 FOUGHT, WE FOUGHT FOR WHAT WE CALL THE EPIDURAL. I WAS

13 OPERATED ON AND I BELIEVE THAT, IF WE ALL STAND TOGETHER ON

14 THAT, MARTIN LUTHER KING HOSPITAL HAVE SOME UNPROFESSIONALS

15 BUT WE HAVE WORKED HARD FOR YEARS AND YEARS AND YEARS. I WAS
16 BROUGHT UP IN THE AREA AND I BELIEVE, TODAY, THAT, IF WE GET
17 SOME HELP, PROFESSIONAL HELP, THAT WE'LL BE ABLE TO MAKE IT.

18 NOW, I'VE BEEN ALL BROKE UP AND EVERYTHING. I'M PERMANENTLY

19 DISABLED BUT I WENT OVERSEAS IN THE GULF AND I'M VERY PROUD OF
20 MR. MICHAEL D. ANTONOVICH. HE DID RESPOND TO MY VETERAN-- AS A
21 VETERAN AND THERE'S VETERANS OUT THERE AT MARTIN LUTHER KING

22 THAT'S CRYING FOR HELP. THEY DON'T HAVE TRANSPORTATION AND

23 EVERYTHING ELSE BUT I DID RECEIVE HIS LETTER, AND HE DID TRY
24 TO HELP ME. THE BOARD-- I MEAN, IT'S NOT NICE TO ALWAYS, YOU

25 KNOW, LAY THE BOARD THE BLAME. WHAT WE NEED IS HELP. THERE'S
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1 POOR PEOPLE IN THE AREA AND WE DO NEED A PAIN CLINIC, AND
2 THAT'S WHY I'M HERE. WE NEED A PAIN CLINIC, PLUS WE NEED A

2 CLEARINGHOUSE SWEEPSTAKES LETTER. LET ME JUST SAY, MR.

3 CHAIRMAN, ON MY MOTION, IT IS IMPORTANT AND, YOU KNOW, THE

4 FACT THAT ONE STATEMENT, WHEN A PERSON IS WEIGHING, WHAT, 250
5 POUNDS ONE DAY, THE NEXT DAY HE'S WEIGHING 175 POUNDS, THEN

18 OPPORTUNITY TO SPEAK IN SUPPORT OF PROPOSITION 71, THE

19 CALIFORNIA STEM CELL RESEARCH AND CURES INITIATIVE. MY NAME IS
20 KEVIN KAISERMAN AND I CURRENTLY SERVE AS THE PHYSICIAN

21 DIRECTOR OF THE CLINICAL DIABETES PROGRAM AT CHILDREN'S

22 HOSPITAL, LOS ANGELES. IN MY ROLE AS A PEDIATRIC DIABETES

23 SPECIALIST, I SHARE IN THE DAILY STRUGGLES OF CHILDREN AND
24 FAMILIES LIVING WITH THE CONSTANT BURDEN OF DIABETES. THE

25 DIABETES ROUTINE REQUIRES MULTIPLE DAILY PAINFUL BLOOD TESTS,
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1 INSULIN INJECTIONS, AND A NEVER-ENDING EVALUATION OF FOOD
2 INTAKE AND ACTIVITY LEVEL. YET, DESPITE ALL OF THESE EFFORTS,
3 AFFECTED CHILDREN LIVE UNDER THE CONSTANT FEAR OF SHORT-TERM

4 COMPLICATIONS, SUCH AS HAVING A SEIZURE FROM A LOW BLOOD SUGAR
5 REACTION, AND LONG-TERM COMPLICATIONS, INCLUDING BLINDNESS,

6 KIDNEY FAILURE, AMPUTATIONS, AND HEART DISEASE. WHILE THE LAST
7 DECADE HAS SEEN MANY ADVANCES IN THE TREATMENT OF DIABETES

8 THAT HAVE IMPROVED THE LIVES OF THESE CHILDREN AND THEIR

9 FAMILIES, ONE HOPE REMAINS PARAMOUNT IN THE HEARTS AND MINDS
10 OF THOSE AFFLICTED: THE DREAM THAT A CURE FOR DIABETES WILL BE
11 FOUND IN THEIR LIFETIMES. STEM CELL RESEARCH IS ONE PROMISING
12 AVENUE THAT MAY LEAD TO THAT CURE, NOT ONLY FOR DIABETES, BUT
13 FOR A RANGE OF CHRONIC ILLNESSES AFFECTING MILLIONS OF

14 CALIFORNIANS. I WOULD LIKE TO THANK THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS
15 FOR THEIR LEADERSHIP AND CONSIDERATION OF SUPPORT FOR

16 PROPOSITION 71. TYPE I DIABETES AND THE EMERGING EPIDEMIC OF
17 TYPE IT DIABETES IN CHILDREN CONTINUES TO PLACE THE SEVERE

18 BURDEN ON OUR HEALTHCARE SYSTEM AFFECTING MEMBERS OF ALL

19 SOCIAL CLASSES AND ETHNIC GROUPS. THE POTENTIAL SAVINGS EFROM
20 THE CURE OF DIABETES AND ALL OF THE HORRIFIC COMPLICATIONS IN
21 REAL DOLLARS IS STAGGERING, AND THE REDUCTION IN HUMAN

22 SUFFERING IS BEYOND CALCULATION. I HAVE JUST RECENTLY RETURNED

23 FROM SPENDING NINE DAYS AT OUR LOCAL DIABETES CAMP WHERE I

24 SERVE AS A MEMBER OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS AND AS THEIR

25 MEDICAL DIRECTOR. LIVING WITH 112 TEENAGERS WITH DIABETES WAS
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1 HUMBLING AND INSPIRING. WATCHING THEIR DAY-TO-DAY STRUGGLE
2 WITH DIABETES, I WAS AGAIN REMINDED OF THE INCREDIBLE EFFORT

3 THAT THESE INDIVIDUALS MAKE EACH AND EVERY DAY. AT THE END OF
4 THE CAMPING SEASON, AS THE ADOLESCENTS GATHER TO SAY GOOD-BYE,
5 ONE WISH IS EXPRESSED YEAR AFTER YEAR, THE HOPE THAT THE DAY

6 WILL COME WHEN THE NEED FOR SPECIALIZED CAMPS FOR CHILDREN

7 WITH DIABETES WILL BE A THING OF THE PAST AND DIABETES WILL

8 ONLY BE A PAINFUL MEMORY. ON BEHALF OF ALL OF THE CHILDREN

9 WITH DIABETES AND THEIR FAMILIES THAT SHARE THE DREAM OF

10 FINDING A CURE, I ASK FOR YOUR SU
