5 JORGE OROZCO: THANK YOU. THIS IS TRULY AN HONOR FOR RANCHO AND
6 THE STAFEF AT RANCHO. I WANT TO THANK THE BOARD FOR THIS

7 RECOGNITION AND REALLY BELIEVING THAT RESIDENTS OF L.A. COUNTY
8 DESERVE WORLD-CLASS HEALTHCARE. I ALSO WANT TO THANK -- AND WE

23 MIND. I'D LIKE TO ASK THAT ITEM 23 BE CONTINUED ONE WEEK. I
24 HAD FATILED TO LET YOU KNOW THAT.

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1 CLERK SACHI HAMAI: THERE'S A MEMBER OF THE PUBLIC ALSO.

3 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY, CHAIRMAN: MEMBER OF THE PUBLIC. SO WE'LL
4 HOLD IT FOR THE MEMBER OF THE PUBLIC AND THEN WE'LL CONTINUE

5 IT ONE WEEK.

7 CLERK SACHI HAMAI: OKAY.

9 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY, CHAIRMAN: OKAY. ITEM NO. 1.

10

11 CLERK SACHI HAMAI: ITEM NO. 1, THIS IS THE HEARING ON PROPOSED
12 VACATION OF A PORTION OF HALFORD STREET NORTHEAST OF LONGMONT

13 AVENUE IN UNINCORPORATED COMMUNITY OF EAST SAN GABRIEL. ON

14 THIS ITEM, THERE IS A DEPARTMENT STATEMENT. AND NO

15 CORRESPONDENCE WAS RECEIVED. AND I BELIEVE THAT THERE IS A

16 PUBLIC SPEAKER.

17

18 JOSE SUAREZ: GOOD MORNING. MY NAME IS JOSE SUAREZ, I'M AN

19 ASSOCIATE CIVIL ENGINEER FOR THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS. I
20 HAVE INVESTIGATED THE PROPOSED VACATION OF A PORTION OF

21 HALFORD STREET NORTHEAST OF LONGMONT AVENUE IN THE

22 UNINCORPORATED COMMUNITY OF EAST SAN GABRIEL. IN MY OPINION,

23 THE INVOLVED PORTION OF HALFORD STREET IS UNNECESSARY FOR

24 PRESENT OR PROSPECTIVE PUBLIC USE AND IS NOT USEFUL AS AN

25 UNMOTORIZED TRANSPORTATION FACILITY. AN EASEMENT FOR UTILITY
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1 PURPOSES WILL BE RESERVED IN THE INVOLVED AREA IN FAVOR OF THE
2 SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA EDISON. WE ARE AWARE OF NO WRITTEN

3 PROTESTS TO THE PROPOSED VACATION.

5 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY, CHAIRMAN: DO WE HAVE ANY MEMBERS OF THE

6 PUBLIC WHO WANT TO BE HEARD? ERIC PREVEN?

8§ ERIC PREVEN: YES, IT IS ERIC PREVEN, THE COUNTY RESIDENT FROM
9 DISTRICT 3. AND MY ONLY ISSUE WITH THIS, WHICH OBVIOUSLY IT'S
10 FINE, IS THAT IN 1982 THERE WAS A BIT OF LEGISLATION THAT

11 DETERMINED THAT SO-CAL EDISON WOULD COME UP WITH $1500 TO

12 COVER THE COST OF THE MAILING AND THE PROCESSING OF THIS

13 EASEMENT THAT THEY OBVIOUSLY WANT FOR SOME REASON THAT I'M

14 SURE MAKES SENSE. THE ONLY PROBLEM IS IT'S NOW 2012. AND AS IN
15 ITEM 25, WE HAVE TAKEN SOME C.P.I. INCREASES. AND I THINK IT'S
16 APPROPRIATE THAT SO-CAL EDISON COME UP WITH MORE. IMAGINE A

17 POSTAGE STAMP IN 1982, IT WOULD BE ABOUT 13, 14 CENTS. NOW

18 IT'S 44. SO THAT 1500 SHOULD BE AT LEAST AUGMENTED. I DON'T

19 KNOwW. I MAY HAVE THOSE NUMBERS WRONG. WE WERE TRYING TO LOOK
20 UP THE COST OF A POSTAGE STAMP IN 1982. BUT IN ANY CASE, I

21 THINK YOU GET THE DRIFT. THE DRIFT IS WE ARE ON BOARD WITH

22 THIS KIND OF AN EASEMENT FOR OUR GREAT INFRASTRUCTURE.

23 HOWEVER, WE DO FEEL THAT THE CORPORATION SHOULD COME UP WITH A
24 REASONABLE, YOU KNOW, COVER THE COSTS. THANK YOU.

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1 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY, CHAIRMAN: ARNOLD SACHS?

3 ARNOLD SACHS: YES, THANK YOU, GOOD MORNING. ARNOLD SACHS.

4 WELL, I ACTUALLY HELD THIS ITEM FOR TWO REASONS. ONE, YOU'RE

5 DEALING WITH SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA EDISON. AND I'D JUST QUICKLY
6 LIKE TO POINT OUT THAT THAT'S GOING DOWN A BANISTER OF

7 SPLINTERS. RECENTLY IN THE AUGUST 23 ARTICLE, THERE'S A

8 COMPLAINT BY THE P.U.C. REGARDING SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA EDISON.
9 IT'S IS STILL CHARGING $54 MILLION A MONTH RELATED TO COSTS

10 FOR THE OPERATION AT THE SAN ONOFRE NUCLEAR PLANT, WHICH ISN'T
11 REALLY OPERATING, AND THEY'RE STILL COLLECTING $54 MILLION A
12 MONTH FROM ITS UTILITY USERS. AND ALSO PREVIOUSLY A LITTLE

13 STORY ABOUT SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA EDISON REGARDING STREETLIGHTS
14 IN TORRANCE, WHERE THEY WERE CHARGING THE CITY OF TORRANCE FOR
15 STREETLIGHTS THAT DID NOT WORK, BUT EDISON WAS NEVERTHELESS

16 CHARGING THE CITY AS THEY DID. AND THE FACT THAT THEY WERE

17 SUBSIDIZING DEVELOPERS FOR INSTALLING STREETLIGHTS THAT THE

18 CITIES WERE UNKNOWINGLY PICKING UP THE TAB FOR IT, ESSENTIALLY
19 TRANSFERRING PUBLIC FUNDS TO PRIVATE COMPANIES. BUT THE MOST
20 IMPORTANT REASON I HELD THIS ITEM WAS BECAUSE ONCE ALL THIS

21 WORK IS DONE, I BELIEVE YOU'RE GOING TO REGISTER IT WITH THE

22 REGISTRAR-RECORDER COUNTY CLERK AND FIND THE PROJECT IS EXEMPT

23 FROM THE CALIFORNIA ENVIRONMENTAL QUALITY ACT. SO I'M SAYING
24 BECAUSE IT IS A GRANT EASEMENT THAT REGISTERING WITH THE

25 COUNTY RECORDER CLERK BECAUSE I HAVE AN ITEM HERE, ITEM
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1 20071251559. IT'S A CORPORATION GRANT DEED. IT'S ACTUALLY A
2 GRANT DEED AND EASEMENT AGREEMENT THAT'S ACTUALLY REGISTERED
3 WITH THE COUNTY CLERK'S OFFICE. CERTIFIED. BUT DO YOU KNOW

4 WHAT? THE COMPANY THAT'S INVOLVED, THIS IS A METRO ITEM. SO
5 WHAT IS EXACTLY WHEN YOU REGISTER WITH THE COUNTY CLERK AND
6 SOME ITEMS YOU MEAN THEY HAVE SOME LEGAL STANDING AND SOME

7 ITEMS I GUESS YOU MEAN THEY HAVE NO LEGAL STANDING.

9 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY, CHAIRMAN: ARE YOU GOING TO STICK TO THE

10 SUBJECT?

11

12 ARNOLD SACHS: I'M STICKING TO THE PART WHERE YOU'RE RECORDING
13 THIS WITH COUNTY CLERK'S OFFICE.

14

15 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY, CHAIRMAN: YEAH, IT'S HARD TO FOLLOW WHAT

16 YOU'RE SAYING, MR. SACHS.

17

18 ARNOLD SACHS: I'M SAYING RIGHT HERE, IT SAYS TO RECORD THE

19 CERTIFIED ORIGINAL RESOLUTION WITH THE OFFICE OF THE

20 REGISTRAR-RECORDER COUNTY CLERK. THE NEXT TO THE LAST LINE OF
21 THE ITEM PART OF THE AGENDA. AND I'M POINTING OUT TO YOU THAT

22 HERE'S AN ITEM THAT'S RECORDED WITH THE COUNTY CLERK'S OFFICE

23 THAT DOESN'T MEAN DIDDLY SQUAT. SO HOW IS THE PUBLIC SUPPOSED
24 TO KNOW WHICH ITEMS, AGAIN, RECORDED WITH THE COUNTY CLERK'S

25 OFFICE, ACTUALLY MEAN SOMETHING, HAVE SOME STANDING, HAVE SOME
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1 LEGAL STANDING AND WHICH ITEMS DON'T? IS THAT ONE OF THOSE

2 "BECAUSE WE SAY SO" DEALS? THANK YOU.

4 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY, CHAIRMAN: DO WE HAVE THE ITEM BEFORE US.

6 CLERK SACHI HAMAI: YES.

8 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY, CHAIRMAN: KNABE MOVES. RIDLEY-THOMAS

9 SECONDS. WITHOUT OBJECTION, UNANIMOUS VOTE. NEXT ITEM?

11 CLERK SACHI HAMAI: THANK YOU. ON ITEM NO. 2, THIS IS THE

12 HEARING ON ADOPTION OF THE 2012 CONGESTION MANAGEMENT PROGRAM
13 LOCAL DEVELOPMENT REPORT THAT DETAILS NEW NET DEVELOPMENT

14 ACTIVITY WITHIN THE UNINCORPORATED COUNTY OF LOS ANGELES.

15 THERE IS NO DEPARTMENT STATEMENT ON THIS ITEM. NO

16 CORRESPONDENCE WAS RECEIVED. BUT THERE IS A PUBLIC SPEAKER.

17

18 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY, CHAIRMAN: MR. SACHS?

19

20 ARNOLD SACHS: YES, THANK YOU AGAIN. ARNOLD SACHS. THE COUNTY
21 CONGESTION MANAGEMENT PROGRAM. SO THAT THE COUNTY CONTINUES TO

22 RECEIVE ITS SHARE OF GAS TAX SUBVENTION REVENUES. HOW IS THIS

23 TAX, A COUPLE QUESTIONS, HOW MUCH IS THIS? HOW IS THIS TAX
24 SPENT? BUT MORE IMPORTANTLY, IS THIS AN OVERLAP WITH METRO'S

25 CONGESTION PROGRAMMING, TRAFFIC CONGESTION PROGRAM MANAGEMENT?
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1 BECAUSE IT SEEMS TO BE IN THE UNINCORPORATED AREAS. HOW DOES
2 THIS PLAY INTO LIKE THE DEVELOPMENT, THE NEWHALL DEVELOPMENT
3 THAT'S GOING TO OCCUR? IS THAT PART OF THE UNINCORPORATED AREA
4 WHERE YOU'RE GOING TO PUT ALL THOSE HOMES UP AROUND THE

5 NORTHERN PART OF THE COUNTY AND THE CONGESTION PROGRAM THAT'S
6 GOING TO BE INVOLVED THERE, THE TRANSPORTATION PROGRAM THAT

7 WILL BE FOLLOWING THE -- OR MAYBE IT'S TRANSIT-ORIENTED

8 DEVELOPMENT. BUT THERE REALLY ISN'T ANY TRANSIT AROUND THERE

9 TO ORIENT DEVELOPMENT. AND BASED ON THE WEST SIDE CONGESTION
10 STUDY AND THE FACT THAT THE METRO IS ALSO INTRODUCING A 405

11 CONGESTION STUDY WHERE ANYBODY WHO LIVES IN L.A. FOR ANY SHORT
12 PERIOD OF TIME WILL TELL YOU, IT REALLY DOESN'T NEED TO BE

13 STUDIED; IT NEEDS TO BE FIXED. IT NEEDS TO BE ADDRESSED. THE
14 FACT THAT YOU'RE SPENDING MONEY ON THESE STUDIES IS JUST

15 THROWING MONEY DOWN A RABBIT HOLE. SO I'M WONDERING: DOES THE
16 COUNTY'S CONGESTION MANAGEMENT PROGRAM DIFFER FROM THE METRO,
17 THE L.A.C., LOS ANGELES COUNTY METROPOLITAN TRANSPORTATION

18 AUTHORITY, METRO CONGESTION MANAGEMENT PROGRAM? OR DO YOU EVER
19 TRADE IDEAS WITH THEM? BECAUSE, REALLY SPEAKING STRAIGHT UP,

20 BOTH THE PROGRAMS ARE TERRIBLE. THANK YOU.

21

22 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY, CHAIRMAN: NEXT? SO WE HAVE THE ITEM BEFORE

23 US. KNABE MOVES. RIDLEY-THOMAS SECONDS. WITHOUT OBJECTION,
24  UNANIMOUS VOTE.

25
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1 CLERK SACHI HAMAI: ON ITEM NO. 3, I'LL READ IT IN FOR THE
2 RECORD, BUT WE ARE GOING TO NEED TO PLACE THIS ITEM ON THE

3 TABLE. IT'S A FOUR-VOTE MATTER. SO WE'LL NEED FOUR VOTES. BUT,
4 AGAIN, I'LL READ IT IN FOR THE RECORD AND THEN WE CAN PLACE IT
5 ON THE TABLE. THIS IS THE HEARING ON THE ADOPTION OF AN

6 ORDINANCE TO EXTEND INTERIM ORDINANCE NO. 2012-0028U TO

7 TEMPORARILY REGULATE THE USE OF ALL HORSE BOARDING AND

8 EQUESTRIAN FACILITIES WITHIN THE AREAS GOVERNED BY THE WEST

9 RANCHO DOMINGUEZ-VICTORIA COMMUNITY STANDARDS DISTRICT. SO

19 COMMENT OR LESS. ITEM 4 IS A SEPARATE HEARING IF I'M NOT

20 MISTAKEN. I'M HAPPY TO COME BACK.

21

22 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY, CHAIRMAN: WHY DON'T YOU EXPLAIN IT, SACHI.

23

24 ERIC PREVEN: I'LL JUST MAKE MY COMMENT.

25
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1 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY, CHAIRMAN: NO. NO, NO.

3 ERIC PREVEN: I WAS CONFUSED BY THIS ITEM.

5 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY, CHAIRMAN: NO. YOU WATIT.

7 ERIC PREVEN: I'LL WATIT.

9 CLERK SACHI HAMAI: MY UNDERSTANDING AND WE HAD SPOKEN TO

10 COUNTY COUNSEL IS THAT BECAUSE THIS ITEM IS BEING CONTINUED TO
11 SEPTEMBER 25, IT IS NOT A PUBLIC HEARING ITEM TODAY, THEREFORE
12 THE INDIVIDUAL HAD HELD ITEM NO. 4 IN ADDITION TO A NUMBER OF

13 OTHER ITEMS AND CAN SPEAK FOR THE THREE MINUTES.

14

15 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY, CHAIRMAN: SO YOU WILL SPEAK FOR THE NEXT

16 THREE MINUTES ON 4, 9, 11, 17, 18, 19, 20, 28, 25 AND 27.

17

18 ERIC PREVEN: I UNDERSTAND. THE ITEM 4 WAS JUST VERY CONFUSING.
19 WE DIDN'T UNDERSTAND THE APPEAL, IF YOU'RE FOR OR AGAINST. I'M
20 GLAD YOU DELAYED THAT. IT SHOULDN'T COME OUT OF MY TIME TO

21 ADDRESS THAT, BUT THANK YOU. ITEM NO. 11 TODAY IS VERY

22 INTERESTING. IT HAS TO DO WITH A RECOMMENDATION BY THE CHAIR

23  AND MARK RIDLEY-THOMAS TO COMMISSION A STUDY TO GET A SENSE OF
24  WHETHER OR NOT INTRAMURAL SPORTS HAVE MERIT IN A RE-DO OF THE

25 KILPATRICK, CAMP KILPATRICK, OUR PROBATION FACILITY. I WOULD
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1 URGE THIS BOARD TO WRITE A FIVE-SIGNATURE LETTER EXPLAINING
2 THAT, YEAH, IT DOES MAKE SENSE. WE'RE NOT GOING TO TAKE THE
3 COUNTY TAXPAYER DOLLARS TO DEPLOY THAT KIND OF A STUDY. I GAVE
4 THIS SOME THOUGHT. I KNOW THAT IT SEEMS LIKE IT'S AN OBVIOUS -

9 BRAINER, GUYS. AND I DO APPRECIATE YOUR BRINGING IT FORWARD.

10 ITEM 17 IS SUPERVISOR KNABE'S ONGOING INFLUENCE REDUCTION

11 INITIATIVE. HE IS OF COURSE URGING TAX AGENTS TO REGISTER IN
12 SOME WAY. WE'VE HAD COUNTY COUNSEL LOOK AT THIS. THEY'VE COME
13 BACK WITH A FAIRLY CONFUSING REPORT THAT SEEMS TO INDICATE

16 COURSE, I VIGOROUSLY REJECT THAT. THAT IS NOT WHAT WE NEED AT
17 THIS TIME. THERE ARE WAYS. THE EXECUTIVE OFFICE, WHO CLAIMS TO
18 HAVE TOO MUCH ON THEIR PLATE, COULD CERTAINLY FIND A WAY, JUST
19 LIKE WE COULD FIND A WAY TO MONITOR LOBBYING WHERE CERTAINLY
20 MORE INFLUENCE AND CONDUCT IS TAKING PLACE THAN IN THE

21 ASSESSOR'S OFFICE WHERE THERE ARE AT LEAST SOME PARAMETERS,

22 ALTHOUGH WE'LL GET TO THE BOTTOM OF THAT ONE OF THESE DAYS.

23 ITEM 19, I WOULD URGE YOU TO DELAY. IT'S THE GRAND JURY'S
24 REPORT. IT'S A 700-PAGER. I'VE GONE THROUGH IT. AND I KNOW

25 THAT SUPERVISOR THOMAS WILL FIND SOME INTERESTING DATA THERE
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1 FROM THE LOS ANGELES COUNTY OFFICE OF EDUCATION. THEY BOTH, HE
2 AND MR. DELGADO, WENT TO HOUSTON TO LOOK AT THEIR PROBATION

3 CAMPS. AND I WAS WONDERING IF THEY DO INTRAMURAL SPORTS. THAT
4 WOULD DEFINITELY BE SOMETHING TO LOOK INTO AND FOLLOW-UP ON.

5 AND ITEM NO. 28, GUYS, IS THE ANNUAL OR THE SEMIANNUAL OR THE
6 FREQUENT UPDATING OF POSITIONS HERE AT THE COUNTY. WE'RE

7 ADDING ABOUT 500 POSITIONS TO THE SHERIFF. I HAD TO DO THE

8§ MATH MYSELF BECAUSE EVEN THOUGH I'VE ASKED, THE EXECUTIVE

9 OFFICE REFUSES TO DO A MEANINGEFUL TALLY SO YOU CAN GET A SENSE
10 RIGHT ON THE COVER OF WHAT WE ARE DOING. WE ARE ADDING FOUR

23 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY, CHAIRMAN: NO, NO, NO, NO. YOU KNOW THE
24 RULES. I GAVE YOU EXTRA TIME, ANYWAY. ARNOLD SACHS? AND

25 GENEVIEVE CLAVREUL. DR. CLAVREUL?
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2 ARNOLD SACHS: ITEM NO. 8. I HELD ITEM NO. 8. IT IS A JOB

3 CREATION STIMULUS. I'M JUST CURIOUS, THOUGH, BECAUSE BACK IN
4 JUNE YOU CONTRACT -- YOU GAVE OUT $1.25 MILLION -- $1,250,000
5 FOR THE LOS ANGELES ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION TO

6 STIMULATE BUSINESS GROWTH, UPGRADE THE BUSINESS CLIMATE,

7 IMPROVE COMMERCIAL SERVICES PRIMARILY IN DISTRESSED OR

8 UNDERDEVELOPED AREAS OF THE COUNTY. WHEN DO YOU PLAN TO

9 IMPLEMENT THIS PART OF THIS PROGRAM, THIS JOB CREATION

10 STIMULUS PROGRAM? AND SUPERVISOR KNABE, I'D JUST LIKE YOU TO
11 TAKE A LOOK AT THIS NEWSPAPER ARTICLE FROM THE NEW YORK TIMES
12 FROM FEBRUARY 12, 2012. I HELD, WHAT OTHER ONE? I HELD ITEM
13 NO. 10. ONLY, AGAIN, THIS IS THE PHYSICIAN'S CORP LOAN

14 REPAYMENT PROGRAM. A STATUTORILY CREATED PROGRAM. THERE WAS AN
15 ARTICLE IN HERE, THE SENATE BILL -- THE SENATE GETS BILL TO
16 LIMIT BEAR HUNTS REGARDING UNIVERSITY OFFICIALS SAY THAT THIS
17 IS REGARDING STUDENTS WHO GET HURT. UNIVERSITY OFFICIALS SAY
18 THAT IN ORDER TO HELP STUDENTS WHO SUSTAIN INJURIES AND THAT
19 END THEIR COLLEGIATE ATHLETIC CAREERS, BUT PADILLA SAID IT'S

4 THE HIGHWAY YOU'LL BE HOLDING SCHOOL APPRECIATION WEEK BECAUSE
5 THE SCHOOL YEAR WILL ONLY BE LIKE TWO MONTHS. I HELD THE STUDY
6 OF PROGRAM AT CAMP KILPATRICK. WILL THE PROGRAM STILL BE

7 OPERATING WHILE THE STUDY GOES ON, SUPERVISOR RIDLEY-THOMAS? I
8 HELD ITEM 20. POSITIONS BUDGETED FOR BUT UNFILLED. THE NUMBER
9 OF GHOSTS THAT ARE TRANSFERRED AROUND IN THE COUNTY BOARD OF
10 SUPERVISORS WE NEVER SEEM TO BE ABLE TO GET A NUMBER ON THAT,
11 BUT WE ALWAYS FIND OUT AT BUDGET TIME THAT THE C.E.O. IS

12 MAGICALLY NOT GOING TO BUDGET FOR UNFILLED BUT FUNDED

13 POSITIONS FOR THE FOLLOWING YEAR. THIS IS REALLY WONDERFUL.

14 AND ITEM 22 REFERS TO A 17-CENT INCREASE IN THE HOURLY RATE.

15 THAT'S $1.26 PER DAY INCREASE, $6.80 PER WEEK INCREASE FOR

16 SALARIES TO HELP PAY FOR HEALTHCARE PLAN PREMIUM INCREASES.

18 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY, CHAIRMAN: OKAY, THANK YOU.

19

20 ARNOLD SACHS: WHAT A BENEFIT.

21

22 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY, CHAIRMAN: DR. CLAVREUL?

23
24 DR. GENEVIEVE CLAVREUL: GOOD MORNING, BOARD OF SUPERVISORS,

25 DR. GENEVIEVE CLAVREUL. TODAY WAS MORE THAN NINE ITEMS ON
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1 HEALTH, SO I WILL BRIEFLY TOUCH ON SOME OF IT. ON ITEM NO.
2 HAVING TO DO WITH LOAN REPAYMENT FOR PHYSICIAN, THAT'S A NO

3 BRAINER. TO THINK HOW LONG OF A TIME IT TAKES IT TO HAPPEN IS
4 KIND OF SAD. ON ITEM 11, ABOUT TRYING TO DO A STUDY ON THE

5 BENEFIT OF INTRAMURAL SPORT. ALL YOU HAVE TO DO IS KIND OF A

6 SEARCH ON GOOGLE AND THERE'S MULTIPLE STUDIES WHICH HAVE BEEN
7 DONE ON THAT SPECIFICALLY SHOWING THAT, AGAIN, THAT'S NOT A NO
8 BRAINER. THOSE INTRAMURAL SPORTS ARE VERY BENEFICIAL. AND IT

9 WOULD TAKE JUST A FEW MINUTES IF SOMEBODY WHO COULD SUREFE THE
10 NET TO FIND INFORMATION, NOT TO PAY FOR A STUDY. AND IF SO, IF
11 YOUR PERSONNEL DON'T KNOW HOW TO DO IT, MAYBE I CAN SHOW THEM
12 HOW TO DO IT AND SAVE US A LOT OF MONEY. ON ITEM 18, WE AGAIN
13 ARE GOING TO SPEND A LOT OF MONEY TO PUT THE EXECUTIVE OFFICE
14 OF THE EQUITY OVERSIGHT PANEL. AND IT WOULD AGAIN COST US A

15 LOT OF MONEY. I THINK IT COULD BE DONE IN A MUCH INEXPENSIVE
16 WAY. ON ITEM 19, THE CIVIL GRAND JURY, IT'S VERY SAD THAT

17 EVERY YEAR THE GRAND JURY SEEMS TO BE WEAKER AND WEAKER IN

18 THEIR RECOMMENDATION. I DO NOT BLAME THEM BECAUSE, YOU KNOW,

19 THE COUNTY IS VERY RELUCTANT TO FOLLOW ON THEIR

20 RECOMMENDATIONS. I KNOW IN 2004 I DID MYSELF REQUIRE THAT THE
21 GRAND JURY ANALYZE HEALTHCARE IN L.A. COUNTY AND SO ON. AND

22 THETR RECOMMENDATION WAS A HEALTHCARE AUTHORITY, WHICH HAVE

23 NEVER BEEN DEALT WITH, ASSURES THIS COUNTY WILL NOT HAVE THE
24 BEST HEALTHCARE UNTIL WE GO TO HEALTHCARE AUTHORITY. BUT OF

25 COURSE THAT WILL REMOVE YOU, SUPERVISORS, OF A LOT OF YOUR
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1 POWER, AND WE KNOW YOU ARE ALL ABOUT POWER. ON ITEM 22, HAVING
2 TO DO WITH S.E.I.U. AND IN-HOME SERVICES, IT WAS A HUGE

3 DISCUSSION NOT TOO LONG AGO ABOUT THE INCREASE FOR THE PEOPLE
4 PROVIDING THE CARE. I'M TOTALLY IN FAVOR. AND I FEEL 17 CENTS
5 IS REALLY VERY MEAGER. BUT ON THIS, THERE IS NO MENTION ABOUT
6 NONE OF THAT MONEY GOING TO THE UNION. AND YOU ALSO DON'T

7 MENTION WHEN S.E.I.U. WILL PAY BACK THE MONEY THEY OWE THE

8 COUNTY. SO I THINK IT WOULD BE KIND OF NICE TO DEAL WITH THOSE

21 TRAVIS SEAWARDS: GOOD MORNING, HONORABLE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS,

22 MY NAME IS TRAVIS SEAWARDS AND I'M ASSIGNED TO THE ZONING

23 PERMITS WEST SECTION IN THE DEPARTMENT OF REGIONAL PLANNING.
24 ON JULY 17, 2012, YOUR BOARD ENACTED INTERIM ORDINANCE NO.

25 2012-0028U TO PREVENT THE ESTABLISHMENT OR DEVELOPMENT OF NEW
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1 HORSE BOARDING AND EQUESTRIAN FACILITIES WITHIN ANY ZONE OF
2 THE WEST RANCHO DOMINGUEZ VICTORIA COMMUNITY STANDARDS

3 DISTRICT. THE INTERIM ORDINANCE ALSO PREVENTS ANY NEW

4 DEVELOPMENT OR CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITY AT EXISTING HORSE

5 BOARDING AND EQUESTRIAN FACILITIES UNTIL APPROPRIATE STANDARDS
6 FOR THESE FACILITIES CAN BE FULLY ANALYZED AND RECOMMENDED TO
7 YOUR BOARD FOR POSSIBLE ADOPTION. IN ADOPTING THE INTERIM

8 ORDINANCE, THE BOARD FOUND THAT THE C.S.D. AREA CURRENTLY

9 CONTAINS SUBSTANDARD HORSE BOARDING AND EQUESTRIAN FACILITIES
10 THAT WERE DEVELOPED WITHOUT THE REQUIRED LAND USE AND BUSINESS
11 LICENSE APPROVALS OR WITHOUT THE PROPER BUILDING, ELECTRICAL
12 OR PLUMBING PERMITS. THESE FACILITIES WERE ALSO OPERATING

13 WITHOUT ADEQUATE ANIMAL WASTE DISPOSAL OR DRAINAGE SYSTEMS AND
14 WITHOUT ADEQUATE MANURE MANAGEMENT OR FLY, VERMIN AND PEST

15 CONTROLS. THE BOARD FOUND THAT THE LACK OF APPROPRIATE

16 DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS FOR HORSE BOARDING AND EQUESTRIAN

17 FACILITIES IN THE C.S.D. AREA MAY NEGATIVELY IMPACT THE

18 HEALTH, SAFETY AND WELFARE OF THE AREA'S HORSES, HORSE OWNERS
19 AND GENERAL PUBLIC. THE DEPARTMENT OF REGIONAL PLANNING IS

20 COLLABORATING WITH OTHER COUNTY AGENCIES, INCLUDING THE

21 DEPARTMENTS OF PUBLIC HEALTH, PUBLIC WORKS AND ANIMAL CARE AND

22 CONTROL TO STUDY THE APPROPRIATE DEVELOPMENT AND OPERATIONAL

23 STANDARDS FOR HORSE BOARDING AND EQUESTRIAN FACILITIES IN
24  URBAN AREAS. THE EXTENSION OF THE INTERIM ORDINANCE WILL ALLOW

25 THE DEPARTMENT OF REGIONAL PLANNING AND ITS PARTNERS TO
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1 COMPLETE THIS STUDY AND ALSO TO REPORT BACK TO YOU, YOUR
2 BOARD, WITH POLICY RECOMMENDATIONS. IT IS REQUESTED THAT YOUR
3 BOARD EXTEND THE INTERIM ORDINANCE FOR A PERIOD OF 10 MONTHS
4 AND 15 DAYS. ALTHOUGH UP TO 10 MONTHS WOULD BE PROVIDED, BY

5 THIS EXTENSION WE EXPECT TO REPORT BACK TO YOUR BOARD IN THE
6 NEXT COUPLE OF MONTHS WITH POLICY RECOMMENDATIONS ON HOW TO

7 PROCEED. FINALLY, THE INTERIM ORDINANCE EXPIRES ON FRIDAY,

8 AUGUST 31, 2012. THEREFORE IT IS RECOMMENDED THAT YOUR BOARD,
9 AFTER THE PUBLIC HEARING, EXTEND INTERIM ORDINANCE NO.

2 INTERPRETATION OF RANCHERA MUSIC. DURING HER ILLUSTRIOUS

3 CAREER, CHAVELA RECORDED 80 ALBUMS AND WAS WELL KNOWN FOR
4 ASSOCIATIONS WITH ARTISTS FRIDA KAHLO DIEGO RIVERA AS WELL AS
5 SPANISH WRITER FEDERICO GARCIA LORCA. IN 2002, CHAVELA

6 APPEARED IN THE FILM "FRIDA" WHICH INCLUDED A HAUNTING

7 RENDITION OF THE ICONIC SONG, "LA LLORONA." AND IN 2007, SHE

8 RECEIVED A LIFETIME ACHIEVEMENT AWARD FROM THE LATIN RECORDING
9 ACADEMY. AT THE AGE OF 81 CHAVELA MADE HEADLINES AS SHE

10 COURAGEOUSLY CAME OUT AS A LESBIAN, WHICH HAS SERVED AS AN

11 INSPIRATION IN MEXICO AND THROUGHOUT THE WORLD. WE EXTEND OUR
12 CONDOLENCES TO MULTITUDES OF FANS AND ADMIRERS. I'D ALSO LIKE
13 TO ASK THAT WE ADJOURN IN THE MEMORY OF RAMON HERRERA. HE IS
14 THE BELOVED GRANDFATHER OF GUSTAVO HERRERA, WHO SERVES AS THE

17 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY, CHAIRMAN: WITHOUT OBJECTION, UNANIMOUS VOTE.
18

19 SUP. MOLINA: I WOULD ALSO ASK THAT WE ADJOURN IN THE MEMORY OF
20 BELOVED NIECE OF LILLIANA OTANEZ, THE BELOVED NIECE OF

21 LONGTIME C.E.O. MANAGER, LORETTO MALDONADO WHO HAS SUDDENLY

22 PASSED AWAY. LILLIANA WAS A LONGTIME RESIDENT OF THE FIRST

23 DISTRICT AND WAS ALSO A FAITHFUL PUBLIC SERVANT WHO SERVED

24 WITH DISTINCTION FOR OUR DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS FOR 14

25 YEARS. HER TIRELESS AND COMPASSIONATE EFFORTS ON BEHALFE OF
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1 COUNTY RESIDENTS, IN PARTICULAR OUR SPANISH SPEAKING

2 COMMUNITY, EARNED HER THE ADMIRATION AND RESPECT OF MANY

3 COLLEAGUES. LILLIANA WILL BE DEEPLY MISSED BY HER FAMILY,

4 FRIENDS AND COLLEAGUES. AND WE WANT TO EXTEND OUR HEARTFELT

5 CONDOLENCES TO HER, AS WELL. AND THEN, FINALLY, I'D LIKE TO

6 ADJOURN IN THE MEMORY OF A YOUNG MAN WHO TRAGICALLY PASSED

7 AWAY A COUPLE OF DAYS AGO. HE WAS 30 YEARS OLD. HIS NAME IS

8§ ANTHONY ALBERT TANORI. HE WAS A 30--YEAR-OLD POLICE OFFICER

9 FOR EL CAMINO COLLEGE IN TORRANCE AND CERTAINLY SOMEONE WHO

10 WAS REALLY WELL-RESPECTED IN THE COMMUNITY BUT IS ALSO ADMIRED
11 BY ALL HIS FAMILY AND FRIENDS AND IT IS A GREAT LOSS TO HIS

12 FAMILY AND HIS PARENTS.

14 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY, CHAIRMAN: WITHOUT OBJECTION, UNANIMOUS VOTE.
15 IS THAT IT?

16

17 SUP. MOLINA: THAT'S IT.

18

19 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY, CHAIRMAN: SUPERVISOR RIDLEY-THOMAS?

20

21 SUP. RIDLEY-THOMAS: THANK YOU, MR. CHATIRMAN. I HAVE NO

22 ADJOURNING MOTIONS. I DO WISH TO CALL UP ITEM NO. 11, WHICH IS

23 THE ITEM THAT HAS GARNERED OUR ATTENTION PURSUANT TO A MOTION

24 INTRODUCED BY THE CHAIR AND COAUTHORED BY ME. I THINK WHAT HAS

25 TO BE MADE CLEAR IS THE FOLLOWING. THE BOARD CONTINUES TO BE
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1 VERY CONCERNED ABOUT THE QUALITY OF LIFE IN PROBATION CAMPS AS
2 THE MOTION DOES INDICATE. AND IT ALSO MAKES IT CLEAR THAT

3 WHATEVER RESOURCES CAN BE PUT IN PLACE TO SUPPORT

4 REHABILITATION WITH THE SPECIFIC OBJECTIVE BEING AIMED AT

5 STEMMING THE TIDE OF RECIDIVISM IS WHAT WE FEEL OBLIGED TO DO.
6 THE SPORTS PROGRAM AT CAMP KILPATRICK HAS ALREADY BEEN WIDELY
7  ACKNOWLEDGED IN MANY RESPECTS. THE WORK THAT IS HAPPENING AT

8 CAMP KILPATRICK TO MAKE IT A BETTER ENVIRONMENT IS ESSENTIALLY
9 THE PRINCIPAL CAUSE FOR THE TEMPORARY -- AND I WANT TO

10 UNDERSCORE TEMPORARY -- TERMINATION OF THE SPORTS PROGRAM

11 THERE. MR. CHAIRMAN AND COLLEAGUES, I THINK IT'S FAIR TO

12 SUGGEST THAT THERE IS NO INTENTION ON THE PART OF THIS BOARD
13 TO TERMINATE THE SPORTS PROGRAM IN LOS ANGELES COUNTY

14 PROBATION DEPARTMENT. LET ME JUST SIMPLY NARROW THAT CONCERN
15 AND SAY IT IS CERTAINLY NOT MY INTENTION TO BE A PART OF

16 ANYTHING THAT WOULD DO THAT. INTUITIVELY I BELIEVE THAT SPORTS
17 HAVE THE LEVEL EFFECT THAT IS POSITIVE. AND THERE'S AN AMPLE
18 AMOUNT OF EVIDENCE IN OUR ENVIRONMENT TO THAT EFFECT. IT IS

19 COUNTERINTUITIVE TO THINK THAT IT WOULDN'T BE HELPFUL IN A

20 PROBATION CAMP SETTING. I FEEL VERY STRONGLY, ABSENT A STUDY,
21 THAT WE SHOULD PROCEED WITH THE SPORTS PROGRAM AND MAKE IT THE

22 BEST SPORTS PROGRAM THAT IT CAN BE, WHETHER IT'S AT KILPATRICK

23 OR ELSEWHERE. I BELIEVE THAT THAT WOULD BE IN THE BEST
24 INTEREST OF THE YOUNG PEOPLE THAT ARE IN OUR SYSTEM. MANY OF

25 THEM, AS WE ALREADY KNOW, ARE THERE OWING TO THEIR OWN
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1 EXPERIENCES OF TRAUMATIC ACTS OF VIOLENCE IN THEIR RESPECTIVE
2 ENVIRONMENTS OVER THE COURSE OF THEIR LIVES. AND SOMETIMES THE
3 EXPERTS WILL MAKE IT CLEAR, MENTAL HEALTH EXPERTS IN THE RANGE
4 OF THIS AGGRESSIVE BEHAVIOR, THEIR ANTISOCIAL BEHAVIOR IN

5 WHICH THEY ARE ENGAGED, IS OFTEN ATTRIBUTABLE TO THAT VERY SET
6 OF CIRCUMSTANCES. SPORTS, THEN, BECOME A USEFUL, NOT

7 EXCLUSIVE, BUT A USEFUL OUTLET, A CONSTRUCTIVE WAY OF

8 REGAINING ONE'S PERSPECTIVE, PHYSICAL EXERTION AS WELL AS THE
9 ISSUE OF SELF-ESTEEM. I SUPPORT THE MOTION OBVIOUSLY BECAUSE I
10 THINK IT WILL CAUSE US TO GO DEEPER INTO CORROBORATING WHAT

11 MIGHT BE CONSIDERED ANECDOTAL EVIDENCE AT THIS POINT. IF

10 SUP. KNABE: YES, I WAS. YEAH, I HAVE SOME QUESTIONS FOR THE
11 CHIEF. AGAIN, CHIEF, YOU'RE ASKING US TO SUPPORT AN INCREASE.
12 AND I THINK, AT LEAST FROM MY PERSPECTIVE, IT'S NOT ONE THAT
13 IS TO BE TAKEN LIGHTLY. WE'RE ALL STRONG SUPPORTERS OF THE

14 FIRE DEPARTMENT AND WHAT THE MEN AND WOMEN DO EACH AND EVERY

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2008 TO PRESENT, WE HAVE AN ONGOING CURTAILMENT OF $50 MILLION
2 THAT'S BEEN IMPLEMENTED WITHIN THE FIRE DISTRICT. AND WITH

3 THAT IMPLEMENTATION OF THAT CURTAILMENT, FOR THIS FISCAL YEAR

4 '12-'13 WE STILL HAVE A $43.4 MILLION STRUCTURAL IMBALANCE AS

5 IT RELATES TO REVENUE VERSUS EXPENDITURES.

7 SUP. KNABE: SO IS THAT THE AMOUNT, THEN, THAT 43 MILLION?

9 CHIEF DARYL OSBY: YES. FOR THIS FISCAL YEAR.

10

11 SUP. KNABE: IS THE NUMBER YOU'RE SAYING YOU ARE SHORT?
12

13 CHIEF DARYL OSBY: YES.

14

15 SUP. KNABE: ON TOP OF THE OTHER REDUCTIONS?

16

17 CHIEF DARYL OSBY: YES.

18

19 SUP. KNABE: SO 93 MILLION IS THE NUMBER?

20

21 CHIEF DARYL OSBY: IF WE DIDN'T HAVE THE CURTAILMENTS IN PLACE,

22 YES, IT WOULD BE $93 MILLION.

23
24 SUP. KNABE: SO WITH 50 MILLION YOU'RE STILL SHORT 437

25
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1 CHIEF DARYL OSBY: YES.

3 SUP. KNABE: SO HOW DID YOU GET TO THE 437

5 CHIEF DARYL OSBY: WELL, AS YOU'RE AWARE, SUPERVISOR, THE

6 MAJORITY OF THE FIRE DISTRICT'S BUDGET IS BASED ON PROPERTY

7 TAX. AND SINCE 2008 WHEN WE IMPLEMENTED OUR FINANCIAL

8 STRATEGIC PLAN, OUR PROPERTY TAX REVENUE HAS BEEN IN A

9 DECLINE. AND DURING THAT TIME FRAME --

10

11 SUP. KNABE: AS EVERYONE'S TAX REVENUE HAS BEEN.

12

13 CHIEF DARYL OSBY: YES, AS EVERYONE'S. BUT THAT'S THE MAJORITY

14 OF OUR BUDGET. AND DURING THAT SAME TIME FRAME AS OUR REVENUE

15 WAS DECLINING OUR EXPENDITURES WERE STILL INCREASING. THIS

16 LAST FISCAL YEAR, WE FINALLY GOT A MODEST INCREASE IN PROPERTY
17 TAX, BUT OUR EXPENDITURES ARE STILL EXCEEDING THAT MODEST

18 INCREASE TO THE POINT TO WHERE WE ARE RIGHT NOW WITH THE $43.4

23 THESE REDUCTIONS, YET YOU SAY YOUR EXPENDITURES INCREASED. NO,
24 YOU DON'T SAY THAT. YOUR NUMBERS SAY THAT THE EXPENDITURES

25 INCREASED BY $39 MILLION.
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CHIEF DARYL OSBY: YEAH, AS AN EXAMPLE, AS AN EXAMPLE JUST FOR
THE PAST FISCAL YEAR ALONE, AS AN EXAMPLE FOR THE
CONVERSATION, AND I'M JUST GOING TO GIVE YOU A GENERAL NUMBER,
I DON'T HAVE THE EXACT NUMBER IN MY HEAD, BUT WE HAD ABOUT A
$6 MILLION INCREASE IN PROPERTY TAX INCOME OR REVENUE. BUT OUR

THAT'S BEEN PART OF THE PROCESS, IS TRYING TO PROTECT THOSE
NUMBERS OVER A PERIOD OF TIME AND STOP DEALING WITH THEM IN A
SPECIFIC YEAR. I WANT TO BE SUPPORTIVE BUT YET I JUST DON'T
WANT TO THROW MONEY OUT THERE TO SAY OKAY, SPEND IT WILLY-

MANDATED CAPITAL PROJECTS THAT HAVE TO GO FORWARD?

THAT ARE MANDATORY, WE'VE BUDGETED $12.2 MILLION FOR --
ACCESS. AND WE HAVE ANOTHER $3.9 MILLION BUDGETED FOR POTABLE
WATER AND SEPTIC TANK ISSUES. SO THOSE ARE MANDATORY. THOSE

ARE THINGS THAT WE HAVE TO DO. AND THEN ABOVE AND BEYOND THAT,
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WE DO HAVE TWO FIRE STATION REPLACEMENTS THAT WE JUST COULDN'T

SUP. KNABE: YOU SAID THAT WAS FOR '1l2-'13.

CHIEF DARYL OSBY: YES. FOR '1l2-'13.

SUP. KNABE: HOW MUCH ONE-TIME MONEY IS IN YOUR CURRENT BUDGET?

MR. FUJIOKA, COULD YOU HELP?
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1 CHIEF DARYL OSBY: FOR THIS FISCAL -- FOR '12-13, WE'RE USING

2 APPROXIMATELY $34 MILLION --

4 SUP. KNABE: SO BY USING ONE-TIME THE 34, YOU'VE STILL GOT A

5 PROJECTED $43 MILLION DEFICIT?

7 ~CHIEF DARYL OSBY: THAT'S TO COVER THE $43 MILLION.

9 SUP. KNABE: OKAY. SO THEN YOU'RE, WHAT? $9 MILLION SHORT?

11 CHIEF DARYL OSBY: FOR THE REST THE OF THAT, FOR THE $9

12 MILLION, WE'RE USING OUR FUND BALANCE.

13

14 SUP. KNABE: HOW MUCH DO YOU HAVE AVAILABLE FOR THAT

15 DESIGNATION IN YOUR RESERVES?

16

17 CHIEF DARYL OSBY: OVERALL, WE HAVE $111 MILLION. THAT'S TO
18 INCLUDE OUR UNCERTAINTIES AND OTHER PROJECTED NEEDS FOR

19 INFRASTRUCTURE WHICH WE HAVE BEEN CURTAILING.

20

21 SUP. KNABE: WHAT IS YOUR BOOK CLOSING POSITION GOING TO BE?
22 ARE YOU CLOSING WITH ADDITIONAL FUND BALANCE?

23
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1 CHIEF DARYL OSBY: YES. WE DID CLOSE WITH FUND BALANCE OF $46.8
2 MILLION, WHICH WAS GOING TO BE ALL USED IN THIS CURRENT FISCAL

3 YEAR.

5 SUP. KNABE: TO OFFSET THE 437

7 CHIEF DARYL OSBY: YES.

9 SUP. KNABE: SO YOU DON'T NEED THE 342 I'M CONFUSED. HOW MANY
10 POTS OF MONEY YOU GOT?

11

12 THERESA BARELL: BOTH THE 43 AND THE 46 MILLION AND THE 34 FROM
13 THE DESIGNATIONS IS BEING USED TO BRIDGE THE GAP FOR '12-13.
14

15 SUP. KNABE: 43, 46, 89, WAIT A MINUTE. SO YOU HAVE LIKE 120
16 MILLION?

17

18 THERESA BARELL: YES, IF YOU'RE ADDING --

19

20 SUP. KNABE: I THINK, YOU KNOW --

21

22 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY, CHAIRMAN: LET HER GIVE YOU THE ANSWER.

23
24 CHIEF DARYL OSBY: SO TO ANSWER YOUR QUESTION, THE FUND

25 BALANCE, AND THEN OUR ONE-TIME FUNDING, WHICH IS ABOUT $80
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1 MILLION. IF WE DIDN'T HAVE THE CURTAILMENTS, THEN THAT WOULD

2 BE ANOTHER $50 MILLION ON TOP OF THAT.

7 CHIEF DARYL OSBY: IT'S PRETTY TIGHT. I CAN'T SPEAK FOR THE

8 AUDITOR. BUT TO GO BACKWARD, SUPERVISOR, RESPECTEFULLY, THE

9 INFORMATION THAT YOU JUST ARTICULATED WASN'T IN THE BOARD

10 LETTER, YOU'RE ABSOLUTELY CORRECT. BUT WE DID SEND A -- MAYBE
11 YOU'RE READING FROM THE SAME DOCUMENTS I'M LOOKING AT.

12

13 SUP. KNABE: WELL SOME OF THAT INFORMATION WE JUST GOT THIS

14 MORNING, CHIEF, JUST SO YOU KNOW.

15

16 CHIEF DARYL OSBY: I SUBMITTED TO THE BOARD OFFICES ON AUGUST
17 16 AN OVERVIEW. BUT WE REALLY ANSWERED THOSE QUESTIONS. ONE
18 THING I CAN SAY IS THAT I WOULD LIKE TO ADD FOR THE BOARD IS
19 THAT WE TRIED TO SIMPLIFY OUR BUDGET, BECAUSE I KNOW IT'S

20 COMPLICATED IN THE SENSE WHEN WE USE ONE-TIME FUNDING, GRANTS
21 AND EVERYTHING. SO THE FACT OF THE MATTER IS THAT I LOOKED AT

22 IT FROM A REALLY BASIC LEVEL AND LOOKED AT OUR ONGOING

23 EXPENDITURES VERSUS OUR ONGOING REVENUE. AND THAT'S WHERE THE
24 SHORTFALL LIES. IN ADDITION TO THAT, AS IT RELATES TO OUR

25 PROJECTIONS, WE PROJECTED THOSE OUT FIVE FISCAL YEARS BUT I
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1 ONLY SHOWED THE BOARD THREE FISCAL YEARS. WHICH NEXT FISCAL
2 '13-'14, IS A 25.5, '14-'15 IS A 27.9 DEFICIT. WE DID, THROUGH

9 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY, CHAIRMAN: CAN I JUST MAKE A COMMENT? I THINK
10 -— I MET WITH THE CHIEF THE OTHER DAY JUST TO HAVE HIM WALK ME
11 THROUGH THIS. AND IT WAS VERY CLEAR TO ME, A LOT CLEARER THAN
12 YOU'RE MAKING IT NOW. JUST ATTRIBUTE THIS TO NERVOUSNESS OR

13 WHAT HAVE YOU. AND I THINK IT WOULD BE HELPFUL NEXT TIME THAT
14 WE ALL HAVE THAT SHEET, WHICH I DON'T EVEN HAVE WITH ME, IT'S
15 UP IN MY OFFICE, THAT YOU WALKED ME THROUGH WHICH IS PRETTY

16 CLEAR. I THINK YOU'VE DONE A VERY GOOD ANALYSIS OF IT AND

17 YOU'VE BEEN VERY HONEST ABOUT IT. THE PROBLEM IS BASICALLY

18 THIS, THEY'VE GOT A STRUCTURAL DEFICIT. THEY'VE BEEN SPENDING
19 DOWN THEIR RESERVES, WHATEVER YOU CALL THEM, BUT YOU HAVE

20 CLOSE TO $100 MILLION OR THEREABOUTS IN RESERVES, I MIGHT BE
21 OFF BY A FEW MILLION. YOU'VE BEEN SPENDING THAT DOWN TO KEEP

22 THINGS AFLOAT WHILE MAKING OTHER CURTAILMENTS AND BUDGETARY

23 ADJUSTMENTS TO KEEP YOU IN LINE. IT'S NOT SUSTAINABLE. THIS

24 SITUATION IS NOT SUSTAINABLE. THIS PRE-DATES YOU. CHIEF

25 FREEMAN MADE THE EXACT SAME PRESENTATION TO ME JUST A FEW
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1 FISCAL YEARS EARLIER WHERE HE WAS DRAWING DOWN THE RESERVES AS
2 RESPONSIBLY AS HE COULD WHILE MAKING OTHER ADJUSTMENTS AS

3 LIBERALLY AS HE COULD TO TRY TO CLOSE THAT STRUCTURAL GAP.

4 WHAT THIS IS ALL LEADING TO AT SOME POINT IN THE NEXT YEAR OR
5 S50, IS THIS BOARD AND THE FIRE DEPARTMENT IS GOING TO HAVE TO
6 COME TO THE MOUNTAIN ON HOW TO DEAL WITH THIS STRUCTURAL

7 DEFICIT BECAUSE THOSE RESERVES AREN'T GOING TO LAST FOREVER.
8 AND THE BIG ELEPHANT IN THE ROOM IS THAT I THINK WE'RE GOING
9 TO BE TALKING ABOUT GOING BACK TO THE VOTERS WITH SOME

10 ADJUSTMENT TO THE FEE THAT WILL ALLOW YOU, ALLOW THE FIRE

11 DEPARTMENT TO CONTINUE TO MAINTAIN THE LEVEL OF SERVICE THAT
12 THE PUBLIC EXPECTS. I WOULD IMAGINE THAT THE PUBLIC WOULD BE
13 VERY SUPPORTIVE OF THIS, ASSUMING THAT YOU HAVE DONE

14 EVERYTHING IN YOUR POWER TO TRIM THE STUFF THAT ISN'T

15 ESSENTIAL. THERE'S NO QUESTION THAT THE FIRE DEPARTMENT HAS
16 BEEN VERY CONSERVATIVE ABOUT COMING TO US FOR ADJUSTMENTS IN
17 THIS PROPERTY TAX ADJUSTMENT, WHICH YOU ARE COMING TO US FOR
18 THIS YEAR FOR. I DON'T KNOW IF YOU'VE EVER BEEN AT THE CAP,

19 WHICH YOU'RE GOING TO BE AT THIS YEAR, BUT YOU COME CLOSE. AND
20 WHEN WE'VE HAD GOOD YEARS, IF WE CAN REMEMBER THE GOOD YEARS,
21 YOU'VE ACTUALLY LOWERED THE TAX RATE. SO I THINK THE PEOPLE

22 HAVE BEEN TREATED VERY HONESTLY AND VERY TRANSPARENTLY WITH

23 RESPECT TO THIS FIRE SERVICE FEE. BUT I THINK WE NEED TO BE
24  EQUALLY AS TRANSPARENT GOING FORWARD, WHICH IS THAT WE CAN'T

25 KEEP THIS UP. AND I SURE DON'T WANT TO SEE US DO THINGS THAT
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1 OTHER JURISDICTIONS HAVE DONE, WHICH IS REDUCE RESPONSE TIME
2 - OR INCREASE RESPONSE TIME, REDUCE RESPONSE SERVICES AND

3 PARAMEDIC SERVICES IN RESPONSE TO MEDICAL EMERGENCIES AND

4 THINGS LIKE THAT. THE AMOUNT OF MONEY WE'RE TALKING ABOUT HERE
5 TO THE AVERAGE TAXPAYER IS SO INSIGNIFICANT COMPARED TO WHAT

6 THEY PAY ON THEIR HEALTH INSURANCE EVERY MONTH, EVERY YEAR. T
7 THINK WE'RE CHARGING NOW THE AVERAGE HOMEOWNER ABOUT $61 A

8 YEAR. THAT'S $5 A MONTH TO HAVE A PARAMEDIC RESPONSE WITHIN

9 THREE OR FOUR MINUTES NO MATTER WHERE YOU LIVE, ALMOST NO

10 MATTER WHERE YOU LIVE IN THE METROPOLITAN PART OF L.A. COUNTY.
11 THAT IS AN INCREDIBLE RETURN ON THE TAXPAYERS' INVESTMENT.

12 THEY PAID MORE THAN THAT THROUGH THEIR PROPERTY TAX. BUT ON

13 THIS SPECIAL FEE, THIS IS REALLY A NO BRA
