PLEASURE, IN ASKING RON BERGMANN TO JOIN US TODAY FOR THIS
SPECIAL PRESENTATION, AS HE IS RETIRING-- HAS RETIRED AS THE
DEPUTY CHIEF OF OPERATIONS BUREAU IN THE LOS ANGELES POLICE
DEPARTMENT. DEPUTY CHIEF RON BERGMANN WAS BORN AND RAISED IN
THE MIDWEST, GRADUATED FROM THE UNIVERSITY OF ILLINOIS AND
SERVED IN THE UNITED STATES AIR FORCE. HE JOINED THE L.A.P.D.
IN 1973 AND SERVED ON MANY DIFFERENT LEVELS UNTIL DECEMBER
31ST, 2000, WHEN HE WAS PROMOTED TO DEPUTY CHIEF IN CHARGE OF
POLICING SERVICES FOR THE ENTIRE SAN FERNANDO VALLEY AS THE
COMMANDING OFFICER OF OPERATIONS VALLEY BUREAU. IN 2001,

DEPUTY CHIEF RON BERGMANN WAS CONFRONTED WITH THE PROBLEM OF

RISING GANG VIOLENCE IN THE STREETS OF LOS ANGELES, ESPECIALLY

IN THE SAN FERNANDO VALLEY. IN RESPONSE, CHIEF BERGMANN SOUGHT

TO DEVELOP A NEW APPROACH, PARTNERING DEPARTMENT RESOURCES
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WITH OTHER SERVICE ORGANIZATIONS, POLITICAL OFFICIALS,

COMMUNITY LEADERS AND BUSINESS LEADERS AND FORMED THE SAN
FERNANDO VALLEY COALITION ON GANGS IN DECEMBER OF 2001. THE
VALLEY COALITION ON GANGS IS A MULTI-DISCIPLINARY PARTNERSHIP
FOCUSED ON PREVENTION, INTERVENTION AND SUPPRESSION OF GANG
ACTIVITY. THE IMPETUS FOR THE CREATION OF THE COALITION WAS TO
BRING GROUPS AND INDIVIDUALS TOGETHER TO WORK TOWARDS THE
COMMON GOAL OF REDUCING GANG VIOLENCE. A PARTNERSHIP OF
COMMUNITY LEADERS, ELECTED OFFICIALS, CITIZENS, COMMUNITY-
BASED ORGANIZATIONS, PROBATION, SCHOOLS, LAW ENFORCEMENT,
RELIGIOUS ORGANIZATIONS AND OTHER GOVERNMENTAL AGENCIES, THE
COALITION IS COMMITTED TO UTILIZING PREVENTION, INTERVENTION
AND SUPPRESSION STRATEGIES TO REDUCE THE FEAR AND INCIDENCE OF
GANG CRIME AND TO IMPROVE THE QUALITY OF LIFE THROUGHOUT THE
COMMUNITY. UNDER RON'S LEADERSHIP, THE COALITION EMPLOYED
NONTRADITIONAL METHODS TO ADDRESS GANG VIOLENCE AND
MEMBERSHIP. THE COALITION PARTNERED WITH PREVENTION
INTERVENTION ORGANIZATIONS TO CREATE A GREATER AND MORE
LASTING PEACE. THE SAN FERNANDO VALLEY GANG CRIME RATE HAS
FALLEN AS A RESULT OF HIS EFFORTS AND OTHERS BUT PRIMARILY
THIS EFFORT. THE GANG RATE IN THE SAN FERNANDO VALLEY-- GANG
CRIME RATE HAS FALLEN 18% SINCE THE COALITION WAS FORMED.
AMONG THE COALITION'S ACCOMPLISHMENTS ARE A PUBLISHED
STRATEGIC PLAN, THEY PUBLISHED A SAN FERNANDO RESOURCE GUIDE

AND STARTED RESOURCE MAPPING, ESTABLISHED MULTI-DISCIPLINARY
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TEAMS THROUGHOUT THE VALLEY, HELD SEVERAL COMMUNITY EVENTS
AIMED AT KEEPING THE PIECE AND BRINGING THE COMMUNITY
TOGETHER, CREATED A COALITION WEBSITE, CREATED A TOLL-FREE
GANG HOTLINE NUMBER AND ISSUED PAMPHLETS TO PROMOTE IT,
ADVERTISED GANG RESOURCE LINES THROUGH PUBLIC SERVICE
ANNOUNCEMENTS, BILLBOARDS AND BUS BENCHES. THE SAN FERNANDO
COALITION ON GANGS DEFINITELY SERVES AS A ROLE MODEL FOR OTHER
LAW ENFORCEMENT AGENCIES AND COMMUNITY GROUPS AND IS AN
EXAMPLE OF SUCCESS IN PARTNERING COMMUNITY RESOURCES WITH
GOVERNMENTAL RESOURCES. IT CERTAINLY HAS SERVED AS A MODEL FOR
THE REST OF THE COUNTY'S ANTI-GANG VIOLENCE REGIONAL TEAMS AND
JUST RECENTLY RECEIVED NATIONAL RECOGNITION BY WINNING THE
I.T.T. NIGHT VISION COMMUNITY POLICING AWARD. I WANTED TO TAKE
THIS OPPORTUNITY TO NOT ONLY COMMEND DEPUTY CHIEEF RON BERGMANN
FOR HIS 32 YEARS OF SERVICE TO LAW ENFORCEMENT AND TO THE
PEOPLE OF LOS ANGELES AND HIS EFFORTS TO REDUCE GANG VIOLENCE
IN THE SAN FERNANDO VALLEY BUT I ALSO WANTED TO THANK HIM FOR
HIS FRIENDSHIP, FOR BEING THE KIND OF LEADER THAT, EVEN AT 32
YEARS OF SERVICE, WAS A MAN WHO THOUGHT OUTSIDE THE BOX, WAS
WILLING TO TAKE CHANCES, WAS WILLING TO DO THINGS THAT HAD
NEVER BEEN DONE BEFORE AND TAKE THE RISKS THAT MOST
BUREAUCRATS DON'T LIKE TO TAKE, MOST PEOPLE DON'T LIKE TO
TAKE. BECAUSE, IF YOU TAKE A RISK, ONE OF TWO THINGS CAN
HAPPEN: EITHER YOU SUCCEED OR YOU FAIL AND PEOPLE PREFER NOT

TO TAKE THE RISK OF FAILURE. BUT THAT HAS NOT BEEN THE BOOK ON
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CHIEF BERGMANN. HE, UNTIL HIS LAST DAY AS A DEPUTY CHIEF IN
THE L.A.P.D., WAS AT THE CUTTING EDGE, PUSHING THE ENVELOPE,
TRYING TO MAKE A DIFFERENCE IN REDUCING CRIME, REDUCING GANG
VIOLENCE, AND REDUCING THE GREAT TRAGEDIES AND SADNESS THAT
HAS BEFALLEN SO MANY OF THE FAMILIES IN THE VALLEY AND
ELSEWHERE IN OUR COMMUNITY. SO, RON, I THINK THIS IS A-- THE
OLD CLICHE THAT YOU'RE GOING TO BE MISSED I THINK APPLIES IN
CAPITAL LETTERS TO YOU. YOU WILL BE MISSED. AND I THINK THE
LEGACY YOU LEAVE IS NOT ONLY THE REDUCTION IN GANG VIOLENCE
THAT WE HAVE EXPERIENCED IN THE VALLEY BUT THE LEGACY YOU
LEAVE IS FOR THE WAY YOUR SUCCESSOR AND SUCCESSORS IN ALL LAW
ENFORCEMENT AND OTHER BRANCHES OF GOVERNMENT HOPEFULLY WILL
CARRY ON THEIR JOBS, ALWAYS PUSHING THE ENVELOPE, ALWAYS
WILLING TO THINK OUTSIDE THE BOX, BECAUSE THE REWARDS FAR
OUTWEIGH THE RISKS. AND I WANT TO THANK YOU FOR YOUR GREAT

THREE DECADES OF SERVICE TO US. [ APPLAUSE ]

RONALD W. BERGMANN: I'VE NEVER PASSED UP A MICROPHONE, SO I'LL
TAKE YOU UP ON THAT. I'M REALLY THRILLED THAT THE COALITION
DID RECEIVE THAT I.A.C.P., THAT'S THE INTERNATIONAL
ASSOCIATION CHIEF OF POLICE COMMUNITY POLICING AWARD. IT'S A
LONG TIME COMING AND IT'S NOT REALLY MY AWARD, IT'S THE AWARD
THAT WAS PRESENTED TO WHAT THE COALITION MEANS IN THE SAN
FERNANDO VALLEY AND THAT COALITION HAS INCLUDED SUPERVISOR

YAROSLAVSKY'S OFFICE, HE DONATED SOME MONEY A COUPLE OF YEARS
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1 AGO TO GET CAL STATE NORTHRIDGE WORKING WITH US. WE HAVE MADE
2 A BIG DIFFERENCE IN THE SAN FERNANDO VALLEY. THE FIRST YEAR WE
3 HAD OUR MULTIDISCIPLINARY TEAM PROGRAM GOING, WHERE YOUNG

4 PEOPLE ARE CALLED IN TO POLICE STATIONS TO SIT IN FRONT OF

5 COUNSELORS TO FIGURE OUT WHAT WE CAN DO TO STRAIGHTEN OUT

6 THEIR LIVES. AND ONE OF THE THINGS WE'RE DOING THAT'S REALLY

7 OUTSIDE THE BOX IS I REQUIRED MY GANG HOMICIDE DETECTIVES TO

8 CALL OUR HARD CORE INTERVENTIONIST IN THE VALLEY, BLINKY

9 RODRIGUEZ, AND NOTIFY HIM ON EVERY GANG HOMICIDE SO THAT THEY
10 COULD ROLL OUT AND WORK SHOULDER TO SHOULDER WITH POLICE

11 OFFICERS TO TRY TO CUT THE RETALIATION. IT WORKED. THE FIRST
12 YEAR, OUR GANG HOMICIDES WENT DOWN 48%. AND SO THIS IS NICE

13 THAT I'M HERE AND I THANK YOU VERY MUCH FOR THE RECOGNITION

14 BUT THE GANG THING IS REALLY THE COMMUNITY WORKING TOGETHER

15 WITH LAW ENFORCEMENT PROSECUTORS, PROBATION AND THE POLITICAL
16 ESTABLISHMENT TO REALLY HAVE MADE A DIFFERENCE IN THE SAN

17 FERNANDO VALLEY. SO I THANK YOU FOR THE RECOGNITION, I THANK
18 YOU FOR YOUR ASSISTANCE AND I THANK YOU FOR YOUR FRIENDSHIP. [

17 UNITED AIRLINES FLIGHT 93. OUR NATION'S VETERANS PASSED THE
18 TORCH OF FREEDOM ONTO THE YOUNG MEN AND WOMEN OF THE ARMED

19 FORCES NOW SERVING IN IRAQ, AFGHANISTAN AND AROUND THE GLOBE.
20 TODAY, SOLDIERS, SAILORS, AIRMEN, MARINES AND COAST GUARDSMAN
21 RESOLUTELY HOLD HIGH THAT TORCH AND ON THE FRONT LINES OF THE
22 WAR ON TERROR, IN THE SKIES AND ON THE OCEANS, WHEREVER PEACE
CRIES OUT FOR A CHAMPION, THEY DEDICATE THEIR SERVICE TO THAT

9 SALUTE LOS ANGELES COUNTY'S FOUNDING FAMILIES, THE LOS

10 POBLADORES 200. THE MISSION WAS ESTABLISHED ON SEPTEMBER 8TH,
11 1771, BY THE NATIVE SHOSHONE PEOPLE AND THE FRANCISCANS AS THE
12 AGRICULTURAL, CULTURAL AND SPIRITUAL CENTER OF LOS ANGELES

13 COUNTY TO BE. 10 YEARS LATER, ANOTHER LITTLE COMMUNITY WAS

15 CITY AND THAT'S THE CITY OF LOS ANGELES, WHICH WAS

COUNTY OF LOS ANGELES, DR. MARVIN SOUTHARD.

DR. MARVIN J. SOUTHARD: THANK YOU, SUPERVISOR ANTONOVICH, FOR
RECOGNIZING THIS PROGRAM BECAUSE I THINK IT REALLY HELPS
ILLUSTRATE ONE OF THE STRENGTHS THAT WE HAVE HERE IN LOS

TO HELP WITH THIS PRESENTATION,
WE HAVE JEFEF ARANO, WHO IS THE PARK SUPERVISOR AND RICHARD
GARY, WHO IS THE RECREATIONAL LEADER. OUR FIRST HONOREE IS
CAMILO GONZALEZ RAMIREZ. HE WENT 8-AND-0 AT THE CALIFORNIA
OPEN STATE WRESTLING TOURNAMENT, WEIGHING 137 POUNDS AND
COMPETING IN THE 145-POUND DIVISION. NOT ONE OF HIS OPPONENTS
SCORED A POINT ON CAMILO DURING THAT TOURNAMENT. HE WON FIRST

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1 CALIFORNIA. HE'S ALSO IN THE TOP 10 OF THE UNITED STATES AND
2 COULD BE A CONTENDER FOR THE 2008 OLYMPICS IN BEIJING, CHINA.
3 11-YEAR-OLD ELIJAH NIHIPALI IS THE PROGRAM'S NEWEST WRESTLER,
4 JOINING THE FOUNDER JANUARY THIS PAST YEAR. HE PLACED SEVENTH
5 AT THE CALIFORNIA KIDS' COMPETITION AND QUALIFIED FOR THE TEAM
6 TO REPRESENT OUR STATE. HE THEN WENT ON TO PLACE THIRD IN THE
7 WESTERN STATES REGIONAL GRECO-ROMAN AND SEVENTH IN FREESTYLE,
8 WHICH WAS VERY GOOD FOR AN INDIVIDUAL WHO HAS BEEN COMPETING

9 FOR LESS THAN ONE YEAR. SO WE CONGRATULATE BOTH OF YOU,

18 HE HELPED MANY YOUNG PEOPLE THROUGHOUT HIS CAREER, DATING BACK

5 PROMOTED TO THE DEPUTY EXECUTIVE OFFICER TO OVERSEE COUNTYWIDE
6 PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT. HE HAS DEMONSTRATED IMAGINATION AND
7 VISION FOR A MULTIMODAL TRANSPORTATION SYSTEM IN THE COUNTY

8 AND SUCCESSFUL SHORT-TERM AND LONG-TERM TRANSPORTATION PLANS

9 WERE DEVELOPED UNDER HIS LEADERSHIP. JIM WAS ALSO SUCCESSEUL
10 WHO LED THE PLANNING AND THE DEVELOPMENT WORK FOR MAJOR

6 EXHIBITS AND ATTRACTIONS THAT BEGIN THIS COMING FRIDAY AND

19 SUNDAY, SEPTEMBER THE 11TH, SHOWCASED BY A PARADE AT NOON. SO
20 HOPEFULLY EVERYBODY IN THE COUNTY WILL COME OUT AND

15 SUP. MOLINA, CHAIR: NEXT, FOR THIS PRESENTATION, THIS IS THE
16 ~ANNUAL PRESENTATION THAT IS MADE TO GIVE OUR GRATITUDE AND OUR
17 THANKS BECAUSE WE HAVE ONE OF THE MOST UNBELIEVABLE CHARITABLE
18 GIVING CAMPAIGNS THAT GO ON THROUGH L.A. COUNTY. SO, THIS

19 YEAR, WE RAISED MORE THAN $1.6 MILLION. ALL OF IT WAS DONE

20 THROUGH PAYROLL DEDUCTIONS AND VARIOUS DEPARTMENT FUNDRAISERS
21 THAT WERE CARRIED OUT BY ALL OF OUR COUNTY EMPLOYEES. THE
MONEY IS DISTRIBUTED TO OUR FIVE CAMPAIGN PARTNERS WHO ARE
REPRESENTED HERE TODAY AND I'M GOING TO HAVE THEM COME UP IN A
MINUTE. WE HAVE ELISE BUICK, WHO IS THE PRESIDENT OF THE

UNITED WAY OF THE GREATER LOS ANGELES AREA. SHERRICE BREHMMAN,
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WHO IS EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR OF THE BROTHERHOOD CRUSADE; ELLEN
MUSAWA, WHO IS THE MANAGER OF THE DEVELOPMENT AND FINANCE FOR
THE ASIAN/PACIFIC COMMUNITY FUND; PAT SMITH, WHO IS THE
ASSOCIATE DIRECTOR OF EARTH SHARE OF CALIFORNIA; AND LOU

EVACUATION SITUATION TO BE CALLED UP TOGETHER. YESTERDAY, OUR-
- WE PUT TOGETHER A TASK FORCE THAT WAS HEADED UP BY OUR
EMERGENCY OPERATIONS DIRECTOR, AS WELL AS DAVID JANSSEN AND
VARIOUS MEMBERS OF OUR STAFEF WHO HAVE PUT TOGETHER A VERY
EFFECTIVE COORDINATED PLAN. I'M GOING TO ASK AT THIS TIME FOR
DAVID JANSSEN, IF HE WOULD TAKE US THROUGH THE VARIOUS STEPS
OF THAT PLAN AND THE PREPARATION OF THE WORK THAT WE ARE DOING
TO ACCOMMODATE THE POTENTIAL NUMBER OF EVACUEES THAT L.A.
COUNTY MAY RECEIVE. SO, DAVID, I'M GOING TO TURN IT OVER TO

YOU FOR THAT REPORT.
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C.A.O0. JANSSEN: THANK YOU VERY MUCH, MADAM CHAIR. IF I COULD
ASK CONSTANCE, COME OVER TO THE CENTER TABLE. SHE'S PRINCIPAL
COUNTY COORDINATOR ON THIS EFFORT. THE RED CROSS HAS INDICATED
THAT IT IS LAUNCHING THE LARGEST MOBILIZATION OF RESOURCES IN
ITS HISTORY FOR A SINGLE DISASTER. AND WE LEARN EVERY DAY THE
EXTENT OF THIS CATASTROPHE THAT'S HAPPENED IN THE GULFE STATES.
AND, OVER THE WEEKEND, THE FEDERAL GOVERNMENT HAS CONTACTED
THE STATE GOVERNORS IN THE UNITED STATES LOOKING FOR
PLACEMENTS FOR MANY OF THE EVACUEES AND WHAT'S DIFFERENT ABOUT
THIS IS THEY ARE LOOKING FOR PERMANENT PLACEMENTS, PEOPLE THAT
MAY NOT RETURN TO THE AREA OF THE DISASTER, WHICH IS QUITE
UNLIKE I THINK ANY OTHER NATURAL DISASTER THAT WE'VE FACED
BEFORE IN THIS COUNTRY. SO IT IS A SIGNIFICANT UNDERTAKING
AND, AS YOU INDICATED, MADAM CHAIR, YOU AND THE MAYOR
YESTERDAY CALLED TOGETHER BOTH CITY AND COUNTY EMPLOYEES, WE
SPENT 2-1/2 HOURS ESTABLISHING A PLAN AND A PROGRAM FOR LOS
ANGELES AND THE COUNTY, THE CITY AND THE COUNTY AND TO INCLUDE
THE 87 OTHER CITIES BECAUSE THERE ARE 88 JURISDICTIONS IN THE
REGION, TO DEAL WITH WHAT WE THINK IS A MINIMUM OF 2,000
PEOPLE TO THE REGION AND I'M GOING TO ASK CONSTANCE, WHO IS
OUR EMERGENCY SERVICES COORDINATOR AND CALIFORNIA DOES AN
EXCEPTIONAL JOB WHEN IT COMES TO EMERGENCY SERVICES
COORDINATION, MUTUAL AID, IN PART BECAUSE WE HAVE SO MANY

NATURAL DISASTERS IN CALIFORNIA, WE HAVE A LOT OF PRACTICE AT
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1 THIS, UNFORTUNATELY, SO WE CAN PULL TOGETHER PRETTY QUICKLY IN
2 A SHORT PERIOD OF TIME. SO, CONSTANCE, IF YOU WOULD GIVE A

3 QUICK RUNDOWN OF WHERE WE ARE, I'D APPRECIATE IT.

5 CONSTANCE: THANK YOU, MR. JANSSEN. GOOD AFTERNOON,

6 SUPERVISORS. AS HAS ALREADY BEEN REPORTED, THERE WAS A TASK

7 FORCE MEETING THAT WAS PUT TOGETHER VERY QUICKLY YESTERDAY AND
8 EXTREMELY WELL ATTENDED. WE HAD WELL OVER 50 PEOPLE

9 PARTICIPATING ON A CONFERENCE CALL TO REALLY JUMPSTART THE

10 PROCESS OF PREPARING TO RECEIVE EVACUEES. WE WANTED TO DO TWO
11 THINGS. WE WANTED TO, FIRST OF ALL, GET A FEEL FOR WHAT WE

12 COULD HANDLE AND HANDLE WELL AND ALSO MAKE SURE THAT WE WERE
13 ABLE TO BE VERY RESPONSIVE AND VERY NIMBLE IN OUR RESPONSE TO
14 THE NEEDS OF THE DISASTER VICTIMS. AND I THINK THAT

15 YESTERDAY'S MEETING REALLY ACHIEVED THAT JUMPSTART AND, I,

16 PERSONALLY, I WOULD LIKE TO THANK SUPERVISOR MOLINA AND

17 SUPERVISOR BURKE BOTH FOR SOME LEADERSHIP, SOME IMPORTANT

18 LEADERSHIP THAT REALLY HELPED US PULL IT TOGETHER VERY

19 RAPIDLY. WE HAD ANOTHER MEETING THIS MORNING. WE BROUGHT IN

20 STAFEF LEVEL PEOPLE THIS MORNING TO START TO HAMMER OUT SOME OF
21 THE NUTS AND BOLTS OF A FEW OF THE ISSUES THAT WE WANT TO MAKE
SURE WE HAD ADDRESSED VERY, VERY RAPIDLY AND, AT 5:00, WHEN
THE TASK FORCE CONVENES AGAIN, WE'LL BE ABLE TO REPORT BACK TO
YOU IN TERMS OF WHERE WE STAND WITH OUR PROGRESS. WHAT WE ARE

DOING IS WE ARE SURVEYING ALL OF THE CITIES IN THE COUNTY TO
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1 DETERMINE IF ANY OF THEM HAVE SITES THAT WOULD BE SUITABLE TO
2 HOUSE THE EVACUEES. WE'RE DOING THIS IN SUPPORT OF RED CROSS.
3 WE'RE ALSO DOING A SURVEY IN TERMS OF THE RESOURCES THAT THE
4 COUNTY HAS AVAILABLE AND THAT WILL BE REPORTED TO THE

5 GOVERNOR'S OFFICE OF EMERGENCY SERVICES. WE HAVE IDENTIFIED

6 TRAINED SHELTER OPERATORS, D.P.S.S. TRAINS PEOPLE IN MASS CARE
7 SHELTER OPERATIONS AND THEY ARE PREPARED TO SUPPORT RED CROSS
8 OPERATIONS AND, WITHOUT GOING THROUGH A LONG LITANY OF

9 RESOURCES, THERE ARE A NUMBER OF THINGS ALREADY IN PLACE IN

10 THIS COUNTY TO SUPPORT THESE SHELTER OPERATIONS, INCLUDING

11 MENTAL HEALTH TEAMS AND PUBLIC HEALTH TEAMS AND JUST A WIDE

12 VARIETY. I'D LIKE TO TALK FOR JUST A MINUTE ABOUT THE-- WHAT
13 I'M CALLING THE SELF STARTERS. THESE ARE THE WONDERFUL GRITTY
14 DETERMINED EVACUEES THAT ARE FINDING THEIR OWN WAY HERE.

15 THEY'RE NOT TRAVELING UNDER THE AUSPICES OF GOVERNMENT OR ANY
16 TYPE OF A SPECIAL AIR LIFT. THEY ARE GETTING HERE ON THEIR OWN
17 AND WE WANT TO REACH OUT TO THEM. WE WANT TO MAKE SURE THAT

18 THEY ARE GETTING THE SERVICES THAT THEY NEED. WE WANT TO MAKE
19 SURE TO PROMOTE THE F.E.M.A. TELEREGISTRATION NUMBER BECAUSE
20 THAT IS THE WAY THAT WE ARE REALLY GOING TO ALL KNOW, BOTH

21 LOCAL, STATE AND FEDERAL, HOW MANY PEOPLE WE DO HAVE HERE IN
CALIFORNIA AND HERE IN LOS ANGELES COUNTY FROM THE STRICKEN
AREAS AND SO THAT WE CAN REACH OUT AND PROVIDE PROPER
SERVICES. I JUST WANT TO EMPHASIZE HOW IMPORTANT IT IS AND ASK

THE MEDIA TO HELP WITH THIS, THAT, IF FOLKS HAVE COME IN ON
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1 THETR OWN INITIATIVE, ARE SELF-STARTERS WHO HAVE GOTTEN HERE,
2 PLEASE, PLEASE MAKE SURE THAT YOU ARE GOING TO REGISTER WITH

3 THE F.E.M.A. TELEREGISTRATION NUMBER SO THAT WE CAN BEGIN TO

4 MAKE THAT OUTREACH TO YOU AND THAT THE FEDERAL GOVERNMENT ALSO
5 CAN BEGIN TO ASSIST YOU. I WANT TO SAY SOMETHING ELSE THAT I

6 THINK IS VERY IMPORTANT AND I WOULD ASK AGAIN FOR THE MEDIA'S
7 HELP WITH THIS. WATCHING HURRICANE KATRINA HAS BEEN JUST SO

8 PAINFUL FOR ALL OF US. THERE ARE NO WORDS TO DESCRIBE THE PAIN
9 AND SUFFERING THAT THE VICTIMS HAVE HAD TO ENDURE BUT IT

10 DRIVES HOME A VERY IMPORTANT POINT. GOVERNMENT IS NOT CAPABLE
11 OF TAKING CARE OF EVERYTHING THAT EVERYONE NEEDS DURING A

12 DISASTER. IT'S A FACT OF LIFE. I DON'T CARE HOW WELL PREPARED
13 WE ARE, AND I BELIEVE WE DO A GOOD JOB HERE, BUT WE CANNOT

14 GUARANTEE OUR RESIDENTS, OUR CITIZENS THAT WE WILL BE THERE IN
15 THE FIRST 24 HOURS. I WANT TO ENCOURAGE THE PUBLIC AND URGE

16 THE PUBLIC TO PREPARE FOR MINIMUM OF 7 DAYS. FIND A WAY TO

17 STORE SOME WATER, FOOD, MEDICINE. THE BASICS THAT YOU WOULD

18 NEED SO THAT YOU COULD BE SELF-SUPPORTING UNTIL YOU GET THE

19 ASSISTANCE THAT YOU NEED FROM GOVERNMENT. I THINK IT'S A VERY
20 IMPORTANT MESSAGE. IT'S ONE WE NEED TO GET OUT AND, FOR SOME
21 OF THE FOLKS THAT MAY FIND THAT HARD, I KNOW THERE ARE PEOPLE
THAT, ON A DAILY BASIS, HAVE A DIFFICULT TIME GETTING A MEAL
ON THE TABLE AND IT'S HARD TO SAY TO THEM, "HAVE SEVEN DAYS'
WORTH OF FOOD PREPARED." WE NEED TO REACH OUT TO THOSE PEOPLE

WHO NEED THAT ADDITIONAL LEVEL OF ASSISTANCE AND WE NEED TO
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1 HELP THEM SO THAT THEY HAVE SOME RESERVES, SOME WAY TO CARE
2 FOR THEMSELVES UNTIL GOVERNMENT CAN HELP THEM. SO I APPRECIATE
3 BEING GIVEN THIS OPPORTUNITY TO SAY THIS. I THINK IT'S A VERY

4 IMPORTANT MESSAGE.

6 C.A.O. JANSSEN: ONE ADDITIONAL, I THINK WE SHOULD TALK A

7 LITTLE BIT ABOUT 2-1-1. THE COUNTY JUST KICKED OFF, IN JULY,

8 INFOLINE AND WE'RE ASKING ANYONE, APARTMENT OWNERS, HOTEL

9 OWNERS, ANYONE THAT IS LOOKING FOR A WAY TO HELP, CALL 2-1-1.
10 WE HAVE OPERATORS ONLINE, READY TO ANSWER CALLS, IF YOU WANT
11 TO CONTRIBUTE. AND ALSO, IF YOU'RE HERE AND YOU ARE AN EVACUEE
12 AND YOU NEED HELP, YOU CAN ALSO CALL 2-1-1. SO WE'RE TRYING TO
13 COVER BOTH ENDS OF THE SPECTRUM. IF YOU NEED HELP, CALL 2-1-1.
14 IF YOU WANT TO PROVIDE HELP, CALL 2-1-1 AND WE'LL COORDINATE
15 THE EFFORT. THANK YOU.

16

17 SUP. MOLINA, CHAIR: WE ARE PARTICIPATING ON DAILY CALLS AS

18 WELL WITH THE STATE OFFICE OF EMERGENCIES AND WITH THE

19 GOVERNOR'S OFFICE AS WELL. ALL OF THE STATE IS COORDINATING

20 THEIR SERVICES THROUGH COUNTIES AND CITIES. WE HAVE YET NOT

21 RECEIVED ANY INFORMATION FROM F.E.M.A. AS TO HOW MANY PEOPLE
22 OR WHEN OR HOW BUT WE ARE ANTICIPATING THAT WE WILL AND SO,
CONSEQUENTLY, WE ARE PREPARING FOR THIS. LET ME JUST ALSO ADD
THAT WE'VE ALREADY SENT OUT TEAMS TO THE AREA. OUR LOS ANGELES

COUNTY FIREFIGHTERS HAVE SENT OUT AN URBAN SEARCH AND RESCUE
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1 TEAM COMPRISED OF 80 FIREFIGHTERS FROM L.A. COUNTY. THEY'RE
2 CURRENTLY EN ROUTE TO LOUISIANA AND WILL RELIEVE ANOTHER

3 SEARCH AND RESCUE TEAM THERE ON THURSDAY. WE HAVE ONE SWIFET
4 WATER RESCUE TEAM COMPRISED OF 16 FIREFIGHTERS FROM L.A.

5 COUNTY. THEY'RE OUT IN LOUISIANA AT THIS MOMENT. THERE'S ALSO
6 AN ADDITIONAL 11 FIREFIGHTERS, WHICH WERE PART OF THE VARIOUS
7 INCIDENT MANAGEMENT TEAMS. SOME ARE CURRENTLY IN LOUISIANA AND
8 OTHERS ARE WORKING IN WASHINGTON, D.C. AS FAR AS EQUIPMENT,

9 WE'VE SENT OVER 17 VEHICLES, SOME LARGE TRACTOR TRAILERS FOR
10 SEARCH AND RESCUE, WITH SEARCH CAMERAS, A TOTAL OF 60,000

11 POUNDS OF EQUIPMENT HAVE BEEN DEPLOYED, AND, AGAIN, THIS IS

12 EQUIPMENT THAT HAD BEEN PURCHASED WITH F.E.M.A. DOLLARS THAT
13 WERE TO BE UTILIZED HERE IN L.A. COUNTY THAT WE'RE SENDING OUT
14 INTO THOSE AREAS. IN ADDITION, THE SHERIFEF HAS SENT OUT ONE

15 SEARCH AND RESCUE HELICOPTER AND TEAM COMPRISED OF 12

16 INDIVIDUALS, WHICH INCLUDE A SERGEANT CREW, FOUR PARAMEDICS,

17 THREE PILOTS, TWO MECHANICS, A LIEUTENANT AND ONE DEPUTY FROM
18 EMERGENCY OPERATIONS BUREAU AND THIS TEAM WILL BE ARRIVING IN
19 LOUISIANA IN ABOUT 20 MINUTES. AND SO WE'RE PROUD OF THE

20 CONTRIBUTIONS THAT MANY OF OUR OWN DEPARTMENTS HAVE DONE AS

21 WELL. MS. BURKE WANTED TO MAKE A SPECIAL REQUEST.

SUP. BURKE: WELL, I-- FIRST OF ALL, I THINK THAT WE SHOULD
THANK THE PEOPLE OF LOS ANGELES COUNTY. I HAVE NEVER SEEN AN

OUTPOURING OF HELP LIKE WE HAVE SEEN PEOPLE, INDIVIDUALS,
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1 CHILDREN TAKING THEIR PIGGY BANKS, OPENING IT UP TO PEOPLE AND
2 WE NEED TO COMMEND THE PEOPLE OF LOS ANGELES FOR THE WAY THEY
3 HAVE REACHED OUT TO PEOPLE IN THE GULEF STATES AND I RECOGNIZE
4 THAT, IN MANY INSTANCES, FOR INSTANCE, IN MY DISTRICT, YOU

5 HAVE MANY PEOPLE WHO HAVE RELATIVES THERE OR WHO HAVE MOVED

6 FROM THE GULE STATES TO LOS ANGELES AND WE DO WANT TO MAKE

7 SURE THAT THOSE PEOPLE KNOW ALL OF THE THINGS THAT SHOULD BE
8 DONE AND THEY GET THE KIND OF INFORMATION OUT. I KNOW THAT

9 THERE'S SOME PEOPLE WHO HAVE BEEN VERY PLEASED THAT THE

10 GENERAL HONORARY WAS THERE, SOMEONE WHO HAS CONNECTIONS TO LOS
11 ANGELES, AND RELATIVES HERE IN LOS ANGELES, WHO HAS GONE IN
12 THERE AND CERTAINLY HAS STARTED MOVING. I ALSO, THOUGH, WANT
13 TO TAKE A MOMENT TO ASK DR. SANDERS ABOUT OUR OWN PERSONAL

14 ISSUES AND PROBLEMS THAT WE HAVE. I UNDERSTAND WE HAVE 70

15 CHILDREN WHO ARE IN THE GULF STATES, THESE ARE FOSTER

16 CHILDREN, WHO ARE PROBABLY THERE WITH FOSTER PARENTS OR WITH
17 RELATIVE CAREGIVERS AND THAT SOME OF THEM HAVE BEEN LOCATED
18 AND OTHERS HAVE NOT. I JUST THINK WE SHOULD GET SOME KIND OF
19 AN UPDATE ON THAT ISSUE.

21 DR. DAVID SANDERS: SUPERVISOR BURKE, DAVID SANDERS, DIRECTOR
OF DEPARTMENT OF CHILDREN AND FAMILY SERVICES. WE HAVE 69
YOUTH PLACED IN THE THREE GULFE STATES. GENERALLY, THEY ARE
EITHER WITH RELATIVES OR THEY'RE IN PRE-ADOPTIVE PLACEMENTS.

THE MAJORITY OF THOSE 69 YOUTH ARE WITH RELATIVES. OF THOSE,
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WE'VE BEEN ABLE TO CONTACT 39. WE HAVE NOT YET BEEN ABLE TO

CONTACT 30 OF THEM. SO IT IS RIGHT NOW A VERY GRIM SITUATION.

SUP. BURKE: I HAVE A MOTION I'LL PASS OUT THAT WE SHOULD
REQUEST AND WE SEND A LETTER AND CONTACT IMMEDIATELY FEDERAL,
STATE AND LOCAL AGENCIES THROUGHOUT THOSE REGIONS TO SEE IF WE
CAN HAVE SOME ASSISTANCE IN IDENTIFYING. WE HAVE THE PRIMARY
RESPONSIBILITY FOR THOSE CHILDREN. THEY ARE SEPARATED FROM--
WE DON'T KNOW WHETHER THEY'RE SEPARATED FROM PARENTS OR
WHETHER OR NOT-- THEIR STATUS, BUT WE SHOULD REACH OUT AND ASK
FOR ASSISTANCE IN IDENTIFYING WHERE THOSE CHILDREN ARE. WE
NEED TO HAVE SOME EXTRAORDINARY EFFORT, I THINK, THAT, IN THE
EVENT THOSE CHILDREN ARE NOT BEING CARED FOR, THAT WE SHOULD

SUP. KNABE: CAN I JUST ADD JUST ONE THING IN ADDITION TO OUR
DEPARTMENTS DOING SUCH A, YOU KNOW, RALLYING UP, WE ALSO HAVE
A NUMBER OF EMPLOYEES THAT ARE VOLUNTEERS TO THE RED CROSS

THAT ARE BACK THERE ON SITE AS WELL, TOO.
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SUP. MOLINA, CHAIR: AS WELL, THAT'S CORRECT.

SUP. BURKE: AND I THINK EVERYONE KNOWS THE COUNTY HAS MADE
PROVISIONS FOR THEM TO BE PAID DURING THE TIME THAT THEY'RE
VOLUNTEERING. IS IT UP TO NINE DAYS? NINE DAYS. DR. FIELDING,
WHAT CAN WE DO OR WHAT ARE WE DOING IN TERMS OF PROVIDING

ALTHOUGH IT WASN'T EXPLICIT, WAS ABOUT POSSIBLE INFECTIOUS

DISEASES. AT THIS POINT, THE ONLY ONE I'M AWARE OF IS A VIBRIO

VULNIFICANS, WHICH IS A GASTROINTESTINAL PROBLEM, CAUSES
NAUSEA, VOMITING, DIARRHEA, CRAMPS AND IS EASILY TREATED WITH
ANTIBIOTICS BUT THEY HAVE IDENTIFIED THAT AS A PROBLEM. I
DON'T KNOW THAT IT'S A LARGE PROBLEM BUT IT'S A PROBLEM
RELATED TO THE CONDITIONS THERE, THE FLOOD AND PEOPLE PERHAPS

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1 STANDING WATER TO INCUBATE MOSQUITOES AND SO THERE HAVE BEEN
2 CALLS, I KNOW, FOR SPRAYING BUT I'M NOT AWARE THAT THAT'S

3 OCCURRED TO DATE. THERE'S ALSO THE ISSUES RELATED TO TOXIC

4 SUBSTANCES AND, SINCE MOST OF THE AREA HAS BEEN EVACUATED, WE
5 DON'T KNOW TO WHAT EXTENT THAT'S A PROBLEM, BUT THAT'S

6 SOMETHING THAT WILL HAVE TO BE LOOKED AT OVER THE NEXT PERIOD
7 OF WEEKS AND MONTHS. AND THEN, OF COURSE, THERE'S THE GENERAL
8 PROBLEMS OF MENTAL HEALTH THAT DR. SOUTHARD MAY WISH TO

9 ADDRESS BUT THOSE ARE REALLY SERIOUS, BOTH SHORT-TERM AND

9 EVERYTHING WAS, YOU KNOW, 120 VOLT. AND HAVING MEDICINES

10 AVAILABLE. THERE HAVE BEEN SERIOUS PROBLEMS WITH PEOPLE

11 GETTING MEDICINES AND ONE OF THE FIRST PRIORITIES FOR THE

12 FEDERAL GOVERNMENT WAS GETTING PEOPLE WHO ARE ON INSULIN,

13 PEOPLE WHO HAD ASTHMA AND OTHER THINGS THAT NEEDED DAILY

14 MEDICATIONS, GETTING THAT TO THEM. BUT, AGAIN, I DON'T THINK
15 WE HAVE BROAD INFORMATION ON HOW SUCCESSFUL THAT EFFORT HAS
16 BEEN.

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SUP. MOLINA, CHAIR: THANK YOU. SUPERVISOR ANTONOVICH.

SUP. ANTONOVICH: MR. JANSSEN, HOW MUCH HAVE WE RAISED SINCE
LAST WEEK? DO YOU HAVE A FIGURE AND NUMBER OF COUNTY EMPLOYEES

HAVE BEEN CONTRIBUTING?

C.A.O0. JANSSEN: I DO NOT HAVE A FIGURE BUT IT'S IN THE
THOUSANDS OF DOLLARS. WE GOT A VERY QUICK REACTION TO YOUR

MOTION LAST WEEK, SUPERVISOR.

SUP. ANTONOVICH: AND SATURDAY, THE CITY OF ARCADIA DID A
FUNDRAISER AT THE ARCADIA MALL, MAYOR JOHN WU AND MEMBERS OF
THE COMMUNITY IN RAISING FUNDS AND I BELIEVE SATURDAY NIGHT,
CASTAIC CHAMBER OF COMMERCE, THEY RAISED APPROXIMATELY $10,000
IN AN EVENT FOR THE VICTIMS. WE'RE GOING TO SEND LETTERS TO
EACH OF OUR CHAMBERS OF COMMERCE ASKING THEM TO WORK WITH
THEIR MEMBERS TO PROVIDE A PUBLIC/PRIVATE EFFORT TO HELP THESE
PEOPLE, EITHER THROUGH HOUSING OR CLOTHING OR MONETARY
CONTRIBUTIONS AND MAYBE PERHAPS YOU COULD REPHRASE TO THE
PUBLIC WHO IS WATCHING, WHAT IS THE PROTOCOL IN THE COUNTY OF
LOS ANGELES WHEN WE HAVE AN EMERGENCY? WHAT ARE THE STEPS THAT
WE TAKE AND PERHAPS THE JOINT POWERS AUTHORITIES WE HAVE WITH
THE PUBLIC/PRIVATE TRANSIT AUTHORITIES AND THE ABILITY TO

HANDLE SUCH A CATASTROPHE?
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CONSTANCE PERETT: I'LL GIVE YOU AN OVERVIEW. IT WILL SOUND A
LITTLE BUREAUCRATIC, SO I APOLOGIZE TO THE PUBLIC AT LARGE BUT
LET ME TELL YOU, ALL OF YOU LIVE IN A CITY OR COUNTY,
UNINCORPORATED AREA SOMEWHERE AND, WHEN SOMETHING BAD HAPPENS
IN THE JURISDICTION WHERE YOU LIVE, THE FIRST THING THAT
HAPPENS IS OBVIOUSLY THE FIRST RESPONDERS FOR YOUR COMMUNITY
ARE RESPONDING BUT THEY ARE ALSO ASSESSING THE SCOPE OF THE
EVENT AND, IF IT'S BEYOND THEIR CAPABILITY, THEY ARE NUMBER 1
INVOKING MUTUAL AID OF WHICH WE HAVE A WONDERFUL, ROBUST
SYSTEM HERE IN CALIFORNIA AND HERE IN L.A. COUNTY FOR FIRE AND
LAW. WE HAVE PUBLIC WORKS MUTUAL AID, WE HAVE CORONER'S MUTUAL
AID, THERE ARE A LOT OF MUTUAL AID SYSTEMS IN PLACE. SO
THEY'RE INVOKING MUTUAL AID ON AN AREA LEVEL. IF THEY FIND
THAT THOSE RESOURCES ARE NOT SUFFICIENT, THEY ARE COMING TO
THE COUNTY. WE ACTIVATE OUR OPERATIONAL AREA EOC, OUR
EMERGENCY OPERATIONS CENTER AND WE STAFE IT, NOT ONLY WITH KEY
COUNTY DEPARTMENTS BUT WITH OTHER OUTSIDE AGENCIES SUCH AS
UTILITY COMPANIES, THE NATIONAL GUARD, THE AMERICAN RED CROSS,
THE COUNTY OFFICE OF EDUCATION, MANY, MANY OTHER AGENCIES ARE
BROUGHT TO BEAR ON THE PROBLEM AS QUICKLY AS WE CAN GET THEM
THERE. WE ARE GETTING DAMAGE ASSESSMENT INFORMATION FROM OUR
CITIES THROUGH OUR EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT INFORMATION SYSTEM. WE
ARE GETTING RESOURCE REQUESTS. WE IMMEDIATELY LET THE

GOVERNOR'S OFFICE KNOW WHAT THE SCOPE OF OUR EVENT IS. DAMAGE
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1 ASSESSMENT INFORMATION IS CRITICAL BECAUSE IT HELPS THEM TO
2 DETERMINE WHETHER OR NOT THEY'RE GOING TO REQUEST A STATE AND
3 PRESIDENTIAL DECLARATION. WE ALSO DO LOCAL DECLARATIONS, ALL
4 WITH A VIEW TO GETTING THE RESOURCES THAT ARE NEEDED TO THE

5 LOCAL AREA. SO THERE IS A SYSTEM IN PLACE IN THIS COUNTY. WE
6 EXERCISE IT EVERY SINGLE YEAR, WE EXERCISE IT ON A CONSTANT

7 BASIS. THIS YEAR, WE'RE ACTUALLY DOING A SERIES OF 36

8 EXERCISES CULMINATING IN A FULL SCALE EXERCISE ON NOVEMBER

9 17TH. WE ARE NO STRANGERS TO THE PROCESS OF EXERCISING AND

10 WORKING WITH OUR CITIES AND I BELIEVE THAT WE ARE A VERY WELL
11 PREPARED COUNTY. WE CAN CERTAINLY ALWAYS DO MORE AND WE NEED
12 TO DO MORE AND WE NEED MORE FEDERAL SUPPORT FOR ALL HAZARDS
13 PLANNING BUT WE ARE A WELL PREPARED COUNTY.

14

15 SUP. ANTONOVICH: I WOULD POINT OUT THAT WE ALSO HAVE EL TORO
16 THAT HAS FACILITIES AVAILABLE THAT ARE STILL IN GOOD SHAPE

17 THAT COULD BE EXERCISED AND THE FACT THAT I SUGGEST THAT THE
18 COLISEUM WOULD BE A GOOD VENUE IF THE NEW ORLEANS SAINTS NEED
19 AN ADDITIONAL FACILITY TO PLAY FOOTBALL IN. THE COLISEUM IS A
20 VENUE THAT WOULD BE AVAILABLE AND THOSE DISCUSSIONS, I

21 UNDERSTAND, WOULD BE HELPING THOSE PEOPLE RELOCATE AND THAT

22 ALSO, ONCE AGAIN, FOR OUR PUBLIC WHO IS LISTENING, WE HAVE

23 EMERGENCIES HERE. THEY HAPPEN. FIRE. EARTHQUAKES. THAT'S JUST
24 PART OF SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA BUT, ALONG WITH WATER, YOU NEED A

25 CAN OPENER. YOUR ELECTRIC CAN OPENER IS NOT GOING TO WORK. YOU
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NEED A HAND OPERATED CAN OPENER AND YOU NEED SHOES OR SLIPPERS
BENEATH YOUR BED BECAUSE OF THE GLASS. THE FIRST PRINCIPLE WE
TEACH IN EARTHQUAKE PREPAREDNESS IS TO HAVE THE WATER, THE
SHOES BENEATH YOUR BED, PLASTIC CAN LINERS FOR SANITARY
PURPOSES AND THAT HAND-OPERATED CAN OPENER TO BE PREPARED AND
TELEPHONE LINES VERY LIKELY WILL BE DOWN AND TO HAVE THAT PLAN
WHERE YOU KNOW WHERE YOUR FAMILY CAN MEET AND SOME TYPE OF A
STRATEGIC PLACE AND THE SALVATION ARMY, AMERICAN RED CROSS AND
YOUR LOCAL LAW ENFORCEMENT OFFICIALS WOULD BE THERE TO HELP
DISPLACED CHILDREN AND OTHERS TO FIND-- RELOCATE THEIR
FAMILIES AGAIN. THAT HAND-OPERATED CAN OPENER IS A VERY, VERY-

- IT'S NOT AN ANTIQUE, IT'S SOMETHING THAT YOU NEED.

SUP. MOLINA, CHAIR: VERY GOOD. ANYONE ELSE?

SUP. BURKE: I WOULD JUST LIKE TO ADD, I'VE ONLY HAD ONE
EXPERIENCE IN MY DISTRICT WITH A FLOOD AND THAT WAS WHEN THERE
WAS A TREMENDOUS FLOOD OVER A PERIOD OF THREE HOURS WHERE
EVERYTHING WENT OUT, NO ELECTRICITY AND, UNFORTUNATELY, IT'S
IN AREAS WHERE PEOPLE ARE-- POVERTY AREAS, PEOPLE WHO DON'T
HAVE A LOT OF ALTERNATIVES IN TERMS OF FOOD. NOW, OUR
DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC SOCIAL SERVICES WAS EXCELLENT, BUT WE HAD
3,500 PEOPLE WITHIN 15 MINUTES OF THE TIME IT OPENED BECAUSE,
FIRST OF ALL, EVERYONE'S FREEZER WENT OUT, AND THEIR

REFRIGERATOR WASN'T WORKING, SO ALL OF THE PERISHABLE FOOD
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1 SPOILED WITHIN A FEW HOURS AND THE REALITY WAS THAT IT WAS
2 VERY DIFFICULT TO GET OTHER KINDS OF FOOD TO PEOPLE IN A

3 HURRY. AND IT IS VERY DIFFICULT, IT'S JUST A TOTALLY DIFFERENT
4 EXPERIENCE THAN THE USUAL KIND OF EMERGENCY THAT YOU RUN INTO,
5 AND OF COURSE ALL THE MARKETS IN LOS ANGELES WERE INCREDIBLE.
6 THEY CAME FORWARD AND THEY OPENED UP CENTERS AND PROVIDED

7 ADDITIONAL FOOD BUT PROVIDING THE KIND OF FOOD THAT'S

8 AVAILABLE WHEN YOU DON'T HAVE ELECTRICITY, YOU DON'T HAVE

9 REFRIGERATORS, YOU DON'T HAVE FREEZERS AND WHEN WE TELL PEOPLE
10 TO HAVE SEVEN DAYS OF FOOD, I THINK WE NEED SOME UNDERSTANDING
11 OF WHAT KIND OF FOOD WE CAN HAVE FOR SEVEN DAYS IF WE DON'T

12 HAVE A FREEZER OR REFRIGERATOR OR ANYTHING ELSE BECAUSE,

13 FRANKLY, I'M AT A LOSS TO SAY-- OF COURSE, YOU HAVE CANS, YOU
14  KNOW, AND-- BUT ALSO THE GAS IS TURNED OFF IN MANY INSTANCES.
15 SO IT'S A VERY DIFFICULT THING AND I THINK THE KIND OF-- WE

16 NEED MORE DETAIL PLANNING AND INFORMATION ON HOW TO HANDLE

17 THOSE SITUATIONS AND, OF COURSE, THE HAND CAN OPENER IS ONE,

18 OF COURSE, YOU HAVE TO KEEP IN MIND.

19

20 SUP. KNABE: THAT'S RIGHT. BECAUSE YOU HAVE TO OPEN THE CANS.

21 BUT I MEAN, YOU-- I AGREE. I MEAN, IN THIS PARTICULAR
SITUATION, YOU HAD A SITUATION 90,000 SQUARE MILES UNDER WATER
AND ALWAYS THE LOGISTICS OF A NATURAL DISASTER. I MEAN, ONE OF
THE FIRST THING THE CENTERS OF OPERATION AND IN EARTHQUAKES

YOU CAN GET CLOSER, AND THE THING HERE WAS ACCESS, AND FOR
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1 SOMEONE LIKE MYSELEF WHO GREW UP IN ILLINOIS ON THE MISSISSIPPI
2 RIVER AND BAGGED A LOT OF SANDBAGS IN MY DAY AND WATCHING

3 MANY, MANY FLOODS BACK THERE, I MEAN, ACCESS IS REALLY, REALLY
4 DIFFICULT AND THEN THE FOLLOW-UP, BECAUSE OF THE WATER AND THE
5 MOLD AND EVERYTHING ELSE, IT'S NOT THE KIND OF NORMAL

6 DESTRUCTION. YOU'VE SEEN A LOT OF DESTRUCTION IN MISSISSIPPI

7 WHERE THINGS ARE LITERALLY BLOWN OVER BUT, FOR THOSE HOMES

8 THAT ARE STILL STANDING, I WOULD VENTURE TO GUESS THE MAJORITY
9 OF THOSE WILL BE UNINHABITABLE.

10

11 SUP. MOLINA, CHAIR: VERY GOOD. I HAVE A MOTION AS WELL.

12 YESTERDAY, WHEN WE WERE TALKING TO THE STATE AND BECAUSE WE

13 HAVE SO MUCH EXPERIENCE IN THESE KINDS OF EMERGENCIES, THE

14 COUNTY OF L.A. HAS MANY POWERFUL RESOURCES, BOTH HUMAN AND

15 MATERIAL, I'M ASKING THAT THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS DIRECT ALL
16 OF OUR DEPARTMENT HEADS TO SURVEY THEIR DEPARTMENTS FOR

17 SKILLED PERSONNEL AND/OR EQUIPMENT THAT CAN PROVIDE

18 SPECIALIZED ASSISTANCE OTHER THAN FIRE AND LAW ENFORCEMENT

19 THAT CAN BE DEPLOYED IN THE GULF REGION IN AREAS SUCH AS BUT
20 NOT LIMITED TO EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT, INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY,

21 MENTAL HEALTH, SOCIAL SERVICES, HEALTH SERVICES, PUBLIC WORKS,
ENGINEERS, SANITATION DISTRICT RESOURCES, LOGISTICS, PUBLIC
RELATIONS AS WELL AS THE CORONER'S OFFICE AND WE'RE ASKING
THEM TO RETURN THIS INFORMATION TO THE OFFICE OF EMERGENCY

MANAGEMENT VIA EMAIL OR FAX BY THIS FRIDAY AND THEN WE WILL
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1 TURN AROUND AND FORWARD THAT INFORMATION TO THE GOVERNOR'S
2 OFFICE OF EMERGENCY SERVICES TO BE ADDED TO THE RESOURCES
3 INFORMATION THAT THEY ARE GATHERING FOR THE ENTIRE STATE. SO

4 THAT IS ADDED TO THE MOTIONS THAT WE HAVE BEFORE US.

6 SUP. BURKE: AND ALSO THAT CHILDREN AND FAMILY SERVICES WILL

7 HAVE-- I HAVE THAT MOTION TO CIRCULATE AS WELL.

9 SUP. MOLINA, CHAIR: ALL RIGHT. SO THOSE ITEMS ARE BEFORE US. I
10 THINK THAT...

12 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: COULD YOU, MADAM CHAIR, ACCEPT AS A VERBAL

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SUP. ANTONOVICH: JUST CHECK FEDERAL INSTALLATIONS IN SOUTHERN

CALTFORNIA THAT ARE AVAILABLE.

SUP. MOLINA, CHAIR: RIGHT. ONE OF THE THINGS THAT OUR STATE
OFFICE OF EMERGENCY SERVICES WAS GOING TO DO IS TO CONTACT THE
MILTITARY ABOUT MANY OF OUR MILITARY BASES THAT HAVE HOUSING
AVAILABLE AND OPPORTUNITIES AVAILABLE FOR SOME HOUSING AND TO
COORDINATE WITH THOSE COUNTIES. I THINK SAN BERNARDINO AND

18 RAMON RUBALCAVA: GOOD AFTERNOON, SUPERVISOR. MY NAME IS RAMON
19 RUBALCAVA AND I'M SPEAKING ON BEHALF OF S.E.I.U. LOCAL 660. I
20 THANK YOU FOR THE OPPORTUNITY TO ADDRESS YOUR BOARD REGARDING
21 THE INSURANCE PLAN PREMIUM RATES FOR 2006. S.E.I.U. LOCAL 660
REPRESENTS SOME 50,000 COUNTY WORKERS IN VARIOUS
CLASSIFICATIONS FROM BEACH MAINTENANCE SUPERVISORS TO
REGISTERED NURSES, FROM LIBRARIANS TO INTERMEDIATE TYPIST

CLERKS, AND HUNDREDS OF OTHER POSITIONS PROVIDING VITAL PUBLIC
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1 SERVICES. BUT REGARDLESS OF CLASSIFICATION HELD, OUR MEMBERS
2 HAVE MADE IT VERY CLEAR THAT HEALTHCARE IS VERY IMPORTANT TO

3 THEM. IN 1991, OUR MEMBERS ENGAGED IN A NINE-DAY ROLLING

4 STRIKE DEMANDING FULLY PAID HEALTH INSURANCE FOR THEMSELVES

5 AND THEIR FAMILIES. THE 1991 CONTRACT SECURED THE UNION'S

6 RIGHT TO MEET WITH THE INSURANCE CARRIERS AND TO REVIEW

7 UTILIZATION AND CLAIMS EXPERIENCE. THE 1991 CONTRACT ALSO

8 ESTABLISHED A LABOR MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE, ENTITLED THE

9 BENEFITS ADMINISTRATION COMMITTEE, TO OVERSEE THE OPTION

10 FLEXIBLE BENEFIT PROGRAM. SINCE THEN, LOCAL 660 HAS BEEN

11 ACTIVELY INVOLVED IN THE ANNUAL RATE RENEWAL PROCESS AND

12 WORKING TO ENSURE ACCESSIBLE AND AFFORDABLE HEALTHCARE. DURING
13 THE PAST NEGOTIATIONS FOR THE CURRENT FRINGE BENEFIT

14 AGREEMENT, LOCAL 660, WITH THE ASSISTANCE OF ITS CONSULTANT,

15 KEVIN ROWE FROM THE BENEFITS FIRM, ROWE AND HUDSON, NEGOTIATED
16 THE UNPRECEDENTED HEALTH INSURANCE COST MITIGATION CRITERIA.

17 THESE COST MITIGATION GOALS AND OBJECTIVES, WHICH WE TITLED

18 C.M.G.0.S, HAVE GUIDED THE UNION IN ITS ACTION PLAN TO COUNTER
19 ESCALATING PREMIUM RATES BY WORKING WITH THE CARRIERS IN

20 IDENTIFYING GROUP-SPECIFIC DISEASE PREVALENCE, ANALYZING

21 HEALTHCARE UTILIZATION DATA AND PROMOTING EMPLOYEE WELLNESS
PROGRAMS. THE C.M.G.O0.S HAVE ALSO PROVIDED THE FRAMEWORK THAT
ALLOW LOCAL 660 TO ADOPT PLAN DESIGN CHANGES IN THE KINDS OF
MEDICAL PLANS FOR 2005 IN RESPONSE TO HIGH UTILIZATION. MORE

IMPORTANTLY, THESE COST MITIGATION GOALS AND OBJECTIVES HAVE
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1 PRODUCED TOTAL COST SAVINGS OF OVER 8.2 MILLION DOLLARS IN THE
2 MEDICAL PLAN PREMIUM RATES FOR PLAN YEARS 2005 AND 2006. LOCAL
3 660 IS PROUD OF ITS SUCCESS IN PRESSURING KAISER AND

4 PACIFICARE TO IMPROVE THEIR PREMIUM RATE OFFERINGS AND TO

5 ENHANCE ACCESS TO MEDICAL CARE FOR COUNTY WORKERS AND THEIR

6 FAMILIES. THIS WAS AS A RESULT OF THE UNION'S LOBBYING

7 CAMPAIGN WHICH INCLUDED ELEVATED DISCUSSIONS WITH KAISER

8 SENIOR MANAGEMENT STAFE WHICH WAS FACILITATED THROUGH THE

9 EFFORTS OF THE NATIONAL COALITION OF KAISER UNIONS. ALSO

10 THROUGH THE EFFORTS OF COUNTY MANAGEMENT AND WE WANT TO THANK
11 THE BENEFITS POLICY STAFEF FROM D.H.R. AND C.A.O. FOR THEIR

12 ASSISTANCE AND WE ALSO WANT TO THANK THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS,
13 WHO ASSISTED US IN THAT PROCESS. WE ASK THAT YOUR BOARD ADOPT

14 THE 2006 RATES AND INSTRUCT C.A.O. AND D.H.R. STAFF TO

15 CONTINUE TO WORK WITH LOCAL 660 IN STRENGTHENING AND

16 IMPLEMENTING THE NEGOTIATED COST BENEFIT, COST MITIGATION

17 GOALS AND OBJECTIVES AND THEREBY PROMOTING A HEALTHIER

18 WORKFORCE AND THEREFORE MITIGATING ANNUAL PREMIUM RATE

19 INCREASES. WE THANK YOU FOR YOUR TIME AND I WANT TO INTRODUCE

20 HAROLD STERKER, WHO WILL BE SPEAKING ON THE EFFECTIVENESS OF

21 THE COST MITIGATION GOALS AND OBJECTIVES.

SUP. MOLINA, CHAIR: MR. STERKER.
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HAROLD STERKER: GOOD AFTERNOON. MY NAME IS HAROLD STERKER AND
I AM THE CHAIRPERSON OF LOCAL 660'S BENEFITS ADMINISTRATION
COMMITTEE. AS A HEALTH EDUCATOR WORKING THROUGH THE OFFICE OF
MATERNAL, CHILD AND ADOLESCENT HEALTH IN THE COUNTY'S D.H.S.
PUBLIC HEALTH, I UNDERSTAND THE IMPORTANCE OF PROMOTING A
HEALTH LIFESTYLE. AS A UNION RANK AND FILE LEADER, T
UNDERSTAND THE FISCAL PRESSURE OF ESCALATING MEDICAL INSURANCE
COSTS. THE LOCAL 660 NEGOTIATED COST MITIGATION GOALS AND
OBJECTIVES HAVE PROVIDED THE FRAMEWORK TO SUCCESSEFULLY SECURE
CLINICAL IMPROVEMENT FROM OUR MEDICAL PLAN CARRIERS AND
JOINTLY LAUNCHED A MEMBER EDUCATION PROGRAM TARGETING HIGH
COST DISEASE PREVALENCE IN THE LOCAL 660 SUBSCRIBER GROUP.
PACIFICARE WAS THE FIRST OF THE OPTIONS MEDICAL PLAN CARRIERS
TO EMBRACE THE C.M.G.0O.S AND PARTNERED WITH LOCAL 660 AND LOS
ANGELES COUNTY TO INITIATE A CUSTOMIZED TARGETED MEDICAL AND
DISEASE MANAGEMENT PROGRAM THAT ACTIVELY OUTREACHED TO UNION
MEMBERS BASED ON PACIFICARE'S CASE SPECIFIC DISEASE PREVALENCE
DATA. THEY'RE CREATING A HEALTHIER WORKFORCE INITIATIVE
RESULTED IN A 27% REDUCTION IN BED DAYS WHICH TRANSLATED TO A
SIGNIFICANT REDUCTION IN RATE INCREASES. PACIFICARE HAS
REPLACED KAISER AS THE LOWEST PRICE H.M.O. IN THE OPTIONS
PROGRAM. ALARMED BY ESCALATING KAISER PREMIUM RATES, WE BEGAN
SCHEDULING DISCUSSIONS WITH KAISER'S ADMINISTRATION--
ADMINISTRATIVE AND CLINICAL SENIOR EXECUTIVE MANAGEMENT. AS A

RESULT OF THESE KAISER ENGAGEMENT MEETINGS, WE WERE ABLE TO
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1 GET ASSURANCE OF INITIATIVES TO REDUCE PLAN COSTS AND IMPROVE
2 ACCESS TO HEALTHCARE, PARTICULARLY URGENT CARE. LOCAL 660 IS
3 PLEASED WITH THE KAISER PACKAGE WHICH INCLUDES A COMMITMENT TO
4 THE OPENING OF A NEW AMBULATORY CARE FACILITY IN SOUTH LOS

5 ANGELES AND TARGETING CASE MANAGEMENT SERVICES FOR LOCAL 660

6 KAISER SUBSCRIBERS TO ENCOURAGE PARTICIPATION IN KAISER'S

7 DISEASE MANAGEMENT AND WELLNESS PROGRAMS. LOCAL 660 WILL

8 CONTINUE TO WORK WITH PACIFICARE AND KAISER ALONG WITH COUNTY
9 REPRESENTATIVES TO FURTHER IMPLEMENT OUR HEALTH, INSURANCE

10 COST MITIGATION GOALS AND OBJECTIVES. WE WILL CONTINUE THE

11 UNION'S COMMUNICATION PROGRAM TO EDUCATE OUR MEMBERS AS TO HOW
12 TO REDUCE THE HIGH COST OF HEALTHCARE BY IMPROVING HEALTHY

13 BEHAVIOR AND THROUGH THE USE OF APPROPRIATE PREVENTIVE

14 MEASURES. WE WILL CONTINUE TO ENGAGE KAISER'S ADMINISTRATION
15 AND CLINICAL MANAGEMENT TO FINALIZE THE DETAILS REGARDING THE
16 PROPOSED SOUTH LOS ANGELES AMBULATORY FACILITY AND THE MANAGED
17 CARE ENHANCEMENTS. LOCAL 660 ALSO LOOKS FORWARD TO IMPROVED

18 COORDINATION WITH COUNTY MANAGEMENT REGARDING THE COUNTY'S

19 EMPLOYEE WELLNESS PROGRAMS. WE ASK THAT YOUR BOARD JOIN US IN

10 SUP. ANTONOVICH: I DON'T KNOW IF THIS IS FOR YOU OR FOR THE

11 C.A.O0. BUT FOR THE 2007 CONTRACT, MR. JANSSEN, ACUPUNCTURE IS
12 COVERED WITH BLUE CROSS, IT'S NOT COVERED WITH KAISER AND ALSO
13 ACUPUNCTURE SHOULD BE PAID AT A MINIMUM, THE SAME LEVEL AS

14 CHIROPRACTIC CARE, WHICH IS COVERED IN FULL AND UP TO 15

15 VISITS. SO THERE'S STILL A BIAS IN LONG-TERM ESTABLISHED FORM
16 OF DIFFERENT TYPES OF ALTERNATIVE MEDICINE, AND I BELIEVE YOU
17 DO A DISSERVICE TO THOSE EMPLOYEES WHO ARE DENIED THAT

18 OPPORTUNITY FOR THAT TYPE OF TREATMENT. AND, AGAIN, BLUE CROSS
19 DOES COVER A PORTION OF THAT, KAISER DOESN'T. SO IN THE NEXT
20 NEGOTIATIONS FOR NEXT YEAR'S 2007 CONTRACT, I SUGGEST THAT WE

21 COULD DO THAT.

C.A.O0. JANSSEN: WE'LL TAKE A LOOK AT THAT, SUPERVISOR. I

UNDERSTAND THAT KAISER, IN ITS WELLNESS PROGRAM, WILL COVER
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25% OF THE COST OF ACUPUNCTURE, BUT IT'S OUTSIDE OF THE KAISER

FACILITIES, BUT THERE IS THAT PIECE OF IT THERE.

3 BE FOUND IN THE MATTER OF STEAM VERSUS WATER IN FIGHTING FIRE.
4 IN YESTERDAY'S "LOS ANGELES TIMES" OF SEPTEMBER 5, 2005, TIMES
5 STAFE WRITERS MISS AMANDA KOVARUVIUS AND MISS CHONG REPORT
6 THAT, ON SUNDAY, SEPTEMBER 04, 2005, FIRE KILLS FIVE CHILDREN
7 IN CARSON. IN THE BODY OF THE REPORT, COUNTY OF LOS ANGELES
8 FIRE DEPARTMENT INSPECTOR ANDREW OLVERA, SPEAKING AS A
9 SPOKESPERSON FOR THE FIRE DEPARTMENT IS QUOTED THUS, I'M

10 QUOTING INSPECTOR ANDREW OLVERA: "IT WAS NOT POSSIBLE FOR

11 ANYONE TO GET UP THERE UNLESS THEY WERE A FIREFIGHTER WITH A

12 FIRE HOSE." THAT'S THE END OF THE QUOTATION. THIS STATEMENT OF

13 INSPECTOR ANDREW OLVERA DOES NOT REFER TO THE PROBABILITY OF

14 THE USE OF STEAM IN REACHING THE MOST REMOTE PARTS OF THE

15 HOUSE ON FIRE. THE STATEMENT OF INSPECTOR ANDREW OLVERA DOES

16 NOT GIVE AN ESTIMATE OF THE COMPETENCE OF STEAM TO PUT OUT A

17 FIRE AND TO DRIVE ALL SMOKE FROM THE FIRE SCENE. IT IS SMOKE

18 THAT IS LETHAL, EVEN WHEN A VICTIM IS PULLED OUT OF A FIRE,

19 AND YET NO EFFORT IS DIRECTED TOWARDS ELIMINATING SMOKE AS A

20 CRUCIAL POLICY OF FIGHTING FIRE. AND THIS IS NOT NECESSARILY

21 STEAM VERSUS-- IT COULD JUST AS EASILY BE STEAM PLUS. SO

WHATEVER THEY'RE DOING NOW FOR THE LAST 30 YEARS PLUS STEAM. I

SUGGEST TO YOU THAT THE REPORTS INVESTIGATING FIRE, THEY DO

NOT CONSIDER USE OF STEAM FOR FIREFIGHTING AND THIS YOUNG GIRL

WAS PULLED OUT, TAKEN TO A HOSPITAL AND SHE DIED IN THE
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1 HOSPITAL AND I'M SUGGESTING TO YOU THAT SHE DIDN'T HAVE A
2 CHANCE BECAUSE, AS SOON AS THE FIRE DEPARTMENT REACHED THAT

3 FIRE, THEY COULD HAVE PUMPED STEAM INTO THAT BURNING BUILDING
4 AND, BY DOING SO, THEY WOULD HAVE ELIMINATED ANY OXYGEN FROM

5 COMING INTO THAT BUILDING BECAUSE, AS STEAM IS AT A HIGHER

6 PRESSURE THAN THE GENERAL ATMOSPHERE, THE GENERAL ATMOSPHERE

7 JUST CANNOT COME IN AND WE DO NOT TRY ANYTHING AND THE

8 SUPERVISOR FROM THE FIFTH DISTRICT, HE KNOWS WHAT I'M TALKING
9 ABOUT, BECAUSE HE ASKED ME ABOUT IT AND I JUST BRING THIS TO

12 IMPROVEMENTS TO MARTIN LUTHER KING. DR. GARTHWAITE?

14 DR. GENEVIEVE CLAVREUL: IT WOULD BE NICE TO ALLOW THE PUBLIC
15 TO SPEAK AFTER THE REPORT. THAT WOULD BE A MATTER OF COURTESY
16 AND THE APPROPRIATE THING TO DO. THANK YOU.

18 DR. THOMAS GARTHWAITE: THIS IS A JOINT RECOMMENDATION WITH

19 REGARDS TO MAKING IMPROVEMENTS AT KING DREW MEDICAL CENTER

20 THAT WE BELIEVE ARE NECESSARY TO IMPROVE THE INFRASTRUCTURE
21 AND INFECTION CONTROL AND A VARIETY OF OTHER ISSUES. WHEN

22 NAVIGANT CAME IN, THEY HAD JOINT COMMISSION RECOMMENDATIONS
THAT HAD SPECIAL CONCERNS ABOUT VARIOUS PORTIONS OF THE
OPERATING ROOM. THEY ALSO DID A MORE IN-DEPTH ASSESSMENT, BOTH

OF THE OPERATING ROOM ISSUES AND THROUGHOUT THE MEDICAL
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1 CENTER. AND TWO THINGS REALLY JUMPED OUT. ONE WAS THAT THE
2 AREA ROOM IN THE OPERATING ROOM NEEDED TO BE-- THE OPERATING

3 ROOM NEEDED TO BE MODERNIZED. IN ADDITION, THERE WERE

4 DRAINPIPES THAT HAD LEAKED ON SEVERAL OCCASIONS. EVENTUALLY,

5 AFTER A SIGNIFICANT EFFORT TO UNDERSTAND AND ANALYZE THE

6 PROBLEMS, IT WAS CLEAR THAT THE DRAINAGE PIPES THROUGHOUT THE
7 CENTRAL CORE OF THE BUILDING WERE INADEQUATE AND HAD THINNED

8 ENOUGH THAT LEAKAGE WAS GOING TO BE A CONTINUOUS PROBLEM. SO A
9 BIG PART OF THE COSTS OF THIS PROJECT IS OF THE INFRASTRUCTURE
10 AND THE PLUMBING. ONCE THE CORE IS TAKEN DOWN AND THE CARE IS
11 BEING MOVED ABOUT AND RELOCATED THROUGHOUT THE MEDICAL CENTER
12 SO AS NOT TO DISRUPT THE CARE, WE BELIEVE IT'S IMPORTANT TO

13 ALSO BRING UP TO DATE SOME OF THE OTHER OLDER SYSTEMS THAT

14 ARE-- ALSO HAVE CAUSED PROBLEMS, INCLUDING STEAM LINES AND

15 SOME ADDITIONAL WASTE LINES. SO MUCH OF WHAT YOU SEE HERE IS
16 WITH REGARDS TO THE CENTRAL CORE, THE OPERATING ROOM SUITES

17 ABOVE AND BELOW THAT AND SOME OF THE AIR HANDLER UNITS AND

18 OTHER UTILITIES IN THAT AREA. THE SECOND LARGE PIECE RELATES
19 TO THE HAWKINS BUILDING, IS WHERE PSYCHIATRY WARDS ARE AND

20 THIS IS ALSO A JOINT COMMISSION ACCREDITATION ISSUE IN THAT

21 MANY OF THE ROOMS WERE NOT SUICIDE PROOFED AND SO WE NEED TO
PUT IN HARD CEILINGS AND CHANGE OUT A VARIETY OF DIFFERENT
BATHROOM FIXTURES AND SPRINKLER UNITS AND SO FORTH. SO, IN
DOING THAT AND PUTTING IN HARD CEILINGS, WE ALSO NOTED THERE

THAT WE HAD A PROBLEM WITH DRAINAGE FROM THE ROOF. AND SO THE
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1 COMBINATION HERE IS TO REPLACE AND BRACE VARIOUS WATERLINE
2 REPLACEMENT STORM DRAIN PIPING AND A VARIETY OF OTHER THINGS

3 IN THE HAWKINS BUILDING IN ANTICIPATION OF PUTTING IN HARD

4 CEILINGS IN THE PSYCHIATRIC UNITS. THE TOTAL COST IS $32

6 IN-- I'M SORRY, IN-- ADDITIONAL UTILITIES IN OTHER PARTS OF

7 THE MAIN BUILDING IN THE NON-CORE AREAS AND WE WOULD LOOK TO

8 COME BACK TO DO THAT IN A PHASE II PLAN. WE PRESENTED THIS TO
9 THE HOSPITAL ADVISORY BOARD LAST WEEK AND I DON'T KNOW IF

10 HECTOR WANTED TO TALK ANYTHING ABOUT THEIR DELIBERATION.

12 HECTOR FLORES: HELLO. MY NAME IS HECTOR FLORES. I'M THE CHAIR
13 OF THE HOSPITAL ADVISORY BOARD. AND I'M HERE JUST TO REPORT

2 QUOTE SPECIFICALLY AND SO THIS ISN'T SOMETHING NEW.

3 "ELECTRICAL OVER BED LIGHTS, MOSTLY DAMAGED THAT SHOULD BE

4 REMOVED. DOORS TO CLOSETS ARE REMOVABLE, AND THAT CAN BE USED
5 AS WEAPONS. WASHROOMS WITH NUMEROUS GRAB BARS, FAUCET, EXPOSED
6 PLUMBING PIPE, TOILET TISSUE HOLDERS HAZARDS, REMOVABLE

7 CEILING TILE, SHOULD BE SOLID CEILING, AND ELECTRICAL OUTLETS
8 IN WALLS SHOULD BE BLANKET OVER WITH TAMPERPROOF SCREWS. IN

9 WARD D, REMODELED ROOMS, THE FOLLOWING PROBLEMS EXIST,

HAVE NOT BEEN ABLE TO FUND, SO THIS COULD HAVE EXISTED VERY

WELL 7 YEARS AGO.

SUP. MOLINA, CHAIR: WELL, TELL ME, DR. GARTHWAITE...

C.A.O. JANSSEN: AND IT'S ONLY-- AND J.C.A.H.O. HAS NOT CITED
IT BEFORE. I MEAN, WE CAN'T LET J.C.A.H.O. OFF SCOT-FREE.
THEY'VE BEEN APPROVING THIS FACILITY FOR YEARS. RIGHT? AND ALL
OF A SUDDEN-- SO, YES, WE CAN CERTAINLY TAKE A LOOK AT WHAT
CAUSED IT BUT IT NEEDS TO BE FIXED. WE THINK THIS IS A MINIMUM
OF WHAT NEEDS TO BE DONE, THE $32 MILLION, EVEN THOUGH
J.C.A.H.O. ONLY CITED A PORTION OF IT, IT'S GOING TO TAKE 32

SUP. KNABE: THAT'S UTILITIES INFRASTRUCTURE AND WE'RE TALKING

ABOUT. ..

C.A.O0. JANSSEN: YES. NO, IT'S A DIFFERENT ISSUE AND WE WILL
HAVE TO COME BACK BUT THIS ISN'T ALL THERE IS. NOW, WE FEEL
PRETTY GOOD ABOUT THE COST OF THIS PARTICULAR PROJECT. IT'S
GOING TO BE DONE THROUGH JOB ORDER CONTRACTS. WE DON'T HAVE TO
GO OUT TO A CONTRACTOR AND BID. WE HAVE CONTINGENCIES INCLUDED
BUT THE LONGER-- OBVIOUSLY, THE LONGER WE WAIT, THE MORE IT'S
GOING TO COST. WE'RE VERY CONCERNED ABOUT THE IMPACT OF

SUP. MOLINA, CHAIR: LET'S THROW IT ALL UP IN THE AIR, RIGHT?

C.A.O0. JANSSEN: EVERYTHING INTO THE...
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1 SUP. MOLINA, CHAIR: BUT, AGAIN, I MEAN, WHEN WAS THIS-- WHEN
2 THEY WERE LOOKING AT THE LEAKING AND THEY FIXED THE LEAKING
3 BEFORE, DID ANYBODY REPORT IT AT THAT TIME? MR. JANSSEN JUST

4 SAID THESE REPORTS...

6 C.A.O0. JANSSEN: I THINK AT LEAST SEVEN TO EIGHT YEARS AGO. I

7 DON'T...

9 SUP. MOLINA, CHAIR: 7 YEARS AGO. SO THEY KNEW THERE WAS

10 SOMETHING CORRODING THE PIPES.

11

12 C.A.O. JANSSEN: WELL, I'M NOT SURE THEY KNEW THAT CORROSION
13 WAS THE ISSUE BECAUSE NOBODY, UNTIL THEY PULLED THEM OUT,

14 LOOKED INSIDE THE PIPE. THEY KNEW THERE WAS A PROBLEM. BUT,

C.A.O. JANSSEN: UNTIL YOU HAVE A DISASTER AND THEN IT DOESN'T.

SUP. MOLINA, CHAIR: I KNOW BUT-- IS THAT TRUE, THAT THESE

REQUESTS WERE MADE? DO YOU KNOW THAT, DR. GARTHWAITE?

DR. THOMAS GARTHWAITE: I DON'T KNOW THAT FOR SURE. I CAN

CHECK.

SUP. MOLINA, CHAIR: GOOD LINE, DAVID.

C.A.O0. JANSSEN: MY STAFF IS TELLING ME, SUPERVISOR, THAT
THEY'VE HAD REQUESTS, OBVIOUSLY FROM THE HEALTH DEPARTMENT OF
SOME MAGNITUDE-- THE WHOLE COUNTY, FOR A PERIOD OF THE '90S,
WAS UNABLE TO DO MAJOR MAINTENANCE IN ANY OF ITS FACILITIES

BECAUSE OF THE BUDGET PROBLEMS.

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1 SUP. MOLINA, CHAIR: AND BEFORE, BEFORE, I DON'T KNOW WHEN THE
2 LAW PASSED, YOU COULD HAVE A PSYCH ROOM WITH THOSE SPRINKLER

3 HEADS HANGING OUT OF IT?

5 DR. THOMAS GARTHWAITE: I THINK THAT-- I HAVEN'T DONE A CAREFUL

6 REVIEW FOR WHEN EACH NEW STANDARD HAS COME INTO PLACE BUT...

8 SUP. MOLINA, CHAIR: I MEAN, WAS THERE EVER...

10 DR. THOMAS GARTHWAITE: I WAS THE CHIEF OF STAFF AND HELPED THE
11 HOSPITAL THROUGH SEVERAL JOINT COMMISSION ACCREDITATION

12 SURVEYS AND I WAS CHIEF OF STAFF FROM ABOUT '87 TO 'S5 AND,

13 EVEN DURING THAT PERIOD OF TIME, EVERY-- THE FIRST TIME YOU GO
14 THROUGH THE J.C.A.H.O. AND THE SECOND TIME YOU GO THROUGH THE
15 J.C.A.H.O., THERE ARE SIX, 10, 20, 50, A HUNDRED NEW STANDARDS

SUP. MOLINA, CHAIR: HUH?

C.A.O0. JANSSEN: IT SHOULD BE AN OBVIOUS PROBLEM.
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1 SUP. MOLINA, CHAIR: IT WAS OBVIOUS TO SOME OF MY STAFF WHEN

2 THEY SAW IT.

4 DR. THOMAS GARTHWAITE: WE CAN HAVE SPRINKLER HEADS BUT THEY
5 NEED TO BE BREAK-- THE SPECIAL BREAKAWAY TYPE. THEY DON'T

6 SUSTAIN WEIGHT. SO THERE ARE JUST DIFFERENT STANDARDS,

7 DIFFERENT ADVANCES IN TECHNOLOGY, DIFFERENT PATIENT EXAMPLES
8 THAT SOMEONE INVESTIGATES THE CAUSE AND FINDS OUT YOU CAN

14 THE CODE KEEPS GETTING UPGRADED.

16 SUP. MOLINA, CHAIR: WHERE DOES MICHAEL HENDERSON COME FROM?
17

18 DR. THOMAS GARTHWAITE: I.S.D.

19

20 SUP. MOLINA, CHAIR: I.S.D. HE'S THE PLANT MANAGER?

21

22 DR. THOMAS GARTHWAITE: JUST TOOK THE JOB RECENTLY.

SUP. MOLINA, CHAIR: I STILL WOULD LIKE TO KNOW WHAT IT IS. I

DON'T THINK IT WOULD BE THAT HARD TO SEND IN SOMEBODY.
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1 HOPEFULLY, IT WON'T BE EXPENSIVE. WHAT COULD IT COST TO GO IN

2 AND...

4 C.A.O0. JANSSEN: WE COULD DO THAT, RIGHT. WE COULD DO AN

5 INVESTIGATION OF THE CAUSE.

7 DR. THOMAS GARTHWAITE: I WOULD THINK THAT, AS WE...

9 C.A.O. JANSSEN: BUT WE STILL NEED TO MOVE FORWARD WITH THE

10 ITEM.

11

12 DR. THOMAS GARTHWAITE: AS WE FIX IT, THE DISTRIBUTION OF WHERE
13 THIS OCCURRED MAY BE HELPFUL IN UNDERSTANDING WHERE IT WAS PUT
14 DOWN AND THEREFORE MAY BE HELPFUL IN UNDERSTANDING WHAT WAS

15 PUT DOWN.

16

17 SUP. BURKE: AND ALSO, DO YOU HAVE THE SPECIFICATIONS WHEN IT
18 WAS PURCHASE AND THE ORDERS?

19

20 C.A.O. JANSSEN: I'M SURE WE DO.

21

SUP. BURKE: I THINK YOU SHOULD PULL THE ORDERS, THE PURCHASE
ORDERS ON THOSE PIPES, AS WELL AS IDENTIFYING AT WHAT POINT

THERE IS CORROSION.
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C.A.O. JANSSEN: OKAY.

SUP. MOLINA, CHAIR: IT IS BEFORE US. MOVED AND SECONDED. MOVED
BY SUPERVISOR YAROSLAVSKY, SECONDED BY SUPERVISOR BURKE. ANY
QUESTION OR COMMENT? ANY OBJECTION? IF NOT, SO ORDERED. ALL

RIGHT. NEXT ITEM, MS. BURKE?

SUP. BURKE: I HAVE NO OTHER ITEMS. WELL, 65-F, IS THERE

TESTIMONY FIRST AND THEN CONTINUED?

SUP. MOLINA, CHAIR: 65-F? YES. I'D LIKE TO ASK DR. FLORES,
WHILE HE'S HERE, ON 65-F. WE ALSO HAD, I THINK, DR. CLAVREUL
HAS ALSO ASKED TO SPEAK ON THIS ITEM. DR. CLAVREUL? AND THEN

I'LL CALL ON DR. FLORES TO GIVE US A REPORT ON IT.

DR. GENEVIEVE CLAVREUL: GOOD AFTERNOON, BOARD OF SUPERVISORS.
DR. GENEVIEVE CLAVREUL. ON THE 65-F, THE DOCUMENT ABOUT THIS
CHANGE OF BYLAWS OF KING DREW ARE NOT AVAILABLE FOR THE
PUBLIC. AGAIN, THAT'S A VIOLATION OF THE BROWN ACT. THEY ARE
SUPPOSED TO BE AVAILABLE TO THE PUBLIC. AND SINCE YOU ARE
AGAIN GOING TO GET A REPORT AFTER I SPEAK TO YOU, YOU KIND OF
MAKE MY TESTIMONY USELESS. YOU KNOW, IT WAS SO NICE WHEN YOU
WERE NOT HERE LAST WEEK, WHEN SUPERVISOR ANTONOVICH ALLOWED
THE PUBLIC TO LISTEN TO THE REPORT BEFORE THEY COULD SPEAK. I

THINK YOU ARE A VERY POOR REPRESENTATION OF WHAT AN OFFICIAL
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SHOULD BE DOING AND I WOULD WANT TO GET A COPY OF THOSE

BYLAWS. AND, AGAIN, YOU ARE VIOLATING THE BROWN ACT.

SUP. MOLINA, CHAIR: WE'LL MAKE SURE YOU GET A COPY. DR.

FLORES?

SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: MADAM CHAIR, I'M GOING TO ASK THAT IT BE

CONTINUED FOR TWO WEEKS. I DON'T KNOW WHETHER HE WANTS TO GO
INTO IT NOW OR IN TWO WEEKS BECAUSE I HAVEN'T HAD A CHANCE TO
LOOK AT IT. I DON'T HAVE A PROBLEM BUT IN IN THE INTEREST OF

HIS TIME.

SUP. MOLINA, CHAIR: I KNOW, BUT I'D LIKE HIM TO MAKE A REPORT
ON SOME OF THESE BYLAWS. I DON'T KNOW WHAT YOUR QUESTIONS

MIGHT BE BUT IT'D BE A GOOD TIME TO ASK BUT...

DR. HECTOR FLORES: I CAN JUST GIVE A LITTLE BIT OF BACKGROUND
AND I'D BE HAPPY TO MEET WITH ANY OF THE SUPERVISORS OR YOUR
STAFF IF YOU HAVE ADDITIONAL QUESTIONS, BECAUSE I'M SURE THERE
WILL BE. JUST TO GIVE YOU A REPORT, WE HAD A SPECIAL MEETING
ON AUGUST 31ST TO REALLY RESPOND TO YOUR NEED TO HAVE THE
H.A.B. WEIGH IN ON IMPORTANT ISSUES IN A TIMELY FASHION AND
PART OF THAT WAS TO FINALIZE NOT ONLY THE COMPOSITION OF THE
H.A.B. AND, SECONDLY, A WAY TO EXPEDITE DECISION MAKING

WITHOUT HAVING TO TRY TO CONVENE 16 VERY BUSY PEOPLE. SO
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1 ESSENTIALLY WHAT WE'VE ASKED YOU TO CONSIDER FOR APPROVAL IS
2 SOME SLIGHT AMENDMENTS TO THE PREVIOUS DOCUMENT YOU HAD

3 REVIEWED WHEN YOU APPOINTED US, ONE BEING THAT WE ARE

4 RECOMMENDING INCREASING THE SIZE OF THE H.A.B. BY TWO SLOTS
5 FROM A RANGE OF 14 TO 18 MEMBERS INSTEAD OF THE ORIGINAL 12 TO
6 16. THIS WOULD ALLOW US TO KEEP THE CURRENT SKILL SET OF THE

7 INDIVIDUALS YOU HAVE APPOINTED TO THE H.A.B., WHICH WE FIND TO
8 BE VERY BENEFICIAL TO OUR CHARGE TO ACT AS A FIDUCIARY AGENT

9 ON YOUR BEHALF BUT WE WOULD LIKE TO BE ABLE TO ADD TWO SLOTS
10 FOR REPRESENTATIVES WHO HAVE IMPORTANT INFORMATION AND

11 KNOWLEDGE ABOUT COMMUNITY ISSUES, PERHAPS PERSONALLY HAVE

12 EXPERIENCED SOME OF THE CHALLENGES OF RECEIVING CARE IN LOCAL
13 INSTITUTIONS TO SOUTH LOS ANGELES AND CERTAINLY WHO CAN BE

14 APPROPRIATE REPRESENTATIVES FOR THE COMMUNITY AT AN H.A.B.

15 LEVEL. THE SECOND ITEM THAT'S NEW IS THAT WE ARE PROPOSING

16 ADDING A PROVISION FOR THE C.E.O. OF THE INSTITUTION TO BE A
17 VOTING MEMBER. UNDER THE INTERIM BYLAWS YOU HAVE PROVIDED US,
18 THE INTERIM C.E.O. FROM NAVIGANT IS A NONVOTING MEMBER AND WE
19 FIND THAT TO BE APPROPRIATE BUT, ONCE WE HAVE A PERMANENT

20 C.E.O0., WE WOULD LIKE THAT PERSON TO BE A VOTING MEMBER. AND
21 THEN THE THIRD ITEM THAT IS NEW IS WE PROPOSE FOUR STANDING
COMMITTEES, THREE THAT YOU HAVE ALREADY RECOMMENDED TO US OR
ARE REQUIRED OF US BUT WE WOULD LIKE TO ESTABLISH AN EXECUTIVE
COMMITTEE THAT WOULD ALLOW US TO RESPOND TO YOUR REQUEST FOR

INFORMATION OR ACTION OR RECOMMENDATIONS ON A MUCH MORE TIMELY
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BASIS AND TO MEET AS OFTEN AS POSSIBLE. AND, IN THIS

PROVISION, WE LOOK TO THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE TO BE COMPRISED
OF THE CHAIR, THE VICE CHAIR AND THE SECRETARY, THE EXECUTIVE
OFFICERS OF THE H.A.B. AS WELL AS THE CHAIRS OF THE STANDING
COMMITTEES SO THAT THIS WOULD GIVE US AN OPPORTUNITY TO BRING
FOLKS WHO ARE COMMITTED TO MEET AS OFTEN AS NECESSARY AND
DELIBERATE ON THE IMPORTANT ISSUES BEFORE YOU AND GIVE YOU

TIMELY RECOMMENDATIONS.

SUP. MOLINA, CHAIR: DR. FLORES, IN-- MY INTEREST AS FAR AS THE
H.A.B. IS CONCERNED AND IT'S INTERESTING BECAUSE WE HAVE A
MOTION ON THE GRAND JURY REPORT, WHICH IS ON A HEALTH
AUTHORITY. IF THERE IS ANY KIND OF MECHANISM AT ALL THAT MIGHT
MIMIC A HEALTH AUTHORITY WOULD BE THE HEALTH ADVISORY BOARD,
AND EVENTUALLY AND THERE'S A RECOMMENDATION BY OUR GRAND JURY,
THERE'S ALSO BEEN A RECOMMENDATION BY OUR DEPARTMENT THAT WE
SHOULD IMPLEMENT SOME KIND OF A HEALTH AUTHORITY OF SOME TYPE.
THERE'S STILL QUESTIONS AND I STILL HAVE OUTSTANDING QUESTIONS
ABOUT THE ISSUE OF THE INDIGENT AS WELL AS A FRAMEWORK OF
LIABILITY AND THINGS OF THAT SORT, WHICH ARE QUESTIONS THAT I
ALSO ASKED OF THE AUTHORITY HERE THE LAST TIME WE WERE HERE.
BUT, AT THE SAME TIME, IT IS IMPRESSIVE TO SEE THE NUMBER OF
PEOPLE THAT YOU CONVENE ON A REGULAR BASIS TO DISCUSS THESE
ITEMS AND THE DYNAMIC ASPECT OF M.L.K. IS ONE THAT IS, IN A

SENSE, THERE'S POSITIVE ASPECT AND THEN THERE'S CONCERNS THAT
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WE HAVE. A PERFECT EXAMPLE IS TODAY'S ISSUE OF THESE CAPITAL
IMPROVEMENTS. IT'S HARD TO TELL AS TO HOW BIG THEIR LONGEST
TAB WILL GO DOWN THE LINE AND A CONCERN IS IS THAT NO REAL
ANALYSIS OF-- THIS WAS DEFERRED MAINTENANCE THAT WE HAD TO
APPROVE, THESE WERE THE CONSEQUENCES OF POOR SUPERVISION OF
JANITORIAL FOLKS OR MEDICAL PERSONNEL. NONE OF IT HAS ANY KIND
OF BASIS FOR US TO REALLY HAVE ANY CONFIDENCE THAT THESE
THINGS SHOULDN'T HAPPEN AGAIN. I MEAN, YOU WORK AT WHITE
MEMORIAL AND I DON'T KNOW IF THEIR BOARD OF DIRECTORS IS EVER
PRESENTED WITH THESE KINDS OF ISSUES AT ANY TIME. I COULD
UNDERSTAND IF WE WERE PRESENTED WITH A LIST OF 26 THINGS WE
SHOULD HAVE DONE IN 1997 AND 14 THINGS WE SHOULD HAVE DONE IN
2001 BUT I DON'T REMEMBER ANY OF THEM AND I'M NOT SO SURE THAT
ANYBODY ELSE WAS. BUT IF WE ARE GOING TO HAVE ANY KIND OF
RECOMMENDATION THAT I THINK I CAN TRUST, IT'S GOING TO COME
OUT OF THIS ORGANIZATION, THIS ADVISORY FOR ME. I THINK I'VE
SATD THAT TO YOU PRIVATELY, BECAUSE I'M NOT SURE, WITH THE
DEPARTMENT OR WITH NAVIGANT, THAT I COULD HAVE THE KIND OF
CONFIDENCE THAT THIS HAD ANY DEPTH WHATSOEVER OF ANALYZING
WHAT WENT WRONG, HOW COULD WE FIX THIS SO IT DOESN'T HAPPEN
AGAIN? AND I AM ASKING YOU AS WELL THAT I THINK THIS HAS TO BE
PART OF THE WORK THAT YOU DO. NOW, IT SEEMS HARD THAT, WITH
THE KIND OF TIME THAT YOU ALL HAVE WITH ALL OF THE ISSUES
BEFORE YOU, THAT THAT COULD BE DONE AT ALL BUT IT MAY BE

SOMETHING YOU MIGHT ASK THE DEPARTMENT TO DO. I'M TIRED OF
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1 ASKING IT FROM MY END BUT IT SEEMS AS EVERY INSTANT SHOULD
2 HAVE SOME KIND OF ROOT PROBLEM, WHAT CAUSED IT AND CAN WE CURB
3 THIS KIND OF SITUATION? THERE MAY BE LACK OF SUPERVISION, LACK
4 OF MANAGEMENT, IT MIGHT BE UNTRAINED PERSONNEL, WHETHER

5 MEDICAL PERSONNEL OR NONPERSONNEL OR A CHANGE OF STANDARDS

6 THAT MAYBE WE HAVEN'T TRAINED OUR PEOPLE UP TO. I GUESS WHAT

7 I'D LIKE TO SEE IS THAT MAYBE YOU UNDERTAKE SOME ASPECT OF

8 THOSE KINDS OF ANALYSIS, NOT SO MUCH THAT YOU DO THE WORK,

9 BECAUSE I DON'T THINK YOU CAN DO THE WORK BUT I WOULD

10 APPRECIATE IT IF YOU'D ASK THE DEPARTMENT TO CARRY OUT THAT

11 WORK AND MAYBE REPORT TO YOU. I THINK THIS ISSUE ABOUT THIS

12 CORROSIVE PIPES, IT WOULD BE WORTHWHILE FOR THE COMMITTEE TO
13 KNOW, IF WE'RE GOING TO HAVE A LONGSTANDING APPROVAL AND WE

14  WANT MARTIN LUTHER KING TO EXIST AS A HOSPITAL FOR THE FUTURE,
15 HOPEFULLY WE'RE NOT GOING TO HAVE A SITUATION LIKE THIS AGAIN,
16 WHATEVER IT-- IT MIGHT HAVE BEEN SUBSTANDARD PIPES, IT COULD
17 BE JUST SOMEBODY OUT AND OUT-- BUT IT REALLY REQUIRES YOU TO
18 MAYBE ASK THOSE QUESTIONS AND THEN I THINK IT BEGS THE

19 QUESTION IS, I DON'T KNOW HOW YOU ALL CAN OPERATE WITHOUT ANY
20 DIRECT STAFF. AND THAT IS AN ISSUE THAT I THINK THIS BOARD

21 NEEDS TO CONFRONT. IF WE ARE GOING TO EMPOWER YOU TO MAKE

22 RECOMMENDATIONS TO US, IN OTHER WORDS, TO OPERATE AS A

23 DEPARTMENT, THEN IT GOES TO THE ADVISORY, THEN HOPEFULLY IT
24 COMES TO YOU WITH SOME VALIDATION FROM, QUOTE, THE EXPERTS WHO

25 WE'VE CONVENED TO MAKE THESE RECOMMENDATIONS, IT SEEMS TO ME
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1 THAT THERE HAS TO BE SOME MECHANISM TO ALLOW YOU TO HAVE OR TO
2 PUT IT IN PLACE SOME STAFEF ASSISTANCE TO DO IT. WE JUST

3 APPROVED $32 MILLION, WHICH IS PHASE NUMBER I OF SOME REPAIRS
4 AND YET THE PEOPLE WHO ARE, QUOTE, GIVEN THE DUTY AND THE

5 RESPONSIBILITY TO MAKE RECOMMENDATIONS, INFORMED

6 RECOMMENDATIONS AND SPENDING ON AWFUL LOT OF TIME NEED SOME

7 LEVEL OF STAFF ASSISTANCE IN ORDER TO GET SOME OF THIS WORK

8 DONE. SO I WOULD LIKE TO SEE THAT, IF WE'RE GOING TO REALLY

9 EMPOWER YOU TO THAT EXTENT AND I KNOW I FEEL LIKE AS THOUGH WE
10 SHOULD, I ALSO WOULD LIKE TO SEE THAT YOU WOULD LOOK AT WHAT
11 IS NEEDED FROM THE STANDPOINT OF PERSONNEL THAT MIGHT ASSIST
12 YOU IN CARRYING OUT YOUR WORK, BECAUSE I THINK THERE'S GOING
13 TO BE-- IT'S JUST GOING TO BECOME EVEN MORE DYNAMIC AS THESE
14 ISSUES CONTINUE TO CONFRONT US. HOPEFULLY, THE DEPARTMENT CAN
15 ADDRESS IT ALL BUT I KNOW THAT I ASKED THE DEPARTMENT A SERIES
16 OF QUESTIONS A COUPLE OF WEEKS AGO AND THEY'RE IN THE PROCESS
17 OF WORKING OUT THE DETAILS OF A REPORT AT THE SAME TIME, WHICH
18 IS PROBABLY SOME OF THE BASIC STUFF THEY SHOULD HAVE ANALYZED
19 BEFORE THEY MADE RECOMMENDATIONS TO US.

20

21 DR. HECTOR FLORES: WELL, THANK YOU. AND I CERTAINLY APPRECIATE
22 AND ON BEHALF OF THE H.A.B., APPRECIATE YOUR CONFIDENCE AND
SUPPORT. WE ALSO RECOGNIZED VERY EARLY THAT WE WERE
FRUSTRATING ALL OF YOU IN A SENSE BY NOT GETTING-- MOVING AS

QUICKLY AS WE WOULD HAVE LIKED BUT IT WAS AN IMPORTANT PROCESS
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1 THAT WE WENT THROUGH AND WE WILL BE, I THINK, PRESENTING YOU
2 WITH A SERIES OF REPORTS THAT WILL GIVE YOU OUR FINDINGS, OUR
3 RECOMMENDATIONS. WE ARE GIVING OURSELVES THE APPROPRIATE TIME
4 TO LOOK AT CAN WE IDENTIFY CERTAIN ECONOMIC EFFICIENCIES THAT
5 WILL GENERATE THE KIND OF RESOURCES WE WOULD NEED TO CALL FOR
6 IN TERMS OF STAFEF SUPPORT, SOME POLICY ANALYSIS AND THINGS,

7 WHERE IT MIGHT NOT ALREADY BE AVAILABLE THROUGH OUR COUNTY

8 COUNSEL OR OTHER KINDS OF SERVICES. TO A CERTAIN EXTENT,

9 NAVIGANT HAS BEEN PLAYING THAT ROLE BUT NOT VERY WELL

10 DESCRIBED AND I THINK WHEN THE NEW C.E.O. COMES ON BOARD, WE

11 WILL BE ABLE TO WORK WITH HER VERY CLOSELY TO ESTABLISH THAT
12 AS WELL.

13

14 SUP. MOLINA, CHAIR: ALL RIGHT. BECAUSE IF NEED BE, IF WE NEED
15 TO ASK FOR A GRANT OR SOME OTHER MECHANISM, IF FOR WHATEVER

16 REASON THIS BOARD DOESN'T APPROVE SOME PERSONNEL OR SOME KIND
17 OF ASSISTANCE TO ASSIST YOU WITH THE TECHNICAL ASPECTS OF YOUR
18 MEETINGS, THEN MAYBE WE CAN GO THROUGH A GRANT PROCESS, MAYBE
19 LOOK TO THE ENDOWMENT TO SEE IF THERE'S SOMETHING THAT THEY

20 CAN DO, ALTHOUGH IT WOULD SEEM TO ME, WITH THE KIND OF MONEY
21 THAT WE'RE PUTTING INTO THE KIND OF EFFORTS AT MARTIN LUTHER
KING, THERE CERTAINLY ISN'T ANY REASON THAT WE SHOULD BE SHY
ABOUT PUTTING FORTH SOME DOLLARS TO CREATE A SUPPORT STAFF FOR
AN ADVISORY COMMITTEE THAT IS REALLY KIND OF A TECHNICAL

ADVISORY COMMITTEE THAT CAN ASSIST US IN HOPEFULLY BEING MORE
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1 EFFECTIVE AS TO HOW WE MAKE A DETERMINATION OR A DECISION AS
2 TO HOW WE CONTINUE TO IMPROVE THE QUALITY OF CARE AT MARTIN

3 LUTHER KING. THAT WOULD BE HELPFUL.

5 DR. HECTOR FLORES: THANK YOU AGAIN.

7 SUP. ANTONOVICH: I HAVE A QUESTION. MR. JANSSEN, WHAT IS THE

8 ROLE OF THE KING DREW ADVISORY ON BUDGETS RIGHT NOW?

10 C.A.O. JANSSEN: I DIDN'T HEAR THAT LAST WORD.

11

12 SUP. ANTONOVICH: WHAT IS THE ROLE CURRENTLY OF THE KING DREW
13 ADVISORY BOARD ON THE BUDGET?

14

15 C.A.O. JANSSEN: I THINK THAT'S A QUESTION YOU NEED TO ASK DR.
16 GARTHWAITE. TOM?

17

18 SUP. MOLINA, CHAIR: WHAT WAS YOUR QUESTION, MICHAEL?

19

20 SUP. ANTONOVICH: WHAT IS THE ROLE OF THE ADVISORY BOARD ON THE

21 BUDGET?

DR. THOMAS GARTHWAITE: WELL, I THINK, AT THE CURRENT TIME, THE
KING DREW ADVISORY BOARD HAS NOT TAKEN A STRONG POSITION ON

THE BUDGET. THEY FORMED A FINANCE AND PLANNING COMMITTEE. IT
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1 HAD ONLY, I THINK, ONE MEETING BEFORE THE CHAIR WAS KIND OF
2 FORCED TO WITHDRAW BECAUSE OF A CONFLICT OF INTEREST. IT HAS
3 BEEN RECONSTITUTED, SO THEY REALLY WERE JUST COMING UP AND

4 GETTING TOGETHER DURING THE BUDGET PROCESS FOR THIS YEAR. SO

5 THEY, AS YET, HAVE NOT WEIGHED IN ON OUR BUDGET.

7 SUP. ANTONOVICH: BUT IN THEIR RECOMMENDATION J, ARTICLE 6 OF

8 DUTIES, ISN'T THIS THE JOB OF THE DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH AND THE
9 C.A.0.7

10

11 C.A.O. JANSSEN: MADAM CHAIR, SUPERVISOR, IT REALLY ISN'T THE
12 FINAL ANALYSIS, THE ISSUE THAT'S BEFORE YOUR BOARD ON THE

13 BYLAWS AS TO WHAT IS THE PROPER ROLE OF THE ADVISORY BOARD,

14 HOW MUCH OF AN INDEPENDENT AUTHORITY ARE YOU LOOKING FOR THEM
15 TO BE VERSUS THE CONTINUATION OF THE EXISTING BUREAUCRACY. AND
16 "J," LOOKING AT "J" CLEARLY RAISES THAT ISSUE. ARE YOU GOING
17 TO ASK THEM TO ACTUALLY APPROVE THE OPERATING BUDGET OF KING
18 HOSPITAL BEFORE IT COMES TO THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS? "YES" OR
19 "NO," THAT IS A QUESTION THAT WILL BE BEFORE YOU WHEN YOU HAVE
20 THIS DISCUSSION IN TWO WEEKS. AND IT'S NOT UNLIKE THE QUESTION
21 THAT YOU HAVE UNDER ITEM 23 WHERE THE GRAND JURY HAS MADE A

22 RECOMMENDATION ABOUT THE ENTIRE DEPARTMENT. AGAIN, IS THERE
GOING TO BE A HEALTH AUTHORITY? IF SO, WHAT'S IT GOING TO LOOK

LIKE? THIS BODY, AS I RECALL, WAS SET UP NOT AS A PRECURSOR TO
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1 BUT CERTAINLY AS A TEST, IF YOU WILL, OF WHETHER OR NOT AN

2 ADVISORY BODY CAN BE SUCCESSFUL IN THIS ENVIRONMENT.

4 SUP. ANTONOVICH: SO IF THERE IS A DISAGREEMENT BETWEEN THE

5 C.A.O0., THE DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH AND THE ADVISORY BOARD, WHO

6 MAKES THE RECOMMENDATION?

8§ SUP. MOLINA, CHAIR: IT'S AN ADVISORY.

10 SUP. ANTONOVICH: NO, NO, I KNOW BUT I'M TALKING ABOUT THE

11 BYLAW THAT'S BEING PROPOSED THAT AUTHORITY AND

12 THE QUESTION IS, IF THERE'S A DIFFERENCE OF OPINION BETWEEN

13 YOUR DEPARTMENT, DR. GARTHWAITE'S DEPARTMENT, AND THE ADVISORY
14 BOARD, WHOSE RECOMMENDATION IS IT?

15

16 C.A.O. JANSSEN: IF IT IS ON THE BUDGET, IT'S MINE. IF IT'S ON
17 HEALTH POLICY, I SUSPECT IT'S TOM'S. THEY ARE...

18

19 SUP. ANTONOVICH: I'M TALKING ABOUT THE OPERATING BUDGET...

20

21 C.A.O0. JANSSEN: NO. IT'S-- THE C.A.O0. THE C.A.O. PRESENTS THE
BUDGET. WE CERTAINLY DO THAT, THE HEALTH DEPARTMENT DOESN'T
AGREE WITH EVERYTHING THAT WE DO BUT THEIR BUDGET DOESN'T COME

FORWARD TO YOU, IT'S MY BUDGET, SO THEY'RE SIMPLY AN ADVISOR.
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1 SUP. MOLINA, CHAIR: BUT THEY COULD MAKE A RECOMMENDATION.

3 C.A.O. JANSSEN: THEY COULD CERTAINLY COME TO THE BOARD

4 INDEPENDENTLY AND MAKE A RECOMMENDATION.

6 SUP. MOLINA, CHAIR: THERE'S NOTHING WRONG. I MEAN, THAT'S THE
7 ~WHOLE PURPOSE IS WE HAVE, QUOTE, WHEN THEY WERE RECOMMENDED TO
8 US AS A GROUP OF EXPERTS THAT WOULD OVERSEE, I MEAN, THE

9 BUDGET DOCUMENT IS THE MAJOR POLICY DOCUMENT OF ANY

10 INSTITUTION, SO CONSEQUENTLY, THEY SHOULD HAVE SOME POINT OF
11 VIEW. AT THE END OF THE DAY, WE WOULD PROBABLY BE THE ONES

12 THAT WOULD MAKE THE DETERMINATION WHETHER WE WOULD ACCEPT. I
13 MEAN, MANY A DEPARTMENT COMES TO US, THE SHERIFEF DOES IT ALL
14 THE TIME, MANY A DEPARTMENT COMES TO US AND SAID WE NEED, IN
15 ADDITION TO WHAT THE C.A.O. HAS GIVEN US, WE'D LIKE THIS

16 ADDITIONAL AMOUNT OF MONEY AND EVERY SO OFTEN IT IS BROUGHT UP
17 HERE. SO I DON'T SEE THAT AS A PROBLEM BUT TO NOT ALLOW-- TO
18 NOT EXPECT THAT THE HEALTH ADVISORY BOARD WOULD AT LEAST HAVE
19 AN OPINION ABOUT THE MAJOR POLICY DOCUMENT OF THE HOSPITAL

20  WOULD NOT BE A COMPREHENSIVE ANALYSIS OF ANY OF IT BECAUSE

21 IT'S JUST-- I THINK IT'S A CRITICAL COMPONENT. WHETHER WE

22  AGREE WITH IT OR NOT AT THE END OF THE DAY, IT'S DIFFERENT
THAN THE HEALTH AUTHORITY BECAUSE, AT THE END OF THE DAY, THE
BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MAKES THAT DETERMINATION BUT I THINK THAT

WE NEED TO HAVE THAT KIND OF INPUT AND I THINK THE DEPARTMENT
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1 SHOULD WELCOME IT FROM THE STANDPOINT THAT HOPEFULLY IT'S AN
2 INFORMED DECISION, NOT JUST, YOU KNOW, ANOTHER BUREAUCRATIC

3 PROCESS.

5 DR. THOMAS GARTHWAITE: AND I THINK WE DO. WE WOULD NORMALLY GO
6 OUT TO THE FACILITIES, THEY WOULD PROPOSE THINGS THEY WANT TO
7 CHANGE IN THEIR BUDGET, THINGS THAT THEY THINK THEY CRITICALLY
8§ NEED, EITHER INFRASTRUCTURE, EQUIPMENT, PERSONNEL AND SO

9 FORTH, THINGS THAT THEY WOULD LIKE TO DO DURING THE FOLLOWING
10 YEAR, AND THEN WE NEGOTIATE BACK AND FORTH BEFORE WE

11 ULTIMATELY SUBMIT A BUDGET TO THE C.A.O0. SO THIS WOULD JUST

12 INSERT SOME ADDITIONAL DISCUSSION IN THE PROCESS AT THE

13 MEDICAL CENTER, AND I ASSUME THERE WOULD BE THEN SOME

14 CONVERSATION BETWEEN THE DEPARTMENT AND THE BOARD AS WELL AND
15 THE HOSPITAL ADVISORY BOARD AS WELL.

16

17 SUP. MOLINA, CHAIR: MS. BURKE.

18

19 SUP. BURKE: MADAM CHAIR, I WOULD ASSUME THAT THE KIND OF

20 THINGS THAT THEY WOULD POINT OUT ARE THOSE THINGS THAT THEY

21 KNOW ARE WORKING IN THEIR OWN HOSPITALS OR THE PLACES WHERE
THEY ARE WORKING, FOR INSTANCE, WE'VE TALKED A LOT ABOUT THIS
WHOLE ISSUE OF BIRTHING ROOMS AND THE LACK OF MARTIN LUTHER
KING HAVING THOSE WHEN EVERY OTHER HOSPITAL IN THE AREA HAS

THEM AND, AS A RESULT, MANY PEOPLE JUST DON'T WANT TO COME TO
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1 A HOSPITAL WHERE THEY HAVE TO GO ONE PLACE AND THEN THEY'RE
2 MOVED SOMEWHERE ELSE. WELL, THAT KIND OF THING, IT WOULD SEEM
3 THAT AN ADVISORY BOARD THAT HAS PEOPLE THAT WORK IN HOSPITALS
4 THAT ALL HAVE THIS AND ARE OTHER THINGS, I WOULD ASSUME THAT

5 THIS WHOLE ISSUE OF SPRINKLERS IN THE PSYCH WARD. IF WE'VE HAD
6 PEOPLE WHO WERE ADVISORY WHO HAD BEEN THERE, IF THEY HAD THEIR
7 J.C.A.H.O. BEFORE WE DID, THEY WOULD BE ABLE TO SHARE SOME OF
8 THOSE THINGS AND I THINK THAT PARTICULARLY WHEN I TALKED TO

9 PEOPLE FROM OTHER HOSPITALS, THEY ARE SHARING SOME OF THE

10 ISSUES THAT J.C.A.H.O. IS RAISING NOW THAT THEY DIDN'T RAISE
11 LAST YEAR, PLUS WHAT THEY'RE GOING TO RAISE NEXT YEAR, WHICH
12 IS A DIFFERENT POLICY IS GOING TO BE MUCH TOUGHER BUT THERE IS
13 A ROLE OF-- AND IT OVERLAPS BETWEEN BUDGET AND FACILITY OR I
14 THINK ABOUT THE FACT THAT THE-- NOT INTERNIST BUT WE HAD THE
15 PEOPLE WHO WERE THE INTENSIVISTS THAT-- AT OTHER HOSPITALS,

16 THEY HAD THE INTENSIVISTS BUT, FOR SOME REASON OR ANOTHER AT
17 KING, THERE WAS A DELAY IN GETTING THEM. THESE ARE BUDGET

18 ITEMS IN A SENSE BUT THEY'RE QUALITY OF SERVICE ITEMS THAT, AS
19 A MEMBER OF THE BOARD, I WOULD NOT NECESSARILY KNOW WHAT ONE
20 HOSPITAL HAS RATHER THAN ANOTHER HOSPITAL. BUT PEOPLE WHO ARE
21 ON THIS HOSPITAL ADVISORY AND WHO ARE IN AND OUT OF OTHER

22 HOSPITALS AND WORKING IN OTHER HOSPITALS CAN IMMEDIATELY BE--

23 CAN IDENTIFY SOME OF THOSE THINGS THAT ARE MISSING OR THINGS
24 THAT SHOULD BE CHANGED. SOME OF THEM MAY BE BUDGETARY ITEMS

25 BUT THEY'RE QUALITY OF SERVICE ITEMS. SO I WOULD THINK THAT
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1 THAT'S THE PLACE WHERE THIS ADVISORY GROUP WOULD HAVE AN
2 IMPACT IN TERMS OF THE BUDGET RATHER THAN THEM COMING UP WITH

3 A BUDGET FOR THE HOSPITAL.

5 SUP. MOLINA, CHAIR: ALL RIGHT. ANYTHING ELSE ON THIS ITEM? IF

6 NOT, THIS ITEM IS CONTINUED.

8 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: I WOULD JUST LIKE TO ASK IF THIS IS-- IF

9 THIS REPORT WAS A CHANGE FROM THE ORIGINAL BYLAWS, CAN YOU

10 PROVIDE WITH US A LINED-OUT VERSION?

11

12 DR. HECTOR FLORES: I'M SORRY. I THOUGHT YOU WERE GOING TO GET
13 ONE BUT I'LL MAKE SURE THAT YOU DO.

14

15 SUP. YAROSLAVSKY: MAYBE YOU HAD THEM. I DIDN'T GET THAT. I

16 JUST GOT A NEW VERSION. IT WOULD BE EASIER IF I COULD COMPARE
17 AND CONTRAST. THANK YOU.

18

19 SUP. MOLINA, CHAIR: ALL RIGHT. THEN THAT ITEM WILL BE

20 CONTINUED. IS IT FOR A WEEK OR TWO WEEKS?

21

SPEAKER: TWO WEEKS. THANK YOU.

SUP. BURKE: I HAVE NO OTHER ITEMS.
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1 SUP. MOLINA, CHAIR: ALL RIGHT. MS. BURKE, IF YOU'LL...

FIRST MARINE EXPEDITIONARY FORCE IN TWENTYNINE PALMS. AS PART
OF THE OPERATION IRAQ FREEDOM, PRIVATE ROMERO'S UNIT WAS
ATTACHED TO THE SECOND MARINE DIVISION, THE SECOND
EXPEDITIONARY FORCE. WE WANT TO EXTEND OUR DEEPEST CONDOLENCES
TO PRIVATE ROMERO'S FAMILY. AND FINALLY I'D LIKE TO ASK THAT
WE ADJOURN IN MEMORY OF DON WALLACE, WHO IS AN EMPLOYEE OF THE
