Don J. Mahaffey served as county supervisor for close to half his term when he died of a heart

attack while still in office on April 11, 1932.  He was 56. 

Mahaffey was born in 1876 in Williamsport, Pa.  He grew up in his hometown and in 1902, at age

26, moved to Los Angeles. 

In 1930 he was elected to the supervisorial seat.  Mahaffey’s other credits included membership

in the Hollywood Kiwanis Club, Masons, and president of the Hollywood Chamber of Commerce. 

Harry M. Baine was appointed by the governor on May 31 to complete Mahaffey’s term in office.
