Antonia  Montes As a teacher at Eastman Avenue Elementary School for the past 30 years I 
oppose the authorization of Extera Charter to build in the unincorporated East 
Los Angeles Community. If LAUSD wanted to build a school at this site, they 
would not be allowed because of its close proximity to the Santa Ana 
Freeway. Students will be exposed to high levels of particulate matter, 
nitrogen oxides, and other toxins from vehicle exhaust, which can exacerbate 
existing respiratory problems like asthma, COPD, and allergies.

The quality of life to the people living in the vicinity will also be negatively 
impacted because of the undue traffic, pollution, and noise in an already 
densely populated residential area. Over 500 students will potentially be 
attending this school and adding the staff will create undue stress because of 
the traffic, double parking, children illegally crossing the street and parents 
leaving their cars in the middle of the street to pick up their children. I have 
seen this first hand happening by people picking up children at the Extera 
side of Eastman. The local community does not have the infrastructure to 
accommodate Extera.

Authorizing this charter would exasperate the already declining student 
enrollment at the schools in the vicinity.

Our firm represents Extera Public Schools (“Extera”), a respected community resource 
serving East Los Angeles students for 13 years, and applicant for the proposed consolidation of 
existing Extera campuses into a single, modern facility (the “Project”) located at 1059 South 
Gage Avenue (“Project Site”) in unincorporated East Los Angeles. 

 
Extera Public Schools is firmly dedicated to supporting and uplifting the East Los 

Angeles community, having provided a nurturing, inclusive learning environment for over a 
decade. With a strong focus on English Language Learners, Extera offers specialized 
workshops, free meal programs, after-school care, and seasonal camps for all students. 
Through partnerships with local agencies, Extera also provides holistic support services, 
including affordable eye and dental care for its students. Consolidating Extera’s current 
cohabitated campuses into a permanent school site will enable Extera to enhance our role as 
good neighbors and trusted stewards in East Los Angeles while inspiring our students to 
become the future leaders of the community. 
 

We acknowledge that on April 23, 2024, Supervisor Solis introduced a motion (the 
“Motion”) calling for the Los Angeles County Board of Supervisors to review the Project following 
the Regional Planning Commission’s (“Commission”) approval of the Conditional Use Permit 
(“CUP”). We welcome the opportunity to emphasize the benefits the Project brings to the First 
Supervisorial District and provide additional context regarding the following points raised in the 
Motion:  

 
• Balancing access to educational facilities with the needs of nearby residents; 
• Recognizing the health and welfare concerns arising from the Project’s proximity 

to the Santa Ana Freeway; and

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• Managing the potential increases in traffic on local streets resulting from Project 
implementation. 

 
We note that the Project has demonstrated consistency with all applicable land use 

regulations, received a recommendation of support from County staff, and was approved by the 
Regional Planning Commission on April 17th, 2024. We ask that the Board of Supervisors 
uphold the Commission’s decision, providing clarity and assurance for projects aligned with 
County standards. Therefore, we request that: 
 

• The Board review and consider the Project based on the technical studies 
conducted and approved as part of the Environmental Review process;  

• The Board considers the current General Plan and zoning designation permitting 
this use in residential neighborhoods with a CUP, along with the conditions and 
restrictions placed on the Project as part of the CUP approval. 

• The Board approves CUP NO. RPPL2022013731. 
 

1. Background  
 

The Applicant submitted the Permit application in November 2022, and since then, the 
Applicant, together with counsel and subject matter consultants, collaborated closely with 
County staff to design a project that aligns with and respects the predominantly residential 
nature of the surrounding area. In February 2024, the Applicant completed an Initial 
Study/Mitigated Negative Declaration (“IS/MND”), which was subsequently shared with the 
County. 

 
Regarding air quality, the IS/MND determined that the Project would have a less-than-

significant environmental impact, based on emissions estimates from the California Emissions 
Estimator Model (CalEEMod version 2022), remaining within the South Coast Air Quality 
Management District’s (“SCAQMD”) thresholds for both construction and operation. Similarly, for 
traffic, the IS/MND found the Project would result in a less-than-significant impact on the 
environment and surrounding neighborhood, supported by technical studies, including the 
Transportation Impact Analysis Screen-Out and Vehicle Queuing Analysis. These conclusions 
are based on the projected traffic trips and align with the County’s Traffic Impact Analysis 
Guidelines.3 

 
County staff recommended the Project for approval on April 17, 2024, hearing before the 

Commission. After reviewing the facts, the Commission aligned with staff's recommendation, 
approving the Project with a 4-1 vote.  

 
2. Balancing access to educational facilities with the needs of nearby residents 

 
The CUP process is designed to guide development within unincorporated areas. The 

proposed school use aligns with the General Plan’s Medium Density Residential land use 
designation and is permitted with CUP approval. Consistent with the General Plan’s guiding 
principles, the Project supports the overarching goal of ensuring adequate community services 
and infrastructure to accommodate growth. Additionally, the Project substantially conforms to 
the relevant land use element goals and policies outlined below: 

 
Goal LU 4: Infill development and redevelopment that strengthens and enhances 

communities. 
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Policy LU 4: Encourage infill development in urban and suburban areas on vacant and 

underutilized and/or brownfield sites 
 
Policy LU 4.2: Encourage the adaptive reuse of underutilized structures and the 

revitalization of older, economically distressed neighborhoods. 
 
Goal LU 5: Vibrant, livable and healthy communities with a mix of land use, services, 

and amenities. 
 
Policy LU 5.5: Ensure that all households have access to sufficient supply of early care 

education and supervised school-age enrichment options for children from birth to age 13 
 

Furthermore, under the County’s zoning code and General Plan, residential zones are 
deemed suitable for public and semi-public uses, such as schools, parks, and religious facilities, 
as these uses complement and serve the needs of residential neighborhoods. The Project Site 
is zoned R-3, where the zoning code permits school uses, subject to a CUP. The Project’s scale 
and intensity are comparable to the existing onsite church, which hosted up to 800 congregants, 
in contrast to the current 350 students, with a maximum enrollment of 525 students by 2029. 
The existing church also held special events with up to 1,000 attendees, aligning with permitted 
uses in the R-3 zone. 

 
The Project’s location, size, height, operations, and other key features are designed to be 

compatible with neighboring properties, ensuring they will not adversely affect or diminish 
property values. Additionally, the Project is expected to enhance both property values and 
neighborhood safety. Approving this Project would align with the County’s General Plan vision, 
which identifies the need for more community-serving facilities such as early care and education 
centers to meet the Project areas growing demand.1  

 
 
3. Recognizing the health and welfare concerns arising from the Project’s proximity 

to the Santa Ana Freeway 
 

Under the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA), discretionary projects are required 
to assess their potential environmental impacts on surrounding resources. We recognize that air 
quality is a valid concern in East Los Angeles, particularly for our students and families. 
However, the Project includes a state-of-the-art HVAC system and modern design features 
aimed at protecting student health and enhancing indoor air quality. 
 

Furthermore, the health and welfare concerns with respect to air quality are regional, not 
specific to the Project’s proximity to the Santa Ana Freeway. The Project Site is located within 
the South Coast Air Basin (SCAB), which is regulated by the South Coast Air Quality 
Management District (SCAQMD) and the Southern California Association of Governments 
(SCAG). These agencies are responsible for developing and implementing the regional Air 
Quality Management Plan (AQMP), outlining strategies for achieving compliance with federal 
and state Clean Air Act standards. Currently, SCAB is designated as non-attainment for federal 
ozone and carbon monoxide standards, as well as both state and federal particulate matter 
standards. Meaning, the area where the Project is located does not consistently meet the 
National Ambient Air Quality Standards (NAAQS) set by the U.S. Environmental Protection

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Agency (EPA). In simpler terms, the air quality in this zone falls short of the national standard. 
Therefore, regardless of whether a school or other sensitive uses are built within a 2-mile radius 
or beyond in East Los Angeles, the overall air quality remains substandard.  
 

Moreover, the California Communities Environmental Health Screening Tool 
(CalEnviroScreen 4.0) ranks East Los Angeles in the 80th to 100th percentile among the state’s 
most pollution-burdened communities. As a result, developments in this region, regardless of 
proximity to major freeways, will continue to encounter episodes of substandard air quality. This 
is a regional issue, not an issue caused by Extera Public Schools.2 However, consolidating 
Extera’s existing sites into the proposed Project will provide students with access to state-of-the-
art HVAC systems, a significant upgrade from the outdated buildings currently housing Extera 
students. Additionally, on days when air quality falls below acceptable standards, Extera will 
implement indoor recreation programs to reduce exposure. 
 

4. Managing the potential increases in traffic on local streets resulting from Project 
implementation 
 
We acknowledge the attention given to traffic considerations in the Motion and would like 

to emphasize that the Project’s traffic studies were conducted, reviewed, and verified by 
both the County traffic engineer and Public Works. These studies, alongside the Project’s 
IS/MND, found that the Project aligns with CEQA guidelines, the SCAG Regional 
Transportation Plan/Sustainable Communities Strategy (RTP/SCS), and the County 
Department of Public Works’ Transportation Impact Analysis Guidelines, concluding that the 
Project would have a less than significant impact on traffic. We hope that this 
comprehensive analysis provides confidence in the Project’s compliance and reinforces the 
importance of a consistent, evidence-based approach in the County’s approval process. 

 
To address concerns of traffic spillover from drop-off and pick-up activities, the Project 

conducted a Vehicle Queuing Analysis (VTA), leveraging the site’s unique through-lot design 
to optimize traffic flow and management. Using trip generation rates and queuing models, 
the analysis estimates an average queue of 5.02 vehicles and a peak queue of 11 vehicles. 
This peak queue will be accommodated within the Project’s onsite one-way driveway and 
designated drop-off/pick-up area, which can hold up to 20 vehicles. As a result, queuing 
along Gage Avenue will not be an issue. 

 
The Project’s circulation system will be further enhanced by staggered start and end 

times for elementary and middle school grades, scheduled in 20-minute increments to 
effectively disperse traffic. For example, start times will be organized from 7:00 a.m. to 8:00 
a.m., divided into three intervals. School staff will closely monitor traffic flow, directing 
vehicles at the entrance on South Gage and through the designated onsite drop-off/pick-up 
area to ensure smooth and efficient circulation. 

 
Additionally, Extera will hold parents and students accountable for adhering to the 

school's drop-off and pick-up policies by conducting informational sessions at the start of 
each school year and requiring formal contractual agreements from each student’s guardian. 
In collaboration with County staff, Extera has agreed to various conditions, outlined below, to 
ensure compliance with all traffic management procedures and regulations.

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• Conditions of Approval No. 28 through 34 are expected to ensure adequate traffic 
flow within the school site and on surrounding streets. 
 

• Community Liaison: Conditions No. 39 and 40 require a designated community 
liaison to receive and respond to complaints about the school. 
 

• Annual Community Meeting. Conditions No. 41 through 43 require the school to 
hold a community meeting no later than 30 days after the conclusion of each 
school year. No later than 30 days before the community meeting, the school 
shall provide written notice of the meeting in English and Spanish to all residents 
occupying properties within a 1,000-foot radius of the Project Site and all 
community organizations that are active in East Los Angeles. 
  

• Periodic Reviews: Conditions No. 44 through 50 require Staff to schedule an 
annual “Discussion and Possible Action” item at a regularly scheduled 
Commission meeting after the end of every school year. 

 
The outlined programming and conditions ensure robust monitoring of the school and its 

activities, reinforcing Extera’s commitment to accountability and community engagement 
throughout the Project. These measures include a designated community liaison to 
streamline communication and foster strong, ongoing relationships with the community. 
Extera is dedicated to being a good steward and neighbor, enhancing the community 
through high-quality education that empowers the future leaders of East Los Angeles.  

 
5. Conclusion  
 

For the reasons above, we respectfully request that the Board review the findings 
included in the IS/MND, staff report(s), project data and site plans, and uphold County staff’s 
recommendation and the Commission’s 4-1 decision to approve the Project, based on the 
Project’s compliance with all applicable land use laws and regulations.

Dear Regional Planning Commission:

As an LAUSD Board Member, student safety and the wellbeing of the families I serve are top 
priorities. After much consideration, I believe this project undermines the safety and wellbeing 
of families living within LAUSD Board District 2. I stand with the community in opposing this 
project. 

The site’s proximity to the 5 freeway is concerning. It is adjacent to the 5 freeway, which 
means that students may need to travel daily across the 5-freeway bridge. It is uncertain 
whether any threats to student safety can be mitigated in an area with such a high volume of 
traffic and existing schools. 

Experts say that prolonged exposure to freeways even from 1,000 feet trigger health impacts 
such as asthma and other respiratory conditions. The proposed site is located on the last block 
before getting to the retaining wall of the freeway. Children spend a large part of their school 
day outside to eat, play or learn. At this site, children would spend their outdoor time on a 
rooftop easily exposed to the health and safety dangers of nearby traffic. 

In addition, the location of the proposed project is a heavily dense community with existing 
TK-8th grade schools that already have the capacity to serve the 525 students described in the 
project summary. At a time when schools are struggling with enrollment and many are closing 
their doors unexpectedly, there is no need to build an additional school in that area. Adding an 
additional school to this area may have a negative impact to the viability of surrounding 
schools. 

With respect, I encourage you to consider the safety of our most vulnerable and the wellbeing 
of families when making your decision.

Good afternoon,

My name is Nicolle Fefferman and I am an LAUSD parent and teacher. I am also 
co-founder of the group Parents Supporting Teachers whose 30,000 members are other 
LAUSD families and staff. I am here today to represent our community and ask that you 
deny the development of a new building for the Extera Charter organization.

As a longtime public school activist, I have watched charters invade our neighborhoods. 
They have created a shadow school system that does not play by the same rules as our 
public schools. Their existence has drained the public school system that is currently 
navigating a time of lower enrollment due to gentrification and the high cost of living in 
this city. 

Extera is a relic of a time that has passed. The fantastical promises charters made to 
the public have never materialized. They did not “save” communities or “disrupt” existing 
systems of racism, poverty, or neglect. Charters were allowed to play by their own set of 
rules and the only thing that came of it was fragmentation, betrayal, and further 
marginalization. 

Extera is a charter in East LA that doesn’t want to play by the rules. A legal loophole 
would allow this organization to build a school right next to a freeway. Their plan 
includes a rooftop play area for elementary and middle school students. Maybe that was 
okay sixty years ago, but not today. We understand now that inhaling pollution creates 
and worsens conditions like asthma and makes it more difficult for the body to fight off 
respiratory infections. It baffles me that an organization professing to support children 
would have the courage to even suggest this location. Extera seems to be looking to 
continue this legacy of racist harm.

In an already heavily trafficked area, Extera would put even more stress on the 
neighborhood. More cars and busses on the streets will mean more idling vehicles 
contributing to the pollution, more opportunities for pedestrian endangerment, and more 
nuisance to the surrounding area. The existing public schools in the area are ready and 
willing to serve all in the community. The county should not approve this project.

Dear Los Angeles County Board of Supervisors: 
 
We stand in opposiƟon to Project No. PRJ2022-004416-(1) which proposes the 
building of a new charter school, (Project), located at 1059 South Gage Avenue in the 
unincorporated East Los Angeles community.   
 
Extera Public Charter School and Extera Public Charter School #2 have for almost a 
decade been co-located on four LAUSD campuses, 2nd Street & Breed Street 
Elementary (Extera Public School) and Lorena & Eastman Elementary (Extera Public 
school #2).   These co-locaƟons have had a huge negaƟve impact on the enrollment 
and funding of many LAUSD schools, especially those host schools names above.  
While this compeƟƟon for enrollment and school funding has compromised many 
academic programs at our tradiƟonal LAUSD neighborhood schools, it has not 
resulted in beƩer educaƟonal outcomes for students. 
 
This project has a number of concerns that merit consideraƟon: 
 
Enrollment: 
Since the 2017-18 school year Extera’s enrollment has drasƟcally dropped from 943 
students to 482 students in the 2023-24 school year and there is not a likely path to 
bring it back.  According to financial data available we are guessƟmaƟng that Extera’s 
enrollment has dropped to below 400 in this current school year 2025-25. Extera 
added a TransiƟonal Kindergarten (TK) class in 2023-24, and enrollment sƟll declined 
substanƟally.  To make maƩers more challenging overall enrollment in nearby LAUSD 
schools and charter schools within LAUSD boundaries have both been declining every 
year since 2019-20.   
 
AddiƟonally, at both schools, there has been a substanƟal drop in enrollment from 
Kindergarten to second grade.  At Extera 2, for the last 3 years, they have lost 
between 25% and 35% of their class as they go from Kinder to 2nd grade, and for 
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Extera, it is between 21% and 42%.  To be blunt, families are not choosing to keep 
their children at Extera Charter.

Academic Performance: 
In terms of academic performance, Extera (K-8) is on a path to non-renewal.  While 
that charter does not expire unƟl 2027 and they are currently listed as Middle Tier, 
and they are likely to drop into low Ɵer this year.  They perform below the state in ELA 
and Math on the dashboard for all subgroups in 2022-23, and it looks like this will also 
be the case in 2023-24 looking at the CAASPP scores for this year.   
  
Parking and Traffic:  
LA County Code secƟon 22.18.070 requires for construcƟon projects to allocate at 
least “one parking space per classroom and one parking space for each five people in 
the largest assembly room based on the occupant load.  The charter will have a total 
of 22 classrooms, which require 22 parking spaces, and the school’s assembly room 
has an occupancy load of 160, which requires 32 parking spaces.  Therefore, a total of 
54 on-site parking spaces is required.” 

 
However, the Regional Planning CommiƩee applies AB 2097, claiming that the Project 
is not required to comply with this County Code “because the Project site is located 
on half-mile of a HOTC (High Occupancy Traffic Corridor).”  As a consequence, Extera 
plans to provide only 31 staff parking spaces and 2 parent spaces.  This is a huge 
concern for the well-being of both the parents and the surrounding community.   

 
Where are parents supposed to park when Extera hosts a school acƟvity?  What 
about ADA?  How many handicapped spots will be made available to employees and 
parents?  Does the Board of Supervisors believe that it is a reasonable expectaƟon for 
parents and families to ride the bus to all of the school acƟviƟes?  Most parents will in

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fact look for parking in the neighborhood streets, taking criƟcal parking spaces from 
neighborhood residents, some of them elderly and/or handicapped.

Thank you for taking up review of the Conditional Use Permit for the Extera Public Schools charter 

school project in East Los Angeles. I am writing to urge you to reject the Regional Planning Commission’s 

approval of this project.  

The proposed location is unfit for the construction of any new school. The project site is in the shadow 

of the 5 freeway less than a hundred yards away and is further bound in by the 710 to the east and the 

60 to the north. Students in East Los Angeles are already among the most pollution-burdened in the 

entire state. To locate their school just a stone’s throw from the freeway would unjustly subject children 

to even greater exposure to particulate, benzene, and other pollution that will do them direct harm.  

In addition to the serious environmental injustice of locating a new school at this project site, adding yet 

another charter school to a community with more than its share of them is unnecessary, unsustainable, 

and will undermine existing schools in the area. Extera would seek to enroll over 500 students in an era 

of ongoing enrollment decline. Their offerings would duplicate programs at excellent public schools in 

the community, including magnet and other specialty programs. Along the way, Extera would siphon off 

Annual Daily Attendance revenue from neighborhood schools, robbing our students of teachers and 

other needed staff.  

Given the environmental injustice and negative impact on local schools that would stem from this 
project, I am certain it will meet opposition at the Board of Education. In the case that it does move 
forward, I will work with my colleagues on the Board to deny approval of a charter for Extera to operate 
the school. The best way forward is to reject the project at this stage.
