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PREFACE 

In accordance with the provisions of Sections 29000 to 29171, 
inclusive, of the Government Code, the Board of Supervisors here­
with presents to the taxpayers of Los Angeles County, the 

PRELIMINARY COUNTY BUDGET 

for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 1953, and ending June 30, 1954, 
approved by this Board on May 5, 1953. 

This Budget has been compiled in accordance with statutory 
provisions and shows the amounts that have been tentatively 
approved for Salaries and Wages, Maintenance and Operation and 
Capital Outlay for the various departments of the County Govern­
ment; and for the requirements of the Special Districts within the 
County whose affairs and funds are under the supervision and 
control of the County Board of Supervisors. 

Also included are statements exhibiting estimates of the rev­
enues other than taxes that are expected to accrue during this fiscal 
period and the source thereof, and other available funds that are 
to be applied in the financing of this Budget. 

In accordance with the proyisions of Section 29080 of ,the 
Goyernment Code, the Preliminary Budget will be again considered 
by the Board of SuperYisors in its chambers in the Hall of Records, 
beginning on or about June 9, 1953, for a period not to exceed ten 
days, at which time any taxpayer may appear and be heard for or 
against any part of the budget.

An a na lysis of a ll r eques t s for 1953- 54 a ppropr i ­
a tions as submi tt ed by the vari ous de pa rtment h eads 
has been compl e t ed, and present ed h er ewi t h are r e com­
mendations of the Ch ief Administra t i ve Off i c er thereon 
in accordance with the provisi ons of the Admin is tra ­
tive Code. Beca u se of a n a dvanc e in the s t a rt ing da te 
of budg et investigations, it ha s been possibl e to sub­
ject ea ch individua l r e ques t to a searching ana l y s is . 
Thi s permits the present a t i on of a minimum budget, 
cons istent with the g rowth of the County a nd i t s fun c­
tions , but wh i ch will provi de for the cont inu a t ion a nd 
improvement of the qua lity of servic e r ende r e d t o the 
taxpayers. 

The recommend e d budge t wi ll r equire a n inc r ease 
in the Genera l County t ax r a t e . Your Boa rd h as oft en 
been a dvised, not only by this off i ce but by the t ax­
payers' groups a s we ll , tha t a n i ncrease i n the t ax r a t e 
for 1953-54 was inevit a ble . Predict i ons for this i n­
crease have r a ng ed as high as 24 c ents: As a ma tt er of 
f a ct, it is only through the mo s t ca r eful screen i ng of 
even the sma llest i tems , toge ther with the ear nes t 
coope r a tion of every depa rtment h ead i n the County, 
tha t recommenda tions c a n be ma de which wi ll produc e a 
t ax rate less tha n eve n the most optimistic e stima tes 
of a few months ag o. 

In conforma nce with the desire of your Boa rd a s 
evidenced by orde r of March 31, 1953, we have me t with 



represent ativ es of the various t axpay e r s ' groups and 
discussed with them the proposed budge t. It is be­
lieved that these represent a t i v es are now fami l iar 
wi t h the over- all budget picture , and we ha v e adv ised 
them that any desired details a r e a va ilab l e upon r e ­
ques t. In fact , one of t heir representat i v es has been 
rev iewing all the details that we hav e had a vail abl e 
for t he compilation of these recommendat ions. 

While the computation of a probable t ax r a t e is 
necessarily dependent upon two f actors unknown a t t his 
time--available surplus and assessed valuat ion--we 
hav e estimat ed a rate based on the present indic a t ion 
of the trend of those two variabl e factors . On the 
basis of our computations , t he recommended budge t wi l l 
produce a tax rate of $1 . 7863, an increase of 1 5 . 57 
cents over the current year rate of $1 . 6306 . I t is , 
howev er , still 14. 88 cents below the 1950- 51 a ll t ime 
high of $1. 9351. 

As can be expected in such a rapidly g r owing com­
munity, t he appropriations and reserv es prov ided f o r 
in this budget are t he h i ghest in t h e histor y of t he 
Count y . The total of all appropriat ions and r eserves , 
exclusiv e of delinquency reserves , for the General 
County Go v ernment and f or t h e Special Funds and Spe­
cial Districts under the jur i sd i ction of t he Board of 
Supervi sors is reflected by t he following tabulation :

The t ot a l of r equ irement s for the Gene r al County 
s ect ion of t he bu dge t, $295 , 872 , 254, r epresents t hat 
port ion of t he over- a ll budget which pertains to t he 
Gene r a l County t a x rat e , estimated a t $1. 7863 for 
1953- 54 . The inc r ease of $22 , 8 19 , 766 i n t hese t ot al 
r equirement s i s part ially off s e t by additional avail­
abl e funds in t he f orm of e s t i ma t ed surplus and rev enue 
t o t he extent of $8 ,478 , 195 . The inc r ease in the t ot al 
Gene r al Coun ty t ax l evy r equ i rement is , therefore, 
est i mat ed t o be $14 , 341 , 571 . 

There are c ert a i n aspec t s of the recommended budget 
t o wh ich it is d esired t o di r ect the specif i c attention 
of your Board . A bri e f discuss ion of t h e se is contained 
in the foll owing pa r agraphs. 

CAPITAL PROJECTS 

One of the most significant f a c t ors in the in­
crease in t ota l requirement s is the expanded Capital 
Pro ject s program i n cluded in t h e recommended budget . 
The Count y ' s bui l d i ng progr am dur ing t h e pas t 20 y ears 
ha s not kept pac e wi t h the growt h of the County and i t s 
government al act i vi t i es . The extent t o whi ch space 
requi r ements a r e not being met is indica t ed by the f act 
t hat t h e 1953- 54 appropria tion for Rent wi ll i ncrease 
from $1,423, 4 72 t o $ 1 ,744,741 . Only by an adequat e , 
carefully pla nne d program of capita l cons t ruct ion and 
ma jor r enova t i on can t he l ine be he ld on norma l r equ i r e­
me nt s , a nd some st e ps be t a ken toward e l i mi na t ing the 
ba cklog of a ccumulat ed cons truct ion n eeds . 

Th e pr i ma ry f a ct or i n the proposed $15,745 , 141 
Capit a l Pro jec t s progr a m is the r equ i r ement fo r County 
bui l dings i n ou t side admin istra t ive c ent e r s . Re­
qu i r ement s f or this cons truct i on , on mo s t of which c om­
mi t ment s ha v e b een made , a r e $4 ,715 , 385 . A f urther 
subs t an t ial a ppropr iation will be require d i n the fol­
lowing y ear in order to mee t our cur;r ent n eeds for space 
in t he se a r eas , pa rticularly to house the s uperior and 
municipa l c ourt s . Other maj or i t ems in the budget in­
clude $ 1 , 000 , 000 for the purcha s e of West e rn Avenue 
Gol f Cours e ; $ 953 , 873 f or new jail s a nd jail l aundry ; 
and $1,096,155 for the new proba t i on ca mp s a nd El Re ­
t ire . Included i n t h e r e commended Accumul a t i ve Capita l 
Out l ay Fund appr opria t ion i s a n i n i tial i t em of $ 100 , 000 
f' or pre l imina ry site a nd s pa ce s urveys f or the proposed 
new County Admini s t rat ion Bu i l d i ng , which should be 
t h e n ext planned maj or structur e in the civ ic center 
area . 



Appropr iati ons for c a pital improvements i n County 
parks a re r es t ric t ed to thos e i terns which will provide 
b e tter util izat i on of r egiona l parks and, in a f ew in­
stanc es, expendi tures to p e rmit full utiliza tion or 
prese rva tion of impr ovements a lready made i n local 
parks. 

PUBLIC ASSI STANCE 

The r ec ommended a pp r opr iations and revenue esti­
mate s f or the Public Assis t a nce progr ams and the i r 
a dm i ni s tra tion r ef l e c t a subst antia l decrease , $2,-
860 , 410 , i n ne t Count y costs from budge t a ry provi s ions 
of 1952-53. With the ex cept ion of the Ai d to Needy Blind 
ca t egory , the case l oa ds ha ve genera lly follo wed a 
d ownward t rend during t he current fisc a l year, a l though 
there a re indica t ions t h a t this trend may be rea ching 
a l ow point. Fo r the c oming fisc a l yea r, we have ex­
t ended the case loads gene r a lly in accordance with the 
current trend. I t is b e l iev e d that , unless there is a 
cha ng e i n the e conomi c situa tion , the r e commenda tions 
will be adequa t e. Howev er, it mus t be s tressed that no 
p rov i sion is i nc luded for an upward turn i n case loa ds, 
and tha t the minimum financing provided in these bud­
P"e t s is on the basis of a f i rm recommendation tha t the 
Gene r a l Reserve be a t l eas t h eld to it s present level 
to i nsure the availa b i lity of funds in the event of an 
emerg ency. 

RETIREMENT 

A major i t em in the increase i n r equi r ements for 
Sa l a ries and Wages is the a mount of $2,469,560 repre­
senting the eff ect of a d j u s t ing the County's rate of 
contribution to the County Employe es Retirement Fund, 
on the bas i s of t he a ctua r ial survey recently cdm­
nl e t e d . As a r esu l t of this s urvey, the Retirement 
Ro Ard hAs r ecomme nde d t ha t the contr i bution rate be 
increAse d from 7.6% to 10.31%. 

The primary f a ctor necessi t a ting the increase is 
the libera l ization through l eg isla tion passed since 
the l a st a ctua r ial survey. In a ddition to this factor, 
a n es tima t ed 500 t empora ry a nd recurrent employees will 
be come members of the Re t i r ement Sys t em as a result 
of a n amendme nt to the By-Laws , which increases the 
County's contribution a ccordingly. There was also a 
slight increa s e in the contribution rate for s a fety 
members. 



JAILS 

Your Boa rd i s well awar e of t he urgent necessity 
for providing a dditiona l jai l fa c iliti es and has a p­
proved the est a blishment of three a dd i tional units. 
For the most p a rt, funding fo r the construction or r e ­
h a bilitat i on of these structures mus t b e provided in 
the 1953-54 budge t if they a r e to b e a v ai l able to mee t 
anticipa t e d p eak lo a d s in the s p ring of 1 954. In a ddi­
t i on to the $ 300,500 r equ ired for construction and 
r e h a bilit a t i on , the op e r a t i on of these jails will r e ­
quire 179 a dd i tiona l p e opl e and a n es t i mated op erating 
exp enditure of $ 1,416 , 923 for sal a r ies and wages and 
suppl i e s, wi thout s ub s t antial l y r e ducing t he costs of 
opera ting the ma i n j ail. Sinc e mo s t of the p e rsonn e l 
in the Centra l Unit a r e on a po s t bas i s and must be pro­
vid ed regardl ess of the numbe r of i nma t es , additiona l 
requirement s for p e r s onnel a r e we ll r ecognizd and are 
we ll jus t i fi e d in orde r to prov ide safe and humani­
t a ria n cus tody of these pri s one r s . 

PUBLIC LI BRARY 

The recommend e d budge t for t he Publi c Libra ry is, 
for the fir s t t i me , based on a t ax r a t e of 8 c ents. For 
ma ny ye a r s , the L i bra ry h as op e r a t e d on a 7 c ent r a te . 
However, it h as b een a nt i cipa t e d for sev e r a l y ears tha t 
a n increas e in this l imi t ati on would b e ne c essary. At 
the t ime of pr e p a ring the r e commend a t i ons on the 1952-
5 3 budge t , i t was a t f i r s t t h ought tha t the 7 cent r a t e 
wou ld not p e rm i t the con t inuat i on of exis t i n g serv ices . 
Upon a n a lysis , ho wev er, i t was f oun d tha t a vailable 
s urpluses we r e much great er than h a d b een ant icipa t ed , 
a nd tha t their ut i l izat i on, toge the r with an extremely 
s trict budge t p ol icy , p ermi tt ed a budge t wi t hin t he 
7 c ent l ev e l. F or the com i ng y ear the si tua t ion is r e ­
v e r sed. Surpluses a r e s ub s t a nt ially d e c reased from 
l as t y ear a nd a dd i t i ona l branch es wh i ch hav e b een 
op e n e d ha v e increased t h e n eed . Eve n with an 8 c ent 
r a t e , it h as b een n e c essary to e l i minat e $ 102,670 from 
the d e pa rtment' s r equ est, and the r e comme nded bu dge t 
will p e rmit only the r e t ention of the ex i s t ing cur­
t a il e d leve l of se rv i c e . 

ROAD DEPARTMENT 

The total budg et for the Roa d De partment, $ 2 9, -
629, 8 11, represents a n increase of $ 211,647. Ho wev e r, 
it is interesting to note tha t the a ctual expenditures 
during 1952-53 ut i lized not only a ll current revenu e 



but a portion of the accumulated surplus, which means 
that the Road Department has further cut into the back­
log of work and that within the next few years it will 
be faced with serious financing problems if the current 
rate of construction is to be continued and added main­
tenance responsibilities fulfilled. The recommended 
Road Department budget provides for allocations to 
cities of Gas Tax Funds on the same formula as in past 
years and provides specific appropriations for High­
ways Through Cities - Special Projects in accordance 
with policies expressed by your Board. 

STORM DRAIN BOND ISSUE 

The program of storm drain construction, for which 
a bond issue was approved by the people at the November 
election, will produce an additional tax rate estimated 
at 15.10 cents. While this program does not affect the 
General County tax rate, because all direct charges in 
connection with the proposed storm drain construction, 
including the design and other services, rendered by 
General Fund departments will be reimbursed from the 
bond issue funds, it does necessitate a substantial 
increase in personnel. In the Flood Control, 432 
positions will be required; in the County Engineer's 
Office, 56 positions will be required. There will, of 
course, be other personnel required in the overhead 
departments of the County which service the Flood Con­
trol District. These latter costs are not chargeable 
to bond funds, but are borne by the General County tax 
levy. 

CIVIL DEFENSE 

On April 28, 1953, your Board instructed the Chj_ef 
Administrative Officer to report on the entire Civil 
Defense program. Your particular attention is called 
to pages 38 and 38a on which will be found a detailed 
discussion of the amounts which have been provided in 
the recommendations for Civil Defense activities by 
specific provision within the various departmental 
budgets. A more complete report with a detailed dis­
cussion of the extent to which each department is 
affected by Civil Defense activities will be submitted 
to your Board prior to adoption of the final budget. In 
general, the recommended 1953-54 provisions for Civil 
Defense will carry on the program at its present level 
within the policy recently expressed by your Board. 



The extent to which public funds will be expended 
for Civil Defense is strict l y a ma tter of Board pol icy . 
Expans ion or curtailment of the exist ing l evel should 
be accomplished only a f ter full consideration of the 
va rious element s involved in the problem, t he present 
international si tuat ion , and the requirements for dis­
as t er r elief as separa t e and apart from the possibility 
of military aggr ession . Should your Board decide to 
make a substant ial change in the provisions for this 
service , the n ecessary adjustments in t he budget will 
be presented wi th t he other final budge t recommenda­
t ions in June . 

POLICY ITEMS 

The appropriations f or Expl oi t a t ion , Exposition, 
and Aid to Ot her Gov ernments and Non- Profit Organiza­
tions as Author ized by Law have a lwa y s been items which 
were reserved f or policy determinat ion by your Board . 
In presenting specif ic suggestions f or appropriat ions 
to the va rious organizations submitt ing r equests, it 
has not been the i n t ent ion of this office t o influence 
the pol icy of y our Board, but rather t o present for your 
considera t i on the r esults of analyz ing in detail the 
va r ious r equest s submi tt ed . 

In gener a l , we ha ve suggest ed only those items on 
which no i ncreases were a llowed during the current fi s ­
ca l year . Howe v er, i n one or two instances wher e our 
analys is indica t ed tha t an increase was well justified 
a nd woul d not b e out of line with Board pol i cy, we have 
included some increases in our recommended appropria­
t ions . In t h ose i nst ances where no r equest s had be en 
filed but whe r e prov i sion had been ma de regula rly in 
past year s , the a mount s of the current y ear a ppropr ia­
t ions were included i n the Gener a l Fund Unappropriat ed 
Reserve . One r equest, r epresenting a n ew fun ction, is 
incl uded in t ha t reserve in its ent ire ty . 

NUMBER OF EMPLOYEES 

The recommended budget for t he General and Specia l 
County Fund depa r t ments a nd the Special Districts will 
pr ovide fo r an inc r ease of 1496 employees , of which 923 
a r e i n the General County sect i on . Many of these posi­
t ions have a lready b eer/spec i f i cally authorized by y our 
Boar d dur ing the cur rent year , ei t her by or dinanc e 
amendment or r esolut ion . 



The increase in p e r s onnel is larger than would be 
norma lly ant icipated . However, the County is faced 
wi th s evera l perpl exing problems which are out of line 
with the growt h of t h e County. For example, the Storm 
Drain progr am requires the a ddition of 488 positions, 
the add i ti onal jails to be developed will r equire 179 
posi tions , the schedu led openi ng of the n ew Juvenile 
Hall wi ll ne cessitate t h e equ i va l ent of 49 a dditiona l 
p osi t i ons , and t he extreme ly h igh increa s e i n ca ses 
hand l ed by and under t he s up ervis ion of the Proba tion 
De pa rtment wi l l necessitat e 70 a dd ed employe es on the 
basi s of es t ablished work loa d me asurement s . Other 
po s it i ons are pr ov ided in the va rious budgets to a de­
quate ly mee t wo rk load requirement s . Were i t not for 
the unusua l requirement s outl i n ed a bove, the increase 
in p e r s onnel would be well b e low that justified by the 
trend in population and the growth i n County a ctivi ­
t i es. 

SALARY INCREASES 

For 1953-54, as for the current year, it is the 
intent of the Ch ief Administra tive Officer to make 
salary recommenda tions strictly in a ccordance with the 
f i ndings of the commun ity-wide Salary Survey. This 
a ppea rs to be the mo s t objective method of establishing 
prevai ling r a t es in a ccorda nce with the Cha rter re­
quirement that " I n fi x ing compensa tion to be paid to 
p e rsons under the cla s s ified Civil Service , the Boa rd 
of Supervisors s hall i n each instance provide a salary 
or wage a t lea st equa l to the prevailing salary or wage 
for the same qua lity of service rendered to private 
persons , firms, or corpora tions under simila r employ­
ment in ca s e such preva iling s a lary or wage can be 
ascertained." 

The 1953 Sa l a ry Survey was conducted j ointly with 
the City of Los Angeles and other participating agen­
cies. Based on this j oint effort, the Los Angeles City 
Administrative Officer ha s already filed with the City 
Council his r e commendations for 1953-54, which result 
in an approximate 5}f% increa se over this year. How­
ever, these recommended increases were not unif'orm, as 
approx imately 15% of the City classes are not recom­
mended for an increa se. The State Personnel Board now 
has under consideration its recommendations for the 
next fiscal year. The State Legislature has been asked 
for sufficient funds to permit an approximate 5% in­
crease as salary surveys would indicate. 



Recommenda t ions being developed for submission to 
your Honorable Board on May 19 are based on changes in 
t he preva iling wages in priva t e industry and other 
gov ernment al jurisdictions which hav e already been 
r ealized . In anticipation of t he requirements, the 
recommended budget contains an adequat e provision in 
a Sal ary Fund Unappropriat ed Reserve for pro jected sal­
ary increases and retirement costs . At the present 
t i me and during the next few weeks , h earings will be 
h eld with all employee groups and with the Salary and 
Personnel Practices Committee . 

GENERAL FUND UNAPPROPRIATED RESERVE 

Included in the r ecommended General Fund Unappro­
priat ed Reserve of $ 182 , 020 is $148 , 053 represent ing 
amount s which i t is felt your Board may wish to appro­
priat e for items under Exploitation , Exposition, and 
Aid to Other Gov e rnment s and Non- Profit Organizations 
as Authoriz ed by Law . These items were not included 
in the recommended appropria t ions , either because they 
reprec entcd a n increase over l ast year, and as s uch 
were consider ed to be matters of Boar d policy, or be­
cause no reque st s had been rece i v ed . The specific 
i t ems for which reserve provision has been made a re 
explained in the presentation of the three indiv idual 
appropr iations . 

The remainder of the recommende d General Fund Un­
appropriated Reserve , $33 ,967, r epresents the require­
ment for oper a t ion of the Alcoholic Clini c in accord­
ance wi th the orde r of your Board of April 28 , 1953 . 
The action of your Board approving i ts incl usion in the 
budget came a fter the mechanical process of compiling 
t he budget document had s t a rt ed , and provision as a sep­
arate a ppropr iat ion would hav e necessitat ed a great 
deal of rev ision. Th e transfer of this a mount to the 
proper appropria t ion wi ll be included in the r ecom­
mended revisions for the f inal budget. 

GENERAL FUND GENERAL RESERVE 

It is r e cogni z ed tha t any l a r ge ope r a ting organi­
zation must have a safety provision which will be avail­
able in t he case of an emergency . In the County budget 
this factor is contained in the General Fund General 
Re serve . The re commended r eserve of $5 , 000 , 000 is the 
minimum amount which i t i s f elt will insure adequat e 
provision to meet possible f inancing requirements i n 



t he ev ent of a s udden change in t he economic pi cture . 
Th is is l ess tha n 2% of t he to t a l r ecommended a ppr o­
priat ions and is expendabl e only i n t h e ev ent of an 
a ctua l emergency and upon a 4/5 v ote of t he Boar d . I n 
t he ev ent i t is no t ut i lized , i t aut omat i cally accru es 
to s u rplus and ass i s t s in f und i ng r equirements for t h e 
following fi s ca l year . 

AVAILABLE SURPLUS 

An important f actor in hol ding t~e estima t ed t ax 
r a te increase t o less tha n 16 c ent s i s t he unexpect edly 
high est imat ed a vailabl e surplus . Ther e a r e t wo im­
port ant e l ement s wh ich contr ibuted to the e s t i ma t e of' 
$ 18 , 305 , 000 , as compared to l as t year ' s su r p l u s of' 
$ 18 , 951 , 790 . The fir s t of thes e is the cont inuing de­
cline in Public Assistance case loads , part icul a r l y in 
Indigent Aid , whi ch is t he f ul l r espons ibil i ty of the 
Count y, and Aid to Needy Chi l dren , of which t he County 
bears a l arge s ha r e . The t ot a l savi ng in ne t cost of 
a l l aid progr a ms t o t h e County, wh ich sav ing a ccrues 
to surplus, i s estimat ed a t $2, 930,000 . of whi ch $1. -
033,000 is from I~digen t Aid and $1 ,451, 378 f rom Aid 
t o Needy Chil dren . All of t h is sav ing is t he r e sult of 
a c t ual reduct ions in case loads a nd has been real ize d 
wi t hout r educt i ons in budget t a bles . 

A second major i t ern whi ch contribut es s ubsta n­
tially t o t h e surplus pict ure is t h e ov erreal i za t ion 
of r ev enues . It is a n t i c i pa t e d tha t r ev enues other 
t ha n relief subv ent i ons will be overreal ized by $5, -
645 , 000 , of which $2 , 922 ,478 r epresents ov e r real iza ­
t ion of estimated r ev e nue from the Mot or Vehicl e i n 
Li eu Tax . Approxima t e ly $737 ,700 is t he r esult of t he 
inc r eased emphasis on coll ect i ons on pat ient and i ndi­
gent a ccount s , for whi ch addi t i onal per sonnel a t l i ttle 
cos t compared with t h e r esul t s was allowed t o the Bu­
reau of Res ources and Collec t ions . Ma ny othe r i t ems 
of depa rtment al rev enue a r e coming in a t a much f ast er 
r a t e t han was a n t ic i pat ed . 

Ot her el eme nt s of surplus , incl ud ing appropria­
t ion balanc es , and r eserves whi ch r emain int a ct , a r e 
in accor dance with ant icipat ions . 

REVENUE 

Rev enue is t he second f actor wh ich mak es up the 
a vai l abl e funds fo r f i n ancing the budget ary requ i r e ­
ment s . The subs tant ial overrealiza tion of revenues 



dur i ng 1952- 53 a nd the cont r i but i on to s ur plu s i s fur­
ther r efl ected i n t he r evenue e s t ima t e s f or t h e coming 
f iscal year , whi ch are $9 , 124, 985 abov e the 1952- 53 
budge t es tima t es and $1,759 , 985 above t h e est imat ed 
actua l for the cu rrent f isca l y ear . The extent t o whi ch 
r ev enue est imat es have increased is anothe r example of 
t he expanded growt h of Count y opera t ions . 

INSURANCE RESERVE 

Th is budge t c ont ains an appropria t i on of $100 ,000 
in the Accumula tive Capita l Out l a y Fund t o inc r eas e 
t he i n sur ance r eserve . Wi t h t he a dd i t ion of t his 
a mount, t he tot a l r eserve wi ll be one million dollar s . 
I t is be l i eved tha t a ny fur t her increase in the insur­
a nc e r eser v e is unj u s t i f i ed on t he basis of probable 
damage whi ch would be done to a ny one County s tructure 
by even a ma jor f i r e . Consequent l y, in f uture years , 
no a ppropriat i on for this purpose will be included in 
the budget . 

In a d d ition to the p r ov ision a nnua l ly made in the 
Accumula t ive Cap i t a l Outla y Fund , i t has been t he 
pra ct i ce to a dd t o the General Fund General Res erve the 
unexpended ba l a nc e in t he annua l a ppr opr i a t ion for 
f i r e i nsurance . The 1952- 53 gene r a l r e s erv e i ncluded 
$230,000 for this purpose . The cont inua ti on of thi s 
pra c t i ce in 1 953- 54 would produce a gene r a l r eserv e 
provi s ion of $305 , 000 for insura nc e purposes. How­
ever, i n view of the subs t ant ial provis i on which ha s 
been ma de i n the Accumula tive Cap i t a l Outla y Fund , we 
a re recommending t ha t t he Genera l Fund r eserve pr ovi ­
s ion for i ns ura nc e be e l i mi na t ed and the tota l Gen er a l 
Fund Gen er a l Res e rve be r educed a ccording ly . 

ASSESSED VALUATION 

The assess e d valuation of the County h a s i ncreased 
rapidl y dur ing the pas t f ew y ears . The 1952- 53 va lua ­
t i on r epr esent ed a 7 . 3% increase over the present year. 
However , a port ion of t hi s t r emendous increase r esulted 
from t he f act tha t i nventori es ,. part icul a r l y in war 
plant s , were at a v er y high level . Indica tions a r e 
t ha t t he same sit uat ion may not prevail t his year a nd 
t hat a comput a t ion based on s uch increase woul d be un­
r eal ist ic . After consultation. wi t h t he County As­
sessor, we hav e pr edicated our cal cul ations on a 5% 
increase in both secur ed and unsecured valua t ions . 
Shoul d t he actua l va l uat ions be more favorab l e , t here 



will, of cour se, be a corre spondi ng decreas e in the 
tax rat e. 

DEPARTMENTAL HEARINGS 

With the exception of t wo department s, there is on 
fil e a signed st a t ement from ea ch department h ead stip­
ula ting his agr eement wi th the r ec ommendations c on­
tained herein. The t wo depa r t ment h eads who desire a n 
appea r a nc e befor e your Boa rd are i n gen eral agreement 
with the r e commendat i ons, but each ha s one spe c if ic 
point wh i ch he wishes to di s cuss wi t h you , as f ollows: 

The Probati on Offic e r wishes to d iscuss wi t h 
your Boa rd h is r equ e st that the rat i o of 1 Senior 
Deputy Probat i on Officer to each 11 Deputy Pr oba­
ti on Offic er s i n the Juvenile Divisi on be a d justed 
t o a 1- 9 r a t i o . The r a tio of Deputy Pr oba t ion Of­
fi cers to Sen i ors was increa se d sev er a l y ears ag o 
on t he basis of discus s ion by t he memb e r s of t he 
Board in open mee ting. Consequently , wh ile t his 
office is in full a ccord wi t h t he Pr obat i on Of­
ficer ' s reques t, we ha ve suggested tha t h e appear 
be f ore your Boa rd a nd reques t a policy dec i sion on 
the matt er. 

The Poundma st e r is in agre ement tha t the r e c­
ommended budge t will be a dequa t e to cont inu e the 
ex i s t ing l evel of service . Ho wever , he has s u b­
mi tt ed a r eques t f or six addit i ona l posi t i ons of 
Deputy Poundma ster to prov i de adequate enf orc e­
ment of the County Le a sh Law . I t is r ecogn iz ed tha t 
the exi st ing staff does not p errn i t full compl iance 
wi t h the l aw in t his rega rd ; however, the a ddition 
of the employees reques t ed would cons titut e a n 
expansion of exis t i ng se rvic es . It is, therefore, 
considered to be a ma tt e r for determina tion by your 
Board. 

ADOPTION OF PRELIMINARY BUDGET 

As previously stat ed, only two department hea ds 
desire to discuss the i r depa rtmental budgets with your 
Board. It is believed that it will be possible to hear 
these two department heads in a very short period of 
time and, consequently, they have been requested to 
appear before your Board at the time these recommenda­
tions are being presented, so that the preliminary 
budget may be adopted at the earliest possible date. 



Early adoption is necessary if the formal pre l i minary 
budget is to be presented and available to the publi c 
ten days before the prescribed da te of pub l i c h ear­
ings, June 10. 

Between the adoption of the pre liminary budge t a nd 
the final budget, there will be a mple opportuni ty f or 
the various taxpayers, the citiz ens' groups , and the 
public, as well as the members of the Bo a rd, to s c r u­
tinize the recommendations in d e tail a nd b e prepa r ed 
to recommend any changes prior to a doption of the f inal 
budget. It is therefore 

RECOMMENDED: 

That after hearing the t wo department heads 
who wish to make an appe a rance, your Board 
immediately order such changes as desired, 
adopt the revised recommendations a s t he pr e ­
liminary budget, and instruct the Aud i to r to 
proceed with the printing. 

APPRECIATION 

The mere compilation and printing of this vo l ume 
is in itself a tremendous task, as evid e nced by i t s 
size and content. However, this printed document is 
merely the culmination of several months of a rduous 
and detailed work, not only by the personnel of thi s 
office, but by the d ep a rtment heads and the ir r epre ­
sentatives as well. Even prior to the submiss i on of 
the budget requests, your Chief Administra tive Off i c e r 
had personally requested the department heads to hold 
their departmental requests to a minimum bca us e of the 
serious financing problem which wa s anticipa t ed. The 
department heads have extended the ir full cooperation 
and have requested additions to their budgets only 
when, in their opinions, it was vitally necessary for 
the continued operation of the depa rtment in a manne r 
which would render satisfa ctory service to the tax­
payers. In spite of the minimum appropriations which 
were requested, members of my staff have made a very 
thorough and detailed analysis of the requests and have 
recommended substantial reductions. ~n almost every 
instance, the department head, after a complete ex­
change of information, has concurred in the recommen­
dations contained herein. It would not be proper to 
present this preliminary budget without expressing 
appreciation to all the department heads and their

The sala ries 
and num ber of clerks and attaches in each municipal court are fixed by Act 4475, Deor­
ing's G eneral Laws. All expenses of municipal courts are a charge against tho County 
The County ha s no budgetary jurisdiction over the number of attaches, judges, or their 
salaries, nor over such mandatory expense i tem.s as interproter's fees, jury fees, and 
m ilea ge, reporting and transcribing foes, witness fees and expenses.
