Also included are statements exhibiting estimates of the revenues 
other than taxes that are expected to accrue during this fiscal period 
and the source thereof, and other available funds that are to be applied 
in the financing of this Budget. 

As a matter of general information, to the public, and in response 
to requests for such infonnation, there has been added to each depart­
mental budget an explanatory note giving a brief synopsis of the work 
perfo1111ed by the department or the purpose for which th appropria­
tion was made.
