development would occur consistently and continuously for the entire period. For 
demolition activities, the durations are based on preliminary estimates. In addition, 
although the specific timeline for individual project development is unknown, in order to 
present a conservative analysis of construction emissions, this analysis assumes the various 
construction activities (e.g., site preparation, demolition, building construction) would 
overlap and are given the same start date. Overall, the determined adjusted durations 
described above in addition to assigning the same construction start date for the 
construction activities result in a total modeled construction duration of 7.34 years (2,679 
calendar days or 1,914 workdays) between years 2026 and 2033. Additionally, for purposes 
of Project-related construction emissions estimates, it is assumed vertical building 
construction of up to 50 percent of the proposed land uses could be occurring at any given 
time. Also, construction assumptions such as construction equipment mix and construction 
worker trips were based on CalEEMod defaults, given the programmatic nature of the 
Proposed Project.14 Table 3.2-9, Construction Activities, Phasing, and Equipment, shows the 
assumed construction activities and the modeled durations and equipment mix for each of 
the activities. 

 Demolition. The analysis accounts for the removal of the 28 structures identified for 
demolition (see Table 2-4 in Chapter 2, Project Description) totaling 1,301,389 building 
square feet (BSF), along with demolition activities associated with the adaptive reuse of the 
General Hospital, which would generate an estimated 416,456 cubic yards (CY) of 
demolition debris. Overall, and for purpose of modeling, it assumed demolition activities 
associated with the General Hospital and the IRD/OPD/Parking Structure #12 area would 
generate 348,719 tons of demolition debris and demolition activities associated with 
stabilization plan would generate 95,517 tons of demolition debris material. Additionally, it 
is assumed all debris material would be exported to an offsite landfill.  

 Grading. Grading associated with the Proposed Project would result in approximately 
182,100 CY of cut and 149,000 CY of fill with 44,000 CY of soil export. It is anticipated the 
cut material would be moved and stockpiled within the Project Site, proximate to the areas 
of fill. For purposes of this analysis, the amount of fill material to be moved within the 
Project Site is assumed to be 149,000 CY.
