	SETTING UP OXYGEN CYLINDER AND REGULATOR

	Places a new O-ring (flexible gasket) over the large opening on either the cylinder or regulator
	
	
	

	Secures regulator to valve stem

	PROCEDURE – NASAL CANNULA (NC)

	PROCEDURE – HIGH CONCENTRATION OXYGEN MASK (NON-REBREATHER MASK)
