	PROVIDE
TREATMENT
	For mild (partial) obstruction:

Does not interfere with the patient’s attempt to relieve their own obstruction
	
	
	

	
	Monitors for change in condition in position of comfort
	
	
	

	
	For severe (complete) obstruction:
           Kneels/sits with the infant on their lap
	
	
	

	
	Properly places infant in the prone position on their forearm supporting the infant’s jaw and face with the head lower than the body 
	
	
	

	
	Uses the heel of their hand to deliver five back slaps between the shoulder blades with enough force to dislodge the obstruction
	
	
	

	
	Sandwiches the infant by placing the opposite arm behind the infant’s head and rotates the infant supine onto opposite arm maintaining control of head and neck
	
	
	

	
	Places the infant’s head slightly lower than the chest while resting on the forearm
	
	
	

	
	Appropriately performs up to five (5) chest thrusts
	
	
	

	OPEN
 AIRWAY
	Inspects oropharynx and removes any objects that can be easily removed
	
	
	

	REASSESS
	Repeats a series of back slaps followed by chest thrusts until the obstruction is relieved or the infant becomes unresponsive

	POSITION

PATIENT
	Places patient in the supine position on hard surface  
	
	
	

	CPR
	Performs modified CPR for two minutes without checking for a pulse
	
	
	

	OPEN
AIRWAY
	Opens the airway using the head tilt/chin lift or jaw thrust maneuver
	
	
	

	
	Inspects oropharynx and removes any objects than can be easily removed
	
	
	

	VENTILATE
	Attempts to ventilate the infant by giving two breaths with bag-mask with high flow oxygen 
	
	
	

	REASSESS
	Assess for chest rise with ventilation
	
	
	

	
	Resumes compressions if no relief of obstruction 
	
	
	

	
	Repeats above procedures until obstruction is cleared or ALS assumes care

Infant manikin, bag-mask-ventilation (BMV) device, O2 connecting tubing, oxygen source with flow regulator, pediatric resuscitation tape, eye protection, various masks, gown, gloves, timing device, suction, airway bag.
