EMT personnel may immediately transport hypotensive patients with life-threatening, penetrating injuries to the torso to the closest trauma center, not the Most Accessible Receiving (MAR), when the transport time is less than the estimated time of paramedic arrival. The transporting unit should make every effort to contact the receiving trauma center. (Ref 506)
PERFORMANCE OBJECTIVES

Demonstrate competency in performing a complete trauma assessment involving scene size-up, primary assessment, secondary assessment, physical examination, ongoing assessment, and perform life-threatening interventions as necessary.  Assessment and management of life-threatening interventions must be completed within 10 minutes.
