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Also Coming in 2026—3 New Ways to Ease Traffic

Plenty of big changes are in the works in transportation for the new year. Here are three:

1. LAX Is Expected to Roll Out the People Mover Train.

The Los Angeles International Airport (LAX) People Mover is
expected to open this year, providing travelers with access to
terminals, parking and pickup/drop-off curbs. It will also connect
to the Los Angeles Metro rail system and several regional and
city bus providers.

Roughly 30 million passengers per year are anticipated to
use the People Mover when it opens. That means an easier trip
to and from LAX—and about 117,000 fewer vehicle miles traveled
per day.

Trains will travel at speeds of up to 47 miles per hour. They’ll
arrive at stations every two minutes during peak hours with a total
travel time of 10 minutes end-to-end.

2. All Aboard the OC Streetcar.

Orange County is on track to get its first modern streetcar this spring. The
OC Streetcar will serve Santa Ana’s historic downtown, which includes
courthouses, government offices, colleges, restaurants and more.
The streetcar will operate along a 4.15-mile route. It connects with
the Santa Ana Regional Transportation Center (SARTC) and Metrolink,
as well as a new transit hub at Harbor Boulevard and Westminster
Avenue in Garden Grove.
A few fun facts about the OC Streetcar:
« Capacity: Up to 220 riders
« Trip time: 22-minutes end-to-end
« Number of stops: 10 in each direction
» Frequency: Every 10 to 15 minutes

3. The 1-15 Will Go High-Tech to Improve Traffic Flow.

A pilot project on the I-15 Freeway will use sensors and “smart”
technology to monitor real-time traffic conditions to better
manage traffic. It’'s planned for an eight-mile, non-tolled section
of northbound I-15—from the San Diego/Riverside County Line in
Temecula to the I-15/1-215 Interchange in Murrieta.

Designed as a two-year pilot project, it aims to improve overall
traffic flow by maintaining steadier travel speeds. Adaptive ramp
meters will be set to allow more or fewer vehicles to enter I-15 at
any given time based on current traffic conditions.

While drivers may wait slightly longer at on-ramps, the aim is to
improve overall travel time, with fewer starts and stops.
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Transportation Fringe Benefit
Gets a Raise

Employees can receive transit and vanpool benefits tax- free up to $340 a month
in 2026, according to a recent announcement by the Internal Revenue Service
(IRS). That’s a $15 monthly increase over the current transportation fringe benefit.

The IRS allows both employers and employees to receive tax benefits through
the pre-tax purchasing of public transit fare media including vanpool fares.
Employers can also choose to provide employees with a direct subsidy up to the
monthly limit, perhaps eliminating the cost of commuting altogether.

Parking is also an allowable transportation fringe benefit—and the monthly
maximum an employee claims can be a mix of transit and parking.

Not knowing the “how tos” of riding the train could be keeping employees from

trying this faster, less stressful way to commute. Good news: Metrolink now offers

an online rider guide. It offers step-by-step instructions, including:

« Finding the nearest station to home and work

« Checking train schedules for the most convenient route

« Buying tickets, including details on discounts

- Identifying connections on shuttles, bus or micro transit for the last leg of the ride
if it’s too far to walk

The guide also gives information on amenities, rules and accessibility options.

Seniors and Medicare cardholders can receive reduced fares when using a
Tap2Ride payment card on VCTC Intercity Bus.

Reduced fares are 80 cents for Zone 1 and $2 for Zone 2.

With the Tap2Ride payment system, riders can pay fares with a credit card or
mobile device. Simply tap a credit/debit card or phone/watch on the payment
reader to board. No app or account is needed.

Tap2Ride also features fare capping, so once riders reach the 31-day cap,
they ride free.
