An dlectronic (PDF) copy of your plans and Will Serve Letter Application if required (some agencies prefer email).

How long will it take to issue a Will-Serve Letter?
Aeview times may vary, but expect 10 business days or mare.

Other Notes

Water ines must be at minimum 10 feet away from septic tanks, sewer service |aterals, and/or leach fields.

Your new one- or two-famdy dwedling will require intenior fire sprinklers. If a fare sprinkler system & connected to the domestic
meter, a USC approved Double Check Valve Assembly is required to be installed at the fire sprinkler riser for backflow
prevention by County of Los Angeles Department of Public Mealth.
