In February, the Los Angeles County

which detained individuals are selected
and partnered with shelter dogs.
Participants complete approximately
three months of course curriculum,
including weekly interactive dog
training sessions, homework
assignments, and personal goal setting.

The program began at Campus Kilpatrick when a youth expressed interest and submitted a 
proposal. Campus Kilpatrick staff coordinated efforts to host the program, which was funded as a one-year pilot.
